It has been, and
nany Persons here present may have seen it asserted,
that the Catholic Churelris opposed ta civilization,
-that she mars the wmoral and material proeress of
wankind, and that she is opposed to true liberty. Tt
is afirmed that that great rebellion, or, il you will,
that reat revolution, which, in the sixteenth century,
convulsed all Burope, wasa special interposition of
- Teaven for the spiritual welfare of mankind. and that
from the free and wunfettered perusal of the Bible
flowed blessings innumeralle to the human race.—
" These assertions are made unquestionably oftener
than proved; but in these false and inconsiderate
asserlions is found a pretext which arms resistance
to the authority of God’s only true and venerable
_ Church ronses the deepest hatred, and excites and
fosters innumerable agoressions. as if the Churebh,
- her tendencics and object, were but a systematic at-
-~ tack on the liberties of the people, and an obstacle to
‘7. the development of all human enerey. DBat men
... who believe this, are in a state of profound ignorance
- with regard to “the Churel, for, in the midst of ler
" perpetual struggles. she has ever but one object in
. view,1he nnion-of all souls in the true Catholie Faith,

- i-My obhject. then, in appearing before you this even-
ing,is to' prove that all the" objections which ‘I have
rumerated are: {ulile and false. Awnd here T would
"express-a wish that we may be justified in attributing
. mare to stolid ignorance than to deep-rooted malice,
the efforts of those men, who, in every mised com-
munity; are espending the whole frash of their vo-
cabulary against the cliaste spouse of the Lamb.
Permit me, then, Ladies and Gentlemen, to direct
your attention to the assertion which I will now pro-
ceed to refute, namely, that the Catholic Churcl is
opposed to the civilization of man: that is to say,
his reclamation from a wild and savage state. If I
succeed in proving, what indeed scarcely requires a
proof, that the very reverse is the case, then indeed
this inconsiderate assertion melts gently away into
very thin air. Christianity, that is, Catholicity, (for
thiey are identical), was the mother of true civiliza-
tion, and to Ler Inrope. aye, the warld, is indebted
for all that is really useful to man both in time and
elernity: I do not, indeed, deny that, previous to
-the establishment of the Antitype of the Ark. that
a'kind of civilization existed. Greece was civilized,
Rome was civilized ; that is, human nature was raised
in these countries to the highest point of civilization
attainable under the sway af Paganism. Both had
" their invincible armies led by generals whose fame
had never been eclipsed ; in both sprang up orators
and poets, the perusal of whose immortal works de-
light .and’instruct us to the present day. All who
could not glory in the nawme of Greek or Roman,
were designated by them as barbarians. And yet
these nations wére not civilized j polytheism and ci-
vilization, praperly so called, could not ca-exist’j for
polytheism’ could not fully reclaim men from a state
of nature, and gift them with the freedom of the
Sons of God." To Catlialicity- was reserved the task
of converting the nations, and thereby civilizing
- them ;-to her; and ler alone, was conferred the hea-
- venly grace adequate to enable her to accomplish the

It
18 sufficient; to say that she 'came out unscathed from
 the terrible ordeal. Neither-the malice of man, nor
the ingenuity of hell, nor the combination ‘of’ both,
could ‘crush lier immortal energies, or_successfully

ing into the Jovely plains of Ttaly, a brighter, but not
more glorious era opened before her
persecution was sheathed, the star of peace arose,
at least for a time, and the Flavian amplitheatre was
no longer reddened with the blood of her martyrs.—
(Applause.)  The damp of the Catacombs was
scarcely removed from her brow, when she collected
lall her strength, and braced herself up for the rege-
neration of the world—the cirilization of man. The
spiritual conquest of the nations then commenced,
and at different intervals of time, St. Patrick went
to Treland, Palladins to Scotland, Retnigius to France
(where the great Clovis ant! 3,000 of his nobles were
haptised in one day); Adalberf visited Prussia, Boni-
face, Germany, and Augustine, England.  That
island was then in a state of the most deplorable
anarchy and ignorance. The Britons—the ancient
inhabitants—were overcome by the fierce and fero-
cious Suxons, who forced then to retire for safety
into the mountainous district of Wales. Among

ed'as they were by the subjugation of their country,
and from their inability to pay many risits to Rome,
on azcount of the unsettled state of the Continent,
their discipline became somewhat relaxed. That
they acknowledged, however, the supremacy of
Roman See, there can be no doubt ; the Councils of
Avles and Sardica freely settle this point. Dot Aus-
tin arrives, commissioned by the great Pope, Grego-
ry; preceded by the eross, the emblem of salvation,
tnd aceompanicd by a numerons train singing canti-
clesof joy and thanksgiving, he lands upon the Kent-
ish strand.  On that day, England, the foundation
stone of thy greatness was laid. (Great applause.),
Rome conquered but to save. (Applause.) The
Saxons were converted, and the baptism which they
received made them regard the poor Britons as their
brethren in the faith. The Anglo-Saxen Churel
soon arose, ‘the fruitful motlier of a long time of glo-
vious Kingsand illustrious Saints.  "The dew of Hea-
‘'ven fell upon the dry and parclhed-up eaith ; the mus-

