çensidering the tremendous influence

which this conversion would bave on the
progress of the Church throughout the
prhd, he dwells on it as a subject worthy
j aur mot carnest work and most fer-
vent Prayers.

Tbea, asa means to this end-and every
word of his on this point is equally ap-
plicable ta the situation in the United
Siates and Canada -Father Ryan writes:

"In order to convert non-Catholice, we
Oust instil into the minds of our own
people the necessity of leading good
liýes. We ought ta be- by our example
ahining lights. Nothing influences out-
sitlers as much as the regular attendance
of Cmtholics at their duties. Many a
convert has been made by seeing good
Catholicm travel long distinces in wet
and cold, in order to hear Mass. This
creates a wonderful impression. English
peiple must see hefore they believe.

The lait y in their intercourse with
nonî-Catholics muîst be prepared to give
proof of the faith that is in thtenh. ''hey
ouight to be able ta dispel the ignorance
wlich prevails about, the nmost import-
ait doctrines and practices ofm ir faith.
Ve nust take every mentis withmn our
power to enlighten thei. If they undler-
tti od the ral Catholic position. there is
not the slightest doublt but that vast
nimbers of then would be converted.
To enlighten them might be an arduous•
task, but it is lahor that would most as-
suemIly bear much fruit. We must aise
show our atection for thon, and assure
lhem that in seeking to win them tothe
Catholie Church we have no temporal
inds in view. We prove to theni that
Christ established one anid only one
Chirch, and that all are bound ta belong
to it. We muet convince theni of the
superiority of the Catholic Faith to ail
others. We muet show them that ours
is a better, a straighter, and a safer
road to heaven than their own; that we
have a bettir forn iof prayer and a closer
union with Christ. We must take every
opportunity of explaining Catholie doc-
trine. This could be best done by dis-
tinguished preachers going round to ail
the large towns, and preaching in the.
churches or lecturing in the principal
halls. Admission in ei her case should
be free, Congregationalistsand Wesley-
ans have a decided objection to pay any-
thinig for hearing the word of God. This
is the only way to get at the masses of
the people. What the Protestant peo-
ple of England watnt is tobe enlightened.
They are tossed about on the waves of
iiuibelief, like a ship which has lost its
helm. They wander about, seeking rest
fur their weary souls; they go from seet
to sect; they enibrace every new form of-
error, ard net finding that repose for
which their souls longed, they in tieir
despair give themselves up ta indîfer-
entism.

Bat the question might be asked-
How are we ta get good preachers.?
There no priests ta spare in Engan i;
everyone is wanted for hie own (lady
work. We would suggest that about
four of the mostdistinguished from each
diocese in Ireland ehould come and
greach. Two or three couldi go together.
yhey couldi doatheir work an week mights
just as well as on Sundays. Spending
about three days in each town, tbey
would in the space of a muonth or six
weeks be able ta give a universal
mission ta ail Englandi, In this way
the heart af the nation would he stir-
redi and there is not the slightet daubt
but' wonderful results would follow.
Durinug the 'winter or early spring would
be the proper time for this, because tne
people prefer taoenjoy themselves in the
open air during the fine summuer nighits.
This plan would certainly entail incon-.
venience ta the priests thenmsclvr, but
we are sure they would willingly under.-
go it a]l. There would he also certain
expenses; but the generosity ai wealthy
Catholice would meet this, or there couild
be a special collection for this purpose
in the church a shcjrt time before the
arrivai of the preachers. During their
stay in the tawns numbers af Cathohes
would gladly entertain themn, eo that
they would cause noinconveniencee to the
clergy ai the place. If the Irish priestse
camne, they would be doing a glorious
work for their fellow Catholics in Eng.-
lind. They would help to break down
prejudice ; for it is certain that they
would create a good impressionv an the
nîudis of the En ish people; and, above
all, they would e carrying out the glo-
rious destiny of the children ofSt. Patrick
-coiverting nations and vinning souls

