The Rev. P. Ryan, of Hull, England,
contributes to the November number of
the Irish Ecclesiastical Record a
tnoughtful article on “ The Conversion

of England.” .

Considering the gremendous influence
which this conversion would haveon the

rogress of the Church throughout the
world, he dwells on it ss a subject worthy
of our most earnest work and most fer-

vent prayers. .

Then, asa means to this end—and every
word of his on this point is equally ap-
plicable to the situation in the United
States and Canada —Father Ryan writes:

«“In order to convert non-Catholics, we
must instil into the minds of our own
prople the necessity of leading good
lives. We ought to be- by our example
shining lights, Nothing influences out-
siders as much as the regular attendance
of Catholica at their duties. Many a
convert has been made by seeing good
Catholics travel long distances in wet
and cold, in order to hear Mass. This
creates a wonderful impression. English
propie must see hefore they believe.

The laity in their intercourse with
non-Catholies must be prepared to give
proof of the fnith that is in them. They
ought to be nble to dispel the ignorance
which prevails about the most import-
ant doetrines and practices of ourfaith.
We must take every menns within our
power to enlighten them. If they nnder-
steod the real Catholie position, there is
not the slightest doubt but that vast
numbers of them would be converted.

To enlighten them might be an arduous
task, but it is lnbor that would most as-
siredly bear mueh {ruit.  We must aleo
show our atlection for them, and assure
them thatin seeking to win them tothe
Catholic Chur¢h we have no temporal
énds in view. We prove to them that
Christ established one and only one
Chnreh, aud that all are bound to belong
to it. We must convince them of the
superiority of the Catholic Faith to all
others. We must show them that ours
is a better, a straighter, and a safer
road to heaven than their own; that we
have a bettirform of prayer and a closer
union with Christ. We must take every
opportunity of explaining Catholic doc-
trine. This could be best done by dis-
tinguished preachers going round to all
the Iarge towns, and preaching in the
churches or lecturing in the principal
balls. Admission in ei her case should
be free, Congregationalists and Wesley-
aus have a decided objection to pay any-
thing for hearing the word of God. This
is the only way to get at the masses of
the people. What the Protestant peo-
ple of England wunt is tobe enlightened.
They are tossed about on the waves of
unbelief, like o ship which has lost ite
helm. ‘They wander about, seeking rest
for their weary souls; they go from sect
to sect ; they embrace every new form of
error, ard not finding that repose for
which their souls longed, they in their
despair give themselves up to indiffer-
entism.

But the question might be asked—
How are we to get good preachers?
There no priests to_spare In England ;
everyone 18 wanted for his own daily
work. We wonld suggest that about
four of the most distinguished from each
diocese in Ireland should come and
Prench. Twao or three could go together.
They could do their work on week nights
just as well as on Sundnys. Spending
about three daye in each town, they
would in the space of a month orsix

. weeks be able to give _a universsl

misgion to all England, In this way
the heart of the nation would be stir-
red, and there is not the slightest doubt
but wonderful results would follow.
During the winter ox early spring would
be the proper time for this, becnuse the
people preferioenjoy themselves in the
open air during the fine summer nights.
'This pian would certainly entail incon-.
venience to the priests themselves, but
we are sure they would willingly under-
goit all. There would be also certain
expenses ; but the generosity of wealthy
Cntholice would meet this, or there could
be a special collection for this purpose
inthe church a short time before the
arrival of the preachers. During their
stay in the towns numbers of Cntholics
woutld gladly entertanin them, so that
they would cause noinconvenience to the
clergy of the place. If the Irish priests
came, they would be doing a glorious
work for their fellow Catholics in Eng-
land. They would help to break down
prejudice; for it is certain that they
would create n good impressiotyon the
minds of the English people ; and, above
all, they would be carrying out the glo-
rious destiny of the ¢hildren of 8t. Patrick
—converting nations and winning souls
to God, :
« Further on Father Ryan says :—
Whatever plan is adopted for the con-
version of England, it 1Is certain that if
we hope for grent results, we must im-

press the truths of our holy Faith upon.

We must
convince them, that heresy is a great
evil, reminding their false teachers of
what the Scripture says about them :
“They are the enemies of the Cross of
Chriet, whose end is destruction, and
whoee glory is their shame.” . (St. Paul,
Phil} “There shall come in among you
lying teachers, who shall bring in sects
of perdition. and deny the Lord, bringing
on themselves swilt destruction. Their
judgment lingereth not. and destruction
slumbereth not.”” (St. Peter.)

In addition to all this, we musi have a
namber of Catholics well versed in all
the topica of the day, able to take their
stand with the foremost men in science.
They would rewrite history, and give
historical facts instead of lies; exposing
wilful error whereever it should makeite
appearance,

In conclusion, he emphasizes the ne-
cessity of prayer, recalling the example
of 8t. Paul of the Cross, from wnose de-
sire and thought the conversion of Eng-
land was never absent.—The Pilot.

SOME TIMELY WORDS

On the Clergy and the Age,

In his fourth article on *‘The Clergy
and the Age,” contributed to the
“Catholic Times” of Liverpoul, Dr.
William Barry says :

* Von Kerteler, Moufang, Hitze, Man-
ning, De Mun, Meyer. De Curtins, Arch-
bishop Ireland, Cardinal Gibbons—stuch
are the men whose eftorts to raise up the
working elagses and to solve the problem
of social misery Profeseor Nitti denls
with, always in a candid, and olten ina
sympathetic spirit.  He recognizes that
the sSphinx of modern stntes is this
question of hunger, and in his view the
Citholic Chureh will play a leading part
in its solution, He is quite alive to the
change that has come over public opin-
ion throughout Europe during the law
fifteen years. It may be summed up in
a sentence.  The Freneh Revolution is
bankrupt. Even in England, nay, at the
Univernsitics, where not long ago young
men were taught Mill’s Logie and Faw-
cett’s Econumies, the clock of ** doctrin-
aire Liberalism” has rvun down. the
hands ure stopped and cannot teli the
time of day. Inthe prefuce to this very
book which I am reviewing, Professor
Ritehie does not hesitate to affirm that
“ the principles of the French Revolu-
tion are dally losing ground ;” and he
goes on to give the reasun. * How,” he
asks, “can a code that interdicts all
collective and lasting enter; rise beget
anything but sordid weakness ?”

LABOR HAS A ““JUST PRICE.”

Two conclusions, therefore, have grad-
ually taken hold of our advanced Chris-
tian -lendera—I mean ot such bold and
fearless pioneers as Von Ketteler, Man-
ning, and De Curting, behind whom stowd
philosophic thinkers like Hitze and
Moufang. The first is that “‘mercifal
anodynes” are no remedy. We must ex-
ercise the duties of benewolence, give se-
cording to vur means, and so forth. Well
and good. But the creative principle of
economies is not charity; it is justice.
“What ought theworkman to reccive for
his labor? What does society owe him 7'
Such arethe questions we have to answer.
Economies and almsgiving belong to
different orders of thougint and action,
There is a *just price” of human labor
in a given country, in the present age,
in the true social polity. What is the
price ? It ought not to be made up by
the doles of the charitable. As Scripture
tells us, “the lavorer ia worthy of his
hire,”” he is worth it and has a right to
it. And the hire cannot be such that he
may fall and degrade his humanity for
it, on the pretense of *‘free contract.”
After years of preaching, Cardinal Man-
ning lived to see this Magua Charta of the
working man and woman solemnly as-
serted in a Papal Encyclical. It was the
recognition of Jabor—every kind, observe,
of productive industry, whether with the
spade, the machine, or the pen—as a
“gocinl function,” the rewand of which
must bedetermined by looking atsocicty
as & whole, and on its possessions as sub-
ject, all of them without exception, to
(his great first charge. L

But the second conclusion is equally
remarkable. If labor has & just price,
and neither trades unions nor voluntary
co-operation can sceure it, then the so-
cicty—the state—of which labor is an
indispensable and necessary function,
must take the matterin hand.  As was
to be expected, this programme com-
mended itsell most of allinfree countrics
like Switzerland, where the Church had
n tough and vigorous life, or in the vld
Catholic states which, despite the Revo-
lution, were still, to & not inconsiderable
degree, medineval, like Austria.

