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Hon. Senator Bernier’s
GREAT SPEECH
as reported in THE SENATE DEBATES
(Continued.)

I have heard some say that
we were ready to accept the pro-
positions stated in the memorials
of the delegates sent a year ago
to Winnipeg by thelate govern-
ment—and it is added that the
present seltlement does mnot
sudstantially differ from those
propositions. In reply Isay, 1st,
that the propositions of the com-
missioners were intended only
to be a basis for subsequent ne-
gotiations between the minority
and the parties interested ; 2nd,
that the minority has never ac-
cepted those propositions; and
3rd, that they differ materially
from the preseht settlement. In
support of this third assertion
I have only to quote the words
of Mr. Cameron in this regard :

It has been charged that the govern-
Ient (of Manitoba) has acted perfidious-
ly inasmuch as the terms of the Settle-
ment are substantially the offer made
by the Dominion commissioners a year
ago. Such is, however, very far indeed
from being the case. ¥ ¥ ¥

The charge was precigely the opposite
of the truth ; there was not the slightest
resemblance between the commissioners’
offer and the offer of to-day.

In fact, the government of
Manitoba rejected the offer last
year, as they call it, as giving, in
their opinion, to the minority
heir separate schools; they ac-
cept the offer of this year be-
cause it rejects for ever the
separate schools. The offer of
last year recognized our rights ;
the offer of this year is practical-
ly a burial of those rights.

There is one great difference
between the position taken by
the late administration and the
position taken py the present
government. It isthis: that the
commissioners last year were
Positively instructed mot to
make any settlement which
Wwould not be satisfactory to the
minority. This year the govern-
ment makes a final settlement
Without any regard for the satis-
faction or dissatisfaction of the
minority.

Now,as to the minority having
Cxpressed their willingness to
accept as a basis of settlement
the propositions laid down in
the memorial of the commis-
Sioners of last year, there is not
the slightest ground for the as-
Sertion, His Grace the Arch-
bishop of Saint Boniface declared
his disapproval of them. I have
also expressed my own dissent
from a settlement upon the lines
of those propositions. I beg
Permission to read to this House
a letter which I addressed to the
Prime Minister, as soon as an of-
ficial statement could be had in
connection with that mission:

Iclaim full justice for the mlnority,
and the proposals of the commissioners
do not extend to us that full justice.
Congequently it is my duty to mark my
disgent from such proposals as being in--
adequate to the requirements of the case
1t is useless to add that I still further
dissent from the proposals of the Mani-
toba government. It is my request
that this my dissent be brought to the
knowledge of the cabinet. :

This makes our position in thig
regard unassailable. Leg us re-
fer briefly to the Remedial Bill
of last year. That bill gave us:

1. A Catholic board of educa-
tion.

2. A Catholic superintendent
of education.

3- Catholic school inspectors.

4. Catholic school teachers e-
verywhere and independent of
the number of children.

5. Catholic school trustees.

6. Catholic examiners

7. Catholic normal schools.

8. The selection of the text
books,

9. The right of levying taxes
for the support of our own
schools. '

10. Exemption from taxes for
the support of other schools.

11. It affirmed our rights to
share proportionately in the le-
gislative grant for educational
proposes.

Now, the present settlement
does not grant us any of the
above privileges. It does not
even recognize our right to any
of them, and yet 1t is tried to
make us believe that it is pre-
ferable. It is a wonder to me
that any one should persist in
such an attempt to misrepresent
the situation. I will not insist
upon that, however. because it
seems to me that the mere men-
tion of the facts is sufficient to
do away with all misapprehen-
sions in this regard. But I want
to insist on one of the features of
that bill. It was an undoubted
sanction of the rights of the
Catholic minority of Manitoba,
and, above all, it wasa sanction
of the principles upon which the
constsitution is founded with re-
gard to such matters; it declared
that minorities could depend on
the federal powers for their pro-
tection; and the recognition of
those principles by the final
adoption of the law would have
resulted in peace and harmony
all through the Dominion, be-
cause, with the trinmph of that
policy, any fatnre desire in any
of the provinces to encroach
upon the rights of minorities
would have been discouraged
and quited for ever. This was
sufficent to enlist in favour of
the bill'the sympathies of every
sincere champion of the consti-
tution. But it is said that our
position might have been made
uncomfortable by litigation.
When the minority gave its
approval to the Remedial Bill,
it knew that litigation was
ahead; but we knew, at the same
time, that, with the judgment
of the Privy Council behind us,
with the remediel order behind
us, with the remedial legislation
behind us, with the Imperial
guarantees behind us, with the
“‘parliamentary compact” behind
us, we were in a position to
enter into new contests with a
reasonable expectation of coming
off from the same with- flying
colours. We were ready then to
go into litigation, while if we
accepted the present settlement
we could not even have the idea
of going into litigation at all.
All grounds of success would be
cut from under our feet. Our
cause would be crippled for ever.

