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The following is the text of the
resolution (U.N. Doc. A/2520) passed by the A_ o
Committee of the eighth session of the General
Assetnbly on October 15, 1953, dealing with the
admission of new members. It was passed by a
LulafiIfou.s vote of the Oomxaittee, i0e. 60 ini favour,
none against and none abstaining., Ina plenary meeting
on October 23, 1953 the resolution was adopted without
change by a unanimous vote of the General Assemb1y.

.1t is of interest to note that there are
at present twenty-one applications for membership out-
standing, but no applicants have been adniitted since
Indonesia became the sixtieth member in September 195.0.
Outstanding applicants are as f ollows:

States sponsored by the U0.SSR.:

Aibania, Bulgaria, Hungary, the Mongolian
?eople's Repubîjo, North Korea, "the Demo-
oratio Republic of Viet-Nam" (Viet-Minh)
and Roumania;

other States:

Austria, Cambodia, Ceylon, finland, Ireland,
Italyt Japan, the Rashemite Icingdom. of
Jordan, the Republie of Korea, Laos, Libya,
Nepal, Portugal and Viet-Nam.

"The General Assembly,

Having examined the report of the Special
Committee- on Admission of New Meinbers (AP!400),

9pnsîderin that universality of membership,
in the United Nations is subject only to the provisions
o? the Charter,

Consideing that the aima of the Charter of
the United Nationa would be f urthered through the oo-
operation of all peace-loving States,

Believingi that a new effort to find a solution
to this problem. should be without prejudice to the
juridical positions maintained by individual Members
of the United Nations and to anY further conaideration
of the aubjeot by the General Assembly,

1. Decides to establish a Oommittee of Good
Offices, oonaia-ting of the representativesof Egypte
the Netherlanda and Peru, empowered te oonsult with
membera of the Seourity Council with the object of
exploring the posaibilities of reaching an under-
standing which would facilitate the admission of new
Ménibers in accordance with Article 4 of the Charter;

2. Reuets the Committes of Good Offices to
submit a report on ita worc to the Genera. Assembly at
its eighth or, at the latest, at its ninth session."
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
