GOVERNMENT.

The number of this popular journal,
which bas just. come to hand, is, we pro-
sume,.the last which will be issued under
the old management. It is hereafter to
be amalgamated with Belfo-d's JVontl7y,
under the style aud title of the "Rose-
B3elford's Canadian Monthly and National
Review," devoted ta science, literature,
art and politics, and is ta be under the
sole editorial contrail of Mr. George Stew-
art, junior. The article in the last number
on " Current Events" lis nainly occupied
with a severe censure of party gavera-
ment, which is the greant bug- bear of those
wha arrogate ta theinselves the designa-
tion of the " Canada First " party, al-
though we scarcely imagine that tley
seriously balieve that there areany num-
ber of lier Majesty's Canadian subjects
who deire the prosperity of other parts
of the Empire in preference ta thnt of
Cgnida, These tirades inAsit party

government are very senseless, for there
is no possible w'ay of carrying on parlia-
mentary government, except tbrough the
instrumentality of party. It iust not be
imagined, however, that those who are
mnost attaheled ta party governiuent are
blind ta the evils which iare the necessary
consequence of the systeml. Party lead-
ers in all periods of our history have
coimtitted errais ofjudgment, which have
entailed loss of popularity, which has
sometinies been irrecoverable, but gener-
ally, when they are men of ability, only
temporary. IL lins been iost truly said by
Lard Macaulay that "thiese two parties
" bave never been the whole nation, nay

that they have never, takcen together,
"made up a majority of the nation. Be-
« tween thei lias ahvays been a great
"mass which bas not steadfastly adliered

' ta cither, vhich las sonhetxnes renained
inertly neutral, and which bas sane-

" times oseillated ta and fro." There cati-
not be a fairer representative of this class
of the population than the renowned
Thvies newspaper, wlich lias, dur-ing a
long series of years aimed at giving ex-
pression ta the public opinion of the
most influential classes in the United
Kingdom, and which has mnaintained its
entire indepencience of political parties.
If the ivriter of " Current Events 'l were
ta confine hinself ta a declaration that
lie saw so mnany faults in both the Cana-
dian politicail parties that he found iiim-
self unable ta give bis adhesion ta either,
nwe should have no conplaint ta male,
nd We should, moreover, ba ready ta
admit that lis muonthly criticisis of the
nets of both pariLes would be calculated
ta be of great sai-vice ta the public.
Aiong the evil consequences of party
the greatest, probably, is the want of
candar displayed to those o the opposite
party. IL is not, suflicient ta criticize the
policy of a hostile party, but iL is the in-
variable practice ta charge its supporters
with being influenced by dislonest inten-
tions and motives. There nre periods, too,
when party feeling, always strong, anong
those actively engaged in the political
conflict, becomes intensified. We ne
passing at prescnt through ane of those
periods. A general election is at ]iand,
and, throughout the entire Dominion, the
rival parties are appealing ta the great
mass ai the people in whose hands are
the scales, and by whose votes it will be
decided by which of the rival parties iwe
shall ba governed for the next five years.
We bave adintted that there are inher-
ent imperfections in party governuient,
but they are as nothing ta the inesti-
mable benefits whicl it confers; and, not-
wvitlstAnding the bitterness of feeling

