If the City of Toronto can mal
4 deal with the other side, then it is a
good thing for the city, and for the
shareholders of the Torontq Electric
Light Company. We can afford to stand
a'fair amount of loss, but not one that
will wreck the whole municipal project.
We are in this thing to make it a suc-
cess, but we don't’ want to deal un-
falrly with those on the other side.
The eity can’t be blamed for its method
of dealing with the question and for its
determination to control the power ul-
timately.”

I remember being taken for a walk
by my father along- what appeared to
me to be a graystone quay. I.presume
it was the Chelsea embankment; and
there we met a very old, long-bearded
man who frightened me quite as much
as any of the other great Vietorian
figures, who, in-the eye of a child ap-
peared monumental, loud-volcéd, and
distressing.
