A Ju million dollar company to es-
tablish ‘model suburban districts with
houses which will be rented to the
tenants on the co-operative plan is the
golution of Toronto’s housing problem
which will' be put in operation at once.
Mayor Geary and a committee com-
prising representatives of the board
of trade, the Manufacturers’ Associa-
jlon, the Civic Guild, and other citi-
‘zens, have been investigating,the con-
ditions for some time, and model sub-
“wrban homes, operated by a company,
the dividends of which should be limit-
ed to 6 per cent., and the houses to
be rented only to shareholders, is, in
the opinion of the committee, the only
method by which the problem can be
solved.

The stock of the company will be al-
lotted {n $50 shares, and a tenant will
be required to take five shares of this
gtock, which he may pay for in instal-
ments. The company wiil provide a re-
pair fund and a sinking fund, and will
return the balance of the net, profits
to the tenant as a dividend on rents.
Should any tenant wish to vacate the
yremises, the compapy will purchase
his stock.

Individual subscriptions of stock are
limited to $2000, and it is purposed to
apply for a charter when $100,000 of
stock is subscribed. The committee are
endeavoring to have this accomplished
this week, and a large tract of land
very conveniently situated is now un-
der option. Applications for stock may
be made to W. S. B. -Armstrong, the
secretary, 506 Kent Building, or any
member of the committee. .

Frantic Efforts to Rescue Mrs,

" Stanton Made By Her Hus-
band, Who Attempted to Tie
a Rope Around Her, But She
Was Frozen to Ice Float and
Both Were Swept Away.

T. N. Chambers, an English fourist,
who was on the new ' arch bridge
and saw the ice ©brideg collapse
vesterday, returned to Toronto
night, and wheén seen by The Wgrld,
sald; “As I crossed the bridge on the
way to an hotel I was-informed by 2
customs house ofticer that the ice
bridge was broken and that three peo-
ple were coming down on the ice float.
As he was speaking a fire wagon drove
up and the firemen commenced to un-
coil ropes and- drop them* over the
bridge. A repair gang, who were work-
ing on the bridge, also dropped ropes
over the side. In a few minutes I saw
in the distgn ce the figures of two men
and a woman on {ce floats drifting
Lelplessly along with the current. Just
pear them, on the Canadian side of the
river, a huge plece of ice broke up
right in front of their eyes.

“It was a most pathetic sight to see
them kneel down and pray for succor,
while ‘all that human effort could ac-
complish was done from the shore.

“Six people were taken off the ic2
ymmediately it broke, and three others
might have been taken had it not been
for one of their number, a woman,
fainted, and the other had to stay with
her and in that way kept off the ice
v-hich became loose.

‘““One man was on a float by himself,
and came down a minute or two be-
fore a second float came alohg bearing
a man and a woman. Before the first
float came under the bridge it went
within twenty yards of the American
side of the river, while 2 number of
people cried to the man to jump, but
as it had taken him an hour to éome
from the Falls, he was quite numb
and paid no attention to the people cn

the shore. The ice, however, changed
its course and =wrought the man over
toward the middle of the bridge.

Before the
bridge had moved a hundred feet, he
leaped over ten feet of the water.

Died a Hero’s Death,

Hecock: lost his life thru his efforts
to aild in saving the woman.

They
slowly floated down the stream while
hundreds looked on helpless to save
them. Before leaping, Weddell hesi-
tated a moment to take hold of a
woman but she fainted, her falling
nearly precipitatiing the rest of the
party Into the river. Just as her res-
cuer had the woman firmly in his grip
the ice gave way from under them
and the two were separated. The
woman fell backward but recovered
somewhat and he made good his leap
to safety.

Evidence brought out at the inquest
into the fire on Jan. 23, at the Na-
tiona] Clothing Company, 16 Sheppard-
st., showed that the stock sheet upon
which the basis of claim against the
Colonial Fire Insurance Company rest-
ed, was prepared a few hours before
the fire,

The chief witnesses on Saturday af-
Goldberg and
Morris Speigel, wha had always been
jconsidered ds the proprietors of the
| business, but Who swore that they were
only employes, and that the owners

were Pearl Speigel and Sarah Roth,
w'l;':s of the two w‘lltnelg:ls‘.l W

e enquiry is being uper-
intendent Rogers of the provincial con-
stabualry department, and resulted
from information supplied by the crown
by Detectives Taylor and Miller,

J. W. Curry, counsel for the defence,
said he was willing to admit that there
was room for grave suspieion, but con-
sidered the whole affair a mere “co-
incidence.” .

While Sarah Roth was supposed to
have had nearly $6000 in the business
on Oct. 1, she had only a few hundred
at the time of the fire. Speigel had
also withdraw some of her| capital,

Morris Goldberg, the first - witness,
claimed that he had no financial inter-
i est in the business, and acted merely
!as manager. He said that from 30 to
| 50 hands were employed at $8 per week
up. Goldberg claimed that his business
was paying big dividends.

i “Well, I always drew my salary and
{ We paid the girls and the rent and
| some over.”

| “Then, would it surprise you to learn

ithat the company lost over $600 from |

October to the end of the year?”

i “It certainly would,”

i Goldberg admitted that so far as his
family was concerned he was the only
Person interested in the business, yet
he claimed not to know anything about
the amount of money his wife had in
the business, further than that she had
$1100 when it was started last
June. Mr. Greer showed that, she
had sold part of her interest, but Gold-
berg claimed ignorance of it.

For three or four days prior to the
date in question, the employes, except-
ing a few girls, had been laid off work
while the stock-taking process was go-
ing on. This Was completed at 10 o’clock
in the morning of Jan. 23. The fire oc-
curred at 7 o’clock in the evening.

The business, sald Goldberg, was
manufacturing for wholesale houses on
the contract system and manufactur-
ing for others in the ordinary way,
first making the stuff up and then sell-
ing it.

Objected to Questions,

Returning to the losses recorded in
the -books, Mr. Greer was about to ask
some questions as to why Goldberg
did not know whether the business
was paying or not, when J. W. Curry
strenuously objected,

! Goldberg said that he and Philip

{ h2 noticed a fire and on nearing Shep-
| pard-street found it was his own place,
| He entered the buflding and removed
| the books, after which he had a cup
f of tea in Philip James’ house. He then
wen{ to_Speigel's house and told him
of the fire.

Not Losing Money,

Speigel when placed in the witness
box. tried to show that instead of the
business losing money it was ahead.
There were also several pieces of cloth
which arrived a day or two before the
fire.

About the first of January the bank
refused to advance the concern any
more money and as a result Speigel
had to loan the company $250.

Speigel tried to explain the rapid
spread of the flames by saying that
boys’ clothing burns much faster than
men’'s.
