New York, May 2--Sergeant-Major
Robert 14lly of the Cana®an army,

THE DAY’S EVENTS REVIEWED

In Palestine Australian mounted
troops, slipping round to the enemy’s
rear while his attention was distract-
ed by a frontal attack, have succeed-
ed in occupying Es-Salt. This is a
town or village in Gilead, quite a dis-
tance east of the Jordan. The Aus-
trallans there took 350 prisoners, 33
being Germans. Meanwhile a British
mounted brigade, set to watch the
¢rossings of the Jordan, had a narrow
escape. It seems that under cover of
darkness a force of Turks crossing
the stream higher up attacked the
cavalrymen, forcing them to make a
hasty retirement., Nine guns of the
horse artillery, which could not be
moved off fast enough in this rough
#nd hilly country, had to be aban-
doned, The drivers and their horses,
however, got away. Bupports speed-
dly came up, checking the Turks. This
incident shows that the Turks are
still dangerous and require careful
‘watching.

bodies of the Dominfon upon the real
meaning of the British labor movement
carried unanimously. T. A. Stevenson
was of the opinion that the Canadian
Labor Party should both invite the Bri-
tish labor leaders and finance the un-
dertaking. Mr, ‘Sipgon pointed out that
as yet there was no organized Canadian
Labor Party, and that the Trades and
Labor Congress was the only Canadian
labor body with the authority to do so.
While there were those who ecriticized
Mr. Gompers without reserve T. A, Ste-
venson and others resented imputations
against his sincerfty, and these men re-
minded the meeting that many labor
unions in Canada owed allegiance to th
American body.

FOR POWER CONTROL

Steps have been taken to defeat the
schemes of merchants thruout the

the orders having for their object the
conservation of electricity, who have
by indirect means been lghting their
store windows by putting in more than
enough lights inside the stores and
who in some cases have placed re-
flectors on these inside lights for the
purpose of sending a stream of light
into the front. ’

A duplicate order has been issued
by .Sir Henry Drayton, power control-
fer, and Sir Adam Beck, chairman of
the Ontario Hydro-Electric Commis-
sion, which comes into effect May 10,
and prohibits: such practice. The order
states that no electric lights may be
fixed, arranged or used in any store,
either with or without reflectors, in
such a manner as to drect or throw
light into the store windows.

No greater amount of electrical en-
ergy may be used in stores or build-
ings than is absolutely necessary for
the purpose of carrying on business.
Thse who violate the order will be
lHable under the provisions prescribed
in the order of the power controller.

The city auditor's report as to the
possible justification for the proposed
increase in the rates considered py the
Toronto Consumers’ Gas Co., points
out that owing to increased cost of
coal, of oil and of labor, there is such
justification as stated by the com-
pany. Among other items mentioned
in the report is that relating to the
deficit in the earnings and profits
of the company alleged to have been
brought about by the high jumps in
cost of maintenance, and said to have
been responsible for the decision to
not place the statutory five per cent,
in the building and renewad fund. The
price of coal has increased by $2
during the past two years, while the
cost of labor has risen 42 per cent,
Only nine of the 62 concerns of 'the
same kind are still charging as low
a rate as 90 cenis a thousand feet.
Practically every other company in
Canada has advanced the rates 25
or more per cent.

Toothwort, Dentaria Diphyila.

“The roots were a surprise and
challenge to the tongue.” :
So says that prince of nature stu-
dents, Burroughs. And so also declare
hundreds of boys and girls who dearly
delight to search for the “pepper
root,”” the sweet stinging, pepperish
taste, faintly reminiscent as well of
mustard, with which to tantalize their

youthful tongues.
The plant, as one might almost
guess, belongs to the cress family, of
it is one of the handsomest

There are two wild Dentarias, quiu ‘

common here in Ontarfo, botls of

which possess edible roots. The cut-|”

leaved Dentaria,is the pepper root
proper, while the two-leaved plant is
the well-known crinkle ‘root. The
plants are often misnamed, however,
the one for the other, because so long
as the caildren find one of the blunf,
stinging roots, they care not especially
whcth‘er they give it the correct name
or not. - i

The cut-leaved variely is a sirapge
and odd looking plant. The leaves,
so deeply cut that the parts of them
resemble long notched fingers more
than anything else, are borne on tae
stem in a whorl of three, compounded
of three leaflets The root leaves come
a few days later than the stem leaves,
The blossoms, very attractive, of a
pale rose or purplish hue, are four-
petaled, arranged, cross-shaped and
clawed on the edges, and are borne
in a loose racems or terminal cluster,
These blossoms are bee and fly-visit-
ed, secreting as taey do some thin,
yellow nectar, which attracts the in-
sects, and so the pollination is
fected,

The root is the queerest looking

contrivanee, looking often ¥ke a short |

string of irregular and very rough
wooden beads, from which long, tain,
coarse hairs, that act as rootiets, is-
sue.

As 1 have pointed out, the two den-
tarias are very much alike, the main
difference being in the shape of the
Jleaves, one bearing three, and the
other two leaflets.

Habitants of the cool, moist woods,
the dentarias are early bloomers, real
wildflowers, because they will tolerate
any attempt at transplanting, and of-
ten grow in large communities, altho
isolate specimens, or small groups of
two or three plants, are commonly
found.

Easily accessible woody spots on the
outlying districts of the city will yield
a fruitful search for the plants. Falil-
ing to discover them yourself, do not
