Paris, Dec. 31.—Etienne du Naleche, 
director of The Journal des Debats 
and vice-president of the Society of 
Paris Journalists, has given the asso­
ciated Press the following concerning 
the practical application of open diplo­
macy to the peace congress:

of the peoples; the peace will, and it 
should, be a peace of peoples. Th# ses­
sions must be public in the sense- at 
least that the public ought to know 
on what bases they repose and to what 
combinations they are attached.

“There is no question of publishing 
reports of the sittings of the congress 
as is done in the case of legislative sit­
tings, nor of divulging the conversa­
tions between the plenipotentiaries. 
But each plenipotentiary ought to have 
the right to make public' what he has 
communicated in writing, or verbally, 
to the congress.

“If discretion prevents thim from re­
vealing what has been confided to him 
by his colleagues, his duty towards his 
country bids him enlighten the country 
on the manner in which lie is carrying 
out his mission. Discretion is a condi­
tion necessary to every negotiation,.- 
but itshould not bind a plenipotentiary 
to secrecy, as the confessional binds.

The Perils of Secrecy.
“It is clearly subordinate to the ob­

vious condition that the maintenance 
of secrecy will not do Injury to the 
honor or interests of his country. 
Otherwise plenlpoten taries — those 
without scruples—being assured of 
absolute secrecy, could make most 
offensive suggestions and proposi­
tions without risk.

1 "As regards decisions theÿ should 
be made public as soon as each is 
reached. Care should be taken to 
avoid placing the peoples brusquely 
some day before a complete collec­
tion of irrevocable decisions.

“Hitherto the governments have al­
ways taken precautions that nothing 
shall be divulged before the definite 
closing of diplomatic conferences. 
This has been so because previous 
conflicts were, above 
governments. But the 
t-he same for the present conflagra­
tion.

"The / right of each delegation to 
make public its own declaration is the 
minimum. It would be preferable 
that a substantial summary of the 
work of each sitting or each group of 
■sittings be communicated regularly-^ 
the press. The deliberations would 
thereby be rendered- more serious, 
more fertile. It is the certainty of

Sympathizers with the Boisheviki 

marched to the Hotel Bruhl In Warsaw 
Monday and demanded the release of 
six Bolshevik agents. Polish 
fired into the crowd, after 
soldiers had been wounded by the 
m-ob. and five persons were killed and 
a number of others wounded.

The crowd, which numbered 
than 1000. paraded thru the - streets 
singing, carrying red 
crying “Down With Pilsudski! Down 
with the government!”

They marched to the hotel 
where three companies of the Polish 
Legion were guarding the Bolshevik 
agents.

Leaders of the crowd demanded the 
release of the Bolshevik agents and 
when this wag refused, revolver shots 
were fired from the crowd into the 
hotel. The soldiers answered with 
three volleys into the crowd.

Sir John Eaton in First.Hamilton, Dec. 31.—That William

$11,967 in excess of the estjyiate. 

During the year $1,749.09 of the 1913 
outstanding taxes was paid. For 1914 
65 per cent-, or $9,958.84 out of $15.- 
215.40, was paid. The same percen­
tage of the 1915 arrears was paid, 
amounting to $55,741.14. Of the 1916 
overdue taxes 57 per cent, was paid, 
.amounting to $76,439.02. Of taxes 
outstanding for 1917, 54 per cent, was 
paid, or $159,397.56. Statute labor 
collections totaled $49,300.

The morale of the Bolshe­
vists, however, is reported to.be ex­
tremely low, the enemy’s army being 
imperfectly clothed for the Arctic 
wlüter, in contrast with-the American 
forces, as well as the other allies anj| 
loyal. Russians, who are well furred 
and blanketed.

Russians who were prisoners of war 
in Germany and who have returned 
thru the Bolshevist lines declare that 
the rations of the Bolshevist troops is 
a considerable quantity of black 
bread and three dried herrings daily 
to each man.

NO “'FLU” EPIDEMIC.
Dr. Hastings, medical officer of 

health, stated yesterday that if people 
took the same precautions In their 
own homes as they did against any 
other communicable disease, influenza 
would not go thru the entire family.

He reiterated his opinion that in­
fluenza would not recur this winter in 
epidemic form, but admitted that 
cases would continue in isolated spots 
thruout the winter. “The lack of 
nurses, many of them away on their 
Christmas holidays, has forced many 
people to go to the hospitals, and thus 
the total number of sufferers is ap­
parently swelled to serious propor­
tions,” he added.

