Washington, March 2. — Definite 
steps were taken today toward settle­
ment of the railroad wage controversy 
which has been pending since last 
August. Representatives of railroad 
workers, with the exception of one 
group, agreed to co-operate with the 
government and the railroads in giv­
ing a trial of the new transportation 
act, with its arbitration clauses, and 
President Wilson, in letters to both 
the Association of Railway Executives 
and heads of the fifteen workers' or­
ganizations, requested that they select 
representatives to sit on the bi-parti­
san wage iboard. Prompt action was 
urged by the president in order that 
the negotiations 
and emiploye might not longer be de­
layed.

The one group of workers which 
has not entered into the a

appear­

No Controversy—Let Prov­
inces Deal With Profiteers, 

He Advises.
WM. PHELPS TO DIRECT 

C.N.R. EUROPEAN OFFICE
Ottawa, March 2. — (By Canadian 

Press )—When the house adjourned to­
night, Sir George Foster tabled in the 
house the correspondence between him­
self and -Judge Robson, covering the let­
ter's resignation as chairman of the 
board of commerce. Judge Robson states 
simply that he finds it impossible to re­
move his home to Ottawa, and his pre­
sence is required in Winnipeg. The act­
ing premier, in his acknowledgment, 
accepts Judge Robson’s resignation with 
regret.

On the same day as he resigned, Feb­
ruary 23, Judge Robson wrote a long let­
ter to the acting premier giving Ills views 
on the operation of the board of com­
merce, suggesting that a federal machine 
to inquire into costs and profits of com­
modities and to act in an advisory capa­
city to provincial boards, would be more 
useful than the board as constituted at 
present, the matter of dealing with pro­
fiteers being better left, the Judge thinks, 
to the provincial authorities.

Policies Clash.
Judge Robson says: 

policy of the country should be towards 
high prices and against low prices. Nu­
merous governmental agencies, at the 
expense of the people of Canada, are 
doing their best to get the highest world 
prices for Canadian produce. In view of 
this, any marh.nery to n duce prices of 
this produce is simply abortive.”

Hamilton Is crowing because Its ice 
harvest this year Is so plentiful that 
the price, as compared with that of 
last year, will fall 16 per cent. To­
ronto is sorrowful because local deal­
ers say there will be no reduction in 
price from last season in the Queen 
City—even at that, Toronto will be 
paying far less for Its summer ice 
than Hamilton. '

Last year the city to the west had 
no lcc harvest of Its own, and was 
compelled to buy from Toronto and 
other cities, and put the price up to 
*8 or $9 per ton. Toronto was selling 
ice all the summer at $6 per ton, so 
even when Hamilton takes oft its 15 
per cent, the price this season will be 
in advance of that charged In the 
Queen City.

J. H. iFairhead, manager of the 
Lake Slmcoe Ice Company, said fie 
could not -forecast the exact price of 
Ice for this season. It would depend 
on freight rates, which was the deal­
ers’ biggest Item of expense.

Valuation of Mark.
The customs department are still 

valuing the mark at 24c for the pur­
pose of figuring the duty, which Is 
the only discouraging factor from the 
importer's point of view. He does not 
see why he should pay 6c duty on 
an article that costs him only lc, when 
the duty ts 25 per cent. The customs 
department adheres to this rule with 
respect to all imports. The duty Is 
figured on the invoice value of the 
articles in the country of their pro­
duction. The federal act, respecting 
the currency, which fixes the value of 
the pound at $4.86 2-3, is the author­
ity on which they proceed.

A recent proclamation by the Aus­
tralian government, barring Imports 
from the former enemy countries, has 
come Into the hands of the customs 
officials. The proclamation was Is­
sued on Jan. 14, prohibiting, except 
with the consent of the minister of 
trade and customs, the importation 
into the commonwealth of goods 
manufactured or produced In, or 
brought directly or Indirectly from 
Germany, Austria-Hungary, Turkey 
or Bulgaria, or made from materials 
oltalned from any of those countries. 
A proclamation was also issued pro­
hibiting the exportation of goods from 
the commonwealth to Germany, Aus­
tria-Hungary. Turkey and Bulgaria, 
unless the consent of the minister of 
trade and customs has first been ob­
tained.

