~ CONSPIRACY IS CHEERED BY THOUSANDS

ernment would be_ turned from power?
“Slander, wind and prophesy,” remarked
the speaker, amid much laughter and ap-
plause, “are not going to turn a majority
of 66 into a minority.”

The speaker then turned his attention
to George E. Foster, characterizing him
as the ‘‘wind-engine of the opposition,”
“g land speculator and -Foresters’ fund
manipulator.” He had not been satistied
with his salary as manager of the Union
Trust-Company, but had to go into land
speculations with another (George from a
neighboring county. (Laughter and ap-
plause.)

Foster had recently been traveling
about with the premier of Manitoba. He
seemed to like the company of ‘“‘skunks”
and had accepted a rake-off of twenty-five
cents an acre from Roblin in a land deal.
It required more than a talking machine
like Foster to look after the affairs of
Canada and he had failed utterly to show
himself possessed of any of the attributes
of statesmanship.

The speaker dealt at some length with
the land deals between Foster and Roblin
and said the term “derelict” app ied to
Foster by the Montreal Star was a fitting
pame as a/derelict was “an old hulk that
obstructs navigation.”” Foster had been
an obstruction to his party and Borden
had not shown himself to be man enough
to put him out. Referring to the state-
ments made by Dr. Daniel, the Conserva-
tive candidate, that there was mno need
of getting Courtenay Bay ready for the
G. T. P. and to his (Pender’s) opposition
to the G. T. P. some years ago, he said
that many things had happened since
then to make him change his views ,a.nd
he was amenable to changing his opinion
when there was good reason. One rea-
son was the act to make the preferential
tariff applicable to goods imported. only
via Canadian ports. He was satisfied that
the Transcontinental Railway would be
built and that it would come to St. John,
therefore it was mecessary to prepare for.
the coming of the business.

Mr. Pender at this point said he would
not take up more of their time as he
knew - they wished to hear the other
speakers.. As he resumed his seat he was
given hearty cheers by the audience.

The chairman introduced Hance J. Lo-
gan, of Amherst, who was given a great
reception. He said with a smile, that he
objected to the chairman introducing him
as the member for, Colchester (laughter).
He had nothing to do with “choice to-
matoes” (renewed laughter). He had been
through Colchester recently, however, and
he wanted to tell them that on October
26, Colchester was going Liberal and
Charles Hill would be the next represen-
tative from that county.

Referring to what Mr. Pender had
caid about Foster, the speaker said he
had not done him justice. Too much
could not be said about. him,
John people had despatched him very
quickly when ‘he appealed  for support
here. i

Taking up the matter of the British
preference being confined to Canadian
ports, he said the measure had gradually
gained fayor in the house and it was now
a part -of the tariff and would go into
effeet’on-an -order from the governor-
in-council, ' ‘The proposition was to make
it applicable. when the G.T.P. had been
completed to St. John. The government
proposed to develop the port of St. John
but he wanted to warn them against the
opposition that might be expected from
Ontario and if Borden was to win in the
coming fight, it would be on the Ontario
vote, but, continued the speaker, “He's
not going to win” (applause).

- The speaker told of the ‘manner in
Wwhich the - Ontario people had worked
against the proposal to make the prefer-
ence applicable to Canadian ports, saying
they would not get their goods quick
enough when shipped through St. John,
and Halifax, when as a matter of fact,
goods shipped via these ports reached
Ontario quicker than they did from Unit-
ed States ports. The leader of the oppo-
sition in speaking to the people of Ontario
had ridiculed. the way shipments were
made from- the maritime provinces to On-
tario in ofder to curry favor with them.

Mr. Logan continuing, said Dr. Pugsley
was heartily in accord with the preferen-
tial “policy and he believed the people
would show by their votes on October 26
that they approved of his stand (ap-
plause).

Twelve years ago Wwhen the Conserva-
tives were in power, he said, industry was
stagnant and business was depressed
everywhere. In addition there was con-
stant racial friction. Sir Wilfrid Laurier
promised, i returned to power, that he
would use his best influence to allay the
animosities of race and creed and also
bring prosperity back to the country. He
had settled the Manitoba school question,
the speaker went on, in such a way that
it had mnever been heard of since while
the tariff had resulted in greatly extended
business all over Canada. i

Mr. Logan went on to refer to the
greatly - increased volume of trade of the
country. The opposition did not deny
that Canada was prosperous but they said
the government must be turned out be-
cause they were a lot of gratters. He
referred to the scandal which had been
started here against the minister of pub-
lic works and predicted that it would
turn out to be a boomerang the effect of
which would be to increase the majority
of the Liberal candidates on October 26.
(Loud cheers.) .

The opposition had never dared to make
any charge upon the floors of the house
against any member of the government.
They were endeavoring now to divert the
attention of the people from the real is-
sues of the campaign by these scandal
cries. ‘He characterized their action as
cowardly and said that if all the charges
which they brought in their pamphlets
could be proved, if they could show that
every dollar they claim had really been
diverted, the whole would amount to only

John to vote for both Hon. Mr. Pugsley
and Mr. Pender (cries of “we will, we
will,” and applause.) In conclusion he
referred to the labor legislation passed by
the Liberals and said that in Nova Sco-
tia they would give Sir Wilfrid Laurier
as con{*lusive a majority as at the last
election. . i

Mr. Logan resumed his seat amid loud
cheers and the chairman called on Hon.
Charles Marcil who was received with
