it is only necessary to say that on three evenings of each week 
reading room has to be closed to the public and used for 

classes or meetings, and on one evening two meetings immediately 
following each other are held in the same room. Besides the loss 
sustained in closing our public reading room, the present arrange­
ment represents much inconvenience, and is no small hindrance 
to the well-being of the work. We hope this will soon be remedied 
by having a set of well furnished class rooms in connection with 
the Association.

It is somewhat difficult to give the membership and the 
public any definite and correct idea of the work which devolves 
upon the Secretary, on account of its general character. As an 
active member on every Committee, a large amount of time is 
necessarily occupied in advising with them, and aiding in carrying 
out their work. In addition to this, the other duties may be briefly
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summarized as follows : -correspondence ; personal interviews for 
counsel and direction ; general visitation ; welcoming strangers : 
locating young men in boarding houses ; and aiding young 
in securing employment. These branches of work 
daily throughout the year by the Secretary and Assistant.

Correspondence. —-1 his important department is continually 
increasing and requires the most careful attention. The average 
number of letters written monthly in connection with the business 
and work of the Association is at present 185. Much of this 
work is connected with the arrival of young men from the old 
country, who are coming in such large numbers and in almost 
even variety of trade. 1 o those going further West letters of 
introduction have been granted to Associations where they hoped 
to lot ate. I he Secretary has also endeavored, as far as possible, 
by means of occasional letters, to continue the influence of the 
Association over
I he Lei iek Lire through attendance at our meetings, but who 
have now left the city. Instances might here be given full of 
interest through such correspondence. Scarcely a week passes 
without the receipt of one or more letters from parents or friends 
containing earnest appeals for the prayers and efforts of the 
Association on behalf of their sons or relatives. It will be evident 
from the nature of this work that unusual 
required.

ersonal Interviews, l'his is one of the special features 
of the work of Young Men’s Christian Associations, and here as 
in every city and town where the Association exists, disinterested

These 
interviews are very numerous, and present almost every variety of 
difficulties, both of a temporal and spiritual nature ; they also 
afford unusual opportunities for pressing the claims of the Christian 
life. On account of it being so widely known that a Temperance 
Pledge Book is kept in the Secretary’s Office, large numbers of 
young men who feel their weakness in battling against this temp­
tation call and sign the Pledge. This also presents invaluable 
opportunities to impress upon those who thus acknowledge their 
weakness, the power of the Gospel of Christ as alone sufficient to 
save from the power of every sin. During the

This work is beset with many difficulties, and requires great caution 
and judgment ; but it not unfrequently leads to a permanent 
interest in our work on c part of those who are thus helped in 
their time of need. uring the year 271 names have been
registered, representing the following branches of trade, 
these 103 situations have been secured :

Conventions.—Your Secretary was sent as a delegate to the 
Ninth World’s Conference, held in London, Eng., in Aug. There 

15 Nations represented, and the Conferencewere was of great
value to the Associations throughout the world. During that visit 
to England and Scotland your Secretary met with repeated 
eridences of the good work of this Association, through those 
whose sons or relatives had in way been influenced by the 
meetings. Mr. S. F. Massett fulfilled the duties of Secretary 
during the months of July and August. This Association was 
also represented by the Secretary at the Canadian Convention 
held in Cobourg in October. Messrs. S. F. Massett and C. Cushing
were representatives to the International Convention, held in 
Cleveland in May last.

The “Association Record.”—This monthly bulletin has 
been regularly mailed to all members and subscribers, besides 
1,000 copies for general distribution, and has been found of the 
greatest benefit in spreading general information 
of our work.

The Tuesday Evening Bible Class, under the able teach­
ing ot Prof, l'en wick, has outgrown the accommodation provided 
for it in the parlour, and is now held in the reading-room. This 
class has increased from an attendance of about 30 to 60 and 75. 
1 he interest developed in the study of God’s word is very great, 
and those who attend value highly the instruction given. It is 
one of the encouragements in our work as we see the increasing 
interest taken in the study of God’s Word, 
valued by Christians.

