road. Then he went over to the Illinois 
Central, becoming assistant superintend­
ent of the Chicago division. In 1888 he 
was made superintendent of the Chicago, 
Madison and Northern with headquart­
ers at Rockford (Ill.), and later became 
acting superintendent of the Illinois Cen­
tral lines in Illinois and Wisconsin, and 
rising through various positions finally at­
tained the rank of superintendent of west­

lines of the Illinois Central, which he 
relinquished in 1893 to become superin­
tendent of the Rons, Watertown and Og- 
densburg road, with headquarters at 
Watertown.

Hon. A. G. Blair brought him back to 
New Brunswick to fill an important posi­
tion on his old road, the I. C. R., and he 
inaugurated some of the reforms that have 
since contributed to put the road on a 
sounder business principle.

After leaving the I. C. R. Mr. Russell 
was engaged by the Grand Trunk in dif­
ferent important positions, and it is said 
that he is responsible for the present 
movement looking to the development of 
bis old home port of L’Etang. Finally 
the Grand Trunk sent him to the west 
and there he was engaged in the work of 
buying land and superintending the estab­
lishment of their terminal facilities.

VICTORIA, April 27 (Spedal)-E. G. 
Russell, until recently executive agent of 
the G. T. Pacific, in British Columbia, and 
a man most intimately identified with the 
new road’s work in this province, com­
mitted suicide on Thursday at Prince 
Rupert by shooting.

He left Victoria a few days ago, getting 
off the steamer Princess May at Prince 
Rupert and a day later when the Princess 
was tying up at the same wharf on her 
way south he walked towards it, drew a 
large revolver and shot himself, dying in- 
itantly.

His remains were taken at once on 
board the Princess and will reach here 
today when they will be taken to New 
Brunswick for burial. Mr. Russell’s wife, 
who was a Miss Valpey, of St. John, N. 
B-, and son, reside here, and a daughter is 
attending college in Hamilton, Ont.

Mr. Russell was a New Brunswicker 
who made a name for himself in the rail­
road world by the sheer force of hie own 
energy and ability and who held command­
ing positions. He was bom on July 23, 
1858, at St. George, Charlotte county, and 
was, therefore, barely 49 years of age. He 
entered the railroad service in 1874 and 
for a time held a position on the I. C. 
R. as a telegraph operator and train des­
patches

He went west and rose to he assistant

David Hudson, of Glace Bay, C. B., is 
visiting friends here. Samuel Dealhoy, the clerk, was shocked 

to find Keenan stretched lifeless upon tha 
floor. He had evidently got out of bed 
and in struggling to get back, over-exert­
ed himself and collapsed. The blood had 
rushed to his head and his face was 
terrible sight.

Dr. Addy was called up at once and told 
of the man’s death, and he advised that 
the coroner be notified. Dr. Berryman 
viewed the body and gave permission for 
it to be removed.

The man’s relatives in Chatham 
notified by wire and are expected to ar­
rive Monday to take charge of the body. 
This afternoon the corpse will be remov­
ed to N. W. Brennan’s undertaking es­
tablishment and prepared for burial.

Keenan was about 35 years of age, and 
unmarried. His family is said to be a very 
respectable one. He himself was a man of 
splendid appearance, well educated and a 
good companion. He was not a steady. 
drinker and had not been known to have 
been under the influence of liquor before 
during his stay in St. John. He was part­
ly crippled, having lost the use of one leg. 
His employers speak well of him as he wan 
a skilled workman and a trusted employe. 
His death under such circumstances ia 
much to be regretted.

“Polar exploring expeditions do far more 
harm than good. Unless they cease there 
won’t be a single Eskimo living in a few 
years,” declared Dr Wilfred T. Grenfell, 
the widely known Labrador missionary, 
yesterday.

“I can prove that exploring parties 
commit awful sins against the Eskimos,’* 
he said. “The whole race has been doom­
ed oy them and by the traders that fol­
low in their path. The white men are kill­
ing them with whiskey and other vices.

"There is no necessity for Polar expedi­
tions. I am satisfied that there is nothing 
at the Pole except an open sea which 
freezes over. You might as well sail from 
Coney Island on a cake of ice to prove 
something as to drift across the North 
Pole.

“I never see a party leave for Polar re­
search that I do not sum it up as another 
effort to dehumanize a fast-dying people. 
The Eskimo is not wise in trading. The 
Eskimo woman is not wise in other ways. 
Every time aw exploring party has gone 
into those regions the immorality of the 
women has been marked forever after­
ward.

MeatsTo the Editor of the Times:
Dear Sir,—I was much interested in the

You would, of course, be entirely with­
in your rights if you merely announced 
that you thought Messrs Moyer and Hay­
wood were “desirable citizens,” though in 
such case I would take fipnk issue with 
you and should say that, wholly without 
regard to whether or not they are guilty 
of the crime for which they are now be­
ing tried, they represent as thoroughly un 
desirable a type of «Citizenship as can be 
found in this countiyi a type which, in 
the letter to which you so unreasonably 
take exception, I showed not to be con­
fined to any one class, but to exist among 
som, representatives of great capitalists 
as well as among some representatives of 
wage workers. In that letter I condemned 
both types.

