On the 15th October, the Pene-
lope took her departure for Trinided, and after being
15 days out and unable to mske the I.land, from
contrary winds ard lee currents, combined with sick-
ness still prevuiling, she returned to this anchorage
on Sunday, the 25th, having lost during. that space of
time, two more of her crew. In addition to the
above distressing catalogue of mortality, it is still
more painful to state, that the person whe was pla-
ced in the temperary command of the brig, for the
purpose of taking her te Trinidad, fell overhoard a
few days after her return to this port, and was drown-
ed. The body has -not yet Leen discovered. The
brig after huving been suppiied with another Captain,
and additional crew, aguin set sail for Trinidad on
Monday evening last, where it is to be Loped, she
