I notice with much pleasure that a Bill has been passed at the last ses­
sion of the Quebec Parliament respecting the sale of intoxicating liquors 
Whereby the prosecuting of the liquor dealers who do not act in strict accord- 
ance with law, is much easier accomplished than formerly. I look upon 
•this bill as pee of great important, being another legislative step in favour 
t î?en umperaDCe ™°-vement> and we should feel,deeply grateful to the Hon 
J. G. Robertson, M. P. P, for Sherbrooke and Treasurer of this Province for 
his indefatigable exertions in getting it passed; and I would invite all the 
members ot. our Order to a careful perusal thereof and to exert themselves to 
have its provisions carefully carried into effect

11 am also happy to notice that an important Temperance union has been 
formed called the “ Quebec Temperance League" the object of which is 
to educate the public mind-on the benefits of prohibition, and to unite the 
efforts of all temperance organizations and generally to promote total abs­
tinence throughout the province, and I would recommend that this Grand 
Division and Subordinate Divisions under its jurisdiction should become 
affiliated with the League.

I would also recommend that we have a regular agent or lecturer in the 
field who will constantly bring before the public the benefit and advantages of 
Total abstinence and the promotion of the Temperance cause generally.

I would further recommend that each Division should procure a Temper­
ance paper and endeavour to have it circulated in the neighbourhood, as 
much good may be accomplished in this way.

In conclusion Brothers, I am pleased to say that during my terra of office 
I have not neen called upon to decide on any disputed point, and I trust this 
same state of peace and good feeling may long exist, and while we see 
the public papers teeming with accounts of • rime, disease and death caused 
by the use of intoxicating drinks, let us soldiers of the Temperance army, 
fight valiantly and use our utmost exertions to. drive the monster alcohol 
from the land, and may our deliberations be under the guidance ot God 
who doeth all things well.

Worthy Brothers.—In presenting this my Semi-Annual Report, I have 
once more to complain of the remissness of Divisions in sending in their re­
turns in proper time and also of the carelessness and inaccuracy with which 
they are made out. Not only do the returns of one quarter vary from re- - 
turns of the previous quarter but even one part of the same return is at variance 
with another, and in some instances items of importance left b’ank altogether 
The returns from all Divisions ought to be in the bands of the Grand Scribe at 
all events before the expiring of the first month of the succeeding quarter. 
Unless all returns are sent in punctually it is impossible for the Grand Scribe 
to lay before the Grand Division a lull report of the rtate of the Order in the 
jurisdiction, and unless the quarterly returns are* carefully and accurately 
prepared full reliance cannot be placed on the statistics furnished.

Oui of 20 Divisions supposed in working order only 15 have made returns 
for quarter ending 30th September, and only 10 for quarter ending 31st De­
cember last.

One Division, Wellington, No. 20, Point Fortune, I am sorry to say, has 
ceased working.

From an examination of the Returns made it will be found that a few 
of our divisioi s have somewhat increased their membership, some have merely 
sustained their position inkbat respect, whilst others have declined in numbers. 
Adding to the membership) fur Sept, quarter the numbers for the Division 
failing to report for that quarter, as given by tlfem in previous returns 
the result would be a slight decrease in male and a slight increase in female 
members ip.

The conviction has long been forced upon me that to effect enduring 
•success and to place our Order in the position it ought to occupy in this juris­
diction, a peimarnent agent in tbe field is a necessity. Not that the employ­
ment of an agent is to supenede personal aud individual effort, but rather 
that such efforts may be aided and strengthened thereby. I feel assured 
that much has been lost in tbe past by delay in this matter of agency, still 
much may yet be gained thereby and l trust that the Grand Division will at 
the present session be enabled to adopt measures for securing the employment 
of an efficient agent The uoit successful Grand Divisions ate those who 
have a thorough agency system at work.

t would by no means recommend the employment of an agent until a 
sufficient amount is guaranteed for his support Sure I am, however, that 
were Divisions to look on this matter in its true light they would deem it 
only their duty but their privilege to support this effort. Surely it is not 
too much to ask that each member should aa God hath prospered him give 
his mite to the furtherance of an object calculated not only to benefit his 
fellows, but which would also as a sure result benefit existing Divisions by 
an increase of members and consequent efficiency and would ultimately enable 
the Grand Division to reduce the per capita tax paid by subordinates

Tbe mode of raising the necessary funds I leave to the wisdom of the

and hear in this event the voice of God saying unto each 
of us,--“ Whatsoever thy hand findeth to do, do it with thy might, 
for there is neither wisdom nor knowledge nor device in the 'grave 
whither we are hastening."

