REPLY TO PREMIER

Will Deal Exclusively With
Grand Falls Development
Question This Afternoon

Special to The Times-Star

FREDERICTON, April 22 — Hon.
P. J. Veniot, leader of the Opposition,
will hold the stage in the House this
afternoon, when it is expected that he
will make an exhaustive reply to
Premier Baxter’s speech on the Throne
address, dealing practically exclusive-
ly with the question of Grand Falls
development.

1t is understood that Mr. Veniot will
deal at length with the opinions of W.
N. Tilley, eminent lawyer, and H. G.
Acres, consulting engineer for the
former Hydro commission, and en-
deavor to show that under the present
government’s scheme only two large
industries will benefit from Grand Falls
power development, while no provis-
jon is made for smaller industries. He
will also contend that under the new-
ly proposed scheme the lower sections
of the Saint John River and the central
part of the province can, never be
reached from Grand Falls.

The main subjects of Mr. Veniot’s
speech will, it is understood, deal also
with the recent speech of Hon. E. A.
Reilly, chairman of the Hydro eom-
mission, the agreements on the develop-
ment of Grand Falls, the prices of
Hydro power and the estimates by the
International Paper Company, and the
capacity of Grand Falls.

YORK, April 22—Dr. M.
“Blen Stase, who stood six feet
away from Premier Mussolini
when the Italian dictator was
wounded on April 7, has returned
from Europe with a graphic ac-
count of the attempted assassina-
tion,  “After the shot was fired,”
the New York physician said, “a
complete hush held the thousands
for several seconds. The dictator
made no sound, but the smile
faded and a look of disappoint-
ment mingled with rage spread
over his countenance as the blood
gushed from his nose. Not a
sound was heard until the crowd
saw the blood.

backwacd into the arms ‘of the f:

group which quickly surrounded
The square went wild,

“Mingled with shouts of rage
were tears. Women sobbed vio-
lently and men wept. No one left
the square. Rumor spread that
the attempted assassination was a
Bolshevist plot. .If the Gendarms
had not rescued the woman who
had wounded” Mussolini the crowd
would have torn her to pleces.”

ROME, April 22—For the first time

since the hordes of Northern in-
vaders crushed its world power, well
over 1,000 years ago, Rome celebrated
its birthday as the capital of a “Mod-
ern Roman Empire.”” There was an
intense fervor apparent in the cere-
monies. Italtan people are imbued
with faith in this country’s resurrec-
tion of the power and glory which weze
Rome’s when she was mistress of a
large part of the globe. Underlying
every one of the ceremonies, which
occurred not only here, but in every
city and town in the country, was a
message of allegiance to Mussolini as
inspirer of the new Italy’s spirit and
protagonist of the great struggle which
is yet to be won before his dream of
empire can be realized.

The Fascist insignia—symbol of the
new empire—was outlined last night
In electric bulbs upon the Colossiuns,
Arch of Titus, the forums and ofher -
relics of the Rome of Emperor Augus-
tus, which Mussolini wishes to®see live
again within the brief space of five
Yyears.

MUSSOLINI ACCLAIMED

It is doubtful whether any Roman
emperor returning from warlike con-
quests in the colonies, ever attained the
popular - acclamatjon accorded to Mus-
solini on this his first great pu/blic ap-
pearance since his triumphal and peace-
ful advance through Italian North
Africa.

The Premier sat in the afternoon on
an improvised throne-like platform be-
tween the Arch of Constantine and the
imposing ruins of the Colossium re-
viewing 60,000 school children. It was
an impressive sight, for there were no
cheers, and in many eyes there wers
tears. The premier’s seat was surround-
ed much after the fashion of the Roman
Emperors of other days; by trophies,
which included gilded crowns, amid
pieces of the ruins from the temple of
Venus.

Grouped around him, symbolic of
the strengthening ties with the con-
tinent ‘beyond the Mediterranean,
which new Italy knows as “Our Sea,”
were detachments of black and brown
troops from Tripoli, Erythrea and
Somaliland, Zepties on foot, Savaris
and Spahis wearing the brilliant col-
ored Burnouse and mounted on horse-
back and Meharis on fleet drome-

daries.
LABOR DAY ALSO

While primarily devoted to the birth-
day of ancient Rome, the day wag
also a celebration of two important
festivities of modern Rome—colonial
day and labor day, which had been
transformed from May 1, as a sign
of the termination of the idea of class

| struggle and the beginning of an era

of industrial co-operation for the bene-
fit of all classes.

