ZYTTAWA, Oct. 4—“Not only should your ports be equipped beyond any 
question to handle present business, but to anticipate the growth of the 

next five years—and that rule should continue,” said Mr. Hickman of the Otta­
wa Paint Works yesterday. He expressed keen sympathy with the Maritimes, 
and declared that partly through selfishness or indifference and partly through 
causes that had not been foreseen, Canada has come to the point where tha 
people from the various sections must get together, in the spirit of give and 
take, and endeavor to frame a policy which all will agree to support, although 
no one section may get all it wants.

THAT policy after a trial might have to be modified, but if the right 

spirit prevailed there would in the end come unity and a real na­
tional feeling. Mr. Hickman said each city and province in the Mari­
times could help itself by patronizing its own industries. That would 
mean more work and wages for their own people. If an industry could 
sell all its output without sending travelers far afield for business, it 
could sell more cheaply at home, and the cost of living would be re­
duced to that extent. Regarding our national ports, they should be sup­
ported. That was the policy of his company, but after having had the 
ease presented he would take pains to see that there was no deviation 
from- the policy.

CUSSEX, N. B., Oct. 5.—Evidence to the effect that Gideon Clain, 

who was fatally shot while working in his home in South 
Branch, near here, on Thursday morning, in an ante-mortem 
statement accused Dan Baskin of the deed, was given at an inquest 
held here on Saturday evening, 
that he was carrying a rifle, but denied that it had been discharged. 
He claimed that he was several miles away from the spot where 
Clain was fatally wounded.

The inquest, which was held In the 
pétille hall, was presided over by Cor­
oner P. W. Wallace, and about 200 
people attended. Chief of Police As- 
bell occupied a seat alongside the cor­
oner and questioned some of the wit­
nesses. The jury found that Clain 
“came to his death by a bullet fired 
from a rifle by some unknown per­
son.’*

He said Clain’s death 
had been caused by the bdllet extract­
ed. He could not find any evidence of 
shattered bone. The bullet extracted 
from the body of Clain. was put in 
evidence. It was a" British 803.

The matter of Clain’s death will be 
further probed, Chief of Police Asbell 
having the matter in hand.

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Held W\ Bonnell, the first witness, 
said that he wal summoned from the 
field In which he was working by a 
message sent by phone from Clain’s, 
saying that Gideon Clain had been shot.

LONDON, Oct. 5—Leonard Berwick, 
the world-famous pianist, has died 
after a brief illness while on holiday 
in France.

Mr. Berwick was a pupil if Mme. 
Schumann, and made a great name for 
himself during a tour of the United 
States, Canada and Australia in 1918. 
One reading New York critic declared 
that in his rendering of Beethoven he 
detected the intellectuality of Van Bu- 
low coupled with the sensuous charm 
of Paderewski.

He was one of the few English pian­
ists with a large following. His re­
citals in the London concert halls drew 
crowded audiences, and only a few 
months ago he was selected to play be­
fore the Duke of York at an important 
artistic gathering.

Mr. Berwick was a great lover of art. 
He possessed a number of fine pictures 
by famous masters, but they were never 
all hung on his walls together. He be­
lieved in studying one or two good pic­
tures at a time and changing them 
every few months.

VANCOUVER

LONDON, Oct. 5—Three times short 
of food and water, and once losing 
their sails, the crew of the 200-ton 
schooner Cremyll, sold by an Irish 
firm to a new owner in Fremantle, 
Australia, have just delivered the ves­
sel after an adventurous voyage of 11 
months across the world.

They left Holyhead at the end of 
August, last year, and were not heard 
of until Christmas, when they were 
compelled to call at Rio Janeiro short 
of food and water and with their sails 
gone.

After being refitted they resumed 
their voyage in January, and nothing 
more was heard of them until their 

" arrival early in June at Cape Town, 
again short of food and water.

On July 29 they arrived at Fre­
mantle, after a 58 days’ passage from 
Cape Town, during which the crew 
again ran short of food and water. 
They had stood their 11 months’ ordeal 
well.

