Lloyd George to Eamenn De Valera, was
received at the Mansion House here at
1.30 this afternoon.

De Valera and Arthur Griffiths, “foreign
minister,” in the Dail cabinet. A reply
may be drafted today and placed before
the Dail cabinet, which will meet tomor-

The Sinn Fein leaders were agreeably
surprised by the wording of Lloyd
George’s reply, and one member of the
Dail cabinet, who saw it expressed the
view that public confidence in the con-
ference being held, was justified.

He commented particularly upen the
fact that the natural scenery' of New
Brunswick does not suffer by compari-
son with that of England, or Scotland.
In that connection, he criticized the gov-
ernment in mot subsidizing modern ho-
tels along the St. John river, and modern
steamers in order that the province might
meap benefits from the tourist traffic,
which would be developed.

METAL AEROPLANES.
(London Times)

built at the Petit Creusot factories at
Chalon-sur-Soane. These aeroplanes —
Henri Paul, B.4—are military machines
designed for night raids, with a frame-
work made entirely of metal (steel and
duralumin.)

They are biplanes with a lifting sur-
face of 220 sq.m. (263 sq. yards), the
wings being 80m..(32.8 yards) from tip
to tip. Their armament consists of
twin machineguns, fore and aft, with
mobile guns, and their carrying capacity
is 1,800kg. (nearly 4,000 ib.), in addition
to enough petrol for a flight of five hours,

of 500 miles.

There are only four motors of 350
horsepower; oil is contained in four res-
ervoirs and pedrol in four others, all iso-
lated from the motors. The total weight
of the aeroplanc in flight is 9,000 kg.
(21-2 tons). Its speed at an attitude of
2,000 m. (6,500 ft.) is 100 miles an hour,
and its minimum speed is 56 miles. The
machine can rise to a height of 5,500 m.

Commissioner’ Frink said he was glad
to hear Commissioner Thornton malke
the statement that 100 more men could
not have prevented the trouble. He said
that Ex-Chief Clark had been held re-
sponsible for the riot some time ago
when street cars and the Power House
were badly damaged, for not having
more men on duty although he had no
intimation that trouble was brewing. He
considered that the ex-chief had beea
unfairly trgated: He said that he would
like more time to consider the proposed
by-law. .

Commissioner Jones said that he felt
that the city should have the power to
prevent pafades especially at a time like
this, but that many phases would have
to be considered before the by-lu\w was
adopted.

Harbor Reveaue,

With reference to proposed increase
in harbor revenue to.pay for expeditures
for rebuilding trestles Commissioner
Bullock said he had considered the mat-
ter and had four propositions to present
to the meeting and would like to have
some direction from the members. His
first proposition was to charge $2.50 per
car using terminals owned and con-
tralled by the city. Based on last year’s
business he said this would bring in an
addition revenue of $18,750, but in order
three crews of men would have to be em-
ployed, with three shifts a day at an ap-
proximate cost of $5,400 a year. "

Another alternative, he said, would be
to charge a head tax of twenty-five cents
on all passengers arriving and leaving
the steamers. Based on last year’s activ-
ities he said this would give an additional
revenue of $10,000 as 28,000 passengers
arrived and 12,000 departed.

The third proposition was to reduce
the charge from the long ton of 2240
pounds to 2000 or net ton. This, he said,
would give an additional amount of $5,-
800 without increasing the rates.

His fourth alternative was to increase
the charge from twenty-five to thirty
cents a ton for general cargo and from
five to six cents a ton on grain, which
based on last year’s activities would
bring in additional revenue of $11,797.
If these rates were increased, he said,
they would not be excessive. He said
in Montreal they classify their freight,
440 products being enumerated, out of
which 280 varied from 30c to $1, fifty
were on a basis of 25¢ and 114 under 25c.
He said the charge on horses was 10c be-
low us, but on cattle and sheep the same.

