Position
WHAT WILL HOLLAND DO?

Sentiment Estimated as Being
Against Giving Him up—If He
is Got Away From Dutch Terri-
tory Belief is That Tnal Will
Take Place in Fall

London, July 4—The only surprise of
the report by Premier Lloyd George on
the work of the peace conference to the
House of Commons yesterday was the
news that the former German Emperor
would be ‘tried in London. The premier
has a habit of launching news in
speeches, a notable previous instance be-
ing his address in which he said that
three submarines had been sunk in one
day. That address camne at a time when
the submarines were the most menacing
factor in .the war situation.

The decision to bring the former Em-
peror to London, with other prominent
accused persons, has been a well kept sec-
ret, and it is understood that Lloyd
George was respoasible for the proposal.
Holland, however, has yet to be reckoned
with, it is reported. 'Dutch public opin-
ian has seemed strongly to support the
Kaiser’s right of ‘asylum there, and there
are many predictions that Holland may
refuse to give up the deposed monarch
and that the powers will not coerce her.

Great state trials in England, of which
there have been none for many years,
have been held in Westminster Hall, but
it is' not believed that William Hohen-
zollern. will be given that honor. The
procedure for his trial will be laid down

by a commission which will be appointed:

In that event, the Earl of Reading: Lord
Chief Justice, will sit for Great Britain,
and Edward Douglass White, Chief Jus-
tice of the Supreme Court of the United
States, is regarded as the logical choice
of the American government.

In the Dock.

Parliamentary gossip holds that the
former emperor certainly should not be
given a privileged position in court, but
should be put in the dock like any other
man charged with a crime.

The trial is looked for this autumn, if
t occurs, and steps for extradition are
expected to be taken soon, if not already
begun.

Dutch newspapers have discussed
Count Hohenzollern’s extradition ever
since he took refuge in Holland, and the
general sentiment appears to be that it
would be a humiliation for Holland to
surrender him at the demand of the pow-
ers, which demand would be untenable
under the law, since the Kaiser’s case
does not come under extradition treaties
and the charge of “a supreme offence
against international morality and the
sanctity of treaties,” is not covered by
existing laws.

Legal opinion here is that Holland’s
action in assigning residences to William
Hohenzollern and his son constituted
permission for them to reside in Hf)llan.d.

The prospect of having the Kaiser in
England as a state prisoner has given the
public a great topic of discussion.

With one or two exceptions, the morn-
ing newspapers express satisfaction with
Premier Lloyd George’s speech in the
House of Commons yesterday. Several,
including some most friendy to the pre-
mier, refer to its “defence” of the peace
treaty, but there is a general agreement
that he gave a good answer to those
clamoring for more drastic terms, as well
as those objecting to the oppressive fea-
tures of the peace treaty.

The Laborite Herald rlone sweepingly
condemns the speech, asserting it to be
unsatisfactory to most Labor and Liberal
members of the House. The Liberal
Daily News, however, while continuing
to criticize certain terms of the treaty,
says the validity of many of the prem-
jer’s arguments are incontestable and
warmly praises his declaration of faith in
the League of Nations. Only a few com-

that the Allies are honoring England’s
rephtation for fair play, which must be
lived up to.

MORE GUARDS ABOLT
THE FORMER KAISER

L.ondon Paper's Correspondent
Says Belief is Holland Will Not

London, July 3—The former German
emperor’s guards at Amerongen have
been increased, according to the Daily
Mail correspondent; and his staff has
been reduced. Lieut.-General von Es-
torff has left for Berlin.

Well-informed circles in the Hague,
this correspondent says, do not-believe
that Holland will give the ex-emperor
up to the Allies. They are of the opinion
that he will remain in Holland for the
rest of his life.

St.' Johns, Nfid, July 4—The R-84
reached Notre Dame Bay at six a. m. to-
day, and was to pass over St. Johns at
noon, coming sufficiently near the ground
to be seen by citizens and drop a ‘mail
bag for the governor.

The British wireless first received a
report saying the dirigible expected .to
cross Newfoundland far north of St.
Johns, passing over the southern extrem-
itf of Notre Dame Bay, thence proceeding
to Bonen Bay on the west cocast, going
down the Gulf of St. Lawrence and
reaching the Canadian mainland from the
direction of Cape Breton or Prince Ed-
ward Island. Later, owing to weather
conditions being more favorable farther
south, it was announced by the admiralty
wireless station the R-84 changed its
early intending course.

LATER.

St. Johns, Nfid,, July 4—British dir-
igible R-84 reached our coast 200 miles
north of St. Johns early this morning
and then headed for here and is due over
the city at one-thirty o’clock locel time.
She will drop a bag of mail-and plans are
peing made now for a big reception.

