Every hope is felt 'in. diplomatic circles
here that coercive measures ggainst Monte-
negro, with all their ugly possibilities, will
now be avoided. This week has admitted-
ly been most anxious and critical, and on
Thursday immediate independent Austrian
action seemed  inevitable. Following the
fall of Scutari, the Austro-Hungarian am-
bassadors informed the different govern-
ments that their government considered.
the action of King Nicholas in taking
Bcutari a defiance of the powers which
should receive prompt and decisive pun-
ishment. They proposed that the powers
“ould land troops on the coast, or take
ome other step, obviously meaning that
the powers should request Austria to in-
vade Montenegrin territory. To this the
powers replied, requesting delay before
action. The powers are still resolved to
insist on the surrender of Scutari to Al-
bania, and the real question now at issue
is ome of terms. Montenegro has, it is be-
lieved, refused an offer of monetary com-
pensation alone, and Austria bitterly op-
poses any compensation. It is suggested
that Montenegro would accept terms giv-
ing her freer access to the sea and an
easier way to her new frontier town .of
Ipek.

London, April 26—Although the Scott

had passed $250,000 early in March, Mrs.

Beyond
this pension, awarded by the admiralty
and a few pounds from the Daily ' Tele-
graph fund, she has received nothing.

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THE SCHOOL TEACHERS

That the Canadian Clubs should give
their support to a campaign in favor of
better salaries for school teachers was one
of the suggestions made to the Canadian
Club of Calgary by Mr. J. A. Valiquette,
in a discussion of methods by which the
efficiency and value of these clubs might
be increased. It is interesting to people
in the Maritime Provinces to learn that
the west believes its school teachers are
underpaid, in view of the fact that they
ave very much better paid than the teach-
ers of tlrese provinces. The Calgary News-
Telegram, commenting on the address of
Mr. Valiquette, points out that to no
class in the Dominion is more important
work assigned in the matter of upbuilding
& nation than to the school teachers. It
therefore agrees with Mr. Valiquette that
they should constitute a carefully picked
profession and be paid accordingly. To
secure this result, however, it is necessary
to offer salaries on a level with what these
cavefully selected people might earn were
they to devote their talents to other work.
As il is, the profession offers so little en-
couragement that it is merely used as a
stepping stone to another sphere of ac-
tivity, or it fails to attract many who
would be best qualified to teach the youth
of Canada. The News-Telegram urges that
the feachers be paid in proportion to the
value of the services they render to the
state, and says that if this were done Can-
ada would have an educational system un-
1ivalled in the worid. The Winnipeg Tri-
bune quotes with approval the remarks of
Mr. Valiquette and the Calgary newspaper,
and adds the practical observation that “a
man or a woman cannot give their best
gervices to any cause if they are worried
over making ends meet, to say nothing of | ©
laying by a few pennies for a rainy day.”
1t there is need for discussion of this sort
in the western provinces, how much great-
er must be the nced where salaries are
very much lower, as for example in the
province of New Brunswick.

SPIRITUAL BROTHERHOOD

In connection with the discussion on
the subject of church union, and a closer
fellowship between the members of differ-
ent churches, it may be noted that there
is a Baptist church in a town in Saskatche-
wan whose members are reported in the
press to have adopted the follownpg reso-
lution:

“That every believer in Christ recogniz-
ing Him as Master and Lord, who mani-
fests the Christian spirit and evident will-
ingness to assist in the bringing in of His
Kingdom on earth may be admitted as &
member of this cburch on the recommenda-
tion of the advisory committee.”

It is further stated that this resolution
was adopted without”a dissenting voice,
and that the purpose of the members of
the chureh was to enable the people repre-
eenting various types of Christianity to
come together in a common spiritual
brotherhood. If that is the spirit of the
west, then the west is somewhat in ad-
vance of the east in this matter. It is a
singular fact that persons who associate
together most heartily in all the relations
of life, with the exception of their relig-
lous devotions, are content to act in re-
ligious matters as if each doubted very

much whether the other had any religion

at all. And yet it is not to that to which
they subscribe, but to that which they
live in their lives, that we turn for the
evidence to prove whether men have any
real religion. '

SOCIAL PROBING

The Detroit News makes some thought-
ful observations on the extent to which
the “social evil” has invaded fiction and
the drama, and the sociological books of
the time. What the News says on this
subject is worthy of consideration. We
quote:—

“A good deal of this social probing and
social reforming is effective. The war on
the white slavers is one of the most cred-
itable things in which this generation bas
engaged itself. But it is the merest seg-
ment of the circle. Economic
wrongs are of vastly more importance,
though perhaps of less mental interest. It
is perhaps more natural to be interested in
the morals of the man and the woman next
door, than it is to be interested in their
economic welfare, and their intrinsic hap-
piness, When we have discovered that
economics underlies morals, we will busy
ourselves more with the rights of our
neighbor than we will with his or her per-
gonal habits. We will rightly concern our-
selves with our neighbors’ morals, but not
to the exclusion of our real sociological
duty. The rights of decent people have
& certain, if nmot a prior claim to our at-
tention. Why should it be necessary to
be a white slave in order to engage the
solicitude of social workers? Perhaps some
day scandal will attach equally strong to
economic wrongs, as it mow attaches to
personal license.”

