Baltimore, July 2—In the dying hours
of the democratic national convention
this morning, it seemed for a time thaj
there would be another deadlock over the
nomination for vice-president. Governor

John E. Burke, of North Dakota, for|.,

whom Mr. Bryan had expressed a prefer-
ence for the gecond place on the ticket,
had polled enough votes on the first two
ballots to block the nomination of gover-
nor Thomas R. Marshall, of Indiana, the
. leader. The third ballot had just been
ordered, when the chairman of the North
Dakota delegation obtained recognition
from the chair, and said:

“North Dakota offered her three-times
governor to the party, believing him to
be the strongest running mate for Gov-
ernor Wilson that could be named. We
made the best fight we could for him, and
realize we are beaten. We therefore with-
draw his name, assuring this convention
that wherever there is a fight for demo-
cratic votes next fall, governor John E.
Burke will be found in the thick of it.

The speaker thereupon moved to make
thc ndmination of Governor  Marshall
unanimpus. Immediately a wild scramble
for the doors followed, few waiting to
hear the motion put. Several seconds lat-
er, chairman James’ gavel fell, at 1.56
am. on the final adjournment of one of
the most notable conventions in' the his-
tory of the democratic party. 2

Four Arrests Are Made in Caire,
Says Despatch to London

London, July 3—A Daily Mail special
despatch from Cairo states that the Brit-
ish adviser to the ministry of the interior
the public prosecutor and the command-
ant of the Cairo police conferred with
Lord Kitchener yesterday.

1t is understood the conference was con-
nected with the discovery of an alleged
conspiracy to assassinate th e premier,
Lord Kitchener and the Khedive, who is
now in London. Four persons have been
arrested, and the investigation is being
continued.

JOHN DOLAN'S WAGON
STRUCK BY TRAIN
 IND HE 1S INURED

Hit at Crossing as He Was Driv-
ing to Reckwoed Park —

Thrown. But Net Seriondy-idutt!

A serious accident oecurred at Gilbert’s
crossing on the I. C. R. last evening be-
tween six and seven o'clock as the I. C.
R. suburban train was passing on its ‘way
to Hampton. At the crossing to Rockwood
Park, John Dolan of Dolan Brothers, beer.
manufacturers, of Haymarket Square, was
driving out to Rockwood Park with a load
of beer. In crossing the tracks he did not
notice the approach of the train until it
was too late.

The train struck the wagon and upset
it, throwing Mr. Dolan forcibly to, the
ground, and scattering the beer. The horse
was unhurt. The train was stopped and
the crew and some of the passengers ran
back and assisted Mr. Dolan. The wagon
was badly demolished and about six dozen
bottles of beer destroyed.

Mr. Dolan is a heavy man and although
he was severely shaken up he escaped with-
out serious injuries. Passengers on the
train say that if it had happened a moment
sooner Mr, Dolan would have been killed.

Mr. Dolan told a Times reporter this
morning that the gates at the crossing
were not lowered nor did he see any flag-
man there to warn him. It was learned
that, there is no night watchman at Gil-
bert's crossing and that the day man
knocks off at six o’clock. It was about
quarter past six o'clock that the accident
happened.

Mr. Dolan is confined to his home today
and it will be several days before he is
around again.

Commisgioner Thornton, who has charge

Early yesterday afternoon the report
spread that when the metropolitan Meth-
odist church collapsed, there were some
seven or eight people inside who had
sought shelter from the storm. With a
crowd of some 3,000 spectatore around the
ruins, kept back by militia, 100 men start-
ed to dig into the ruins. When darkness
came work was continued to a late hour
by lamp light but eo far without result.
A woman’s hat and handkerchief were
discovered and a live chicken, but no hu-
man beings.

A special committee of 100 citizens have
been engaged making a canvas of the de-
stroyed area with a view to having an of-
ficial record of the people affected.

