During the day numerous subscriptions 
were received toward the erection of a na­
tional monument to M. Stolypin. On it 
will be inscribed the words he uttered in 
Duma: “You want a great upheaval, we 
want a great Russia.”

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While Italy is perfecting her plans all 
efforts are being made to induce Turkey 
to come 'to an amicable arrangement for 
insuring to Italy a preponderating influ­
ence over Tripoli, Italy even being willing 
to go to the extent of leaving Tripoli un­
der the sovereignty of the Sultan. It is 
tmderetood that Germany and Austria are 
supporting this latter plan and that France 
and Italy stand ready, in case of its ac­
ceptance, to indemnify Turkey.

The Italian squadron is rendezvousing at 
Tarante and is under orders to be ready 
to start at a moment's notice. The com­
mander of the squadron has instructions 
which are to be opened when his vessels 
are on the high sea.
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The accompanying picture is indicative 
of the palmy days of sailing ships at the 
port of St. John. A glance at the fine 
vessels will give some idea to the present 

, day generation of the shipping done in 
wooden bottoms here years ago, and will 
revive in the minds of older residents 
the days of the “clipper ships." The pic­
ture shows two large square riggers lying 
at what was then known ss Robertson’s 
wharf, now Gibbon’s coal wharf. The first 
large vessel is at the upper Robertson 
wharf, and the second at the lower Rob­
ertson wharf. Further along is seen a 
square rigger at the Merrit wharf, below 
the ferry floats. The schooner shown is 
in the small slip just above the present 
Gibbon wharf.

When this photograph was taken one 
could look out on a forest of masts in the

harbor and all square rigged vessels at 
that. In those days steamers were few 
and far between, being almost as scarce 
as a square rigged ship now-a-days.

Among A few of the vessels that traded 
here in those days were the brig Harold, 
brig Maud Potter, brig Choice, brig G. A. 
Coonan, brig Alice M., bark Charlie 
Wood, brig Beauty, schr Mary E. Bliss, 
bark Saguenay, brig Scud, bark Tidal 
Wave, ship Virginia, brig Reaper, bark 
Lepreaux, bark Emma Msrr, brigantine 
Silas Alward, schr R. G. Moran, brigan­
tine Tempest, Schr Maud C., brigantine 
Jonathan Weir, brig Westmorland, brig 
Ella, brig Sea Breeze, brigantine Adria, 
brig Arabella, brig Riberia, 'brig Aquatic,

At the time of this picture ship-building 
in this community was a thriving indus­
try.

Berlin, Sept. 23—An .maHJny battle In 
which revolvers were freely used on both 
rides has taken place between the police 
and a dangerous gang of housebreakers in 
the Mulleratrasee, one of the principal 
streets in northern Berlin. The police re­
ceived secret information that an attempt 
waa to be made to rob the offices of the 
building firm of Messrs. Kuhn, where sev­
eral thousands of dollars to be paid in 
wages and rent were known to be in the 
safes.

The building in which the firm’s prem­
ises are situated is one of the usual type 
of the flat homes of Berlin, built in the 
form of a square round an inner courtyard 
the upper floors being used as residential 
flats, while the ground floor and cellars 
are business premises. Messrs. Kuhn’s 
place is the ground floor in the rear of 
the building, and access to their offices is 
obtained by crossing a courtyard from the 
outer door opening on the street.

A little after midnight Police Commis­
sioner Weiland, with eight men proceed­
ed to the Mullerstraese and took up ob­
servation posts opposite No. 172. After a 
wait of nearly three hours the expected 
housebreakers put in an appearance. They 
came along the street singly and the 
watching constables saw first a man open 
the outer door with a skeleton key of pick- 
lock and disappear into the courtyard, 
leaving the door unclosed behind him. One 
after another four more men walked up 
the street and disappeared within the open 
door.

