LEGISLATIVE CORRUPTION.

Wein Canada have not yet had much
experience of legislative corruption, at
Jeast not in the same fashion that once
prevailed in England and which now, it
is said, prevails in the United States. No
doubt there are men in Parliament and
in the Provincial Legislatures who are
purchasable, but they do not form a suf-
ficiently numerous body to affect the
general character of these legislative
bodies, and it is to be hoped that they
will ;long preserve their reputation free
from such a taint. In the United
States, however, legislative corrup-
tion has grown to be a monstrous
evil for which no adequate remedy has
yet been found. In the state of New
York it has reached such proportions
that the New York Herald’s Albany cor-
respondent declares that every bill with
boodle behind it, no matter how infam-
ous is sure of passing the present legis-
lature. Perhaps it is best to quote for
the benefit of our readers just what the
New York Herald said in an editorial on
this subject on Friday last:—

In the autumn the thrifty farmer
shakes his apple trees and packs the
rich fnuit in barrels.

At the end of the session our sagacious
legislators pass all sorts of bills and rake
in the boodle.

We beg the pardon of the farmers for
making this odious comparison.

If you want to-get a bill throught both
houses at Albany, wait until two weeks
before adjournment, and then buy your
votes in open market. Prices range from
fifty to five hundred dollars each.

The merits of & bill? Bosh! “What
are we here for?” said Flanagan,of Texas,
and “What are we here for ?” cry a pur-
chasable majority of onr representatives
in hungry chorus. Itis not the justice
of your cause, but hard cash that insures
an overwhelming vote.

“Every measure no, matter how infa-
mous, with boodle behind it, is sure of

ing this Legislature,” says our Al-
y correspondent. He has himself
been offered stock for his influence, and
as he is an athlete we hope the man who
offered it is now wearing a bandage over
both eyes.

Such is the character of the New York
Legislature as depicted by a leading
New York newspaper. Could anything
be worse than this bold statement of the
prevailing condition of «ffairs at Albany?
There a sufficient number of men have
their price to make any kind of legisla-
tion, no matter how infamous, purchas-
able, Some people may say perhaps that
such a condition of affairs is due
to Republican institutions, but we
can assure them that no system
of government can claim immunity
from this monstrous evil. In the days
of Walpole the purchasable character of
members of Parliament was 8o notorious
that Walpole fearlessly declared every
man had his price. The “good old King”
George I1I had a corruption fund for the
purchase of members of Parliament;
although parsimonious in all other mat-
ters he was lavich when it came
to buying votes. England has emerged
from the dreadful state of corruption
which overwhelmed it in the days of
that monarch, but the several 'states of
the Union are now passing through a
similar experience. It oughtto be the
aim of every public man in Canada who
has the reputation of the country at
heart to do his utmost to prevent legis-
lative corruption from gaining a foothold
here. Let no man for thesakeof a tem-
porary adv. ge give cc
such an evil. Allthat is needed to re-
strain it and finally stamp it out is the
influence of a virtuous public opinion
which bas no sympathy with bribery.
Such a public opinion ought to exist aud
we believe does exist in Canada.

A PLAYED OUT NEWSPAPER-

When Tre Gazerte started its career as
a daily a little less than two years ago,
the Globe was supposed to be 8o strong-
ly intrenched in the favor of the people
of 8t. John that it could not be seriously
affected by any opponent, however vigor-
ously conducted. The proprietors of THE
GazerrE were strongly advised not to
make the attempt to compete with the
Globe, and this advice was given not by
the friends of that paper but by those who
ought to have been its enemies, by men
who were disgusted with its disloyal
course and its constant attempts to in-
jure Bt.

ART IN ST. JOHN

The annual exhibition of the Owens
Art School, which was held on Saturday,
will remind the readers of TuE GAzETTE
of the admirable progress ‘which art is
making in St. John. It is most gratifying
to. observe that every year seems to
show an accelerated rate of progressin
this important matter, and to disclose
the latent talent which exists in our
midst and which only needs cultivation
to make St. John an important centre of
artistic culture.

