THE GENTLE CHECKREIN.

would You Like to Have Your Neck Jerked
Back Like This?

How wounld you like to do your hardest
physical work with your head yankel
backward and strapped so that it stood
almost at right angles to your shoulders?
Do you think this fine horse enjoys it any
better than you would?

After the horse's heao has been dragged
back by the checkrein for a year or two
the contracted mucles harden in that po-
sition, and the poor animal can never
bend his neck again, Glandularswellings
appear on the under side of his neck, re
minding one of goiter. Then he is dis-
figured for life. People begin to sneer a1
him for being “ewe necked,” and n:
matter how fine his record is nothing i+
left but to sell him to draw the junk
wagon. Man tortures the poor brate tiil
he has deformed him, then casts him ont
to be starved. He has no further use for
bim. It is like man’s tender mercies.

Look at a horse whose neck has not
been rnined by the wicked check rein.

The checkrein is well enough when cf
the proper length, but that length is not
the proper one which is so short that ii
distresses and deforms the horse and
g3pds him out to be beaten and starved
and to haul a junk cart before his time.

Stable Vices.

Stable vices may be considered to in-
clue the following long list of offenses
against the code of laws made for the
staled horse and enforced by the stable-
meu.

Money in Roadsters.

It is pleasant to note that dealers in the
centers report & growing and active demand
for good roadsters, beyond anything seen dur-
ing the past few years. At the same time
one must regret that it needs be recorded that
there is great trouble in finding what will
please customers, says the Maine Farmer.
Take these statements, in connection with
what may be seen over the farms of Maine,
and the lesson is suggestive, to say the least.
Must 1t be admitted that something has been
wrong with the breeding of training of the
past 10 years? There are indications which
point that way. yet when ome looks for the
real reason it will be found in the develop-
ment rather than blood lines.

While there has been much that has been
experimental, the troubles have multiplied
b a single object has been 1n the mind
of the breeder—that of speed. With the
training all centering about this one thought,
and that the only measure of worth, it is rot
surprising that style and road qualities, if not
size, have been sacrificed. It has been one
sided cultivation, and that always insures one
sided results, and roadsters such as are want-
ed donot belong in thisclass. Right here is
where the leaders, the active breeders, have
had a great advantage in that they have held
to the rounded rather than the one sided
standard, while the man with a single mare
or the farmer with bis many daties has been
swept off his feet by the thought of speed
values or the great price realized by some for-
tunate neighbor.

This explains why so many undersized
horses are to be found, and if it be true it
suggests the lesson which is enforcec so many
times in our co.umns, that of mating and
breeding, of leeding and developing with ths
thoughe:f the perfect whole, the horse for
the first, last and all the while, leaving
the question of speed to special speed pro-
ducers. In this there is a sure safe business
basis on which to stand for all time.

Care of Harness.

Some farmers pajy little attention to the
proper care of their harness, d-voting
less attention to it than liverymen, cab
hack drivers, who attend to this matter
because it pays them to do so. Itis not
a rare sight to 8ee a farmer’s heavy draflt
and single harness that have been used
for several years without a drop of any
lubricent touching them since they came
from the dealer’s hands. All the leather
portion is hard and brittle and presents a
dull appearance. If used during a shower
the parts that are rubbed look more like
porous sole leather than an oak tanne.l
article. Such treatment shortens the life
and usefulness of the harness at least
one-half, whereas a few cents worth of oil
and two or three hours time each year
would not only make the harness fa-
more presentable, but add to its useful-
ness, and, what is of greater importance.
to its safety.

