All 
the troops taking part in the expedi­
tion are now on the march towards Don- 
gola. Duglq, hitherto held by a small 
force of cavalry, is being fortified and 
added to the string of depots connecting 
the expedition with Wady Haifa, the 
real base of supplies.

The intelligence department reports 
that the dervishes are gathering in 
force north of Dongola, and clashes be­
tween the dervishes and Anglo-Egyp- 
tian scouts are expected at any moment.

A BALLOON ON FIRE.

Mishap to an Aeronaut Making Ascen­
sions for Display.

Just after a victory which practically 
decided the war, and which was won by 
Gordon’s men, Gordon resigned, and Li 
forthwith swept all the foreigners out 
of his service, though he maintained at 
Nanking the arsenal which had been es­
tablished by Dr. McCartney at Foochow. 
Piping times of peace npw succeeded in 
Li’s province of Kiangsu, and Li devot­
ed- himself to administering affairs cO 

'that prosperity should return., His pow­
erful will and determination, enabled 
him to rule a people accustomed to par­
ental onthority; and he has been uni­
formly successful in regulating affairs in 
the interests of his countrymen with­
out directly violating foreign treaties. 
His ability as a soldier was put to a 
gevire test during the Nienfei rebellion. 
Without the aid of Europeans, on whom 
he had been accustomed to rely, he had 
to fight light cavalry with infantry, and 
(at one time he was degraded in rank 
for apathy in the presence of the 

By luck he gained a victory 
just after having induced the court not 
to set him aside, and thus regained his 
yellow jacket and his former rank.

“He at first attempted to close the 
front gates of his Yamen to the British 
cosul, whom he desired should gain- ad­
mittance by the side doors, appropriated 
to the lower ranks of mandarins. When 
expostulated with on the subject he de­
fended himself by saying that by treaty 
a consul was Considered to rank with a 
T&otai, and that as the Tatoais were 
only admitted by the side doors, a con­
sul should not expect the centre doorway 
to be thrown open to him. Fortunately 
the consul declined to visit him on these 
terms, aid eventually Li was obliged to 
yield and to receive his visitor in the 
why which courtesy should have from 
the first provided for him. The visits 
of the foreign consuls were admittedly 
distasteful to Li when there was no in­
formation which he desired to gain from 
them: and i» conversation with the 
British representative at the court- he 
more than once complained that 
frequency of his visits brought him into 
bad odor with the people. * *
But Li’s stand-off manner towards the 
foreigners was far from being a bar to 
his receipt of imperial favors, and in 
1869 he was made a * * * * cabin­
et minister for his services against the 
Taipings and Niefel rebels.”

The Tientsin massacre, which occur­
red in 1870, showed plainly the real 
character of Li. He quelled the out­
break by taking matters entirely into his 
own hands, but it was only with the 
greatest difficulty that he was induced 
to acknowledge that , dismissal from ser­
vice was not a sufficient punishment for 
men who were practically responsible 
for the lives of some twenty foreigners. 
He at length admitted that they 
worthy of punishment, ‘‘but this only 
.because a foreign consul had been among 
the killed. Had the sufferers only been 
missionaries or traders, dismissal would, 
in his opinion, have been quite sufficient 
to meet the case.” At this time the 
fact came out strongly that, however 
ugly himself Li may be to deal with, 
through him alone can business be trans­
acted. He ultimately yielded to the de­
mands of the French, minister, because 
"to»? feared - that France would enforce 
her demands at the point of the bayonet. 
At this place occurs a curious contra­
diction to a former statement: “His will­
ingness to receive foreign guests has 
been proverbial, and his skill in extract 
ing information from Ms visitors has 
amply repaid him for the time expended 
in his receptions. Ministers and dis­
tinguished officers have gone to Ms Ya­
men expecting to learn something from 
him have gone away without any addi­
tion to their previous stock of knowledge 
and with the consciousness superadded 
that they have been pumped most ex­
haustively by their astute host.”

During the seventies Li’s most import­
ant duties were connected with the office 
which he held as commissioner of for­
eign affairs. He had been haunted 
with the idea that war was always pos­
sible, and he knew that his country was 
quite unprepared to face a European 
foe. He exerted himself to the utmost 
to strengthen the - defences of the capi­
tal and to build up an effective army 
and navy. He began to drill soldiers, 
and he acquired from time to time for­
eign gunboats for the protection of the 
coasts. He drove a hard bargain in 
the treaty with Peru, but he had to 
swallow a bitter pill when he came to 
make a treaty with Japan, which had 
always been regarded as a tributary 
state, and which now claimed equality 
with China.

