Very 
little snow falls during the winter 
eon, and what does remains on the 
ground but a short time. Altogether, 
as a place of residence it is not one of 
the most pleasant in the world, the 
superabundance of rain being a great 
drawback in that respect, together with 
the mosquitos, which, during the sum­
mer months, are almost intolerable. In 
these respects the mainland particularly 
is alluded to.

of business, affecting British Columbia 
as well as other parts.

THE PRICE OF BOARD 
and lodging is from five to eight dollars 
a week and almost all the necessaries 
of life are much higher than in the 
eastern provinces. Iu this country the 
workingman in search of employment 
is compelled to “pack his blankets ” 
along with him, the employers of labor 
not furnishing that requisite.

MONEY.
The smallest coin in circulation here 

is a ten cent piece or “ a short bit,” as 
that amount is called on this coast, the 
current “ hard money” is American, a 
Dominion coin bring a varity.

THE CANADA PACIFIC.
The leading topic of interest here at 

present is the Canada Pacific Railway. 
Ôf the different routes contemplated 
that by the Frazer River Valley, making 
Burrard Inlet the terminus is,of course, 
advocated by the people in this section 
of the Province as being generally the 
most feasible; the Victorians on the other 
hand are in favor of the Bute Inlet 
route with Esquimalt as the terminus. 
Hopes of its construction, in the im­
mediate future,by any route,do not ap­
pear to be generally entertained.

В AND THE F.

NEW WESTMINSTER,
the second town, in importance in the 
Province, and first on the mainland— 
situated on the right bank of the Frazer 
River, about fifteen miles from its 
mouth—is a place of about 2,000 in­
habitants, the majority of whom were 
formerly residents of the eastern pro­
vinces, although there are a good many 
from the “ mother country,” and a 
few from the neighboring republic. It 
contains very few buildings with any 
pretensions to size or architectural 
beauty, about the only exceptions being 
St. Ann’s Convent, the Provincial 
Penitentiary and the Insane Asylum. 
Columbia St., the principal one of the 
town, is a fine broad thoroughfare and 
on it are situated the principal business 
houses and hotels.

New Westminster has semi-weekly 
communication with the outside world, 
two steamers running regularly betw 
here and Victoria.

(SUCCESSORS TO Z. Q. GABEL,) Senator Fabre in a letter to L'Evéne­
ment from London, gives some interest­
ing details of the interview had a Chisel- 
hurst with the ex-Empress Eugenie, by 
Mr. Barry, delegate of the young Que­
becers who took home the wreath sent 
from this city and destined to be laid 
upon the grave «of the late lamented 
Prince Imperial. On arriving in Lon­
don, Mr. Barry wrote to the Duke de 
Bassano, Chamberlain to the ex-Em- 
press, informing him that he had 
brought from Canada a wreath for the • 
tomb of the Prince. A few days later 
he received an invitation to repair to 
Camden House, where he was the ob­
ject of a most gracious reception. The 
unfortunate mother appeared profound­
ly touched by this evidence of sympathy 
from so great a distance. “ I do not 
see anybody, Sir,” she said to Mr. 
Barry, “ but you have come so far that 
I must make an exception with you.”
It is said that prior to <his reception, 
the ex-Empress had received no gentle­
man since the death of her eon, but the 
captain of the “ Orontes,” who brought 
to England the body of the unfortunate 
Prince. Upon examining the address 
of the young Quebecers, the afflicted 
mother expressed her surprise and satis­
faction at finding so many of the signa­
tories with the Christian names “Louis 
Napoleon.” Then she remarked,
“ You are very good sir, to have come 
from so far ; if there is anything which 
is s till able to give me any pleasure in 
life, it is this action on the part of the 
French Canadian youth. Do not fail 
to say to your compatriots how sensible 
I am of this mark of their sympathy. ” 
She also expressed her admiration for 
the wreath, saying that it was the finest 
that had been sent her, and expressed 
the desire that it should be at once 
placed upon the tomb of the young 
Prince, which was done by Mr. Barry 
immediately after the interview. Be­
fore taking leave of the ex-Empress, 
Mr. Barry was interrogated by her 
with reference to the affairs and people 
of Canada, and was asked to what e> 
tent the French language was spoken in 
the country.

