On the mornmg of 17th inst, about day­
light, a serions accident happened to 
Forepangh’s stock and wagon train on the 
railway between Augusta and Waterrllle, 
Me. It was caused by the breaking of 
an axle of the forward truck of the second 
car from the engine. There were 23 oars 
on the train, six stock, three sleepers, 
eleven flats, two box and a caboose. Five 
cars were derailed containing 100 heavy 
team and band horses. Twenty-seven 
were killed, 23 bruised and injured. Nine 
were killed in the first car, five in the sec- 

, ond, twelve in the third and one in the 
remaining two. One buckskin stallion, 
valued at $1,000, and eight buckskin band 
horses were inclnded in the killed. Ed­
ward Sharp, of Philadelphia, a pole man, 
and John Murray, of Waterville, a Maine 
Central brakeman, were on the car with 
the broken axle. Sharp was thrown to 
the earth and pinned beneath the car, 
where he lay for half an hour and nearly 
suffocated. He gave up all hopes of life, 
but was finally rescued, and will recover. 
John Murray escaped by running back to 
the cars in the rear. Blondin, the tight 
rope walking horse was in oae of the 
smashed cars, but escaped unhurt. The 
horses which survived were led
to Waterville by road. Forepaugh 
places his loss at $15,000 and
had no insurance. Notwithstanding the 
accident the circus paraded and gave a 
show at Watertown on Friday evening.

-Whatever has been (lone by Sir 
John A. Macdonald or Sir Leonard 
Tilley to increase the taxation of the 
conntry, has had Mr. Mitchell’s ap­
proval, in the main. He was t.dd in 
this county in 1878 that it was the 
intention of Sir John and Sir Leon­
ard to tax our coal and bread, but 
he denied it, and when he re entered 
parliament, in 1882, there was no 
more loyal adherent of the national 
policy sitting on thegovernmeut side.
It is true that he indulged in a pro­
test, now and then, against the bread 
and coal taxes, but he generally vot­
ed with Sir John whenever party in­
terests required, and those who know 
him best believe he would still be 
doing so had the distribution of port­
folios some six months ago been 
made more to his liking and person­
al interest.

Some of Mr. Mitchell’s best 
friends are losing patience with him 
in his insincerity. His 'pretence 
among his Montreal friends that the 
results of Confedei ation have been 
satisfactory to the people of Nor­
thumberland, is conceived in the 
same spirit of duplicity that prompts 
him to talk of his imaginary third 
party and political independence. 
Public opinion in Northumberland 
and in the whole province is against 
confederation, and so long as the 
yoke is upon the necks of the people 
their minds will the more seriously 
dwell upon the question as to whether 
there is not more in common between 
them and their neighbors to the 
south then with those in the adjoin­
ing province to the north and west. 
If confederation is so beneficial to us 
as Mr. Mitchell would have us be­
lieve, why are so many of our peo­
ple leaving the country and making 
their homes in the United States? 
Why isjit that we are taxed double 
what we were at the time ot the 
Union? Why, notwithstanding our 
taxation, has our share of the public 
debt of the Dominion increased from 
seven millions to twenty one mil­
lions, while we have only our share 
of the Intercolonial Railway—$3,- 
000,000— to represent the increase. 
If Mr. Mitchell could point out any 
works within the province repre­
senting a tithe of the balance of 
$11,000,000 he would, no doubt, 
have done it at Renous, but he pre­
ferred to recite his old “pieces” away 
up the country and then publish his 
effort in hie Montreal paper, as if he 
had really addressed his self-glorifi­
cation and buncombe to аг y appre­
ciable number or representative body 
of the Northumberland electorate, 
where a few questions might have 
put him in an awkward position.

We reflect the sentiments of Nor­
thumberland when we say to Mr. 
Mitchell that the time is not an op­
portune one for humbug—for sitting 
astride the fence and playing the old 
“left centre” and independent roles. 
As far as the Dominion Parliament 
is concerned the people know that 
there are but two parties recognised 
at Ottawa—the Liberal and Conser­
vative—the one under Mr. Blake 
and the other under Sir John. It 
may be convenient, just now, in view 
of a pending election, for Mr. Mit- 
chell to keep himself in a position to 
jump off the fence and join the 
strongest party after the battle, but 
we have had too much ot that at his 
hands already. If he can’t agree 
with Mr. Blake and he is equally 
opposed to Sir John—especially when 
he won’t let him into the Cabinet.— 
his usefulness to any constituency 
will he small. Indeed, since the 
Pacific Railway is completed it is 
not easy to determine what interest 
he can represent in parliament anfl 
his political mission must come to an 
end, unless he can make up his mind 
to become somethind better than 
nothing in a party s°hse.

