I understood it from the fiendish
exhilaration of our men, from the
short, deep coughs of satisfaction with
which they drove their weapons home,
end from the greater proportion of
shrieks and empty saddles among our
opponents.

The discovery acted like a drug that
sets the blood on fire. To keep from
going stark mad I roared myself black
in the face and rode furiously whither-
soever my goaded mare chose to carry
me, sometimes among friends, oftener
among foes, and always with a fran-
tic desire to see my sword run as red
as the others. Nothing less than the
mercy of God brought me out of that
devil’'s mess alive,

All this while Yumen Yusel and the
man on the black horse were posted on
the ridge looking down on the battle.
They might be mere spectators, in-
different to the issue, so remote they
seemed from the scene of anguish in
which two armies were pouring out
their hearts’ blood. But when we be-
gan to gain a mounted messenger
came galloping down the slope and
spoke for a minute or so to the cim-
mander of Yumen Yusel's troops.
Whatever was his message, it put fresh
force and courage into the men, for,
getting into closer formation, they burl-
ed themselves upon us with a fury that
soon gave them back their lost ground.
But though we ylelded a little our
lances did not slacken in their work.
Nay, the slicing went on with re-
doubled energy and oaths that were
curdling to hear,

‘ Holy prophet, how they fight,” cried
Amood Sian, as he and Abou Kuram
met for a moment in the rear. ‘ Mine
eyes have never beheld :uch slaughter.
Look you now at Ismael Numar—how
he cleaveth heads and heweth off
lhnbs ! He shall have three more
Wives and a present of gold for his
valour, And look you, too, how the
good Koor All layeth about him. I
have been watching him, and he slay-
fth like one preparing for the sacri-
fice, There goeth a man scvered in
two, another and still another. Didst
thou ever see the like ? He maketh
stepping stones to victory of his ene-
mies. He shall have a dozen of my
choicest slaves. And my hrother, too,
hath done marvellous execution. I
have seen his blade smiting with the
stroke af lightning, He hath left the
dead in heaps hehind him. I will be-
think me what befitteth him to receive.
Yea, and I, too, have smitten the foe.
I slit 2 fellow’s ribs as a cook would
cut open the ribs of a sheep. - By my
faith, it was fine sport,”

He stopped and looked over the ran-
guinary scene,

‘ Our men fight like lions,” he said.
Then, with sudden change of wone:—
" Yet thinkéth thou they are being
driven back ? Toth it appear to thee
the enemy is gaining just a little, ever
80 little? Jf we lose ground—put
no,” changing voice and mann-r again,

there they storm home. I profess
Koor Ali's sword is crimson an inch
deep. And there go our horsemen.
Glory to the prophet, the day is ours !
Yumen Yusel's mean fiy—we are con-
querors!| They fly! They fiy!”

They were not flying, but their lead-
er had been cut down by one of our
cavalrymen, and in the oonfusion that
followed they lost ground again,

1 told thee the day was ours,” cried
Amood 8inn, in a transport of child-
ish delight. But he was soon singing
to another tune.

‘" See, see,”” he cried, ere the words
of rejoicing were well out of his mouth,
“ He cometh, he cometh—Satan com-
eth. We are undone. Who can with-
stand him ? He rideth like & whirl-
wind and destroyeth as a fire. My
brother, we are undone.”

Abou Kuram made ne reply, but
turned his eyes to the dread warrior
on the black horse, who was canter-
ing down the slope with & band of 60
men mounted on the pick of Arablan
studs, As the company advanced it
was joined by others, till the total
must have been equal to half a Brit-
ish regiment.

A contingent promptly went out from
our front to meet them, Koor All lead-
ing. There was to be no play this
time, no circling and wheeling, no re-
tiring and advancing for picturesque
display. Lance to lance, body to
hody, the issue would be decided, and
the fittest would survive, Abou Ku-
ram bit his lip with anger at being
forced to remain in charge of a cow-
ard in the rear, and watched the mo-
mentous events in which he could
not participate.

The enemy’s cavalry came on at a
round gallop, their pennons streaming,
their faces well forward on their
horses’ necks. The leader, however,
sat his great black horse erect, and
held his sword at what I belleve Brit-
ish dragocns call the slope, There
was something in his appearance that
marked him out from his fellows, and
I am free to confess that, with Amood
Sinn’'s whining in my ears, a thrill of
superstiticus awe passed through me
at the thought that he might not be
mortal.

