He said that about 9.30 o’clock on the
evening of the 21st of May, the accus-
ed entered his store and approached |m
witness, who was standing at the
front counter on the left, not far from
the entrance. Accused asked to see
some black silk, which was shown to

- her. She purchased a piece of the silk,

valued at 35 cents., ‘Witness returned
her some change and in the parcel

1 which he handed her he rolled up the

bill, a practice followed at his store.
He then returned to the shelf the roll

| of black silk. As he was turning round

he noticed that the accused had moved
the counter to
where there was a pile of silks, and
that she appeared to be agitated. He
saw that she was putting something
into her bag and incidentally noticed
that a piece of silk was missing. Go-
inng outside the counter he took her
bag and. withdrew from it the piece
of missing silk. Accused offered to
pay for it, but he said he thought he'
would have to call the police. She
said: “Oh, don’t do that, Mr. Dykeman,
it will disgrace me. I'll pay for the
silk.”_In the meantime, the police ar-
rived. She, gave her name as Daley, at
an address which witness could not re-
member, To the officers she at first
gave the same name, but when press-
ed changed it to Bailey, on Cedar
street.

* Mr, Dykeman was subjected to a se-
vere cross-examination, He, however,
stuck closely to his story.

Officer Lee swore that the accused
first gave her name to him as Daley.

Sergt. Caples’ evidence was about the
same.

The first witness for the defence was
Jacob H. Bailey, husband of the ac-
cused. He told of buying just this
morning at F. A. Dykeman’s store a
piece of factory cotton and of receiving
the bill not rolled up in the parcel but
separate.

Mrs., Caroline McLeod swore also to
making a purchase at the Dykeman
store and of receiving the bill separate
from the parcel,

The last witness was the accused,
Mrs. Bailey. She flatly contradicted
Mr. Dykeman’s story in all its essen-
tial particulars. The first she knew
that anything was wrong was when
Mr. Dykeman sharply questioned:
“What have yaou got in that bag?”’ Up-
on replying t¥at- she had her own
gooeds, he said: “You are a liar,” He
then took the bag from her, She gave
her name as Bailey both to Mr. Dyke-
man and the police officers. Mr. Dyke-
man treated her rather roughly and be-
fore leaving the store she said to him:

me, I'm going to deal with you,”

The cross-examination of the accus-
ed is going on this afternoon, and in all
probability the case will go to the jury
before adjiurnment.

ON THE VERGE OF BATTLE.

ST, PETERSBURG, June 27, 11 a..
.:—Despatches received here from Ta ;
Tiche Cho indicate that both the Rus-:
sian and Japanese armies are moving
into contact for a great battle, which
even now may be in progress. Gener-
al Kuropatkin yesterday assumed the
offensive against General Oku, while
General Kuroki from a position four-
teen miles to the eastward was moving
against 'the Russian flank at Hal
Chen,

THE BATTLE AT PORT ARHUR.

OKIO, June 26.—(Delayed in trans-
mission)—Admiral Togo’'s detailed re-
potr of his attack on Port Arthur
of 'his effective attack on Port Asthur
last Thusrsday night reached Tokio to-
day. The report confirms the reported
destruction of a Russian battleship of
the Peresviet type, the disabling of a
battleship of the Sevastopol class and
a protected cruiser resembling the
Diana, and the injury of a torpedo de-
stroyer, but throws no light on the
Russian plan. The entire Russian
fleet steamed out to sea in line of bat-
tle, suddenly when within fourteen
thousand metres from the Japanese
fleet, the Russian fleet refused to give
battel and steamed back to an anchor-
age, outside the harbor, where during
the night, the Japanese destroyers and
torpedo boats made eight desperate
attacks upon it. The Russian vessels
re-entered the harbor on Friday, since
which time it has failed to reappear.
In his report Admiral Togo says: The
exit of the Russian fleet from Port Ar-
thur harbor began Thursday. The
battleships Peresviet, Poltva and Se-
vastopol, the armoured cruiser Bayan,
the protected criusers, Palada, Diana,
Askold and Novik came first. A warn-
ing flashed by wireless telegraphy by
the Japanese patrol brought up Ad-
miral Togo’'s fleet at full speed to a ser-
ijes of prearranged stations. Three
flotillas of Japanese destroyers and
torpedo boats steamed close to the
harbr entrance and watched the Rus-
sian vessels. At 11 o’clock the Rus—
sian battleships Czarvevitch, Retvizan
and Pobieda joined the other Russian
ships outside the harbor. Several
steamers and boats were engaged in
clearing and exploding mines in order
to make a passage seaward. Captain
Asaj, commanding the Japanese torpedo
flotilla, attacked the vessels engaged in
clearing out the mines and hampered
the work.

