ROME, Nov. 9.—The Pope after re­
calling that at first he wished to de­
cline the pontificate dignity, said :

“Before all, our efforts will be to re­
tain faith Inviolate and to provide for 
the eternal salvati »n of all without 
saving ourselves .лу trouble or fa­
tigue.

“For truth's sake It Is necessary that 
In governing the church the pontiff 
should appear to he free and not the 
eubject of any power. But this is not 
the case and that Is what we lament 
es being a grave Injury to the church. 
We shall not follow any path but that 
of our predecessor: namely, to restore 
ell in Christ. As Christ’s truth we 
must go towards t-uth.”

Continuing, the Pope enumerated all 
that was necessary to reach this end 
(and added tha± he knew there would 
‘be no obstacles to his work and said :

“The Pope in his office cannot separ­
ate the faith from politics. Therefore 
he being the head and sovereign ruler 
of the most perfect society, namely, the 
church, constituted among men and of 
men strictly composed, he certainly 
must wish that between him and the 
princes of the world and the rulers of 
public affairs mutual relations should 
exist if he wishes to provide for this 
society liberty for Catholics in all parts 
of the wprld. Efforts are now being 
tpade to destroy the liberty of the Ca­
tholic church, which the church must 
absolutely oppose as that Is not a pro­
motion of liberty, but corruption of 
liberty.

"We trust to accomplish what our 
predecessors could not reach, that 
truth shall overcome everywhere the 
errors of injustice. We shall persist 
In this struggle as, If all our desires 
are not completely satisfied, certainly 
with the help of God, we shall succeed 
jn proving the empire of truth estab­
lished and consolidated in all good peo­
ple and propagated to all other:; who 
are well disposed.”

Coroner Berryman in summing up 
the evidence said that he selected men 
for the jury who, he believed, 
well qualified to serve on this 
It was their duty to Inquire into the 
facts of the case, and if they found 
that there was negligence it was for 
them to fasten it upon the 
parties, irrespective of persons, 
first question was whether McGaw had 
proper instructions before being set to 
work at the wheel. He was surprised 
to learn that the engine was run with 
a belt broken. Again, he was surprised 
tq know that a man. who had not an 
engineer’s certificate, was allowed to 
run the engine. Smith, the man left 
in charge <31 the engine, had sworn 
that he knew little or nothing about 
running an engine. It came out in the 
evidence that the governor belt was 
broken some days without the knowl­
edge of the foreman. This he consider­
ed criminal negligence. The jury had 
the evidence before them, and he trust­
ed they would bring In a verdict ac­
cordingly.

The verdict is as follows: “We, the 
Jury empannelled to inquire Into the 
death of Herbert S. McGaw, which oc­
curred in McAvity"' Broad 
foundry on Oct. 22nd, 1903, find that 
his death was caused by the bursting 
of an emery wheel, while employed in 
grinding castings. We are of the opin­
ion that the boys employed doing the 
work were not properly instructed nor 
warned of its dangerous character. We 
also find that the machinery employ­
ed was not kept In a proper condition 
to insure safety, that the engine and 

„governor were not in good working 
condition. We are also of the opinion 
from the evidence adduced, that the 
wheel was travelling at too great a 
speed for safety. We are also of the 
opinion that if proper instruction had 
been given and machinery belts, etc., 
kept in good order that the fatality 
would not have occurred.

Rather than do this I 
faced the rush of the. men, ready to 
sacrifice my life than break the square. 
I saw their flashing sabres and glare ln 
the riders’ faces as they made their 
mad dash. I held my carbine by the 
stock and barrel and anticipating 
slash from one of the cavalrymen, held 
it above my head to guard myself from 
a terrible blow. It was well I did. The

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POLYPUS, OR
CANCER ?

Germany’s Emperor Oper­
ated on Yesterday for 

Throat Trouble.

Underwent a Successful Surgical 
Operation on Sunday Morning— 

A Polypus Was Removed—Can­

not Speak Until the Wound Is 
Healed.

BERLIN, Nov. 8.—Emperor William 
yesterday underwent an operation for 
the removal of a polypus from his 
larynx. The operation was performed 
by Professor Moritz Schmidt, and was 
entirely successful. The only incon­
venience suffered by the patient is that 
he has been enjoined not to speak un­
til the wound caused by the operation 
has been healed. The bulletins an­
nouncing the result of the operation 
caused much astonishment, even 
among court officials, who had no sus­
picion that the emperor was suffering 
from any affection of the throat.

