Berlim, [Meb. 28---It is learned from
Hamburg that the new 45,000 or 50,000
ton vessel of the Hamburg American
line, which will be built at the Vulcan
yards thiere, will cost approximately $7,-
500,000, It will probably be named
Europe.

The order for the vessel was originally
placed three years ago with Harland &
Wolfe, of Belfast, but was cancelled on
account of the depressed condition of the
shipping trade,

The completion of the Europe will real-
ize a long-cherished idea of Herr Ballin,
director of the Hamburg-American lin.

Washington, D. C, Leb. 28---From an
aunthentic source it is learned that the
following is the probable programme for
naval increase for the coming year, as it
will be reported by the house committee
on naval affairs; Two mammoth battle-
ships of 28,000 tons each, costing $11,-
000,000 each: one repair vessel, two large
colliers, five submarines and three de-
stroyers,

Halifax Feb. 28---The peopleof Neva
Scotia are alarmed lest after the next
census, when the readjustment of reprev
sentatives in the Canadian house of com-
mons, based upon it, shall be made, that
thev shall lose another seat, or perhaps
morethan onein the federal parliament.
Taprevent this is the object of the fol-
lowing resolution introduced in the Nova
Scetia house of assemblv this afternnon.

*‘ That in the opinion of this legislature
each province of the Dominion of Canada
should haveas a representation inthe
honse of commons therepresentation it

- had befcre becoming a provinceof the

Dominion.

‘* That in the redistribution of the con-
stituencies to be made after the next and
every futuredecennial eensus the repre-
sentation of each province shall not be
lessthan that minimum,

** That steps should be taken st once te
secure the co-operation of the legislatures
and government of the other provincesas
well as the federal parliament with a view
to agreeing upon such an amendment to
the British North America Act as will give
effect to the support of this resolution.

Springhill, Peb. 33 ---Practically the
first disturbance in vonsection with the
Springhill strike occurred here Saturday
evening, when two of the employes of
the company came np town in company
with one of the detectives named Conrad
Timms.

It is stated by the U. N. W. men that
the company employes had been drink-
ing. Whether this is true or not your
correspondent cannot say, but a row oc-
curred between the men and some of the
strikers, near Rogers’ Corner, and ome
of the men was badly beaten. Timms
and the men retreated to the palisadeand
in the fracas a shot was fired. This morn-
ing Timms was brought before Stipen-
diary Hunter, charged with discharging
firearms. Two men swore positively that
they saw Timms fire the shot., He was
represented by Detective Powers, who
placed the prisoner on the stand. He
swore that the shot was fired by one of
the men with him. Anadjournment was
made until tomorrow to call further wit-
neeses. The men who assanited the em-
ployes of lhe company were not arrested.
There is no doubt but the relations bet-
wnen the men and company are daily
growing more strained..--Telograph.

Why Living Is High

The Toronto News, after an exhaus-
tive investigation into the present high
cost of the ordinary necessities of life,
has come to the conclusion, which is un-
doubtedly correct, that the prodigious
increase of recent years is traceablg large-
ly to the failure in the production of
various agricultural products to keep
pace with tke nation’s growth in popula-
tion, especially city population. The
West is rapidly increasing the size of its
wheat crop, and the shortage is notable
chiefly in garden stuffs, and in live stock,
poultry and their products. Market gar-
den ‘‘ truck,’’ butter, eggs and meat are
far too dear.

The obvious remedy is to make the
farm, and particularly the market garden
and thechicken run yield alarger ontput.
‘“Back to the land.” And “‘intensive
agriculture.’”’ are the approved cure.

The Canedian Pablishing Assacistion’’
has fsswed the first maumber of *‘The
Dominion Seutinel,’’ while it aunounces
that ‘it is not publiehed {m the imtercet
of any clase whatseevaer,”’ yet every sign-
od article is the praduct of & Seventh
Day Adventist preacher er leader, and all
its 48 pages are devoted to earmest ex-
plauations and expositien of the yiews of
that body concerning Lord’s Day Legis-.
Jation. Many timies have we obtaimed
the publications of Seveath Day Advent-
ists, and whether books, pamphlets,
periodicals, or leafliets, they were with-
out axception declared te be published
by some association the mame of which
would never suggest the society in whoae
interest the publication was issued in the
interest of the people whe are opposed
to all legislation in regard to the Lord's
Day.

Again and again in its 48 pages the
writers declare that Lord's Day legisla-
tiom in general, and the Lord's Day
Act of Canada, in particulgr, is re-
ligious, -legislation. It is said to be
an effort to ‘* enforce the ten command-
ments by law,' ‘‘a purpose to bring
about a strict (religious® observance of
rhe Lord’s Day, by law’’ alaw *‘ enacted
under the plea to benefit man, often
used to oppress nim,"’ &c., &c. Vet in
the whole 48 pages there is not named
one section, sub-section, or clause of the
Lord’s Day Act that proves the charge
that 1t is religious, or that in anv way
substantiates the specious charges of
these Seventh Day Adventist writers.

