Consequently Mr. Maclean 
proposed a resolution seconded by 
Joseph Russell (East Toronto) as an 
addition to the resolution before the 
house. “And be it further resolved 
that In order to have still further se­
curity for Its commitments and to ab­
solutely connect and own the National 
Transcontlnetal Railway system Par­
liament Is authorized to purchase a 
controlling share of the Grand Trunk 
Company’s common stock. The Speak­
er ruled that the amendment could 
only be moved In committee. Maclean 
let It stand.

They could then be cut over and tht 
logs marketed tax the river bank. Nc 
better training could be afforded stu 
dents of the school of forestry and no 
better permanent asset would be ves­
ted in the Crown, preserved for all 
time to come for the growing of lum­
ber. Let us also pur forth great ef­
forts to prevent ravages of fire. The 
province of New Brunswick possesses 
the best fire protection law in any 
province. Let us encourage those in 
authority to engage a thoroughly com­
petent force of fire rangers. A great 
deal of the damage caused by fire 
could have been prevented. We be­
lieve it would be in the interests of all 
if the Government would stipulate the 
number of fire rangers for each area 
the lumbermen operating in these 
areas to nominate the rangers and the 
Government and operators each to pav 
one-half of the cost. While this would 
place tue control of the fire rangers 
directly in the hands of the Govern­
ment. it would place In the hands of 
the operators a means of securing 
competent, trustworthy rangers. It 
would cost the lumbermen more than 
the present system, but we believe 
that the scheme would meet with their 
hearty approval.

Importance Of Conserving Forests.
The conservation of forests is im­

portant, from the point of view of pub­
lic revenue. This is particularly true 
of the province of New Brunswick 
where half of our revenue is derived 
from forests. It is also important be­
cause there is no province which can 
boast of more wild game than New 
Brunswick. If we wish to provide 
game cover and prevent the disap­
pearance of wild game, it is necess­
ary that we should prevent the de­
struction of our forests.

104 King Street, St. John, N. B.Halifax has a Cold Storage company case, which re 
calls a chapter of St. John history. The Dominion Act 
provides a subsidy for approved companies establishing 

Y-old storage warehouses. A strong company was or­
ganised In Halifax. Plans were prepared, land secured, 
and sufficient capital provided. Some of tbe leading 
business men of Halifax were in the company, including 
a fair proportion of confirmed liberals. The company 
bad the support of at least one of the late Government 
candidates and two or three Liberal members of Parlia­
ment. It seemed absolutely sure of the contract with 
the Government, and everything was going ou well.

JAn Interesting lecture was delivered 
on Cyprus In the Natural History So­
ciety rooms last night by Professor J. 
L. Myus, Gladstone Professor of Greek 
In the University of Liverpool, under 
the auspices of the Canadian Depart­
ment of the Archaeloglcal Institute of 
America. Archdeacon Raymond pre­
sided. Preceding Professor Myus’ 
lecture an address was given by Pro­
fessor A. J. Eaton, of McGill Univer­
sity, and Secretary of the Canadian de­
partment of the Archaeloglcal Society, 
In which he spoke on the formation of 
the St. John society.

An Interesting Subject
Professor Myus lectured on the 

subject of the present and the pre-hls- 
torlc 
fully
representing the works of art of many 
different periods, some of them dis­
covered In the course of excavations 
conducted In Cyprus by the lecturer 
himself.

Professor Myus described the 
primitive civilization of Cyprus, and 
the way in which this civilization was 
Influenced by the seafaring inhabit­
ants of pre-hlstorlc Crete, by the an­
cient Phoenlceans and then again by 
Greek colonists in early historic times.

MEETING WAS 

INTERESTING
At the meeting last night of the 

Carleton branch of the Canadian Bi­
ble Society, at Ludlow street United 
Baptist church, Carleton, addresses 
were given by Rev. E. B. Hooper and 
Rev. G. M. Campbell.
