Ottawa, Sept 18.—Owing to a 
temporary deadlock which occurred 
In the Senate in connection with the 
third reading of the war times elec­
tions act. It looked, for a time tonight 
as though parliament would be un­
able to prorogue on Thursday or Fri­
day. The trouble was due to the 
amendment moved by Senator Ross 
of Nova Scotia, provldiwg that in the 
case of Nova Scotia lists for the com­
ing election they should be made by 
enumerators as 1s to be done In bho 
tour western provinces, and that the 
appeal from the lists of the 
r&tors shall be to Judges.

The bill as passed by the House of 
Gommons, provided that the basis of 
the Dominion lists should be the pro­
vincial lists to which the women 
voters should he added and the alien 
enemy voters subtracted. Liberal 
senators and other members objected 
to the proposed change In the bill. 
As a result of opposition to the 
amendment conferences were held

ment, in order that third reading 
might be adopted and prorogation not 
delayed.

Shortly after 10 o’clock It wae an­
nounced that an arrangement which 
will probably be satisfactory to both 
sides of the Senate had been arrived 
at It has been agreed that in the 
making up of the Nova Scotia lists 
the plan followed In Ontario, In cities, 
will be adopted.

Northern Defenders Report 
Some Progress in Driv­

ing Back Germans.

OCCUPY SEVERAL
HUN POSITIONS

Successful Movement on the 
Roumanian Front is

Carried Out.

RAIDS CONTINUE IN
NORTHERN FRANCE

German Crown Prince Again 
Meets With Failure 

on Aisne.

Russia, having recovered in a great 
measure from the effects of recent in 
temal difficulties, is preparing to 
make a firmer stand against the com 
mon enemy. The 
army, which has made some progress 
toward driving the Germans back to 
the Dvina line In the Riga region, on 
Sunday occupied several German posi 
tions between Pokoff and Riga. On 
Monday they captured Teuton de 
tenses northeast of Frledrichstadt, 
south of Riga. In its official report, 
Berlin makes no mention of activity 
lh this region.

General St. Cherbatcheff, command­
er on the Roumanian front, has car­
ried out successfully an offensive 
movement in the Suchitza Valley, 
northwest of Fokshani. A section of 
the fortified Austro-German defenses 
near Varnitza was occupied by the 
Roumanians. German attacks in the 
Pantzdu region, to the southeastward 
were repulsed.

Russian northern

Raids Continue.
Raids continue on the northern end 

of the western front, with both the 
British and the Germans as the ag­
gressors. Berlin, however, mentions 
no infantry activity on the front of 
Crown Prince Rupprecht of Bavaria.

The artillery and aerial activity on 
the western front remains intense. 
From Nleuport to near Arras and es­
pecially In the Ypres sector, the op­
posing guns are showing increased 
activity.

In two efforts against French posi­
tions oh the Aisne front the German 
Crown Prince again has met with 
failure. Near the Miette River on the 
Neufchatel road, the Germans reach­
ed the French advance lines only to 
be thrown out again. In Champagne 
and on the right bank of the Meuse 
the artillery fire has been more spirit
ed.

Italians Hold Own.
The Italians are still withstanding 

successfully Austro-Hungarian’s ef­
forts on the southeastern edge of the 
Bainslzza Plateau, while the big guns 
are hurling their monster shells over 
the battle-torn area of the Carso 
Plateau.

France, her new premier, Professor 
Palnleve, says, will continue the war 
until Alsace-Lorraine is restored and 
the Germans have made payment for 
the damage caused by their ruthless 
ness In the occupied areas of the re­
public. He urges that the allied pow 
era consolidate their strength in the 
common effort. France by tl*e 
1917, will have expended 103,000,000,- 
000 francs (about $20,000,000,0^0.) for 
military operations and civil admlnls- 
tration since the beginning of the 
war. For the last quarter of the 
year its expenditures will total 12.150.- 
000,000 franca.

Portuguese Statement.
London. Sept 18—An official com 

munkatiem from Portuguese head 
quarters gives the following Informal 
ion regarding the Portuguese front 
“During the past week, the situation 
has been quiet on the whole. There 
were dally patrol encounters and art­
illery activity the latter part of the 
week.

“On Saturday morning the enenx 
raided our trenches at Neuve Chap 
pelle. He was driven out leaving five 
prisoners and three dead, Including 
an officer, besides other casualties 
inflicted on them."

Boston, Sept. 18.—A heavy easterly 
gale and rainstorm swept the Massa­
chusetts coast today.

The British schooner Cora M., lum­
ber laden, from Charlottetown, P. E. I., 
wae wrecked off Mcnomoy Point In a 
sixty mile blow. Captain Miller and 
a crew of three men were* rescued by 
coast guardsmen. The schooner was 
knocked about In the- storm, sprang 
a leak and quickly filled with water.

The men had taken to the rigging 
and were removed with great difflcutly 
as great waves swept over the hulk 
of the ship while the life savers were 
making desperate efforts to get a line 
from shore.

The Cora M„ a three master, was 
on a voyage to Vineyard Haven for 
orders.

The storm appeared off the coast 
(of Connecticut late yesterday, and 
increased in intensity as it moved 
northeastward. The gale did con­
siderable damage to shore resorts and 
boats.

Varying In Values.
At the resumed session, Chairman

EE PEACE
Gen. Smuts Says That Coun­

try in Danger of Being 
Strangled to Death.

TEUTONS REALIZE
THEIR PLIGHT

War Has Been Won by En­
tente and Germans Know

It Well.