goious tree, apd sheltered beneath its branches. a
great and flourishing people. Rome’s’ work was
hiastened on, and by the ardor of her love alone ‘was
it all but accomplished § and the Holy Father, from
his primatial See at Rome, could look around and
see the nations of the earth acknowledging his juris-
diction, and bending at Catholic altars. I have, my
Lord, Ladies and Gentlemen, taken buta cursory
glance al that great transition period, during which
the darkness of Pagan superstition was rolted back,
like the mists of night before the morning sun, when
all Europe became Catholic, and when the command
of the Saviour wonld almost appear to have been re-
alized ? “ Be ye one—even as I and the Father are
one.” (Applause.) DBut here I take a triamphant
stand, and I proudly defy any man to specify a coun-
try which has yet been converted to the faith of
Clirist without tlie co-operation of Rome. Sectaries
may pull down, but they cannot build up j they may
find fault with a great achievement, but they can
achiere nothing themselves. They may.present you
a garment composed of patches of every - die, but
they can have no pretensions to weave the scamless
robe of Catholic Unity. (Greatapplause.)

‘We now come 1o the middle ages, or as they are
contemptuously called the dark ages, when, accord-
ing to every spouting schoolboy and flaming Digot,
all Europe was plunged into (he most gross and fear-
ful idolatry, God’s Law (orgotten, and a worse than
pagan superstition everywhere prevailed. Al this is
very {ine, Ladies arl Gentlemen j but all the {ropes
and figures of speech are but a poor substitute for
the stubbornness of facts. No! % These ages,”in
the words of Kenelin Dighy. ¢ were ages of Faith ;”
ages when all Europe was Catholic, when vast tem-
ples were seen to rise in every place of human con-
course to give glory to God, and exalt men’s souls to
sanctity, when houses of holy peace and order were
found amidst woods and desolate inountains, on the
banks of -placid lakes as well as on the solitary rocks
of the Occan’ ages of sanctity which witnessed a
Bede, a Francis,a Bernard,and crowds who followed
-them as they did Christ ; ages of vast and beneficent
intelligence in which it pleased ‘the Holy Spirit to
display the power of the seven gifts in the lives of an
Anstem, a Thomas of Aquin, and the saintly flocks
whose steps.a cloister guarded ; ages of the highest
civil virtue, which gave birth to the Laws and Insti-
tutions of an Edward, a Lewis, and a Suger ; -ages
of - the noblest art, which bebeld a Giotta, a Michael
Angelo, a Raplaelo, a Dominichino; ages of poetry
which heard an Avitus,a Caedmon,2 Dante, a Shaks-
peare ; ages of more than mofal heroism, which pro-
duced a Tancred and Godfrey ; ages of Majesty,
whieh knew a Charlemagne, an Alfred,and the saint-
‘ed youth who bore the lily.  (Applause.) Ages, too,

impede tier'path of truth.

(of her martyrs. T'his was the time, T assert, when
| Europe was truly civilized. (Applause.) We had
not, it is true, the Press, the Steam-cngine, the
Electric Telegrapli, neither had we those hosts of
mock religions which lure away tlionsands of souls to
their eternal destruction—(applause); lhercsies of
course arose, but they were soon crushed beneath the
chain of St. Peter, their lives were as the mush-
room, their existence was not permanent. If we are
to judge by some of the writers of the present Jay,
thisage is superlatively civilized.  We have attained
all that the human mind can desire. "¢ Whetlier our
age,” says the Iincyclopeedia Americana, « has reach-
ed a higher state of civilization than any preceding
one, is of course a matter of very great dowbt, but
there is no.doubt it makes louder claims to superiority
in this respect than any previous period.  Such pre-
tensions are geverally the-result of the ignorance of
other times and their productions. It is certainly a
circumstance worthy of some consideration, that per-
sons whose- talents and acquirements have enabled
them to take wide and penetrating vicws of the past
and present, have shewn the least dlisposition to echo
the ery of the warch of intellect.”

Before I proceed to make any comments on the
Reformation and its influence on the moral and ma-
teria]l advancement of mankind, T must refer to the
imminent. danger to which all Europe was exposed
{rom the daring incursions of a fanatic foe, during a
protracted pericd of time. Tn the East, towards the
end.of the sixth century, the false propbet and im-
postor Malomet, arose. Ilis religion, so. called,
spread with the most fearful rapidity. ‘The sanction
which he leld out to lis followers, ' :

¢ Thronestothe victors,
‘Heaven to those who fall,?