Further on Father Ryan says --
Whatever plan is adopted for the con-

version of England, it is certain that if
we hope fer great resilts, wo must im-
press the truthis of our holy Faithi upon
the minds of non-Catholies. They must
lie convinced of God's dominion over
inn: that "God' made us, and not w
ourselves ;"e that man has respoisibil-
ihes ; that ha as an intelligent-being,
having an li imortal soul,. and t.hat to
Rave that soul., is the great object of'his
existence : "What doth it profit a man
to gain the.whole world, if he lose lue
loul 'P'The eternal truths must be
p1reached to them.They must be remini-
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ed of death, judgment, and eternity; the
evil of sin, and its consequencesnust be
broughthome tothen. Wemuet prove ta
thenm that the Catholic Church is the
one and only truc Church of Christ; that
all others must of necessity be faise, and
therefore displeasing to God. We mnust
convince then, that heresy is a great
evil. re-minding their false teachers of
what the Scripture says about themn:
"They are the enemies of the CrossO a
Christ, whose end in destruction, and
whose glory is their shame." (St. Paul,
Phil.) "lThere shall come in among you
lying teachers, who shall bring in sects
of perdition. and deny the Lord, bringing
on themselves swift destruction. Their
judgment lingereth not. and destruction
slumbereth not." (St. Peter.)

In addition to all this, we must have a
number of Catholice wll versed in all
the topicis of the day, able to take their
stand with the foremost men in science.
They would rewrite history, and give
historical facts instead of lies; exposing
wilful error whereever it sholId make its
appearance.

In conclusion, he emphasizes the ne-
cessity of prayer, recalling the example
of St. Paul of the Cross, frorn wnose de-
sire and thought the conversion ai Eng-
land was never absent.-The Pilot.

i.ABoR HAS A "JUST PEitcE."
Two conclusions, therefore, have grad-

ually taken hold of our advianced Clhris-
tian -leaders- 1 iean ofet uch bold and
fearless pioneers as Von Kettelor, Man-
ning, and D Cuirtins,behind whomi etood
philosophic thinkerei like Hitze atd]
Moufang. The first is that nerciful
anodynos" are no renedy. We autex-
ecee the dutties af bene-'elenCe, give ace
cordiug ta tur means, and s forth. Well
and goo. But te creative pritnciple of
economies is not charityy; it is justice.
"iWlhat ouglt theworknman to reccive for
his labor? What does society owe bim ?"V
Such arethe questions wehave toanswer.
Econonmies and aiilsgiving belong to
different orders of thougiht and action,
There is a "just price" of human labor
in a given country, in the present a e,
in the truc social polity. What is t le
price ? It ouglht not to b e made up by
the doles of the ciaritable. As Scripture
tells us, "the lauorer i. worthy ai his
hire," lue is worth it andc has a right ta
it. And t-hie lire canna be such that he
may fall and degrade his hiunanity for
it, on the pretense ofi free contract."
After years of preaching, Cardinal Man-
ninglived to see tihis Maguna Charta of the
working nat and wonan solennly as-
serted i a -Papal Encyclica._ It wias the
recognition of abor-every kind, observe,
of productive industry, whether witl tlue
spade, the muaciine, or the pen-ais a
"social îfunctioi," the rewirl of whicu

mîust be deternued by Iooking at society
as a whole, anI on its possessions as suh-
ject, all of tetu1 without exception, to
titis great irst chtarge.

But te second Conclusion is equally
enurkable. if' labor lias a just price,

On Monday, the twenity-seventli of
Jantary, the anniversary of the death of
St. Angela, there passed away, in the
Ursuline Monestery, Three-Rivers. the
Reverend Mother Vinet tde Sainte-Phil-
omene, superioress aof the conn-mtity.,
The said news was conveyed to us by an
"h n Memoriam" letter fromi the Rev-1
r' -i d Assistant-Superioress. Apart froni
ih- general]»ase to lier belovei cotimnlu-
iii y and the bereavement that ls the
conusequnce a the sad event, we have ini
dividual and particular reasons for feel-
ing most keenly the shock. Any one
who has known that noble-heatrted, high-1
souled lady, and felt the eleyatinginflu-
ence of her acquaintancesliip, as well as
experienced the benevolence, the gentle-t
ness, the humble but unbounded good-i
ness of lier disposition, cannot but parti-(
cipaite-dlistaitly, perhaps, but none thei
less siiceroly-in the sorrow that has1
coine to all those who lookedi upon her
ais a nother and a guide.e