THE CHURCH'S MISSION.

The Pope, says Professor Nitti, exer-
cises on public affnirs an ever growing
influence. In demoeratic stateg our
bishops and clergy are in touch with the
people ; thoy do not act a8 paid minis-
ters of the government, but live on
alms, know what the faithful want, and
are winning the love and attachment of
the masses. It is quite impossible that
they should - make common cunse with
"efiominate luxury, with the oppression
of the poor, with that denial of its just
wage to human toil which St. Jerome
calls
a sin, that_cries to heaven for vengeanca.
If the Haly See can grapple with this
“ question of 'lmﬁger."‘ the next century

IN MEMORIAM.

DEATH OF REV. MOTHER VINET
DE STE-PHILOMENE,

SUTERIORESS OF THE URSULINE COMMUNITY
OF THREE-RIVERS ; A VERY REMARKABLE
AND NOBLE WOMAN GONE TO A SURE RE~
WARD; A MODEL RELIGIOUS, AND A TRUE
FRIEND.

On Monday, the twenty-seventh of
January, the anniversary of the death of
St. Angeln, there passed away, in the
Ursuline Monestery, Three-Rivers, the
Reverend Mnther Vinet de Sainte-Phil-
omene, superioress of the community.
The sad news was conveyed to us by an
“Tn Memoriam ” letter from the Rev-
¢rend Assistant-Superioress. Apart from
il general loss to her beloved commu-
niry and the bereavement that is the
congequence of the sad event, we havein:
dividual and particular reasons for feel-
ing most keenly the shock. Any one
who has known that noble-hearted, high-
souled lady, and felt the elevating influ-
ence of her acquaintanceship, as well as
experienced the benevolence, the gentle-
ness, the humble but unbounded good-
ness of her disposition, cannot but parti-
cipate—distantly, perhaps, but none the
less sincercly—in the sorrow that has
come to all those who looked upon her
as a mother and a guide.

The biography of n religious is very
ensily traced ; it ean be conveyed in
few words; but the story of the untold
virtues, the countless sneritices, the)
heroie endurance. the fidelity to duties,
unrecorded suflerings, and all the hidden
charms of & life given 1o God, and for
Him to humanity, would occupy many a
bright page. Now that this cxception-
ally geand woman has left the scene of
life, and that her humility canno longer
be shocked by the praise that her won-
derful merits deserved, we feel less deli-
cate in telling to the public the history
of a carcer that might be said to have
commenced and closed inside the sacred
precincte of the cloister,

Thirty-four years ago Mother Sainte-
Philomene entered the Ursuline Com-
munity ; on that occnsion she died to
the great world; on the twenty-seventh
of December—the day of her release
from earthly suffering——she completed
her novitinte for heaven ; now she is a
fully professed member of God’s glorious
Community of the Elect.

Miss Zoe Vinet—the superioress of the
Ursulines—wns born, of fervent Catholic
parents, at Longue Pointe, near Mon-
ireal, on the fourth of July, 1844. Bhe

passéd her youth under the care of the
Good Sisters of Providence, At the age
of eighteen she made the sacrifice of her
life and determined to enter the Ursuline
Community. Twenty-seven years hefore
her entry, her -annt, another Zoe Vinet,

‘had - joived th' Ursulines. - When - the

creiscr.,”  We will not intrude upon the
ganctity of community life by detailing
the tonching end of that besutiful eareer
of devation ; neither shall we tuke ad-
vantage of privileges of a speeial natore,
aceorded by the good Bishop of Three
Rivers, to tell the story of n monas-
tic life in all its  edifving de
tails. Suffice to eay that, alter several
weeksof endurnnceand holy resignation
with the heart iniling, which was the fatal
draease that carried off' the sufferer, the
end beeame apparently certain,  On the
night previeus to her death the saintly
religiona had herself conveyed to the
Tabernacle door, where she bid adieu to
the Divine One in Kucharistie form, he-
fore taking her departure for His abode
in eternal glory,  Death’s Angel hover-
ed, in ever narrowing cireles, over that

couch, and at last, on Monday morning,

hung suspended for a moment above the

dying nun; duri g that brief pnuse she
blessed and bade farewell to her com-

munity. Thenthe hour hand on the dial

of life was stopped, the fond heart had

ceased to beat forever, and the bright

soul winged itg flight from out the

cloister up through the blue empyrean,

away beyond the stam, inta the ehancel

of God’s glory., where the Venerable

Foundress of the “order and the de-

parted sisters of the community gave

it n welcome beyond human words to

express.

May we be nllowed one personal recol-

lection ? It was & bright afternoon in

Angust last. In company with the

Vicar-General we had visited the mounas-

tery. With delight Mother Sainte-Philo-

mene showed us the luxuries (?} of her

cell—its bare floor. wooden prie-dieu,

iron bed-stead, rongh mattrass, and sus-

pended erncifix—after which we proceed-

ed to the intirmary. Indieating a

speeinl bed the good Mother remarked :

“it is here we all come to die)” On

leaving that evening, after a delightful

visit that can never be forgotten, she

gaid : ‘ pray for us, and for me; I'hope

you will come again next summer.”

Bince then that grand-hearted, matherly

religious has gone to that infirmary bed

© to die;” and should we ever again

visit the Urenline Monastery iv will be

to find her—not in her aceustomed place

in the little libeary parlor, nor yet in

the austerely arrayed cell, nor again be-

hind the dark grating of the chapel—
rather will it be in the little plot of
ground, under the shadow of the monas-
tery’s northern wull, where the simple
graves are in even rows, the uniform

white crosses stretch their arms as if
in prayer, the black lettering tells the
names of the departed, and the carelully
tended flowers twine over the mounds
and around the emblem of salvation,

the expression of our deep sympathy, we
can but knecel in sapirit by that low rail-
ing around the peaceful home of the de-
parted and offer up a fervent prayer for
the repose of the soul of Mother Sainte-
Philumene, Superioress .of the Three
Rivers Ursuline Community. :

The
Prati di Castello, in the immediate vicin-
v of the Vatiean, was, before the oween-
pationby the Piednmontese, a waste,which
sitice hne been colvnized by the class of
reople whoe usnally follow in the wake
of invading armies. They now number
about #,0d soulk, who, forthe st gnar
ter of & century, have had no chureh in
their locality. The vast majority have
nat attended any of the churches abont
them, and the youth have grown up with
little care for religion, anl even less
for morality.