Make a compromise, suggest
others ; let the process of give
and' take operate. But, hon.
gentlemen, what shall we give ?
We have had a genuine jewel
stolen, and it is proposed to let
the thief go provided he gives
back a false stone. This is no
compromise. It is all gain on one
side, and all loss on the other.
But, hon. gentlemen, there are
some reasons of a higher order to
be advanced against a compro-
mise. The education of their
children is to the minority a
matter of conscience, and in such
matters, as I have already point-
ed out, the yeas and nays do not
obtain, and although the hon.
leader of this House has ventur-
ed to say that in his opinion our
conscientious views had been
fairly met by the settlement, we
must decline, with all due de-
ference, his teaching in such

matters. Heis not a judge as

to what my religious belief ex-
acts from me, any more than I
could be a judge for him in lke
matters. I am surprised at the
suggestion coming from certain
gentlemen. For instance, the
hon. senior member for Halifax.
is one of the most uncomprowmis-
ing men in this House.  Even
on trifling things he holds stead-
fast to his views. But, strange
enough, when it comes to the
sacred interests of the souls of
our children, he advocates a
compromise. This, I cannot
conceive. But I must take the
fact as it is, and tell my hon. col-
league that the Catholic minori-
ty in Manitoba begs leave not te
act upon his advice.

The hon. premier, Mr. Laurier,
said some time ago, that the mi-
nority, through  their solictior,
had not asked for a restoration of
their denominational schools,
and the hon. leader of this House
has repeated, in sudstance, the
same assertion. I must take ex-
ception to such a statement.
What the minority asked for is
a matter that can very easily be
ascertained. 'We have only to
refer to its memorials and peti-
tions. Our demands are couched
therein in the following words :

(3.) That it may be declared that the
said last mentioned Acts do affect the
righ\s and privilages of the Roman Cath-
olic minority of the Queen’s subjects in
relation to education.

(4.) That it may be declared that to
Your Excellency the Governor General
in Council, it seems requisite that the
provigions of the statutes in force in the
province of Manitoba prior to the pas-
sage of the said Acts, shoald be re-en-
acted in so far at least ag may be necess-
ary to secure to the Roman Catholics in
the said province the right to build,
maintain, equip, manage, conduct and
support these schools in the manner
provided for by the said statutes, to se-
cure to them their proportionate share
of any grant made out of the public
funds for the proposes of education and
to relieva such members of the Roman
Catholic church as contribute to such
Roman Catholic schools from all pay-
ment,or that the said Acts of 1890 should
be 8o modified or amended as to effect
such purposes.

That is what Mr Ewart was
requested to ask as the minimum
of our rights—that is what he
prayed for, and the best evidence
that he never asked for lessisthe
fact that both the Privy Council
and the Governor General in
Council have granted the whole
of our demands, as contained in

our petitions. No tribunal
ever grants more than what is
prayed for.

Mr. Ewart has cheerfully es-
poused our cause, hehas fulfilled
his duties with science and de-
votedness, and it was due to him
as well as to ourselves that the
statement wmade here and else-
where should be at least contra-
dicted.

There are many other things
which have been mentioned and
to which it would be_expedient
to givean answer. But I must
not tresspass too long on your in-
dulgence. I will only refer briefly
to a few other matters.

The speech from the throne
says that the agreement is
“the best arrangement that wag
obtainable under the existing
conditions of this disturbing
question.”

In answer to that I may say
that when the matter wastaken
into their hands by the late gov-
ernment, if the then opposition
had generously offered their co-
operation for the settlement of
the question, as the present op-
Position is ready to do.every right
and privilege to which we are
entitled would havebeen restored
tous, the question would have

been settled long ago, and remov-
ed from the political arena.

I must not forget to mention
before closing my remarks, the
fact that the minority in Mani-
toba has protested against this
settlement. Resolutions of com-
plete dissatisfaction have been

Let them frame
a bill that will give us all that
we are entitled to and that will
defy litigation.

And even if there were diffi- !

culties ahead there is no states-
manship in avoiding them by a
weak surrender. The govern-
ment ofa country has no right
to give way before the assailants
of the constitution ; they must
uphold the rights of every sec-
tion of the people.

Appeal is made to peace. Let
me remind the House that we
had peace before 1890, we are
not the parties who disturbed
that peace. Let the guilty par-
ties make the constitutional and
equitable concessions they have
been commanded to do, and
peace and harmony will be
restored as before. We need
peace and harmony in that dis-
tant part of the Dominion for the
development of our immense
resources.

A STRIKING CONTRAST.