exhibited by the party leaders towards
each other, it may ba hoped that it is more
apparent than real. We have had an
opportunity within the lasL few days o
perusing a book, recently printed for pri
vate circulation, entitled c Waiis in
Verse " by Ci. W. Wicksteed, Q. C. The
author, wlio is universally-adnitted ta ba
one of the nost. valuable public officers
that Canida bas ever possessed, and who
this year will have been fifty years in the
service, las been indtiuced, at the earnest
solicitation of his friends, ta collect and
print the poetical pieces that lie lias
thrown off fromi time ta time at his few
leisure moments. One at least of these
"i 'aifs " wias written tifty-seven years
ago, while the Queen's Birthday 1878-
Tonsts-Governor-Geniral and Countess
of Dufferin, and a National Antlim,-%veme
ail written ivthin Lthe last fiaw weeks.
Our reason for noticing this little volumne
on the present occasion is that iwe were
mnuch struck by a reinark in the preface,
wl ich, comning as it does froin anle who bas
lad as good an opportunity as anty living
m'an of knowing the real sentiments of
Canadian politicians of all parties and
nationalities in the old Province ai Lower'
Canadia, in United Canada, and in the
Dominion, since Confederation, possesses
great value. No one iwho lias the bonol of
Mr. Wicksteed's acquaintance will for a
imomnent doubt his sincerity, and bis opin
ion is, thereore, mnost valuable. After
stating that "I have, under divers minm-
"isters, drafted, consolidated, revised,
" amndeod, ar had sane notunimnportant
" part in abinast every possible bill iwlich
" lias originated in the liouse of Com-
"nions, and have worked with and for
" alnost every ininister and every mem-
"ber of note," Mr. Wicksteed proceeds
as follows:-"I amn proiud ta say tbat
' the best and ablest on either sile have
"ever treated ne witht utioast consid-
" eration anti conitidence. I an by nature
"anid habit non-partizani and inclined ta
"look on bath siles of every qtuestion,
" and this ias well, for noa pairty man
"could perforn the du'ties of mly oflice
" with pleasure ta hinmself or satisfaction
'i ta the Hoeuse. Party spirit lias run

ighu, ant meibers have said ha-d things
"and accusei oee anothcr- of ail sorts of
"abominations in the lieat Of party strife;
ci but this I can say,--no one of any party

lias ever asked ne to draft or help ta
"idraft a bill, clause, aiendieit, or resa
"lution which I do not think ha honestly
"believed ta be for the good; of Canada,
"independent of party, andJ feel sure
< that the forenost men on either side,

whom I am proud ta cal my friends,
Smigit 44Cd woulCu in their calmer
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" imients, fairly say te those of tiielir oppo-
" nents worthy of thcir steel :"-

'l'o those lho believe ini tle iecessity' of
governimient, througli the iistruiientaility
of' party, Mr. Wicksteed's testimxoniy will
be nost eouaging. Besides Il Current
Ev'enta, whieh we imxay teri ih lieading
article of the "Ca n Monnlhiii ii y,'tIere
aie several others deser'ing consider'at ion.
A writer, whose non, defiluane is ' Sordello '
lias made al vigorous onslaughit onx the Newî
T'emperance Act. Hle naintains that the

It would Iot he
possible feo' us te do any justice to this
article in the space wh'liclh we could de-
vote to it, and We shall, therefore, merely
refer te it. as well worthy of' peruisal and
reflection.

TIE SUGAR QUESTION.

Mir. Alexander McG ibbon lias addressed
a letter te the Gazette on the sugar ques-
tion, whicli we reprodice as, frot lis
practical kniowledge of the subject, the
writer is entitled te hlave lis views fairly
conxsidered. We should hope t.Iat there
would iardly be asecond opinion as te the
desirability of' iaving oui o'n sugar re-
fineries at work, and doing a fairly remu-
nerative business. 'T'lhe difliculty is te
settle the amount of enc''uragerieit, or'
we should more properly say protection,
which wrould bc faix' te the consmniers.
The duties fixed by Sir John Rose and Mi.
Tilley in 1868 were thiought by many tee
faviorable to the refiners, but the refiners,
on the other iand, complained that they
were not sufliciently protective. 'lie
producers of the best grocery sugars in
the West lidies complained bitterly of
those duties, which werc intended te
stimuilate the introduction of the low-
priced msuscovadoes te the exclusion of the
crystallized centrifigals. Now, leaving
aside for the moment all discussion as
to whetlier the reiners or their opponents
were right as to the ierits of the tarill'
decided oi by Sir John Rose and Mir.
Tilley, it must be borne in minid thit no
cxange ias been made ii that tar'iff, with
the exception of a reduction oin the lower
grades, which was adnittcd to be favorable
to the refining interests. It may'be doubted
wher, under .the ciricuistances, Mr.