CHANGES IN EXPRESS RATES.one
-

The transportation department of 
the Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa­
tion has issued a circular explaining 
the proposed increase in express rates 
which will be dealt with by .an official 
government body in March. Objec­
tions to the proposed Increases or sug­
gestions regard.ng services generally 
are invited by the department. The 
changes dealt with in the circular are 
the following:

The Express Traffic Association for 
Canada on behalf of the express com­
panies have applied to the board of 
railway commissioners for authority 
to increase their rates an average of 
26 per cent, west of Sudbury and 37 
per cent, east of Sudbury over the 
present rates per 100 pounds.

Shipments weighing 100 pounds or 
more now move under rates per 100 
pounds generally based on the distance 
the shipment travels. The application 
proposes three schedules (instead of 
six, as at present) of rates per 100 
pounds.

Chicago, Dec. 31.—‘‘Kid" Gleason to­
night was named manager of the Chi­
cago Baseball Club of the American 
League by President Chas. A. Comiskey. 
Gleason, who succeeds Clarence Row­
land, lo a veteran who started his career 
In Scranton, Pa., In 1887. He has been 
trainer and assistant manager of the 
Chicago. Club. The new manager, who 
is 53 yeaVs old, started his baseball 
career In 1887 as a pitcher with the Scran­
ton. Pa„ Club, and later developed into a 
star second baseman. He was a mem­
ber of the famous Baltimore Orioles 
from 1893 to 1895, and played with the 
New York Giants from 1896 to 1900. He 
ended his career as a player with the 
Philadelphia Nationals in 1907.

While President Comiskey declined to 
give his reasons for the change, it' is 
s^id he felt that Rowland had lost hfe 
hold over the players.

"Rowland lias understood his posi­
tion for some time, and any discussion 
on that point must come from him," 
said President Comiskey. “X have' noth­
ing but the best wishes for him and 
hope that his future efforts will meet 
with success.

“My selection of Gleason is my best 
judgment, and I trust that his efforts 
and results will vindicate his appolnt- 

I have evidence enough and it 
is apparent to me that the loyal patrons 
of the White Sox desired a change im 
managers, and I have exercised the pre­
rogative that I considered mine and 
made the change.”

Rowland gained his baseball fame as 
a “bush” leaguer, and had no major 
league experience before coming to the 
White Sox In 1915.

war Is -ended came again tonight in 
the London celebration of the passing 
of the old year. * ~

The traditional 'gathering of Scots­
men before St. Paul’s Cathedral took 
place with wassail and native songs. 
For the last four years the sadness 
of war precluded this celebration, but 
tonight this old custom was renewed 
with enthusiasm.

The streets surrounding St. Paul’s 
Cathedral were filled with Scotsmen 
before midnight. They sang “Auld 
Lang Syne” and exchanged greetings, 
while chimes, silent since the out­
break of- the war, rang In the new 
year.

Basle, Dec. 31.—The Poles are mas­
ters of Posen (German Poland), ac­
cording to The Vorwaerts of Berlin. 
They have disarmed German officers 
and soldiers, some of whorh, the paper 
adds, were shot after being tried by 
court-martial. Violent fighting has. 
taken place in the streets between' 
German and Polish soldiers..

The Poles are In control of the cen­
tral postoffice and the central tele­
graph office, afnd have cut communi­
cation with Germany. The German 
authorities in the service urgently de­
mand that troops be sent to their aid.

The local so.diers and workmen's 
council at Wreschen, east of Posen 
and Zloslaw, have officially proclaim­
ed their annexation to Poland.

The Town of Gnesen, thirty miles 
northeast of Posen, is ill the hands of

Ottawa, Dec. 31.—In releasing Arthur 
Sk.dmore it is considered here that 
the necessity for strict enforcement of 
the orders-in-council respecting pro­
hibited literature has been somewhat 
modified by reason of the armiet.ee. 
Representations were further made 
that Skidmore, having already been 
imprisoned during eleven days of the 
present season, had suffered substan­
tial punishment and that this was his 
first offence. Ip view also of the af­
firmation made on his behalf that he 
•was not aware the possession of the 
papers had been made Illegal it was 
considered by the government that the 
end of justice would not suffer by his 
release and the.remission of the fine.

Skidmore was convicted by the police 
magistrate of Stratford for having in 
his possession some copies of The Ca­
nadian Forward, a prohibited publica­
tion,4 and other objectionable litera­
ture. He was sentenced to a fine of 
$500 and 30 days’ imprisonment.