A decided drop in imports from the 
United States and a corresponding in­
crease to imports from Great Britain 
are reported by the local customs staff 
for the month of February. The total 
figures are not yet available, but mem­
bers of the staff handling imports say 
a decided change in the import situ­
ation, manifestly due to the trend of 
exchange, was very noticeable thru 
the month of February. Imports from 
Great Britain in January totaled over 
117,000,0^0, which was a record, and 
February is expected to set another 
high one.

The World was also informed that 
imports of German goods are expand­
ing very vapidly. Several Toronto 
firms have been bringing in consider­
able quantities for some months, The^ 
World was told, but it was only in 
recent weeks that this trade has at­
tained any considerable proportions.

Important .articles in the list are 
toys, music and precious stones. The 
low value of the German mark gives 
the Importer in Canada a great ad­
vantage, and the opinion is expressed 
that If some action is not taken by 
the government the country will very 
shortly be flooded with certain lines 
of German goods, and the infant man­
ufactories of these lines in Canada 
will be forced to the wall.

The increased speed limit allowed 
on the Toronto-Hamidton highway has 
cost the commission $12,000—at any 
rate, they are less that amount In 
fines for exceeding the limit.

The commission yesterday met rep­
resentatives of the highway munici­
palities and , submitted this annual 
statement. George H. Gooderham oc­
cupied the chair and pointed out that 
owing to the increased cost of labor 
the expenditures were heavier. He 
pointed out that the only Item on the 
statement which might not be sup­
posed to be used for maintenance for 
any road was that of 31,726.63 for tar­
ring roads and cracks on the 34.1 
miles of concrete.

Mr. Gooderham explained that treee 
were being ■placed along the highway 
at 60-foot intervals.

Wants Links Joined.
F. C. Biggs, minister of highway», 

was present, and hoped the commis­
sion had some scheme to connect links 
now missing In the highway.

Mr. Gooderham thought It time that 
the road was carried Into Hamilton. 
The commission should go to work 
under the act and take It up with the 
Railway Board, and see that It Is put 
thru, despite whatever action Hamil­
ton should take.

A resolution was passed that the 
government should be asked to pay 
towards the maintenance of this road 
the same as they pay towards the 
maintenance of provincial highways, 
namely, 70 per cent.

From June to December, 1319, there 
were 73 accidents on the highway, 35 
personal Injuries were sustained, and 
there was one fatality.

“There is only one outlet for our pre­
sent trouble and unrest, and that Is thru 
the gateway over which Is written the 
motto of frour society, ‘Light, truth and 
Justice,’ and there must be education and 
above all that willingness to give. Un­
selfishness Is the key of progress now as 
it has been in the past," summed up J. 
E. Atkinson in delivering an Interesting 
address to the Independent Order of Bnai 
Brith at the luncheon held in the Prince 
George Hotel yesterday.

Mr. Atkinson’s aodress was, "The 
DawnW the New Era," and he dwelt up­
on the spirit of unrest which is permeat­
ing the industrial and social worlds. “The 
history of mankind from the earliest 
period has been the history of the 
struggle of man for existence in the first 
place and secondly for self-expression.’' 
He said that every revolution that the 
world has seen has had its Jealousies in 
economic conditions, but, he said, “there 
are other elements which we may call 
spiritual.” Today there 1» going on thru- 
out the world a revolution in the econo­
mic spirit.

The speaker asserted that there could 
be no contentment arising out of purely 
material operation.

"The workingman as a class has im­
proved his condition. Their wages have 
Increased, but as they look about they 

(have still the sense of disproportionate 
reward," said the speaker. He said there 
is a spiritual revolt as well which has 
been stimulated by the war.

Labor has lost Its confidence In wages, 
continued Mr. Atkinson, which Is signifi­
cant. They are paid not in money, but 
in commodities, and they have found 
that as they receive their wages they are 
receiving fewer and less of the commodi­
ties which money Is supposed to buy. 
"When wages go up prices go up corre­
spondingly, and sometimes a little higher. 
On the other hand the employer has lost 
his confidence in wages to get him the 
service and production for which he pays 
the wages; and an increase in wages is 
followed sometimes by a diminished pro»- 
duct," said the speaker.