The Saturday Afternoon Bible Class for Sabbath 
School teachers has been conducted by Principal Dawson, of 
McGill College ; the attendance has not been as large as we could 
have wished, numbering from 80 to 100, except on stormy days 
when the attendance was smaller. The Association and the Sun­
day School teachers of the City owe Dr. Dawson a debt of grati-
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tilde for his invaluable instruc tion. We are highly favored in 
having such a teacher willing to devote his time and talents for 
such a purpose ; we trust the coming season will show a larger 
number appreciating the advantages offered by this class.

Alter carelul investigation the following facts were brought to 
their attention : 1 hat, while this City affords boundless facilities 
to the young men for amusement and dissipation, ther 
public libraries, no museums, and except in drawing, no educa­
tional classes for young men of moderate means employed during 
the day ; that the young men themselves are constantly enquiring 
for increased opportunities for improving their time and bettering 
their position. In view of these facts, they sought the co-opera­
tion of leading educationists and members of the Medical pro­
fession, and obtained prominent lecturers and teachers 
instruction in Physiology and Hygiene: Chemistry of 
things; American History; hirst Principles of Machinery; also in 
Arithmetic, French, Book-keeping and Phonography. They also 
concluded that tor successful work lecturers and teachers should 
be paid, and fees, however small, should be exacted from the 
students.

Coir.xuE Meetings were held weekly at 709 Main street and 
41 Lott} Strect under charge of tiros. P. Sinclair and C. E. Scott,
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with one or two assistants. None of these meetings had a large 
attendance, but quite an interest was manifested whilst they were 
carried on. The chairmen have from time to time reported bless­
ing resulting therefrom.

The French Meeting, corner Craig and Gain streets, was 
opened on Sunday evening, April 3rd, and continued every Sun­
day and Thursday up to Sunday, the 6th November. Mr. IV. B. 
I lawson had the oversight of this work and reported an attendance 
varying from 5 to 20, with considerable interest. In the early 
part of July Mr. Dawson was obliged to leave the city, we were 
not able to secure a suitable substitute, and the meeting has con­
sequently suffered to such an extent that it has been thought ad­
visable to discontinue it. The workers, however, report that 
“ many Roman Catholics have listened to the truth with much 
interest and attention,” and that “ many have received French 
tracts and Gospel literature.” In this way the seed has been 
sown, and we look to God for the increase.

An English meeting was also held for a short time in the 
same place on Tuesday evenings under the supervision of Mr. 
Sinclair, but could not be sustained.

Fire Stations.—All the fire stations were regularly visited 
every Sunday morning by three of our workers, Messrs. Lanskail,

; illustrated papers and magazines were 
distributed, which are ever thankfully received by the firemen.

Hospital,—A Gospel meeting and service of song has been 
held every Sunday morning from 9.45 to 10.30. Mr. Sinclair has 
been present constantly, and has been assisted by one or more 
workers at each time. Different members have taken the chair, 
and have thus given more interest to the meeting and to the 
patients who attend. We have to acknowledge the great assist­
ance rendered by three Christian ladies, who help in the service 
of song, and also visit the Wards inviting the patients to attend. 
The attendance has varied from 7 to 20. A suggestion is made 
by Mr. Sinclair that Gospel slips be printed with an invitation 
thereon to the meeting, and distributed in ' he different wards.

Point St. Charles.—Special efforts were put forth during 
the fall months of last year to awaken an interest in Christian
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work amongst the employees of the Grand Trunk Railway Com- 
pany. These efforts were heartily seconded by the Rev. Mr. 
Cruikshanks, pastor of St. Matthew’s Presbyterian Church, and 
several of the elders and active members of his congregation, who 
placed the school-house belonging to the church at the service of 
the Association for
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one night in the week, generously supplying 
attendance, gas and fuel. An evangelistic meeting was held re­
gularly once a week from November to May last, 
usually consisted of brief Gospel addresses by different members 
of the Association, and Scripture reading, song and prayer. 
Miss Maver, of Point St. Charles, kindly presided at the organ", 
and interest was sustained by her voice and the voices of other 
lady friends of the Association, who came from their houses in 
central Montreal.