Certain representatives of the great cap­
italists in turn condemned me for includ­
ing Mr. Harriman in my condemnation of 
Messrs Moyer and Haywood. Certain of 
the representatives of labor in their turn 
condemned me because I included Mes­
srs. Moyer and Haywood as undesirable 
citizens together with Mr. Harriman. I 
am as profoundly indifferent to the con­
demnation in one case as the other. I 
challenge as a right the support of all 
good Americans, whether wage workers 
or capitalists, whatever their occupation or 
creed, or in whatever portion of the coun­
try they live, when I condemn both the 
types of bad citizenship which I have held 
up to reprobation. It seems to me a mark 
of utter insincerity to fail thus to con­
demn both; and to apologize for either 
robs the man thus apologizing of all right 
to condemn any wrong doing in any man, 
rich or poor, in public or in private life.

You say you ask for a “square deal” for 
Messrs. Moyer and Haywood. So do I.
When I say “sqare deal,” I mean a square 
deal to every one; it is equally a viola­
tion of the policy of the square deal for a 
capitalist to protest against denunciation 
of a capitalist who is guilty of wrong do­
ing, as for a labor leader to protest 
against the denunciation of a labor leader 
who has been guilty

Haywood. I entirely agrée with you that 
it is improper to endeavor to influence the 

of justice, whether by threats or 
in any similar manner.
I have regretted most deeply the action 
of such organizations as your own in un­
dertaking to accomplsh this very result 
in the very case in which you speak. For 
instance your letter is headed “Cook 
County Moyer-Haywopd-Pettibone Con­
ference,” with the headlines “Death Can­
not, Will Not, and Shall Not Claim Our 
Brothers.” This shows that you and your 
associates - are not demanding a fair trial, 
or working for a fair trial, but are an­
nouncing in advance that the verdict shall 
only be one way, and that you will not 
tolerate any other verdict. Such action 
is flagrant in its, impropriety, and I join 
heartily in condemning it.

But it is a simple absurdity to suppose 
that because any man is on trial for a 
given offence, he is therefore to be freed 
from all criticism upon his general con­
duct and manner of life. In my letter to

the head of the British foreign office. 
Canada has in fact seized the right to di­
rect commercial negotiations with foreign 
powers without even bothering to tell the 
imperial government, much less to ask its 
concurrence. But the British gov­
ernment is most unlikely to say or do any­
thing in the way of protest and no 
single word can be fpund in all of today’s 
editorials to show p suggestion of griev­
ance against Canada because of her min­
isters’ deliberate course of action.

Montreal, April 26.—A special London 
cable to the Star says:

The disclosures of Canada’s negotiations 
with continental countries and Sir Rich­
ard Cartwright’s confirmation have become 
the general subject of political discussion, 
especially in view of next week’s confer­
ence debates on the preference.

signed by the company.

Mr. Manchester, sworn, said that he 
had not been shown the prospectus by 
anybody else than Mr. Elkin. He had 
never confirmed it, and to his knowledge, 
it had not been confirmed by the board of 
directors.

Ottawa, April 20—An order in council 
has been passed making the following : 
regulations governing the - hard shell clam 
or quahaug fishery, and the same arc here­
by made and established accordingly:

No one shall fish for or catch hard 
shell clams or quahaugs without a license 

'from the minister of marine and fisheries. 
(The fee on each license shall be £1 per 
season.

No one shall fish for, catch, kill, buy, 
sell or possess hard shell clams or qua­
haugs excepting during the months of 
May, June and September in each year. 
No one shall fish for, catch, kill, buy,- sell 
or possess hard shell clams or quahaugs 
of a less size than one and one-quarter 
inches in length,- and any such hard shell 
clams or quahaugs measuring less than one 
and one-quarter inches in length, on the 
outer shell, that may he accidentally 
caught, shall be returned to the water 
alive by the person so fishing.

The use of rakes for catching hard shell 
clams or Quahaugs, having teeth less than 
one and one-qnarter inches apart, is pro­
hibited.

Oyster fishery regulations have been 
amended as fellows:

Oysters shall not be fished for, caught, 
killed, bought, sold or had in possession 
from the let day of April to the 30th day 
of September, both- days inclusive, in each 
year.

The use, for taking oysters or oyster 
beds, of quahaug rakes, tongs operated,by 
purchase power, or tongs or rakes other 
than the ordinary ones now in use jn oys­
ter fishing in the provinces of Prince Ed­
ward Island and New Brunswick is pro­
hibited.

During that time vast numbers of 
the electors had grown from boyhood to 
manhood and were now entitled to take 
their share as voters in moulding the des­
tiny of the country. He had left the Con­
servative party in 1896 because he differed 
from them on two great questions. Ode 
was the Manitoba school question and the 
other the course of Sir Charles Tupper, 
the then leader of the Conservative party, 
in entering into a provisional contract 
with the Allan Steamship Company which 
proposed to make Halifax the terminus of 
the line and to ignore the just claims of 
St. John.

As one who had been for many years 
engaged in urging that the claims of the 
city should be recognized, he shared in 
the indignation which was felt by all 
classes of citizens on that occasion irre­
spective of party, and had run on an in­
dependent ticket.

Having taken this course there was no 
reason why he should not have acted as 
he had by becoming a supporter of Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier, and an adherent of the 
Liberal party. The Manitoba school ques­
tion was settled by Sir Wilfrid in accord­
ance with his views. The proposed in­
justice to St. John was prevented and 
under the policy of the government the 
winter port business grew to larger pro­
portions.

Under his administration vast numbers 
of immigrants had been brought in, and 
the west was filling up with marvelous 
rapidity. The foreign trade of Canada 
had more than doubled, and a wave of 
prosperity was over the whole dominion 
from the Atlantic to the Pacific.

He had received no personal benefit 
from becoming a member of the Liberal 
party. Although he had, like the mass of 
the people, shared in the advantages of 
general prosperity and the great increase 
in the value of land that this had brought 
out.