Moved bv Rep. J. M. Hall, seconded by Rep. A. P. Hulbert, 
That this Grand Division recommend to Subordinate Divisions the 
propriety when distance will permit, of paying divisional visits to 
each other as a means of keeping up fraternal feeling and stirring up 
members to take more interest in the temperance cause.

Application having been made by Dominion, Victoria and Eve- 
ningStar Divisions, for permission to enact a By Law to allow yonths 
between the ages of 14 and 18 to vote in Division. It was moved by 
G. S. and seconded, that the permission asked be granted ; and that 
the G. 'W. P. have power during recess of this Grand Division to 
grant such permission to any Subordinate Division making application 
for the same. Carried.

Committee named to prepare resolution of sympathy with residents 
in Granby in regard to the prevailing sickness reported the follow­
ing :—

That this Grand Division of the Sons of Temperance, met in 
semi-annual session, in * Granby, by appointment made in Lachute in 
July last—regret the prevalence of an epidemic in the village of 
Granby and neighborhood. The Grand Division would express 
their heartfelt sympathy with the inhabitants in this affliction, and 
trust the Divine aid for strength may be granted to those now suf­
fering, and that the cloud now resting upon this place may soon 
pass away and the blessing of health once more rest on their several 
households, and that a copy be transmitted to the Mayor of the vil­
lage On motibn adoptéd unanimously.

That the thanks of this Grand Division are due and are hereby 
tendered to the Honourable J. Q. Robertson, M.P.P. for Sher­

It is with much pleasure that we have perused the reports of the G. W. P. 

and G. W. S. for the jear ending 31st December, 1870
THE GRAND WORTHY PATRIARCH’S REPORT►
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Of the G. W, P’s Report we have to state.
We cordially endorse the opinion of the G. W. P. on the importance of a 

regular transmission of the quarterly reports to the Grand Officers ; and 
would strongly urge upon Subordinate Divisions to see that these reports be 
faithfully attended to. ,

We are exceedingly happy to hear of the resuscitation of old, and the 
formation of new Divisions in our jurisdiction and hope we may soon hear of
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many more.
It cheers us much to hear of the passage of the new License Bill of the 

Hon. J. G. Robertson in the Hpuse of Assembly of our Provincial Parliament 
of Quebec, and while our grateful thanks are due the Honorable Member for 
Sherbrooke, we would urgently press upon all Temperance men in the Pro­
vince to seek, as far as possible to carry out practically its provisions.

We reciprocate the feeling of our G. W. P , in regard to the formation of 
the Quebec Temperance League, and would most cordially support his recom­
mendation that this Grand Division and all our Subordinate Divisions affiliate 
to that body.

Most sincerely do we sustain our G W. P. in bis recommendation to em 
ploy an efficient agent in carrying on the temperance cause generally in our 
field.
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We perfectly agree with the suggestion of the G. W. P. in reference to 

the circulation of a temperance paper.
Happy to find that our jurisdiction has, during the last six months been 

free from any esnse of dissension and strife, and sustain the exhortation 
clauses in the close of the G. W. P’s Report.
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MoWe regret to find that from year to year the G. S has to complain that 
the returns ol the -lunordinaie Divisions are so imperfectly made out, and so 
irregularly forwarded and we most earnestly urge upon the W P.’s of the 
various Subordinate Divisions that they see there be an improvement in this 
direction.
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We beg most respectfully to request all the members of our Order in tin. 
jurisdiction that they study carefully the various statistical facts in the G. 
o.’s report.

Of the formation and resuscitation of Divisions here, and of the desir­
able-ess of engaging a suitable lecturer in our Province, we have already no­
ticed in reporting on the G.W.P.'s report; and we would express our grate­
ful acknowledgment of the sum placed at our disposal for this purpose by 
the National Division