The Romance of Rotary was the sub-
ject of an interesting address by
Arthur H. Sapp, of Huntingdon, Indi- |
ana, first vice-president of Rotary In-!
ternational. It was punctuated \\'ith‘:[
apt stories and illustrations of his |
theme and was closely fallowed. ;\1r.§
Sapp said the origin of great men and {
of great movements usually lay in lone- |
liness and obscurity. Rotary came to
the world in the heart of a lonely man.
Because his loneliness called for expres-
gion and companionship, Rotary was
born.

The sources of Rotary but 21 years
ago did not point to the Rotary of to-
day, but the Rotary of today, span-
ning 35 countries, all of the continents
and a majority of the island posses-
sions of the seas, has challenged the |
attention of the world as no other
movement of modern times.

It was Pope who said, “In this
work-a-day world, every person could
be said to be romantic who either ad-
mires a fine thing or does one.” This,
to the speaker’s mind, described
Rotary. Every Rotarian who was a
real Rotarian not only admired fine
things but put his whole soul into the
doing of them. -

So far as youngsters from 10 to 40
are concerned a lot's a lot, so long as it
fs big enough for three bases and a
home plate.

One such lot, whers some sort of bali
game goes on from dawn to dusk, is
located on East 34th street and is val-
ued at $4,000 a front foot. The back-
stop of the players is a 25-story build-
ing. The teams are about as demo-
cratic an assortment as can be found
under these American skies.

Some youngsters start the game be-
fore school. A few jobless youths pass
by and join in. At noon the clerks
from the great office buildings get a
little exercise. Trucks draw up and
teamsters sneak off a few minutes for
an inning or two. Those who have
plenty of time kindly withdraw from
the game so that the hurried ones can
have a few minutes fun. Factory
workers appear in mid-afternoon and
after working hours there is a verltable
scramble for plages on a team. Mean-
while a considerable crowd gathers and
the curb and sidewalk is all but block-
ed.

Not the least of the involvements of
these games is the constant danger of
losing baseballs. Young gamins walit in
the street for a foul, grab the ball and
run to some more isolated diamond.
Then a collection is taken from strang-
ers and those putting up the money are
entitled to play.

OME recent figures on population con-
gestion in Manhattan can throw
some light on why conditions under
which humans play are created with
such difficulty.

The most crowded sections of the city
contains 400,000 persons per square
mile and the general average for the
city is more than 76,000. Thirteen
states in America boast an average ol
but six people to the same area.

And, so far as the ‘‘melting, pot” is
concerned, more children of foreign-
born parents attend the public schools
than do children of native-born. But 22
per cent. of the population are native
whites of ndtive parents. It is now an
old wheeze that the hardest thing to
find in New York is a New Yorker.

There are something like 15 persons
to each dwelling and the number of
persons actually owning a home is neg-
ifgible.

Such conditions :re bound to create
“play” problems and social problems in
general that are not easy of solution.

The miracle is that youngsters be-
come so adaptable to the conditions un-
der which they are forced to live.

TODAY'S RECIPES

Custard—Follow these rules when
you make custard: One egg will
thicken three-quarters of -a cup of
milk. This is the standard measur-
ing cup which holds one-half pint.
If you are using a pint, or two cups
of milk, and want to have an especial-
ly fine custard use three eggs for that
amount of milk. One and one-half
tablespoons of sugar will sweeten a cup
of milk, but most of us prefer two
tablespoons. An eighth of a teaspoon
of salt will be enough for the two cups
of milk. You may make the custard
in individual bakings: cups or a large
baking dish, but you must allow a
longer time for the larger amount: to
bake. Break the eggs in a bowl, add
the sugar and the salt. Beat until
the eggs are frothy and well blended.
Pour the milk, cold or.warm, over the
eggs. Strain into a baking dish. Grate
a small amount of nutmeg over the top
and the custard is ready for the oven.
Set the custard dish in a pan of wa-
ter. This may be hot or warm or
cold. If it is heated it starts the
cooking just that much more quickly.
Have a low fire in the oven. It ought
not to run higher than 200 degrees
Fahrenheit. This temperature allows
the egg to thicken the milk but keeps
the milk from boiling. ~The water
bath in which the custard is standing
helps to keep the temperature below
that of boiling milk. Bake from a
half to three-quarters of an hour.