STRIKE WASTE. Odds and EndsThe money cost jof the anthracite 
strike, which represents sheer waste, 
affords excellent proof of the folly of 
these Industrial ware, even if they are 
not accompanied by violence and public 
disturbance. Indirectly, of course, the 
public pays the cost of all strikes, but 
the combatants themseuves suffer 
losses, direct and indirect, which cannot 
be Justified in an£ way by the outcome 
of the struggle.

The mine workers in the anthracite 
field at present are losing nearly 
$6,000,000 a week in wages. About 
15,000 railroad employes are out of 
work because of the strike, and nine 
railroads which ordinarily carry hard 
coal are losing $8,500,000 a week In 
freight charges. By and large, the 
direct money losses probably run Into 
$10,000,000 a week.

These recurring wars result In con­
stantly rising prices, and naturally the 
public sets Its face sternly against all 
who engage In them. John Hays 
Hammond, an authority whose word is 
entitled to weight, Is to-day warning 
the American public that anthracite 
prices are certain to be higher from 
year to year in the future, and that 
the only road to protection is the 
«^option of substitute fuel. Pennsyl­
vania hard coal is therefore facing a 
diminishing market, largely because of 
the Injury to the public through high 
prices and the irritation over uncer­
tainty of supply.

CORNSBalloon Jumping.

Balloon Jumping is the latest sport 
in Great Britain.

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Be generous!A Lawyer on Experts. IN LIQHTBR VEIN
(New York Times.)

In yesterday's instalment of Mr. Mar­
shall’s “Recollections” there was a par­
ticularly interesting passage in which 
he summed up his experiences and con­
clusions as a country, lawyer in regard 
to the testimony of experts, particularly 
medical experts. Like everybody else 
who has given the subject real atten­
tion, Mr. Marshall felt that the present 
system of using experts hired by de­
fense and prosecution, and hired be­
cause it is known that each will earn 
his pay by giving the sort of testimony 
wanted, is utterly wrong.

It only confuses jurors while they 
listen, and then in most cases they re­
ject the testimony of all the experts 
and rely on their own unassisted judg­
ments. It brings science into disrespect, 
out of court as well as in it, when the 
representatives of science, real or pre­
tended, get up and contradict each 
other in regard to matters on which, as 
scientists, they either ought to agree or 
confess the lack of certainty. They do 
neither, and it is the medical experts in 
cases involving the issue of insanity 
that make the most displeasing spec­
tacle of themselves.

They are not all charlatans by any 
means, but far too often they make the 
existence of a twilight zone between 
sanity and insanity an excuse for ex­
pressing as settled and author!taative 
Judgments what are little more than 
opinions or guesses.

U. S. Fixed Nitrogen Research Labors* 
tory at Washington estimates 44 pen 
cent, of the nitrogen compounds uigt? ■ 
in the world will be manufactured di­
rect from the nitrogen of the air.

The story of how scientists leanwfi 
to use the nitrogen of the air Is 6 
highly interesting one.

It began when scientists discovered 
that lightning flashes caused some of 
the nitrogen of the air to combine with 
the oxygen, the resulting compound be­
ing washed down with the rain to form 
nitric arid.

Two American chemists, Bradley and 
Lovejoy, succeeded tn repeating thlg 
process with the aid of an eleotrio arc 
in 1903. But so much electricity wafl 
consumed ttiat the cost was prohibitive, 

A cheaper process was discovered 
during the World War. This was known 
as the oyanlmld process. In this pro­
cess, calcium carbide was first manu* 
factored by melting coke and lime IQ 
an electric furnace.

This was then treated while at 
red heat with nitrogen. As a result, 
compound, known as 
was formed.

But the process chiefly used now id 
one which was developed In German^ 

In this process, which Is far cheapef 
than any other, nitrogen and hydrogen 

mixed under high pressure and 
pasaed at a dull red heat through a 
granular mass consisting chiefly of spe­
cially prepared Iron,

As a result the nitrogen and hydro* 
gen combine to form ordinary ammonia* 

Dr. Cottrell estimates that 70 per cent, 
of the nitrogen compounds manufao» 
tured this year will be by this German 
process.

The scientist is coming to the aid of

But plants are totally unable to use 
free nitrogen from the air.