{ BIG NEW ELEVATOR

| (Montreal Gazette.)
At the close of an important meeting

~of representatives of transportation and
grain interests, held at the Board of
Trade yesterday morning, to discuss the
congestion of grain in the port of Mon-
treal, Hon. C. C. Ballantyne, minister
of marine, said that the long discussion
had made two things clear to him. The
first was that a new elevator was need-
ied for the port, and he was prepared
'to authorize the harbor board to carty
lout such plans as they had suggested.
Second, was the fact that there must be
not only a co-ordination of work between
the Grand Trunk and the harbor com-
lmission’s elevators, but that there must
'be a considerable increase in the facili-
|ties for transferring grain from the cars
'to the elevators, so as to avoid the hold-
ing up of the former for long periods
awaiting a chance to get their loads into
the elevators. Hon. Mr. Ballantyne inti-
mated that the meeting should take de-
finite steps to appoint a committee which
cotld eventually work out a plan for
the joint control of all the elevators,
and the organization of some sort of
grain clearing hause, which would handle
'the situation so that grain could be got-
.ten out without holding up ships wait-
ing for cargoes.

German Crown Prince, How-
ever, Longs in Wieringen

for Fatherland—Speaks of

Family.

(From Arno Dosch Fleurot, Special
Cable to the Toronto Mail and Em-
pire.)

Amsterdam, Sept. 24.—In these fateful
days_tor Germany, when the-question 1S
raised  persistenuy wiietner uermany
wili remain & repuslic or revert to mon-
archy, 1 paid a visit to the crown prince,
exilea ror nearly three years now on tnat
Duteli St. Helena, Wieringen. I wanted
to know what hopes, what thougl}ts,
even what information might be coming
to him from Germany. ‘I'he pastors

perial palace in Berlin. :

'I'he crown prince’s mind is filled with
his eventful return to Germany, but I
had to read his mind by indirection, a$
he naturally does not care just now to
express this thoughts too cleg.rly. I
opened the interview by expressing sur-
prise that the crown prince had had
patience to stick out three years 1n
Wieringen; but I said 1 could under-
stand how a man trained to rule in the
tuture had been able to submit obed'u.:nt—
ly to cir¢umstances. The crown prince
replied: “You confuse two ideas, being
influenced and being ruled. 1 do not al-
low myself to be ruled by énybody. It
is said silence is consent, but this is not
always true. I have heid my peace, al-
though I sometimes thought I would ex-
plode. I am not silent from fear, but
there is no use of talking. Every time I
have said something sponumeously my
enemies have jumped on me like tigers
and have used my words against me.

«] will say this much now, however,
you can say for me that I am staying
here for pecuniary reasons. Naturally,
1 would prefer to live on the continent,
but you know what the German mark
is worth abroad. For the same pecuni-
ary reasons my wife and boys visit me
only once a year, although we corre-
spond regularly. My wife manages her
house and devotes herself to our chil-
dren, who are all learning to earn their
own livelihood when they are grown. My
oldest son has written me that I ought
to come home and manage the house
myself, but I intend to stay in Holland
until I am sure my return will not dis-
turb anybody in Germany. So far
have met no one who could tell me when
I should return to my country as a pri-
vate citizen.

«As to being influenced by circum-
stances, I have seen the effect of cir-
cumstances upon the honest folk about
me. While living among them 1 have
not lost my balance.”

Return of Kaiser. _

The moment being opportune, I asked
the crown prince when there would be a
kaiser again in Germany. The crown
prince replied: “To have. a kaiser in
Germany — it might happen tomorrow.
Why should we not be permitted to live
in our country? But do not you really
mean to ask when will Germany be
ruled again by a kaiser? We might talk
about that all night without getting any-
where. It is pot for me to decide any-
way. Furthermore, our unfortunate
country has before it much more diffi-
cult problems than the question of who
is to rule it.”

The crown prince asked me: “Where
you in Berlin when mass meetings were
held following Erzberger’s murder?”

1 gave the crown prince a word pic-
ture of those impressive Republican de-
monstrations. He listened intently, and
when I finished he said slowly and in a
low tone, as if half speaking to himself,

“Such incidents as the killing of Erzber- |

ger are grave political mistakes. Noth-
ing is gaired by assassinating political
enemies. No party in Germany will
gain its ends by such means.”

As the serious turn the conversation
had taken had left the crown prince in
a reflective frame of mind, I arose to go.
Always the perfect host, he recalled him-
self sufficiently to press me not to hurry,
but to finish the glass of port wine he
had ordered earlier for me. After I

arose, he still sat a moment, studying his ‘

boot toe, and when he arose to bid me
zood-bye, he said, without smiling, “I
:nvy you the way you can leave Wier-
sngen and return to Germany.”

SIR JOHN A. AND