(Maritime Baptist.)
We have called attention more than

once to the strange attitude taken by

certain members of the medical profes-
sion toward the enforcement of the pro-
hibitory law. In the framing of such
legislation every one perceived the neces-
sity of permitting the use of intoxicants

cine. While the use of alcohol in medi-
cine has greatly decreased in recent years,
as increased knowledge has made it plain
that many better stimulants are avail-
able, yet the old tradition of the value
of liquor as a medicine is so firmly es-
tablished that to forbid its use by a doc-
tor would wreck any prohibition bill
Even stch wise restrictions as are usually
embodied in prohibitory legislation are
often resented by medical men as a re-
flection upon the honor and good faith
of the profession.

That such restrictions are wise and
necessary has been made evident enough
by experience in every province or dis-
trict where prohibition has been in force.
Even more stringent regulations must be
adopted unless the present evil is abated.
The medical fraternity are quick to re-
sent anything which reflects upon their
professional honor, but thus far they
have been strangely indifferent to the
reproach which is being brought upon
the whole profession by the misconduct
of a few. For we are glad to believe
that the great majority of the doctors
have honorably observed both the spirit
and the letter of the prohibition law. It
is the more incumbent upon these, there-

fore, to protect the good name of the

If it is true, as has been stated by the
newspapers, that the Medical Society of
New Brunswick has refused to allow the
chief inspector to appear before the body
and submit certain facts in his posses-
sion, that decision is to be deplored. It
is evident that the conditions that now
obtain call not only for legal action but
for disciplinary action by the Medical
Society. Not long ago we called atten-
tion to the fact that in Ontario the Medi-
cal Society there had served notice upon
certain offenders. that unless they mend-
ed their ways their ~right to practice
medicine within the province would be
cancelled. There are cases in this prov-
ince no less flagrant than those reported
from Ontario, and the unwillingness of
the law-abiding doetors to deal with the
criminal members of the profession is a
matter for profound regret. .

The people of New Brunswick have
not asked for the abolition of the bar
in order that the profits of the rumsellers
should be turned into the hands of a few
dishonorable and unscrupulous physi-
cians, If the doctors as a bady will not
deal with the offenders then a demand
should be made upon the chief inspector
to give the facts full publicity that the
public in general may apply the punish-
ment. But if the doctors refuse to take
any action as a body then they make
their vaunted professional honor a tawdry

thing, utterly unworthy of the noble tra-
ditions of the past.

FREAK POSTAGE STAMPS,

Many Philatelfoic Novelties Produced
During Great War.

Every war adds many curious postage
siatamps to the collcetor’s album, says Tit-

its.

A number were produced by the South
‘African War, some of the crudest con-
sisting of “provisioncls” issued by the
Boers during their occupation of Piet-
ersbutg. As the invaders did not seize
any stamps that they could over-print,
and as they had no appliances for en-
graving, they fell back on type-set labels
of the weirdest kind.

In the Graeco-Turkish War the Turks
issued similar freaks. The oddest was an
eight-sided stamp avowedly for the use
of the Turkish army of occupation in
Thessaly; but actually it was not ready
until the Turks were boarding their
transports to evacuate that country.

The great war has been prolific in
freak stamps. A remarkable specimen
is the so-called “Revolution Stamp” of
Russia—a stamp of the Romanoff type
with an over-print of a Phrygicn eap
and cross-swords. This is a sheer “fake.”
At the time of the revolution a dealer,
having in hand a large number of Ro-
manoff stamps, had them over-printed,
and so worked them off on the public.
In the confusion many passed through
the post undetected.

Curious, too, are some home-made
stamps issued by us during our occupa-
tion of Long Island, in ¢he Aegean Sea.
At first Turkish fiscal stamps, over-print-
ed, were used for postal purposes,
when these were exhausted a supply was
i’produced on ‘a typewriter. They were
iof all the colors of the rainbow.
| No less singular are whole series of
{ Polish stamps, because they have changed
their nationzlity twice. When the Ger-
mans invaded Poland they seized the
Polish stamps and Teutonized them by
printing an inscription on their face. Af-
ter the armistice the tables were turned.
Then authority reverted to the Poles,
{who, by obliterating the German sur-
{charge, brought the stamps back into
practically their eriginal position.

THE FOURTH OF JULY. |

For many years the Fourth of July
has been honored in England as well as
“in the United States, but never so gen-
erally and heartily as today. On the
last American Decoration Day the Eng- |
lish people decorated the graves of Amer-
ican_soldiers in England, thus entering

Today across the water there will be no
thought of the ancient feud, except in
terms of regret, and the heart of every
American in Great: Britain will be
warmed by the evidence of hearty good-
will. On ths day the words of President
Wilson in reply to King George’s greet-
ing on his departure for America are of
special significance. He said:

“It gives me deep pleasure to express
to you my conviction of the truth of
your generous message concerning the
great ends which haye been created be:
tween your own great people and ours.
We are on the eve of realizing, more than
we could realize them at the time, the

mere ordinary man. He was not mental-
ly greater than mu(y other men, but
there was one great quality of which he
had more than most others and that was

humanity.”