A yoke bib for very small babies is of
big enough proportions to be a real protec-
tion for the glip.

" Mr, Williamson is confident that his
scheme will yield huge dividends and that
it will be a paying proposition from the
start. A competent manager will be se-
cured and he will be placed in conmtrol
of the farm, which will embrace several
thousand acres and which will be equipped
with buildings necessary to yield great
returns.

The promoters of the scheme who are
supposed to include Hon. Hugh Arm-
strong, provincial treasurer of Manitoba,
anticipate that thie company will prove
something in the nature of an experiment
al farm for the surrounding muuicipal}-
ties and that it will be a boon to agri-
culturists in this way.

NATIONAL MONUMENTS

OF FRANCE

(Times’ Special Gorrespondence)
Paris, April 14—All whe know Paris, and
all who are coming over this year to have

their first look at the gay city, will be
interested in the result of a curious in-
ventory which hae just been taken by the
French govergment. The objects invven-
toried were the national monumenis of
France, the actual cash vaiue of each cf
which has been figured out, so n™w, for
the first time, it is posesible for the visitor
to this country to realize, when he :tands
before the Louvre, the Pantheon or the
Elysee Palace, exactly what sum of morey
it ,represents. 7
Many of these figures are stupendous
and, huge as they are, they represent
merely the brick and mortar value of ench
building and ‘monument, “as if,” to guote
the official report, “there were a question
of constructing them at the oresent day,
without taking into account the value of

the site;” nor, 1t might be addad in many
cagses of the value of the contunts of the
buildings.

As a result of this inventory, the whole
value of the national monuments— from
the Louvre itself to the least valuable one
in the list—the memorial to Marshal Ney
—ig 1,705,246,408 france, or roughly, $359,-
049,300. The most valuable item in the
list is mot the Louvre, but the famous
former royal palace at Versailles, which,
as a building alone, is worth more than
$144,,000,000. The Louvre and what is left
of the Tuileries represent $56,874,400 and
the famous Paris Opera House $10,000,000.
One could, it seems, rebuild the Pantheon
for practically the same figure, while the
Luxembourg is worth $1,025,000, and the
Elysee Palace, the residence of the Presi-
dent of France, a paltry $047,600.

Not so long ago, a French millionairess
desired to buy the Are de Triomphe,

which Napoieon built to celebrate his vie-
tories, and under which the Prussians

marched into Parie, and to remove it on
the ground that it interfered with the
view from her bedroom window, but was
informed that- the arch was not for sale.
Now it appears that the monument would
have cost her, ae it stands, $4,000,000. 1f
anybody wished to rebuild the gilt and
gingerbread of the Trocadero it would cost
him $2,500,000, while to replace the Palais
Royale, near which D’Artagnan and his
comrades fought the cardinal’s guards,
would cost $6,872,400.

The value of the Church of the Invalidea
and the Tomb of Napoleon is, roughly
$8,600,000, and that of the Vandome Col
umn $800,000.

French §eneral’s View
of British Fleet
Assistance

WOMEN IN THE ARMY

Visit From King Alfense of Spain
Expected in Paris Early Next
Month — Further Regulations
For Safety in Regard te Films

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
Paris, April 12—General de Lacroix con-
tributes an article to the “Temps” in
which he deals with statements recently
made in an English newepaper to the ef-

fect that the assistance given indirectly
to the French army by a British fleet
would be equivalent to an increase of ite
forces by 500,000 men, and, secondly, that
England should aid France at sea and
Russia should aid her on land. General
de Lacroix states that coast defence is
entrusted to’ second line troops, which
could have no place on the Meuse or
Moselle. The presence of the British
fleet might prevent a few attempts at
bombardment, but it would not increase
the French troops on the eastern frontier
by a single man or gun. Moreover, as
concerns the troops in Algeria, they
would under any circumstances be brought
back to France. The support of an Eng-
lish fleet in the Mediterranean might
facilitate their voyage, but even without
it they would be brought back.

As for Italy, it is doubtful how far the
fear of naval bombardments would pre-
vent her from joining in a war, as the
most  violent naval bombardments known
to history have never had more than very
limited  military  results. Italy, like
France, possesses seconaary forces to
guard her coast, and can ‘keep her first
line troops for a more important military
object. It would consequently be impos-
sible for France to withdraw her troops
from the Alps to. the eastern frontier
merely on account of the support of the
British navy.