It has been suggested that a special as-
eessment should be levied upon the citi-
zens at large to raise a million dollars or
more if necessary in order that the ruin-
ed district may be rebuilt without delay.

ent Cuba is once more the scene of insur:

General Valerian Weyler, Marquis of
Tenerjffe ,who played &0 importaiit-a role
in the recent history of the island, has
just been promoted to" the very highest
rank in the Spanish army, that of captin
general. This is the Spanish equivalent
for field marshal in Great Britain, Ger-
many, Austria and Russia, ‘and--ini these
countries “and' in Sphin, as well’ & every-
where else, the insignia of office consists
of a golden baton. Weyler ix of the
pillars of the Spanish mowh:,xlthough
on his return to Rarope from “the An-

Today, in spite of 'hik' brusquerie  and
soldier-like bluntness, he i§ the most popu-
lar commander among the ‘Fank and file
of the army, is honor,eg_jor hig_straight-
forwardness; “loyalty “af@™ incorriptibility
and is lnown to have-dhe soldiers’ wel-
fare at heart. There ig little danger, as
long as he lives, of either Carlists or re-
publicans ever being ablé’ to organize one
of those military - “pronunciamentos”
against the government and crown which,
throughout the greater part of the nife-
teenth century, were the blight of Spain.

Save for his official duties and his con-
stant intercourse with King Alfonso, Cap-
tain-General Weyler leads a very quiet
life.

By the way, his marriage
was @omething in the nature of a ro-
‘mance, for the Marquise de Tenerifie is
the daughter of highly dignified and hon-
est hard-working peasants, on one. of the
islands of the Baleari¢ group, where bean-
tiful women are the rule, instead of the
amazing exception, and of which he him-
gelf is a native.

Weyler had attained .the rank of colon-
el, and wae in command. of a erack regi-
ment stationed in Mallorca, when he fell
in love with Teresa Bantacans.

Interesting Experiment at Chauteau
of Malmaison — Nearly 200

Varieties

. Paris, July 1— An interesting experi-
ment has been made at the Chateau of
Malmaison, where the famous garden of

roses of the Empress Josephine has been
reconstituted. The garden was recently
opened to visits from the public and 198
varieties of roses were seen in full bloom,
just as they are supposed to have been
in the Empress Josephine’s famous gar-
den. It is known that she had a particu-
lar fancy for roses, and went to lavish ex-
pense to have the finest garden or roses
in her day. They were catalogued by M.
de Mirbel in the year twelve of the re-
volution, as the accounts state, but the
catalogue, which contained the names of
more than 200 varieties, has been lost.

M. Jean Ajalbert, curator of the chateau
and  museum, assisted by M. Jules Graver-
eaux and helped by the funds contributed
by a generous American, has succeeded
in reconstituting most of the varieties.

Most of the roses are trimmed as trees,
with a single stem, and are now in full
bloom. They are labelled with the same
names that the Empress Josephine gave
them, and some of these names may be
translated as follows: “The Loving Sweet-
heart,” “The Tender Beauty,” *“ The Pret-
ty Sultana ” “The Blaze of Love,” “The
Vu'gln Parma,” “The Great Na.poleon

REFORMING A CIFY

Atlantic City, N. J., furnishes one of
the latest and most interesting examples
of the exposure of graft and corruption
ir civic affairs and a clean sweep for re-
form., In 1010, after Woodrow Wilson,
who is now the Democratic candidate for
the presidency, was elected governor of
the state, grave charges were made against
his opponents in Atlantic county, and a
commission was appointed to investigate
the election frauds., As a result the pre-
viously all powerful city boss was sent to
jail, half a dozen of his henchmen were
tried and convicted, and a condition of af-
fairs revealed which amazed and shocked
the better class of citizens. Following this
action of the state legislafure came a wave
of reform in Atlantic City which swept
out the old City Council and brought in
government by commission. The New York
Evening Post tells how graft was exposed
_through the agency of William K. Burns.
‘he scheme of a concrete esplanade was
deliberately projected and put through by
a man employed by Burns. He promoted
the proposition, got four councilmen to
back it, paid each of them $500, and then
exposed the whole game. Four councilmen
were arrested ‘and other arrests will fol-
low. It is said that half a hundred per-
sons are under suspicion, and that there
is every prospect, as the Baltimore Sun
puts it “to wipe out the last vestige of
the old gang that has ruled and plundered
Atlantic City for 20 years.” The boss of
the political machire jn the city was sen-
tenced to a year in jail and the payment
of a fine of $1,000. He has appealed the
case and is out on bail, but if we may
judge from the reports that come from
Atlantic City the people are determined to
overthrow once for all the municipal cor-
ruption and those by whom it is prac-
ticed.