After allowing them a few minutes to 
get to work, the police crept silently into 
the courtyard. At first nothing was vis­
ible in the semi-darkness; then they saw 
a flash of light in one of the windows of 
Messrs. Kuhn’s offices on the other side 
of the yard. Almost simultaneously their 
presence was discovered by one of the 
robbers keeping watch from the windows.
On his alarm cry, four men behind him in 
the room who, working by the occasional v * 
light of pocket lamps, had already opened 
one of the safes immediately stopped work 
and rushing to the windows, opened a fu­
sillade with revolvers on the police in the 
courtyard.

The police returned the fire and for some 
minutes a regular battle raged. During 
this exchange the police had a slight ad­
vantage, for, standing in the dark court­
yard they were invisible to the robbers 
who continually exposed their own posi­
tion by means of pocket flashlights. None 
of the constables was hit and finally Wei­
land sent some of his men into the build­
ing while the remainder kept up the fire 
from the courtyard to distract the atten­
tion of the burglars.

DECLARATION DAY TAFT TALKS It OVER 
WITH PARTY MENPROCEEDINGS HERE

Amsterdam, Sept. 23—The work of salv­
ing the British frigate Lutine which, with 
treasure valued at $6,035,000, was wreck­
ed in 1799 in the North Sea near Terschel- 
ling, Holland, has resulted in the finding 
of coins.

The salvage work is being conducted by 
the National Salvage Association, whose 
steamship Lyons has been dealing for the 
last nine months with the sand surround­
ing the Lutine. The Lyons was at first 
regarded with Suspicion by the inhabitants 
of TerscheHing, Who thought that espion­
age work was in progress. Spanish alver 
coins of the time of Charles III. (1777) 
and Charles IV. (1796) have been found 
as well as brass buttons, copper bands, and 
cannon balls. The captain of the Lyons 
is reported#1 to have sail that the treasure 
is now accessible.

First Hour Shows no Change— 
Opponents of Campaign Meet 

• in Good Humored Chaffing

Peoria, Ills., Sept. 23—President Taft 
had a heart to heart talk here yesterday 
with the leaders of the Republican factions 
in Ilinois, defined his status as to progress­
iveness, pleaded guilty to being a poor 
politician, acknowledged again that hie am­
bition had lain in the direction of the 
office of Chief Justice rather than the 
presidency, admitted that he undoubtedly 
had made many mistakes, but asserted that 
as president he had tried to do what he 
thought to be right. Wlrat the future had 
for him he did not know. He would go 
ahead doing the best he could.

Mr. Taft declared that he was not allied 
with the extremists of his party, either 
conservatives or progressives, but had 
tried to take a middle ground between 
tile two.

“But we middle-of-the-road-people believe 
we are the real progressives,” said the 
president, “Because you do not make pro­
gress in great strides, yon make it step 
by step.”

When the autumn comes around and re­
minds us that the harvest is complete and 
that ahead of us lies a period of cold and 
frost, it is well for man to reflect that 
there is but one end for all of us, tnat 
leads us to a place where all our hatred, 
all our jealousy, all our intolerance will 
cease, and will serve to give back to earth 
what was taken from it.

And, when this new year period comes, 
when this day arises in the calender of 
our lives, it is well for us to use it in sol­
emn reflections. It is a valuable occupa­
tion for a man in the hurried affairs of 
human life to pause for a while and ask 
himself a few serious questions, ss, “Who 
am I? “What have I become? How far 
will my liff go to -help or to mar the lives 
of the members of my household, of the 
community of which I am a member of 
the nation of which I am a part, of hum­
anity of which I, too, am brother? Are we 
wiser thàn a year ago?

These are rational questions and while 
we are all assembled in contemplative 
mood and in spiritual exercises, man 
should analyze the events of life and the 
deeds of the year just past and he will 
come to the conclusion that he is toiling 
for some well defined, definite purpose.

This ques­
tion is one that ought to be taken up very 
seriously by the city council, so that along 
with the growth of the winter port, which 
benefits the city in one direction, there 
may be an increase in the number of fac­
tories, giving employment to a steadily 
growing number of wage earners.