Judging
from what the Owens Art School has
achieved since it was started, we induige
in great hopes of its influence for good
in the future, and we expect to see it
turn out pupils who will do it credit and
become themselves exemplars of artistic
taste and skill. When such results are
achieved daubers will have no chance
here but will have to revert to their
proper and fitting business of painting
signs and barber’s poles.

SITTING FOR DRINKS.

Not Even a Glass of Water Over the
Bar—How the New Regulation is
Weorking in Boston Today. "

Boston, May 1.—“Gimme a gin cock-
tail,” said a thirsty Maine man, leaning
up against Young'’s Hotel bar this morn-
ing.

“Can’t do it here. Take a seat at a ta-
ble.”

“Well, give me a plain whisky, then.”

“Take g seat, sir, and we will fill your
order.”

“How about a glass of water? Give
me one and I’ll drink it if it L oisons me,”
roared the now thoroughly exasperated
man.

“Can’t even do that, sir,” said the bar-
keeper, sadly. It is against otir orders
to give any drinks over the bar, and, al-
though of course water is not a drink, be-
ing ordinarily used only for lavatory pur-
poses, yet some people might mistake it
for gin. You cannot getany drink here
unless yousitdown at one of the tables.”

And’it was so at a number of bars
throughout the city, though there were
many where the usual custom was fol-
lowed and drinks passed freely over the
counters. It was a day of subdued ex-
citement, however, in all barroms, and
the denunciations of the enforcement of
the obnoxious clause was at times loud
and emphatic. There was a great falling
off, so the barkeepers said, of business in
those places where the new regulation
was enforced.

“You see,” said one man “the bars
have twenty days in which to make the
change from the present system to the
proposed humbug arrangement, and in
twenty days a good deal may be accom-
plished inthe way of public opinion.
Some ofthe hotels and restaurants will
wait until the very last moment before
making any change, in hope that some-
thing will turn up. Others will go to work
at once to compel their patrons to sit
down to tables and drink leisurely.”

“I have seen lots of people come into
my bar,” said another barkeeper, “and
go right away again as soon as they
looked and saw the tables and the peo-
p(lie at them. They would not be bother-
ed.”

Sucef, the Faster,
His Huvger Fenat.

LoxpoN, May 2.—Succi completed his
forty days’ fast this afternoon in the
presence of thousands of spectators. At
the commencementof his fast he weigh-
ed 176 pounds, and 92 at its conclusion,
and had lost one inch in height. He
broke his fast in public on the stage.
At the conclusion of his first meal he
was presented with a gold medal and
the press gaveihim another. Succide-
clared that he never would fast again.

Sig. Succi has done similar fasts before
this. He is a rival of Dr. Tanner, but
alleges that he works on ja_system that
will be a benefit to humanity in the fat-
ure. He has been eerrimentiug in the
animal and vegetable kingdoms for years
and claims tnat he has at last found a
vegetable from which he compounds an
ingredient which is to displacé the ne-
cessity for all substantial food, and yet
sustain the germs of life to its allotted
number of days. The legend of his dis-
covery is as follows: When in Zanzibar
Sucei had a devoted negro servant, who
saved his master’s life during a dangerous
illness with mysterious herbs. Shortly
afterwards the negro—most inconsistent-
ly, it must be confessed—died, to the
great grief of his master. A few years
later Succi, being present at a spiritualis-
tic seance in Rome, asked for the spirit
of his negro. servant. The sgirit made
its appearance and revealed the secret of
the herbs and their marvellousj nourish-
ing powers.

Succi claims that his elixir will event-
ually be used by doctors in cases where
abstention from solid food is desired, also
for soldiers on the march when food is
scarce. English physicians have been
watching the course of Succi’s fast day
by day, and their report will be looked
forward to with scientific interest.