Do not hang the harness in a horsa
stable. The ammonia arising from the

urine is very aestructive to leather of any
kind, Before oillng the harness remoye

all dirt and dandruff by thoroughly wash-
ing with strong castile soapsuds. The
harness should be taken apart before
commencing operations. Choose a8 warm
day if done out of doors or work near a
stove if indoors As soon as dry any of
the harness oils may be appliedl witha
woollen cloth or soft sponge, usinyg care to
saturate every p rtion. After each strap
has been oiled bend It back and forth,
thereby intr. ducing the vil to the very
centre of each strap*

1f not previously ciled for a long time,
& second applicati n shonld be given, and
after a few honrs go aver with a dry
cloth, removing all that has not been ah—
sorbed. In place of the usnal neatsfoot
or petroleum harness oil, melted lar.] free
from salt, or even nnsalted butter, may be
used. It is becter still to boil up the
broken shin bones of a beef. The marrow
and what tallow there may be will make
a most valuable dressing of almost the
consistency of oil and mav be bottled for
futzre use. 1f a color be desired, add a
little lampblack. This will prove eqnally
efficacions 28 a dressing for boots and
shoes. Fifty cents worth of these shin
bones, obtained of any butcher will
vield enough neatsfoot oil to last several
years.

DYNAMITE AND DEATH.

A Whole Shipload of the Stuff
Explodes.

Flaming Brands Scattered Abont Set 8an-
tander on Fire,

SANTANDER. S8pain, November 5.—The
ship * Volo”, having a cargo of dynamite
on board, caught fire last night.

A large crowd soon gathered in the
vicinity of the quay and the police made
no attempt to drive them away. The
Goverior ot the province (Santander)
personally directed the efforts of the fire-
men to extinguish the flames.

Suddenly there was a dull roar, follow—
ed by a report that shook the city to its
foundations. Every house aronnd the
quay was wrecked, the walls being blown
down.

Many persons were killed and injured.
Tha Governor has not been seen since the
explosion. His secretary who was stand-
ing beside him when the explosion oc-
curred, says be was stunned by the shock.
When he regained his senses he looked
for the Governor but could not ind him.
It is feared he was killed and that his
body was blown into the bay.

The commandant of the civic guard
and many officials and workwmen were
badly injured. The town was paralyzed
by the disaster, and no attempt was sub-
quently made to extingunigh the fire tnat
wes communicated to adjacent buildings
and quays by the flaming brands thrown
by the explosion of the dynamite.

A Brakeman’s Horrible Death Sunday
Night.

In the L. C. R: yard at Moncton Sunday
evening, & shocking accident occurred by
which a young I. C. R. brakeman sustained
horrible injuries from which death eventually
occurred. The unfortunate young man’s
name was Nelson Stapleford aged 25 years.
For the past three years he has been employed
as a spare brakeman on the I. C. R., but
some three weeks ago at the time of the change
was transferred to the yard here as night
brakeman on the shunter Sunday evening
about 10. 30 driver Chas. McHugh shunted a
string of box cars down the main line from
the east to the west end. The engine and
cars backed past7the switchman’s shanty and
switched off on No. 1 siding the object being
to cut one of the cars off and leave it there,
The cars’ were moving quite briskly and at
the appointed place Stapleford who was on the
south side of the train stopped between the
cars to detach the car in question: A jolt-
ing of the cars and a series of agonizing
screams rent the air and Driver McHugh
knowing full well that some accident had
happened reversed his lever bringing the en
gine to a standstill, rushed in the direction of
where the cries emanated. At the same in-
stant Brakewan Perce Chapmau and G. Scurr
also attracted by the screams hastened to the
scene where a deplorable sight met their
eyes. Lying on the rail, covered with his
life’s blood, was their unfortunate co-worker.
His body was on the outside of the rail,
while his two legs and left arm lay on the in-
side. Wilh a feeling of horror they assisted
by Jas. Sutton tenderly lifted the mangled
form from beneath the fatal cars, and carried
it carefully to the ladies’ waiting room, where
they laid it on the table. Drs. Church and
Bourque were summoned and it was then
learned that both legs had been cut off one
below the knee, the other slightly above, and
the left arm severed above the elbow. The
unfortunate man suffered cxcruciating tor-
ments, and in the intensity of his anguish re.
peatedly pleaded that he might die. The
news of the sad occurrence was conveyed to
the dying man’s wife by Dr. L. N. Bourque.
Dr. Bourque drove her to the station. With