In the following year (1874) the Jap­
anese avenged themselves upon some 
Formosan savages who had Murdered 
the sailors of a Japanese ship wrecked 
on their coast. Part of Formosa was' 
under the Chinese Dominion. An in­
vasion of the island, therefore, was suf­
ficiently pronounced to make it neces 
sary for Japan to send a commissioner 
to Peking to explain the proceeding. 
Soyeshima called on Li, who endeavored 
to draw Mm into a political discussion, 
but the envoy disdained his advances, 
and, to the intense annoyance of Li, re­
fused to discuss the subject except with 
the central government. At first the 
Chinese scouted any idea of making an 
arrangement until the Japanese had 
withdrawn from Formosa, but when 
they found that the envoy was unmoved 
by their attempts to carry matters with 
a high hand, they came down and agreed 
to pay a large indemnity. Li was bit 
terly opposed to any compromise with 
the Japanese, for he had provided him­
self with ships, he had armed his troops 
with the best rifles of the day, he believed 
at the moment he was in a better posi­
tion to fight than were the Japanese, ho 
recognized that the Japanese were mov­
ing far faster than his countrymen were 
ever likely to advance, and tie foresaw 
that the time would surely come when 
the Japanese would be too formidable to 
make it safe for the Chinese to cross 
swords with them. The peace party 
was in the ascendant and he was oblig­
ed to yield, but even after the sum was 
agreed upon, a difficulty arose because 
the Chinese haughtily' refused to give 
any guarantee for its payment. At tips 
juncture Sir Thomas Wade declared 
himself ready on his personal responsi­
bility to guarantiee the money,- and 
peace was restored.

In 1875 the Chinese empire became 
embroiled with Egland on account of the 
murder of Mr. Margery.

A year ago there appeafed in the ser­

ies entitled “Public Men of To-day,” a 
biography of Li Hung Chang. In his 
preface the biographer says: “The bio­
grapher of a Chinese statesman is at a 
distinct disadvantage, compared with 
the writer of the life of an European 
notability. For Lim no kind of friends 
produce pockets of letters, in which the 
subject of the biography has expressed 
his thoughts and opinions for the bene­
fit of his friends and relations. No diar­
ies are forthcoming, in which is recorded 
the passage of events, with criticisms up­
on them; nor does any literary ac­
quaintance lighten the labors of the 
biographer by publishing personal 
iniseenoes. So far ak the outside world 
is concerned, a Chinese statesman ap­
pears only in thé light of a public char­
acter. He is never seen but en grande 
tenue, and he is to be met only with 
formal interviews ând public functions. 
The,line of demarcation between the 

darin and the man is clearly defined, 
and he is only to be followed into the 
domestic retreats of -his household by 
the help of the tongue-of gossip.” He 
does not mention what is probably true, 
that the impossibility of dragging to 
light the private lives of those states­
men is a distinct advantage to them. 
Social intercourse, in the European 
sense, is at all times impossible in- 
China; and the ill-will which th& man­
darin feels towards foreigners forms an 
impassable barrier in the way of even 
such friendly interchange of courtesies 
as even the maimed condition of society 
allow.

The 
Japanese refused to recognize him as a 
duly appointed envoy, and Li’s little 
game was defeated. If Detring had 
gained favorable terms the Chinese gov­
ernment would have ratified them: 
otherwise, the plan was to simply throw 
him over. Again Li tried the same 
dodge, only to fail once more. Finally 
Li was sent to Japan in person to treat 
with Count Ito. The attempt made 
upon his life really redounded in favor 
of his countrymen.