Lumbering or “ logging” as it is ter­
med here is carried on pretty extensive­
ly, but in a somewhat different 
from what it is in New Brunswick. 
Operations are continued throughout 
the entire year, although the greater 
proportion of work is accomplished 
during the summer months, the perval- 
ence of rain during the winter months 
retarding progress to a great extent.’ 
Oxen, principally, are used for hauling 
the logs, which are drawn on skidded 
roads, no sleds being used. The skids 
are placed about eight feet apart, and 
kept well greased.

Some parties use a locomotive engine 
the logs being hauled to the main road 
by oxen, and from thence to the land­
ing by means of theengine. On account 
of the immense size of the trees—many 
of them attaining a diameter of eight 
feet—but more particulary because of 
their greater hardness near the roots, 
they are chopped from six to ton feet 
from the ground, the chopper standing 
on a board, one end of which is inserted 
into a natch made in the tree.

FISHINO AND CANNING.
The principal industry in this part 

of the Province is salmon fishing and 
canning. There are four distinct 
species of salmon, namely the “ Sock- 
eyes,” “Spring” salmon, “Cohos,’* 
and “Humpbacks.” The latter are 
not put up by the canneries. Fishing 
starts in with the “ Sockeye run,” 
which commences about the first week 
in July, and continues about three 
weeks. This run is immediately follow­
ed by that of the “ Spring ” Salmon, 
which are a much larger fish than the

Sockeye,” but are not caught in 
such large numbers. No set nets are 
used on the river, the net being thrown 
gradually from the boat, whilst in 
motion and allowed to drift with the 
current. There are two men to each 
boat, one of whom plys the oars, while 
the other is engaged in throwing out 
or hauling in the net. The nets used 
vary from 100 to 160 fathoms in length.

There are nine canning establish­
ments on the river, one of the principal 
of which, that of Ewen & Co., was 
established by a Miramichi man, the 
late Mr. Alex. Loggie of Burnt Church, 
who was the first to successfully engage 
in the business on the *Frazer River.

Some of the canneries have capacity 
for putting up more than 600 cases per 
day, although the average daily canning 
is much less.

One establishment shipped last year 
24,000 cases (1,152,000 lbs.) but the 
present season has been a comparative 
failure, and the shipments will not 
equal one half those of last year.

The employes of the canneries are 
principally Chinamen, the proportion 
being about seven Chinamen to one 
white man. The wages of the former 
is Î28.00 per month, and of the latter 
from $40,00 upwards,and board.

BRITISH COLUMBIA
is of no great importance as a farming 
country. Nearly all the land suitable 
for agricultural purposes lies along the 
rivers, which during the spring freshets 
overflow their banks, and unless a farm 
is well dyked (and the majority of them 
are not) it is submerged for about one 
month of the year.

A Vrw Work by the Bishop of 
Prefterieton.

In the midst of a laborious life, the 
Bishop of Fredericton, who is also Metro­
politan of Canada, has found time to pre­
pare for press a little work entitled, “The 
Book of Job, translated from the Hebrew 
Téxt, with an Introduction, a Summary 
of each chapter and Brief Notes, in Ex­
planation of Obscure Passages. ” It is 
issued from the press of the McMillans 
and is admirably printed on good paper. 
The title gives an idea of the plan of the 
book, and from a hasty examination of it, 
to be followed by a more careful estimate 
we should say it is admirably fitted to be 
useful. The taste and judgment shown 
in the translation cannot be too highly 
eommended, for the pure, forcible and 
classical English of the ordinary versions 
of the Bible are never rashly departed 
from ; when a change is made it is done in 
order to correct a palpable mistranslation 
or remove a perplexing obscurity. The 
amount of labor involved in the new or re­
vised translation alone is such as ordinary 
English cannot adequately estimate. The 
original text had to be compared with the 
beet manuscripts, and then the chief 
translations, including the venerable 
Septuagint, had to be compared with each 
other, and with the original, the meaning 
of the Hebrew words themselves having 
frequently to" be sought by an examina­
tion of the roots in kindred Oriental langu­
ages. All this has to be done in order to 
get at the sense of a very ancient epic 
poem, and done, too in a popular manner, 
so as rather to invite than to Yepel study, 
the highest art in interpretation being 
shown, not by the obtrusion but by the 
concealment of learning. It was only 
yesterday, that we received a copy of the 
Bishop’s translation and commentary, and 
so we have not examined it very thorough­
ly, but we are inclined to think that the 
work will be pronounced a model. We 
are safe in saying that by means of it, the 
study of the book of Job will be invested 
with fresh interest and made more profit- 
ablc to all who desire to study anew, or 
for the first time, that part of the sacred 
volume. We congratulate the venerable 
Bishop in living to complete such an en­
during testimony to his accurate and 
sanctified scholarship, and hope that he 
may live to see and enjoy many fruits of 
hie learned labors in Scripture exposition.