He told them of 
a future for the then isolated pro­
vinces, when New Brunswick, under 
che union, with her immense water- 
powers and open seaports, would be 
the centre of Canadian manufactures 
and commerce, with a tariff of not 
over fifteen per cent for at least 
twenty years, by which time the 
province would be teeming with a 
thriving population and attracting 
the most desirable European immi­
grants.

sion. It is now claimed that the identi­
cal ’'something’ that tills the bill has been 
found at last in the Ritter-Kellner pro­
cess, which is now being introduced into 
Canada, as appears by the following par­
agraphs from a recent issue of the Paper 
Trade Review (London, England 

Two Canadian paper and pulp makers 
have been in England for some weeks past, 
both of whom are associated with new en­
terprises. Mr. John A. Fisher, one of 
the visitors, whilst partner in the firm of 
John Fisher & Son, Dundas, had a con­
siderable experience in handling wood 
material and converting it into pulp by 
the soda process. This experience makes 
it an easier matter than it otherwise would 
have been for him to start a new mill on 
a sulphite system, the locality being 
Chatham, New Brunswick. He has 
chosen, as already stated in this journal, 
the Ritter-Kellner process, the patent 
rights having been arranged with Mr. 
Kaindler (Evering and Kaindler, Paris), 
and quite independent of the American 
Sulphite Co. and Syndicate. Mr. Kaind­
ler is a paper manufacturer; and we be­
lieve a personal friend of Baron Ritter, 
hence the association, Mr. Fisher’s new 
mill, unlike many mills in America, will 
be built of brick with slated roof, and if 
all goes well, it will be the first fully 
equipped Sulphite mill across the Atlantic. 
Mr. Fisher leaves on Saturday by the 
Cunard steamer Aurania. The other 
visitor—who left us on Thursday—is a 
partner in a pulp rail! now being erected 
in Nova Scotie, and which we may refer 
to more fully at some future time. A 
small experimental plant, including three 
boilers, has already been shipped. Mr 
Wm Friedlaender has returned from the 
Conti meut, after visitiug a number of pulp 
mills aud concluding arrangements for 
several important agencies. He sends us 
samples of bleached sulphite pulp, pro­
duced in a Gorman mill by the Ritter- 
Kellner process. They are remarkable 
for their purity of color and length of 
fibre. The pulp appears even more favor­
able than ths samples by this process re­
viewed some months ago in these col­
umns. Papermakers would de well to 
examine samples for themselves.”

A NEW COMPANY.
Since the above appeared in the Paper 

Trade Review, Mr. Fisher’s fins now mill 
at Chatham, N. B., was burned, as our 
readers are alreidy aware. As a sequence 
to that unfortunate occurrence we notice 
in last week’s Canada Gazette notice of 
application for a charter for “The Mari­
time Chemical Pulp Company (Limited).” 
The purposes for which incorporation is 
sought are the manufacture and sale of 
pulp and paper, or either of them, and all 
that may be incidental thereto or cennect- 
ed therewith. The operations of the com­
pany are to be carried on at Chatham, 
N. B., and the head office is to be at Ham­
ilton, Ont. The capital stock of the com­
pany is to be $150,000, divided into 1,500 
shares of $100 each.

The Lobster and other Fisheries—A 
Practical Suggestion.

To the Editor of the Advance :
Sip.—The lobster fishing season is now 

about closed. At least, the season’s catch 
is made as there is hardly any money 
made in the business after this date.

The mackerel, although of a fair size 
and quality, appear to bo scarce on this

Codfvhing appears to be about the 
average, but the fishermen complaiu of the 
difficulty of procuring bait.

Oue of our Shippegan boats came in 
one day last week loaded with splendid 
large and fat herring. It appears that one 
of the Yankees had, in hauling his seine, 
taken about forty barrels of herring and 
about six barrels mackerel. They hailed 
this Shippegan boat, and filled her up. 
I would have been pleased to have bad 
those herring fresh for lobster bait, at 80c 
or one dollar per bbl. Many persons on