As soon as the level plain was gain-
ed he waved his sword quickly in the
air, and the great black warhorse
broke from the  gallop to the charge.
We could see his flerce leap and the
responsive bound of those that follow-
ed hard behind. Before half a dozen
horse lengths were covered there came
to our ears & resounding double peal
of * Techbir, techbir!” for our men,
too, were riding at the charge, and
even from our distance we saw how
every rider, setting himself @ little for-
ward, hugged his lance close under his
right arm. I watched the mutual
swoop with straining eyes and a thump-
ing heart, with cold tremors at the
pit of the stomach, and a hot whirl
of the brain that was as the madness
of much wine. There were fear and
headlong audacity in the feeling—a
fear that could easily have made me
turn and fly, an audacity that al-
most compelled me to rush forward and
share the delirious ecstacy of that on-
set.

Nearer and nearer swept the oppos-
ing columns, ltkke two flights of os-
triches, darkening the sky with dust,
the horses skimming the ground as if
Cury lent them wipgs, the rides elert

with a tigerish Intentness of pur-
pose. No man could have sald which
side sped the more furiously or shout-
ed the louder; none whether Koor All
or the man on the black horse led with
the more determined valour.

There is no resisting the magnetism
of a desperate exploit enacted under
your eyes, and the main bodies paused
fascinated by the fearful spectacle.
On both sides the men drew in knee
to knee in order to have the greater
driving and resisting power, and
crouched lower upon their straining
horses. The last hundred yards were
covered as it were at a bound, and
then with & cry of vengeance from a
thousand throats, a dazzling flash of
steel, & shock as of clashing thunder-
bolts, came the collision. There was
a vibrating sensation as of an earth-
quake, and a rumble of groanings and
crushings reached us as the fighters
rolled together in a dark seething heap
as when two swift sea currents meet.

My vision was suddenly blurred, and
involuntarily my eyes closed. When
I opened them, the combatants were
through each other, and wheeling for
another charge. Up went the fierce
war-cry again, and eagain came a tre-
mendous shock and tumult, shattering
the cloge-packed lines. But reform-
ing with prodigious quickness, they
dashed at each other again and yet
again, with an ever-increasing heap of
slaln and wounded weltering on the
ground.

“ By my father's sword, it is to be
utter annihilation ! said Abou Ku-
ram, breathing thick and fast. *' They
mean to kill each other out.”

But almost as he spoke the enemy,
bursting once more through our lines,
were across the intervening space and
headlong upon our main body, the man
on the black horse slashing and hew-
ing in front in a way that fairly justi-
fied the tales of his Satanic character.
At the same time Yumen Yusel's cam-
elmen, rending the air with yells, rush-
ed, lurched, and swaying, to the ald
of the cavalry.

From ¢hat moment, so far as I could
see, all order vanished. There is a
theory that in properly planned bat-
tles things go by method and prear-
rangement. The idea is a pretty one
for drawing-room warriors, but if there
were the least truth in it no battle
should ever be lost or won. There
would be no Marathon, no Thermopy-
lae, no Waterloo, no Alma, no Luck-
now, to shed lustre and glory on the
human race, and give an interest to
desperate hazards. Take my word for
it, that a fight between two armies de-
termined to win or die is a thing of
heart-shaking surprises and riotous
contempt of regulations.

The moment the common soldier,
panting for revenge or frantic to save
hig skin, takes matters into his own
handsg prophecies and prearrangements
gO the winds. 'The general may
plan, "but the soldier does the work,
and generally in his own way and in
flat deflance of orders. In that wal-
lowing, billowy host, I dare assert,
there were not halt a dozen men who
knew their heads from their heels. Al-
most every mother's son in that gory
chaos cut and thrust and stabbed and
charged and recolled and roared at his
own sweet will, and in obedience to
what might seem to his whirling mind
the exigencies of the ocecasion.