‘At three o'clock several Russian de-
stroyers peared and the Japanese
vigorously attacked them. One of the
Russian destroyers, wkich was hit and
gset on fire retreated to the harbor
burning. The Novik attacked the Jap-
anese flotilla. which scurried away. The
‘boats engaged in clearing the harbor
finally made & passage and the Nvik
led the Russian fleet seaward.

TOGO'S STRATEGY, :

In the meantime, Admiral Togo con-
gealed the position of his ship and at
four o'clock sent the third squadron
out inio the vision of the Russians
with the object of withdrawing them
seaward. The Russian fleet stood
southeastward and then southward.
During this time Admiral Togo con-
cealed his first squadron south of
Gugan Rock. As the Russians ap-
proached Admiral Togo assembled his
fleet and prepared to attack. At 6.15
p. m. the Russians were in plain sight
eight miles northwest of Gugan rock.
The Czarevitch led and the nine others
followed in a single line. The Novik
and seven destroyers were placed at
the right of the line,

Admiral Togo waited with battleflags
flying from all the tops. The Japanese
fleet formation represented the first let-
ter of the Japanese alphabet inverted.
At 7.10 p. m. th Russians headed for the
Japanese and ‘Admiral Togo veered
‘slightly to the right, in order to bring
pressure against the head of the Rus-
‘sian formation.

RUSSIANS RAN AWAY,

‘At 8 p. m, the Russians changed their
. course and headed northward. Admir-
al Togo followed in a long single line,
ordering the destroyers and torpedo
boats to prepare for an attack after
ksundown. At 8.22 p. m. the small flo-
tillas swung around the rear of the
Japanese fleet and proceeded towards
the Russians at full speed. At 9.30 the
fourteenth flotilla delivered the first
attack on the Russian fleet, now in the
rear of a point five miles outside the
entrance to Port Arthur. Immediately
afterwards the fifth fiotilla delivered
a second attack. The Russian fleet
was confused and it was impossible for
it to retreat quickly into the harbor on
account of the narrowness of the chan-
nel and possibly the low tide.

At 10.30 p. m., the Russian fleet an-
chored in a single line, extending from
the foot of Wantsuing fort to the base

p. m., caught the Russians rounding
Shenshen. The first class torpedo boat
Shirrataka, commanded by Captain
Wakabashi, sent two torpedoes at a
battleship of the Peresviet class.

Other effects of the attack were not ob-
served on account of the heavy firing
which cast volumes of water over the
flotilla.

ILONDON, June 25 415 p. m,— The
Japanese legation this afternoon re-
ceived a despatch from Tokio announe-
ing that a detachment of the Taku
Shan army surprised and routed a
squadron of Russian cavalry, ten miles
nortkwest of San Tao Kow, on the Ta
Tche Kiao road, at dawn June 23, and
also occupied the heights north there-
of, expelling the Russians, who left
sixty dead on the field.

These men: are on their way
to Vliadivostok and will cross the
Tumen river by means of recently
constructed bridges.

TOKIO, June 26, 8 p. m—The Jap-
anese casualties in the battle of Te-
lissu (Vafangow), June 15, were 7 of-
ficers and 210 men killed and 903 men
wounded.

“General Oku reports that our cas-
ualties at Telissu were 247 killed, in-
cluding seven officers, and 946 wound-
ed, including 45 officers.”

MUKDEN, June 26.—Major General

LIBERAL LOSS,

Within a space otf little over a - year
the Liberal government has driven
from its association four men, the
weakest of whom was a loss the gov-
ernment could ill afford to bear. And
tovthe direct loss of the services of ca-
pable men is added a greater loss in the
esteem of the public, for the departure
of each one of the four has been caus-
ed by circumstances which have turn-
ed popular favor, in every instance,
away fitom the government.