The emperor does not appear to have 
known of the growth in his larynx and 
until a few days ago it is not thought 
he suffered any discomfort from it.

The following is an authorized ac­
count of the operation as given to the 
North German Gazette: "Potsdam, 
Nov. 7.—His Majesty today underwent 
an operation for the removal of a 
polypus from his larynx. The opera­
tion was performed by Professor 
Moritz Schmidt and was most success­
ful. His Majesty is only enjoined not 
to speak until the wound caused by the 
operation is healed. Signed, 
Lenthold, Schmidt, Ilberg.

The North German Gazette also pub­
lishes the report of Prof. Johannes 
Orth, the famous specialist, who suc­
ceeded the late Prof. Vircher in the 
chair of pathological anatomy in the 
University of Berlin. Prof. Orth itiade 
a microscopical examination, which 
shows that the polypus consisted of a 
very soft connective tissue containing 
very few cells. This tissue was cov­
ered all over with a scaly epithelium, 
sharply defined frôm the tissue. A 
portion of the connective tissue cells 
contained fine brown pigmented gran­
ules, which evidently were the result 
of former slight hemorrhages. The 
polypus also contained a large num­
ber of thin walled corpuscles. “It is 
therefore," says Prof. Orth, "only a 
question of a benignant connective tis­
sue polypus."

The Court Circular this morning 
made the following announcement: 
“The Emperor yesterday went for a 
walk. No guests were invited to 
luncheon or dinner yesterday, but 
Çount Von Buelow, the imperial chan­
cellor, will be the Emperor’s guest at 
luncheon today.”

The Emperor received Count Von 
Buelow at noon today, and afterwards 
lunched with the Empress and the 
Count in his bedroom. Count Von Bue­
low found the Emperor as chatty aiid 
animated as usual. The Emperor wore 
a dressing gqwn instead Of a coat. 
He took liquid foods and did not in­
dulge in the courses served. His gen­
eral health has never been so good. 
He has not felt the ear affection which 
troubled him for years, and has quite 
outgrown the nervous trouble that for­
merly impelled him to incessant phy­
sical activity. It is' stated that the 
Emperor will continue to receive visi­
tors on official business.

The growth in the larynx at once 
suggested that the Emperor might be 
suffering from something worse than 
a simple polypus, but Professors Van 
Lentehold, liber, Schmidt and Orth 
supplement the bulletins in replying to 
inquirers by the most positive declar­
ations that the affection was merely 
a “good-natured polypus,” which is 
not likely to return or be followed by 
any serious effects.

CHICAGO, Oct. 25.—This sermon is 

a powerful protest against the abuse 
of the body through sin and neglect 
and a plea for its consecration to 
God’s service and to holy and upright 
living. The text is I Corinthians, vl„ 
1», “Know ye not that your body is 
the temple of the Holy Ghost?'*

More than Westminster Abbey is to 
London or Notre Dame to Paris or the 
Vatican to Rome or the mosque of St. 

■V Bophia to Constantinople, more than 
Diana’s temple was to Ephesus or the 
shrine of Anthene to Athens, King Solo­
mon’s temple was to the Hebrew heart. 
It was the one spot about which na­
tional pride and religious fervor cen­
tered; it was the one place above all 
others which the Israelite wanted to 
see, as the Mussulman devotee says, 
“Let me, I pray thee, worship once at 
Mecca before I die.” In It wm the 
ghechinah, the holy of holies, the re­
pository of the convenantal ark. It was 
God’s footstool. It was like a fragment 
of heaven’s manifested glories.