The fact is that the Lord's Day Act no-
where seeks to enforce religion. Its
single purpose is to preserve the civil
right of citizens throughout the Dominion
to that day as their weekly day of rest.
When the Act was before the Canadian
Parliament in 1906, for enactment, an ef-
fort was made bv Seventh Day Adventists,
and other Saturday Sabbath Keepers, to
secure an ameundment which was of a
purely religious character. In fact the
only effort to secure reiigious legisiation
in connection with the Lord's Day Act
was promulgated by the Saturday Sabbath
Keepers.

Much emphasis is given in this ‘* Sent-

and to worship as each person chooses.
On the front page and in several other
places Queen Victoria's well known worde
are quoted, and enforced: ‘* Firmly re-

declare it to be our royal will and pleasure
that none be in any wise favored, none
molested, or disquieted by reason of their
religious faith or observances.'’. This
right and liberty to worship .in  peace is
guaranteed throughout the empire by Aet
of Parliament. In this Dominion, R. S.
C., 1906, Cap. 146, sec. 198 to 201, safe-
guard the civil right'of every citizen to
the practice in quietness and without in-
terferetice of any religious rite or cere-
mony, according to the conscience of that
citizen This legislation, dealing direct-
1y with religion and religious worship,
is accepted, acted upon, and by implica-

in this paper. :
This writer, however, most frequently

insists that the Sabbath is only, always,

and' singly a religious institution; and

cumstances is the Sabbath civilein its
character. Yet the Sabbath has “always
been civil as well as religious. The same
command which says, ‘‘ Remember the
Sabbath day to keep it holy;’’ also com-
mands that the day shall be a day of rest,
when neither chon, nor thy wife, nor thy
son, mnor thy daughter, mor thy K men-
servant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy
cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy
gate,'’ shall do any work. It is truly
civil as well as religious, A Sabbath law
is a six-day law, kindred to an eight-
houc law, the first protecting the weekly
rest after six (lays of labor, and the other
protecting the daily rest after eight hours
of labor. In both cases, ‘‘tLe liberty of
rest for each, demands the law of rest
for all.”’

The civil character of Sunday laws is
well stated by the Supreme Court of New
York, in a recent case. :

‘* As a civil institution of it (the Sab-
bath) is older than the government. The
framers of the first constitution found in
it existence; they recognized it in their
acts. The stability of government, the
welfare of the subject, und the interests
of society have made it necessary that the
day of rest observed by the people of a
nation be uniform, and ‘that its obser-
vance shounld be to some extent com-
pulsory, not by way of enforcing the
conscience of those who desite and are
entitled to the day.

*‘ The Christian Sabbath, asone of the
institutions of religion, may be protected
from desecration by suck irwsas the
Legislature, in their wisdom, may deem
necessary to secure to the community the
privilege of undisturbed worship, and to
be deemed essential to the peace and
good order of society, and to preserve
religion and its ordinances from open
reviling and contempt, and this not as a
duty to God, but as a duty to ssciety and
the State ’’

The Ribbon Sandwich

An unusually pretty sandwich is of the
“* ribbon’' variety, says the Delineator.
To make it cut fine slices of white bread
‘about half an inch thick and spread each
with softened sweet butter before slicing
1t from the loaf. Trim off the crust from
the slices and shape the latter into squares
of even size, about 3 by 3inches.

Lay each slice, buttered side up, upon
a pastry board. Spread the first one with
cream cheese rubbed smooth with minced
parsley and cress, the latter previously
sprinkled very slightly with lemon juice.
Cover the next slice with a thin layer of
smoked tengue freed from skin and
gristle, Strew the third with riced yoke
of a hard egg seasoned with salt, pepper
and a bit of dry musturd and put a layer
of smoked salmon or of rosy ham on the
fourth slice.

?i]e the siices one upon the other even-
ly and in the order mentioued and top
them with the fifth slice laid with the
uttered sidz downward. Wrap careful-
ly in a cheescloth binder which has been
slightly dampened and weight with a
book for an hour or so.

Ottawa, Feb. 28---The customs re-
véllues for the first eleven months of the
fiscal year which closed today totalled
$54,081,937. These figures estavlish a
new record as they are half a million
dollars in excess of a like period in 1907,
the bauner vear to date. The total gain
for the eleven months as compared with
the same period last year has been $11,-
461,228. 1f the present rate of increase
is continued during March the customs
revenues for the year will exceed sixty
million dollars. For February alone the
increase was $1,071,176, the total for the
month being $5,164,824.