Parla, Sept. 18, via Heater's Ottawa 
Agency—Interviewed by the London 
correspondent of Le Journal, Lieut.- 
Gen. Jan Christian Smuts, the South 
Afritpn soldier and statesman, refer­
ring to Germany's present position, 
said:

"She has little or no improvement 
to hope for. Can one doubt, on the 
other hand the growing feeling of ter­
ror which possesses her as. she sees 
the nations range themselves side by 
side against her, her food problems 
daily becoming more and more acute, 
her economic future hopelessly com­
promised and her name more and 
more detested? In short, she to faced 
with the prospect ot being strangled 
to death unless the Entente re-opens 
the door ot the world to her. What 
does the future offer to her, even on 
the impossible hypothesis of a reversal 
of the military situation?

Longs For Peace.
“There is nothing that Germany 

longs for more ardently than peace. 
All her people feel that their position 
is desperate. But before thinking of 
peace we must be certain ot having fin­
ished with military Imperialism. Be­
fore accepting peace those who are 
charged with the destinies of the na­
tions should give serious reflection to 
the terms, for on the peace that we 
sign will depend for generations the 
peace and future of the whole world. 
The stake is the largest that the 
human world has ever played for. 
Patience and confidence are all we 
now need In order to be certain ot 
obtaining 1L

War of Machinery.
“This war is a war ot machinery. 

Instructed by experience, we have 
adopted tactics which may riot be 
very showy, but the results ot which 
are mathematically certain. Our tac­
tics consist in progressing by advances 
strictly limited to ground rendered 
impossible for the enemy to hold by 
the superiority of our artillery. -Those 
tactics cost the minimum to us and In­
flict the maximum ot losses to the 
enemy.

“If the public understand these 
ihethods and their success there is no 
more question regarding the winning 
of the war. Today we have won, and 
the Germans know it quite well. The 
final result ot the persistent pressure 
of our army is well anticipated in Ger­
many, despite their reassuring commu­
niques. Germany's military victories 
In the east cannot make up for their 
defeat in a world sense. Hence Ger­
many’s desire for peace. But despite 
the horrors and the carnage, we must 
continue until the lesson is 
deep in the heart ot the German peo­
ple.”

Sir Robert Borden heartily concur­
red in what Mr. Carvell had said in 
regard to the great railway commis­
sion. He also said it would be regret­
table if the work of the railway com* 
mission was wasted and it was there­
fore most desirable that the new rail­
ways bill should be passed. If it should 
not be passed it was important, how­
ever, that the act under consideration 
should be carried.

•aOttawa, Ont., Sept. 18r-*-In moving 
that the house concur in various re­
ports made by the Joint printing com­
mittee, Colonel Currie gave some inter­
esting details of public expenditures in 
this direction.

Dated at Moncton, N. B., Sept 12.19171. At the last session of the local 

house of assembly several amendments 
were passed looking to greater effici­
ency in administration of provincial 
prohibitory law.

2. At the present session of the 
Dominion parliament amendments 
were made to the Doherty Act of the 
last session, and the committee re­
gret that the Senate should have 
stricken out two very important 
sectkns passed by the Commons.

3. Your committee express their 
satisfaction at the suooeee of elec­
tions for the repeal of the Scott Act 
in the counties of Sunbnry and Char­
lotte and the city of Fredericton by 
substantial majorities, thus preparing 
the way for bringing those communi­
ties under prohibitory law. We ex­
pect that owing to legislation passed 
at the present session of parliament 
further elections will be unnecessary.

4. We would express our approval 
of the work of New Brunswick branch 
of the Dominion Temperance Alliance 
In their efforts in securing provincial 
prohibitory law, and the amendments 
thereto passed at the last session of 
the House, and also of steps taken 
by the Alliance towards the enforce­
ment of the same.

Townshend who was besieged by 
Turkish forces at Kut-el-Amara a year 
ago last spring, and he had only words 
of praise for the great resistance put 
up by the British troops.

At the beginning of hostilities the 
army authorities requested the Y. M. 
C. A. to establish huts and canteens 
for both the British and Indian troops 
In Turkey and Asia. The YaM.CA. 
now has sixty huts In the encamp­
ments scattered throughout that sec­
tion of the country, with a staff of 
about sixty workers. These huts ex­
tend all the way from Basra on the 
Tigris to Bagdad.

Finished. 1IRecruiting for the Canadian and 
Imperial armies is booming at the 
British recruiting tent on Boston Com­
mon and hardly a day passes but one 
or more men, willing to do their bit for 
the Mother Country assents to being 
signed on, according to the statement 
of a St. John man who was in Boston 
recently.

He said that the British recruiting 
officials have a large tent on Boston 
Common, facing Tremont street, and 
out of the dense crowds that pass the 
spot hourly there is always a gqod 
chance of obtaining recruits. At the 
entrance to the tent a platform has 
been erected upon which many stir­
ring speeches by the recruiting offic­
ers, returned men and others have 
been made. In order to arrest the at­
tention of the passerby it Is only 
necessary for the Kiltie pipers, several 
of whom are in attendance, to parade 
up and down In front of the tent mean­
while skirling the pipes. When the 
crowds assemble In front of the plat­
form the speakers unUmber then* 
selves and tell a few trenchant facts 
about conditions at the front and the 
urgent need for more men to fill up 
the ranks. The speeches are sa a 
rule short, but what they lack in 
length Is more than made up by their 
earnestness and appeal to the patriot­
ism of the chance Canadian or Brit­
isher who happens to be present, the 
result being that many men who have 
been undecided as to whether to en­
list or not haveilaken the final plunge 
and enlisted for service overseas.