inspired them with the most daring recklessness. Tn
process of time - his follawers overran Syria; Persia,
and almost all the JZastern countries. They invaded
Spain, and snatched the Sceptre from Don Roderick
the last King of the Goths. They took possession
of the Tsland of Sicily, which they retained for two
hundred years. ‘¢ Allah Achbar, God is great and
Malomet is his proplet,” was the terrific war-cry
which made the nations quake. In the year 719,
they passed the Pyrenees, und dashed down like a
torrent on the South of IFrance; but Charles, the
father of Pepin, uniting his forces with those of Bude,
Duke of Aquitaine, zave them a signal defeat, and got
the surname of Martel from the Zemmering, by
which he spread such destrnetion among their ranks.
Tr 1571, Don Jolin of Austria entirely destroyed the
Turkish fleet in the gulf of Lepanto. But then arose
the Moslem war-cry : # Allaly Achbar, God is Great
and Mahomet is his Proplet ; to the infidels Allah
has given the dominion of the sea, but we shall rule
the land,” Previous to this time, in the year 1517,
the Turks were threatening the ruin of Germany and
the subversion of Christianity ; one of Luther’s pro-
positions on this occasion was, “ Thatit isman’s duty
not only to will all that God requires of us to will,
but moreover to will absolutely all that God himself
wills;” and from this principle he concluded, «that
since the Turk shonld invade Germany, to resist him
would be to resist the will of God.” If Catholic
Lurope had listened to the counsel of this obscene
and profligate wretch, to what dangers would its ci-
vilization and liberty have been exposed. DBelore I
pass from-this subject, I think it will not be irrevelant
to briefly glance at that momentous campaign which
terminated for ever the grasping ambition of the Mos-
lem: On the second of January, 1683, the fatal
lorse-tails, the customary signals of an ensuing war,
were suspended from the gates of Adrianople; the
whole Ottoman Empire was in commotion, preparing
to carry fire and sword into the heart of the German
Empire, Kara Mustapha, Grand Vizier under Ma-
homed: the Fourth, at the invitation of Count Tekili,
marclied at the head of 200,000 men, and sat down
before Vienna on the fourteenth of July. The whole
Christian ' World was in alarm. Pope Tnnocent the
eleventh and John Solieski had entered into a league
to support the Emperor Leopold, for Vienna was
justly considered'as ' the Key of Germany, and the
areat bulwark of Christendom. Upou the first news
of the siege, John immediately put his army in mo-
tion, and although he hnd received many affronts from
Leopold, forgetting all when the liberties of Europe
were at stake and the Religion of Christ was threat-
ened; at the head of 24,000 chosen men he marched
with the. utmost specd for Vienna, and soon ascended
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the mountains adjacent (o that city, {rbm whose sum-
mit he beheld the myviad turbaned legions of the
Moslem spread hefore him in magnificent arvay, deck-
ed out mall the gorgeous splendor of the Ilast.
LIaving gone to conlession, and received Communion
at Mass which e served hiwmself, laving Lis arms
joined in the forin of a eross, he arose and called out
aloud, “ Let us march to the-enemy with an cative
conlidence in the protection of Heaven under the: as-
sured patronage of the Blessed Virgin.® Kara Mus-
tapha, with the Khan of Tartary, was drinking coffes
out ol cups of gold, and jesting at the threatencd as-
saully in a splendid pavilion in view of Sobeiski, 1lis
noble blood was immediately kindled at the insult,
aud instantly charging at the head of the fiery and
gallant chivalry ol Poland, he overcame every obsta-
cle, and swept like a whirlwind amongst the terror-
stricken ranks of the infidels.  1lis splendid bussars
raising the national war-cry, © God, for Doland,”
leaped the diteh which would have arrested the in-
fantry and vode with dripping sabres over eleft tur-
bans with a firy that could wnot be resisted. The
victory was camplete, and Joln could write to lis
Queen in Poland, that the Grand  Vizier had wale
him his sole executor. Murope was saved by this
truly Catholic Prince, and well was il announced in
the Catlicdral of Vienna, “ there was a man sent
from God whose name was John.”  If the principles
of the father of the Reformation were carried out,
where now would be the liberties and the civilization
of Europe? I think, therefore, that I am justified in
asserling that, if it was the Catholic Chureh swhich
couverted all Lurope from a state of Paganisin and
savage barbarism, it was also princes attached 1o the
doctrines of the same Church, who preserved the
liberties and civilization of Europe from being ntterly
annihilated by the formidable attacks of the furious
and fanatic Moslems.  Secondly, we will now pro-
ceed to examine whether the Church of Rome was
and is. opposed to the moral progress of the human
race—and here I would parenthetically observe that