The biography a a nuligiotusve very
eaisily tntîccu ; iL cumul he conveyed ini
few worde; but the story of the untold
virtues, the counttiLess saiîerîiters, the

heroie endurance. the tidelity to Iuties,3
unrecorded sufferings, anu alil the hidden
catiris of a life given to o(d, anId for'
Ilinm to hunîanity, wvould occupy nany a
bright page. Now that this exception-
ailly grand wortmai lhut loft the scele of
life, aînithit heur huility cu nu) longer
be shocked by the praise that hier von-
derfui merits deserved, we feel less deli-
cate in telling to Lite public the istory
of a career thait, mtiglht be said to have
conmenced and closed inside the sacred
precincts of the eloister.

Thirty-four years ago Mother Sainte-
Philoinene entered the Ursuline Com-
niîtunity ; on that, occasion sie died to
the great, world; on the twenty-seventth
of December-the day of lier release
from earthly su ering-she completed
lier novitiaite for ieaven ; now sie is a
fully professedemniiber of God's glorious
Couiînity of the Elect.

Miss Zoo Vietit-the superioreis of the
Vrsulines-was born, of fervent Catholic
parents, at Longue Pointe, neur Mon-
.treal, on the fourth of July, 1844. She
paisséd her youth under the care of the
Good Sisters of Providence, At the age
of ehigitheciiee made the sacrifice of lier
life and determii ed to enter the Ursmuline
Conmunity.

He determined to be un-
dertaker as well as miniter, and so
having obtained a coffin lie placed the
body in it, and in some way or other
dragged il to the grtave. He put it in
the ground, perfornied the last rites of
the Chuirch over it and buried it, and
then he went on with his work aniong
the sick.

children. Long after the parents are
dead the young person-grown to man-

liood-may eat the bitter fruit of re-
pentanrce and sutffer a life of untold
torture on accotant of a false filial de-
votedness that. induced himu to accept as
his vocation the careur chusen by those
wio were inconrpetent to guide him
properly.

It is of the utmost
importance that persans having business
connections with these institutions
should alseo receive the consideration
they deserve, i rrespecti ve of their speciat
religious convictions. We do not,at pre-
sent, ake any particular accusation ;
but, it would nit be surprising if par-,
tiality, on the score of religion, were
sonetimues siowm, and even that injus-
tices, in the dismissals of officials, the
curtailing-for good conduct or other
cause--the terms aof convict, were per--
petrated. Beaides, both in the ordinary
practice of thir religious duties and in
the special neede that the iuprisoned in-
dividnials shoîuld have supplied to itiem,
it is absolutely necessary that sone eue,
competent to judge of the sanie, froi a
Catholic point of view, should halve an
officii position on the Board of Directors.

We siniply draw attention to the facts
that at present there is no Catholic
meMber on the Board; that it is of para-
mounit importance to'our co-religionists
that they should have some ncie trepre-
sent thetm in that sphere ; that it was
the express wisai of the late Premier-
Sir John A. Macdonald-that all sections
should be so represented; nd that it ia
highly important that a Cathoiic should
be given a voice in the deliberations
that affect sunch a large nurber of pet-
sons, wiose situationplaces thembeyond
the power of h aving redrese if such i
miierited.

WRITERS AND SPEAKERS.