The ground purchased for this ¢hareh
cost 160,000, It swas the intention to
have the church completed e the be-
ginning of 1804, The original estimate
‘Wi 539,0001, but expenses were inicerimged
from various causes. It was estimaped
that the foundations would be eight me-
tres in depth,: but it was necessoary to

-sink them to fiftecn metres belore solid
groutil was reached. The crypt under
-the eliareh was mnde lightsome, elevat-
ei, and healthy, capable of accomadat-
ing three thousand: persond. The tem
porary church afforded room foronly two
handred people, ko that the vast major
-ty of the congregation was obligmf to
knecl outside in all kinds of weather.
The rapid construction, 8o desirable un-
der sueh circumstances, made incroased
-gure ﬂ.ll(] E'K[)F,nﬁé_‘ NEeCrssury to ensure so-
1idity ; and thenfrom all'quakters, came

.a demand for a cupola, so as to wive s
monumental charncter to the edifice to

‘be presented to Leo XU, and also on
account of its destination to he the

centre of the Univeraal International Re-
parative Adoration. Consequently the

‘expense has been raised from 5300001
to 1,200,000, bug a reduction on the part
of the contractors has placed it at 300
Q00f, which, with the cost of the land,
150,000. will make the whole expeuse
950 000f. -

On the 2nd of Ancust, 1892, the crypt
was blessed and dedicated to divine
service. The church to be erected over
this crypt will be aixly - metres in
length and thirty in width. In the in
terior the three nuves are divided Ly
magnificent columns of white marble,
th base ¢ each of Coarrara marble, the

. capitals of bropoze. At the union of
“thi ge threa nuves are ten: chapels dedi-

“um the transept aré the chapels'n 8t}

Joseph, the Bl ased Virgin, St. Michael,
and 3t. Juachini : the last on the right of
the main altar, on which is_erected the
Euc)-aristic Throne. The Chapel of St.
Joachim will be ornamented entirely
with malachite and lupis-lazuli, the gin
-of the Emperor of Ruasia. The prineipal
ornament of the Spanish Chapel will be
the magniticent statute of the Sacred
Heurt, the offering of the Children ol
Mary of Madrid. In the French Chapel
wili be placed the goand statue in mar-
ble af Our Lnly ot Chartres, the gift of
the Diocese of Chartres. .

A magniticent gailery will surround
the interior of the chureh: this is the
matronen, The portico is formed of
six columns and pilasters, superb mono-
tithe in roac colored murble, with base
and cupitaly of white marble.

In June, 1894, the part of the crypt
correaponding with the naves of the
church was finished. ‘The paintings are
in the atyle of thoge in the Catacomba :
Fruits. Howers, birds, tishes—aymbols
made use of by the first Christians to
represent the soul, faith, the resurrec-
tion, cte. In the middle of the qemrul
part is set up a square edicola formed
of four altars, on which will be placed
imzges or sbubues of the most ancient
representations of the Blesaed Virgin.
The Virgin 8vid to be by St. Luke has al-
ready been presented by His Emineoce
the Cardinal Viear amd the Chartres
Virgin is the gist of the Bishop and the
Dincese of Chartres.

~The portico was completely and per-
fectly finished this year. The faeing of
the lower portion of the walls under the
portico is of granite from the Pyrenees.
I'he facing at the walls has been also
mezde as far ax the Hoor ot portico. The
balcony abave the portico, which unites
the twoarms of the matroneo, is also
finished, Onthe exterior has been set
up and uncovered the proad mosaic eo-
presenting the five pacta of the world
prostrate before the Blessed Sacrament,
presental by Pins VILL, the founder of
the Forty Hours, to  Leo XIII, the
Foun ter of the International Reparative
Adordion.

Marble colummns, white and rd, from
the Pyrenecs are get up ngainst the wall
on the right and left of the mosaic, and
agrve as a base for the grand entablature,
or altar pieee, on which reg's the pedes-
tal of the beautitul branze statue of St.
Joachim, by Valeutine. On the four
panels torned by the wail between the
columns witl be painted two male and
two temale saints of the Blessed Sacra-
ment—>3St. Bonaventure, 8t. Thomme, St.
Claire, and St. Julianne of Liege.  Large
pelicans will complete the 6rnamenta
tion of this part of the facade. In
the two upper niches of the Tacwde will
he placed the statues of St Peter
and St Paul. On the summir of the
tyimpan  (dome) is raised the grand la-
harum ol Constantine, set in o globe of
brasy,

The work on the Encharistie throne
hits been begnn, Al the columns have
been tinished and pat in position, and
the grand arch of the base i3 nearly
tltnishied.

The staies, bl marble andiron, which
lesud trom ¢he erypt to the ehureh above,
and from this to the matroneo, to the
terraces and to the cupole are in posi-
ffon. The brick factag of the cupola is
nearly furnished, The Iarge iron frame-
work is completed ; it is light, elegant,
amd very strong.  Early in June, 1594,
the satfolding was removed trom  the
front ol the church, The mounting of
the lantern of the cupola and the four
Inrze tigures of angles which will com-
plete the tront will by saon raised 1o
their places.

The foundations for the bell tower,
which will be crected heside the eryot,
have bern completed. The subjects of
the windows are wli svmbolical ; inthe
large rose window of the tucade are me-
diviliona ol the twelve Apostles ) in the
niddle, the Holy Ghost ; in the ravs the
tongues of fire, which are direeted to the
Apostles.  in the teansept the windows
will have St. Peter on the right, Leo
XU on the teft, each having ap his
shde two or the cardinal vietaes beanti-

Peter
and Leo XI1II, surrounded by the cardinal
virtues.

On the lower part the vow of rose-
colored granite colnumns of Baveno are
much admired and rise admirably against
the wall of the portico, which is in gray-
ish-tlue granite, from the Pyrenees. This
wall.is crowned with a fricge, beautitul
and symbioticnl. A bunch of ears of corn
sl grapes executed in mosaic arisce
{rom ghove thy principal door, and be-
neath is a radiant Host ; from there the
fricze is continued, entwining gracefully,
and folding one after another the whole
serica ot ghields in armorial form. On
the red or the blue base of each shield
is inscribied the name of some one of the
countries, in ita own language, which
have contributed to the erection of the
monument.

In the middlein the lunctte {the space
in thue «ostensorinm for the Host) 13 re-
presented Chirist at the Last Supper, with
the words engraved on the arch of the
cornice : “Pater, sint unum sicut ¢t nos
unum sumus.”  On the upper stage the
mosaic represents theunion of the people
with the Bles ed Sacrament, and under
the vortico we aee admirably represented
the union of the Blesswd Sacrament
with ali the nations ot the enrth. It is
the double prelude to the bymn of the
Eucharistic Reign that gives life to the
windows as to ail the other decornitons
of the basiliea. .

Other parts of Rome have been in a
condition similar to that of the Prati di
Casello, and chuarches have been built to
supply the wants of the people. The
Catholics of Ireland have built a chinrch
dedicated to Saint Patrick. The Church
of the Sncred Heart has been built in
the Campo Pretorio, and the French
have cotnpleted w beautitul ehureh on the
Exquiline  dedicated to St. Anthony.
Thus as the eity grows the number of
churches must be incrensed.—In the
Cstar”

CATHOLIU MISSIONS.
WHAT OUR MISSIONARIFS ARE DOING 1N
EVERY LAND,

Rev. Father Edmund, O.5.F., who, tor
a number of years, hias been cugaged on
the Chinese missions, is now visiding
Lite birethren in this coumtry, in some
portions of which he did priestly duty
years ago, befure his superiors assigned
bim to China,  The zealous frinr was
recently in San Franeisco, and in reply
to a request for sonmeaccount of the
Catholic missions in China, he said that
his fiebl of faborin the far East had
been inthe provinee of Hoonan,  Con-
tinuing he added :—

“The conntry is divided ituto the

northern, central and southern provinee,
[speak the coenteal dialeet, and wonld
have difliculty 1o nnderstand the dialect
of @ native of the other provinees. The
gopilation of the empire is estimated at
SHOO000 D0,
“In Huonan tliere are more than 30,000,-
000 inhabitants. ‘Lhe priests are con-
stantly travelling through the country,
hut as they are not very numerous they
seldom nieet.