Toronto, Canada, is a city that
has been since its foundation un-
der the domination of Protestan-
tantisin, the preachers generally
having things their own way.
One of the amenities of the pecu-
liar civillzation enforced there has
been that street cars were not al-
lowed to run on Sunday. But
at an election held last week
this ordinance was condemned, and
now the clang of the motorman’s
bell will be heard on the Sabbath,
to the great horror of the once-a-
week Christians. Toronto is a re-
markable town in many ways. It
is ruled by the Orange faction,;
and the popular musical taste

of the locality is content
with such  lofty themes as
“ Croppies Lie Down.” Tt bears

about the same relative proportion
of Catholic to Protestant as is to
be inversely found in Montreal. In
the latter city, so thoroughly toler-
ant is the Catholic spirit, alternate
Mayors are selected from the two
religious bodies; buti n Toronto, so
intolerant is the Orangeism that
rules, s Catholie is never selected
for thats office. Another curious
feature of the situation is that the
Protestant clergy of Toronto are al-
ways in the thick of political cam-
paigns, no matter what the ques-
tion at issue. Their meddling is ne-
ver severely criticised. But; when
the Catholic clergy of Montreal
give wholesome advice in reference
to their schools, it is denounced as
clerical intimidation. The incon-
sistencies of public life are quite in-
structive.

He introduced into a dra-
ma of the time of Charlemagne
a priest of the Sorbonne—the fa-
mous theological school of Pa-
ris—though the Sordonne was
not founded until 400 years after
Charlemagne.

Bat perhaps the mistake which
is entitled to be called the“Cham-
pion anachronism” of all litera-
ture is one which is to be found
in Hugo’s admirable poem.”*Boaz
Sleeping,” which deals with the
story of Ruth. The poet speaks
of the earth at this period as “still
wet and soft from the De-
luge.” ‘

According to the must com-
monly accepted chronology, the
flood occurred in the year 2348B.
C. By the same chronology, Ruth
was married to Boaz in the year
1226 B.. C. By this caleulation,
uapward of eleven hundred years
must have elapsed between the
two periods—which would seem
to }}ave afforded ample time,with
ordinary weather, for the earth to
get dry.

Healthy Ireland.

188 persons over 90 years of age

in Great Britain and Ireland.
Average longevity is greater in
Scotland than in England, angd
greater in Ireland than in Scot-
land, the birthrate being largest
In England and least in Ireland.
In England the average number
over 60 years of age is about

7 per cent,, in Scotland 7.7, and
in Ireland 10.5.

The African Danger.
Preston §“Catholic News.”
Bishop Leonard, of Cape Town,
who has been some twenty-three

years in South Africa, says that|

the gravest danger in connection
with a war between the white
races in South Africa is that of
a great native uprising. The na-
tivesare well awareof alljthe ani-
mosity that exists between Boers
and Britishers, and would most
probably make a desperate eftort
to emancipate themselves if a
war were to occur between the
Transvaal and Great Britain.

Both sides, no doubt, would
look for native help. The British
would expect the Basutos to keep
a large body of the Free State
burghers engaged, while, on the
other hand, the Zulus might be
Incited to rise in Natal. Swazis
love neither Boers nor British,
and it is clear that in Bechuana-
land there is much unrest which
would require attention at the
hands of the Cape authorities
Were a war to break out. Neither
the Matabele nor the Mashonas
are at all pacified, and there is,
therefore, much reason for Bishop
Leonard, feasrs.

Should this Governement
force a war in South Africa, it
can all be set down to the grant-
ing of the Charter, and the *‘raid.”
The former wasthe work of a
former Conservative Ministry,
and had the present political
party not been in office, the
“raid” would never have been
attempted. Mr. Chamberlain has
shown neither tact nor skillin
dealing  with the situation.

Oueday he wires to the justly
incensed President of the Repu-
blic for mercy for the raiders,
and praises his clemency. As
soon, however, as the President
asks for Rhodes’s punishment,
Chamberlain becomes petulant
and snubs Kruger, teiling him
that *he does not need to be re-
minded of his duty.” And so on.
We hope, however, that the
crime of a war in South Africa
will be avoided, but if it is,
Chamberlain will need to be
watched. He is a dangeruos
minister.

‘What Beat Linton,

James R. Randall], the well-known
newspaper man and poet, writes to the
Catholic Columbian to say that the suc-
cessor in Congress of the A. P. A. Lin-
ton paused before the Marquette statue
recently and said substantially: “But
for you, Father, I would not have been
victorious;” 80 Linton was plunged into
a pit of his own digging, and the marble
arm of Father Marquette, as it were,
pusbed him into the abyss.

Mr. Randall also states that, as far as
he can observe, there has been no mul-
tilation, of the Marguette state, 88 com-
monly reported which, if true, is gratify-
ing intellizence.

Galt, whichsad event tookplace on Thurs-
day evening and followed an operation
which had been rendered necessary by
a severe attack of appendicitis. The
funeral took placeon Saturday afternoon,
the remains being interred in the Bt
Boniface cemetery.

It is cer-
tainly to be hoped that these rumors
have no foundation in fact for such action
on the part of the Government would be
on outrage and particularly in this year
of Jubilee.