McGibbon is justified iii designating the
prescrit tiriff n sugar as "a new sys-
tem. Therefi i non foi' .'t con-
siderable tima uiir thei preseit taîriffs,
and, ne doubt, w'ould have contitiued to do
se but foi the incease of boulity grinitd
by the United States, and for the frands
perpetrated undel the coloi test. Now
we have iiviriably contended that the
United States bounties should haive been
met, by a countervailing uty, wliih would
liave rectually redressed the grieyance
complained of by the refinlers ,as regards
the introduction of what Mir. McGlibbonî
teris " AIerican whites.'" Ou dilliculty
is this: we believc that the " Scotch
yellowi sugari" competes in the Canxadiain
market. with the " Ancrican whites"
witIi advan tage. Now lot us, foir arî'gu i mein t
sakc,assume thaIt by a countervailinîg duty,
which we have alays idvocated, wie
sicceeded in excluding the " Aierican

ites." Hlow should wre deal witi the
Scotch yellows ? As-far as regards tiiat

sugar it cannot be contended thiat eitlici
flic late o i the present goverminent is
chargeable withl neglect. That slgar
comles te Canada subject te full duties
and iithoiut the benefit o' drawback, and
Our refineirs have no reason to coqmplain
of it.' We fail to comoprelend how MIr.
McGibbon proposes to deal with the
Scotch yellow sugar, which is largely con-
sumed lu Canada. We cai coiceive of
no reason except the establishment of a
system of bontires oni exportation, that
would justify a larger ineasure of protec-
tion than talit whiich noiw exists, and
which was suflicient te en'able cii' sugar
refineries te supply the consiliners foi' a
large period of years. Unfortunately, Mr.
Mc(iibbon's letter is obviously intended
to serve a political obiject.

\Ve shall net follow him into tlat dis-
cussion. The sugar question is cone sur-
rounded with dilliculties, and is toc in-

portant te be dealt with merely with
reference te the-political contest of the
day. It appears that Scotel sugar re-
finers, witliout protection of any hl-ind,
aire able te furnisih an article whiich Mr.
McGibbon assures us contailns onlly 65 per
cent. of sugar, while our ownî refiners,
according te the saine aitithority, furniishied
us witl "pire sugar '. Now it secens
beyond doubt that I pure sugar "' cannot
be sold as chîeap as ani article containing
only 65 per'cent. f s"ugar, and yet ou con-
suniers prefer hie cleap and bad article.
Toc our mind the inference te be drawi
fron Mr. McGtibbon's letter is that Cana-
lian sugar consuiners have a Lmost de-
praved taste. They will have Scotch
yellow sugar in prefcreince te the pure
sigar. of their own refiners, but we fai.to
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eoiiprehteind low a remedy is te be applied
We puiblisli Mr. Mcribbon s lotter, and
wve elitirely coieur i iis opi iion talit flih

hicard and read lunerous ncotes of'
piouîs grocers wolic mixed sand with their
sigars, a statcniiit as lackiig in truth as
that of t lic basswoI'od hains '" and