He contended that the employer must 
have the good-will of the workman.

In conclusion he said tttt labor is de­
manding something which is not econo­
mic anrkndt material—"It Is the spiritual 
element. They want Industrial demo­
cracy. They want to share In the man­
agement of the operations In which they 
are employed."

London, Mar. 2.—Existing prices of 
gasoline are condemned as "grossly 
excessive," in a report submitted by a 
committee appointed under the pro­
fiteering act to investigate prices.

Warsaw, March 2.—Newspaper sé­
vices and official statements relate 
to the mutiny of Polish troops at 
Kovno show discrepancies which tend 
to confuse the public as to the real 
situation there. It is reoorted in of­
ficial quarters the revolt has been 
completely suppressed, but messages 
to newspapers declare the trouble is 
continuing and that the uprising has 
in many cases taken on Bolehevik 
characteristics. It Is aald several hun­
dred Bolâhevlk prisoners of war have 
been released by Insurgent Polish sol- __ 
dlers, Who later induced the liberated 
men to join in their ranks. There 
is no official confirmation of this re­
port as yet.

Washington, March 2.—Strict adher­
ence to the British, French and 
American agreement of December 9 
on the Adriatic question characterized 
the reply of January 20 of the Jugo­
slav government to the French and 

British “ultimatum” on January 14. 
The Jugo-Slav note, which was made 
public today by the state department, 
raises many of the same objections as 
set forth in President Wilson’s note 
of January 19 protesting against the 
overturning of the previously agreed 
solution of the vexatious problem.

The single Insistent difference which 
distinguishes the point of view of the 
Jugo-Slav reply from that of the 
agreement signed by Secretary Polk 
on behalf of the United States Decem­
ber 9 is over the cession to Italy of 
the Island of Llaeea, which, according 
to the Jugo-Slav note, “is purely Slav 
and from an economic point of view 
Indissolubly united with Dalmatia.”

Concerning the readjustment of “the 
Wilson line as proposed in the French 
and British proposals.” the 
Clares euch an “unjustifiable annexa­
tion of purely Jugo-Slav territories 
would bring about a new and flagrant 
violation of the principles of nation­
alities. It would Inevitably create a 
permanent hotbed of irredentism 
within the frontiers of Italy of a na­
ture precisely analogous to that 
which was held as a Justification of 
the claims of Italia irridenta, in which 
its return to the mother country was 
demanded.”

The aggrandizement of Italian terri­
tory to the east of the Wilson line in 
Senozetcha region, the note asserts, 
cannot be justified on the grounds of 
better protection for Trieste. By 
bringing a line to within six kilo­
meters of the Saint Pierre railroad 
Junction, it Is added, the Vienna art­
ery of the Jugo-Slav railroads would 
be directly menaced.

Paves Way for Rebellion.
The “extraordinary complexities 

which the ascription of the territory 
between the coast and the Flume rail­
road line would create, according ' to 
President Wilson’s memorandum, were 
likewise objected to on account of ‘run- 
surmountable obstacles’* In the Jugo­
slav note.

While accepting the Independence 
of Flume and Zara, the Jugo-Slav 
government records its objection to the 
separation of the diplomatic repre­
sentatives of the cities from the con­
trol of the league of nations. As In 
the Wilson memorandum, It is argued 
that such a course paves the way for 
rebellion and annexation.

Along with this constrained accept­
ance of the Independence of Zara, the 
Jugo-61avs emphasize the Imminent 
consequence of commercial ruin which - 
must ensue with the separation of 
Zara from Its administrative associ­
ation with Dalmatia, and for this rea­
son the right to transfer the Credit 
Foncier Bank of Dalmatia from Zara 
is requested, as well as all matters 
pertaining to the provincial adminis­
tration now lodged In the city.