dinner, for the purpose of holding a Sunday afternoon Gospel 
service. Over 70 signatures were obtained to this petition ; and 
its presentation to Mr. H. Wallis, Mechanical Superintendent, 
met with a very kindly assent. A meeting was at once organized 
under the special conduct of Mr. S. F. Massett, assisted by Mr. f. 
Curtis Clark, Superintendent of the Grand Trunk 
Reading Room, and by other members of the 
Much attraction and interest
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ing of Gospel hymns by Mrs. Budge, who was present from time 
to time. This meeting has been continued until the present time 
and now looks to be a most permanent and hopeful field for 
Association work.
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A subscription list has been circulated 
amongst the men for the purchase of an organ ; the amount re­
quired was freely given, and the organ has been procured. With 
this addition to the attractions and efficiency of the service, the 
outlook for the present winter season will be highly encouraging. 
The attendance throughout the year has ranged from 15 to 75 
persons ; and is at present 20 to 30, with a tendency to improve­
ment. The only fruit of this work at the Point that admits of 
definite statement is an accession to the membership of the 
Association of some 40 employees of the Grand Trunk Railway ; 
but Mr. Ivinson, Overseer of the Carshops, to whose personal 
efforts, energy and zeal this increase was directly due, has borne 
witness to the good influence of the meetings upon the men ; 
and the Rev. Mr. Cruikshanks, writing upon another matter to 
the Secretary, incidentally mentions that he has met with some 
encouraging fruits of the work done at the Sunday afternoon 
meeting. Our chief source of encouragement, however, must be 
in the fact that the seed lias been sown, the Word of God has 
been proclaimed from week to week in the hearing of these num­
bers (some of whom do not attend any other place of worship), 
and our hopes for the future and our confidence in the past, rest 
upon the sure promise, “ Faith cometh by hearing, and hearing 
by the Word of God.”

Sailors.—Every Sunday morning at 8 o’clock an average of 
14 workers have met in the Sailors’ Institute, and after prayer 
have two by two visited the vessels in port, from Hochelaga to 
Wind-Mill Point end Canal, distributing tracts in different lan­
guages. About 105,000 tracts and 2,000 cards of the Institute 
were distributed. Mr. Dumaresq has been chairman of this band 
of workers. Mr. Ritchie, Manager of the Institute, has always 
been present, and taken the general oversight of the work. Gos­
pel meetings have been held regularly on Monday, Tuesday, 
Wednesday and Thursday evenings, at which two and three of 
our workers have been present on most occasions. The attend­
ance of sailors has varied from 1 to 20 ; interest has, however, 
been sustained, and good testimony given by sailors and others.
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Mr. Ritchie reports many enquiring the Way of Life, and says, 
“ We often felt the presence of the Lord with us, and we had 
“ very precious times while he gave to us from the lips of his 
“servants, accompanied by the Holy Ghost, the words which are 
“ the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth.” 
Lady friends have greatly aided in the musical part of this work.
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Special Work has been carried on outside of the City, 
particulars of which are reported by Mr. Massett, as follows 
“ Immediately upon my return from the Cleveland Convention, 
upon a call from the Rev. Mr. Shearer, of Bear Brook, P.Q., I 
went to that Settlement, and for a few days carried on evangelistic 
services under the auspices of the several churches in that locality. 
The meetings grew in interest and attendance until the church 
was full, the people coming from miles around and listening with 
unwavering attention. They continued for a fortnight thereafter, 
the Rev. James McCall assisting in the meetings, which, I learn, 
were well sustained throughout. Upon my return from Bear 
Brook, preparations for the tent and (lospel services at the Volun­
teer Camp at St. Johns, P.Q., next engaged my time. In refer­
ence to this work, I would refer the Committee for details to the 
account given in the Association Record for July; here I would 
merely state that the whole work was carried out with much suc­
cess. Ihe tent was very freely used as a Reading-room, and all 
the facilities offered for pastime or occupation were constantly 
availed of and greatly enjoyed. Through the thoughtful kindness 
of Mr. Packard, dominoes, checkers and other games 
good supply ; and by a contribution from Miss Macpherson, of 
London, the volunteers were provided with some thousands of 
tracts and Gospel literature of a very superior style and character. 
All these things were eagerly sought for and freely used by the 
men.
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1'he Gospel services held every evening were well attended 
throughout, the numbers ranging from roo to 300. The following 
gentlemen kindly took part Rev. Messrs. L. N. Beaudry, G. 
H. Wells, Canon Baldwin, Prof. Fenwick, James McCall and 
Hugh Johnston, of this City ; and Messrs. Carruthers, Lewis and 
Mills, of St. Johns.
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Mr. Geo. Williams, of Glasgow, an evan­
gelist for some years past, and prior to his conversion seven years 
ago, an actor, took a leading and most efficient part in nearly all 
the meetings, and did much to sustain and intensify the interest
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aroused cither by himself or the different visiting clergymen, 
'['he volunteers took special occasion to express their thanks for 
the work that had been done, through Col. McEchran, of the 
50th Regiment, who spoke warmly of the kindness shown by the 
Association, and also by Captain Jamieson, of the 60th, who on 
the following and last night of the tent meetings and of the en­
campment, alluded very feelingly to the good that had been done, 
in a short speech, closing with the presentation of an envelope 
covering a collection of $6.25, taken up privately amongst his 
own men as a contribution towards the general expenses. In 
this work the thanks of the Association are due to the generous 
aid of several residents of St. Johns, of whom 1 would particularly 
mention Mr. Macpherson, the Misses Macpherson, Mr. and Mrs. 
Couzins, Mr. and Mrs. Franks, Mr. and Mrs. Cootts, Rev. Mr. 
Lewis, Miss Lewis, the Messrs. Tees, Mr. Gillespie, Mr. Irwin, 
Rev. Mr. Carruthers and Rev. Mr. Mills. One of the direct re­
sults of the camp work is that 97 names were obtained to the 
temperance pledge book.'