Jellted Vegetable Salad—Take a
small can of tomatoes and put them
into a saucepan with an equal amount
of water, or any kind of stock if it
is at hand. Add a minced onion, some
chopped celery, a chopped pepper, a
little parsley, two cloves, half a bay

Montrealer Asks Permission to
Undersell Bakers 4 to 8
Cents

MONTREAL, April 22—An offer
to the city of Montreal contained in a
letter signed by A. Deslauriers, of this
city, to supply bread at from four to
eight cents lower than existing prices,
was addressed to the Mayor and coun-
cil at the City Hall. The letter simply
usks that the city pronounce itself as
favoring the project, and if this is ob-
tained, the writer agrees to supply
the bread at the cut price rate sug-
gested. Deslauries further offers to
provide an unlimited supply of bread

at 16 cents for a three-pound loaf

as against 20, 22 and 24 cents charged
variously by local bakers.

The letter continues, “I am chiefly
interested not in continuing in the bak-
ery business but in lowering the price
of bread. Having done this I am
ready to drop out. I can prove that
any baker can sell for my price and
make money. While respecting the
capitalist; I wish to help the working-
man.”

The letter will be laid on the council
table Friday for study and report.

Gives Hints Re the Taking
and Developing of
Pictures

The results of scientific research in
photography and the advances made
during recent years were vividly de-
seribed last evening by Prof. E. L. Har_
vey, M.A., of the University of New
Brumswick, Fredericton, at a meeting
of the Saint John branch of the En-
gineering Institute of Canada. The
meeting was held in the N. B. Tele-
phone Compan{vbuilding and was pre-
sided over by W. R..Pearce, M.ELC,
chairman of the Saint John brangh.

“Photography in Science, Industry
and Medicine,” was the title of the
lecture, which dealt with various
phases of photography and of pro-
cedure to follow with a camera for
taking pictures and also for developing
pictures.

Photography is now extersively
used in science, in combination with a
microscope in a process known as
micro-photograph, whereby the cell-
structure of woods and metals may be
photographed and with this informa-
tion, the loads they can carry in en-
gineering structures, can pe more prop-
erly determined.

Plans and blue-prints, which at one
time could not be photographed, can

now, with recent knowledge obtained, |

be clearly reproduced in every detail
which is of great importance as giving

any chance of omission, Prof. Harvey

USES IN INDUSTRY.

Photography has many dollars-and-
ts uses in industry today, he said.
Slow motion photographs of people at
work on particular tasks are taken and
studies made whereby lost motions may
be eliminated and production increased.
Periodic errors in geared machinery
have been photographed and adjust-
ments made to correct such mechanical
difficulties as the pictures may disclose.

Photography is of great use in medi-
vine, he continued, and particularly in
X-ray work. In the early days of
X-ray work around 1896 scientists and
Inventors by a series of discoveries
were gradually laying the foundation
of X-ray work but it was first used
extensively during the South African
war, when it was found bullets could
be located in the human body by its
use. Today it is extensively used in
connection with the fight against tuber-
culosis and other diseases.

Color rendering is one of the recent
advances in photography whereby ‘any
combination of colors in a landscape or
other scenery may be accurately shown

in their true colors without any re-:

touching, Mr. Harvey said. It is also

Serious Blazes Raging
In Widely Separated
Sections

HOUSES BURNED

Ten Horses Blinded By Swift
Sweeping Flames—Aged
Invalid Loses All

REGINA, Sask., April 22 — Two
widely separated prairie fires are caus-
ing serious damage in the southern
part of the province.

At North Portal, a prairie fire Tues-
day afternoon, starting on the north
side of the Souris River, jumped the
river and started southwest toward the
international boundary and east to-
ward Northgate. With a high wind
which increased during the night, and
prairie grass -as dry as tinder, it was
impossible to check the flames, though
back-firing was done. .