They can only absorb nitrogen which 
has been combined with other elements 
to form salts or compounds and mixed 
with the soil.

The normal nitrogen content of the 
soil Is the result of the activity of cer­
tain bacteria in the soli which have the 
power of absorbing the nitrogen of the 
air and “fixing" It, aa the expression 
goes, to compounds which the plants 
can uss.

In the past when the nitrogen content 
of the soil is the result of the activity 
of certain bacteria to the soil which 
have the power of absorbing the nitro­
gen of the air and "fixing" it, ae the 
expression goes, In compounds which 
the plants can use.

VERY HEAVY RAIN 
COMESFOR WEEK-END

INearly Two Inches Downpour 
on Saturday—Fields Near 

' City Inundated. iI
In about 16 hours on Saturday 

afternoon and night there was 1.66 
inches of rainfall In the city. The 
rain fell persistently and at times 
was quite heavy. It began at noon 
on Saturday and continued until 3 
o'clock on Sunday morning. Tem­
peratures were rather warmer over 
the week-end. The records of the 
Douglas avenue meteorological ob- 
eervatory showed the temperatures 
on Saturday varied from 62 degrees 
to 47 degrees and on Sunday from 
66 degrees to 60 degrees.

The heavy rain, collecting In the low 
spots, made large ponds and lakes out 
of many fields between the city and 
Torryburn along the Rothesay road, 
transformed the ditches Into brooks 
and small rivers, burled several side 
roads In spots and made the approaches 
to many of the houses very muddy 
and wet.

One field, just past the station at 
Brookvllle, was covered with water to 
a depth of one to two feet, while an 
outlet from It kept the nearest culvert 
filled to capacity as the fluid poured 
down it. Many houses were almost 
completely surrounded with water from 
an inch to six Inches deep and board 
walks were necessary to prevent their 
complete Isolation.

Ditches on both sides of the main 
highway were filled to the brim In the 
low places and, in some cases, the 
water was running across the tarvla 
part of the road. Places between the 
railway embankment and the road 
where the drainage wae not very good 
were transformed Into small pools.

Probably the worst spot yesterday 
was the stretch between the side road 
from the old Manor House at Glefa 
Falls and the iron railway bridge at 
Brookvllle. Here the stream parallel­
ing the roadway was swollen, the 
ditches had all overflowed, a field was 
covered with water and the grass and

In water several inches deep.

It was said today that petitions have

Hon. W. E. Foster, Secretary of State 
announced today that, following repre­
sentations of Saint John shipping men, 
tenders have been ceiled for the ex­
tension of the cattle shed at West Saint 
John. It had been felt that facilities for 
the handling of the cattle trade 
through this port, particularly in view 
of the growing trade, needed to be ex­
tended as the capacity of the present 
cattle shed had been found inadequate 
to meet the demands. Plans were pre­
pared and forwarded to the Federal 
Department of Public Works. They j I 

! have been approved and tenders have ; 5 
now been called for the extension of the W 
present shed. Tenders will close on Oc- ^ 
tober 21.

The plans call for an extension of an 
addition measuring 325 by 8* feet, the : 
building to be of concrete. The increase ' 
represents a capacity by 565 head of 
cattle and brings the total capacity up 
to 1,265.

It was said this morning that the 
cattle trade through the port of Saint 
John has increased greatly in the last 
few 3'ears. In 1921-22 there were 1,744 
head of cattle shipped through Saint 
John. In 1924-25 the number had in­
creased to 15,536.

COURTENAY BAY WORK.
Dredging work preparatory to the 

construction of the first unit of docks 
for the Canadian National Railways at 
Courtenay Bay commenced this morn­
ing while a gang of men also started 
preliminary work for the construction 
of a retaining wall, F. G. Wilson, gen­
eral manager of the Saint John Dry 
Dock and Ship Building Co., Ltd. said 
today. The dredge Leaconfield has 
been moved in on the site and started 
digging this morning, while about 15 
men were taken on for the retaining 
wall work. This number will be in­
creased to between 40 and 50 soon, he 
added. A crew of men also have started 
repairs on the bag suction dredge, Tor­
nado, and this one will be placed oh 
the work when ready.