We are told that Mr. Ross developed
a hatred of party politics, and that he
had matured plans to start a Seturday
weekly in Amherst next autumn that
would represent all he thought was best
in life. But that was not to be. The
News staff under his direction was “a
happy family,” which regards his loss as
irreparable. The News writer concludes
his review with this -notable eulogy:—

“He has gone to his last home. He
was not afraid to look up to the ever-
lasting hills, and to him the last voyage
of all was not a voyage in the dark. It
was to him the venture unafraid. There
was an immense yearning for the touch
of that vanished hand and for the sound
of a voice that was stilled.

THE PUBLIC HEALTH.

Referring to the good accomplished by
public health nurses and health work in
the schools, the Buffalo Commercial says:

1t Is announced by the state health
department that graduates of state nor-
mal schools must qualify hereafter to
teach public health. Furthermore, a syl-
labus in health courses covering every
grade in the public schools has been pre-
pared as an aid in giving the children in-
struction in the care of their bodies. The
way to obtain healthy adults, of course,
is to begin with the children.”

At a meeting of the National Council
of Rducation in Milwaukee recently the
extension of health education to the rural
schools was advocated. A report of the
meeting guotes Josephine Corliss Preston,
Washington state superintendent of pub-
lic instruction as saying there were 15,-
000,000 ‘defective’ children in the United
States, and that out of 887 representa-
tive counties which she studied, only 2
per cent were conducting what she re-
garded as an efficient hezlth programme,

DOCTORS' PRESCRIPTIONS FOR
“ LQUGR - DNTARD

Toronto, Ont, July 8—“It is an open
fact that the facility with which liquor
is obtained in the province,” said J. D.
Flavelle, chairman of the license com-
mission yesterday afternoon, to Toronte
physicians whom he warned to issue few
prescriptions.

“What would you regard as a maxi-
mum,” one doctor asked.

“Ninety per cent of the physicians who
issue prescriptions do not issue more than
ten a month,” replied Mr. Flavelle.

“The president of the medical council
has suggested that fifty a month should
be the limit. This board cannot set any
limit. but we propose to take action
against any physicians who issue in ex-
cess of 200 a month, and perhaps we may
reduce that figure.”

Personally Mr. Flavelle expressed thé

opinion that'no doctor should give more
than 100 perscriptions a month. He ex-
plained that liquor should be prescribed
in case of illness only.

In Ontario.

In a review of the past year'’s work of
the Council of the College of Physicians
and Surgeons of Ontario in convention in
this city, the abuse of the Ontario Tem-
perance Act by members of the profes-
sion was greatly deplored, but improve-
ment in the future is hoped for. For the
year ending April 8, 1917, there were
seventy-three prosecutions against forty-
six doctors, resulting in fifty-eight con-
victions against forty doctors, the fines
ranging from $10 to $1,200. Six convic-
tions were registered against one man,

gur against three, three against another,
and two convictions each against two
others. .

Recently the Ontario Board of License
Commissioners obtcined evidence of sev-
eral doctors in the province, having issued
more than 1,000 prescriptions for liquor
per month, one going as high as 1,500.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION

. lution Regarding Research Jnsti-
tute

The St. John Branch of the Engineer-
ing Institue of Canada met last evening,
with A. Gray in the chair, to discuss fur-
ther the dratt of an “Act Respecting the
Enginegring_Ptofession,” so that all the
members would have opportunity fully to
understand’, this subject before register-
ing their opinion in regard to it. ‘

This draft of act was drawn up in’
Montreal last April by a committee of
delegates from the sixteen branches of
the institute in Canada, and is now be-
ing submitted to the membership at large
for their approval, the ballot clpsing on
the 15th inst. |

The matter of legislation has been
given a great deal of attention by the
engineering profession during the last
year, as it is felt that both the engineer
and the public should be better protect-
ed than at present.

The proposed plan is to form an as-
sociation of all technical engineers In
each province, each association, through
its council to appoint a board of exam-
iners, to look after registrations, and all
other work necessary for the operation of
the act.

Should the act become law, each en-
gineer in the province will have to apply -
for registratign and prove to the exam- |
ining board, éither by credentizls or by
examination, or by both, that he is quali-|
fied by special education and by practise |
in one or more branches of engineering to
be registered as a “professional engineer.”
Penclties are.ptovided for those men who
are not qualified or who do not register,
yet practise as professional engineers.