“Consequently,” writes General de La-
croix, in words which are endorsed by
prominent French statesmen of nearly
every shade of opinion, “it is incorrect
to state that the support of the British
fleet will “enable France to throw half a
million more men on her eastern flontier
at the beginning of a war. It will in no
way modify the employment or distribu-
tion of her forces; and England must regl-
ize that during this period, which is far
the most important, the assistance that
ghe will give France will . consist exclu-
sively of the effective aid of her army
fighting in co-operation with the French
troops om the continent.”

As for the idea that England should aid
France at ses, while Russia aids her on
land, General de Lacroix writes that this
point of view is a misunderstanding of
what is to be expected from an entente
or even an alliance between countries so
distinet and distant as Evgland, France,
and Russia. A strong and united nation
like Germany could always exploit the
temporary weakness of any one of her
adversaries or that divergence of interesis
which must exist between them in certain
matters. If the German element, cut off
from the Mediterranean by the young
‘Balkan nations, endeavored to press to-
wards the North Sea to take its revenge,
and abandoned its advance towards the
east for an advance towards the west, if
it set its hand more or less discreetly on
the so-called Teutonic states of Belgium,
Holland, or Denmark, at once the balance
of power in Europe, the command of the
geas, and the Triple Entente would be
in jeopardy. .

General de Lacroix eonsiders that thel

English point of view should be that it ‘s
unwise at first to put the Triple En-
tente to too severe a test by throwing the
principal burden, that of the actual fight-
ing, on Russia in a conflict the issue of
which directly interests @Great Britain.
“Besides,” he asks, ““ how could England
entrust with any confidence the defence
of her interests on land to any other arms
than those of her own soldiers? How
could she protect them if she only pos-
sesses the command of the sea?”’ it
would be impossible for Great Britain to
maintain her position in Kurope at such
a time by following the line of least re-
sistance and keeping up an army of the
smallest size. It was not at Trafalgar,
but at Waterloo, that she overthrew Na-
poleon. Today, in face of the German
danger, the position of England i§ the
stune as it was in the time of Napoleon.

“England must provide on the Meuse
the support necessary for the. French
army to overcome the German superior-
ity in numbers. If not, the destinies of
Yurope may well be gettled in the west
in a way that would not meet her views.
A fleet and a territorial army, however
pumerous it may be, can set no obstacle
in the way of the advance of Germany on
the continent.
with a strength of fifteen or twenty divi-
sions can guarantee to England, united
with France, her victory in Europe, and
thereby the manitenance of her position
in the world.”

Women ia the Army

A echeme set on foot by Mme. Jane
Dieulafoy to utilize the service of women
in the army has been received with much
favor by her own sex and the military
authorities, and there is much talk of rais-
ing a small corps d’Armee. Mme. Dieu-
lafey, who knows what war is from hav-
ing taken part in that of 1870 in soldiers’
vniform by her husband’s side with the
army of the Loire, explains her ideas
thus:

“There can be no question of compul-[

gory service for women. There can be
no question of arming them with rifles
and gending them into the fighting line;
nor do I propose that they should spend
{wo or-three years in the army offices and
depots. My idea is simpler. Let me say
that I do not propose to duplicate the
Red Cross Service; the Union of the Wo-
men of Nrance has, for the last thirty
years, specialized in this department, and
hes proved of the greatest value to the

army medica] service and hospitals. What
we want is to be allowed to render simi-
lar service in other departmenta.

“] am aware that women cannot handle
sacks of forage and wheat, for instance,
but why not employ them in time of
peoce and war as telegraphists, for in-
stance? Is not the great part of office
work in the hands of women typists? 1
would organize our battalions of woman
reservists on the model of the Red Cross
sanitary service. We would work under
commissaries of the reserve, follow their
lectures, pass examinations, and put what
we learned into practice during the grand
manoeuvres.”

From all parts of France Mme. Dieu-
lafoy is receiving letters of encourage-
ment from her sex.

Visit From Spanish King

It is reported that the King of Spain
may pay his intended visit to Paris early
in May. The Spanish ambassador, Senor
Villa Urrutia, who has lately been trans-
ferred to Paris from London, was received
by the president of the republic at the
Elysee with the customary ceremonial and
presented his credentials. The new am-
bassador gave remarkably cordial expres-
sion on behalf of his sovereign and gov-
ernment, to Spanish friendship for France
and to the personal esteem entertained by
King Alfonso for M. Poincare. The
president said that the government of the
republic attached the greatest value to
the development of a friendship founded
at once upon racial relationship, intellec-
tual affinities, end community of* inter-
ests.