ANOTHER REMINDER

There is an interesting story in the
Literary Digest of the manner in which
children afflicted with* tuberculosis are
being cured through what is called the
Preventorium, established by Mr. Marcus
M. Marks of New York. He secured $150,-
D00 to build the Preventorium, and gives
much attention to the work. The institu-
tion is situated at Farmingdale, New Jer-
sey, on land given by Mr. Arthur Brisbane

i of the New York Evening Journal. It pro:

vides a home for 200 children. The plan
of Mr. Marks is to get the child afflicted
with tuberculosis out of the home for
some months, and in the meantime work
with the parents and try to make his own
home fit to receive him when he returns.
The Rev. Frederick Lynch recently in-
spected the Preventorium and gives an in-
teresting description of what he saw.
There were twelve children who had just
arrived from New York. They were pale,
tired and anaemic in every motion. Then
an inspection was made of the Preventor-
jum and the children who had been there
for some time. They had originally been
of the same class as those first inspected,
but now they were rosy-cheeked, alert,
vigorous and full of the joy of life. Some
of them had gained five pounds in one
month. The institution is-provided with
every facility for comfort and health, and
by means of projections on either side
the children are enabled to sleep practic-
ally out of doors. The work of the insti-
tution is marvellously successful. In a cir-
cular it says:—
_ “We intend to devote ourselves not only
to the development of our institution at
Farmingdale but shall continue to preach
the gospel of the prevention of tuberculos-
is by the extemsion of the Preventorium
idea of saving children from infected
Lomes. We hope that every large city,
burdened with a tuberculosis problem,
will soon have its own Preventofium.”

The Times commends this story to the
thoughtful attention of the citizens of St.
John, This city is still without practical
steps being taken to provide a Preventori-
um or Sanitorium or anything but a dis-
pensary to counteract the effect of a hun-
dred or more centres of infection within
lts limits.

WATER POWERS IN MAINE i

Tonching the very important question of |
the conservation of water powers and the |
protection of the public interests in connee-
tion with their development, it is worthy
of note that the state of Maine has a
State Water Storage Commission, and a
law of which the following is one section: |

“Every person, firm or corporation be-|
fore commencing the erection of a damg
for the purpose of developing any water |
power in this state, or the erection or
improvement of a water storage basin or|
reservoir for the purpose of controlling?
the waters of any of the lakes or rivers:
of the state, shall file with said commis-[
sion for its information and use, copies;
of plans for the construction of any uchi
dam or storage basin or reservoir, and a,
statement giving the location, height andi
nature of the proposed developed appurte- |
nant structures and the estimated power |
to be developed thereby, and in case al
dam is to be constructed solely for the
purpose of water storage and not for the
development of a water power at its site,
plans and statements shall be filed with
the commission showing the extent of the
land to be flowed, the estimated number
of cubic feet of water that may be stordd
and the estimated effect upon the flow
of the stream or streams to be affected
thereby. Every person, firm or corpora-
tion shall, as soon as practicable, after
this act takes effect, file similar plams, re-
ports and estimates in relation to any
dam or storage basin or reservoir then in
process of construction by them.”