1 thank you for what 
you have done for me for thirty years. 
Today we have lost', but our cause shall 
prevail.”

There was a moment’s hush in the 
smoke-filled, dimly lighted hall of the £t. 
Peter’s market when the speaker had fin­
ished the few words. It was one of those 
moments when no one could applaud. 
Friends and foes alikd were silent and the 
tall, gray-haired man, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, 
bowed slightly and was silent. Then came 
a sudden handclapping and the spell was 
broken.

“What consolation there is for me in 
this is to know that the province of Que­
bec lias remained faithful to us.

“I can say that I have nothing to re­
proach myself with. I regret greatly the, 
defeat of my colleagues. The Nationalist- 
Tory alliance has been too strong for us.

“For our party, though defeated, it rests 
to go forward with head high, honorably, 
to where victory waits.

“My regret though profound is not for 
personal reasons. I regret not only the 
defeat of the government but that the 
country will be led to the rejection of re­
ciprocity. Our relations with the United 
States have always been cordial. I do not 
know what the effect of this will be on 
them. We have tried to make them most 
cordial. I can say this in all confidence.

“My heart beats strong as ever and I 
can hold my head as high. The Liberal 
party has received a check but it will con­
tinue its work. The only thing I ask it is 
that you dd not lose courage. If I were 
twenty years younger I would again be 
in the breach, and as it- is I cannot say 
what course I shall take.

“And one last word, let me thank you 
for what you have all done for me. I have 
led my party for twenty years, I believe 
without shame, and I think Quebec (East) 
has nothing to blush for. We have re­
ceived a check, but we, will come again 
to the fight.”

r New York, Sept. 22—New York woke up 
the other day to learn that it pays out 
annually in hat tips to hotel and restaur- 
int keepers the imposing sum of $1,000,000 
a year. This is exclusive of tips to wait­
ers, chambermaids and other supemum- 
aries who perform one service or another 
for patrons. A local statistician estimated 
that it costs every daily frequenter of 
these establishments an average of $125 
a year to have his $3 derby or straw hat 
cared for temporarily pending the comple­
tion of his meal. As the gratuities are 
usually from 5 to 10 cents each time, few 
suspected that it attained to this amount 
in twelve months.

The discovery of the enormous sum paid 
annually by natives and visitors for 

checking their bats came about through 
an effort of a concessionaire in one of the 
hotels to prevent the proprietor from oust­
ing him from his stand. In the argument 
on the action, figures were produced indi­
cating the big fortune squandered every 
year by the public in this way. The hotels 
and restaurants lease out the privilege to 
the highest bidder. The income of the 
Waldorf-Astoria from this source alone is 
$20,000 a year and the Astor, Plaza and 
Knickerbocker about $15,000 each. Between 
the hat tips and commissions on business 
done by the taxicab companies operating 
from their doors, these hotels enjoy an in­
come in many instances as high as $90,- 
jKX) a year.

Indications are already a plenty that 
New York has awakened to its spendthrift 
habits, and will henceforth be more spar­
ing" than heretofore in its tips to hat 
checkers. As a result of the exposure of 
the income from this source derived by

Some of the prominent Britishers who 
have been touring the dominion are re­
turning. One is T. Grey Paget of Kings- 
thorpe Park, Northamptonshire, member 
of an old country family. With Mrs. Pa­
get be has been spending three months in 
Canada and met many Englishmen whom 
he knew before they emigrated to Canada. 
Without exception he found them pros­
perous and happy in the new country.

that high position.

Speaking of her work as secretary of 
the Daughters of the Empire she outlin­
ed the aims and aspirations of the society 
and urged that the movement should be 
spread in the United Kingdom.

It is interesting to note that Trentham 
Hall and its extensive grounds were offer­
ed as a free gift to the town of Stoke- 
on-Trent by the Duke of Sutherland. He , 
proposed that a technical school should 
be established there; but the council de­
cided-many think unwisely—that the ex­
pense of maintaining so large an establish­
ment was more than the town could sup­
port.