mechanically the death chamber,
Her husband raised his eyes
but the power of recognition .had bereft
bhim., - With a hysterical scream the afe
flicted woman fell into a chair and a
flood of tears gave vent to her terrible
anguish. Dr. Church then administered
chloroform to the dying man at shor
periods, 1It, however, did not appear to
have had any noticeable effect for the in-
jured man’s moans were most piteous to
hear: The strongest heart qualmed at
the meeting of the two who had not long
since been joined as one, snd many s
livid eye and tear bespattered cheek was
noticed in the assemblage of citizens who
had congregated. Shortly after 12 o’clock
Rev. Mr. Weeks arrived: Mr. Weeks
soothed him as only a minister of the
gospel can. He explained to him that he
must soon pass into eternity and asked
nim if he would trust impllcitly in Christ
the Baviour, to which he replied ‘‘Yes
Mr. Weeks I will trust in Him. Let me
die.” At this juncture about 1 30 o’clock
a heavy dose of chloroform was adminis-
tered which had its desired effect: A
lounge was then provided and the unfor-
nate man carried to his home at the up-
per end of High St. by Messrs. James
Magee, John and Fred O'Neill, A* Bray,
Stewart Gallagher, O'Neill and MacDoua-
all. Dr. Church remained with the dy-
ing man whose last spark of life fled at
half past two o’clock.

The only way to account for the acci-
deut is that when Stapleford ran between
the cars to extract the pin from the coupl-
ing the latter was .caught too tight and
that whilst running along the sleepers in-
side of the rails endeavoring to accomplish
his object, his foot struck one of the sleep-
ers and he fell face down on the rail the
wheels passing transversely over his
limbs. Deceased was & steady young
man and was very popular among his
working fraternity who deeply regret his
sudden end. He leayes beside a wife one
little child.

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THE UNITED STATES ELECTION.

The results of the United States elec-
tions of last Tuesday constituted a sur-
prise of a very decided nature for the
ordinary mews reader of the day, but tc
those well versed in American politics
the very best of rvasons seem to have
exirted for the apparent change in public
sentiment across the border. The
Demccrais were beaten all along the
line. In New York stite, where Cleve
and obtained a large majority at the
late presidental election, a full republi-
can honse of representatives has been
elected, and the Republican candidate for
judee of the court of appeal sustained. In
New Jersey. Massachusetts, and Ohio a
like result is seen. Virginia, it is true
remained loyal to the Democratic stand®
ard, but in that state no extraordinary
condirions obtained, such as determined
the results in the states just mentioned.
In New York the credit for the- Demo-
cratic defeat is due to the pernicious pre-
sen e and influence of the Tammany
ring. who have controlled maunlcipal,
statc and even federal elections for
yevrs  past, but whose insult-
ing conduct in nominating as their party
can.diiate for the judgeship of the court
of appeals 2 man who was responsible for’
the theft and suppression of an election
return, turned all men’s minds against
them, and provoked the populace to re-
sent their disgraceful influence in such a
decided manner. In New Jersey also, it
appears that the controlling force in
Demeacratic politics for years past has
been a ring of horse race gamblers, to
whom the republican majority was in-
tended as a rebuke by the decent people
the state. Massachusetts, of course, has
always been essentially Republican, but
for some time past has returned as Gov-
ernor the Hon: Wm., E. Russell, a Demo-
crat, whose personal popularity led to
his election in face of political hostility.
His withdrawal from the public arena at
the late contest, left the ground open for
the nataral Republican sentiment to
assert itself, Ohio boasts of the posses—
gion of Governor McKinley, the author
of the famous McKinley bill, whose per-
sonality brought about a viciory for his
party. So that it cannot be said, in the
case of any one state, that the Republi-
can victory indicates the success of that
party, or the defeat of their opponents.
What will be the effect of the electioms
upon the policy of President Cleveland
and his party remains to be seen. One
thing is sure, that the defeat of the Tam-
many ring in New York will strengthen
the President’s hands. That organiza-
tion has always manifested toward Mr.
Cleveland a hatred which appeared
rather personal than political, and at the
convention of 1892, exerted all their in-
fluence to “revent his nomination for the
Presidency. The defeats in Ohio, Penn-
sylvania and Massachusetts were to be
expected, and will not materially effect
the popular sentiment. On the other
hand theresult in Virginia shows that
the South is still the solid South, and
true to the party of reforin. Now that
the repeal of the Sherman Act has been
secured, the President and his cabinet
must turn to the consideration of matters
of much greater importance. They wero
e’ected for the purpose of bringing into
practical play the policy of tariff reform
or tariff for revenue ouly, and it will be
curious to observe the manner in which
an h- nest politician, such as President
Cleveland undoubtedly is, will approach
the solution of about as ticklish a little
problem iu political economy as any man
ever undertook to master.