In the course of the negotiations Li 
had been obliged to consent to the main 
demands of the Japanese, and stress of 
circumstances had compelled him to ap­
pend Ms signature to a document which 
ceded the Liaotung peninsula (including 
Port Arthur), Formosa and the Pesca­
dores to the conquerors, and by which 
he further bgimd his country to pay an 
indemnity of 200,000,000 taels (dollars) 
for the expenses of the war. These 
terms were recognised as being so bur­
densome that a strong party at Peking 
was _ oppesed to their ratification, la, 
however, with the help of Prince Kung. 
was powerful enough to obtain the em­
peror’s approval of them. * * * But 
though by this treaty China, and Li, as 
representing China, were humbled lo 
the dust, they had yet one arrow left 
in their quiver. They had been obliged 
to agree to terms dictated by Japan, 
and it remained to them to effect by dip­
lomacy that which they had been un­
able to bring about by the force of tin-h­
arms. By skillful manoeuvering at the 
European capitals succeeded in rang­
ing Russia, Germany and France in line

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OTTAWA ROBBERY.

In time to come the people of Canada 
may glean further knowledge of the 
method» by which their property was 
exploited by the Conservative 
government ’ for the benefit of 
political friends. A case in point 
is the Langevin block at Otta­
wa, an addition to the public buildings 
there for which thp country sweetly 
paid. The jobbery connected with this 
work was recently commented upon in- 
the house by Mr. M. C. Cameron, who 
moved for further investigation of the 
subject. The statements made by Mr. 
Cameron are thus summarized: “The 
contract for the main building was let 
originally to Mr. Charlebois for $295,- 
000. The other tender» for iron joists, 
roofing, heating apparatus and iron 
stairs made, with the main building ten­
der, a total of $421,519. Deducting 
$27,113 for work undone, and adding 
$95,000 for the cost of the site, the to­
tal cost of the building should have been 
$489,406. It was stated in parliament, 
ou behalf of the government, that the

the building was increased from time to 
time. By successive votes in the house, 
dominated by a Conservative majority, 
no less a sum than $1,086,000 was piled 
up for the work or for various uses with 
the work as a pretext. The same dis­
regard for the public interest shown in 
the chief contract ran through all the 
lesser transactions. As an instance, the 
contract for the roof was let' to Mr. 
Charlebois for $77,500, although the 
firm of Rousseau & Mather had tender­
ed to do the work for $42,975. 
most astonishing feature of the affair, 
if one system of maladministration, can 
be more astonishing than another, was 
the arrangement by which Contractor 
Charlebois was allowed to ‘ levy toll on 
all the other contractors. A firm ten­
dering to do any part of the work, and 
having their tender accepted, had no 
right to enter on the building and per­
form their part of the obligation. A 
more absurd position- for a contractor 
could scarcely be imagined. It shows 
the length to which the government was 
driven in devising schemes to indirectly 
defraud the people. Contractor Charle­
bois was given power to virtually estab­
lish a toll gate on the budding and levy 
on all the other contractors entering it. 
An estimate may be formed of the 
amount obtained by this method out of 
such extensive contracts when the chief 
contractor was placed in a position to 
extract from the others 25 per cent, of 
the amount of their tenders.” It is 
pointed out that the toil exacted by 
Charlebois with the government’s 
tion was paid by the country, not by 
the contractors, for the latter simply 
added it to the amount of their tenders.

The warable than Chung Wang, 
against the rebels dragged on many 
years, for Wang displayed at all times 
dauntless courage in battle and marked 
fertility in resource.

named Ward *o lead the force in de­
fence of the imperial cause. At the sea­
port of Shanghai Ward collected a hun­
dred discharged soldiers and other id'e 
hands, and did excellent work against 
the rebels. It was at this time that Iff 
became convinced of the value to him­
self of the courage, the ingenuity and 
the technical skill of foreigners; but, un­
like any other foreigner who has served 
Iff, Ward collected from loot and other 
sources a large amount of money. After 
the death of Ward the command fell 
upon a man named, Burgevine, who did 
not acquit himself with credit; and sub­
sequently Gordon 
was in constant difficulties with Iff. He 
labored and fought for the Chines-» 
statesman with a loyalty and forgetful­
ness of self which did him honor, and 
Li in return treated him with contempt 
and disregarded his just demands as 
soon as the danger seemed over. Li 
could not understand why Gordon pre­
ferred to have his men receive presents 
in mopey. instead of loot, after an im­
portant victory, nor why Gordon object­
ed to the pleasant little custom of mur­
dering in cold blood prisoners who had 
surrendered under promise of safety.