A London, Eng., Exchange says The 
fashion of after dinner speechifying is 
simply unendurable.

The amount of suffering which 
this wretched English habit has caused 
can never be knftwn ; but no roan who 
has been a guest at public dinners but is 
able to guess at its extent.

keeps him pale and perspiring, holds him 
deaf to the conversation of his neighbor, 
sets him counting his fingers under the 
table-cloth like a halfwitted man, finally 
to pull him on to his trembling legs and 
oblige him to stutter and cough and roll his 
ghastly eyes, while everybody yawns, and 
only the waiters seem to listen ? There 
is not a more dismal and shocking mo­
ment in the life of a nervous man than 
when he lays bold of the table and drags 
himself on to his legs and begins to talk. 
Yesterday he may have had a hundred 
splendid ideas in his mind, and to-morrow 
these hundred splendid ideas will return 
to him ; but now, when he never in all 
his existence wanted ideas more desperate­
ly, he has none. He forces a dreadful 
smile ; he starts with horrid quickness, 
his throat feels to have been newly painted 
with nitrate of silver ; he blunders on in 
tones which the wife of his bosom would 
not recognize ; and finally sits down, a 
wretched man, oppressed with a sense of 
universal ridicule and indignant hate of 
the chairman or host who took the inhos­
pitable, the unwarrantable liberty of as­
sociating his name with that last wretched 
toast.

They are tired of looking at 
one another’s streaming faces across narrow 
tables, and the haunting smell of the soup 
and meat and poultry which indigestion 
will not suffer them to think upon without 
a grimace, is almost disgusting to the op­
pressed faculties. But a frightful opera­
tion which is to endure, one dieads to think 
how long, has yet to be performed. These 
surfeited people have to listen to a con* 
course of dreary, gasping speakers. They 
have to drink to the Queen. They have 
to listen to tedious platitudes about the 
Sovereign, whose name never fails to 
awaken a genuine emotion, Ac., Ac., Ac., 
and in the condition of Pegotty, after kiss­
ing David Cooperfield—that is, with but­
tons exploding in all directions, a mass of 
dyspeptic people have to develop a series 
of violent loyal contortions, and remain 
convulsed until Royalty is talked out and 
the next toast begins. The worst of it is 
that all this part of the business is pure 
sham. No one feels that there is an atom 
of sincerity in all this talk about Royalty. 
It is only habit The chairman or host 
must propose the Queen’s health, and the 
company must pledge the Sovereign; but 
there is probably even less conscience in 
the absurd and tiresome custom than there 
is in the drinking of the health of other 
functionaries, interests and then of indivi­
duals for whom it is more than likely 
seven-eighths of the company have no par-

shakes the spheres. Hie wisdom fa un­
searchable—his sagacity beyond all esti­
mate. He stands forth, and the country 
fa bathed in sunshine. He is driven from 
power, and the heavens put on sackcloth 
the earth refuses to yield her fruit, the 
vine languishes, and all faces gather black­
ness, all hearts meditate woe. He 
back an honoured and white-washed 
Councillor, and each thing puts on its 
singing robes. The winter of our discon­
tent is made glorious summer by the sun 
of John A. All nature sympathizes with 
the auspicious incident, and Heaven is 
rendered vocal with angelic rejoicings and 
universal praise. The most eloquent writer 
on the Mail staff is awe stricken by the 
very magnitude of his theme, and, dazzled 
with the brightness which surrounds his 
beatified hero, limps helplessly in mono­
syllabic exclamations which .relieve his 
feelings while they do not half describe his