For mvself, what with incessant
knocks and collisions, the hubbub of
rage and agony, the sharp scream and
envenomed oath, and most of all the
sickening sight of living men being
sliced ‘and laid open, my wits® were
80 confounded I might have been in
the throes of a nightmare. I had a
sword and a brace of pistols, though
what I did with them heaven alope
knows. They may have accounted for
some of the enemy, but I have no
knowledge of shedding any man’'s
blood, which s perhaps a solace to
the conscience In looking back from
the vale of vears. £

In the dartings hither and thither
of my mare I got glimpses of Abou
Kuram making flashes of crimson light
with his sword, of the man on the
black horse hewing savagely where
there lay the best chance of doing
havoc, of Ismael Numar and Koor All
laying about them as if they were us-
ing pruning hooks in a forest of sap-
lings, and of Amood Sinn scurrying
to and fro in abject terror, fighting
the air, and ever getting Into the
places he would have given his king-
dom to he able to avoid. I laughed
at him with the hilarity of hysteria,
and I have an idea cried jeering words
@s well. But how the tide of war wag
running I knew not, and probably you
would not have known had you been
in my place, )

Once in a wild swirl I got knock\e'&'

out of the saddle, but with wildéat
clutch I caught something—probably
the pommel or mane before me—and
was up agaln in an instant, wondering
in my own mind whether I was mor-
tally wounded or whether I was wound-
ed at all, and as I was trying to de-
cide I came upon a sight that drove
all thought of self away and made me
rein up with a jerk.

In the midst of their partisans, who
had formed a circle, as iIf to see fair
play to the champlons, were Koor All
and the man on the black horse in a
hand-to-hand fight. I do not know
how long they had been at it before
I chanced to see them, but the con-
test did not last long after my coming
up. Koor All was a good soldier and
an expert swordsman, but his fate was
upon him.

in.' I have sent your letter to Mr.
Peters and he will, no doubt, inform
you of the prospects of getting more.
In the meantime, if your people need
more, the orders should be sent in at
ouce, a8 it will soon be too late to get
any at any price. So far it has cost
about $1.30 at St. Jobn. It is now
getting higher. The best quality has
been received from Prince Edward
1sland, and it is also a little cheaper
than that from Ontario. The only
variety now available is ‘Campbell’s
White Chaff,” and, perhaps, a little Fife.

“We have not sent any to any point
on approval, but have shipped only to
societies and individuals on their orders,
snd from present appearances we will
not be able to fill all orders.”

Act prohibiting the importatien, manu-
facture or sale of spirits, wine, ale, beer,
cider and all other alcoholic liquors for
s a8 bevetages 17 i ;

It will be observed that this is in accord
with the petition of those who have asked
for a prohibitory law. Had the Govern-
ment undertaken to complicate the issue
with contingent questions, the matt
would have been complicated to a most
unsatisfactory degree. The questions,
having reference to taxation, compensa-
tion and cognate matters, will inevitably
srise in the campaign “and have a direct
effect upon the vote Lo be taken,The impor-
tant thing to know is the extent to which
public sentiment is directly in favor of a
prohibitory law, aud this will be arrived
at very much better by a vote on the
question as given above, than if other
issues were incorporated.

In bringiog forward this measure the
Government must receive the cred t of
baving kapt an important pledge given to
the people. They have not sounght to
equivocate ia any way whatever nor to
interfere with a clear and definite vote on
the question. From the standpoint of
the Government, the ravenue considera-
tion is one respecting which it would
probably have been a useful thing to
ascertain public judgment. In the end
the problem must be faced and solved,
should it transpire that the people of
Canada are overwhelmingly in favor of
prohibition. ' To have identified the main
issue with this collateral question would
have led to serious confusion, and ex-
posed the Government to unnecessary
oriticism. It would not have satisfied
the advocates of prohibition, and the
opponents of -that measure would have
claimed that other oqnsidnnt.jnni should
have alse been - made subject to popular
vote. As it is, the people at large 'will be
able to. vote “Yes” or ‘‘No” uapon the
fundamental question, in the light of all
other views .which. may be brought for-
ward. The meassre has only received a
first reading, and will not become the
subject of debate in the House until the
next stage. 3

A great deal of time haas been take up
during the past week in debating the
Franchise Bill now before' the House.
This measure contemplates the adoption
of the Provincial voters’ lists for Dominion
purposes, and the complete abolition of
the present expensive, cumbersome and
uosatisfactory Dominion Frapchise Act.
The Corservatives are largely opposing
this change. The Liberals are, howexer,
determiced to push the Bill through.
They will be successful in the Commons ;

The Premier pointed out how seri-
ous such a result would be, inasmuch as
the Government would be compelled to
ask a vote on the Prohibition plebiscite
on lists four years old, or delay the tak-
ing of that vote until a revision of the
existing list, at great cost, could be mnade.

Decadence of Spain.