First1t' was Mr, Tarte who had to go
because he held the heretical doctrine
for Canadians; then Mr. Blair because
he opposed the giving away of a rail-
way costing hundreds of millions to a
company of capitalists and dared to
hold the opinion that what the people
paid for the people should own and
operate in their own interests; then
Lord Dundonald was hurled: forth with
contumely because he insisted that the
Canadian army existed for the defence
of the Canadian people and not for the
benefit of a few politicians; and now
it is J. Lorne McDougall, auditor gen-
eral of Canada for a quarter of a.cen-
tury, who is being driven out because
he has done his duty protecting .the
public treasury and because an honest
and fearless man as auditor general
would be very much in the way during
the construction by the government of
the eastern section of the Grand Trunk
Pacific with its expenditure of sixty
or seventy millions of dollars.

The forcing out of any one of these
men would have aroused public resent-
ment;: the cumulative effect of the four
departures is impossible to estimate.
Certain it is that the circumstances
attending Lord Dundonald’'s discharge
have caused keener and more general
indignation than anything the govern-
ment has done during its term of of-
fice. . {

But the auditor general’s retirement
will create something more than indig~
nation; it will create suspicion, and
though indignation may die with the
lapse of, time suspicion grows.

Under three governments J. Lorne
McPougall has guarded the - interests
of the tax-payers against the attempts
4 of unscrupulous politicians. Now, at
& time when ‘it is proposed to give the
government. power to spend more
money than ever a Canadian govern-
ment spent on one undertaking before,
this removal of the people’s security
that it would be spent honestly will
give rise to thoughts, which, added to
.other thoughts of the same kind caus-
ed by Yukon seandals, dog biscuit em-
.ergency foods, @. T. P. deals, etc., will
increase the public distrust of the pre-
sent government to an extent that
much sunny smiling and many eloquent
speeches cannot assuage.

A CHANCE FOR GRAFT.

' Discussing the g:attlng possibilities
of the “dumping” clause of Mr, Field-
ing’'s tariff, the Winnipeg Telegram
says: Whenever goods are sold to a
Canadian importer at a lpwer price
than the same goods are sold to a pur-
chaser in the country of production,
then Mr. Fielding would add to the ex-
isting duty a sum equal to the differ-
ence in selling price as above, with
the proviso that the sum so added shall
not be greater than 50 per cent. of
the duty, or, in some cases, than 15
per cent. of the price of the articles.

For example, a Winnipeg implement
dealer might purchase certain agricul-
tural implements in the United States
for $80 apiece, and the manufacturer
might be selling the same implements
to a dealer in Fargo for $90. Then
Mr. Fielding would add §10 to the
.duty. :

But how would Mr. Fielding know of
this difference in price? Some one
would have to tell him, of course. Or
rather, perhaps, some one would have
to tell the minister of customs.

Who would tell the minister of cus-
toms? Why, the Canadian manufac=
turers of implements.

Now the minister of customs would
have to judge whether his informant
furnished satisfactory information.
And here is where the graft could be
worked.

The minister of customs might be
very easily satisfied in some cases
and very hard to. satisfy in others.
With such office the
manufacturers of Canada would have
to stand in with the government be-
cause the minister would have it in his
power to increase their protection by
60 per cent. or to leave them open to
the competition of ‘“dumped” goods.

This is the devise the local Liberal
organ praises so highly and charac-
terizes as “ingenious’—anl the pub-
lic can now see the reason.

THE BIBLE AND OTHER! BOOKS.

Pl G
Three Hundred Million Copies of the
Scriptures Circulated in a Century.

[P —

On Wednesday, March 7, 1804, “a
numerous and respectable meeting of
persons of various denominations” was
held at the London Tavern, and a so-
ciety formed ‘“to promote the circula-
tion of the Holy Scriptures in the
principal living languages.” At that
time the Bible, or portions of it, could
be obtained in about forty living lan-
guages, spoken by two-tenths of the
race. During the century since the
meeting at the London Tavern -ad-
journed, and very largely from the ma-
chinery then and there started, the
Scriptures, have been translated into
450 languages and dialects, understood
by seven-tenths of the race. By the
London society alone 180,000,000 copies
have been distributed, at an expense
of $70,000,000. If we add to this total
the 70,000,000 copies already distributed
by the younger American Bible Society
and the unknown millions printed and
sold by private enterprise, we find our-
selves inside a safe estimate if we hold
that certainly that 300,000,000 copies of
the Scriptures, in whole or separate
books or portions, have gone into cir-
culation during the last century.