Like the Taj Mahal of India, whose 
walls were once inlaid with gold and 
precious stones to the value of mil­
lions upon millions of dollars, the 
Solomonic temple was famous not 
so much for Its size as for Its In­
trinsic worth. “The weight of the 
nails employed in the temple," the 
book of Chronicles tells us, “was fifty 
shekels of solid gold." Josephus, the 
secular historian, records that Its 
"walls were composed entirely of white 
stone ; that the walls and ceiling were 
wainscoted with cedar, which was cov­
ered with the purest gold." So precious 
Were the materials and utensils of 
this wonderful sanctuary that the 
fame of them spread to foreign lands 
and excited the cupidity of Shlshak 
and Jehoash, who Journeyed to Jeru* 
salem to plunder It. All its glory and 
grandeur, however, were reduced to 
ashes when King Nebuchadnezzer, af­
ter stripping it of Its gold and remov­
ing its Jeweled vessels, applied the 
torch, and its spirit after an earth­
ly existence of 417 years, Elijah-like 
ascended toward heaven in a chariot of 
fire. Can we be mistaken in thinking 
that a building so beautiful and so ex­
ceptionally hallowed by the Divine 
Presence had a spirit? Is there not 
a spirit incarnated In St. Paul’s, the 
work of Sir Christopher Wren? In 
the chaste architecture of the Church 
of the Madeleine In Paris? In the 
grandeur of the cathedral of Milan and 
in St. Mark's of Venice. Why not, then. 
In that magnificent edifice in which 
God dwelt among men?

Not alone in gold and precious stones 
was the temple of Solomon unique. It 
was great in Its spiritual associations. 
Its very site had a sanctity of lie own. 
It was so sacred in the eyes of king 
and people that when the temple was 
erected measures were taken to avoid 
even the ordinary sounds of tods. Iiv 

I the book of Kings we read. "And the* 
house, when It was building, was buQt 
of stone m*de ready before It was 
brought thither, so that there was nei­
ther hatnmer or ax nor any tool of iron 
heard In the house while It was build­
ing." When the temple’s walls were 
reared they rose amid the Impressive 
sacredness of silence. So sacred was 
the place that on the day of the tem­
ple’s dedication, one the day when the 
ark of the covenant was placed within 
the holy of holies, "the glory of the 
Lord filled the house of the Lord.” It 
filled all the house with a bright cloud; 
It filled the house with the same ma­
jestic symbol as that which led the 
Israelites through the desert, as that 
which the prophet saw around the 
throne of God, and as that which over­
shadowed our Lord when He talked 
with Moses and Ellas on the Mount 
of Transfiguration.

Paul had in mind both the intrinsic 
value and the surpassing sanctity of 
the Solomonic temple In the compar­
ison of the text.

So Paul, In these words of my 
text, practically says to all men and 
Women, "Be careful what you do with 
that hand, be careful how you misuse 
that foot, be careful that you do not 
let the tongue become defiled with 
wicked words.” Know ye not that 
your body is the place where God looks 
through the window of the eye and 
speaks through the trumpet of the 
throat and feels with the appendages 
of the fingers ? Be careful of that 
frame of bone and muscle and sinew^- 
that physical frame of yours, filled 
with arterial canals through which the 
blood courses. "Know ye not that 
your body Is the temple of the Holy 
Ghost?’’

The physical body, In the first place, 
should be a strong temple. Its chest 
should be broad and deep. Its limits 
supple and sinewy. Its nerves steady 
and like cords of steel. Its heart beat­
ing with the regularity of a pumping 
automation; it should be made strong 
as possible because all temporal and 
spiritual happiness depends to a 
great extent upon the physical body 
being In a healthy Condition. •

The 
circumstances that no obligation can 
be imposed upon Canada without the 
consent of our parliament places us, 
as a people. In a better position, In so 
far as control Is concerned, than that 
occupied by our friends across the 
oceaq. In Britain the making of a 
treaty is an executive act. It is pos­
sible for parliament to censure the 
statesmen who made the treaty. But 
it Is not possible for parliament to 
say that the treaty shall not come Into 
force. We can reject a treaty. The 
British people can only reject the men 
who made it. The proposal that we 
make our oWn treaties is scarcely a 
proper use of language. We practi­
cally make t^pse treaties now. What 
the propoeitiÔn 
shall acquire a right we do not now 
enjoy, but that We shall cease to ex­
ercise that right In conjunction with 
the eoyereign power. The question is 
whether this Is a,prudent suggestion. 
Would we do better going it alone than 
we do goiné it in company with John 
Bull ?