almost all the knowledge of Catholic countries; of the
history ‘of the Church.and the morality pure and sub-
lime, which she inculeates is gleaned by 6ur separated.
brethren from fainted sources, from hostile and bi-
goted authoritics. The literature of England is anti-
catholic by presceription, anti-catholic in all its de-
partments. ‘The day is passed, indeed, when the
reader found in every romance a “ruffian Monk®
with reeking dagger or poisoned bowl, and the villiay
of every plot was a crafty Jesuit or hypoeritical
Priest, but the poisen is administered still with amnore
delicate, it is truc, but not less busy hand.  Frous the
lordly folio down to thie almost invisible Diamond edi-
tion, it may still be foind in every shop and upon
every stall.  In truth tlus unworthy spirit breathes
through the writing of almost every author in the
Tinglish language, who has occasion to refer to the
Churels, her practices and doctrines. Tt is common
to the theologian and encycloputdist, novelist and
historian. Tt may be heard lisping in the honeyed
numbers of some fair authoress, or found lurking un-
der the gilded decorations of a serap-book or aunual,
Of the various sects into which Christianity is divided
some are Loo insignificant to provoke the hostifity of
their vivals; in others the charactenistic difference is
too slight or too speculative to alford much roam for
animadversion ; and in all there is one common bond
by which they are held together—their comman pro-
test against Catholicity. DBut the Catholic Church
has none of these claims to forbearance. In aze and
extent she is far apart from all her rivals. The fline
of separation is broad and distinct, excluding all with-
out exception, who do not subscribe to her authority.
Hence in all times, and in all places, she has drawn
upon herself the hostility and abuse of all sectarians
without exception. What wonder, then, that her
doctrines are misconceived and her morality misre-
presented 7 But after all, will it not strike the most -
superficial observer that the loud-boast, that the Le.
formation ndvanced the morality of mankind is exag-
gerated and false? A few facts which I shall pre-
sently bring before your notice will, I trust, show that
the very contrary was the case.—We do not deny
that in some cases a reformation of morals was called
for. It was, and that reformation - {ook place. ‘I'he
Fathers of the Chrisijap world assembled at Trent,
enacted in reference ta morals those wise decrees
which effectualiy put a stop .to the evils which ex-
isted. But our Reform, says an' illustrious writer,
was a Conservative . Reform ; ive pruned away the
decayed part, we placed the vessel in the furnace and
the dross being melted off, we drew it out bright and
pure—yours was radical to the extreme; you torc
up the - entire plant by the root, because you said
there was a blight on some one branch; you threw
the whole into the fire'and made merry at its blaze.
Now that you look for it again, you find nothing hisg
ashes. And you are surprised at this. "Docs it. nnt
appear that Divine Providence was graciously pleased’
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to give the lie to those who, under pretence of abuses
_and errors, caused schism in the Church by raising
from"its bosom at that very moment, and soon after
such men as no Reformed Church can boastof. The
tree might bave been known by its fruits; an evil
* tree ‘conld not have produced such worthy fruits. of
chifrity,-of pastoral zeal, 6f penitential epirit as then
came.-down:to adorn’; the' Catholic Church." .They
were really 2’ -crown, aye -a crown of gold, to their
mother ; not as the fading garments of Lphraim, put
on the head in a moment of intoxication.—They were
heroes whose names, after three centuries, are fresh
in the mouths of men, and who are now set, like pre-
vious jewellery, in the bright erown which the Churcl:
triumphantly wears in the highest heavens. Who
would dare to institute a comparison between a Par-
key, 2 Cranmer,a John Knox, with a Vincent de
Taul, a Philip Neri, and a2n Ignatius Loyola.
One would suppose, after all the noisyme laundation
"of the Glorious Reformation, that the young and
vigorous establishments, the Pbaenix Churches of
Lngland and Stotland, springing forth into a new
Jife from the [funeral pile, where they had consumed
the decayed elements of their former existence,
would have flown upwards with a steady xaze on the
sun of righteousness, and given proof of their renew-
el vigor by their eagle tlights towards the regions of
Heaven. Tnstead of this they fell heavily on the
around, scorched in plumage and shorn of wing and
~ondemned to walk or creep upon the earth’s surface,
sutl 1o seel their food with dim eyes in its stagnant,
lilizless pools (applause). .
Tt is really sickening to be obliged, in support of
wmy argument, to have to allmde to Tngland and
Seottand, and bring before your notice some of the
disgusting details-of immorality, iznorance and irreli-