The Gentlentant's Magazirne says that
the difference betweent writers and
speakers is, after all, to be discovered in
tenmperament. l'o carry out this theory
bthe writer says: irThe presence of an
audience, especially a large audience,
hais always oe of two cifects on a man ;
it eititer stimutilates or depresses hii.
To the born speaker it lends vivacity te
the intellect aind inency to the tonague;
others it strikes dumb. A mani nay, of
Course, be fluent without being ait ora-
tor. An ermpty man is ofton ftiuent-that
is diet to- ntity ; a ptompous matan is
sonietimes confident and ready of speecl
-that is due to conceit. Thene chat-
ters on. srerenely unîrcoanscios that ie is
talking nonsense ; the other has too lofty
a sense of his own importance to suspect
for a moment that liis rouaded periods
are naere comnionplace. The fact is that
in every cse the fruit, smacKs aOf the
sait."

There isa great ieil of truith in all
this ; lut it docc not give the reason
whyg o many splentdid writers are great
fai[ures e-s publie speakers. We do not
cal the orattor-that is the borin orator-

Sthe rani who writes out, revises, and
c-arefully cuommiits tu timxury a set

speech or lecture, and then deliver it

with good effect. That man m Uay be uai
able writer, a grand essayist, and a tirst-
class elocitionist---or actor ; but ie is not
an orator. Let some one in the audience
interrupt hii, break the chain of his
argument, or disturb the lines ie hais
learned by heart, and you will then find
out whether le is an orator, tr mercly a
writer wIo delivers his own composi-
tions, as ai actor would repeat the Words
ot an auathor. A man imay e the mîost
exact and elegant writer in tie world
and be totally devoid of oratorical pow-
ers. Rarely are both conbined. Why
so?

of words, a string of phrases, a very vor
ley of expressions, may be styled publia
speaking, but it is no more oratory than
the ceaseless flow of talk by a
good auctioneer or a clever cireus adver-
tiser.

The man wio possesses the rare gift of
writing well, but who bas not a real
orater's talent, should never attempt
public speaking. He runs the risk of
destroying his well-merited reputation
in the sphere that belongs te hin. On
the other ihand there are born orators;
men whose ideas corne at will and whose
language, manner and delivery are per,
fect; but who are unable te write a page
of composition above the ordinary or
commnon-place. Suchi men need the stim-
ulus of an audience t stir their powers
it.o activity. In the calnness of the

study they are unable te awaken the
spirit within theneolves; and conse-
quently less able te awaken it in their
readers. Rarely do you find thé able
writer and the good speaker combined
in thesane perso; but when both exist
that individual possesses a double-edged
aword of fearful weight.

TUE EARITH MOVES."

DID THE CATHOLIC CHURCH CON-
DEM-N TE DISCUVERY.

11w LUTIHER AND MELANCHTON rEGARDED
coeERNu' euwon.K

Everyoie knows that the earth moves
around the un and the general belief is
that the credit for the discovery of the
fact isdl to tire Italan astrononier,
Galileo. It is not gen-erally knowr, iow--
ever, that he mierely inp:roved on a sys-
teur fornulated some Years before by
Nicolatus Copernicus, a Polish priest.

In a work entitled, "Sone Lies and
Errors of History," the author, Rev,
Reuben Parsons, D. D., says: "The
ancient Greeks certainly knew that the
earth is round, that it is isolated in
zpace, and that it, moves. Aristotle and
Ptoleni undertook to refute the last
theory'. According to Cicero, Nicetas
asserted the motion of the earth. Philo.
laus, says Eusebius. thougit that the
earth moved arouid the region of tire in
an oblique cirele. A ristarchus of Sanos,
says Archimedes, sutained the immo-
bility of the sun, and that the earth
turned around it as arontd a centre.
Seneca thinks it 'wel toiinquire whether
the rest of the universe moves around a
etationary earth or whether the earth
moves in a stationary universe' (Nat.
Qestions, vii. 2.) The Irish Ferghil
(Vergilius), Bielop of Salzburg, in the
eighth century, taught the existence of
the antipodes. Dante certainly believed
in theantipodes and in central attraction
(Hell,cantoe34). Copernicus himseliunever
pretended to be the author of the systen
which bears bis name, although to this
humble Polish.priest belonge the glory
of having precisely formulated that sys-
tem, and at a time when a knowledge of
it had almost vanished from among
men. Galileo needs ot to be regarded
as a prince arnong astronomers in order
to merit the homage of the scientific;
his greateet, glory is that of a
mecianician.'