“The life of @ missionary in China iz
ll of dithenltios. The Chinese have o
natuen! aversion to all foreieners, whe-
ther Furopenans or Americans.  We are
mistrusted by the patives, who, while
they entertain geeat Tear for all white
people, are, nevertheless always eager te
rise up against the Kuropean devils, as
they term us. Consequently, we are ever
insevure from atiack.

“Amorieans, as i re, are wenerally

hatedd by the natives. This is owing to
the rigid enforcement of the exclusive
act in this country. The peaple gener-
«Hy are Guopiliar with its provisions,
The French and English are also very
mneh disliked by the Chine,
“ China is dJdivided into two great
political parties. One favors the em-
peror and the other isin favor of revolu-
tion. The lateer is the most powerful,
Yot Enplant took sidea with the em-
perors party, and as a result is most
thuroughly hated by the great mss of
the people. Mare trouble may grow out
of the Inte war, as the large indemnities
denuded by Japan have still o be paid.
China, however, is without the necessary
fnands. .

“There  are 1,000,000 Catholics In
China and to attend Lo gheir gpiritual
wants there are 100 pricsts, native and
toreign,  Religions orders of Sisters are
nimerous.  Vhey are engnged chielly 1n
rescuing abandoned ehildren from the
streets, At onr mission in Hen-chow-
fonn there sre lelt, on an average, seven
habies daily.  ‘The Chinese converts to
the Catholie faith are very Jevout, and
thongh some of them do not see apriest
Jor a Year or two at a time, they sl
practice their religion fervently."—8n-
cred Heart Review,

“Destitution and wantin this country,
in the vast mujority of cascs, is the re-
sult of proflignte patronage of thesaloon-
keeper's Lusiness. If 8o many of the
totlers of the land simply camp in the
wilderness of great tenement structures,
and drag out their lives in hopeless pov-
erty, the lamentable fact is due, to an
alarming extent, to the result of paying
a too generons patronage to the liquor
gellers’ trade. The practical problem for
the American workman to solve is not
the amount that he may be fortunate in
earning, but the sum that he may pru-
dently save to provide forhappiness and
plenty in a contented home. Excessive
drinking is not the only cause of de-
pendence and poverty, but it far out-
strips all other sources of these mis-
fortunes."—Father Cleary.

ARE PRIESTS SINCERE?

CARDINAL GIBBONS' ANSWER TO AN INTER-
VIEWER'S QUERY.

In the report of an interview with Car-
dinal Gibbons, contributed to th Proess
of this city by Frank G. Carpenter, the
following interesting passages oceur :
The conversation here twmed to the
great strides lutely made by the Catholic
Church in Americrand as tothe earnest
work dune by the priests, whereupon I

“Your Eminence, there is one ques-
tion I would like to put to yon—not for
information, for 1 think on that ground
the question would be both o foolish and
insulting one—but on the ground that
many illiberal Protestants believe other-
wise. The guestion is:  Are well-edu-
cated Catholies honest ? Are your priests
honest in thelr nceeptance of il the
truths of your Church ? Do yuur people
believe what you preach 27’

“In other words,” replied Cardinal
Gibbong, “you want me to answer the
question as to whether Catholie priests
are not as n rule hypoerites  The qnes-
tion is, as you sny, asilly one, Look at
it! What is there in the life of w priest
to make it the cholee of a hypocerite ?
The man who would devote himsell to it
has to give up the most of the things
which the world holds dear, T will not
mention all of them, bt I willwke only
one.  For instance, that ‘of personal
chastity, The yricst can never marry,
When he decides to enter the ministry
ke must pive up the hope of wife, chil-
dren and  home and must  devote
hiself soul and body, to the Chuarcli,
This, in many cases, would prevent men
from becoming priests. The life of the
pricsthood is not an easy one. It is e
of hardships and subordination. The
priest is subject to be sent, at the will of
his superiors, anywhere, 2t any time.
He may be ordered to the wildest
countries of the world, and he must go.
His whole lile is given up to the serving
of his people, and 1t is his duty to visit
the pest houses and to minister {o the
sick there, even at the risk of his life.”

qHE STUDY OF AGRICULTURAL SCLENCE,

1Tis Grace Monseigneur Fabre has for-
*g(;:dGlhe following letter to lh(.a differ-
ent' Parish Priests ol his Diocese : -

ARCHBISHOP’S PALACE, }
MONTREAL, January 21, 1896.

Rev. Sir,—The Archbishop and Bish-
ops of the Province of Quebee, in their
collective mandement of the 6th Jan-
uary, 1894, showed the importance of the
agricultural movement, and enlled the
attention of our rural population to the
necesssity of bringing the aoil to its first
fertility, na well as to the different
means that might be adopted to attain
this desiruble end. Amongst these
means, the chief is, incontestibly, the
ditlusion of agricultural instruction in
our conntry ; m.thout possessing the art
of good cultivation, cuccess can never be
gerious or durable. In order to popu-
larize and to propagate, without delny,
2his theoretical and practical science of
agriculture, we have not only encouraged
the clergy to use all their influence in
favor of agricultural schools, but we have
also founded the work of agricultural
missiunnries. This work bus already

roduced very satisfactory resultg and is
doatined to do a great deal of good if it
is sutticiently sustained and developed.
I mysclf gave the example by attending,
some monthsago, a large meeting evoked
at 8t Jerome, with _the olpect of giving o
fresli impulse to this agricultural move-
ment. His Honor the Licut.-Governor
of the Province of Quebec was also pre-
sent at this important re-znlon.

1 profited by the occaston to ask _the
hends of familiesta send to the agricul-
tural schoals thase of their children
whum  they knew to be intelligent, ac-
tive and having a taste tor the work of
thefurm. I expressed, also, the desire to
see each parish represented at least by
onu pupil. . .

This was the apening of a real mis
gion, which Tardently desire tosee ear-
ried out. and Iagain ask you, Rev. sir,
to give it your recomnendation, your
zeal and your devotlon.

ft is urgent to apen to the young of
our vountry an agricultural curcer, as
the learned professions are encumbered.
Vory often we hiave been pained to see
those who have embraced the latter, at
the grentest possible sacritice by their
parenta or protectors, abandon these pro-
fessiong, and go seek-in a strange i,
the pecuniary resources which  they
coull not find at home. Thig is so many
citizens lost to the State, and as many
sons taken from our mother, the 1Ioly
Church. .

This danger does not exist among the
agricultural classes, for never will they
bi encumbered. ‘The soil will always be
fortile, und will give an honest liveli-
hood to the educated and intelligent
farmer, who knows how to vary the pro-
ducts of his farm according to the varia-
tions of the market.