woodei nitimegs " of Our Yaikee neigh-
bors. 'Iler is scarcely any article of
food so free fron sdilterationI as sugar,
and ire belieive tiat no imealis lave hitiher-
to been discovered for adulterating what
is kiown as white I gi.anulated." Sait 'is
used te a sliglit extcuît in Scotch refiied,
the light brown article knowni as coflee
sugar in Ontario. 'Tlie report of the
departnent of Iniand Revenue shows that
the three samples furnisled in October,
1876, te the Toronto anxalyst by WMi. Cass-
well of that city, all contained comimlon
saIt ; the first a I crushed sugar," ten per
cenît., the second, a mere trace (fromt
bottoin of saine barreIl), the third, Musco-
vado sugar, 1.7 per cent. of coimmnon salt.
Tliese statements are crepeatecd in the
report foi' 1877, recently issued. Samiples
were obtainecd in January, 1877, fron the
following Toronto firmis, Cr'amip, Torrances
& Co., Smith & Keiglhley (2 samples), F.
Morrison, Frank Smith & Co., and W.
Ruisay & Co., of each cf which it was
reported, 4l It contains no injurious sub-
stance." Oftlx twelve samples examiined
in Mon treal in Deccimbei, 1876, two con-
tained lvulose or inverted sugar, sup-
plied by Kinlocl and by Baird & Ki-
naird. Cibb, Laird & Co. supplied five
sainples, all of wiich werc pure; those
supplied by W. R. Ross & Co., Reford
Bios. and others wyere also free fron ad-
mixture. The sugars aialyzedi in Mont-
real contained a very high percentage of
cane sugar as compared with those ex-
anmined ii otherplaces, with the exception
of that supplied by W'hiteiead &' Turner,
and by Ross & Co., of Quebec,wliiclh verc
aleso up te the higiest standard. it woulkt
be interesting tc knlow if this pure caie
sugar was the product of the Redpath re-
Iiiiery w'lhi had ceased operations onlly a
short tine before, and why all the sauples



exanined in Montreal and the twro ibove
imentioned in Quebec were free fiiimu
glucose or grape sugar. The samiple sup-
plied by Tobin & Co., Esson & Co., and
Bauld & G ibson of lHalifax contained no
adulteriation. hat fuirnished by J. S.
MacLean, also one of the two samples
froin R. B. Macintosli, coritained a sligh t
adinixture of glucose sugar.

Il our issue of' the 10hli inst., iwe gave
t;ie results of the anailysis of cotffe
samiples furn ished in 'Toron ta. W/e regreot
to say thlat the results ir Mntreal ure
nlot as satisifactoiry as night be desihed.
Special mention should be made of S. &
E. Eving, whose samiples iere all genuine
cotlee. Murray, t[ron & Co. and A.
Wills & Co. also fturiished saiples of
genuiie coftee, but a very poort sample
was also furnisied by the former fitin,
being, in the words of the report, adul-
terated aith pea-mneal and chicory about
50 per oeei t." The tio samiples furniiisied
by J. Langlainds vere both aulterated
with clicory and pea-mueal. Eiglt
saiples wierc examiiied in Quebcc, all
pparently procured fromt retailer.s. .fThe

oflicer in, Quebec iiiay do unintentional
injury to respectable liris of sane naine
with those iwlhose surnanes oniy, in six
cases ont o eiglit, lire given. The sainple
furnislied by P. Maranda consisted " oi'
ono-eighîtlh coii'ec, tie rest a mixture of
chlicory, roasted peas and beais." Grifitin
&, Pelletier-.furnished samples of suai-
lar lcharacteI to Maranda's. Ouellet's
saiiple contained '. lifne or noa coilce
iearly ail chicory, pehîs Or beais roaast.ed."
ihe samililes fiurnislicd 'y Tauylor and

by J. C. -Lbbicontained one half coiloL ;
the rest a nixture siiutilair to thsat above
noted. No vonder tLhat in Quebec the
sound of Use fainily coilec-imîill is leard in
thle land. .In IHaliiax ilhe samuplc obtainied
fron «W. M. I rai'r'ingtaon was "pure coftlee.''
OF the other sanples, those sipplied by
L.ordly & Stimpson, Peals & Eaton, C. &
W: Anderson and Geo. schwartz', werel
also of fair, to gond claract'or. Jlye is
used to a simail extent in connectioni with
pieas and chicory .in Nova Scotia, but there
is a large peicen tage of pure cote in all
save two out oF the eleavei saiples ex-
aimined.