The solution of the Albanian pro­
viso, the Jugo-Slav government sug­
gests, would be best followed by a con­
tinuance of the status established by 
the conference of ambassadors In Lon­
don in 1913, which was for a local au­
tonomous government without outside 
Interference. In the. event of any other 
solution, the note declares, the nor­
thern frontier adjoining Jugo-Slavia 
would have to be modified.

The question of the division of the 
Austro-Hungarian war and 
clal fleets, the note declares to be a 
part of the Adriatic problem, and a 
settlement on this point Is demanded.

of the Republican reservations to tne 
peace treaty, one of them affecting 
tne bitterly debated Monroe doctrine 
provision, were readopted in tne sen­
ate today without cuange and by 
greater majorities Chan they com­
manded when or.ginaily presented last 
November.

The Monroe doctrine reservation, 
which senators have been told is 
scarcely less objectionable to Presi­
dent Wilson than that relating to 
article 10, got the support of 16 Dem­
ocrats and won by a vote of 68 to 22 
after a substitute drafted by the 
Democratic leaders had been, rejected. 
The vote on the Republican proposal 
was 66 to 84 In November, when only 
nine Democrats supported it.

The other reservation acted on as­
serts the full Jurisdiction of the Unit­
ed States over purely domestic ques­
tions and was adopted 6& to 26, with 
1jt Democrats helping to Aiake up the 
majority. In November Ht. 
votes 
adopted 69 to 86.

Little debate attended the senate’s 
action, all elements apparently con­
ceding that the successive roll calls 
were merely formalities to let every­
one go on record once more be rare 
the final deadlock, which now gen­
erally Is expected to put the treaty 
over into the campaign. , Old rum­
blings of the bitter fight over the re­
servations in November kept coming 
to the surface, however, despite the 
efforts of the leaders to bring discus­
sion to a close, and In most quarters 
predictions of a ratification vote this 
week were extended.

Defection Significant.
On the Monroe doctrine reserva­

tion seven Democrats who 
vote for adoption In November, swung 
over to. the Republicans on today’s 
roll call They were: Senators Beck­
ham, Kentucky; Fletcher, Florida; 
Pittman and Henderson, Nevada; 
King, Utah; Smith, Georgia, and 
Myers, Montana. Their defection on 
that Issue was declared by the Repub­
licans to be a significant development 
In view of recent Intimations reach­
ing Democratic senators that the presi­
dent had singled out the Monroe doc­
trine and article ten reservations as 
particularly objectionable.

It was over these two reservations 
that the bl-partisan compromise nego­
tiations came to grief, the Republi­
can leaders serving notice that they 
would consent to no modification in 
either, and the Democrats indicating 
that neither would be acceptably as 
they stood. On the Democratic sub­
stitute presented today by Senator 
Hitchcock of Nebraska, the party 
Leader, the vote was strictly on party 
lines except for Senators Reed, Mis­
souri and ' Shields, Tennessee, who 
voted with the Republicans in oppo­
sition.

The domestic questions reservation 
drew over to its support five Demo­
crats who had not voted for it in 
November, Senators As hurst, Arizona; 
Pittman and Henderson, Nevada ; 
Myers, Montana, and Nugent, Idaho. 
On this proposition also Senator 
Hitchcock offered a substitute which

When. Korean starts to build his 
house, however, he first lays down a 
system of flues where the Jjoor Is to 
be. . From the fireplace .the flues 
branch out like the rigs- of a fan and 
end In a trench at the back of the floor 
space. Tills trench, fn turn, opens 
into a chimney, usually built at some 
distance from the house. When tne 
flues are completed the builder care­
fully covers them over with flag­
stones; he then dements the whole 
floor, and covers it with a' sort of 
thick oiled paper, for which Korea Is 
famous. The rest of the house is then 
built around • the completed floor. 
The heating system work in this way: 
When It is time to cook the rice for 
the morning meal the housewife 
lights a little straw or brushwood la­
the" fireplace in the outer shed. While 
the rice is cooking the heat from the 
fireplace passes thru the flues, heat­
ing the stone flags of the floor and 
diffusing a pleasant warmth that lasts 
until It is time to prepare the next 
meal. Two heatings a day generally 
suffice to keep the floor warm.