The work of the Committee is to distribute invitations to at­
tend meetings—particularly the Noting Mens Meeting, held 
Saturday night. They meet at 7.15 o’clock for a short service of 
prayer, before going out to their work. I he average attendance 
throughout the year has been five, 
away from the City during the summer, and some were occasion­
ally constrained to give their time to business. Each member 
takes from 50 to too leaflets containing on one side announce- 

of the Saturday Evening Meeting and other services, and 
on the other a number of Scripture texts. I hey proceed to 
allotted stations at the corners of the principal thoroughfares 
leading to the Association Building, and there for half-an-hour 
hand leaflets to the passers-by ; others go to the Windsor, St. 
Lawrence, Ottawa, Albion and American Hotels, where they dis­
tribute the invitations in the halls and billiard-rooms.

The number of invitations distributed during the past year 
is about 21,000, or an average of nearly 400 per week. In addi

p
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tion the Committee has distributed 3,000 special invitations at 
Point St. Charles, either from door to door or by hand, to the 
men employed in the Grand Trnnk Railway Shops, and 4,000 
notices in French from house to house at the East End of the 
City, inviting the people to French Gospel services held through­
out the summer at the corner of Craig and Gain streets. The 
full extent of the distribution carried on by the Committee is thus 
seen to be 28,000 invitations, covering pretty thoroughly the ex­
treme cast and west ends of the. City, but particularly occupying 
the great thoroughfares which lie around Victoria Square—and 
the hotels.

The distributors report that a considerable minority immedi 
atcly read the slips, while a good majority by retaining them in 
hand or pocket, seem to purpose reading them at another time. 
This does not apply, however, to those circulated among the French, 
which with still very many encouraging exceptions, were habitually 
received with indifference or indignation.

It was proposed early in the year to distribute invitations in 
the diffeicnt bar-rooms of the central portion of the City, and 
permission was very kindly and readily granted by a number of 
bar-room proprietors, but the membership of the Committee did 
not keep up to a point to permit the execution of the project, so 
the undertaking was abandoned.

A few gratifying instances of the efficacy of the work of this 
Committee have come to light in the course of the year, chiefly 
through the testimony of strangers who have been led to the 
meeting through its agency. Encouragement is also taken from 
the consideration that impressions more or less distinct and last­
ing must necessarily follow the receipt of the invitation taken in 
connection with its character ; but above all, confident hope that 
the work does good and will do good is sustained, through faith 
in the promise that “as the rain cometh down and the snow from 
“ heaven, aud returneth not thither but watereth the earth ; and 
“ maketh it bring forth and bud, that it may give seed to the 
“ sower and bread to the eater ; so shall my Word be that goeth 
“ forth out of my mouth, it shall not return unto me void, but it 
“ shall accomplish that which I please, and shall prosper in the 
“ thing whereto I sent it."