Frank Stringer, farmer, six miles
from North Portal, was the heaviest
sufferer, losing house, furniture, barn
and poultry. The barn of John Lan—|
caster, in the same district, was d':s-{
troyed and the house partially des-
troyed. His son, who was confined to
the house with a broken leg, was res-
cued just in time.

INVALID LOSES ALL.

Mrs. Abood an aged invalid, lost her
house and all the clothing of herself
and children except their undercloth-
ing.

Ten horses belonging to E. Lees,
were so badly scorched by the flames
traveling with lightning speed across
the pasture that they are blind. The
farmers were handicapped in fighting
the flames by the lack of water in
their wells this spring.

HAYLAND BURNED.

Over 800 tons of hay, a house, barn,

GREATLAKS TRADE
SUFFERS 86 DROF

Handling of Canadian Grain
by Dominion Ports is
Cause 1925 Decline

WASHINGTON, April 20—In the
fourth of a series of analyses of for-
eign trade fluctuations in the fiscal
years 1924 and 1925, it is noted by the
Bureau of Research United States Ship-
ping Board, that our 1925 foreign com-
merce on the Great Lakes was nearly
1,900,000 cargo tons less in volume than
in the previous year. The 1924 Great
Lakes foreign traffic exceeded 13,711,-
000 tons, nearly 15 per cent in volume,
of our total foreign trade in that year,
while the 1925 movement of 11,825,-
000 cargo tons was slightly in excess
of 12Y% per cent of the total foreign
trade of 1925.

Analysis of this decline reveals radi-
cal changes in the grain traffic which
is' the most important factor in the
Lakes foreign trade.. During the four
years prior to the fiscal year 1925:the
volume of grain imports averaged ap-
proximately 4,000,000 tons per annum,
the 1924 import aggregating nearly 4,-
380,000 tons. The tonnage of Canadian
grain was received at Great Lakes
ports for transportation by rail and
canal to Atlantic Coast ports and dis-
patch to foreign destinations. The 1925
receipts were nearly 2,000,000 tons
short of those of the previous years,
indicating that a large part of the ex-
port Canadian grain previously handled
through United States lake and sea
ports has been diverted to Canadian
routes to the seaboard. In 1924 Buf-
falo received from Ft. William 2,039,
000 tons of grain and from Port Ar-
thur 1,619,000 tons.

BOXING OFTEN IS
FATAL TO FILIPINOS

No Less Than Three Stars Have
Died Following Hard
Contests

RS

CHICAGO, lls, April 22—Only
one of a quartette of Filipino young-
sters selected by Frank Churchill in
Manila and trained to a boxing bril-
liance that enabled them to contest
upon an equality with the best of their
welght in the world, remains alive and
able to carry on—Pete Sarmiento, the
largest of the group and at that only
a featherweight.

Clever Senclo, who died Tuesday in
Milwaukee, after a terrific ten round
bout with Bud Taylor, Terre Haute,
challenger for the world’s bantam
welght title, was the thftd to pass on
in that manner.

Young Dencio was the first. He
died after a gruelling fight with Bert
McCarthy in  Melbourne, Australia.
Previously Dencio collapsed after his
fight with Eugene Criqui, of France,
former world’s featherweight cham-
pion, but recovered. Then came
Pancho Villa, who soared to heights
just beyond the reach of his three lit-
tle brown brothers in winning the
world’s flywelght championship, only
to die too, after a fight.

CAUSES SPECULATION

The unusual record of deaths of the
little Filipinos has caused Chicago
ring followers to wonder if there was
something in the tropical make-up to
render them unable to follow the fast
pace set by their white foemen of the
roped arena.

Certainly the series of deaths 1is
without parallel in boxing history, and
each of them followed hard smashing
contests in which, exhausted to the
very verge of death, none of the Fili-
pinos gave an. inch, but fought ter-
rifically to the final bell, or as in the
case of Dencio until a hard smash
rendered him completely hors de com-

bat.
ANOTHER DENCIO

Another Filipino fights under the
name of Young Denclo, being registered
with boxing commissions as'a resident
of Washington, D.- C. The second
Young Dencio, at present in Toronto
where he will fight shortly, adopted
that fighting name, after the death “of
his namesake who was killed in Aus-
tralia, according to boxing authori-
ties.