The committee appointed to confer|
with the Civil Service Commission have’
notified the branch that the Civil Service
Act will not be passed this session, as
there has been considercble protest from |
various employees in regard to their |
classification, which would work unjustly |
in their cases, and the government, real- |
jzing that the preparation of the act has |
been rushed, has decided to hold it over|
to the fall session and so give every per-
son who may be discriminated against
under the present proposed schedule a |
chance to state their cases.

Sixteenth Brigade Canadian Artillery To
Start For Home Soon

Been With General Ironsides for Last - Six
Months; Captain Mowatt of Campbeliton
Only Officer to Lose Life; Military Cross
Pinned on Breast as Death Was Near;
Guns Inferior to Bolshevists’

London, July 3—(By C. A. P.)—Can-
ada’s very latest fighting soidiers have
just arrived 'at Ripon, bearing triumph-
antly the shell case of the very last shot
fired by Canadians. This  interesting
batch of fighters consists of the 16th
Brigade Canadian/ Artillery which for
the last six months has been assisting
General Ironsides commanding the fight-
ing against the Bolshevists in northern
Russia. The brigade will sail homeward
at the end of the month. ;

Roughly speaking, it was divided in
four sections. This Canadian artillery
thas been assisting General Ironsides and

_. Phis mixed command of British, Ameri-

-

can and French in operations over an
area of some 200 miles. The whele bri-
gade at Ripon today looked very fit and
was extremely good-humored and con-
tented in spirit this week. It has as
creditable a record as any force. It was
mobilized from the Canadian artillery
reserve at Witley in October, Practically
all the members are returned casualties
from France, about ten per cent being
members of the original Canadian di-
vision. Tt was a purely voluntary force,
but most carefully picked, The officers
include Colonel C. H. L. Sharman, com-
mandant, Ottawa; Captains J. A, Bruge,
Truro; A. A. Gillis, New Brunswick;
J. D. Winslow, New Brunswick. .
The brigade arrived at Archangel on
Oct. 1, and within three days they were

engaged.

Officers and men attempted to
some connected account of their expeti-
ence both of the country and of the
enemy, but admitted the whole business
was about as mixed as Russian affairs
generally are. Fighting, some maintain,
‘was somewhat of guerilla fashion. Bol-
shevists, they say, had guns of superior
.range to our men’s. Regarding this, it
"should be said that the British authori-
ties were solely responsible for arming
the whole force, the Canadians supplying
only personnel for their artillery. There
was a notable attack by 500 Bolshevists
against fifty odd Canadian artillerymen
who were holding a village.  Fighting
continued for nine hours and the Cana-
dians were obliged to abandon their hold
but eventually re-took the place. |

In January there started a fierce desul-
tory battle which continued some two
months, the enemy numbering about
6,000, General Ironsides’ force being
around 1,500, including the 68th battery,
Canada. General Ironsides was com-
pelled to retreat sixty miles, bringing
with him all his wounded but leaving
everything else.

Captain Mowatt Gave Life,

The Canadian force for this campaign
totalled twenty-two officers and 900 men.

The casualties during the whole cam- |

paign were one officer and six others
killed and twenty wounded. The officer
killed was Captain. Mowatt of Camp-~
bellton, and Colonel Sherman.handed to
the Canadian Associated Press a pathetic
little account how he heard of Captain
Mowatt being near his end and managed
to reach him and pinned on his breast
%2 Military Cross which he had earned
‘earlier in the expedition.

Colonel Sherman said the Bolshevists
were well officered and the men were

good fighters in the earlier stages but!
their morale declined very semsibly when ,

they began conscripting peasants demob-
ilized from imperial Russian army.
Other members of the Canadian bri-
gade speak with wonder how they found
Germans serving with the Bolshevists,
of how the whole Russian force osten-
sibly supporting the Allied forces sud-
denly mutinied, killed all their officers
and joined the Bolshevists. The enemy
were never short of ammunition. They
thought nothing of using thousands of
shells a day. This ammunition, our men
says had doubtless been supplied with
Allied money in the earlier days of the
war. ’
The Canadians, as already stated,think
the whoie business a puzzling mixup.
They say the other Allied forces are
still pursuing much the same style of
,)\\whting in the same districts and as far

a8 their judgment goes this fighting may
continue indefinitely without tangible re-
sult. The Canadians maintain that,while
the life was strenuous, there was no un-
due. hardship, supplies being satisfac-
tory. They insist, though, that the 18-
pounders which formed the major por-
tion of our artillery, was a poor weapon
agai:;.t such guns as the Bolshevists pos-
sess

Colonel C. H. L. Sharman, mentioned
in this despatch, commanded the 7th
Canadian Field Artillery Brigade in
France and in the summer of 1917 was
sent to England as chief gunnery, in-
structor at the Canadian school of gun-
nery at Shorncliffe and later at Witley.
It was at the latter place that he organ-
ized the artillery detachment
northern Russian campaign.