The French government has been official-
ly informed of the impending visit of sev-
eral members of the home office depart-
mental committee on celluloid dangers who
are to inquire into the local regulations
enforced in Paris, where the use of cel-
Iuloid is considerable.

France has several general regulations
governing the use of celluloid, and Paris
has detailed rules. In the cese of cinema-
tograph films further stringent restric-
tions may soon be expected and may lead
to the compulsory substitution of impreg-
nated celluloid or celluloid substitutes for
inflammable celluloid within a time-limit of
three or four years,
prejudices against the safer films or vested
interests in the more dangerous products.
Some of the French film specialists, appar-
ently, already realize that the impending
restrictions at home and abroad must be
met by the introduction of safer films both
in thie country and in neighboring ones
to which they export, and they are reor-
ganizing their plants according.

Which Tories Can Agree

(By T. P. OCONNOR, M. P.)

London, April 26—One of the fond illu-
sions some have is that we in England
are quite free from the spoils system of
political aetivities. In one sense it is true.
There are many departments of our official
life into which the spoils system does not
enter very largely. Our great civil service
is organized almost entirely outeide of it.
Ag a rule our civil servante obtain their
places in severe examinations open to all
and unless, when they have the good luck
to become private secretaries to great pub-
lic men, get their promotion by merit and
by length of eervice and have their old
age pensions to look forward to.

In diplomacy, too, high office comes by
regular succession, though here, of course,
promotion may be influenced by the politi-
cal opinions and pereonal likings of the
secretary for foreign affairs. Our judicial
bench ie independent, but appointment to
a judicial office in it ie in the hands of
the prime minister and lord Chancellor of
the day; and sometimes, especially when
the Tories are in office, the judgeships are
given exclusively to members of the pol-
itical party -in power,

Patronage

Lord Halsbury, who held the office of
lord chancellor for many years never put
a-Liberal into a judicial office or so seldom
that the exception proved the rule. Some
of his appointments were €o scandalous
that he came to be popularly known as
the Lord High Jobber. He is a tough,
thick-set little man with a determined and
pugnacious face, now over eighty years of
age; he has the springy step of youth; and
he plays his regular game of golf, and some
time ago was the leader of the “Die-
Hards,” the peers who were determined
t o force the king and the liberal minis-
ters into the appointment of 500 new Lib-
eral peers.

But outside these:great departments of
state service, and in one of them to a
ter extent than I have yet mentioned,
the spoils system still largely prevails: It
is, of course, unnecessary to say that no
man is appointed to any position in the
ministry, great or emall, who is not a
member of the party in power. To various
members of the ministry, there still re-
mains a large amount of valuable patron-
age. The prime minister, for instance ap-

poix.xts all the archbishops and biehope of

the Anglican church. Mr. Asquith had
of York, the second greatest office in the
established church wae vacant, of giving
the place to an old Balliol man, for Mr.
Asquith is a Balliol man himself, and Bal-
liol s the crack college of the University
of Oxford. The archbishop he appointed
was a comparatively young man for such
a high place, well under fifty when he
reached the “high position, and was not
a Liberal, or if so, was one of a very mod-
erate type. But Asquith knew the genius
of the man and he thought there was no-
body like a Balliol man, and so the old
Balliol man got the archbighopric.

This power to appoint bishops in the
hands of the prime minister has had very
curious results. It is one of the many
paradoxes of a state church. Disraeli, for
inetance, was a Jew by race and, though
he was baptized when he was twelve years
of age and nominally was all hie life after
a member of the Ketablished Church, he
in his heart remained attached to his old
faith; there was even a whisper that he
was attended on his deathbed by a rabbi,
though I doubt the truth of the story.
But whether a good 'Jew or a Christian
Disraeli appointed  the archbishops and
bishops of the Anglican church.

Lord Palmerston was a good old pagan,
fond of horee racing, fond of the prize
fight and a gay cavalier in his day with
many conquests attributed to him; when
he had to choose a bishop, he always threw
the task on to his brother-inlaw, Lord
Shaftesbury, a very great devotee of the
low church school' of Anglicaniem, and
thus for years nobody but a low church-
man got to the Episcopal bench.

Gladstone was, on the other hand, a de-
voted churchman and always worried a
good deal over the bishops he appointed.
On the other hand, Mr. Balfour and Camp-
bell Bannermann were Scotch Presbyter-
ians, but mevertheless they aiso appointed
their share of Anglican bishops. And at
the same time; if any politician had dared
to try to appoint even & village pastor
in their own communion, they and the
congregation would have risen in revolt.

Asquith began ‘life as an ardent Non-
conformist.  Like many Englishmen he
took refuge in the Anglican church later
in life—largely because that church gives
its adherente all the freedom of free
thought and all the respectability of or-
an opportunity, when the Archbishopric
thodoxy.