This law was passed in 1909, and the
Bangor Commercial says that the commis-
sion has now taken eteps to bring about
its enforcement throughout the state.
Every person or corporation contemplating
or having already begun the work of de-
velopment of a water power must provide
the commission with full and detailed in-
formation.

| LEATHER SITUATION

BECOMING ACUTE

Demand Declared Univefsal
With Supplies Ever
Dwindling

Adult Cattle too Few-~History of Hide
Trade One of Steady Advance in
Price—Too Many Calves Slaughter-
Cd ' i

D

Montreal, July 3—Wholesale dealers in
leather feel' a difficult situation pending
in their industry. While the acquirer of
leather products wonders at the high
prices of the finished article, and some are
blaming the packers, tanners and jobbers.
the chief eource of the trouble is to be
found in the scarcity of hides, the prim-
ary raw material. High as prices are
now, indications are that more still will
have to be paid for tootwear. !

The dwindling supply of cattle which
hae been talked so much of involves the
leather industry just as directly, and even
more acutely, than it does the Beef ‘trade.
There are substitutes for beef, while there
are none for making leather, and the use
of leather is just as universal as the con-
sumption of beef.

A general advance in the prices of hides
has covered a long period. In addition
to immediate reasoms for the scarcity in
the market, more general conditions must
be sought. In-the first place, ‘the dairy
industry has been steadily supplanting the
raising of butchering cattle. Producers
have found a small immediate gain in dis-
posing of calves and the slaughter of these
has been wholesale ‘in recent years.

The large packers have been blamed for
manipulation. However much this may
be so, the steadily advancing prices they
have ‘been forced to pay for cattle should
be pointed out. Some old men in the busi-
ness have known the day when they paid
for steers only what they now pay for
hogs. While steer hides have advanced
35 per cent. mince 1907, ‘cow hides have
gone up 42 per cent., buffs 80 per cent.,
and calves 118 per cent. During the last
year hides have advanced approximately
20 per cent. and calfskine 50 per cent.

French Newspapers O:ganize Con-
ests for Opera Stage Recuti-
ing )

Paris, July 2—Spme tinre ago a theatri
cal paper, “Comoedia,” organized a com-
petition for tenors, the dearth of whom
was a complaint of long standing with the
public who, for years,” had listened to the

-same excellent artists in Paris. The result

was very satisfactory, many really fine
voices being discovered, and among the
prize winners, M. Franz, has become one
of the first tenors of the Paris Opera,
while MM. Lassalle, Marie, and Foy are
all starring now in opera, opera comique,
and operetta in Paris. This year the journ
als “Excelsior” and ‘‘Femina” have joined
“Comoedia,” and 295 entries were receiv-
ed. This necessitated two days’ prelimin-
ary elimination in two separate halls, with
two distinguished juries acting independ-
ently.

The candidates come from all ends of
France, and a few from Algiers, while one
is from Geneva, another from Ohio, and
a third from Russia. The juries are com-
posed of a phalanx of ecritical authorities
erough to terrify the boldest heart and
voice, and in the first are to be found
Massenet, Dubois, and Faure as composers
Gailhard, Carre, and the Isola brothers
as operatic managers, and De Reszke,
Saleza, and Mme. Breval and Carre as
singers; while the second jury includes
Saint-Saens, Widor, Xavier Leroux, and
Erlanger as composers, Messager and
Broussan as managers, and Muratore,
Salignac, and Mmes. Heglon and Litvinne
as singers.

The competitors were drawn from all
ranks and professions, and the following
—taken from the head of the list—shows
the divewsity of careers pursued by thems
(Government servant, musician, pastrycook,
postal employe, draughtsman, painter,
waiter, cabman, hatmaker, baker, journas
list, milkman, bookbinder, commercial
traveller, upholsterer—and so on. There
was only one doctor and one soldier, and
the most numerous representatives wers
those from the postal department and
from the jewelry .and tailoring trades. On-
ly one competitor writes himself down
as of “no profession.” The ages vary from .
eighteen to forty, but the average is abont
twenty-eight.