A 
long and comprehensive report will be 
issued at the end of this year. British 
methods of technical education have par­
ticularly impressed the commission.

Warden Kennedy of tiing Sing prison has 
been enlisted in the defence of the college 
fraternities. Of the 1,728 jail birds in 
that institution it is contended but two 
arc college bred men. Wherefore, the col­
lege men say that Crane is a muck-raker 
of the yellowest order and the Cambridge 
student from across the water just a col- 
lossal perverter of the truth.

“Our record for the year ending Oc­
tober," says Warden Kennedy, “shows 
that of 1.722 inmates, only ten were colle­
gians and thirty-four more had academic 
or high school education. There were 295 
illiterates and 235 could only read and 
write. That left 1.178 who boasted of a 
common school education.

“Now, in the tables showing habits of 
life, 23 per cent were total abstainers. 
Only 258 of the 1,722 prisoners convicted 
for all sorts of crimes from murder down 
used liquor freejy, that is. were heavy 
drinkers. Fully half this number used 
liquor moderately. And, r.gaiu, of this 
total 1.722 there were 583 aliens.

“So. you Red, if fifteen per cent of our 
students ‘go to the bad,’ which means 
prison .sooner or later, and yen only find 
ten college men here, and of that number 
only two Americans, the rest being for­
eign born and foreign educated. it is 
plain Mr. Crane is off on his statistics.”

dav at -one of the local hospitals where 
the hone of a man killed in an accident 
was engrafted onto the bone in the leg 
of a woman patient. Several weeks ago 
the woman entered the hospital suffering 
from necrosis of her shin bone. She had 
been experiencing pain at times for ten 
years without knowing the cause. An X- 
ray examination at the hospital disclosed 
t’ -1 the bone had been rotting away and 
sitting up inflammation, which made its 
removal necessary. -

About the same time that the woman en­
tered the hospital, an unknown man. in­
jured in an accident was brought there. 
When lie died his shin bone was extricat­
ed, put in a salt solution and placed in 
cold storage. By keeping the temperature 
of the bone below freezing point, the sur­
geons preserved its life until they were 
ready to graft it on to the severed ends 
of tlie hones in the woman's leg. This 
operation required but a short time and 
the patient is now reported as steadily 
iniproving. The bone from the leg of 
the dead man is knitting rapidly to one 
in the woman's limb. The muscles and 
tissue are healing, and granulations in the 
wound indicate new skin is forming and 
that nature is doing her work.

During the last session of parliament a 
couple of amendments of importance to 
the forestry interests of the dominion were 
made to the railway act.

By an amendment to section 30, para­
graph" “f,” sub-section 1, the Board of 
Railway Commissioners are given power 
“to establish and maintain an efficient 
and competent staff of fire-rangers, equip­
ped with such appliances for fighting, or 
preventing fires from spreading, as the 
board may deem proper, and to provide 
sijch rangers with proper and suitable 
equipment to enable them to move from 
place to placç along the line of railway 
with all due speed.”

The board ma>- also require the com­
pany “to- maintain an efficient patfol of 
the line of railway and othër lands m the 
vicinity, thereof to which fires may spread, 
and. generally define the duties of the com­
pany, and the said fire-rangers, in respect 
thereof.” “The board may require the 
company,” the clause continues, “to make 
returns of the names of fire-rangers in 
its employ in the performance of the 
above-named duties arid of the places or 
areas in which they are from time to time 
engaged. For the purpose of fighting and 
extinguishing fires, the . said tire-rangérs 
may follow the fires which spread from 
the railway to over and upon the lands 
to which they may spread.”

Another amendment of much import­
ance is the rendering of the railway com­
pany liable for damage to “any property,” 
instead of merely for “crops, lands, fences, 
plantations or buildings and their con­
tents,” by which amendment timber lands 
are clearly brought among those things 
for damage to which the company fs liable.