PRINCIPAL GRANT’S IDEAS,

Rev. Principal G. M. Grant has com-
menced contributing to the Toronto Globe
a series of articles intended to express

e

strong protest against the wasting
of public money. As a man of great
learning, sound jodgement, long exper
ience and generally honest convictions,
Principal Grant deservesto have th.e pub-
iic listen to his epinions. Retrenchment
8 acc rding tohim, the first and greatest
need of Canada. He quotes the general
manager of the Bank of Mcntreal as say-
ing *“We have been spending too much
money”, and himself declares that “the
“pational expenditure has increased
“gteadily since confederation, out of all
‘‘proportion toour increase in population,
“or availsble wealth, and that there is
“abundant proof that a great deal of the
“public money has been worse than
“wasted.” Insnppoert of this statement
he instances the many deficits which
have been charged to the Intercolonial
Railway, the annnal deficit in the Posg
Office department, and especially the
ridiculously expensive governmental ma-
chinery of the country. We quote the
follow ing remarks npon the over-govern-
ment of the Dominion :—

Again, comparatively little has been
said against the excessive membership
and semi-membership of the Cabinet, al-
though the Government of the United
States is carried on with lss than half
onr number. Not only is the expense
considerable. but the freedom of Parlia-
ment is seriously weakened therely.
With ns the Cabinet is simply a commit-
tee of Parliament. Now every one knows
that committees have such power that it
is a'most impossible to defeat any propos-
al they make and that the larger the
committee the less freedom the body ap-
pointing it will have. It would almost
seem to be taken for granted that our
Government should have good billets
with which to reward its supporters, not
only while they are in public life, but
after their usefulness is gone. The pre-
sent system of adding to the Cabinetis
wrong. Permanent head clerks or com-
missioners, who do all the real wotk of
the departments, are the kind of men we
ought to have, instead of fleeting and un-
trainad partisans. Thisis the system in
Britain and the United States, but we
have it only to a limite1 extent. As for
houses for the Lieut Governors, a man
with a salary of seven or eight thousand
dollars can easily rent a hou e, if he has
not one already in the provincial capital,
and then less wnuld be expected of him
‘as regards the preposterous expense call-
ed entertaining than social flunkydom
now expects. We are over-governed.

We are inci:ned to believe that the
majority of thinkers in Canada will agree
with Principal Grant in the aforagoing
statements, especially with regard to
over-government. The Governor Gener-
al of Canada rnles over 5,000,000 people.
He is not leader of the government.He is
not even in active political life. His
most arduous duties are togive the Royal
assent to Parliamentary bills. to preside
at the functions at Rideau Hall, and to
draw his salary of $50,000. The Presi-
dent of the United States receives the
same annnal stipend from the people for
hisservices. But his services are of some
value to his employers. He not only
mnst be an active statesman, leader of
the government, head of the legislative
and executive functions of parliament,
but hie must actually do the work of three
men; and the knowledge that he is dir-
ectly responsible tothe p~ople who have
p'aced this trust in him, leads him to act
honestly, honourable and conscientiously.

What a contrast! And the United
States could afford to pay fifty times the
salary which the Canadian people pay,
and not fe2l it half so much. The same
argument will obtain in nearly every
departwent of public work, “We are over-
governed.” To-day our gross federal
aebt stands at $295,000,000, while the
total debts of all the provinces will total
37,000 000 more. The following statement
from the last government “Year Book”
the relation of revenue to expenditure in
each of them:

" City Council Meeting.