Burgevine was now fighting for the 
rebels .and Gordon was doubly needed. 
After one frightful instance of inhuman 
treachery, Gordon felt that his honor as 
a British officer had been outraged, and 
refused to serve any longer, 
thoroughly alarmed, and was anxious to 
make peace, and, “like all Chinamen un­
der similar circumstances, he, after re­
peated discourtesy, was now profuse in 
his civilities.” On one occasion he tried 
to make peace with Gordon by a large 
present in money; but 'Gordon seized à 
wand and drove the messengers out of 
the house. This finally aroused the 
unprincipled Chinaman to the fact that 
Gordon was disinterested; and if is note­
worthy that, though Gordon was poorer 
after being in Li’s service for several

Has not Canada, after 
a trial of protection, just rejected it at 
the polls? In the United States the'in­
iquities of the systein and the abuses, 
fiscal and political, to which it has led, 
are in no small measure answerable for 
the present crisis.

The butchery occurred on Las Canas 
sugar estate.

The insurgents 
had gone when the Spaniards arrived 
and Molinas ordered the buildings on the 
estate destroyed. The Spaniards sur 
rounded the homes of employe^, applied 
the torch and shot the Cubans as they 
rushed out. Eighteen Men and four 
women were killed outright, while 13 
others, including three children, wefe 
wounded. .

Molinas was a pleased spectator of 
the massacre, and reported ft to Weylèr 
as a glorious victory.

On Thursday the insurgents raided 
and burned the town of San Francisco 
de Paula, a suburb of Havana. The 
Spanish garrison of 300 men surrender­
ed, but were released after being dis­
armed. The smoke and flames were 
visible in Havana and caused great ex­
citement.

Train Loaded With Passengers Drops

INARROW ESCAPE FOM A TIGER.Eureka, Cala., Sept. 14.—Four per­
sons were killed and sixteen seriously 
injured as the result of a wreck on the 
Areata and Mad River railroad about 
five miles north of Areata, last evening.

The dead are: Miss Annie Holland ot 
Riverside, Miss Kirkman of Eue Lake, 
Fanny Gregory of Eureka, and Sandy 
Cameron, a brakeinan.

Among the injured were the two 
Misses Zentare, nieces of Korbei Bros., 
of San Francisco, owners of the rail­
road on which the accident occurred. 
Mrs. Fredervy and child, Eureka, are 
both in a critical condition and may die.

The accident occurred to the regular 
passenger train, consisting of an engine 
and two cars, which connected at the 
Areata wharf with the company’s ferry 
boat Alta, leaving here at 3:30 p.m., 
bound for Korbei, the terminus of the 
road, 12 miles above Areata and Korbei.

The train had run out on the first 
spqn of the bridge, when, without warn­
ing, the stringers gave way, letting the 
train down forty feet to the gravel bed 
of the river, where the coaches were 
smashed.

The engine and cars -did not pile up 
of, telescope, but all dropped together. 
In .the coaches were between 30 and 40 
passengers, and all, \Àth the exception 
of one man who jumped from the rear 
platform, went down with the train. 
This fortunate man was Louis Evei- 
diijg, the others were injured and ten 
of .twelve fearfully mangled.

,,] bronze burner.

The Chinese band, that sounded like 
bagpipes, played Chinese music as 
Earl Li alighted from the train. A car­
riage drawn by four white horses and 
draped with Union Jacks waited to con- 

him the short distance from the 
train to the steamer.

When the procession started the coach 
was preceded by his celebrated scarlet 
chair, carried empty by four men, and 
several bands. A division of marines 
from the warship in the harbor fell in­
to line behind the viceroy, followed by 
a long deputation of Chinamen in their 
picturesque robes. Altogether it was a 
procession of such Oriental picturesque- 
r.oss as the primeval mountains never 
before looked down up, a procession in 
which Occident and Orient came 
gether curiously eo-mingled.

The viceroy seemed delighted with the 
demonstration in his honor and especial­
ly with the homage of his countrymen, 
who fell on tine knee and raised clasped 
hands to him as he passed smiling by. 
His shrewd, kindly face beamed, his 
yellow jacket made the brightest spot in 
sunless day, and his cherished peacock 
feather was displayed falling from the 
hack of his cap.

The gang-plank of the Empress of 
China was carpeted, as for royalty, with 
scarlet, the ropes were wound with yel­
low and draped with flags. As he was 
carried up the plank in his scarlet chair, 
the Chinese dragon flag Was run to the 
mainmast and a salute of nine guns was 
find from the H.M.S. Cornus.