“ What made Canada prosperous during 
the first six or seven years of Confedera­
tion ? Sir John A. Macdonald, g^othing 

, Nothing less. Nothing else. The 
world was generally prosperous in those 
days. English colliers drank champagne, 
and Yankee shoddy clothed itself in purple 
and fared sumptuously every day. Silver 
was then nothing thought of, and men 
went commercially crazy -and still kept 
letting on the steam. Little did they 
know who was keeping all going right, 
«id holding their concerns in the hollow 
of his band. Some talked of Bismarçk; 
some thought of Gladstone; some swore by 
Grant. And even Napoleon the Third had 
not a few to do him honour. The women 
thought of Eugenie as they buckled on 
their panniers, and the more moderate 
were convinced that Queen Victoria, with 
her usual weather and “fixins,” had done 
it all The idiots! Why, the man who 
managed the whole affair was Sir John! 
There sat he in bis official apartments at 
Ottawa bearing the burden of a world on 
his shoulders, and with a smiling face and 
an open hand dispensing his bounties on

that Providence whose deputy he was by 
causing the sun to shine on the evil and 
the good, and sending rain with commend­
able impartiality upon the just and the 
unjust. The world did not know its great 
benefactor till the Mail came out with the 
whole story as fresh and crisp as anew re­
velation direct from Heaven. What did 
he do? Do! What did he not do all those 
glorious years? Everybody knoua what 
he did during the Fenian raids. Every# 
body knows what he tried to do with the 
National Policy in 1870, when he manfully 
walked up the hill and then walked down 
again. But few could put the whole tiling 
in such Homeric phrase as our gushing 
neighbour does in the following wiaged 
words:—

“ In 1870 it appeared to the Conserva­
tives that Canada Would benefit by a Na­
tional Policy, and that this National 
Policy should take to a certain extent the 
form of protection. It was imposed Aw a 
year, and was then forcibly repealed by an 
unhappy combination oj men not sufficiently 
educated in the necessities of Canada. But 
now this National Policy is in existence, 
and under it public business is getting 
prosperous again. People see this clearly 
enough, and see, too, that the Liberal Con- 

tives as far back as 1870 made an at­
tempt to protect home industries, and 
have been consistent ever since in tkeir 
policy. Good times, prople will say, may 
not be always absolutely commanded by 
the Liberal Conservatives ; bnt certainly 
that party does its best to bring them 
about. ”

And did the country survive the 
naughty doings of the “unhappy 
bination?” With a mighty following, 
and a majority as great as he has now, or 
nearly so, did Sir John keep bade his Na­
tional Policy year after year ? Aha ! let 
him alone. He knows. He was s pro­
tectionist all the while, though be let 
Nova Scotian coal languish, and heeded 
the cry neither of the farmer nor the me­
chanic. What need ? His presence was 
enough. The country reposed under his 
shadow with delight, and his word was 
unto it even more than an oath. What 
did he more ? More ! It was all more. 
Did not he make the Washinton Treaty ? 
Did not he devise the fishery arrangement? 
Did not he secure the $5,500,000? Did 
not he secure the navigation of the Stic- 
keen ? Did not he give away the freedom 
of the St Lawrence for all time? Did 
not he bamboozle Bismarck ? And fa it 
not but the other day that he humbugged 
the Asian Mystery himeelf, and made 
Dizzy utter the most atrocious nonsense 
that ever issued from human lips? Did 
not he ? But come now, we cannot even 
begin to tell all that he did, said, and 
thought If we tried we should be in as 
bad a fix ae the recording angel in George 
the Third’s time, who, we are credibly 
informed,

*' Found, indeed, the facte to multiply 
With such rapidity of nee and wo.

That he had stripped off both hie wings In quills, 
And yet was in arrear of human ilia.”

The result et any rate, was clear. Can­
ada prospered, along with, as the minis­
ter of the Greater and Lesser Cumbraes 
need to pnt it the “ adjacent islands of 
Great Britain and Ireland,” not forgetting 
such outlying corners as the continent of 
Europe, the United States of America, 
and the paltry fragments of land in the 
Southern Sees.