An exchange says .—Of all the Euro-
pean nations England stands alone as a

looked upon a possession once gained as
merely a field for successful exploitation
regardless of the interests and wishes of
the natives. Of all the European nations
Spain has been, though a great and suc-
cessful graboor fer several centuries, the
most unsuccessful ultimately, because of her
despotic and rapacious disposition. As
she has sown, so has she reaped; her orce
almost boundlees dominions are now
dwarfed down to very small proportions
and these mostly in a state of revolt.

A glance at the facts of history wiil
fully illustrate what we have been saying.
At the beginning of this century Spaia
owned a great couniry in North and
Seuth America, beginning with the south
line of what is now Oregon and extending
to Cape Horn. It owned Utah, Californis,
New Mexico, Arizona, Colorado, aud a
piece of Kansas, Texas, Old Mexico and
Central America and ten great countiies
in South America. There was a Spanish
viceroy in the City of Mexico, another at
Lima and another at Buenos Ayres. There
appeared to be a simultaneous feeling of
revolt in both North and South America,
commencing in 1810 and ending a few
years later in the emancipation of these

! anddepend from the domin-
ation of Spain. In 1810 the first break
was made when the viceroy was deposed
aund shipped out of the country, Buenos
Ayres was proclaimed a republic, and the
beginning of the end had come for Spain
in South America. In the same year
Mexico commenced its struggle for inde-
pendence, and Spain lost its hold in North
America. The determination to throw off
the Spauish yoke found quick action in
points so far distant as Mexico and Buenos
Agyres, and all between was a seething
mass of discontent culminating in the
freedom of a vast extent of territory,
covering several distinct states or nation-
alities, from & tyraonical rule. New
Grenada became a republic in 1811,
Veunezuela and Paraguay in 1813, Chili in
1818, Colambia in 1819, Peru in 1821.
Bolivia in 1824 and Uraguay in 1825.

It will be noticed that while the inde-
pendence of these regions was achieved
or recognized at different dates, the revolt
began in all of them at about the same
year 1810. Not one Spanish American
Colony remained loyal w0 Spain. Every
Province, without regard to who was
Viceroy, broke away.

Let no one suppose that Spain gave up
these splendid possessions without a strug-
gle. The honor of Spain demanded the
shedding of a great deal of blood. Hiealgo,
the first great Mexican leader, was cap-
tared and his head was cut off. We read
that the Spanish Viceroy Callija, drove
14,000 prisoners into the plaza of Zacatecas
and cut their throats. The insurgent
lead er, Moleroa, was captured and shot,
and so were most of the other leaders,
and in 1820 Spain claimed that the Mexi-
can rebellion was crushed, but in 1821
gave up Mexico, gave 1t all up, and for-
ever, and so it was all the way down to
Cape Horn. The insurgents got little

help from abroad. No nation interpused
in their behalf.

Spain lost all in fifteen years—all that
in centuries it had accumulated, and’left
no memory of honor, no deed of magna-
nimity to stand on record as cases ina
fire-swept desert of cruel and relentless
despotism. No Spanish colony once lost
to Spain, ever goes back of its own accord,
or is ever forced back. Once lost, forever
lost, bas been the rale in the past, and
from this steady and unvarying record the
futare may be fairly judged. Yetitis
not an object for war with Spain on the
part of any other nation.

St. John Letter.

If all mankind would do likewise, the
world would be better and happier. The
Armenians would not have been mass-
acred, 200,000 Cuban women and children
would not have perished by famine and
the sword,and no war would be iu progress
between the United States and Spain.

PART I.—SOLUTIONS RECOMMENDE),
(1.) BORDEAUX MIXTURE,

Copper Sulphate
Lime (fresh)...

Suspend the copper sulphate in five gate
lons of water. This may be done by ptting
itin a bag of eoarse material, and huging
it so as to be covered by the water. Siake
the lime iz about the same quantity of
water., Then mix the two and add the
remainder of the forty gallons of water,

Warm water will dissolve the copper
sulphate more readily than cold water, It
the lime is at all dirty strain the lime
solation.

If the limeis good the above amount is
likely to be sufficient. It is an easy matter
to koow how much lime is required by
using what is termed the ferro-cyanide of
potassium teet. This substance can be got
at any druggist’s, and very little is required.
Take a small bottle (2 0z.) and get it filled
with a satarated solution of this pound
If there isnot plenty of lime in your mix-
ture, adrop of the test added to it turns
brown. Add more lime and stir. As soon
as the test fails to eolor in coming in con-
tact with your mixtare, it indicates there is
sufficient lime present to neutralize the
effscts of the copper sulphate. Use wooden
veasels in preparing the Bordeaux mixture. .
(2.) AMMONIACAL COPPER CARBONATE SOLU.