Amazement attends the study of
the Bible, whatever the point of view
or the course pursued. But nothing
about the Bible is more amazing than
its continuous, universal and utterly
unparalleled popularity. In nearly
every, if not every, country on earth
whore books are sold, more Bibles are
sold than any other book., Last year
the British and Foreign Bible Society
alone distributed 5,943,775 copies, the
majority by sale, in 370 languages,
covering every part of the globe. And
the issue by the American society for
the year amounted to 1,993,568 Bibles
and portions.

PEN PICTURES OF MEN.,
PRSI S—

John Hay, secretary of state, is thus
described by a Washington correspon-
dent: “A short man, extraordinarily
punctilious in dress, with an attentively
combed beard, an attractive face, a
pleasant voice—a voice of singular pre-
cision and sibilance; a man of aristo-
cratic tastes and ways and democratic
manners and language; & man Wwho
uses slang in private conversation and
wields the English language like a

musical instrument in his public utter-’

ances and who always wears evening
dress in his own house after 6 o'clock
—that is the outward man of the sec-
wretary of state. The impression is
abroad that Hay is an aristocrat. In
his tastes he'is, but not .in his man-
meds. He is democratic, confidential,
though always dignified. He some-
times, when talking to one he can trust,
discusses great international questions
in pungent idioms and wth a Yankee
rough-and-readiness that is proof posi-
tive of his authorship of ‘Pike County
Ballads.’ He is sensitive to criticism—
there is no man in public life more sen-
sitive.”

Daniel O’Connell, the Irish orator,
spoke in Covent Garden, London, many
wears ago and John Coleman, an old
English actor, pictures him as follows:
“The audience hung spellbound on the
words of the great orator. His reson-
ant and magnificent voice, flavored with
its rich Hibernian accent, held both
soul and sense captive. As for me, my
Celtic blood took fire, my heart throb-
bed with passt_lonate indignation or
melted into tears as he dwelt upon the
wrongs of my beloved country. Never,
surely, was such a born orator! Stern
men cried one moment and laughed
the next.
laughed in the wrong Dplace, though
once at least he afforded them a uni-
que opportunity. As he approached the
end of his oration, carried away by his
theme, he took his wig off A (a brown

“Jagey’), put it in his hat and mopped

his beautiful bold brow with a great
flaming crimson bandana. The adtion
appeared so natural and appropriate
that no one seemed to think it absurd
or even incongruous.” .

King Peter of Servia, according to a
recent writer, “is a tall, spare, military-
looking man,~with a simister, hawklike
face, marked by deep lines, grayish
hair and mustache, shifty eyes. He
would pass on any stage as the typical
decayed officer who haunts gambling
hells. Whether or not his critics are
right in supposing that he was privy
to the murder of the'late king, it seems
certain that the event did not take him
by surprise.”

Scotch Woodcock—Boil half a dozen
eggs twenty minutes, then lay them in
cold water.
handle slice intg a soup plate, a1 i
chop fine with a silver knife. Put two
tablespoonfuls of butter into a smooth
frying pan, and as soon as melted add
one tablespoonful of flour. Stir until
the mixture is frothy, taking care that
it does not brown. Now stir in little
by little a half pint of warm milk, us-
ing the back of the bowl of the spoon
and not the edge. Stir constantly un-
til it boils, then add one tablespoonful
of anchovy paste, half a teaspoonful
of salt and a grain of cayenne. Cook
just a moment, add the chopped eggs,
cook three minutes and serve on
toast. :

This is an excellent recipe for the
chafing dish. If hard boiled eggs are
difficult to digest, the same number of
raw eggs may be substituted, stirring
them like scrambled eggs. As there
is a great difference in the saltness
of anchovy, it is a good plan to taste
before salting.

Eggs With Tomato Sauce—Heat to-
gether one cup of cooked, strained to-
mato, three tablespoonfuls of tomato
catsup, one tablespoonful of ‘Worcester-
shire sauce and.a speck of cayenne. If
too thick dilute with half a cup of hot
water.

Boston Welsh Rarebii — Cut one
pound of fresh American cheese into
small pieces and put into a chafing
dish or saucepan with two tablespoon-
fuls of butter. Stir and press with the
back of a spoon until nearly melted,
then add one-half cup of cream, a salt-
spoonful of mustard, a grain or two of
cayenne and a half teaspoonful of salt.
Stir until smooth, add two well-beaten
eggs and cook for a few seconds—no
moare. Should there be the slightest
indication of "the cheese “stringing”
before the cream or eggs go in, put
in a pinch of baking soda. The Eng-
lish nearly all do this as a preventa-
tive.