The 
only way of making those people loyal 
ls to give them the opportunities of 
trade advantage which the fiscal 
scheme would Imply. Mr. Roblln fore­
stalls an objection whlfch he thinks will 
be raised In some quarters, that West­
ern Canada, 1n supporting Mr. Cham­
berlain's scheme, leaves out of consid­
eration the Interests of Canadian man­
ufacturers In the eastern part of the 
Dominion. He contends that the ex­
tension of manufactures to the west 
Is merely a question of time, and of a 
very short time, since It Is absurd to 
suppose that a country with a land 
area of 230,000,000 acres is going to de­
velop purely agricultural lines. The 
western mines and rivers are a source 
of inexhaustible wealth, and as the 
farming population Increases and its 
needs multiply, hundreds of Industries 
will spring up In the west to supply 
them. Mr. Roblln concludes :

"The Carrying Into effect of Mr. 
Chamberlain’s fiscal proposals in their 
entirety, means to Canada, and to this 
part of Canada In particular, the acce­
leration of our growth as a great com­
monwealth. With conditions such as 
would exist under Mr. Chamberlain’s 
scheme, we can absorb millions of peo­
ple In the West, and transform them 
Into British subjects who will make for 
the strength and wealth of the empire, 
beyond anything that the so-called 
Little Englanders ever dreamed or an­
ticipated. The problem now agltatiiig 
the people of the United Kingdom af­
fects us deeply. A wronsr decision can 
only retard us, however; It cannot stop 
us. But, to the empire as a whole, it 
Is a question of life or death, of com­
mercial success or national decay. Af­
ter recent revelations In other depart­
ments of British administration, we 

; eh all be Mtonlshed If the people of 
the motherland make the mistake of 
refusing a hearing to the experts, and 
following the lead of men who, Immur­
ed, so to speak, In a monastery creat­
ed by class and educational restric­
tions, not only believe their own Judg­
ments infallible and all the rest of the 
world wrong, but are incapable of tak­
ing that broad view of imperial ques­
tions which is so necessary in these 
days, when the best brains of the whole 
outside world are competing with the 
British empire, and striving to raise 
their own Individual and national in­
terests on the ruins of British 
premacy."

On the Upper St. John Will 
Be Less Than Last 

Season.

Nothing Will Be Done With Logs Above 

the falls This Autumn—Interview 

With a Leading Lumber 
Operator.

(Fredericton Herald, Saturday.)
W. H. Murray, the well known St. 

John lumberman, In an Interview to­
day, expressed the opinion that the 
lumber cut on the upper St. John and 
tributaries during the coming winted 
would fall short of that of last season 
by about ten million. The cut last 
year totalled about 130,000,000 feet, and 
about 80,000,000 came through the 
booms, the remainder having been 
hung up above Grand Falls. Many ot 
the large operators are curtailing thel» 
operations this season, and the cut Is 
not likely to exceed more than 120,- 
000,000 feet. John Kilburn will get Out 
about 5,000,000 for Murray & Gregory 
on the Northwest branch; Cunllffe will 
cut 12,000,000 for them on the Allegash, 
and Choinard 3,000,000 on Black River, 
making the firm’s total about 20,000,-
000.

The Scott Lumber Company of this 
city, who are operating upon the up­
per St. John this season for the first 
time, will Out about 5,000,000 on ths 
Wild Cat stream, a tributary of the 
St. Francis.

No effort will be made this season to 
get out the 34,000,000 feet or so ot 
logs stranded in the main river above 
Grand Falls. There was some tails 
a while ago of booming them at Van- 
Buren, but as the scheme was not 
approved of by all the owners, It had 
to be abandoned. The logs will remaia 
just as they are, unless a big rise of 
water comes from the head of the 
river, and there is no telling what will 
happen to them. The logs have 
been out of the water since early 
last summer, and are very dry, 
and therefore it will take less water 
to float them than would be the 
with the green lumber. Should a 
big rise of water occur in the nea» 
future they an- certain to run down 
the river and be caught to the ice at 
some point where it would be diffi-* 
cult to save them in the spring. Ifl

Kelly, who had roomed with her 
daughter, was also removed to the iso­
lation hospital, although showing no 
Indication of sickness.

At their direction, tele­
grams were sent to the various cities 
and towns notifying the board of health 
authorities that this one or that of 
that place had registered at the Grand 
Union on Saturday and that small 
pox had since broken out In the hotel.