ziow which in these countries—the great bulwark of

rotestantism—every where prevail. The Refor-
mation has had ample time to be tested there. Woe
mwight then cxpect that, in the Jand of Cranmer and
Kuox, the people, generally speuking, should have
made great progress in morals and mental enlighten-
ment. The aothorities T now adduce are Protestant,
aud therefore unquestionable.—Dickens, the most
popular of Inglish writers of the present (lay,'usserts,
af the great mass of the rural popilation of his coun-
try, that they are completely brutalised, and that the
shadow of ignorance covers them like a clound; that
i looks and manners they approach the level of the
Iower part of creation. s not this a beauiiful vesult
of the glorious Iteformalion. Not long ago, the
Lev. Geo. Bird, an Anglican clergyman, threw wp
thu living of Cumberworth, on account of the incor-
vigible and utterly hopeless immorality of that parish.
# In cases of baptist, the parishioners came, for the
most part, with a scarcely suppressed grin on their
countenances.  They were so grossly ignorant as
not to distinguish belween Civil registration and
Church baptism.”  But decency hiere subjects me to
be silent and pass over some disgusting details.

I next proceed Lo cite from the Quarterly Journal
of the Historical Society of London, published some
eight years ago, a report of St. John’s and St. Mar-
goret’s parishes, Westminster, by which it appears
that out of % 5,866 principal members of families
among the laboring classes, there were 2,077 who
attended no place of worship, and 1,101 who profes-
sed no veligion at all.” and this under the very
nuses of the Dean and Chapter of Westminster.——
Penly, it was time for the Pope to send the Great
Cardinal Archbishop there.  Again, I am prevented
trom horrifying your feelings by alluding to the au-
thenticated statements of the Protestant, Lord Ash-
ley, wade some yeayrs ago in the House of Commons.

[ pass on, and throw a veil over these deplorable
vxigences of our fallen nature ; but from every lover
of his kind they would be sure to wring a tear of
the Dbitlerest anguish. From evidence relating to
“orkshire, Durham, Lancaslire, North Staffordshirve
and Cumberland, Lord Ashley had gleaned the fol-
lowing beautiful answers indicative of what Gospel
light has done for "England : % James Taylor never
heard of God, but has heard men say G—d damn;
a girl, 18 years of age, never heard of Clwvist. This
Wwa$ Very common among young persons; ¢ [ never
2o 1o Church.” Ta respect to Dorsetshire, there
was the f{ollowing evidence of Dr. Somerville, a
Protestant, taken from the London Morning Chiro-
aricle. *In Dorsetshire the population is degraded
“to the most deplorable condition ; such indeed was
thie poverty of the diet, the nakedness of the house-
hold furniture, the base ignorance, the reputed and
visibly universal wantof female decency and virtue,
she brutal manners and ferociously expressed batred
of the gentry and clergy among the agricultural por-
tion of the population, thaf in no part of any town
i the kingdom, anrong no class, are these character-
istics to be surpassed.” - What delicious fruits of a
Reformed Chureh, but I have not yet done.  Listen
to the following statement contained in a speech of
Mr. Cobden, in the Iouse of Cammons, in relation
to the Sussex-born prisoners in the Hotse of Car-
vection at Lewes? “Out of 2,022 priseners, 1120
nould barely tell the Saviour’s name, and that lLe
_died—0646 knew not his name.”  Aye, in England,
i one particular place, upwards of 600 immortal
souls were in hideous ignorance of the only name
under Heaven given unto men whereby they may be
saved. With this awful destitution of religious
‘kaowledge, it was natural to look for corresponding
specimeus of conduet. ' ‘

The Englishman may learn with surprise and no little
sha' ie that.the number of persons who can read and
write, and understand the elements of Arithmetic is
beyond comparison, greater in the hereditary States
of Austria, than in his own enlightened country.”® I

inm,” spirits may be evoked, with whom conversation
may be held, and frum whom the secrets of the other
world may be leamed. This is what Religion con-
demns ; this is what it is not lawful for you te do, or
tolerate. Observe that the evocation of spirits is some-
thing real, as we shall shaw in anather part of this let-
ter. Still, du notfancy that we place any faith in the
presence of spirits every time that one is pleased to
evoke them by means of ¢ Table Turning;»” for we
are well convinced 1hat there is mach imposition
therein. We would simply desire to peint out that
there is sin in the mere intention of putting oneself in
commuuication with any spirits whatsoever, whether
for the puspose of recalling the past, of knowing the
present, or foretelling the futnre, and, above all, of
prying with human eye inlo the abyss of thnse secrets,
whiclr God alone can know ; because to Himselfalone
has He reserved the knowledge thereof. Even should
no manifestations ensue, as we believe is generally
the case, the intention to evoke the spirits is, of itself,
a crime, mare or less serious according to the circum-
stances.?’

His Lordship points out what Spiritual communi-
cations alone are lawful to the Christian man, and
after which he should never cease to labor. We
should endeavor to maintain a communication with
the Holy Spirit, with the Holy Angels, and witli the
Spirits of the Blessed in Heaven; not by means. of
«Table Turning,” and such like ignoble jugglery,
but by means of fervent prayers, and a lively faith,

These are the neans by which the Christian man may
hold spiritual converse wilh the unseen world, and
with which he should be content, without seeking after
communications with the spirit of darkness, whe, as a
roaring lion, still goes about, seeking whom he may

Finally, seeing how almost invariably the use, lead
to the abuse, and how mucl: excitement prevails on
this subject of ¢ Table Turning,” Ifis Lordship re-
commends all, to abstain altogether from such prac-
tices, even in sport ; though lie does not pronounce
them absolutely sinful, but only dangerous, as liable
to lead to abuse. As to the * Spinitual Rappings,”
and atlempts to communicate by any means whatso-
ever with the spirits, His Lordship condemns them as
superstitious and impious—spirituaily dangerous, and
intellectually degrading:—