To Copernieus then is due the credit
for having firat formulated the system of
the ancients. Let us see how bis work
was received.

He was a contemporary of the leaders
gf the Reformation. Protestant tradi-i
tion. saonbe to the boasted enlighten-
ing influence of that novemem the çrçdi t
for the encouregement of these theories.
The facts hardly bear out thit contention
for we read in Luther's Table-Taik :

F people give ear to an upstartastroiloger
who trove to show that the earth re-
volves, not the heavens or the firmament,
the sun and moon. * * * But suchb
la now the state of things. Whoever
-wishes to appear clever muet devise
some new system, which of ail sytems is,
of course, the very best. This fool wishes
to reverse the entire science of astron-
omy. But Sacred Scripture telle us that
Joshua commanded the sun to stand still
and not the earth."

Later Melancthon wrote in a work-
entitied, " De Initiis Doctrinae Phy-
sicae:" "The eyes are witnesses that
the heavens revolve in the space of
twenty-four hours. But certain men,
either from the love of novelty or to
make a display of their ingenuity, havé
concluded that neither the eighth ephere
nor the sun revolves. Now, aithough
these elever dreanmers flud many in-
genious things wherewith to recreate
their minds, it is, nevertheless, a want
of honesty and decency to assert such

- ,ab:urd notions publii>',antithtrx;m-
pie ia pernicioue. It ia tbe part e! a
ood mind to accept the truth asreveaied
yGod and to arquiesce in it."
It is evident that these 4apostles of

enlightenment" did rot favor the ideas
of the learned priest. Both reformers
cendemned the systém of Copernicus as
oçpposed La the teaciinga e!ftine sacreti
Sriptures. Could.i heirfollee oabject
if Catholics had as flatly condemned the
discovety?

SB'orne did not conidemn either of tie
astronomers.

..-The pbishment of Galilèo bas been.
an argument meant ta o

,È- )à a O r

that the Onurch is opposed to progress
sd education. Parons again showsthat bis crmseonsoee o! discipline.
His punishment for infriuging.on the
laws of the day was ,tenpered in on-
ideration of his recognized services to

science. The sentence was never rati-.
lied b> the Pope and was actually after-
ward revoked He did not ineur the,
censure of the so-called Inquisition by
reason of his discovery, but rather in
having published opinions reflecting on
tht Scrptures aud confusing revealed
trths with physical discovenes, and in
teaching in what sense Scriptural pas-
sages were to be taken. The method of
making the discovery known was object-
ed to and he was warned. Sil peraist.
ing, he was imprisoned for six months.
According to the Tuscan. Ambassador,
Niccolini, an intense partisan of Galileo,
the sentence was merely nominal. There
is no mention of torture. On the con-
trar>', bu wrrespa*signed tht apartments
of theajudgeeo he tribunal and had a
servant and every convenience.

Leaving. nids the disputed quetstion
invoved in the reeption of Galil s
work we may oontrast the expressions
already quoted from the leaders of the
Reformation,.on the work of Copernicus,
with the action taken by ,he leading
Catholies e! the period.

A writer inthe gHi4erisch-Politische
Blatter (Germany) in 1870. quoting from
a book bublished by Dr. If ipler, a great
German scholar, says: " Paul III. ac'
cejted tht dedication of the work of
Copernicus. * * * The Catholie
Chureh bas alwa3 s ignered that extrava-
gant notion of inspiration, se jtistly cen-
sured by Lesming, according to which the
Bible is to be received as a textbook
even of astronoiny, geography and other
natural sciences. * * * * From an
entry made in the Codex Grocus, CLI.,
in the State Library of Munich,it apnears
that as earl> as 1533 Clement VII. had
the .e irned Wiamanstadt to explain the
systent to hin in the gardens of the
Vatican. and that he reconpensed Wid-
nianstadt for his services with the gift
of the Greek work above nientioned.
The entry in thebiok,settingforth these
facts, wars rMade by the hand of the re-
cipient of the gift."