1t belongs to theclergy, whom we have
seen nt all epochs of our history at the
head of all national movements, to favor,
and even direct the development of the
agricultural science, a8 they have favored
and directed higher edueation in this
Province, and thus to crown its mission
in society. It isthe beat reply that we
can make to our enemies, and it is onc
of the most glorious titles that we can
have from the State, and from future
generations.  Be, therefore, persuauded,
denr brother, that the personal sacrifice
that you will nmuke for this work, to
which we attnch so much importance,
will be most ngreeable to me.  God will
bless your labors and will recompense
you. Assisted in your good work by
your parishioners, and by the members
of agricultural socictivs, yon will power-
fullvy contribute to the suceess of the
movement, which is reeeiving the bless-
ing of our Holy Father the Pope, and
from which we cxpect prosperity and
riches for onr country districts and for
our cities.

One of the Cathedral canons and two
priests of the Diocese, neting in concert
with the Government Agricultural lee-
turer, will visit your parish. Kindly
prepare for their visit, and, after their
departure, comnplete the \}'nr_k yuursclves
in_ spesking to your parishioners of the
utility and necessity of agriculture.
The hewd of & family should intpose unon
himself the necessary expense for the
agricultural instruction of the son, who
is destined to inherit his property and
his homestead, not less than in favor of
the son who is to become n member of a
leirned profession. ' o

The Government grants, it 1s tre,
fifteen prizes for each school, ns 4 re-
compense to the most nieritorions
among the pupils, but all will com-
menee by paying their board, which is
$7 per month. Kindly look to the
choice of the pupilssent to thesc schools,
aud sce that they areyoung men of good
charncters, intelligent, and probable
heirs to a farm, which they will one day
have to cultivate themselves I permis,
also, that the works in connection with
this agricultural movement, in your
purish, will commence by a blessing of
the Very Holy Snerament followed by a
few words to the faithful. Let it be
well understoord that the agricultural
lectures must never tnke place in the
church. The names of the young men
of your parish who nre already pupils of
one or the other of our agricultural
schools might be communicated to the
Rev. Canon Racicot, which will pormit
me to follow, with greater interest, the
movement in question,

THE CATHOLIC PROTECTION AND
RESCUE =OCIETY.

The annual meeting of the aliove men-
tioned suciety washeld on Taesday even-
ing, unnary D1st, at St Ann's Presbytery,
vhe president, Rev, Futhivt Godts, in the
charr, The tinancial <tatement, which
wits read, provesd to he satislactory, al-
thongh the large preliminary expenses
incurred for the opening and fmprove-
ments of the Home are not all ligquidated
as yet. The management of the Home,
underthe control of Miss Agnes Brennan,
was declared to be unexceptional.

The reeeptions this year were as fol-
lows :—

From Liverpool, 38 boys, 36 girls ;
from Saltord, 62 bovs, 53 girls, 2 women
and 2 children,  Previous to 1845, 36
boys and 34 girls ; returned rom eity, §
hovs and 14 girls—making o grand total
f 208.

Of this number there remain at pres-
ent in the Home only five small boys
and one small girl; two ol the boys will
be phiced in n few days.

The Socicty received lust spring one
hundred and five applicrtions fur girls,
which they were unable to till.

During 1893, sixty girls have been
found homes in the city, and there are
at present in Montrenl ninety-one girls
in goad homes and doing well. who have
been placed by the society ; out of those
a8 many as twenty often visit Miss
Brennan at the Home on Sunday aftex-
nof s and pass o pleasant hour,

There are only thirteen of the boys in
the vity, the remuinder having been
placed In good homes in the country.
All the children placed in the ity are
occasionally visited by the members of
the soctety.

A detailed report of the work of the
society has been sent to Ottawa by the
Dominion Emigration Agent, Mr, J.
Houlahan, and the Hon., Mimister of
Agriculture has expressed Lis satisface-
tion thereat.

The society has taken two eof the girls
aged 16 and 17 years from the Good
shepherd and plieed themin good situa-
tions, where they are doing well.

On account of ingnbordination one boy
ha= been sent back to England and two
teo the Reformatory ; the latter ecameont
j-revious to the society taking charge of
the work. .

Up tothe present time there have been
hetween two and three thousand of those
chitdeen received in Montreal and placed
throughout Canada, and ol this large
number only two girls and two boys
have found their way to the relorm-
atories, whieh goes to show thit Lhey
have been carefully trained in the Eng-
lieh homes.

The parish priests in the country
places cheerfully look after the children
pireed in their parishes, wul thete re-
ports which come to the socicty are very
encouraging ; many of the girls have cn-
tered convents, and their conduet in
general is very editying; the same may
be said of the boys, who are generally
employed in furming and are all grow-
ing up with the promise of making good
citizens in their adopted country.

His Honor Recorder de Montigny isa
most sincere friend of the socicty, and
s repen tedly expressed hig satistuction
to know that there is u home where he
ean send strange girls sveking situations
and having no friends in the city. .

- No matter how
the powers of darkness may aseail that
institution they can never prevail.
Christ did not promise that His Church
would be free from persecution, that the
legions of evil would not attack her,
that tribulations, misfortunes and trials
would not come; all He promised was
that the Church would be perpetual and
would, therefore, survive and success-
fully resist all these. He also promised
that He would be with them (the
Apostles and their siceessors ) “all duys
even to the consummation of the world
—Matt. XXVIII, 19-20,

If, then, Christ were God, and the true
Founder of the Church, and that He has
been with that cstablishment and will
remain with it throughout all time, it
stands to reason that it must be per-
petual, This evidence, taken from the
Bible itsclt, is confirmed by. history.
From this closing point of the nine-
teenth century we can look back over
the expunse of years that reaches from
our time to the origin of Christianity,
and in ail that 1mmense space we behold
the perpetnity of the Church  tirmly
established. Jmpires, Kingdoms, Re-
publics, have risen, have tourished, and
have gone down to dust; cities have
been built, menuments crected, and in-
stitutiona tounded, all of which have
crumbled under the hand of Time;

the  harbartan of  the North  and
the Mohametan of  the  South
have, each tu turn, flonrished  the

mennces of destruction in the tace of
the Divinely constituted Church; all
bave farled, the gates of hell” have
never prevailed, and to-day the Church
i3 the same ws ahe was in the beginning
and as she will be unto the end of time.
All other things change; she alone is
immutible. To use the sublime words
of & Protestant orator, she stands alone
like some majestic monument in the
desert of antiquity, solid in her founda-
tion, majestic in her aspect, cemented
Ly the blowd of her martyrs, pouring
furth the unbroken series of her vener-
able hiecarchy, und only the more mag-
niticent frum the ruing by which she ie
surrounded.”

Emperors, Potentates,
princes come to him and offer him all
kinds of inducements but he will not
change for them. They point out to
him that, in the world to-day, every-
<hing changes, and  that he should
change with the world; but that old
man replies that the world may change
while be (the Churceh is meant) cannot
doao. Whenasked the reason he replies
that all uther powers are human and
subject Lo mutation; but his power,
coming from God, like God, cannot
vhange; it must remain the same
threugh all time. The perpetuity of the
Church  is a proot of her Divine
vrigin.

THE PRIEST'S VOCATION.