It is in thîe adulteration of milk that the
greatest dificiult.y is to b mot writh, and it
may be siupposed tbat tle greaer propor-
tion of inikut mi'ortality il air large cities
is duc in no inconsideiale dlegree to thtis
inost misclievous fraud. IL is unfair to
the nercantile community to institute
compurisons betveen then and the imilk-
man as regards the adilteration of their
respective articles of trade. The whole-
sale dealer, the jobber and rctailer, in

!ai, coffec, spices, colors, etc., do inot per- i
iirm the adulteration themseives this is
donie by the foreign exporter, the grîlider,
etc., and a lower price is usuially charged
for the article. This is especially the
case in cofle and spices. inibtless the
best plae to exeunine tens is at the
custoi house, and a similar law to that
passed in Englhæd in IS75 rould be tlie
surest renedy. It is perliaps to this lawu
that ire are indebted for tle poorer. quali-
tics of tees in the United States and
Canadida duri'ing tle last two years, us by
its provisions the Custoims authorities in
England have the pnuver to refuse entry
to tens whiich have been ndulterateil,
iliel consequently uiist fiul a mnilket
elsewîliere. In tee there is occisional
nixing llidone by jobbers, but, ilhis can

UN'tITD ElATES FINANCES.

The session of Congress is drawing t a
close. Severltimportant questicos hi'b
have ceeupied a lar'ge share of attention
seem likely to be sheled. The mtost ita-
portant, f these o s th e tarif ametn nt,
which was in the bands of Mr. WIoo, and
which at cie timie seemted likely to be-
come Im'. It is not srprising thtat it

should have Ibn found imp»ossible te
obliii tie cn'urrence te a tatil of t

mn.ioI'ity of' a hody with such a variety of'
con eting iliterests, anid without thie in-
iicement, of adhesion to a mtitnistry

whose continuance li power depended on
the siecess of lte semlet. It is Mien
fiincial questions coue utnder consider-
ation that the defects of thte pcblican
syste are broght, most clearly before

us. The iesmnplion Oi spece paymenîts

is not likeiy to be inîterfered iti, and
especially as it seemîts to bc understood

that te Presiuent would veto ny biII the,
object cf orwhic shoild be te postpone tme
pid f reumpMtion. I tes probable

that t Ihete cl be a generl consent t tHie
cicultion et' gieebacks, anid wie shall

lie muc suri sed if they do not becontt

The cuttingof orates,which scens to prevail
in every branci f busitess not only lu the
United States, but in Canada, is evidently
prt'licing considerable alarim in the pub-
lic mind, whici is manifested by decreas-
ing business. It is surprising to find the
extet of the reduction n thepremiums
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paid, on -New York City bisiness since

1873. Of course the depression lin busi-
iess would account foir a consideraleo rc.
diuction, but le m nis. lie oth ier Causes
at wvork. Tho preilluins paidl on New
York city buisilness in I873 .ntuamounted to
$8,'8.1,000, while in 1877 they 'ere only
$5,032,00). Tlic jiietiia whosC autlhority
is highs states thalt t.lic litling oi' is only
partially due to hic depression in trade
and ini values, its main cause is tlie
'livild coipetition and i'eckless ignoring
" of adequate rates during ihe past fcw
" yeairs."l The remiedy suigges(ed is re.
organization anong the comlipanies, and
the " conservatory influence of the
National Board" The trouble ils, that
there seems no wcay of preventing viola-
tion of compacts entered into. We hiad
occasion in our last nuîmber, when refere-
ring to thc cutting of raihay rates, te
notice a statemient that lthe iink was
liardly'dry in an agireeient before it was
violtted. 'Tlie iailroad coipalnies inflict
injury on themselves, but unfortunatelv
the fire insurance conipiies not only
injuie thcnselves but suiject those wvho
insutre witli tihein to tle risk of serious;
loss. 'T'le subject is, one wlilch is as
deeply interesting te Cinaîdiatns as to
citiziens of the inited Stzitcs, and cannot
be toc frequontly prcssed on their con-
sideration.