Captain Mowatt was originally with
the 24th Field Battery at Fredericton
and sailed with that unit from Halifax
in February, 1915. He had a splendid
military record before volunteering for
the Russian expedition,

SOME CASES IN ST. JORN

These Give Indication of the Cop-

The question of how best to care for
the feeble-minded part of the population
of St. John is one that of late-has been
exercising ; the minds of social -workers
to some extent. Thewavercge citizen of
St. John has no idea of the extent of this
problem. Social workers are continually
being. brought face to face with it and
during
their visitation work know something of
it. Still it is true that nothing has been

from time to time the Children’s Aid
Society has been appealed to in the mat-
ter and it has always endeavored to al-
leviate conditions when possible. Its
powers, however, have been necessarily
limited and indeed at times it has been
forced to remain inactive as no solution
of the problem in hand seemed attain-
able. Rev. George Scott; agent of the so-
ciety, has gathered some fzets about local
cases as well as some in other counties.
Chief of Police Rideout of Moncton
writes that there. are dozens of cases
there that have come under his personal
observation, and doubtless the same is
true of police chiefs in all other centres
of population in the province. Following
are some of these cases. No names are
given, but all of them are cases which
call for institutiona cazgi:,

Case A.—(Kings Qetinty). Family
where father and mother were both
feeble-minded. There were eight chil-
dren, all of whom are als¢*feeble-minded.
Four of the children, *he. bidest, have
been inmates of reformatory institutions
for theft &nd incgndiarism.

Case B.~2{Westiorland County.) Girl
twelve years . .old, Sentenced to the Mari-
time Home in Truro for theft. Owing to
her mental condition the authorities at
the Home could do nothing with her, and
she was sent back to Moncton. As a final
means to keep her off the streets she was
sent to the Home of the Good Shepherd
in this city. ~

Case C.—G@Girl eighteen years old, ar-
rested in Moncton for vagrancy.  Owing
to her mental condition the authorities
there could do nothing and they were
finally compelled to let her go on su-
spended sentence.

,€Case D.—Girl arrested in Moncton. In
this case the zuthorities are endeavoring
to find some organization willing to as-
sume the care of the unfortunate.

' Case E.—(St. John). Girl fourteen
vears old, living with father and step-
mother. She was sent to school, but it
did. her little good. Her people try.to
care for her, but in spite of all their ef-
forts she frequently escapes their vigil-
ance and stays out very late at night.

Case F.—Boy, twelve years old. Mo-
ther was a notorious drunkard and was
otherwise well known to the police. Boy
Industrial

iwasg sent to St. Patrick’s
| School, Silver Falls.

Case G.—Girl, fifteen years old, sen-
itenced to a reformatory institution for
theft. Mother is also apparently feeble-
' minded.

Case H—Boy, five vears old. Father
and mother both confirmed drunkards.
The lad was not only feeble-minded but
epileptic, and said to have dangerous in-
cendicry tendencies. He is now in Sil-
ver Falls.

Case 1T.—@Girl, sixteen years old, had: to
be placed in an_jnstitution where she
gave birth to an illegitimate child. She is
in such a condition mentally. that it
would be disastrous to have her at large.

‘Case J—This was a family that came

from Prince Edward Island to St. John.
The father was feeble-minded and the
woman was very immoral. There are
five children, all small. The father has
now gone back to the island with his
children, but the mother refused to ac-
company him. It'is said that before he
went away he sold her to a returned sol-
dier with whom she was infatuated.
' Case K.—Girl, eleven years old, one of
a family of seven children. The father
is none too bright and the mother is very
loose in -her morals. The little girl is a
congenizl idiot. She has been known to
be on the street at night with nothing on
but a boy’s coat thrown around her and
a pair of rubbers on her feet.

Case L.—This family came from Kings
county to St. John. The father enlisted,
but owing to his physical and mental
condition was not allowed to go overseas.
The .mother was also feeble-minded.
There are three children, all of them in
the same condition. They were finally
sent back to Kings county.

Case M.—In this case the father had
also enlisted. Although he is said to
have been feeble-minded, he was over-
seas. The miother was incapable of look-
ing after herself. She left. her baby in
o certain house and hours after she was
found wandering aimlessly about by the
police matron. She was sent with her
baby to the Municipal Home for shelter
and protection.

Case N.—The mother of this family is
feeble-minded. She:- was married twice.

ABNORMAL STATE
OF SHOE MARKET

Footwear Prices in Boston so High That
Both Manufacturers' and Buyers Are
Reluctant to Enter Into Contracts

Boston, Mass.—Tonditions in  the
wholesale departments of the Boston shoe
market are more active in the cbstract,
than in reality. The fact is, prices have

attained such lofty heights that man-
ufacturers are as timorous in accepting
orders as buyers are in offering them.
This state of things also exists in the|
leather district, therefore taken as a unit;
these two markets are in a very unset-
tled state.