The Imansk Republic was found last
year by a traveller, Kasimir Veliki, who

He found himself in' a big village with
honses and church, mainly in  Russian
style, but showing strong Chinese influ-
ences; and he learned that he was in a
Russo-Chinese community which called it-
self “Imanskaya Respublika,” and claimed
to' be independent both of the Czar and of
the government of Pekin. Over a dirty
inn floated a flag which resembled the
Russian tricolor, but was embroidered
with a bad copy of the Chinese dragon.
By a stroke of luck, and after surprising
sdventures, Veliki escaped before he could
find out more about this unknown repub-
lic.

Its History

At Viadivostock, Veliki’s sctory was at
first not believed. Afterwards, a com-
mission of inquiry was sent out under gs-
cort of 500 Cossacks with three mountain
guns. The commission occupied the town
by surprise and returned to Vladivostock
with a complete report. It discovered
that the republic had first been started
as a holy rctreat for ascetics, and that it
afterwards fell into the hands of Russian
and Chinese convicts and prospered amaz-
ingly. The founder was a millionaire as-
cetic, Tnnokenti Sibiriakoff, who inherited
a fortune of $25,000,000; fell under the
influence of mystical persons; ard finally
gave up his property and wandered about

! Siberia and Russia as a “hesserrebrennik”

—a beggar. When travelling in East
Asia he was struck by the secluded posi-
tion of the Iman valley. He gave $5,000
to three holy men to build log houses
and a log church. The good men, and
twenty other persons, prayed there for
three years. In the fourth year there de
scended upon them a band of Yakutsk
convicts, who murdered the whole twenty-
three persons. These invaders started the
Tmansk Republic, which was at first a
mere robbers’ den, and for two years kept
pirate boats on the Ussuri river. The
republic developed. More bandits and
convicts came, fought, murdered and
drank. Next came Chinese with their
wives. The bandits murdered the
Chineses, and stole their wives. The set-
tlement grew; made its own constitution
and laws; and in the village and country
around ecounted mearly 5,000 adherents at
the time it was discovered by Veliki.
The. Russian commission, carefully guard-
ed by the 500 Cossacks, set itself to ex-
amine the laws and economic state of the
republic. They had opportunities to see
the law at work. When they entered the
village a man was being hung up by the
heels for stealing a horse. And not far
off a naked Chinese, who had been beaten
to death, lay in the snow. Around his
body danced the Imansk women, and sang
menacing songs. The punished Chinese, it
appeared, had broken his local fishing law.
The Imansk Republic proved to have a
whole code of laws, which cannot be trac-
ed to any Russian or other origin. The
“Starshina” of the republic told the com-
mission that the laws had been approved
of by the Chinese government. The com-
mission concluded that this was an un-

Imansk executioners being prosecuted as
common murderers. If that were done
half the male population of Imansk would
have to be put on trial.

Terrifying Laws

The Imansk population had invented in
their native ignorance a code of laws a
hundred times more severe than that of
the ancient Hebrews. For about twenty
offences death js inflicted. Among these
is not counted murder. The punishment
for murder is beating and 'the payment of
a fine of thirty poods of meat or fish.
‘The “state attorney” of Imansk, an ex-
convict named Kobuileff, gave the follow-
ing as offences for which the only punish-
ment is death :

Whoever steals a sable ekin is buried
alive.

Whoever steals the roots of the yen-
schen plant is drowned.

Whoever does not keep a dog as watch-
dog against intruders in the Imansk set-
tlement is drowned.

Whoever leaves the village and tries to
make for a Russian settlement is beaten
to death.

Whoever lets his house catch fire is
banged. If his wife only is guilty she is
hanged and he is beaten with sticks.
Imansk Republicans are mighty gamb-
lers and they have a rigid code regulating
gambling. Cheating is almost the only
gambling offence which is not punished.
Gambling is allowed only between Novem-
ber 15 and December 15 in each year.
Every Tmansk citizen who comes into the
village from a neighboring farm has a
right to demand board and lodging at any
house he chooses, and to pay only forty
kopecks, which is about twenty cents,
a day. Tf he arrives avound New Year's
Day he has to pay 2 fine of five roubles
to the republican exchequer, which goes
in festivities. The Tmansk people distil
their own vodka from potatoes. Distilling
vodka with rye is punished with beating
on the soles of the feet.

The Imansk “Starshina” or Elder, is the
constiutional chief of the republic. The
real government is carried on by an Oli-
garchy consisting mainly of relatives of a
convict, Znamensky, who led the first ban-
dit invasion, and organized the massacres
of the original settlers. All these families
are mixed Ruesian and Chinese blood
and the present chief of the settlement,
Vassil Znamensky, looks like a pure Chi-
nese.