They were,
Governor Burke, of North Dakota; Gov-
ernor Marshall, of /Indiana; Elniore W.
Hurst, of Illinois; Martin J. Wade,- of
lowa; James H. Preston, of Maryland,
and Champ Clark. '

The suggestion of Champ Clark for sec-
ond place ‘'on the ticket was the feature of
the evening’s performance. The senti-
ment of the convention was strongly in
favor of giving the speaker the place if
he would accept it.

The Clark leaders held excited confer-

ences and the speaker himself was called |’

on the telephone. Despite a speech by
former Governor A. M. Dockery, of ‘Miss-
ouri, withdrawing - Clark’s name, and a
telegraphed statement from the speaker
himself, declaring he would not take the
place, the convention was still hopeful of
his final 'acceptance, and one of the rea-
sons for the suspension of the vote on the
nomination was the desire of the leaders
to make sure of Clark’s position.
»Trenton, N. J., July 2—Woodrow Wil
son, who now’becomes the Democratic
party nominee for president of the United
States, was born in 1856 in Virginia,where
he was baptized under the full name of
Thomae Woodrow Wilson. He - dropped
the Thomas about the time that®he com*
pleted his first book and took his first
position as'a teacher. Since then he has
been known simply as Woodrow ‘Wilsén.
Mr. Wilson cannot, like rhany an office
secker, “appeal to the sentimentality of
the public by -an account of a  self-made
man’s rise' from poverty. His father and

grandfather were educated men and' prom-}

inent in their communities and, while nut
rich, were -able to give the aspiring young
scholar a liberal' education.

It was not-toward scholarehip. however,
that his-earliest ambitions led him. While
in college he resolved to hecéme ‘a public
man. To that end he studied law and
hung out his shingle. But’ his legal prac-
tice was not lucrative and after eighteen
months of it he gave it up and with it,
for years to come, his desire for office.
His father. the Rev. Joseph Ruggles Wil

Young Wileon eptered Davison College
at the age of seventeen.: After two years
he éntered Princeton, from which he was
graduated. in 1879. He then studied law
in the ‘University of Virginia, receiving
the degree of Bachelor of Law in 1882.
He received the dggree . ‘of ‘Bachelor of
Philosophy from Johne Hopkins Univer-
sity in 1886, that of Doctor of Laws from
Wakeforest University, North Carolina, in
1887, and that of Doctor of Literature
from Yale University at its bi-centennial
celebration. 5

Professor Wilson occupied the position
of adjunct professor of history in Bryn

fessor of history and political economy in
Wesleyan University. In 1880 he became
professor of jurisprudence ahd political
| economy at Princeton. In 1805 the title
of his chair was changed to that of pro-
fessor of jurisprudence, ‘and upon its en-
dowment he became McCormick professor
‘of jurisprudence ‘and politics. Professor
Wilson aleo for a number of years gave a
course of lectures in Johns Hopkins Uni-
versity. | i

A Leoturer and Writer.

-He obtained fame ‘as alecturer and
writer. His -work éntitled The State and
his Life of George Washington are among
his best known writings.

Professor Wilson ‘became the thirteenth
in the roll of presidents at Princeton in
1902, and the first layman to hold this
office, all his predecessors having heen
Presbyteriar clergymen. He is, however,

ruling elder in the Second Presbyterian
church of Princeton.

In the course of his administration at
Princeton Dr. Wilspn imade itwo. attempts
to change materially the chatacter of Am-

erican education. In one pfoject he.not
only failed but alienated the suypport of a
large body of the alumni, of many of the
trustees and some of his co-workers on
the teaching staff. That project, which
did not succeed, was to establish the
“quad” system of undergraduates. lt was
resented by the alumni as an attack on
the student clubs, and the oppesition -be-
came so strong that the president. was
asked by the board of trusfees to with-
draw his Quad proposal.

His Great Success.