The regular monthly meeting of the
council was held in the City Council
Chamber Tuesday evening, Mayor Beck-)
with in chair. The usual routine business
was transacted. The arrangement of the
electric street lamps under the new sys-!
tem, which had been agreed upon at the
informal meeting held last month, was
conformed, and the poles ordered to be
set accordingly. The council was again
treated to a dose of Miss Hoopers bills
against the city for costs in Scott Act
prosecutions which had been refused
payment some time ago. Miss Hooper
had made an application to the Supreme
Court last term for a mandamus to compel
the city conncil to pay her bill, and the
court had refased the motion. The mat-
ter came up Tuesday night by way of
petition presented by one of the Alder-
men, praying the council to pay the bill,
On motion, the bill was referred to the
administration of justice committee for
consideration and report, and at the same
time an vrder was passed upon the cast-
ing vote of the Mayor, authorizing the
Police Magistrate whenever he might in
the future deem: it necessary for the city’s
interests, to direct the city clerk to appear
in Scotf, Act prosecutions.

The fiscal year closed on the 31st Oct.
and the annual financirl statement was
submitted from the City Treasurer. The
balance sheet produced by the City Trea-
surer shows that during the year just
about $40,000 in taxes have been collected
besides the income from water rates and
ordinary revenue, which amounts to a
considerable sum. A year ago the city
owed the bank $5,000, and had $2,267,10
on hand, leaving a net debt due the bank
of $2,732,90. This year the amount owing
to the bank is $6500, with $2,067,12 on
hand, leaving a net floating debt due the
bank of $4,437.88. The expenditures made
in the different departments during the
year have been as follows: Schools $15,-
121.19; support of poor, $2,691.99; roads
and streets $295255; fire department,
$4,429.28; administration of justice,$3,777:-
97; public work, $2714/48; street lamps
$2,047.64; debenture interest $5,314.72;
sewerage and water, $15,250.15; ordinary
revenue, $6,467.98; board of health, $426,-
85; Victoria hospital $482.49. The esti-
mate for expenditure in the different de-
pariments has in most cases been ex-
ceeded. The only departments in which
the estimate is within the expenditure
are, aiministration of justice,in which
the receipts exceed the payments by
$1,013.36, the public works $345,56, and
board of health, $27.98. The schools ac-
count is overdrawn $215.15, support of
poor $14.88; roads and streets $15.27 fire
department $1,161 49; street lamps $506.-

revenue, $2,550.40, and Victoria Hospital,
$21037. Last vear, the total over ex-

was $6,491.04, and this year the figures
are $5;82549, or $665.55 lass.

Chief Engineer Lipsett of the fire de-
partment submitted his annual report
which is too long for publication in full.
There were twenty fire alarms during the
civic year from Nov. 1st, 1893. Of these
only two were for fires that caused dam-
age tc the extent of over $100, and of
these two the Westmorland street con-
flagration of August 12:th was one. ‘The
chief engineer reports- the total loss on
this fire at $18,000, of which $9,649 was
covered by insurance. The insurance
loss on all other fires during the year
amounted to only $1,050, making a total
insurance loss for the year of $10,699.

Readers.

The ninth day after foaling is gener-
ally considered anexcellent time to breed
a mare. I

Let every® animal you breed and rear
be absolutely first class. All the live
stock of the country is improving sorapid-
ly that this is a necessity.

Fewer mares are being bred this year
than usual. The fine carriage and light
wagon horse is the one in which there
will be a good, steady profit in the im-
mediate future,

Farth for the Poultry in Winter.

Get in a supply of dirt before winter. Have
it dry and place it where it can be used con-
veniently. Dirt is important, as the hens
use it for dusting. It also absorbs droppings,
serves as a deodorizer and makes it easy to
clean out the poultry house. A bushel of
fine, dry plaster mixed with 10 bashels of dry
dirt will be an advantage. Keep the dirt in
a dry place, free from dampness.

French Way of Feeding Veal Calves.

Meat is the most urgent necessity of the
French people. The dairy must farnish veal.
Every calf that is not -needed for the dairy is
fed and fattened up to 2, 3 or 4 months for
veal, while in America milk fed calves are
vealed at from 5 to 6 weeks and sell at from
$5 to $8 per. head. In France they bring
from $15 to $30° The calves are fed milk
and finished off the last week with eggs beat-
en upin the milk. The veal calf must have
the white of the eye of a white color to bring
the best price. Such calves produce delicate
flesh colored meat with white fat.—Americau
Agriculturist.]