The absence of cheeering was notice­
able and gave an Oriental solemnity to 
the proceedings. All the ships in the 
harbor were gaily decorated with rain- 
Iwnvs of bunting and many.jOf The roofs 
around displayed kodak 'fiends v. Mack’.y 
outlined with their instruments against 
the1 pallid sky.

Many prominent citizens had cards of 
admission to the Empress, and crowded 
lier decks to catch a glimpse of the earl 
as he was carried aboard. For this one 
day the whole usual social order was 
subverted and Chinamen everywhere 
took precedence of their white brethren 
in the good natured throngs that lined the 
wharf. It was emphatically Chinamen s 
day.

Almost immediately on reaching the 
steamer Li Hung Chang granted an au­
dience in the saloon to a deputation of 
gorgeously gowned Chinamen, from 
whom he received an address read from 
a scarlet paper. During the audience 
his servant several times put his pipe 
to his lips and all but smoked for the 
great potentate; his suite is so ample 
that alxrat all there, is left for the great 
man to do is to draw his breath.

Constantinople, Sept. 13.—There is 
little or no change in the political situ­
ation here. It is believed the powers 
wil' not take action immediately in the 
cake of Sultan Abdul Hamid as there is 
a great deal depending upon the result 
of the Czar’s approaching visit at Bal­
moral. According to palace officials, , the 
audience which Sir Philip Curry, the 
British ambasasdor, had with the sultan 
on Friday has resulted in convincing his 
majesty that the feeling against him in 
'Great Britain to much more intense ‘than 
he or his advisors ; .realized. It was in­
timated to him that Great. Britain, in 
certain eventualities, might be compel­
led to take action, independent of the 
other powers, in preventing further dis­
turbances here.

In spite of this assurance it is notice­
able that there is a renewal of the ser­
ious anxiety here to-day among the for­
eign portions of the foreign population, 
owing apparently to well-grounded fears 
of another outbreak at à not far distant 
date. British vesesls carrying Armen­
ian refugees are guarded by the British 
warship Dryad, while in these waters, 
in order to prevent the arrest of their 
passengers by Turkish authorities, it 
haying become known that their, arrest 
has beeniprdered by the porte.

Any, such attempt, however, will be 
resisted (o the utmost by the Dryaff, her 
cqmmander having receive explicit in­
structions on this subject from the Brit­
ish ambassdor. The refusal of the Rou­
manian authorities to permit the Arm­
enian refugees to land at Roumania 
creates the impression among European 
citizens that it may lead to serious com­
plications later on.

The joint commission which Europe 
and the Turks appointed to enquire into 
the recent masascres and their origin 
should have held their first preliminary 
meeting on Saturday, but the commis­
sion has been turned into a mere figure­
head court of enquiry by the fact that 
most ofthe Armenians who could furnish 
necessary evidence to place the plame 
where it properly belongs, had been 
killed, imprisoned or banished, thus leav­
ing the members of the commission little 
else to work upon than the Turkish po­
lice officials, whose evidence, naturally 
amounts to nothing at, all. But the work 
of the commission has, happily, • been 
forestalled by the embassies, where all 
the evidence necessary to conclusively 
prove that the massacres were officially 
planned' and authorized from the palace 
has been collected and submitted to the 
government of the six powers.

It is stated that the Softas had plan 
nbd a manifestation in the vicinity of 
Yildhs palace " upon occasion of the Sehi- 
mik, last week, and a number of Mussul­
mans, it is added, have been arrested in 
consequence. In- any case the extraordin­
ary precautions adopted to guard the 
palace against attack were greatly in­
creased, but no manifestation occurred.
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Ottawa, Sept. 14—An opposition cau­
cus has been called for to-morrow fore­
noon. It is understood that the ques­
tion of the Tupper-Aberdeen correspond­
ence will be discussed. There is oppo­
sition in the ranks of the party to the 
proposition of Sir Charles Tupper to, 
make a resolution condemning the Gov­
ernor-General for not aceeptig the late 
government’s orders-in-council, and in 
consequence the caucus will decide what 
is to be done in this matter.

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BESSIE LITTLE'S MURDER.

Strong Evidence Against Frantz—
Searching f««tithe Revolver. ;J.