But oh ! woe worth the day ! The 
Pacific Scandal came, 
ten thousand ” winged its flight fromSir 
Hugh’s strong box to Sir John’s immacul­
ate fingers, Sir George’s pockets, and Sir 
Langevin’s nobody knows what The 
people became mad. Even Goldwin 
Smith said it would never do. Sir John 
protested with the vigour of an angel and 
the innocence of an infant Sir George 
sacred and Sir Leonard prayed. 'Pie 
hands were held up and washed in ooneci- 
one innorency. Even the Sir Charles 
that was to be was conscious of a ptttirg 
blush, and Wandering Willie emiled grim­
ly, as if his turn had corns. It was 
awful. The people were infatuated, and 
voted out that suffering angel, whose fail­
ings ever leaned to virtue’s side—if he 
had any failing at all, which fa more than 
doubtful. But the Nemesis ! Yes, 
the Nemesis soon put in an appear­
ance, and Sir John was grandly re­
venged. Had not he made all the 
prosperity? What else could happen 
but desolation and ruin when his guiding 
and “cleanly” hand was withdrawn? 
Mackenzie came, and there was a Black 
Friday in Wall-street forthwith. From 
pure “ cussedness,” because Sir. John was 
no more, Jay Cooke came down with a 
crash ; the seasons got bad ; the spindles 
of New England ceaaed their “ hum ;” the 
city of Glasgow Bank closed its doors 
Russia assailed Turkey ; Britain bit her 
thumb at Cetewayo ; there was a plentiful 
lack of purchasing power in Germany;

Not even 
try to bolster up Jay Cooke? Had 
nothing to say to the seasons ? Could not 
keep Glasgow capitalists from going to the 
mischief ? A mere fly on the wheel ! 0 
tempora ! O mores ! And so the weary five 
years went by, Canada not only suffering 
for its treatment of Sir John,.but dragging 
down with it in its infamy the States, 
Britain, francs Germany, Russia, India»

on the strength of an announcement

an extension of time had been allowed.
The Inspector seems determined to ad­
here to his oft-disproved and ridiculous as­
sertion that the bag-nets are destroying 
the Bass in the river. If he is informed 
on the subject—and we think be is—he 
knows that the growing scarcity of bass 
is due entirely to the excessive fishing 
under license each winter between the 
Northwest Bridge and Red Bank, as well 
as to the entirely illegal fishing done on the 
“ sleeping ground ” and elsewhere in that 
section of the river.

The chief
aux Car fishermen being encouraged to get 
up the petition in question was for the 
purpose of affording the Inspector an 
opportunity to revive his crusade against 
the smelt fishermen of the river. It will 
be remembered that the officer who for­
warded the petition is the same person joy. 
who, two winters ago, eugaged men to 
gather all the small bass possible in order 
that he might help the Inspector to secure 
his threatened prohibition of the bag-nets more, 
used ft* catching smelts. It will be re­
membered that this officer, having got 
some four hundred young bass in two 
days’ cruising, by himself and half a 
dozen men engaged for the purpose, not 
only overstated the number he had but 
untruthfully declared that he, himeelf 
had found them all at one net hole. It 
is significant that this bag-net matter 
should be mooted again by this same per­
son, through the Inspector, and we warn 
the fishermen to guard their smelt-fishing 
privileges carefully during the coming 
winter, for the Inspector ha» been doing 
all in his power to manufacture testimony 
against the bag-nets and the Chatham 
official referred to is his industrious and 
willing helper.