This solution is not much used, snd is
recommended only in cases where the fruit
is so far advanced that it would be dis-
figured by using the Bordeanx mixtare.

(3.) PARIS GREEN MIXTURE

apple trees, 250 for plam trees and 300 for
peach trees. When Paris green is added to
Bordeaux mixtare, so far as to fam a com-
bined insectcide and fangicide, add four
ounces to every forty gallons of the Bor-
desux mixtare.

After dissolving the soap in the water,’
add the coal oil and stir well for five to %en;
minutes. \When properly mixed, it will
adhere to glass without oiliness. A syringe;
or pump will sid mach in this work. In
using, dilute with from pine to fiftesn psrts
of water.. Kerosene emaulsion may be pre-
pared with sour milk (1 gallon), and cosl
oil (2 gsllone), no sosp being required.
This will not keep long.

NOTES. !

(1) When there is danger of disfigaring
fruit with the Bordeaux mixtare uce the
ammoniacal copper carbonate solution,

(2) Experience in spraying during the past
two years indicates that it 1s best to use the
combined insecticide and fungicide, com-
mencing as soon as the buds begin to swell,
again when the leaves appear, and cootinne
it at iotervals of tem to fifteen daye, notil
the trees have been sprayed three to five
times, which will depend upon the weather.
In the case of a rainy seasop, it may be
necessary to spray. at least foar times ; while
if dry, and the mixtures have been allowed
to remain on the foliage, then three or fonr
times may be sufficient.

In no case spray while the trees arein
bloom, but immediately after.

(3) The combined inrectcide and fangicide,
containing Paris green and Bordeaux mix-
ture, is to be used for insects that chew,
and injurious fangi, but kerosene emulsion
alone for those insects that suck the juices
of plants, such as aphis, thrip, red spider,
etc.

(4) A stock solution for the preparation of
Bordeaux mixture may be prepared as fol-
lows : Dissolve 25 pounds of copper sulphate
in 25 gallons of water. One gallon of this
contains one pound of the copper sulphate.
In another barrel slake 25 pounds of good
lime, and add 12} gallons of water. One
gallon of this cuntains two pounds of lime.
To make the mixture, take four gallons of
the copper sulphate solution and two of the.
lime, 1If there is any doubt about there mot
beiog sufficient lime, try the test already re-
ferred to under Bordeaux mixture. Now
fill up the amount to forty gallons with
water., =

(5) Prepare the mixtures well, apply them
at the proper time, and be as thorough as
possible in the work.

To destroy these, spraying as directed
will be effective. To destroy insects
ooly use an inseoticide, but if treating
for a fungoid pest at the same time use a
combined fungicide and insecticide.

TENT CATERPILLAR MOTH,

These insects weave large webs in the
branches of the apple tree and do much
damage feeding npon the foliage of the
trees. They also attack the plam and
cherry. The egge—200 to 300—are laid
in rings upon the twigs of the trees and
can be readily seen, so that many of
them might easily be destroyed during
the winter, The caterpillars grow rapidly.
There sre two varieties. One has a white
strip down the back and the other has a
series of white spots, and thas they are
readily distinguished from each other.

There is no insect better known than this
little beetle. The egg is deposited in
‘the plum, where it hatches. The aftect-
ed fruit soon falls to the ground, and the
larve leave the plums, pass into the
ground, where they remain for about six
weeks, The imago is a small grayish
beetle one-fifth of an inch log, with a
black lump on the middle of eact wing
case. It has s curved smout and s
stout body, The beetles hide them-
selves during the winter in sheltered
spots, and appear in spring about the
time the trees are in bloom. This insect
is also found upon the cherry, peach, and
even apple.

Remedies.—1. Jarring the trees morn-
ing and evening. At this many beetles
will drop and may be collected npon
the sheet placed below.

2. Gather and destroy the affected
plums as they fall. .

3. Spray Paris green as directed for
the treatment of the plum, or Paris
green may be applied alone (1 pound to

250 gallons of water ; if the foliage is tender
add 21be. of lime.) Spray once before the
trees bloom, as soon as the foliage is well
started, again as soon as the petals fall,
and repeat about a week after.