TURE, Ottawa, Nov. 6.—Hogs that are 
closely confined and highly fed require 
a corrective of some kind to maintain 
the digestive system in a normal con­
dition of health, and the faitter-.tbg^plg 
the greater the necessity, says Live 
Stock Commissioner F. W. Hodson. 
When the digestive organs become 
clogged with fat their ability to digest 
and assimilate is weakened. When a 
hog is running at large he does not 
root up the pasture from pure love of 
exercise, nor does he do it because of 
Innate cussedness. He roots to ob­
tain something for which his system 
craves. It is this craving that causes 
a confined pig to gnaw and tear at the 
trough and sides of the pen; and hogs 
have been known to tear apart brick 
walls in order to get at the mortar. 
The cause of this unnatural craving 
is not well understood. It may be due 
In part to a lack of ash In the food; 
for, as has already been stated, a hog 
may be getting all the grain he 
eat and yet be partially starved, be- 
cuse certain requirements of the sys­
tem are insufficiently supplied. It has 
been attributed by some to the pres­
ence of intestinal worms, and by others 
to some form of Indigestion. What­
ever may be the part played in the ani­
mal economy by these substances, one 
thing is clear, that, when they are 
supplied, hogs are healthier, eat better, 
thrive better, and, consequently, 
better.

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Hume SACKVtMKB, Nov. 7,—The 
of the Mt, Allison University has 
Cently been enriched with a most val­
uable collection of Egyptian curios, pre­
sented to the college by the committee 
of the Egyptian Exploration Co., who 
under Prof. Petrie, are making such 
wonderful finds in the ancient land of 
the Pharaochs. Just why Mr. Allison 
has been sd highly favored has not yet 
transpired, but it is supposed through 
the influence of a Canadian who is 
with Prof. Petrie, the handsome gift 
has been made.

The case arrived a day or two ago, 
and the article, are unpacked, though 
not yet arranged, but when placed in 
suitable position will make a rare feast 
for lovers of the antique.

This 
god is “the man with the hoe” among 
the heathen deities and is often repre­
sented with a hoe, a pick and a bas­
ket, his office being to work for the 
dead In the under world. Supposedly 
the more figures of Ushabti that are 
put in a tomb, the more servitors the 
dead man has in the other world.

Even the packing materials about 
these things are worthy of note, for 
instance, bull rushes, probably identi­
cal with those of which Moses’ cradle 
was woven.

The formula is as follows: Barri і 
sulphidi, 25 parts; saponio pul vis, 5 
parts; talc! veneti pulvis, 85 parts;

Aroused by threats made by the 

lawless element in the Adirondacka 
against the life and property of Ed­
ward Hatch, Jr., of the firm of Lord & 
Taylor, whose preserve lies east of the 
scene of the Dexter tragedy, the weal­
thy residents and land owners in the 
Lake Champlain region are determined 
to aid Mr. Hatch in the fight against 
the mill owners who have been turn­
ing their chemical refuse into the riv­
ers, which has polluted the waters and 
shores of the lake and killed the fish. 
While at Willsboro Station the other 
day Mr. Hatch received the first inti­
mation that his life was in danger on 
account of his determined stand in the 
matter.

He was approached by a man dressed 
In workingman’s garb, who appeared 
to be a bit the worse for liquor. “So!” 
said the man, with an oath, “you’re 
the one that’s bent on closing our fac­
tories, are you? Let me tell you that 
if you’re not careful there’ll be ano­
ther Dexter case up here. Somebody 
else Is liable to be shot in the back,” 
and he walked off, shaking his fist.

Mr. Hatch said yesterday that his 
life had been threatened more than 
ance. In addition to the direct threat 
quoted, he was told later by friends 
In the mill region that he had imper­
illed his life by his attitude and th£t 
he would better not go about unarmed 
and alone.

TO FORCE OBEDIENCE TO LAW.
“So far as the mill owners and my­

self are concerned,” said he, "there is 
no personal enmity that I am aware 
of. On the contrary, our social rela­
tions are very friendly. It Is only the 
riffraff about the mill region who 
could possibly look upon me as an 
enemy. As a matter of fact, I and 
other property holders Interested do 
not want to close up the offending 
mills and thus throw hundreds out of 
employment. We simply want the mill 
owners to obey the law and discon­
tinue pollution of the rivers and lake. 
When it comes to a final test we feel 
sure that, rather thçm close the mills, 
their owners will spend the necessary 
money and find other means of dispos­
ing of the mill refuse.”

Mr. Hatch said he Intended to return 
to the mill region again in a few days, 
and declared he had no fear of per­
sonal violence. "I’m in this fight to 
win out,” he concluded, "and all the 
threats and bluffs in the world won’t 
stop me.”