¢ We must never forget that as true religion honors
our Lord and Saviour Jesus Chiist, so all vain observ-
ances, all superstitiousjpractices, are a worship offered
in honor of the devil; a sacrilegious, and revolting
worship ; yet one which, to the shame of this enlight-
ened age, is offered to the spirit of darkness. For,
Dearly Beloved, be not deceived : there is superstition
and devil worship in many of the practices resorted to
now-a-days—whether it be to oblain a speedy cure,
to recover goads lost, or to predict the future, &c.—
It is superstition to put faith in, or be guided in our
actions, by our dreams; itis superstition to consult
persons who, for the sake ot gain, atthe expence of
their dupes, profess a knowledge of the secrels of the
past, the present, and the future. .

¢« Be on your guard then against all the craft of sa-
perstition and errar ; anc for this purpose, attach your-

approves, and which relizion has consecrated. [n 3]l
things, to your labors unite prayer; and, inorder to
succeed in your enterprises, to prayer, add the use of
those natural and human means which God has given
to man.”? _ ' .

then rushed upon the procession, and commenced an
indiscriminate assault upon the Irish, in which they
were assisted by the police ; a force, composed prin-
cipally of Protestants, and as such, only too glad ot
an opportunity to pitch into the Popish Paddies, Of
the latter, several were cruelly beaten, knocked

down, and then, with wonderful impartiality, taken |

up, and committed to prison for rioting. . .

Their trial commenced on the 21st plt., belore a
Jury, from which the name of every Irishman, and
Catholic, had been carefully crased. It was proved
that the Irish had been insulted, abused, attacked,
and severely handled by a rufianly mob; and that
the former lad merely used force to repel force. It
was however well known that the delendants were
Irish, and Papists; and therefore the Jury had no
hesitation in bringing in a verdict of * Guilty”
against them ; from which however, we are happy to
learn that an appeal will be taken; and, in the opi-
nion of many sound lawyers, this appeal will be sus-
tained, so glaring was the partiality of the Jurors on
the trial, and so manifestly contrary to tlre evidence
adduced was their verdict.

Gavazzr-sy AT CiNnciNNATI—Another attempt
on the life of Mgr. Bedini, and, most probably again
at the instigation of Gavazzi, has been made by =2
large body of the Protestants of the United States.
His Lxcellency had taken up his residence for a few
days with the Archbishop of Cincinnati, and on one
occasion had celebrated Mass in the Cathedral, a
proceeding “ most tolerable, and not to be endured”
by the friends and champions of « civil and religious
liberty.” A violeut conspiracy was consequently or-
ganised against the Nuncio ; and about 500 scoun-
drels, members of a Protestant ¢ Society of Free-
dom,” marched in a body to the assault of the Archie-
piscopal residence. The authorities of the City
however were on their guard ; and as the ¢ Sons of
Freedom,” with shouts, yells, groans, and blasphe-
mies, came forward to do battle for the Holy Iro-
testant Taith, they were met by the Police, and
after a short conflict, in which several were wounded,
one mortally, they took to flight, leaving sixty of
their number, prisoners in the hands of the Philistines.

This brutal and unprovoked outrage, upon a stran-
oer, and an ecclesiastic, whose sacred character
should have been a sufficient guarantee against all
violence, and whose eminent rank has been rendered
yet more illustrious by his many virtues——and above
all, by his gentle, conciliatory and equitable adminis-
tration of public affairs in his native land—which he
carried to such an extreme, as actually to intercede
for the life of the infainous cut-throat Ugo Bassi—
this attacl upon such 2 man,we say, reflects indelible
disgrace upon the Protestants of the United States;
who, by countenancing such fellows as Achilli, Ga-
vazzi, and the blood-and-lust defiled wretches, whom
the overthrow of Protestant demagogueisin on the
Continent has driven to their shores—have encouraged
them to proceed, from outrage to outrage, until they
fancy that they can plot assassination, and earry into
execution their nefarious schewes, with impunity. No
doubt however that the respectable portion of the
American Protestant public, are heartily ashamed of,
and sincerely repudiate, the rascally conduct of their
co-religionists.

As to
the pbenomena, we professed no scepticism ; and hav-
ing read Professor Faraday’s explanation, we cansce
no mystery whatever in the “ Table Turning” move-
ments, though we do not attribute them to electric
fluids, galvanic juices, or bottled essence of Mesmer-
ism; in fact, we have yet to learn—¢ What is an
electrie fuid 7’ The phenomena arrange (hemselves
naturally into two classes: the objective, and the
purely subjective. The first may easily be accounted
for on the hypothesis of an wrnconscious muscular ac-
tion on the part of the operator ; the second involve
some curious psychelogical problems, upon the discus-
sion of which we have not at present time to enter;
but in neither do we as yet see the necessity of ad-
mitting any supernatural ageney. That when a lot
of men hold their hands on a table it can be made to
move, is very certain, and not at all wonderful; for
the explanation isto be found in the fact,that the
hands alweys move before the table does, and in the
same direction. The only wonder is, that instead of
attributing the molion to its evident cause—the mus-
cular action of tlie operator—men should have sought
for the explanation of such a simple phenomenon, in
the presence of spirits, or electric fluids, Whenour
correspondent shall have clearly defined what kind of
a fluid, an eleetric {luid is, we shall be more disposed
to admit his hypothesis, and ready to discuss its modus
operandi.