To quote gin from Parsons: " The
heliocentric systeni w:rs not contrary to
the doctrine of the Catholic Churci. She
never lias propos'd and she cannot pro-
pose to lier chrildiren any system of
nerely piysical science is a nrtter of

fuitîn. * * * Mot ciurchmren of the
varly seventeenth century, quite natur-
ally followers of the gencrilly received
scientific theories of their day, rejectted
the idea of a motion of tihe erth
around the sun ; but the Chrurch <did<
not force tien to such rejection. latd
such been the mind of the Ciurchr Co-
pernicus ard is maniy forernunntrs
would not hive been regarded ans good
Catholie ; and Corpenictus ihinself
would not have dedicated Iis Revol-
tions of the Heavenly Orbs to Pope
tl¾ul III., saying, 'If men wio ire ignor-
anit in nmathernaties pretend to condenn
mv book because of certarin passages of
Scripture whiih they distort to suit
theumselves I despise their vain attacks.'
Calcagrninri, who died in 1510, would not
have publicly taugit at Ferrant that the
heavens stand but tihe earth moves."-
The Monitor.

McCARTIY'S SUCCESSOR.

MR. BALLARD SMITH THINKS MR. BEXTON
THE MOsT LIKELY MAN.

Mr. BallardSmith cables from London
to the Worid with respect to the resigna-
tion of Justin McCarthy as leader of the
Irish Federationnists :-Only a few days
ago Mr. McCarthy aesured the Worli
correspondent that he had firmly made
up his mind ta retire, but, as the com-
munication was contidential. the fact
could not be cabled then. r.A MCarthiv
then sitid :-" It is impossible for me any
longer to perfornm the duties of leader
and pay an equal attention to my liter-
ary -ork, by whici I have to live. As
chairman j have tu be constantly in at-
tendance at the House of Comnmons, as
matters are always arising which de.
mand niy presence. and I was precluded
'rom carrying out my sustained literary
work. I ani not asyoungaw I was once,
and i have had more than one warning
during the past two years, that I mut
not overtax my energies. Since I havei
been the leader, I have been practicallyi
unable te feel assured of getting any of
ny work dene within the time allowed
for it, and there are two or three matters
which I feel I muet finish, and which,
if they are to ba finisied at ail, muat be
set about without further delay.

" I do not intend to resign my seat in
Parliament, and I shal endeavor te give
the closest possible attention to my
duties. But that will not tax ny
strength, nor encroach on ny time tu
anyihing he [te same degree au eeug
the respûiblé head of the party.

"The reasons I have giv-n you are
the only ones through which I arm c!û
pelled te resignanti. I cla nture you, it
ils a tep to which t have made up ny
inind with great regret and reluctance,
and, under what i regard,as the compul-
sion of cireumst.neces."

On the question o his sueccessor, Mr.
McCarthy was naturally inclined te be
reticent.ashe fet it wasa matter l'for the
party alone to decide. Bit he did not
conceal hie hope, that Mr. Sexton may
be induced te take hie place, being, in
his words, "the ablest parliamentarian
in the party, and, indeed, in the House
of Communs."

From other sources I tearn that it il
by no means certain that Mr. Sexton
witl accept the place, as lae still thinks
the dissenting element of the party le
sufficiently strong tunullify any work
he might be able to do f or it, besida
rendering the office of chairman one of
constant annoyance and entire thankless-
ness. Shouild, huowevt'r. the Healyitesi
sink personal animoilties and join with
tr nror;it> in asking M. Sextori te take 1
tht place, hue -prtjl)ully' -'«"nId anecnt.
His i le is bouid up witithe-movement;
le has earned a unique position for him-
self in the -Bouse oi Comnamorns, and ie is
acknowledged to be the hrigieat expert
in thiat Cinb-r on both th lan and the
educational questions, both of w ici