The other day a very good and well-
intentioned gentleman informed us that
he was educating his son to be & priest.
Some years ago he and his wife decided
that this boy should be dedicated to the
Church and consequently, while the lad
was yet under ten, they resolved tha:,
come what might, they would have him
enter apon religious lite.  The lad is
about fittcen now, and the father feels
very bail becanse he fears the boy does
not relish the idea of studying for the
priesthood. 3till the parenta hope to
he able to dispel his ideas of the present
and to conx him into the pathway that
they have marked out fur hia future.
While we are ever glad to note the in-
eresse in the number of ecclesinatics,
still we believe that nothing is more un-
wise than to foree a young peraon into a
lite that is not evidently his vocation.
Parents may have the laudable desire to
have a priest in their fimily, but they
must remember that the “calling " or
“yocation ” must come (tom  Gad,
Numeroua are the lives loat, the souls
gone to perdition, on aceount of & hur
riedd or careless decision ina matter of
such moment.  Were it not (or thia we
would not have so many ex-priests, as
they are called, and so many unlor-
tunate priests. As a rule these poor
people have entered upon the aacerdotal
life without having a certain vocation
therefor; only after their irr woenble
vows are pronounced do they discover
their error; then comes regret, uneasi-
nces, waveringe, melancholy, cravings
for the unatteineble, and eventually
acta that lead to correction, and finally
to mislortune,
‘The vocation conaists in certain guali-
tics, dispositions, nptitudes, tastes and
inclinations which render a mao fit to

' ter,and upon this rock I will build

follow & certain calling. ~ And if it is sv

for & lawyer, & physician, a merchant, |

ah engineer, or any other profession or
business, much more so is it for a priest.
The man who enters upon any worldly
career is at. Iiberty to leave it when he
finds he was mistaken ; not ao the priest.
In no way is the parent qualified to de-
cide upon a ohild’s vocation. Tle most
that can be expected of the father and
mother is that they be willing to co-
operate when, in & proper manner and
at the propertime, the young person dis-
covers, through study, prayer, and the
aid of a spiritual director, which path
has been marked out by the finger of
God for him to follow.

Agein do we repeat that it is unwise,
unjust and extremely dangerous for
parents to seek to impose their inten-
tions, in such matters, upon their
children. Long after the parents are
dead the young person—grown to man-
hood—may eat the bitter fruit of re-
pentance and suffer a life of untold
torture on account of a false [ilial de-
votedness that induced him to accept as
his vocation the career chosen by those
who were incompetent to guide him
properly.

On the
twenty-ninth of February he will fultil
his sixtieth year of ondination. He wans
ordained on the twenty-ninth of Febrn-
ary, 1836, by the tirst Bishop of Monteeal,
Mgr. Lartigue. This anniversary comes
only ‘every four years, and this being
leup year Father O'Counell will celebrate
tt.

The purchase of the property, the
building of the Club House, the grand
covered stand, the open stands, the
fencing, the opening up of the avenue,
and all the improvements, have cost in
the vicinity of $40,000. At present there
arc about $23,000 still due by the Associ-
ation, on that bulk anmount. The pre-
gent directors are trying to reduce the
debt to 2 sum the interest upon which
would not exceed $1,000 per year. When
they succeed in this the institution will
be on & maore solid and safe footing.

The intention is to hold a grand fancy
fair, at the Windsor Hall, on Saturday,
18th of April. The object of this fair will
be to aid in accomplishing the landable
aim of the present directors. This, in-
deed, should appeal to all lov.rs of
athletic and manly exercises and sports.
We know of no more praiseworthy ob-
jeet, in that line, and we are confident
that both young and old, from all sec-
tions of the city, will join hands in mak-
ing this undertaking a marked success.
We could fill columus onthe beretits de-
rived by the public in general, and the
young men in particular, from the
uperations of the 3.A.AA but we will
Le satistied, this week, with the mere
mention of the foregoing fact, and the
expression of the fervent hope that the
matter will be takeu up with that energy
which has ever characterized Montreal's
citizens on similar occasions.

AN IMPORTANT OFFICE.

While it is our special duty to look
after the interests—individually and
collectively—of our co-religionists, in the
various walka of life, we must not forget
thal there are numbers of those belong-
ing to our faith who, for one resson or
another, are removed {rom the sphere of
every day activity, yet who shouid be
none the less objects of our consideration.
It is humanto err; and Catholics, being
human, like their fellowmen of other
creeds, fall into sin, erime, and misfor-
tune, In our prisons and penitentirries
a large proportion of the inmates are
Catholic; and, if there are circumstances
under which the reforming influences of
religion should be brought into play,
surely conspicuous amongst them is the
state of punishment in which such peo-
ple live. According to the remarks of
the late Minister of Justice, on a recen
occasion, the Catholics and Protestant
(or non-Catholics) in our various pen-
itentiaries are about equal in number,

Under the late Sir John A, Macdonald
a Board of official penitentiary Directors
was formed, and it was an understood
rule that, at least, one member of that
Board should be s Catholic.  The reason,
and the fairness of it, must be anparent
to every persoi,  The Board consisted of
three members ; the Minister and Deputy
Minister of Justice, and the Ingpector of
penitentinrics. Since the superannus-
tion of Mr. J. G. Moylan, o Cathioli¢ and
experienced oflicer, there s nuy been
any memberon the Board to specially
repregent the intereats of aur co-religion-
ists. Morcover, all the executive stafl,
without cxception, are non-Catholies, 1¥
we omit St. Vinceent de Paul penitentiary,
we hind that all the wardens—{rom Atlan-
tic Lo Pacific—are non-Catholics. These
are the bare incts ; nnd they might serve
as text for many a long article upon o
subject of very vital importunce.

Attention was recently called to this
matter by the Arnprior Chroniele,
and we feel that it is our doty to touch
upon the matter. As far us the treat-
ment of the inmates of these institutions
is concerned, it is a known fnct that the
must perfect;scerecy prevails amongst

the officials. Consequently the public
has no means of knowing, except through
ex-convicts, or by indivect wayes, how
the Catholic element is dealt with in
matters pertaining to the practice of
their religious duties and in regard to
that even-handed justice which should
be meted out to all. It is of the utmost
importance that persong having business
connections’ with these institutions
should also receive the consideration
they deserve, irrcapective of theirapecial
religious convictions, We do not, at pre-
sent, make any particular accusation ;
but, it would not be surprising if par-
tiality, on the score of religion, were
sometimes shown, and even that injus-
tices, in the dismissals of officials, the
curtailing—for good conduct or other
cause—the terms of convicts, were per-
petrated. Besides, both in the ordinary
practice of their religious duties and in
the special needs that the imprisoned in-
dividnals should have supplicd to tliem,
it is ubsolutely necessary that some one,
competent to judge of the same, from a
Catholic point of view, should have an
ofticial position vnthe Board of Directors.

We simply draw attention to the facts
that at present there is no Catholic
member on the Board ; that iy is of para-
mount importanee to‘our co-religionists
that they should have sonie one to repre-
sent them in that sphere; that it was
the express wish of the late Premier—
Sir John A. Macdonnld—that a1l sections
should be so represented ; and that it is
highly important that a Catholic should
be given a voice in the deliberations
that affect such a large number of per-
sons, whose situntion places them beyond
the power of having redress if such is
merited.

WRITERS AND SPEAKERS.

The Gentleman’s Magazine says that
the difference between writers and
speakers is, alter all, to be discovered in
temperament. To carry out this theory
the writersays: “ The presence of an
audience, especially a large audience,
hns always ohe of two effects on & man;
it either stimulates or depresses him.
To the born speaker it lends vivacity to
the intellect and fluency to the tongue;
others it strikes dumb. A man may, of
couree, be fluent without being an ora-
tor. An empty man is ofton fluent—that
is due to vonity; a pompous man is
sometimes confident and ready of speech
—that is due to conceit. The one chat-
ters on, serenely unconscious that he is
talking nonsense; the other has too lofty
a sense of his own importance Lo sugpect
for & moment that his rounded periods
are mere commonplace. The fact is that
in every cuse the fruit smacks of the
soil.”