It is fallacious to talk about the bot-
tom dropping out of any of the leading
markets. Today footwear is costing
lot of money, and must continue to do
so, just so long as there are two buy-
ers, or more, for every foot or pound of
leather, and foreign agents stand ready
to bid on any 'lot of stock in sight, sold,
but not delivered. \

It is common knowledge that the price
of any-commodity rests upon facts and
conditions found in the parent or raw
stock ‘markets. - Considering hides' and
skins, “the " foundation “upon which the
cost of leather and shoes should be fig-
ured, an approximate average advance of
either does not show,- nor never. has
shown, a replacement value, however ex-
orbitant prices may appear to the buyers.
Those who 'should be well informed
state that from the so-called rnormal
times up to ‘the present; hides have ad-
vanced 800 per cent and skins 800 to 400
ver cent. and notwithstanding this, the
demand is so great, and so far surpasses
the supply that tanners and curriers have
gold their output up to the latter part of
next fall. !

Now, as drastic as ‘the conditions are
to the manufacturers of shoes, they can
with reasonable certainty contract: for
supply, but none can tell what new ex-
penses may spring up ' among factory
help, and blast a seeming profit on con-
tracts booked, or going through the
works.

That reactions are inevitable no one
denies, but it is a conservative assertion,
that with labor prices here to stay, var-
ied only by an occasional increased wage,
or reduced working limitations, a world-
wide demand for leather, and things
made from it, and hight: cost of every-
thing required by the:people, the initial
values put upon footwear may not dis-
close recessions appreciable to consumers,
for-many months to come. °

Today is the anniversary of the birth
(1826) of the great Lord Dufferin, gov-
ernor-general of Canada from 1872 to
1878. T.ord Dufferin came to Rideau
Hall at a most critical period in Cana-
dian history. 'Discord was still rampant
over Confederation, accomplished only a
few years before. The east thought the
west was getting more than it was en-
titled to and vice versa, and the question
was, Would Confederation live? Queen
Victoria and Lord John Russell met the
.occasion with their accustomed wisdom.
They sent Frederick, Lord Dufferin,noted
even then for statecraft and for the
matchless quality of saying delightful
ithings, and these two attributes charmed
the people of Canada then, and his words
ring with truth even unto the present
day. Lord and Lady Dufferin arrived
at Quebec full of enthusiasm and buoy-
ancy, and at once turned Rideau Hall
into a blaze of social radiance, The layish
.hand of the young. Irish couple was
everywhere seen and a reign of hospital-
ity such as commenced then has never
since been surpassed, as old-time cab-
men in Ottawa will confirm, for even
these lads were soon enchained to his
#xcellency’s chariot, due to his Raleigh-
like chivalry and kindness in erecting
winter shelters for them.

Swift Popularity,

Once settled in Ottawa, the influence
of this great man began to be felt across
the whole country. His popularity sprang
up as if by magic. His earlier speeches
withered the seeds of discontent, and in
their stead came the flowers of tranquil-
ity and national happiness. By a wis-
dom bequeathed of a famous ancestry—
the Sheridan stock—he led the way, and
by eloquence he charmed away fears and
painted pictures of the future of Canada
)which bave never since been improved

upon. Across the whole country he trav-

eled, never weary of the task, even going
to British Columbia by the long Frisco
route, for there was no C.' P. R. in those
days. Here he found Confederation a
rampant issue. One arch under which
he was supposed to drive, read, “Equal
Rights or Separation.” This he refused
to pass under unless it was changed to
“Equal Rights or Reparation.” A few
days and a few speeches and sentiment
changed, and when Lord and Lady Duf-
ferin left the Pacific coast that portion
of Canada was as firmly welded to Con-
federation as ‘any other,

tional freindship by courtly eloquence
that left many an audience, not only
charmed and enthusiastic, but marvel-
ling that such a man existed in the Brit-
ish Empire. When he returned to To-
ronto from the west he was filled with
an outlook that put. many a native to
shame. Bubbling over, he crystallized
into speech what he had seen' on the!
prairies,- and in the Rockies, and his elo-
quence placed a value upon things Cana-
'dians little dreamed of before, He kindled
the fires of patriotism which all through
the years kept gathering strength and
burst into one trenemdous flame in 1914.
Lord Dufferin in those days took To-
ronto by storm, and so did the beautiful
and accomplished Lady Dufferin.