The Imansk republicans have taken ex-

traordinary precautions to keep their ex-
istence a' secret from the outside world.
The trappers, explorers, and tramps who
have fallen into their hands have always
been put to death, except where they un-
dertook to join the republic, and never to
leave it. This choice, however, was very
seldom given to an educated person, as
such would be likely to tire of life. in the
republic, and make an attempt to escape.

"The commission discovered that M. Ky-
rill Feodoroff, a rich grain-merchant of
Mariinsk, who disappeared mysteriously
ﬁ_ve years ago, fell a victim to the repub-
lic’s laws. In July, 1907, M. Feodroff with
two Cossack servants, went exploring in
the Sungarii and Iman districts. They were
seized near Imansk town by Znamensky
and the guards of the republican govern-
ment. One Cossack was killed while re-
sisting. Feodoroff and the other Cossack
were beaten on the eoles of the feet and
given pardon on condition that they stay-
ed in the republic, and abandoned all hope
of ever returning home. In order to save
tl"leir lives they promised. Feodoroff was
given up for dead; and his wife eold his
house in Marrineki and migrated to Mos-
cow.

In the spring of 1908 Feodoroff and the
other Cossack tried to escape. They laid
their plot with a Chinese who also want-
ed to leave the republic. The Chinese pre-
tended to be going fishing, and took the
two Russians in his boat, covering them
up with matting. The canoe capsized in a
rapid and the Chinese and the Cossack
were drowned. Feodoroff swam ashore and
fell into the hands of the republicans. He
was taken back to Imansk where the three
brothers Znamensky held a court. They
found him guilty of being & spy sent by
the Russian government and ordered him
to be beaten eighty times with pine-staves
and then buried alive. This sentence was
carried out. The half-fainting Feodoroff
was buried up to his neck. On being asked
ironically how he felt, he complained of
cold ,whereupon a Chinese was told to
throw a bucket of nearly boiling water
over his head. He died of shock.

Nine Hundred Executed

Altogether it is estimated that 300 people
have been executed during the existence of
the republic. Nevertheless the Russian com-
mission admits that the town and country
around have been administered in an or-
derly fashion. The reason of this was that

will be seen that our rulers in England
have plenty to give away. The ambassa-
dor must be taken as a rule from the men
who have been all their lives in diplo-
macy, but now and then a departure is
made., Mr. Bryce, for instance, had nev-
er been in diplomacy when he was ap-
pointed ambassador to the United States.
These departures are rare, but still the
foreign secretary has his choice among
many diplomats, and though he does not
make these appointments on political
grounds mainly, for diplomats are sup-
pp:ed to have no politics, he may be for-
given for preferring political friends.

] The vice-royalties are almost purely po-
litical. The vice-royalty of India is one
of the most wonderful  prizes in ‘the Brit-
ish/ Empire. For five years the viceroy is
almost despotic ruler of three 'hundred
millions of people; he has all the style
and happenings of a great monarch; he
has a magnificent salary out of which as
a rule he is not able to save much and
of course it is a great feather in his cap
and entitles him, if his health be impair-
ed, to a great office in future adminis-
trations.

The viceroyalties in the dominions are
also great places, with good salaries and
great dignities and if a man choose to
remain in the colonial service, he may
go on holding some position for life: In
the bad old days when Ireland had cor-
rupt representatives, who sought constitu-

encies in order to sell them, several Ir-]

ish members became colonial governors
and advanced from small positions to
great. They began in some little place
like the Winward Island or Montserrat
and then went on until they got to
Queensland or Ceylon, each with a salary
of $25,000 a year and great state.

This will explain some of the recent ex-
periences in English politics and here
again one has.to grasp the essential dif-
ference between American and English
parliamentary institutions. In the «...ed
States an administration is to a certain
extent independent of the legislature.
The president selects his cabinet outside
the legislature if he likes; the members of
the cabinet need mot be members of
either house; and an administration with
all the congress against them could still
go on to its alloted terms. With us
every member of the government, big or
small, must be a member of either the
House of Commons or the House of
Lords. And similarly the House of Com-
mons is supreme over every member of
the administration. If the house refuse,
for instance, to sanction even one item
of $500 which the minister places in his
appropriation before the house, the min-
ister goes and the whole ministry goes
along with him. For instance in 1895
Campbell-Bannermann was refused a hun-
dred pounds on a vote for cordite and he
fell, and the whole Rosebery ministry
fell along with him. Thus it is that liter-
ally every English ministry holds its life
in its hands every night it comes down
to the House of Commons.

Keen to Win on Snap Division

Now put these two things in juxtaposi-
tion; the vast amount of spoils that be-
long to the party in power and the pos-
sibility, any night that parliament sits,
of these gigantic spoils passing from the
hands of one party to those of the other,
and you will understand why it is that
theve is such an extraordinary keeness in
the House of Commons to win a snap
division. Add to all this that the Tories
have been out of office for seven years;
that according Yo present appearances,
they may be out of office for seven years
more; that many of them are getting to
be elderly men, and you will understand
why it is the Tories are making such
frantic efforts to win their snap divis-
ions.