The successful innovation was. the pre-
ceptorial system. That called for the ap-
pointment of fifty teachers or preceptors
to be added to the faculty at an increased
cost th the university of $100,000 a year.
But the alumni eo thoroughly approved
the plan that they told the president to
go ahead, and assured him that the money
for the salaries would be forthcoming. Ths
plan succeeded, and the alumni have fur-
nished the funds. This preceptorial sys-
tem, by which each student gets the bene-
fit of personal contact with a teacher, is
referred to by the president's admirers as
the best thing he has done in the field of
education. i

When Mr. Wilson, after ‘twenty-five
years of -service as an educator, resigned
the presidency of Princeton in 1910 to
accept the nomination for governor of New
Jersey, there was a general tendency to
look " askance at the ‘“Schoolmaster in
politics.”” However, he was carried into
office on the radical anti-Republican wave
that swept. s0 many states.

Mr. Wilson was elected by a plurality
of 49,000 votes and became - the first
Democratic governor that New = Jersey
kad had for sixteen years. It was this
sweeping victory in a state that had been
consistently hostile to Democratic princi-
ples that first brought the former college
president into national prominence.

Notable Reform Measures.

The platform cn which he ran_ pledged
his party to the enactment of a work-
men’s compensation act, a reform of the
election laws of the state which .would
make *direct ‘nominations possible, a cor-
rupt practice act and a public. utilities
commission bill. All these measures were
written into the statute books of New
Jersey during the first year of Governor
Wilson’s term, in spite of the fact that
one house of the state legislature was Re-
publican.

In addition; a law was passed authorizing
municipalities to adopt a commission form
oi government and several other measures
of a reformatory character were enacted.

While his success in obtaining .the pas-
sage of these measures ' served to bring
him still more prominently before the na-
tion, it was his fight to secure the elec-
tion of James E. Martin to the United
States Senate as successor of’ Senator John
Kean, which probably focussed the most
widespread attention upon the New Jer-

sey governor. In his pre-clection speeches !
Governor Wilson had given -the pledge: |
“The people of the state will be the boss, |
the only boss.” |

When ex-United States Senator - James !
Smith, Jr., the leader of the state’ “ma- '
chine'’, which nominated - Governor Wil-
von for his office, let it be known after
the election that he expected the senatori-
a' toga, the governor espoused the cause
of Mr. Martin, the only candidate of the
popular. primary. Governor.Wilson won
his fight ana from that time ow became
a national factor in his party.

The 1911 election tables were rather
turned against Wilson and he lpst ground
in the legislature. The current comment
in many quarters was that the governor
had received a rebuke for his activities the
previous year, but the Wilson adherents
claimed that he had:been merely knifed

by the bo’iwfi"bf"’th’e' Démocratic “ma-
chiye.?” el 3 .
In the New Jersey presidential primar-
ies the. gdyernor retrieved his  so-called
lost popularity by sweeping every district
except twé, in which Smith' and James
Nugent made a big fight against him. Of
the twenty-eight' delegates to  Baltimore,
twenty-four were pledged to Wilson.

C. J. Milligan Wires Word of
Safety—Mr. Mirey Gets Good
News — Mr. Parsons’ Fine

Home Wrecked

The following message from C, J. Milli-
gan, formerly of St. John, now in Regina,
where he is master of titles for Saskatche-
wan, came today to his niece Miss Mar-
garet Milligan of the Daily Telegraph staff
and is good news. He wired.

“All well and unharmed. House practic-
ally unharmed although we live in the
center of the district covered by the cy-
clone.”

Benjamin Mirey of King Square receiv-
ed word yesterday from his daughter, who
is a Salvation Army captain in Regina, to
the effect that she escaped the tornado and
is safe.

The news of the destruction of the hand-
some residence of J. L. R. Parsons in the
Regina tornado will be learned with re-
gret by the friends of Mrs. Parsons, form-
erly Miss Minnie Weldon, who is well
known here. Mrs. Parsons, with her child
is at present visiting her parents Mr. and
Mrs. J. D. Weldon, Shediac. It is be-
lieved that her husband, who is a prom-
inent railway contractor, was absent from
Regina at the time of the destruction.