FATTENING AND CURING BEFF.

How to Make and Keep Beef for Home Use
in Winter, ——

Mrs. Charles writes in The Ruaral New
Yorker :

I have just been interviewing Mr. Charles,
my better and larger half, in regard to the
young steer he has been stall feeding for sev-
eral weeks and was glad to hear that he
would soon be in good condition for killing,
weather permitting, and I know he will make
delicious eating.

He was selected from a herd of 40 steers
bought in Buffalo last June and was pasture
fed till about six weeks ago. Since then he
has been kept constantly in the stable, fed
on a diet of pumpkins, cornmeal, bran and
and clover hay. We killed two such animals
last winter and certainly never had such
superior beef in the house—rich, tender and
juicy as young chickens. The manner in
which we disposed of our bevees last winter
proved so satisfactory that I will describe it,
thinking others may find some suggestions
which will prove helpful to them.

As soon as we are likely to have steady cold
weather the steer will be slaughtered. One
fore quarter and one hind quarter will be sold
to neighboring farmers, who are always glad
to avail themselves of an opportunijy to get
such choice meat at so much lower than re-
tail prices. The fore quarter reserved for our-
sélves, after hanging a week or two, we shall
cut up and pack in a 20 gallon crock for corn-
ing. Each piece thoroughly rubbed with the
following mixture and then packed as solidly
as possible in the large orock or jar: Four
quarts of rock salt, 4 pounds of brown sugar,
4 ounces of saltpeter to 100 pounds of beef.

These jars are far superior to barrels for this
purpose, as they can be kept much sweeter,
and the jar cannot absorb the juices of the
meat as a barrel would. No water is needed,
as the beef juices will prove sufficient aftera
few days’ standing. A 20 gallon jar will
hold about 150 pounds of meet. Corn beef
prepared in this way will keep several months
in cool weather, though I think the meat
fibres are hardened and toughened after say,
two months,

I canned corned beef in glass fruit jars last
winter very successfully, opening them in
mideummer. The remaining hind quarter is
hung in the large, airy garret over the wood-
shed, where it generally freezes. A steak or
roast is cut off as desired. In favorable wea-
ther the meat will keep two months if desir-
able, improving in quality every day.

FEEDING CORN TO HENS,

Corn Fed Chickens That Never Had Gape or
‘holera.

Perhaps a statement of the way a large
number of hens were kept and fed on
nothing but corn, with whatever could be
gathered cn a range, mightbe interesting-
The largest number at one time wa8
something over 900. These were kept on
about 40 acres of rough land, halfof which
was in woods. Ten acres were plowed
and sown with grain of some kind, most-
ly oats or buckwheat, and finally they
were sown with clover to supply green
food.

There were six houses, separated from
each other, and a large number of coops
for the broods. The housss had a sep-
arate apartment for sitting hens, where
the hens were fed and attended to until
the broods were hatched, when the hen
and chicks were put in coops and set out
in the field or on the edge of the woods.
One side of the lot was a steep hill from
which several springs ran down to a
brook that ran intoa large spring, so that
abundance of water was handy for all.

The allowance of corn was four quarts

kfor 100 hens, and as each flock kept mostly

by itself and numbered 125 or 150 the
quantity was easily distributed. . By go-
ing through the grounds, beginning at the
first house, the fowls were fed quite easily,
and each got a pretty even share. The
brood hens and chicks were fed on crack-
ed corn, which was not wasted, as finer
ground corn was, and the young
chicks soon began to swallow whole corn
which wias given when they weighed
nearly a pound. For a young brood, at
first two ounces per hen and chick three
times a day was given.