These
Toledo, O., Sept. 14.—Although Bes­

sie Little was murdered over a week 
ago there is still interest in the case, 
which is developing into a murder of as 
much deliberation as that of Catharine 
Ging at Minenapolis and into almost as 
astrocious a disposition of the body as 
that of Pearl Biyan, whose head was 
never found. When it was proven that 
Bessie Little was last seen on the night 
of Thursday, Aug. 27, riding with her 
lover, Albert Frantz, the latter said she 
had shot herself while they were in the 
buggy together. There were defensive 
theories about lovers agreeing to die to­
gether and that Frantz did not carry 
out his part of the contract, but every 
day evidence is accumulating to show 
that Frantz deliberately inveigled the 
girl out to an obscure place along the 
Stillwater river, shot her and threw her 
body from the bridge into the river. The 
next night Frantz’s barn burned, de-1 
streying his blood-stained buggy and 
other traces.

Frantz has made admissions that con­
vict him. The missing link in the Pearl 
Bryan case was the head. In this it is 
the revolver which Frantz admits he 
threw into the river with the body. 
Chief of Police Ferrel knows where 
Frantz bought a revolver previous to 
the murder and is doing everything to 
find the missing weapon. If it is fourni 
and identified as the weapon Frantz 
bought, the evidence is complete.

Chief Ferrel had the river dredged. He 
resorted "to strong magnets and every 
means known. Yesterday a crowd lined 
the river banks while Diver Graham, 
from Cincinnati, was going down and 
scouring the bottom of the river. Every 
disclosure intensifies the degree of the 
crime as well as the feeling in the com­
munity. .

A.P.A. MAN BEATEN.

President Dearborn Badly Battered and 
Left for Dead.

Kansas City, Mo., Sept. 14.—A. J. 
Dearborn, state president of the A.P.A., 
was found lying in the street near his 
home at 5 o'clock this morning, uncon­
scious from wounds inflicted by an un 
jtnown asailant. He was badly batter­
ed about the head and stabbed. At 9 
o’clock Dearborn regained consciousness 
long enough to say he, was assaulted at 
11 o’clock last night, when returning 
home, by a man, who struck him on the 
forehead with a blunt instrument. The 
blow sent him to the ground. His as­
sailant then drew a dagger and stabbed 
him three times in the region of the 
heart; then, believing him dead, threw 
him over a fence into an adjacent yard. 
He iost consciousness and was not dis­
covered until this morning, after having 
lain in the wet grass for six hours. An 
examination of his wounds show the 
dagger stàbs not to be serious, but the 
blow On the head may result in concus­
sion of the brain and end fatally. Dear­
born relapsed into unconsciousness with­
out having given a deserpition of his 
assailant. The police profess to believe 
the attack was instigated by someone 
opposed to the A.P.A. doctrines Dear­
born so earnestly advocated.

Will Endeavour to Have Eight Hours’ 
Bill Passed When Parliament 

Next Meets.

Ldinburgh, Sept. 12.—At yesterday 

session of the British Trades 
Congress the National Union of 
Workers and General Laborers of Great 
Britain and Ireland presented a resolu­
tion opposing the employment of child­
ren under 15 years old in factories and 
workshops, which was 'adopted in spite 
of objections made.

On motion of the Miners’ Federation 
of Great Britain and Ireland the follow­
ing resolutions were adopted: “That 
the parliamentary committee be instruc­
ted to render all possible help to* the 
miners in getting members to ballot on 
their eight hours’ bills at the opening of 
parliament next session and, during the 
session, at every stage of the bill to as­
sist in whipping up members to attend 
their places in the House of Commons 
to support the bill.”

The Amalgamated Society of Railway 
Servants presented the following: “That 
this congress is of opinion that railway 
servants in the interests of themselves 
and the travelling public should not be 
employed continuously for more than 8 
hours or for more than 47 hours in any 
one week; also that the condition of 
hiring, which compels them to give 
their whole time to the service of the 
company employing them without any 
guarantee of week’s wages, is. inequit­
able. The congress, therefore, instructs 
the parliamentary committee to intro­
duce a bill to parliament at the earliest 
opportunity to limit the hours of railway 
servants as aforesaid, and to render il­
legal all contracts which demand entire 
service without the payment of a full 
weeks’s wages.”