A piece of humbug similar to that 
played upon the Point aux Car fishermen 
has been perpetrated for the benefit of 
Mr. John Campbell and others, who de 
sired to try the bag-net in the bass fishery 
in Tabusintac river. The Inspector was 
informed of his wishes and with the 
approval of Mr. Campbell’s official friend* 
assisted by the late representative of the 
County, the request was defeated. And 
yet poor Campbell will be deluded into 
the belief that his friends (?) did all that 
lay in their power for him. Of course 
had Mr. Campbell been a resident of 
Northesk, petitioning for an increase of 
net privileges on Whitney’s Flats, a way 
would have been found to meet his wishes.
The fishermen of the lower portions of the 
river are, however, to be punished, though 
it is a pity some of the “ Grits ” instead 
of Mr. Campbell in Alnwick and Phineaa 
Gunn, Finally McDonald, eAngua Russel 
and others of Point aux Car, should not 
be singled out as the objects of Depart­
mental illiberality and the double-dealing 
of the very sly Chatham gentleman who 
plays the part of their friend, but still 
works secretly to defeat them, while, at 
the same time, he is the Overseer to whom 
they must all look for favors, which are 
increased or diminished in proportion as 
their supples and outfits are purchased at 
his store. The palpably dishonorable and 
two-faced manner in which the persons 
indicated have been treated ought to 
render them cautious in the matter of en­
trusting petitions to false friends. Above 
all things, however, they must- look to 
their smelt-fishing privileges,the disallow­
ance of these being the subject of special 
study with the Inspector and his lieuten­
ants in Chatham and Newcastle.

Fifty Per Cent Increase cf Duties-

/The Price of Fleur.

Fktor fa a very important article of 
consumption, produced in Ontario and 
causing a constant flow of cash from the 
Mari tine Provinces to the West. When 
the duty of fifty cents per barrel was 
placed on flour by Sir Leonard Tilley, 
his political. friends endeavored to 
argue that it would not enhance the 
price to the Canadian consumer. Those 
who have to make purchases of flour, 
however, feel and know that it has 
been raised in price under the National 
Policy to the great loss of the people of 
the Maritime Provinces. In September 
last—a year ago—flour was $4.20 per 
barrel by the car load, at the Western 
mills. In February last it had got 
down to $3.66, but under the influence 
of the National Policy it is now up to 
$6.24 cents ; in other words the whole­
sale price is now $1.04 higher than it 
was a year ago and $1,68 higher than 
the month preceding that in which the 
tax was imposed.

“ Everything in it8 Place.”
“ We do not think it probable, or to 

be desired, that lumbering will again 
form such an important factor in New 
Brunswick’s export trade as it has been 
in thé past, and to the exclusion or 
neglect of other.equally important in­
dustries.”

The above is from thq Moncton Times, 
which has^an evident desire to see new 
manufactories established, in order that 
consumers may have more than they 
want, and the N. P.- be promoted. It 
should be remembered, however, that 
while it is very desirable that other im­
portant industries should be encouraged, 
the lumber business should continue to 
receive even greater attention than it 
has heretofore done. We do not mean 
that our production of timber and deals 
should be increased, but that while a 
good business in both of these is done, 
more attention should be given to the 
manufacture of such small lumber and 
wooden articles as we may be able to 
produce to advantage, and find profit­
able markets for. It may seem well to 
talk and write about all the provinces 
of Canada manufacturing everything 
that they use, and still selling a great 
deal in the markets of the world, but 
business men know that trade does not 
admit of any such one-sided arrange­
ment. So far as New Brunswick is 
concerned, it is a fine lumber and fish 
country and its agricultural capabilities 
are very good, so far as root crops go. 
It is not strong in the minerals of com­
merce, and it does not grow cotten. 
It would, therefore, seem unwise for 
our capitalists to abandon their saw 

rmills and erect cotton mills, or to aban­
don their nets and lines and erect flour­
ing mills. Let us do what the country 
is best adapted for, leaving the theories 
of such newspapers as the Times, which 
are based on the exploded sophistries of 
professional politicians, to be worked 
out—say in the Railway shops at 
Moncton.

Hot Altogether Wrong-
The Daily News, of St. John, which 

was Liberal-Conservative in its politics 
all of last week says :

The Daily News of London is the chief 
organ of the English Liberal party, 
its Liberalism is,betimes,of a very peculiar 
character. Here is a striking illustration 
of the fact : In referring to any new nego­
tiations on the Dominion Fishery question 
between the United States and the Im­
perial Government, it says :—

“ After what has happened, indeed, it 
would be most unwise to make any Cana­
dian prominent in the negotiation, and it 
would be well if the Canadian Adminis­
tration could be dispensed with in the con­
struction and enforcement of any terms 
that may be further agreed on.”