The eggs of this tiny moth are laid on the
calyx of the young apple while it is turned
up. Assoon as hatched the larva burrows
into the apple, where it feeds until fally de-
veloped. Affected apples fall to the ground
and often contain the worm in them. The
cocoons are frequently under the bark and in
other sheltered spots.

The moth appears about the time the trees
are in bloom, and is one of the worst pests
that attacks the apple.

Thisinsect is fcuud attacking the buds
upon the apple, and sometimes proves very
injurious. The half-grown larva winters
over and appears in spring ss a small brown
caterpillar just about the time the buds be-
gin to open, and feeds upon them. It
measures about half an inch when full grown.

By rolling up one side of a leaf, and
securely fastening it with silken thread, it
forms a tube in which it enters the pupa
stage, baving lined the little chamber with a
closely woven layer of silk. This condition
lasts ten days. The imago is a small moth;
resembling the codling moth in size and
form, It is of an ash gray eolor. The front
winge have a whitish-gray band across the
middle ; the hinds wings are a dusty brown,
The expanded wings measure half an inch
across.

Remedy.— Paris green added to Bordeaux
mixture as directed for the treatment of the
apple.

CURRANT WORMS ¢
These are the larva or grubs of the Saw Flies. In
the cut they are represented as full.grown and
feeding.

The imago appears in about two weeks
after the pupa stage has been eutered. The
male is much smaller than the female, the
body black, with some yellow spots above,
while in the female the body is mostly
yellow. Both have four membranous wings.
A second brood is of common oceurrence.

Remedies.—1. Hellebore, one ounce in
three gallons of water. It may also be
spplied as a dry powder, mixing it with
three or four parts flour.

2. Paris green for the first brood, but
care must be taken not to continue this as
the fruit may be affected.

THE GRAPE-LEAF HOPPER OR THRIP.

This small insect, about an eighth of an
inch long, of a white color, marked by three
dark bande, is sometimes troublesome on
grape vines,

They feed upon the juices of the plant,
and are usually upon thé underside of the
leaves, where they are difficult to reach in
spraying.

Remedies.—1. Remove fallen foliage at
the close of the season, ro that the insects
cannot tind shelter during the winter,

2. Spray with kerosene emulsion diluted
with ten parts water, on the under side of
the leaves in the cooler part of the day.

RED SPIDER.

The red spider is & very small insect—a
true mite—and in some places is very de-
structive. It sucks the juices of the plants

| attacked, and cauees the color of the leaf to

change from green to a. giayish white. It
flourishes in a dry atmosphere and in suony
places; shade and moisture are not favorable
to its development.

Remedies.—1. Spray with clear water, and
keep the atmosphere ab,ut the plants moiet.

2. Spraying with ketosene emulsion should
also be followed by good results.

PLANT LICE.

These minute, greenish insects affect the
foliage of many plants by sucking the juice,
and thus injuring the leaves.

These can be controlled by\y’uying with
kerosene emulsion.

PART IV.—INJURIOUS FUKNGI.
The following are among the most injuri-

ous fungi that affect the products of the
garden und orchard. They can be readily
controlled by the proper application of Bor-
desux mixture, as directed.
The usual life history of s parasitio fangus
is, that it arises from & spore which is miero-
scopic; this germinates and gives rise to
thread.like structures which penetrate the
plant upon which the fungus grows and de.
rives its nourishment. Upon these structures,
in time, spores are produced, as new sources
from which the fangus may develop and
continue to be injurious to the vitality of the
plants attacked.
(1) APPLE BPOT OR BCAB.

This fungus attacks the leaves and fruit
of the apple, causing the ‘‘spots” on the
fruit. The vegetable portion of the fungus
is chiefly around the edge of the spots where
the spores are produced in great pumbers,

(2) LEAF 8POT.
This disease attacks the pear, causiog the
leaves to show reddish spots with small
pimples in the centre. When the fruit is
attacked it oracks and appears stunted.

(3) BROWN ROT.
Attack® plums, cherries, and pewhel.ﬁ‘
truit affected beeomes hrownish at first, them
shrivels and appears dried. In this condition
it is termed ‘‘mummified,” and is often seen
upon the trees in that form, All “mummi-
fied” fruit should be gathered and burned,
as they contain spores that will perpeiv- 1te
the disease,

(4) ANTHRACNOSE,

This fungus appears on the canes of rasp-
berries as small round or oval patches, with
a purple border, and sometimes upon the
leaves as small yellowish spots with JWgk
border., The affected canes shonld be cut
out and destroyed by burning,

(5) LEAF BLIGHT SUNBURN.