It is-expected that within a few days 
the results of the official investigation 
of the waters of the lake and the Bou­
quet and Au Sable rivers, recently made 
by Professor Olin H. Landreth, con­
sulting engineer of the state depart­
ment of health, will be placed in the 
hands of Governor Odell. It is expect­
ed that the governor, on the basis of 
the report, will proceed to force the 
local health officers either to close up 
the mills or adopt some effective meth­
od of getting rid of the chemical re­
fuse that now finds its way into the 
lake. If action is long delayed by 
Governor Odell It is the declared In­
tention of those active^ interested to 
apply to the supreme court for an in­
junction to close the mills, and it is 
believed that this can be done.
FIGHT HAS LASTED TEN YEARS.

“Although this fight has been on 
nearly ten years,” said Mr. Hatch, 
"we have never despaired of ultimate 
success. Last spring the legislature 
was importuned to compel the manu­
facturers to dispose of the waste in 
some other manner than by dumping 
it in the streams which flow into the 
lake. This was done for a time, but 
after a showing had been made they 
again allowed the chemical discharge 
to escape into the streams.”

"The discharge from the mill on the 
Au Sable River in one day amounts, 
It Is said, to nearly one hundred thou­
sand gallons, containing about one per 
cent, of sulphurous acid; while the mill 
on thk Bouquet River in its manufac­
turing uses a strong caustic liquid of 
soda and lime, and gives off a dis­
charge equally large. " Great numbers 
of fish are found dead as a result of 
meeting this poisonous outflow, and 
the rocks along the shore for many 
miles are coated with a white slime, 
which makes it a public nuisânee. The 
pollution of the water is especially 
noticeable in the winter, when the lake 
is frozen over, and it is possible to 
detect the llscharge of the chemicals 
by their color.”

On the return from Europe in a few 
days of Dr. Seward Webb, added im­
petus will be given to the fight, as he 
has announced that he is determined 
to stop the lake’s pollution. Dr. Webb’s 
great preserve, Shelburne Farms, 
stretches for eight miles on the shore 
oposite the rivers on which are situat­
ed the pulp mills.

Mr\CANADA SHOULD ACT PROMPTLY 
To the Editor of the Sun:

Sir,—As one qf the first, if n6t the 
very first, to call attention to the duty 
of the Canadian government to acquire 
Greenland, and so to prévent on 
eastern coast a repetition of what has 
taken place on the west, I am greatly 
pleased to find the following in the 
Winnipeg Telegram of the 2nd inst. 
The quotation closes an excellent ar­
ticle oft "Lessons to be Learned from 
the award.”

Some changes must be made to guard 
against similar mistakes in the future. 
Our external relations, as distinguish­
ed from our purely domestic, are al­
ready so important that they should 
be entrusted to a regularly organized 
department. We should have a re­
sponsible minister in charge of those 
concerns, one whose business it 
is to think ahead and to see that our 
interests are preserved, one whom we 
can hold directly responsible. The 
Commonwealth of Australia has a min­
ister of External Affairs, and we must 
have. It would be easy to illustrate 
from events at the time of the South 
African war how indefinite and unor- 
.ganlsed our system is with respect to 
external affairs. We must have a pol­
icy tor the future, and in harmony 
with the general principles ot our gov­
ernment we must have a responsible 
minister to guard it To take only one 
example. The United States seems to 
have eyes on Greenland and it is mak­
ing certain claims in connection with 
the navigation of Hudson Bay. If 
Denmark parts with Greenland it must 
be to Britain or Canada. We m'-st not 
hate an Alaska on our Atlantic coast. 
And Hudson Bay lg going to be so 
important to us that no right there 
must be sacrificed. What we want is 
some department in our government, 
with a responsible head, to which we 
can say: “We, the people of Canada, 
have a policy with respect to Green­
land and all the islands of the north, 
and with respect to Hudson Bay, and 
we hold you responsible for its enforce­
ment." .