A writer in the Transcript asks, with much slhow
of reason, why it is that an inquest has not been held
on the bones which were discovered in the housc of
the man Alexander, lately arrested on the suspicion
of having murdered his wife? Three medical gentle-
men, of high standing in their profession—one Pro-
fessor of Midwifery in the French Canadian School
of Medicine—of the others, one the Professor, and
the other Demonstrator, of Anatomy in the same
School—swore most positively that the bones and
teeth produced before the Police Court were hutan
bones, and teeth, Coupling this—with the marks of -
blood visible on tlie walls of Alexander’s house, i
spite of evident eflorts to conceal them by seraping—
with the bloody rags, and other suspicious circum-
stances—it does seem that there is enough to author-
ise a closer examination into this mysterious case.
We have not heard that as yet any medical men have
given an opinion contrary to that of Drs. Trestler,
Bibaud and Regnier. Tt therefore remains on evi-
dence that the bones of a human being were found in
Alexander’s house ; on the walls of swhich also there
were marks of blood still visible, in spite of the at-
tempts to scrape them off. In justice to the m'ed.wal
gentlemen examined at the Police Court, and in jus-
tice to the country, this matter should- be further in-

vesligated. , S

# A ProtesTasT’s Arrear To Tue Dovay Bisne.”’

So intimately connected with one apotler are all
the doctrines of the Catliolic Clurch, that it is im-
possible 1o treat of them scparately, or to discuss
them as if—like the fragments of Catholicity which
some of the Protestant communities still profess to
retain—one bore no immediate relation to another.
The whole system of Catholicity, as has been re-
marked by a notorious apostate from the Church, is
so surprisingly linked together, that together, the
whole must either stand or fall.  And thus, though
he must alterly repudinte the theory of a chronologi-
cal doctrinal development, the Catholic may admit a
logical development; or rather, such a logical co-
herence betwixt all the doctrines of his Church, that
one may well be called the antecedent of the other,
in the logical, though certainly not in the chronologi-
cal, order. Tn this limited sense of development,
would we treat of the doctrines of Merit, Good

Works, Satisfaction, and Purgatory, as the logical

consequences of the Catholic doctrine of Justilica-
tion ; in the same way as the place which the cultus
of the Blessed Virgin, and the Tnvocation of Saints,
hold in the worship of the Church, is the logical
sequence of her doctrine of the Incarnation. "The
Anthropology of the Church is the logical antecedent
of her Eschatology ; both must therefore be treated of
under one head 5 though Mr. Jenkins—vwho lilie most
Protestants is unable to appreciate the indissoluble
connection betwixt all the different parts of the Papal
system—treats them separately, as if they had no
more connection with one another than the disjecta
memdra of Methodism ; a kind of Catholic_tarso, on
which the head of an Arminius has been incongru-
ously combined with the tail of a Calvin,

The doctrine of Purgatory must stand or fali then
with the doctrine of Justification as taught by the
Catbolic Churchj which, in ‘its turn, is but the logi-
cal consequence of the Catholic doctrine of man’s
Tree-will>—as opposed to the * Serf-will> of Luther.
This shall be seen by a statement of the differences
betwixt the Catholic, and the Protestant, doctrines §
the former as laid down by the Council of Trent;
the fatter by Mr. Jenkins.

And here, once for ali, we will notice the charge
which our author brings against the Fathers of Trent,
of having introduced novelties into, or sanctioned any
change in, the doctrines of the Church,

«Jt was left to that body of ecclesiastics to hurl
the first Church anathema against every humble
preacher who should dare to atfirm with Paul ¢ that
man is justified by faith only.? *—p. 230,

If, by the * Pawl® of whom Mr. Jenkins speaks
as familiarly as if he were some pot-house acquaint-
ance, our author means the apostie St. Paul, he 'is
again guilty of a wilful misquotation ; for St. Paul
nowbere says ¢ that man is' justified by faith ondy.”
T'o the otlier assertion we will oppose the testimony
of another Protestant—IJallam; a writer whose
opinions are entitled to fully as much respect as are
those of Mr. Jenkins ; speaking of this same charge,
then, Hallam remarks :— ‘