There is a great deal of truth in all
this; but it does not give the reason
why so many splendid writers arc great
failures »a publie speakers.  We do not
call the orator—that is the born orator—

.the man who writes out, revises, and

curefully commits to mewmory a set
speech or lecture, and then delivers it
with good effect. That man may be an
able writer, a grand cssayist, and a tirst-
class elocutionist—or actor ; but he is not
an orator, Let some one in the audience
interrupt him, brenk the chain of his
srgument, or disturb the lines he has
learned by heart, and you will then tind
out whether he is an orator, or mercly a
writer who delivers his own composi-
tions, as un actor would repeat the words
of an author. A man may he the most
exact and elegant writer in the world
and be totally devoid of oratorical pow-
ers. Rarely are both combined. \Why
807

When a man composes and writes, no
matter how rapidly his ideas come, he
is obliged to pause over each while per-
forming the mechenical work of tran-
scribing the words to express it ; he,
therefore, has ample time to form his
sentences, select his words, and polish
the atyle. Kven should he find, on
gudden  afterdbought, that some other
word wouald be preferable, he has only
to draw his pen through the one written
and substitute the one preferred. But
when in presence of an wudience the

language must come ag  fluently  ae
thie  ideas, and he . must be able
to shape and trim, to correel and

arrange his expreasions,even before they
are utterad. Therefore, he must think
like lightning, arrange his ideas with
equnl apidity, seleet and use the expres-
siong with eclectric swiftness und preci-
aion.  Practice does much to perfect
the speaker; but that is not all. Men
accustamed to addressing nudiences will
rattle nway for any giventime; bul how
many of them use proper English, speak
granunatically, never hesitate for an ex-
pression, nlways use the proper word, nnd
give their sentences that elegant turn
which charms the ear and adds loree,
while adding heauty, to the form ? How
many of them never repeat the same
words, or same ideas? How many of
them make usc of timely quotations?
In 2 word, how many of them sit down
after having imprinted on the minds
and memories - of. the " audience the
original idens that they conccived 7 Not
one in five hundred. ¥ ring out a scrics

of words, & string of phrases, a very voi~ (
ley of expressions, may be styled public
speaking, but it is no more oratory than
the cesseless flow of talk by =
good auctioneer or a clever circus adver-
tiser,

The man who possesses the rare gift of
writing well, but who has not a real
orator's talent, should never attempt
public speaking. He runs the risk of
destroying his well-merited reputation
in the sphere that belongs to him. On
the other hand there are born oratom ;
men whose ideas come at will and whose
language, manner and delivery are per~
fect; but who are unable to write a page
of composition above the ordinury or
common-place. Such men need the stim-
ulus of an audience to stir their powers
into activity. In the calmness of the
study they are unable to awaken the
spirit within themaelves; and conse-
quently less able to awaken it in their
readers. [Rarely do you find tht able
writer and the good speaker combined
in thesame person; but when both exist
that individual possestes a double-edged
aword of fearful weight.

WORK OF THE CHURCH.

Recently, Professor Lodge, of the non~
Catholic Columbian University, deliver-
ed n remarkable lectinre, in Washington,
on the work ot Catholicity in the general
civilizationof the world. Extractefrom
this leciare were given by the Catholic
Columbizn. So exceptional werc the
remarks of Dr. Lodge, and so truthful
his estimate of the intluence and opera-
tions of Catholicity upon the world, that
we deem them sutliciently important to
be reproduced on our editoral page, for
the benefit of our readers—Catholic and
non-Catholic as well. Amougst othec
things, the learned lecturer aaid :(—

“It would be difficult to over-estimate
the importance of the historic function
performed' by the Catholic Church dur-
g the Middie Ages.

“She unified the education of Europe.
The instruction of youth was cast in
molds of her make. She was the con-
gervator of the learning, cullure and civ-
ilization of antiquity. She was the ark
in which were preserved the forms of
literature when all Europe was sub-
merged beneath the surging tide of bar-
barism. She lifted her wegis above the

poor, the weak and the helpless. She
stood between the over-burdened tax-

payer and the extortions of the emperora.
STEMMED THE FLOOD.

“Shestrove to transform the barbarian
hordes who had poured like an invading
flood over the sunny plaing of Gaul and
Italy into citizens of the commonwealth .
of God. She held up before the multi-
tude high ideals of Christian life. She
suught to fire the heart with noble am-
bitions, to enrich the mind with the
culture of past centurics and to liit the
lite to a plane of Ioftier activity.

“ Her history during this period is
made resplendent by the heroie deeds of
many a saintly charncter.  She threw
the whole weight of her great influence
on the side of law and order and civili-
zation, when these were engaged ina
death struggle with the forces of har-
barism. When disintegration was
everywhere else, the Catholic Church
wus striving to integrate the thought,
the life and the culture of Europe.
More than this, within the bosom of
that Church itself. the principles of free
sclf-government were allowed very con-
giderable play. From the monks of the
chaptcr who elected their abbot, to the
college of Cardinals, who chose their
Pope, free election characterized the
government of the Church.

HER SPLENDID BERVICE.

“Nor when we look through long
tracte of history and see what splendid
service this church has rendered to God,
and to humaaity, and to civilization,
however great may be the divergenciea
between our theological opinions and
the opinions recognized by that Church,
we are bound to speak the truth of
history and award the meed of praise
where honor is due.

“Personally, as you well know, I hold
to views which are separated by the
whole dinmeter of thought from Catho-
lic doctrine, but my studies have for
years compelled me to live in clusest
intellectual comradeship with many of
the greatest minds that ever adorned
that organization. 1 havelearncd to ad-
wire them, to reverence them, to love
them. St. Francis d’Asgisi, Ignatius
Loyola, 8t. Francis de Sales, Fenelon,
Paecal, Malbranche and scorces of other
names that rise to my lips, seem to me
to be among the grandestsotls of all the
centuries. [ refuse utterly nnd absolute-
ly to join in o sweeping, indiscriminnte
and ignorant denunciation of the Catho~
lic Church,

HER INSPIIFD WHITERS.

“If the spirit of Christ be not breathed
forth from the pages of Fonelon, Paseal,
and Malebrunche, then 1 have totally
mistaken my Master’s thought. While,
therelore, I most strenuously object to
very many articles of Catholic theology,
I refuse to shut my eyes to the glories of
the Church’s history, and to the magnifi-
cent martyrdoms with which her chil-
dren have adorned the history of the
race.

“THE EARTH MOVES.”

DID THE CATHOLIC CHURCH CON-
DEMN THE DISCOVERY.

HOW LUTHER AND MELANCHTON KEGARDED
COPERNICUS WORK.