A Famous Speech,

They went hand in hand, captivating
the multitude, and at this particular time
his exeellency delivered what is known
in history as his “Toronto Club speech,
1874,” which for foresight and pictar-
esqueness has never been' surpassed as
many a school book shows, and many a
.school child knows. At this time, too,
being' a sportsman, afloat and ashore, he
donated a medal for single sculling to
the Argoraut Rowing Club, which has
been competed for yearly ever since; he
opened Dufferin School, on Berkely
street, Toronto, in which he always after
took a kindly interest,; and which after
his death Lady Dufferisi carried on; he
curled in the old Mutus} street rink, and
made hosts of friends; he went coasting
on the hills; he and Lady Dufferin went
everywhere mingling with the people in
a human way, and after forty years their
courtly acts still stand out, as stars in
the firmament of friendship.

SOLIDARITY OF CITIZENSHIP.

To the Editor of the Times-Star:
Sir,—The “One Big Union,” not of
labor ranks only, but'of the whole citi-
zenship of Canada, male and female, is
the only measure that can save the coun-

try from social, industrial and financial

disaster due to a further continuance of
unbalanced conditions and conflict of
interests.

Soldier or civilian, employer or em-
ploye, capitalist or laborer, the inequali-
ties, injustice and suffering: of the past
and present, notwithstanding, our lives
and interests, as one big family, are
bound up in, an ned by the
measure of unity or division, the solid-
arity or instability of our citizenship.

Mrs. Bothwell Had Giveh up

Absence of the former is wholly respon-
sible for the conditions that have brought
Canada to the present impasse.

We are faced with a choice of:

A. A continuation of instability and
increasing unrest, wherein ‘part of the

population, without national direction,| |
is producing a portion only of the neces-| |
saries of life, and doing such other ser-| |

vice ‘as carries us along in a slip-shod
existence, in .order that the more fortu-
nate may lead a demoralizing life of
idle, wasteful luxury, until such condi-
tions end in early and inevitable revolu-
tion. .

B. Solidarity of citizenship and na-
tional interests, the adoption, acceptance
and enforcement of a safe and sane
middle-class democracy, based upon a
fifty-fifty of national service and of leis-
ure and pleasure for all: of nationally
directed production upon a self-support-
ing basis, and the stabilizing of remuner-
ation for service with the cost of living
and of value of exchange, based upon
the time-cost of production and distrib-
ution, whereby a permanent balance may
be established.

We have great problems to solve,grave
injustices to redress, wrongs to right,
but we can never raise Canada to the
coming “world standard” by -hanging on
to one another’s throats or by rough-
house methods of any description. A
united people, a true democracy, does
not tolerate an auntocracy of labor or of
returned soldiers, or/of any other form
of despotic, factional or party—political
control, any more than it or labor is
tolerant of any autocracy of capital

The solution depends upen combined
commensense and determined action,
through constitutional methods and by
peaceful means.

Time is pregnant with catastrophe, so

let us lose no time in burying the dead
past under a nation-wide organization of
“Solidarity of Citizenship” and in rais-
ing the new standard of democracy.
. Can we look to the public press of
Canada to give a whole-hearted advo-
cacy and voluntary assistance to such a
movement? Can we look to existing or-
ganizations and societies of democratic
tendencies to drop factional efforts and
take a leading part in the consolidating
of the forces of citizenship? Can we look
to those, who have _had four years’ su-
preme experience in the practical mo-
bilization and direction of forces, to take
a leading part in the mobilization of
citizenship and the orderly direction of
the advance movement? ;

Above all, can we look, without fear
or disappointment, to all who are active-
ly or passively comnected with industry,
agriculture, trade or commerce, to keepl
the wheels turning, and- to ameliorate as
far as possible, all causes for disaffec-
tion, in order to expedite the inaugura-
tion of the system, and avert further
unnecessary suffering, waste and na-
tional loss meanwhile?

There are many, including the writer,
who, without remuneration, are ready to
devote their services and means to the
work of organization and reconstruction,
but we must look to the men and wo-
men of the younger generation, who will
constitute: the brains and sinew of the
“New Canada,” to carry the standard.

As a . practical start toward
organiaztion I am submitting. these sug-
gestions to as many through-
out Canada as possible, inviting each
community ,town or city to form its own
preliminary “Solidarity of Citizenship”
and from these evolve a provincial com-
mittee, representative of all interests, in
numbers proportionate to population on
the basis of one for each 50,000.

These committees to meet at Ottawa
as a provisional parliament (without in-
terference meanwhile with existing gov-
ernment) and draft the general principles
which. would form the basis of a new
constitution, for submission to a general
vote of the whole population of voting
age, for acceptance or rejection. If re-
jected to be redrafted until accepted by
a two-third majority.