In lreland

These observations apply to Ireland
even more than to England. Our greatest
lawyers in Ireland make modest incomes
compared with their brethren born in
Fngland. John Campbell who has been
for years leader of the Irish bar, probably
never earned more than $15,000 a year;
Rufus Isaacs has made as much as $150,~
000 in a year: On the other hand, the sal-
aries of all legal and judicial officers in
Ireland are far beyond what they should
be, especially in a country so poor. I
have seen a lawyer who was earning $2,-
000 a year receive a salary of $25,000 or
$30,000 & year after he has been appointed
attorney-general.

The biggest of all these Irish prizes is,
of course, the lord chancellorship. The
salary is $30,000 a year. But, what is much
more important, if a man holds the job
even for ome hour, he gets a pension of
nearly $20,000 a year for the remainder of
his lifé. There has just retired from ill
health. Redmond Barry after holding the
office for a year; he has his pension of
nearly $20,000 a year as long as he lives.

If the snap division had succeeded the
other day, the migister would have gone
out and the Tories would have had -this
office as well as all the rest in their
hand, and Mr. Campbell, who has had
to migrate to England aund the English
bar, like Tim Healy because he despair-
ed of doing so much business as of old
in Ireland, would have been able to give
up his briefs and his hard work in the
lawcourts, and would have been made
Lord Chancellor of Ireland with all its
great salary and splendid pension. I saw
the poor fellow the evening the snap di-
vision failed. I was glad of course that
the snap division had failed, for it would
bhave meant the postponement of home
rule, but I could not help feeling some
sympathy for the disappointment of the
now middle aged man’s life hopes.

These are the reasons which lie behind
the snap divisions and these are the
reasons which also lie behind the great
donspiracy to ruin Lloyd George. The
Tory party has no settled principles left;
it cannot agree even on & tariff, but it
can agree to try to put this administra-
tion out, it can agree on spoils if not on
principles, Even with this inspiring bat-
tle-cry, it has not done so well; it can
only succeed indeed if the negligence or
slackness of the Liberals allow the Tories
to win a snap division. And steps are be-
ing taken to guard against snap divisions
more vigilantly than before. And so you
may confidently look to two or three
years more of Liberal administration and
the triumph of all the causes which are
bound up with their existence.

HARE-COUISING WIL NOT
BE DONE AWAY WIHH

Criticism on Greunds of Cruelty

And Il Effect on the Rising

Generation

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

‘London, April 17—Almost under the walls
of Kton College, recently, a" hard-pressed
hare, which the boys of the college had
been hunting with a pack of hounds, main-
tained at the college for this purpose, twice
ewam the river with the pack close be-
hind and a half a hundred: boys yelling like
fiends on the banks. It was in the .act
of swimming it a third time, when it was
pulled under and killed amid the enthu-
siastic cheers of the young Etonians.

A similar triumph of the Eton beagles,
it may be remembered, was recalled by
Lord Rossmore, in his recent book of re-
miniscences in these words:

“One of the prettiest things I ever eaw
was a hare, very hard-pressed, that took
to the water and swam right out into
the middle with all the hounds after her,;
but she was, unfortunately, so. beat that!
she was drowned from sheer. exhaustion
half-way across.”

The latest incident haes ehocked humani-
tarians, .and an influentially signed petit
tion was presented, the other day, to Can-
on Lyttelton, the reverend headmadster of

Eton College, begging him to do away with

the pastime of hare-hunting at Eton, on
the ground that its effect is “to stimblate
cruelty among the young.” This, by the
way, 8 by no means the first petition of
the kind that hag been laid before a
“head” of the famoue college with a simi-
lar object, others in the past having been
signed by Herbert Spencer, Sir Frederick
Treves, Sir A. Conan Doyle, the late Lord
Wolseley and other famous men, but all
without avail,

After due reflection, Canon Lyttelton has
replied to the petition with a letter in
which he declines to do away with the
beagles. He asserts that far from there
being an increase in.cruelty among Eng-
lish boys, “many educatore ate mot with-
out misgiving at the almost unnatural gen-
tleness of the modern schoul-boy compared
with his forefather.”

““How in significant, then,” says the can-
on, “must the influence of this kind of
hunting have been in the opposite direc-
tion.”

Then the headmaster goes on to give us
his reason for refusing to do away with
the organized hare-coursing at Eton, his
belief that to prohibit a “crusading epirit
against certain birde and animals which
is certain to exist among the young, is
likely to goad it into undesirable formse
of activity.”