Some thirty years or so ago a cyclone
swept down upon Butouche Point, N. B,
destroying the church and several build-
ings, and cutting a narrow path through
the trees for some distance. It occurred
near the end of the week and on the Sun-
day following the disaster many people
drove from Moncton to visit the site.

It is said that an Indian and a squaw
who were camping out in the woods near
the point were killed by falling trees, and
that in a house which was torn to the

ground a sick woman was also killed.

Particulars of fhe Death Of
Dr. J. Douglas Trueman
Received

LETTER FROM DR. BROCK

Speaks of St. John Man as Most
Promising One on Geological
Survey Staff, and Rapidly Mak-
ing a Name for Himself in
Science

“The most promising man on the staff,
one who was rapidly making a name for
himself in science and one whom the scien-
tific world could ill afford to lose.” These
are the terms in which Doctor R. W.
Brock, director of Geological Department
of Canada refers to the late Dr, J. Doug-

las Trueman of this city, who recently
lost his life in the wilds of Western On-
tario.

That his reputation was more than local
was shown by a letter received at Ottawa,
about the time of his death, from the dir-
ector . of a scientific institute in Brazil
commenting in the warmest and most
complimentary terms-om an article on a
geological subject from the pen of Doctor
Trueman which was recently published in
one of the principal American scientific
journals.

In a letter from Port Arthur Doctor
Brock gives a more complete story of the
tragic occurrence than had been receMed
previously. At Port Arthur he met Doc-
tor Walcott, secretaty of the Smithsonian
Institute, who was 'in the canoe at the
time of the fatality, and who was then
returning, badly broken in health, as a
result of the experierice in the water and
the shock of the tragedy. Doctor Walcott
tells the story. .

On Monday afternoon, June 24, he and
Doctor Trueman and the latter’s aesistant,
Mr. Knox, embarked in the canoe to take
a view of the surrounding country, re-
garding the geology of which the younger
men wished to get lis ideas., They pad-
dled through Steep Rock Lake apd then.
went up the Seine River, which empties
into the lake, going almost to the falls.
Here the swift current meeting the breeze

and in the turmoil the canoe filled- and
swamped. L

The younger men® helped to the canoe
Doctor Wp‘lcott, who could not swim. He
clung to it and they then attempted to

hausting in ¢ their water-soaked clothing,
Knox left the canve and ewam uhore:
where he stripped and then §wam back to
the others. He supgested that he could
manage tbg canoe Wwhile Doctor Trueman
divested himself of hi§ cléthes, and the
latter started “for'*Ehé “shore, swimming
strongly, although &ty much fatigued af-
ter his struggle withi'the swamped ‘canve.
Knox and *Waleott "ad 'almost reached
the shore when théy heatl Doctor Trie
man calling for hélp:* Turning, they sat

yards down streami: He had
taken 'a cramp, but ‘had endeavored to
float and take care of himeelf until Knox
had succeeded in getting Doctor Waleott
out of danger,

When he heard thé cry Knox thrust a
cedar log in Dr. Trueman’s: direction and
athrted to swim to his aid but he had
sunk before he could get to him. Knox
dived several times but could find no trace
of him' and as Doctor Walcott was too
much exhausted by’ this time to hold up
longer he had to return to his assistance.
After he got him ashore, Knox emptied
anq righted the canoce and started out
again, but after several hours of fruitless
work he was forced to. give up the gearch,
end then had to make the trip to Atiko-

an, the nearest railway station, to wire
the ead news to Ottawa.

After Doctor’ Brock arrived on the
scene and their eontinued efforts to re-
cover the body proved unavailing, he re-
turned to Port Arthut to get a larger sup-
ply of dynamite to explode in the whirl-
pools and eddies; and to engage more men
to help with the search. He attempted
to secure divers, but was informed that
the water was too deep for them to work
in. A large number of men are patrolling
the lake watching for the body, but owing
to th_e coldness of the water it is feared
that it may not be found for some time.