I had begun with 120 hens three years
before, and these were kept in one house,
with nothing but bare wrlls, roosting poles
and the loose nest boxes. It was very
easy to keep this house clean and free from
vermin by greasing the roosts with com-
mon waste grease from the kitchen and
kerosene. I never heard of any one using
this before I began it and mentioned it
to The Country Country Gentleman quite
30 years ago.  found it effective at once
and have never been troubled with
vermin since because I do not wait for
them, but grease the poles every two or
three weeks. The white hens do not look
handsome after rolling in the dust when
tne grease is first used, but they are com
fortable.

The gapes never troubled me. It is
said that this disease is caused by the
worms that the cuicks eat, the germ be-
ing in the worms. This I disbelieve, for
I have fed the chicks with worms obtain-
ed by digging and they will eat them in
preference to any other food. It was’the
plowed ground that saved the fowls
from this disease, for all the drop-
pings that might have the eggs of the
worms in them were covered up and put
ount of reach. Nor did I ever lose a hen
by cholera, although mine were rather
crowded together. With this quantity of
corn the hens were always ready for mar-
ket or the table. The hens were fed
night and morning. Henry Stewart in
Country Gentleman.

DOWN GOES THE RECORD !

“Lucania” Comes West in a Half Hour Less
Than ‘‘Campania”,

New York, November 4—The Lucania
which arrrived here last night, failed to
break the new ocean record established
yesterday by her sister ship the Cam-
pania, but the newest Cunarder succeed-
in making a new westward record, cov-
ering the distance between Queenstown
and New York in 5 days, 12 hours, 47
minutes, E

She made two fairly good daily runs,
the log being as follows: 481, 542, 490,
535 and 196, covering 2780 miles. Her
average speed was 20.98 knots an hour as
against the 21.38 of the Campania in the
trip of the latter, &nished at Queenstown
yesterday.

The Lucania’s great daily run on a
former trip—560 miles—was not exceed-
ed.

The two new Cunarders now hold the
eastward and westward records respec-
tively, the Lucania having reduced the
latter made by the Campania,—5 days,
13 hours and 23 minutes—by 36 minutes.

The Paris, of the American line, came
in last night from Southampton, having
made the run in 6 days, 11 hours and 14
minutes. For the reason mentioned pre-
viously in despatches to the Star the Lu-
cania’s greater speed gave her passengers
no great advantage over those on the
Paris as both were landed at the same
time this morning,

Madame Patti came on the Lucania.

LUCKEY MUST BE HANGED.

December 14 is Set for the Day
of His Death.

The Ending of the New BIiss Tragedy in
Sight.

BrockviLLE, Ont., Nov. 4-—=“Guilty” was
the verdict of the jury in the Luckey
trial

It was arrived at at 5.35 last evening
after the jury had been out one hour and
fifteen minutes.

The prosecuting attorney atonce moved
that the sentence of the Court be passed
upon the prisoner, In the most solemn
tones the judge imposed the death sen-
tence:  Thursday December 18, was nam.
ed as the day for Luckey’s executiop.

The court room was crowded at the time
but the prisoner appeared to be the cool-
est man in the place. When asked if he
had anything to say as to why the sen-
tence of the court should not be passed he
made no reply except the formal answer
that he was not guily of the charge.

The condemned man did not even
change color, and when removed from the
box, marched to hig cell with a firm step.

It just took the prosecuting attorney
forty-five minutes to address the jury,
but he-made the best of his time and the
address was generally conceded to be one
of the most brilliant ever delivered in the
Rrockville Courtroom. He did not go in,
to the evidence in detail, but confined his
time chiefly to the prisoner,s account of
his visit to his father’s farm, and in deal-
ing with the evidence in regard to the
boots and money on the prisoner at the
time of his arrest.

The judge charged for forty minutes,
and directly against Luckey.

The condemned murderer now occupies
a separate cell, and special guards will be
placed on day and night.

GERMAN WORM
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GOODFELLOW’S VICTIM -ALIVE.

Johnston Chopped Because of
a Hallowe’'en Joke.

Goodfellow’s Ultimate Escape Not Comsid
ered Probable.