STORY OF SHIPWRECK

Seattle and San Francisco Men Prob­
ably Drowned off the Coast 

of Vancouver.
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_Tbe Wreck of a Launch Found on 
, the Beach Near Cape 

Mndge.

A story of shipwreck and probable 
drowning, in which Seattle and San 
Francisco people are interested, reached 
this city last evening; says the Seattle 
P. I.

W. J. Becker, who furnished the in­
formation, says that about 150 miles 
north of Vancouver, B. C., a launch, on 
which were W. S. Anderson and D. 
McDonhld, one from Seattle and the 
other from San Francisco, was found 
on the beach badly battered and full of 
water. In the boat were discovered 
several copies of the Post-Intelligencer, 
some books and a box filled with cur- 
osities and shells and addressed to 
“Miss McFarland, Seattle.”

Two days previous to the discovery of 
the wreck, Becker and his party, who 

out cruising, had met and become 
slightly acquainted with its former occu­
pants.

Mr. Becker says that there was 
good tender attached to the launch, so 
that he has hopes that no lives were 
lost.

Sometime between August 15 qnd 1» 
Becker and three friends started out on 
a cruise northward. On the joilrney 
they fell in with the launch, on which 
Becker says he learned there were at 
least the men named, W. S. Anderson 
and D. McDonald. One hailed from 
Seattle, the other San Francisco, but 
which man came from Seattle he did 
not know. The journey north was to a 
distance of over 150 miles from Van­
couver, B. C., and each party turned 
back about the same time.

“They went through Seymour Nar­
rows,” said Mr. Becker, “while we took 
the Surge Narrows passage. On the 
night of the 20th, I think it was, they 
started from about five miles below 
Cape Miidge, near Vancouver island, to 
cross the gulf, a distance of twenty-five 
miles. In the evening it was moonlight, 
and a nice breeze was blowing. After 
they were out about two hours a storm 
came on, and they must have been 
caught In the Gape Mudge tide rips, for 
they have not been seen since, and two 
day's later we found the launch washed 
on the beach, badly broken and full of 
water. There were several copies of 
the Post-Intelligencer, some books, and 
a boz filled with curiosities and shells, 
addressed to Miss McFarland, Seattle.

“Below Cape Mudge there are, four 
channels that come from the north, and 
the wind had a good sweep down the 
gulf. We came down the Lewis chan­
nel early in the evening and ran in out 
of the blow behind Reed Island. There

There is now in the treasury $10,506,- 
399 in free silver, that is, silver which 
may be obtained in exchange for any 
lawful money, but the demand just now 
is so keen for 1896 dollars that it seems 
probable that by the beginning of Oc­
tober the department will be compelled 
to decline to pay out silver dollars ex­
cept in exchange for silver certificates 
or treasury notes of 1890. The law re­
quires certain amounts of silver to be 
held in the treasury to cover outstanding 
silver certificates and treasury notes, and 
when the minimum is reached silver 
payments will he refused even in ex­
change for gold or in payment of war­
rants on the treasury.

The number of standard silver dol­
lars coined during last August is shown 
by the official statement to have been 
$2,650,000; since February 1 last, $11,- 
212,412, and since November, 1893, $15,- 
169,491. The coinage value of the 
stock of bullion now on hand and on 
which the mints are now at work is 
$166,745,200, and it is said to be alto­
gether probable that coinage will be 
continued at least until the stock on 
hand of standard dollars of 1890 has 
been increased to about $30,000,000, 
where it stood when the present admin­
istration came into office.

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„ NORTHERN SETTLEMENTS.

Mr, Begg Talks of His Visit to the 
Quatsino Country.

!■
Mr. A- Begg, C. C., returned last 

evening by the steamer Danube from 
the north. He‘states that he went as 
far as Hardy Bay, at the northeast cor­
ner of Vancouver Island, and afterwards 
proceeded across the northern portion of 
the Island from Hardy Bay to the west 
arm of Quatsino, at Coal Harbor, a dis­
tance of eleven miles through the prime­
val forest. A trail has been cut between 