There are certain 
large portions of the Lower Miramichi 
where Bass-fishing might be done with 
nets without détriment lo that fishery or 
interfering with salmon, and the prayer of 
the petition was, therefore, only 
able one. A certain official in Chatham, 
whose name it is not necessary here, pre­
tended that he desired to assist the fishermen 
indicated,and forwarded their petition to 
the former representative of the County at 
Montreal What that gentleman did with 
it we do not know, but the cunning party 
who sent it to him is said to have also 
forwarded lo another quarter an earnest 
protest against the change prayed for. 
The Inspector being also notified of the 
petition, represented that Bass had fallen 
off in the Miramichi very seriously, owing 
to the great destruction caused by the 
bag-net smelt fishery, and he, also, 
demned the petition. The Chatham Offi­
cial who forwarded the petition, knowing 
the steps he had taken to prevent its 
ceas, ought not to have encouraged the sign­
ers in the hope that what they prayed for 
would be granted, and thus kept them 
in Mtate of uncertainty, of which, 
of them profited by fishing illegally, as he 
well knows. It seems, however, that this 
petition trick, as a means of covering il- 
legal fishing, has not been encouraged at 
Point anx Car and vicinity alone, for sal­
mon were fished for fifteen days after the 
legal time, in the up-river disirict, chiefly.

[From the “ Maritime Fanner."]

CARE FOR THE CALVES.
The seasou of the year is now approach- 

iug when calves will require a little extra 
attention and care. They should be turn­
ed into the after-feed as soon as possible, 
and as the nights become cool or wet com­
fortably house them from becoming chill­
ed and running down in flesh. Probably 
there is no season of the year when extra 
care and liberal feeding will give better 
returns, than previous to their being en­
tirely confined to their winter quarters. 
The change from grass to hay should be 
as gradual as possible, and we have found 
it answer a good purpose to give a few 
cut potatoes night and morning as the 
cold weather sets in. Oats is also excel­
lent either ground or in the grain. It is 
well to commence feeding early in the 
fall that they may not become stinted or 
lose flesh, as they are much more profit­
able to the farmer when they are kept 
constantly growing. When housed they 
should be watered twice a day, and kept 
well littered.

WHEN TO SELECT SEED POTATOES.
The best time to select seed potatoes is 

when they are being harvested. As soon 
as they are brought to the surface and lie 
spread on the ground, the best can- be 
selected with less difficulty than at any 
other time. Those that are perfectly 
matured, and of good shape, having the 
marked characteristics of the variety,with 
good average size, should be selected for 
seed in preference to those of any other 
quality. It is very important that the 
room where they are kept should not be 
too cold so as to chill them, or that it 
should be too warm so as to cause them to 
sprout, before the proper season. If seed 
potatoes were thus seenred and saved'we 
have no doubt that a decided improve­
ment could be made in the quality, and 
also an increased yield per acre secured. 
It is very noticeable that when potatoes 
are first taken from the ground their skins 
have a clearness which they soon loose ; 
hence the advantage of making the seed 
selections when their qualities are so 
easily observed.

London, Sept. 29.—Tho Times points 
to the fact that Daoud Shah, being alive 
and at the British camp confirms the sus- # 
picions of the Ameer’s insincerity, as he, 
in a despatch to the Indian government 
stated Daoud.was killed while endeavor­
ing to quiet the rebels.

HOP CROPS.
London, Sept. 29.—Hop circulars con­

cur in the statement that this season’s crop 
is the smallest since 1860. The blight is 
universal thioughont Kent, Sussex and 
Worcestershire. At Farnham there are 
moderate stocks of yearlings and old hops 
in brewers’ hands, bnt few offering. Con­
siderable importations from America and 
the Continent are probable. Continential 
crops arc good.

The Physical Valus ct Singing.
Singing is one of the healthiest exer 

cises in which men, women and children 
can engage. The Medical Wochenschrift 
of St. Petersburg has an article based on 
exhaustive researches made by Professor 
Monassein during the autumn of 1878, 
when he examined 222 singers, ranging 
between nine and fifty-three. He laid 
chief weight upon the growth and absolute 
circumference of the chest, upon the com­
parative relation of the latter to the tall­
ness ot the subject, and upon the pneu- 
matometric and spirometric condition of 
the singer. It appears to be an ascertain­
ed fact from Dr. Monassein’s experiments 
that the relative, and even the absolute, 
circumference of the chest is greater 
among singers than among those who do 
not sing, and that it increases with the 
growth and age of the singer. The pro­
fessor even says that singing may be plac­
ed physically as the antithesis of drinking 
spiritnons liquors. The latter hind­
ers while the former promotes.—Golos.