This disease produces very conspicuons
apots on the upper surface of the leaves of
the strawberry. The spots are reddish at
first, then the centre becomes somewhat
grayish,

(6) POWDERY MILDEW.

This mildew is the well-known blight on
the gooseberry. It thrivesina warm, dry
atmosphere, and sometimes is very destruc-
tive.

At first the berries are covered witha
grayish substance, and later a brown
color.

(7) PoTATO BLIGHT.
This fungue attacks the potato, commenc-
ing with the leaves and finally affecting the
tabers. - . \

Ou Thursday Minister Woodford re-

Early this Thorsday morning, immediate-
ly after the receipt of your open telegram,
aud before I had communicated same to
Spanish government, Spanish minister for
foreign affairs notified me that diplomtic
relations are broken between the two
countries, and that ail official communicstion
between their respective representatives
have ceased.

Oonditions for the Bonusing of
Flour Mills.

That under Section 1 of 6lst Victoris,
Chapter 20, intituled “‘An Act for the fur-
ther encouragement of agricultare,” it is
provided that the Commissioner of Agricul-
tare be authorized to grant assistance by
way of bonus to persons or companias ereoct-
ing mills for the grinding of wheat by the

ungarian or other roller process.

That the following be the conditions upon
which any such bonus be granted up to the
amounts as provided by said Chapter 20 of
6let Viotoria,

That & bonus of not more than 207 on the
manufacturer’s price be given for any mill
erected in the province on the Hungarian or
roller process for the griuding of wheat, or
for such roller process placed in a mill al-
ready ereoted, according to the following
regulations,

(1) The specification, plan and location

to be first approved by the Lieutenant-
Governor in Council, snch approval to be
recsived befors the commencement of con-
stractivn,
. 2)) The location to be approved of hav-
ing regard to the area, population, wheat
capabilities and prospects of the surround-
ing country.

(3.) That the amount of bonus in any
case of a wheat mill plant of a capacity not
exceeding one and ene-half barrels of flour
per hour shall not exceed in the whole five
hundred dollars.

(4.) That in the case of a miil having a
oapacity exceeding one and one-half barrels
per hour, and not exceeding five barrels per
hour, tbe amount of such bonus shall not
exceed in the whole one thousand dollars.

(5.) That in calculating the cost of any
mill there shall only be incladed the cost of
the Hungarian Roller machinery and ap-
pendages and not the cost of buildings or
power,

(6.) No payment to be made on above
account until mill is complete, and runniog
to the satisfaction of the Lieut t-Gover-
oor in Council upon the r dation of

In the latter body he bad
reached the thirty-second degree. He was
also s member of the Royal Order of Scot-
land, past deputy grand master of the Grand
Lodge of New Brunswick and past principal
of the chapter of Carleton Union Lodge.
He was treasurer of the Grand Chapter,
Mr. Leooard was @ member of the Carleton
Methodist church and sook an active in-
terest im its welfare. His wife, who was
Miss Fanny Clark, of Carleton, a brother,
Mr. Joha C. Leonard, of Boston, and two
sisters, Mrs. Marshall Ritchie, of Haverhill,
Mass., and Miss Leonard, of London, survive
him. Mr. Leonard was well-known
throughout the province, and wherever he
was known he was well liked. A good
sitizen, genial, kind bearted, aetive in any
work that appealed to him, his death will be
deeply regretted.

The Laws of Neutrality.

A recent Kingston, Jamaics, despatch says:
—A high legal authority of the crown said
to-day : .

The conditions of modern warfare are so
changed that the old rules will require an
application more particalarly to existing
circamstances than on hard and fixed lines.
Great Britain will observe and enforce the
principles of tho neutral aad comwit no act
favoring the belligerents.

It is incumbent on the belligerents to re-
spect the sovereignty of the neutral duty,
and of the nentral to restrain the use of its
territory for belligerent purposes.

Hostilities will oot be permitted within
the three-mile limit of Jamaica, and any
Spanish ship so captured could claim the
hospitality of Great Britain, delivery up and
damages.  If, however, the capture was re-
sisted, no redress would lie, the resistance
being a violation of sovereignty.