I trust no time will be lost in taking 
the necessary Steps to secure the terri­
tory in question. 4

"Legislators in Vermont and else­
where have not hesitated to take 
tion against the dumping of sawdust 
into streams, and it will he no more 
of a hardship to compel paper manu­
facturers to dispose of their refuse in 
some other way than by dumping it 
into our rivers than to force the 
ers of other mills to do this. If there 
was no Other way for paper mills but 
to pour poisonous chemicals into the 
streams on which they are located, the 
situation would be entirely different; 
but even in that case there would be 
a question concerning the right of the 
individual as compared with the wel­
fare of the community, 
fact, however, mill owners in some 
cases have instituted new means of 
disposing of their refuse, only to revert 
later on to the pollution of streams, 
and there is no reason, save the ques­
tion of expense, why such refuse 
should not be dumped on premises pre­
pared for this particular purpose.

“In the course of time the people of 
every state in the union will come to 
realize fully the dangers which threat­
en them in the pollution of our rivers 
and will legislate accordingly.”

Treatment Goes a Long Way Towards" 
Curing Disease—German Savant's 

Discovery.

LONDON, Nov. 5.—In a lecture "be­
fore the Abemethlan Society of Lon­
don, Dr. Jesse Johnson gave the de­
tails of a cancer treatment discovered 
by Dr. Otto Schmidt of Cologne, which 
Dr. Johnson hàs been Investigating, 
end proposes to try in England. Dr. 
Schmidt believes he has isolated the 
parasite, on the presence of which in a 
sufferer he believes cancer to depend. 
Regarding the numerous parasites 
found by Dr. Gaylord, an American in­
vestigator, and others. Dr. Schmidt is 
convinced that they are Identical, vary­
ing only in shape and appearance 
under different conditions, and he 
claims thqt he has produced these 
variations in his parasite by subject­
ing it to such conditions. He claims 
that he has sterilized the parasite, and 
also that by injecting it into animals 
he has produced a serum which des­
troys cancer cells. One of the most im­
pressive features of the treatment is 
that the presence of cancerous growths 
can be discovered through the reaction 
under infection by the serum. It ap­
pears, moreover, to reduce malignant 
tumors to the level of innoCent grbwths 
thereby limiting their spread and ren­
dering their removal effective, but for 
a complete cure Dr, Schmidt's treat­
ment requires, first, the arrest of the 
process; second, the removal of the 
growth; and, third, that no vital or- 
/gan has been seriously injured. Dr. 
Johnson deprecated the acceptance of 
the treatment yet as a definite cure, 
but said he was convinced that it was 
worthy of experiment. A discussion fol­
lowed, in which several eminent phy­
sicians took part. The consensus of 
opinion was that so many disappoint­
ments had followed previous methods 
that Dr. Schmidt’s method should be 
treated with cautious reserve, but 
that it was worthy of a trial.

For It, no less than 
Australia and South Africa, Is gaining 
upward to maturity, and it is in that 
transition stage where to have Its acts 
questioned is almost an insult, to hear 
Its conduct, however wayward or un­
seemly, criticised is the worst of 
slights, and when the national nerves 
are atense to such an extent that a 
’great deal of perfectly Innocent com­
ment is construed into disapprobation.

Canada is today like a boy of six­
teen, neither child nor man. 
her—forgive the change of gender— 
stretches a future that is- almost In­
conceivable. Hers is a heritage the 
like, of which
Washington to gauge; today, with the 
knowledge of her possibilities, with 
her resources Indicated rather than 
revealed, with the memory of her 
single-handed struggles, and her hard 
wbn triumphs behind her—what won­
der is that the criticism of Manchester 
but Irritates her by Its Impertinence, 
and the fears of Croydon but move her 
to contempt?

The time when she could be very 
greatly moved by the pompous opin­
ions of statesmen whose excursions 
Into the realms of colonial sentiment 
were of the Saturday to Monday or­
der; the time when her destinies were 
in the hands of younger sons, when 
her governors were the result of time- 
honored political patronage—these days 
have passed. Canada is no longer a 
plaything for the fodl of the family; 
the best England can give is only good 
enough for a figurehead. Canada is a 
nation, as no other colony In the world 
Is a nation. Admit her love for the 
mtherland; admit the patriotism that 
sent seven thousand men, the flower 
of her manhood, to serve the empire's 
need ; admit her desire to be still tight­
er drawn to the side of Great Britain, 
and this fact remains as palpable and 
as convincing as the very existence of 
Great Britain herself. Canada is a 
separate, distinct, and unique nation.
It Is not a colony any more than India 
is a colony. It Is like nothing I have 
seen; its Independence of external pro­
ducts, its vigor, its nationality amaze 
me; its great strength and Its possi­
bilities rather frighten me.