« A strange notion has been started of late years in
England, that the Council of Trent made important
innovations in the previously established doctrines of
the Western Church; an hypothesis =o' paradoxical
in respect 1o pablic opinion, and, it must be added,
so prodigiousty al variance wilh (he knuwn facts of ec-
clesiastical history,that we cannot but admire the fucili-
by with which it kas been taken up. Tt will appear, by
reading the aceounts of the sessions of the Council,
either in Father Paul®—(whom, in another place,
Hallam deseribes as, ¢ an adversary as decided as any
that eould have comefrom the reformed churches’)—
t or in any more favorable historian, that, even in cer-

tain'points, sueh as justification, which had not been’

clearly Jaid- down before, the Tridentine doctrines
were mostly conformable with the sense of the major-
ty of those dogters, who had obtained .the highest
repmation ; and that upen what i}ru'morevngually
reckoned the distinetive characteristics of the Church
of Rome, namely, Transubstantidtion, Purgatoty, and

Invacation of Saints and the. Virgin,thiey asseit nothing

but what had been so ingrafted: into the failh of thjs

part of Europe as to have been. rejected by no one
without suspicion or imputation of hevesy.* ¥ * * No
General Conncil ever contained so many persons of
eminent learning and ability as that of Trent ; nor is
there ground for believing that uny other ever investi.
gated the questions befure it with so much panence,
acuteness, temper, and desite of truth.* * It may
be said that they had only une eading prejudice, that of
determining theolegical tuith accorditig 10 the tradition
of the Cathalie Chureh, a= handed down 1o their own
age. This eue point of avthority conceded, I am not
awure thutl they can be proved 1o have decided wrong, or
at least against all 1easonable evidence. Let those
wim have imbibed a different opinion ask themselves
whether they have read Sarpi through with any atten-
tiun, especially as 1o those sessions of the Tridentine
Conneil which preceded ils suspension in 1547°—
(during which sessions the doctrine of  Justification™
was definedy— Lit. of Europe, v. 11, c. 2.

Thus we see that one of the ablest Drotestant his-
torians of modern times completely vindicates the
Tridentine Fathers from the charge, which Mr. Jen-
kins—who has most likely never read a line of
Sarpi, or any other historian of the Council of T'rent,
in bis life—Drings™ against them. Tt is therefore un-
necessary for us to say anolher word upon this point.
The Tathers of L'rent were, by the confession of
Pratestants, men eminent for ¢ learning and ability—
actuated by « desire for trieth,” and whose “one
leading prc_‘jw?icc” was ¢ that of determtning theo-
logical faith according to the teadition of the Catho-
lic Churel, as handed down to their own age.”” Men
50 qualified, so actnated, and so prejudiced, were mot
the men to sanction any innovations in the traditions
of the Catholic Church.

We must defer until our next, the comparison of
the Catholic, and Protestant doctrines of Justilica-
tion. We shall then see what important practical
results flow, from theeretic differences appareptly
trifling 5 and from the larbarous jargon which the
miscalled Reformation substituted for the langnage of
the Sclioglmen,

It seems that the destruction of the Turkish squa-
dron at Sinope is the third reply given by Russia to
the last wmovement of the allied fleets. « U i3,
boast the Llussians, * a defiance flung in the face of
the western powers, and let those resent it who dare.
We have shown that we can sweep the Tarkish flouts
from the Black Sea, and, if we wish it, land troops
on any part of the coast of Asiatic Turkey we
nlease.”

The Viemna Llsyd publishes the following 1—

% Advices from Constantinople, of the Ist Dec.,
state that the Russian {oriress of Safa, near Ghek-
vetil, has been taken by the Turks; 400 Tlussians
were killed, 200 escaped.

“On the 17th of November, 1,200 Tiussians land-
ed on the same coast, but Selim Dacha foreed them
to return to their shirs.  TIn this engagement the
Ruszians Jost 400 killed and ane cannaon.

«“The Turks bave advanced to Alexandriznople,
in Geovgia.  Their attack upon that fortress was re-
pulsed, but they have bloekaded the citadel of Ak-
haltchick (or Akista.) . Tts fali was daily expected.”

Several villages on the Russian territory have been
occupied by the Turks. .

According to the Tast news from Trebisond, three
or four Turkish {rigates have succeeded in landing
arms, ammunition, and stores on the coast of Circas-
sia, not far from Gelendjick. The arms and other
articles so landed were immediately taken off by the
Circassians.

Near Fort St. Nicholas (Chekvetil), the Rus-
sians were repulsed in an attempt to fand 18,000
men. Their retreat was attended with heavy loss.
'The Russian ariny was cut off from a retreat to Rus-
siz. The Mussulman population of Georgin had
risen in arms for Tuerkey.

It was believed that Persia had declared war
against Turkey at the instigation of Russia, and that
a combined Russian and Persian force would mareh
on Erzeroum,

A difference had broken out between the British
Ambassador and the Persian Governinent.

INDIA AND CHINA.

General Godwin died at Simla on the 26th Octo-
ber. Pegu iwas still in an unsettled state, and the
Dacoits continue to give much trouble.

At Shanghai and Amoy fighting was still going on,
and great disaffection had manifested itself at Tuch-
chowfoo.