Everyone knows that the earth moves
around the sun and the general belief is
that the credit for the discovery of the
fact is due to the Jtalian astronomer,
Galileo. It isnot gencrally known, how-
ever, that he merely imjroved on o syvs-
tem formulated some years before by
Nicolaus Copernicus, & Polish priest,

In a work entitled, “Some Lies and
Errors of History,” the author, Rev.
Reuben Parsons, D. D., says: “The
ancient Grecks certainly knew that the
earth is round, that it is isolated in
space, and that it moves. Aristotle and
Ptolemy undertook to refute the last
theory. According to Cicero, Nicetas
asserted the motion of the earth. Fhilo-
laus, says Eusebius, thought that the
earth moved around the region of tire in
an oblique circle, Aristarchus of Samos,
says Archimedes, sustiined the immo-
bility of the sun, and that the earth
turned around it as around a centre.
Seneca thinks it ‘well toinquire whether
the rest of the universe moves arpund a
stationary earth or whether the earth
moves In a stationary universe’ (Nat.
Questions, vii. ) The Irish Ferghil
(Vergilins), Bishop of Salzburg, in the
eighth century, taught the existence of
the antipodes. Dante certainly belicved
intheantipodes and in central attraction
(Hell,canto 34). Copernicus himselinever
pretended to be the author of the system
which bears bhis name, although to this
humble Polish priest belongs the glory
of having precisely formulated that sys-
tem, and at a time when & knowledge of
it had almost vanished from among
men. Galileo needs not to be regarded
as & prince among astronomers in order
to merit the homage of the scientific;
his greateat glory I8 that of =
mecbanician.”

To Copernicus then is due the credit
for having first formulated the system of
the ancients. Let us see how his work
was received.

He was a contemporary of the leaders
of the Reformation. Protestant tradi-

tion ascribes {0 the boasted enlighten-
ing influence of that movement the credit
for the encourazement of these theories.
The facts hardly bear out this cantention
for we read in Luther'’s Table-Talk:
“ People give earto an upstart astrologer
who stroveto show that the earth re-
volves, not the heavens or the firmament,
the sun and moon. * * * But such
is now the state of things. Whoever
wishes to appear clever muat devise
some new system, which of all sytems is,
of course, the very best. Thia fool wishes
to reverse the entire science of astron-
omy. But Sacred Scripture tells us that
Joghna commanded the sun to stand still
and not the earth.”

Later Melancthon wrote in a work
entitled, * De Initiis Doctrinae Phy-
sicae:” “The eyes arc witnesses that
the heavens revolve in the space of
twenty-four hours. But certain men,
either from the love of novelty or to
make a display of their ingenuily, have
concluded that neitherthe cighth sphere
nor the sun revolves. Now, although
these clever dreamers find many 1n-
genious things wherewith to recreate
their minds, it 1s, nevertheless, a want
of honesty and decency to assert such

- abgurd notions publicly, and the exam-
ple is pernicious. It is the part of »
ood mind to acceptthe truth asreveaied
by God and to arquiesce in it.”

truths with physical discoveries, and in
teaching in what sense Scriptural pas-

ing, he was imprisoned for six months.
According to the Tuscan- Ambassador,
Niccolini, an intense partisan of Gualileo,
the sentence was merely nominal. Ther=
is no mention of torture. On the con-
trary, he was assigned the apartments
of the judge of the tribunal and had a
servant and every convenience.

Leaving aside the disputed question
involved in the reception of Galileo's
work we may oontrast the expressions
already quoted fiom the leaders of the
Reformation, on the work of Coperhnicus,
with the action taken by the leading
Catholics of the period.

A writer in the{Hi~torisch-Politische
Blatter (Germany) in 1870, quoting from
a book bublished by Dr. Hipler, a great
German scholar, says: “ Paul IIL ac-
cejted the dedication of the work of
Copernicus. ®* * * The Catholic
Church has always ignored that extrava-
gant notion of inspiration, so justly cen-
sured by Lessing, according to which the
Bible is to be reccived as a textbook
vven of astronomy, geograpby and other
natural sciences. * * * ¥ Froman
entry made in the Codex Grwecus, CLI,,
intheState Library of Munich, it apoears
that as early as 1533 Clement VII. had
the leirned Widmanstadt to explain the
system to him in the gardens of the
Vatican, and that he recompensed Wid-
manstadt for bis services with the gift
of the Greek work above mentioned.
The entry in the buok, setting forth these
facts, was made by the hand of there-
cipient of the gift.”

To quote again from Parsons: ‘‘ The
heliocentric system was not contrary to
the doetrine of the Catholic Church. She
never has proposrd and she cannot pro-
pose to her children any system of
merely physical seience ns a matter of
taith, * * * DMost churchmen of the
oarly seventeenth century, quite natur-
ally followers of the gencrally received
scientific theories of their day, rejected
the idea of a motion of the earth
around the sun; but the Church did
not force them to such rejection. Had
such been the mind of the Church Co-
pernicus  and nis many forerunners
would not have been regarded as good
Catholics; and Corpenicus  himsclf
would not have dedieated his Revolu-
tions of the Heavenly Orbs to Pope
Puul I11., saying, * If men who are ignor-
ant in mathematics pretend to condemn
my book beeause of certain passages of
Seripture which they distort to suit
themselves I despise their vain attacks.
‘aleagnini, who died in 1540, would not
have publicly taught at Ferrara that the
heavens stand but the earth moves.”—
The Monitor.

McCARTHY'S SUCCESSOR.
MR, BALLARD SMITH THINKS MR. BEXTON
THE MOST LIKELY MAN.

Mr. Ballard Smith cables from London
tothe World with respect to the resigna-
tion of Justin McCarthy as leader ot the
Irish Federationists :—Only a few days
ago Mr. McCarthy aesured the World
correspondent that he had firmly made
up his mind to retire, but, as the com-
munication was contidential, the fact
could not be cabled then. Mr. McCarthy
then snid :(—" It is impossible fuor me any
longer to perform the duties of leader
and pay an equal attention to my liter-
ary work, by which I have tolive. As
chairman I have tu be constantly in at-
tendance at the House of Comnions, as
matters are always arising which de-
mand my presence, and I was precluded
from carrying out my sustained literary
work. Iam not asyoung ns I was once,
and I have had more than one warning
during the past two years, that I must
not overtax my energies. Since I have
been the leader, I have been practically
unable to feel assured of getting any of
my work done within the time allowed
for it, and thereare two or three matters
which I feel [ must finish, snd which,
if they areto be finished at all, muat be
get about without further delay.

“I do not intend to resign my aeat in
Parliament, and I shall endeavor to give
the closest possible attention 1o my
duties. But that will not tax my
strength, nor encroach on my time to
any'thing iixs the same degree as vejng
the vegponsible head of the party.

“The reasons | have givin you are
the only ones through which I am gom
pelled to resign, and, I can ussure you, it
isastep to which I have made up my
mind with great regret and reluctance,
and, under what I regard,as the compul-
sion of circumstances.”

On the question ol his successor, Mr.
McCarthy was naturally inclined to be
reticent, ashe felt it wasa matter for the
party alone to decide. But he did not
conceal his hope, that Mr. Sexton may
be induced to take his place, being, in
his words, “thc ablest parlinmentarian
in the party, and, indeed, in the House
of Commons.” L

From other sources I learn that 1t is
by no means certain that Mr. Sexton
will accept the place, as he still thinks
the dissenting clement of the party is
sufficiently strong tu nullily any work
he might be able to do for it, braides
rendering the office of chairman one of
constantannoyanceand entire thankless-
ness. Should, however. the Healyites
sink personal animosities and join with
the majority in asking M. Sexton to take
the place, he -prubably -would as-ent.
His ltle is bound up with the'mnovement ;
he has earned a unique position for him-
-gelf in the -House of Commons, and he is
acknowledged to be the highest expert
in that Chiimber on both the landand the
educational questivns, both of which
may be prominently to the fore in
the ensuing suvssions. Should Sexton