Immediately thergafter a dominion
election would be in order, and it would
devolve upon the elected to put the new
constitation in form of practical Pro-
cedure ‘and enforce it. y

Bat it was the good roads idea that ex-
cited the most ridicule and that led to
the famous army being formed. Coxey
expected that the appearance jin Wash-
ington of a number of men who had
walked from Massilon, Ohio, and ~an-ived
covered with mud, would present a strik-
ing object lesson of the need for improved
ronds. When he announced his plan it
excited much attention, most of it of a
waggish sort, especially since
an “army” of men. The people expected
to see the unemployed by the tens of
thousands tramping across the country.

Opposed to the pessimists, who be-
Beve that this is a time when most peo-
ple would be more willing to quit the
earth than any other time in their ex-
perience is Chauncey M. Depew, who
was eighty-five years old the other day.
“Every day brings me a thrill now,” he

.says. “It is a great thing to have lived
through a period when more history has
been made than in centuries before. I
have gone through more in my lifetime
than my father, my grandfather and my
great-grandfather in the total years of
their lives.” Looking back over his own
career, which includes service in the
American Civil War, ‘Mr. Depew says
that he thought then he had “struck the
high. point"in; events,” but realizes now
that those times were nothing compared
0o this day. “This period gives one an
appetite for living,” is the way the for-
mer Republican senator puts it. A man
who takes this view at the age of eighty-

The driver jumped down and
picked up the cigar. What has become
of that driver nobody knows; perhaps he
is dead. But Chauncey Depew is alive
and well. .

K BARRY WL SUCCEED CONNE
MACK A5 MANAGER OF ATHLETCS

Reperts of Dissention in Red Sox Camp
Confirmed — Wanted Jatk Back as
Manager

Boston, July 4—Jack Barry will be the
next manager of the Philadelphia Ath-
letics, succeeding Connie Mack, who will
announce his retirement from the
“bench” in -the near future—possibly be-
fore the American League cellar cham-
pions depart on a second western trip
early in July. Such is the information
that wafted in yesterday from Philadel-
phia as an echo to the big swgp that
sent  Barry and Amos Strunk back to
the Athletics in exchange for Bobby
Roth and Maurice Shannon.

Negotiations between the Boston and
Philadelphia club were opened three
weeks ago as the Red Sox were return-
ing from a disastrous western trip. The
fact that Harry Frazee handed over two
players who were rated as a $50,000 as-
set less than two years ago for an -out-
fielder who has failed to get along with
two American League managers, and a
young infielder confirms thé rumors of
internal dissension in the B#&ton club.

- It is pretty well understood, now that
either Barry or Ed Barrow had to go,
and Frazee sacrificed his former man-
ager in an effort to help his present posi-
‘tion and stop the rumors of internal dis-
sension in the ranks.

The Red Sox have not made any se-
cret of the fact that they are disgruntled.
A powerful cligue en the team charged
Barrow with inability to handle players
tactfully and with non-employment of
up-to-date baseball strategy, and de-
clared in favor of Barry as manager. It
will be remembered that “Black Jack”
led the team in 1917, and his enlistment
in the navy that fall created a vacancy
that Frazee filled “by engaging Barrow.

Lately the situation was intolerable
for both Barry and Barrow. Frazee, of
course, was in a quandary. As an-owner
he demands results, If he gave way to
the Bolshevik element on his ball_club
and got rid of Ed Barrow he would un-
doubtedly start a row, as Barrow is not
a gent who,quits under fire ;,no matter
what else they may say of him,

Barry, on the other hand, was embar-
rassed by the knowledge that the other
Boston players believed he should be re-
instated as manager. Outbreaks of this
feeling naturally made awkward situa-
tions for him, and Barrow certainly
must have stored up some resentment.

It appears, therefores; that Frazee
finally acted by throwing his support to
the man he employs to get results. The
passing of Barry may be & happy solu-
tion of the difficulties of the Red Sox.

BLIND SOLDIER GOES OVERSEAS

NURSE CAVELL IN STONE.

In a desolate quarry midway between
Bodmin and Camelford, on the moors
of ‘North- Cornwall, Eng, a memorial
is being fashioned out of granite to the
memory of Nurse Cavell.

One of the huge pieces is rapidly
nearing completion, under the guidance
of Sir George, Frampton, who is giving
his services.

The figure represents a woman, with
arms half upraised, nursing a little child
on her lap, whilst underneath, on the
‘base of the monument, is carved a Ccross
“The group is symbolical of the stronger
nations protecting the smaller and weak-
the emblem
of mercy.

The whole group, too, is carved in the
form of a cross, giving special signifi-
cance to the order to which Nurse Cavell
belonged. .

Another huge block of granite near
by has a big lion carved on it, with
head erect and mane bristling. Tram-
pled beneath its feet is a serpent,writh-
ing, but defeated.

The total weight of the .memorial
when finished will be about 170 tons,
with a height of about 40 feet. The
group will probably be erected near
the National Gallery.