Canon Lyttelton is afraid, too, lest he
may “create a schism” between fathers and

“The times have changed greatly regarding the game, no doubt,” said

y .Hartsell, “but not to such an extent that every manager

has to have three teams in the field for one game, day in
and day out. I remember the time when a manager was
well satisfied with sixteen players; in fact, he would not
think of carrying more players, as it interfered with the
playing of the regulars. Four pitchers those days were
were plenty, and two utility men were considered very
swell, with an extra catcher to help out. Nowadays the
ph{ers seem to think they are being overworked if they are
called on to work more than three times a week, and

. some of them howl at that number of games. I mean
. the pitchers. Why, in the days of twenty years ago the
pitchers were content to work every other day or more
and thought nothing of it. This idea of having so many
players on a team encourages them to be rather lazy and
makes them loaf at times.” ’

“Yes, Topsy is right,” chimed in Bill Armour. “The
clubs are simply going daffy over the number of players
to carry. Here is Hartsell traveling about the west with
qine pitchers, twenty-three players in all, and why? Be-
cauge he thinks that if he lets some youngster get away

the may lose a star and that some other rival club will grab him off and get the
‘best of the deal.  Why, to my way of thinking, a team cannot get the best work
out of the men with so many on the list. Take four regular pitchers, and if they
#re worked in order they will accomplish more than a whole army of twirlers. A
pitcher must be in first class shape to win games, and in order to keep in condi-
tion he must have the practice. Regular games are the best kind of practice, and
with an extra man to help out in case of necessity, why the staff should be large
enough. When I'played some years ago we mever thought of having more than
sifteen men all told and they made as good a fight for a pennant as could be
wished for. I think if the teams carried fewer men they would be better off and
it would also give some of the weaker ones a chance to strengthen up with the
sirplus men now being carried and held for emergencies.”

' The prime minister has the instinct for
doing the right thing. His appointment
of Ignatius O’Brien as Lord Chancellor of
[reland is undoubtedly a popular one, and
every Irish lawyer will admit that on pure-
Jy professional grounds the promotion of
the attorney-gemeral was 'a deserved and
wery proper proceeding. :

{The new lord .chancellor is a self-made
man. He is the firet graduate from jour-
wélism to the great office. Thirty odd yeare

Mr. O’Brien was a very junior report-
et on the staff of the “Freeman’s Jour-
mal,” a fact which ie certain to be laid
Bold of by T. M. Healy when he comes, as
finevitably he must come soomer or later,
¢6 find fault with. what the present gov-
ernment have done. There is always some-
one else in these matters who hae been un-
accountably passed over. . !

" Ignatiue O'Brien was called to the Irish
bar in 1881. It wae an auspicioug- jyear
for ‘aspirants to. legal .eminence.. It was
the year in which Mr. Gladstone by ‘his
great land act destroyed the feudal land
system, converted, as it was.eaid at the
time, “the freehold owners into timid, shiv-
ering rent-chargers,” and eet up land
¢outts to determine the vexed question of
what was to be the fair rent of a ten-
ant’s holding. There had also been a coer-
cion act in that year, or a “Peace Preser-

vation Act” as it was called in the text,
and one or two others of the ‘same char-
acter came into existence soon afterwards,
and the lawyers were enjoying the time of
their livea in Ireland.

Mr. O’Brien made his way through mod-
est avenues. He commenced in the county
court in his native county'of Cork, where
he very soon made his mark. But the cur-
rent soon brought him to Dublin, where
the Jand business was becoming consider-
able, but the coercion courts were the the-
atres in which he had his most frequent
appearances. He was always for the ac-
cused while the prosecuting junior of
those days was often Sir Edward Carsor
standing as he himself afterwarde express-
ed it, “for the coercion of the law against
the coercion of the mob.” but this pithy
observation was not inade in Belfast or
even in Ulster.

He set before himself the simple pro-
position, not perhaps so simple a8 it may
appear to outsiders, namely, that the law
must be impartially enforced, ‘no matter
who may be displeased and né matter who
may be involved. He brushed aside all at-
tempts ‘at obstruction in this course. and
the local anthorities, Wnacrustomed ‘to such
vigor attacked his methods and His admin-
ietration in the King’s Bench Division..The
ablest lawyers at the Four Courts were
brought in to drive holes in his procedure,
and the arguments lasted for over a week.

He accepted ful'lresponsibility for every
detail of the work done by his subordinate
—ae one would expeet from him—and he
defended every part of it. The result was
a great victory, a magnificent vindication
of his unbending and vigorous administra-
tion of the criminal law in the capital of
Ulster. He did a great gervice to law and
order by his firmness and decision.

He succeeds to his great office while still-

in the early fifties and in the full posses-

sion of his vigor and powers. He has nev-
er been in the House of Commons; he nev-
er even conmtested a parliamentary elec-
tion.