Ricamonp, November 2,—Search par-
ties are scouring the country for miles
around in the districts of Ullverton, South
Durham, Richmond and Melvin, looking
for John Goodfellow wkho yesterday mur-
derously assaulted a young man named
Henry Johnston with an axe. Johnston
was first reported dead, but he lies at the
point of death at a neighbor’s residence
ta-day. No trace of his assailant has yet
been discovered. The crime, which was
a most brutal and premeditated one,
arose out of a Hallowe’en joke which was
played on Goodfellow.

The Johnston homestead stands on an
eminence, about a mile and a half back
of Lisgar. Here has resided for some
months back with the Jobnstons John
Goodfellow, an old man of 71 years of age
with his wife. He came from St. Am-
broise de Kildare, where he had sold out
his property.

Yesterday morning about seven o’clock
Goodfellow went to look for his harness
and found it tied up on the fence some
distance from the barn. He is of a very
violent temper, and, without saying a
word, he walked back to the house, about
one hundred yards away and procured an
axe. With this weapon Goodfellow pro-
ceeded to the barn, where Henay John-
ston was milking. The latter was seated
near the door. With the remark, “I’ll
teach you to touch my harness,” Good-
fellow struck him twice full on the head,
the blunt axe cutting clean through the
forehead and into the skull. Johnston
fell like a log. When a farm hand Valk-
er Fleming who was in the barn, exclaim-
ed, “For God’s sake dont kill Henry,”
Goodfellow

Turned and Struck at Fleming

with the axe, bnt the latter dodging fled from
the barn, pursued by Goodfellow. Goodfel,
low returned to the house, flourishing his axe
and exclaiming that he had ‘“‘done for the
rascals.” Mr, and Mrs, Johnston were away
at the time but two neighbors. W. H.
Lyster and James M. Lyster, were called to
the assistance of Johnston. In some way the
wounded man had managed to get en his feet
and hestood there supported with his arms on
the backs of the cows on either side of him,
and the blood pouring oyer his face. He was
conveyed to the Lyster House and Dr. Tomg-
kins, of Ulverton, and Stewart, of Richmond,
were called in. |

The two wounds are V shaped and pene-
trated to the bratm., The bone was removed
and the blood cleansed from the brain. It is
feared, however, that he will not recover from
the fever which has set in,

Goodfellow took to the woods. Search
parties were organized. All the country
roads are watched, while the railroad officials
have all been notified. Although Goodfellow
was 80 old, he was still a powerful man. He
stands almost six feet three inches, is clean
shaven with the exception of slight gray side
whiskers, while he is dressed very meanly.
He is said to be well to do, but was most
miserly in his habits, while his violent temper
always kept him in hot water with some one.
Two men were arrested on suspicion, one at
Titus, and another this side of St. Rosalie,
but both were released. A man answering to
Goodfellow’s description was seen last even-
ing a mile this side of South Durham, but on
being approached he jumped the fence and
took to the woods. All the trains are being
watched and a party started this morning
along the road to St. Ambrose de Kildare,
forty-eight miles away, as it is thought Good-
fellow may return to his old home. The
banke in which Goodfellow was a depositor
have been notified, so that if he attempts to
draw any of his money he will be captured.
It is most probable, however, that he is hid-
ing in the woods somewhere near the scene
of his crime, in order that his wife may sup-
ply him with provisions. This will be pre-
vented and an endeavor made to starve him
out. High Constable Sampson, of Artha-
baska, in which district the tragedy took
place, has been telegraphed for, but has not
yet arrived, and in the meantime the search
is being conducted under the supervision of
the Chief of Police, Taylor, of Richmond.

Johnston was only twenty years of age and
was very popular in the community. His
mother is prostrated from the shock. If
Goodfellow has remained in this part of the
country he cannot escape, as every avenue has
been closed to him. Goodfellow was a broth-
in-law of Mr. Johnston and was staying with
the latter till he could rent a farm for him-
self.

Goodfellow Arrested.

'-Bncnmoxn, November s*—John Goodfellow
who, on Wednesday assaulted young Henry
Johnston, at his home, near Lisgar, with an
axe, crushing his skull, and afterwards took
to the woods, was arrested this morning in
his place of hiding, about three miles from
Lisgar.

Goodfellow was conveyed to the Arthabas-
ka gaol, where he was be locked up, awaiting

he result of his dastardly act.