.Hardy.Bay and west arm by the Nor­
wegian settlers who have their home­
steads at the narrows which connect 
West Arm, Rupert Aym and the South 
East Arm with Quatsino Sound. These 
wonderful water stretches nearly divide 
Vancouver Island into two parts; the 
eastern point of Rupert Arm being only 
about ten miles from the east coast of 
the Island. The Norwegian settlers, 10 
in number, are yet at work on the trail, 
making it wider from the southern end 
at Coal Harbour, and placing bridges 
over small streams and gullies, which are 
dry at present. The portion completed 
from Coal Harbor extends about three 
miles. The sett'era have made a good 
job of it. They were moving camp a 
mile further north on the 10th instant 
as Mr. Begg passed along. . The trail 
at the northern end is well made for 
about two miles from the bay, but not 
quite wide enough for a wagon to travel. 
The land along the trail through the in­
terior has patches of good land, but it 
is generally rather rough for agricultur­
al purposes. Nearer Hardy Bay the 
foil is better and the surface smoother. 
Mr. Begg found the land near the shores 
of Hardy Bay suitable for a townsite, 
not too expensive to clearl The harbor 
is- capacious and safe; a place con­
venient to halibut banks and other fish­
ing grounds, with easy access from the 
sea.

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PAINTING THE DEVIL.
I shall not in this article deal with 

the fantastic, grinning and misshape'n 
monsters, those quaint and curious con­
ceptions which give ' life to our mediae­
val architecture, look at us out of early 
stained glass and people the pages of 
manuscripts and early printed books. 
The northern genius readily grasped the 
grotesque decorative and humorous pos­
sibilities of a fantastic demon and his 
imps, and, as I have suggested in my 
first article, art has something to do 
with the degradation of the conception 
of the evil one that ensued. The devil 
became a “rogue, a droll hobgoblin akin 
to the northern loti, playing awkward 
tricks upon human kind—reddening the 
nose and cracking the lips of Abbot 
Richalmns—terrible indeed at times, but 
often deluded and befooled. There came 
a time when it was possible for St. 
Guthlac, at Crowland, disturbed by a 
horrid howling without, as of Britons 
coming to destroy him, to feel comfort 
in discovering that they were “only 
devils.” In the pictorial art of lower 
Germany and Flanders the devil gen­
erally took, strange, fantastic, and often 
obscene forms. Martin Schongauer 
(1450-91), who worked at Colmar and 
Mulhausen, has an extraordinary “De­
scent into Limbo," in which our Lord 
tramples upon a hideous and even filthy 
demon, while another with long snout 
and spiny arms, grasps the broken door. 
The same artist drew a marvelous “St. 
Anthony Tormented,” in which the 
saint, with placid countenance, is borne 
up and surrounded by gross creatures, 
who tear and beat him without mercy; 
some biped, one fish-like, two quadruped,

“Be it further resolved, that in * the 
opinion or this association the province 
should be regarded as within the bene­
fit of the provisions of section 97 of the
B. N. A. Act, taken together with sec­
tion 10 of the Terms of Union with re­
spect to such appointments;

“And be it further resolved, that this 
association do respectfully protest 
against the appointment of any person 
not now a member of the bar of Brit­
ish Columbia in active practice;

“And be it further resolved, that it is 
necessary to the due and effective ad­
ministration of justice within the prov 
ince that the said vacancy be filled with 
as little delay as possible.”

The contention of the association is 
not that “the appointment of judges 
properly belongs to the province instead 
of the Dominion,” as stated by the Col­
onist, but that according to section 97 
of the B. N, A. Act, taken with ejection 
10 of the Terms of Union, the; B. C. 
judges must be appointed from the B.
C. bar. Section 97 of the B. N. A., Act 
reads: “Until the laws relative to pro­
perty and civil rights in Ontario, Nova 
Scotia and New Brunswick, and the 
procedure of courts in those provinces, 
are made uniform, the judges of the 
courts of those provinces appointed by 
the Governor-General shall be selected 
from the respective bars of those prov­
inces.” and section ten of the Terms of 
Union provides that the B. N. A. Act I 
shall apply to British Columbia, except 
those parts-which specifically apply only 
to the other provinces.

The resolution was telegraphed to 
the minister of justice and copies will 
he mailed to the B. C. members and the 
Vancouver Bar Association.

It was also decided to send representa­
tives to the meeting to be held at Mont­
real on Sept. 15th for the purpose of 
forming "a Dominion Bar Association. 
Messrs. Aulay Morrison. *M. P.. W. W. 
B. Mclnnes. M. P„ and P. S. Lamp- 
man were chosen as delegates.