Park, to denounce the incapacity of the 
Government and to demand an appeal to 
the country, proved a failure.

A grand scheme,
Clifton, Ont., Sept, 29.—The confer­

ence appointed between the authorities of 
the New York State and Ontario Govern­
ments met this forenoon for the consider­
ation of the feasibility of the Niagara 
Falla International Park scheme. There 
were present from the Ontario Govern­
ment the Honorable Messrs. Mowat, 
Fraser, Hardy and Pardee. Among the 
New York State Commissioners were 
Lieut-Governor Dorshemier and Secretary 
of State Survey, Gardiner. There wefe 
also present ProfessorUmpstead, the well- 
known Park Designer, Mr. A. G. Hill, of 
Clifton, and representatives from several 
American Educational Institutes. The 
scheme was fully discussed in a general 
and formal manner. Full information of 
the proceedings was not disclosed, bnt it 
is know n that a mutual agreement was 
arrived at as to the course to be adopted 
in forwarding the consummation of the 
proj- ct and that it will be gone on with if 
it cau be done at a reasonable outlay. The 
Americans expressed a willingness to go on 
with it if it could be definitely ascertain­
ed that the outlay on the part of the Gov­
ernment would not exceed $1,000,000. 
Warm expressions of interest in the object 
to be attained have been received from 
many distinguished men, including Long­
fellow, Whittier, Wm. M. Evarts, Carlyle 
and Ruskin. The commissioners expect 
to meet again in November when it is ex­
pected a full and satisfactory report will 
be made.

Gold oa the ITaahwaak.
Some time ago Mr. Hugh Eggar, a 

lumberer in the employ of Alex. Gibson, 
Esq., showed Mr. Gibson several small 
pieces of gold which he had found in the 
Nashwaak stream, about seven miles 
above Stanley, near Birch Island, while 
washing his face one day. Upon the 
strength of this, and of information ob­
tained from other sources, Mr. Gibson con­
cluded to ascertain whether there was any­
thing in the stories that had been circulated. 
Accordingly Mr. Gibson and his sons, ac­
companied by Rev. W. W. Brewer, Mr. 
John Gibson,and Mr. Baker, who has had 
experience in working in mines in Cali­
fornia, and several others, went up to the 
place several days ago and made some dis­
coveries of value, going to prove that the 
real article was there, sure enough, but in 
what quantities remains to be tested. 
They found rotten slate, rusty quartz, and 
black sand. The quartz was much honey­
combed, the result probably of ferrugin­
ous action. Without auy picks or shovel, 
and using yOnly an old tin plate for wash­
ing, they secured about thirty pieces. Mr. 
Gibson intends commencing operations 
immediately, and if he meets with fair 
success will engage in the mining business 
on a very extensive scale. Mr. Baker 
brought home with him a quantity of the 
black sand which he purposes to analyze.

When a man of Mr. Gibson’s energy 
takes hold of a matter of this kind we may 
be sure he will not allow it to fall through 
without a determined effort to secure the 
prize if it is there, and it really looks as 
though he had struck the real article this 
time.

Lumber.—Although the lumber trade 
is so doll, considerable quantities of deals, 
etc., hâve been shipped from this county 
this summer. J. D. Sowerby, of Camp- 
bellton, has shipped ten cargoes from his 
mill at Oak Bay, P. Q., and Mr. Farrar of 
the same place two more. The Messrs.' 
Moffatt, Dalhousie, have shipped some 
nine or ten cargoes. Alex. Morton, of 
Benjamin River, has likewise loaded 
several vessels; George Dutch, of New 
Mills, three vessels; John McNair, Louison 
River, six, and Jas. P. Doyle, Jacquet 
River, two or three. These parties all 
own mills and operate them themselves. 
If the wood trade were only to revive, 
Restigonche would be certain to become 
the scene of active lumbering and milling 
operations. No part ot the Province has 
such a large area of lumber lands intact as 
there are on the Restigonche and its tri­
butaries.