DYNAMITE CASE IN POLICE 

COURT.its
John Scribner, of the North End, 

has been arrested on a warrant recent­
ly issued, In which he is charged with 
committing, with dynamite, an act by 
which life was endangered, 
was taken up yesterday, the examina­
tion taking the form of a preliminary. 
Scribner, who Is quite an old man was 
represented by J. King Kelley. '

Allen E. Mabee was the first witness. 
He told that at about past five o’clock 
on Wednesday afternoon last Scribner 
came along to where he with 
others were working digging for a 
foundation for a building to be erected 
by Quinn & Allan, of Main 
Mabee was at that time on the bank, 
but there were others in the trench. 
Scribner had a box which he threw 
down into the trench, 
was about fifteen feet, and the box was 
thrown with some force. It broke and 
a number of sticks of dynamite rolled 
out. Witness did not previously know 
what was in the box and knew 
little about dynamite. He stood on the 
bank, but Edward Eatman, one of the 
men in the trench ran. Scribner said 
something as he threw the box, and 
then walked away. It was a cold day, 
so cold that the witness wore mitts 
while at work.

Scribner had been working at the 
trench up to the Saturday previous. 
There were about thirty sticks of dyna­
mite in the box.

Edward Eatman said that he saw 
Scribner come Into the yard with a 
box of dynamite on his shoulder. This 
he threw into the trench, a drop of 
about fifteen feet. Eatman ran as the 
box came down, and the dynamite 
struck within a few feet of where he 
had been standing. Witness knew it 
was dynamlte’because he had on Satur­
day carried the box to Scribner’s ware­
house. The dynamite was packed in 
sawdust, and some of it had been used 
on the work.

a British CABINET MINISTER SUICIDES.

Finance Minister in Italian Govern- 
ment Kills Himself After Hold­

ing Office Four Days.

NAPLES, Italy, Nov, 9.—Minister of 
Finance Rosano committed suicide by 
shooting during the night, 
found dead this morning in his room, 
a revolver at his side.

Signor Rosano was given the position 
of minister of finance in the new Ital­
ian cabinet, the formation of which 
was announced only last Wednesday.

ROME, Nov. 9,—Since the formation 
of the new cabinet the Socialists had 
attacked Signor Rosano, charging him 
with corruption during his political 
career and challenging him to dis­
prove the charges and adding that 
otherwise they would bring the matter 
up at the opening of the chamber of 
deputies.

It was at first announced from Naples 
that the minister had been stricken 
with apoplexy and died while taking a 
train for Rome. Later, however, it be­
came known that he had committed 
suicide.

BUSY TIMES IN MAINE.

MARRIAGES. (Bangor News, 9th.)
Not for many years has Bangor seen 

a time when men were in such brisk 
demand as they are today. So urgent 
is the call for help that the question of 
wages Is only a secondary considera­
tion, the chief object of the employers 
being to get help at any price. The 
demand for unskilled labor was never 
so great. During the past six months 
any man who could lift or dig or saw 
or carry has been besieged by applica­
tions to go to work and to practically 
name his own terms for his services. 
And the advance In pay has been 
greatest among those who have no par­
ticular trade. Owing to the high price 
of lumber there has not been so much 
building going on as there was In years 
of hard times, and while every carpen­
ter has found enough to do, his pay has 
not advanced very greatly. Masons 
have effected an organization and can 
fix rates to suit themselves. Machin­
ists can work a few days In the week 
and earn money enough to lie Idle for 
the balance of the time. Most of all, 
the common laborer has been hunted 
for and besieged by those who needed 
his services.

All this time the cost of living has 
been very moderate. Board Is not more 
than 50 cents a week in advance of two 
years ago. There Is work to do at all 
times, and those who care to Improve 
their opportunities can not only earn 
more In a season than ever before, but 
they can save more. Figures collected 
by the Maine assessors show that the 
state has gained more than twelve mil­
lion dollars in valuation during the 
past year, and while all of this large 
sum does not stand for money saved 
from wages, a good part of it does, 
and after this year the surplus will be 
still larger. Such a year as 1903 has 
been for the laboring men does not 
come very often. Those who expect or 
hope to live for long will do well to 
Improve the good times while they are 
here.
