ONSERVATIVES CHEER
LEADER IN OPERA HOUSE

DESERTER TOOK

Mr. Borden Enlarges on Phases in Party Policy and Pre-
dicts - Conservative Victory at the Polis—Mr. Fowler
Makes Characteristic Speech, and Urges Opposition to
Hion. Dr. Pugsley in St. John Bye-Election.

‘A big crowd filled the Opera House Tues-
day night to hear R.L.Borden, the Conser-
vative leader and J.G.H. Bergeron, who
are touring Canada in the interests of their
party. Mr. Borden, when he appeared
and when he finished was most heartily
cheered, and throughout his speech, which
occupied about an hour and a half, he was
frequently applauded. He spoke with tell-
ing deliberation, and besides outlining the
platform .of the Coneervatives and dwell-
ing effectively upon each plank of the
policy, he launched a detailed and eevere
indictment against the Liberal adminis-

tration, charging - it with violating ite
pledges, encouraging corruption, and de-
liberately shielding the malefactors who
were robbing the people of Canada.
/Mr. Borden’s references to the equip-
ment of national ports, to an effective
transportation and cold storage policy, and
to the neceseity for a quick, cheap and
adequate freight eervice to Britain and
Europe, commanded close attention. He
etorted upon some of his critics in effec-
:rve fashion, and closed by urging the
party to put its best men forward as can-
didates and by predicting victory for the
Conservative party when the government
goes to the country. :

Mr. Bergeron made a rattling speech and
laughter and applause greeted almost every

eentence.

Dr. Daniel, M. P., who introduced Mr.
Borden, spoke at some length- and was
accorded a fine reception.

George W. Fowler, M. P. for Kings-
Albert, who sat on the platform, respond-
ed to insistent calls from the crowd when
Mr. Bergeron had finiched. Mr. Fowler
made a fighting epeech of his own peculiar
kind and evidently was much appreciated
by the crowd, judging by the demonstra-
tion it evoked.

Mr. Borden arrived in town on the early
morning train from Nova Scotia and drove
at once to the home of W. H. Thorne,
Mecklenburg street. During the day he
was in consultation with leading Conserv-
atives. Hon. J. G. H. Bergeron arfived
o the steamer Prince Rupert about 4.45.
The committee in charge of the arrange-
ments were on the wharf to welcome him
as were also some members of the Borden
(Wb, After most of those present had
gshaken hands with him, Mr. Bergeron
entered a carriage and was driven to the
home of J. D. Hazen, M. P. P., where he
is staying as a guest during his visit.

§t.. Mary's Band give the Conservative
leader a musical reception at the entrance
to the Opera Houee last evening, where he
was reccived by the committee and mem-
bers of the Borden Club. Ths interior of
the Opera House was gay with flags and
streamers, the work of the Borden Club,
and appropriate mottoes euch as “Our
Jeader Canada’s next premier” were hung
round the balcony. The boxes and stage
were also artistically decorated. The Opera
Houee was well filled at 8 o’clock and a
large and representative gathering .of Con-
cervatives not only from St. John but
from other constituencies occupied “seats
on the etage.

The entrance of Mr. Borden accompan-
ied by Dr. Daniel, J. D. Hazen, M. P. P.,
Mr. Bergeron and others brought a cheer
from. the audience, followed by three and
a tiger for the Conservative leader.

Dr. Daniel, M. P.

Dr. J. W. Daniel, M. P, in opening
the meeting, said he was very much
pleased to greet the leader of the Conser-
vative- party and of his majesty’s opposi-
tion in Canada. Apart from the desire to
honor him by their presence, those who
had attended would no doubt receive a
great deal of instruction and information
and have a great deal of light thrown on
the political issues of the day. Before
proceeding with the business of the meet-
ing he had a letter to read from the Hon.
George E. Foster.

The letter, which was addressed to Dr.
Daniel, was .dated at Apohaqui, thanked
him for an invitation to be present at the
meeting, and expressed regret that he had
made previous engagements in Nova
Scotia.

The reading of the letter was received
with cheers, and continuing, Dr. Daniel
said Mr. Foster had occupied a great deal
of attention from the public for some
months -past. It was a tribute to his
prowess that his political enemies had vo
go way back in English history and re-
vive the methods of Judge Jeffries and
the Star Chamber to deal with him. The
Star Chamber had been adopted but the
speaker did not think they had been suc-
cessful in squelching Mr. Foster. “I have
only one fault to find with Mr. Foster in
his connection with the insurance com-
mission,” said Dr. Daniel, “and that is
that he was so gentlemanly as not to de-
nounce the whole proceedings as a fraud
and a farce.

“J like rather the rough and ready meth-
ods of our friend, George W. Fowler.
(Cries of ‘He’s all right’). All Fowler had
to. do was to stretch forth his hand and
the spirit of Ariel descended and sat up-
on the lips of each Liberal member. Sil-
ence fell upon them all and it might be
caid that from the Liberal prime minister
himself. to the latest arrival on the back
benches, they were like sheep before their
shearers, dumb.”

Welcome to Mr. Borden.

They were pleased to have present Mr.
Borden as leader of the Conservatives.
Any man who occupied the proud position
of leader of one of the great parties of
Canada would be sure of a welcome. There
was another reason, though, why St. John
should welcome Mr. Borden. Mr. Borden
was the first man of any public importance
who advocated the nationalization of the

port of St. John in common with the
ports of Montreal and Quebec.”

Dr. Daniel then went into the history
of the transcontinental railway bill and
dwelt on the fact that, outside of a pro-
vision for specifically routed freight, there
was no section which compelled the rail-
way to bring the freight to Canadian
ports. Mr.*Borden pointed this out, he
said, and introduced an amendment which
the Liberal majority had voted down as
it had many measures which would have
been in the best interests of the country.

Referring to Mr. Bergeron, Dr. Daniel
said he was a political veteran despite his
vouthful looks and had sat in parliament
under Sir John A. Macdonald. He had
always been a true blue Conservative and
would stick to his party at all costs. Of
him it could be said as the preacher had
caid of the late Dr. Stockton: ‘“No threat
of exposure would have any terror for
him or put a bridle on his tongue.”

Dr. Daniel then eulogized the Conserva-
tive policy and pasesed on to an arraign-
ment of Sir Wilfrid Laurier for having
discarded avowed policies. Such lightning
changes, he said, were almost bewildering.
Speaking of unrestricted reciprocity be-
fare the clection of 1896 Sir Wilfrid had
said: “The Liberal party will remain true
to the cause of unrastricted reciprocity
until it is obtained.” We did not hear
much about unrestricted reciprocity now.
It was the same with free trade. The Lib-

Tried to Escape from Steamer
by Swimming Three
Miles to Shore

NOT SEEN SINCE

Companion Who Followed Rescued
in -Nick -of Time—Jumped Over-
board at Mouth of . Halifax Harbor
During Fierce Storm With ‘Waves
Mountains-High.

(Special to The Telegraph.). . i

Halifax, N.'S., Aug. 26—Determined he
would -not make the voyage on the ship
he had signed on for a year, a sailor be-
longing to a steamer which -had “cleared
from Ingram docks for the United ‘King-
dom, tried to make his estape in the niidst
of the fierce storm which raged along the
Atlantic ‘Sunday.. by. swimming . ashore,
nearly - three 'miles distance, and has not
since been seen.

Last week four sailors deserted from the
steamer and it was thought they came to
Halifax, where they would try and sign
on some - foreign bound’ shin. The "Hali-
fax police, and the shipping master were
notified with the result the deserters were
arrested. They appeared’ before Stipen-
diary Fielding and were’ordered back on
their ship. Detective Hanrahan and Offi-
cer White left -with the men Saturday
and handed them over to the captain, who
placed them under surveillance. That
night the gang plank. was drawn in and
the vessel steamed down the bay and an-
chored three -iles from the land.

Deserter Rescued.

Yesterday the captain came.to town and
told the same story of the loss of one of
his men. It was shortly after noon, he
said, when the sterm was at its height,
that he heard cries for help from a man
who was being tossed about by the moun-
tainous seas.. A hoat was lowered with
great difficulty and the man, who was
identified as one of the deserters, was
rescued and taken aboard. It ivas then
learned that he and another sailor, a
young Dane about twenty-six vears of age
had planned to make their escape. The
Dane had gone down over the side about
half an ‘hour before the man who was
rescued, and the captain says it was im-
possible for him to reach the shore, as
their steamer, heavy deal laden and ly-
ing at anchor was being tossed about by
the tempestuous seas, and the only assist-
ance the man had was a nine foot plank,
which he took over the side with him.

Boats were immediately lowered and the
bay was searched, the shore and all the
houses in the district, but no trace of the
missing man could be found. )

Big Bond Sale.

The largest bond sale in the history of
the city will take place on September 17
when bide will be opened for the disposal
of £40,000,000 of city bonds on the basis
of 4°1-2 per cent. It is admitted by the
financial officers of the city that a sale
of bonds at this-time is absolutely neces-
sary in order to provide funds for muni-
cipal needs and impending improvements
and the large issue advertised can all be
utilized - and if entirely disposed of ac-
cording to the comptroller will ‘place the
city in ' good financial condition until
epring. The present sale is larger by
three millions than any previous one. The
last two sales, one for $29,000,000, the other
for £15,000,000, failed at the rate offered,
4 per cent. This led the comptroller to
apply for the privilege of selling bonds

Halifax, N. S., Aug. 26—There is a likeli-
hood tonight of a general tieup along the
Halifax water front, caused by the action of
the 'longshoremen employed by Pickford &
Black, who stopped work &t noon today on
account of the company employing a non-
union man. The men, sixty in number, were
engaged in discharging cargo from the
steamer Kathinka, which arrived yesterday
from Jamaica, Santiago and the West In-
dies. At noon they notified the company they
would stop work unless they diseharged the
man. This the company refused to do and

they will not go back until the man is dis-
charged, and the compauy say they will not
comply with the men’'s demand.

The Kathinka has a large cargo of fruit
and other perishable goods. The man in ques-
tion went out with the men at the general
strike some months ago, and they succeeded
in getting him union wages, with the under-
standing that he would join the union. This
he failed to do and today he was employed
by the Pickford & Black Co. Then men again
asked him to become a member of the union
butkhe refused and they now have stopped
work.

UNION DISCUSSED BY

Wolfville, N. 'S.; Aug. 26—The Baptist
¢onvention resumed. business this niorn-
ing. Rev. Dr. MeIntyre reported. reso-
lutions passed by a joint com_mittee of
the Baptist Disciples on August 18th. The
resolutions recommended the appointment
of a join{ standing committee of twelve
from the Baptist convention, and twelve
 from the Disciples, to meet at Tiverton
some time this month.

The niinisterial aid and annuity funds
reported that. during the year twenty-five
ministers, and seventeen widows and ten
children received annuities amounting to
$1,796.60 from the ministerial relief fund;
sixteen persons received $1,216.10,

The receipts for the year are $2,071.65;
disbursements $2.071.25.

Oanadian Baptist Union.

The most important question before the
convention is the proposed Canadian Bap-
tist Union, this was brought before the
body- by the reading by Dr. Creed by a
formal report of the jeint committee held
in Montreal in July last.

This report was laid on the table for
consideration .as two representatives from
the - Upper  Provinces—Rev. Dr. Brown
and Rev. Dr. Norton--were expected to
be here to speak on the question.

The report of the Nova Scotia home
mission was read by the secretary Rev.
J. W. Porter.

‘There was an increase of 365 weeks of
service equal to the tull service of seven
men for the entire year twenty five fields
have had continual pastoral care, and 220
members have been added to the churches.

Technical Education.

The matter of technical education wasé
brought again before the convention by a
resolution offered by E. D. King, K. C.
This ‘was referred to the committee on
resolutions and the Hon. G. E. Foster, as
chairman, - reportzd the following, *which
was unanimously adopted:

“Resolved, that the United Baptist con-
vention assembled in Wolfville, represent-
ing a membership of 64,000 and a popula-
tion of 180,000, strongly deprecates the
establishment of a school ~for technical
education in Halifax in close proximity
to one of the existing universiiies, believ-
ing as-it does with the board of governors
of Acadia, that the work would be more
successful if the college in connaction
therewith was loecated in other than a uni-
versity town and under conditions that
would permit the co-operation of all the
colleges on fair and equal basis, That this
convention mosi earnestly endorses the
resolution of the maritime board of trade,
rocently passed at its meeting in St. John,
looking to the establishment of one cen-
tral technical school for the maritime prov-
inc2s.”

After a lengthy and animated discussion
the following resolution passed: “Resolved,
that the raport of the committee on union
be considered as a whole.”

In reply to Rev. A. Cohoon, Rev. D.
Hutchinson, of the committtee, made ex-
planation. Rev. Dr. Mclntyre said it was
not de-igned to disturb the present home
mission arrangement. Tev. David 1utch-
inson also spoke on behalf of the com-
mittee.

He further stated that he would mot be
afraid to have the patient in his own
house.

WE NEED THE INDUSTRIES

The unanimous resolution of the Mari-
time Board of Trade delegates favoring
prohibition of the export of pulp wood is
already criticized by some persons who
say trade must not be restricted. That is
to say, instead of building up industries’
here by taking measures to promote the
manufacture of paper, we must continue
to give to the American manufacturers at
their own prices all of our pulp wood; we
must build up industrial communities
across the; line rather than in Canada; we
must ignore the great fact that our forest
wealth gives us the right to supply a
large portion of the demand, not for pulp-
wood, but for the immensely more valu-
able finished product.

Canada’s policy has already caused a
considerable movement of foreign manu-
facturing plants into this country. If the
export of pulpwood be stopped it is very
probable that more American plants will
come to the main source of raw material.
Whatever we do about it the world’s de-
mand for paper will go on increasing. It
will not affect the market if we place a
prohibitive export duty on pulpwood. It
would mean, on the other hand, that the
demands of the paper market would call

that the manufacturers and working men
of this country would reap the profit. In
tariff matters Canada must legislate more
and more for Canadians, and less for the
Americans whose tariff policy was design-
ed with the expectation that Canada
would ultimately abandon attempts to be-

content itself with furnishing raw material
for New England and buying back the
finished articles from the American manu-
facturers whom its submissive conduct
was making rich. Until our American
friends knock off about half of their%ariff
wall—which they are not going to do—
this country must govern itself according-
ly. It is significant that the representa-
tives of Maritime Province business inter-
ests, mesting here on Wednesday, voted
as cne mana for the Canadian plan of en-
couraging home industries—the natural,
not the hot-house variety.

The Toronto Globe, the leading Liberal
journal of the Dominion, which has in-
vestigated the pulpwood situation in sev-
eral provinces, has found everywhere a
strong and growing opinion against the
continued export of this raw material.
Most men with whom the Globe corres-
pondent talked told him Canada was
throwing away many millions of dollars
annually by its present practice in this
matter. It is not to be forgotten that
the output of a single large Canadian
paper mill in one year equals in value all
of the pulpwood sold to foreigners during
twelve months. The public will be quick
to realize the value of mills of that size,
and we should, under proper conditions,
have many more of them.

PUBLIC CYNICISM

Public opinjon in Canada is too tolerant
of evils in public life. Séveral journals in
reviewing Mr. Borden's speech virtually
express the opinion that while both par-
ties will profess intentions to combat cor-
ruption nothing effective is going to be
done about it. Which shows that these|
cynical journals are even more tolerant of!
the evils referred to than is a busy and
careless public whose attitude, though
sound at bottom, is too much like that of
the easygoing citizean who does not take
any active interest in public affairs until
a crisis compels his intervention.

The way to check corrupt influences is|
to cease to traffic with those who buy leg-'

campaign contributions which rapresent
claims to be paid on demand later on at
Ottawa, and to present candidates who
inspife confidence and can be elected with-
out bribery. The party which follows this
line of advance will attract general sup-
port as soon as its honesty of purpos: is
recognized.

INSURANCE AND THE PUBLIC
Certain active and uncasy life insurance
men, who should be restrained by wiser |
hexds, cannot conceal their belief that the

life insurance business ought to be man- !

employes of the companies first and for
the insuring public afterward. Conduct
in line with this belief led to the New
York insurance investigation. The com-
plete exposure there of evils more than
half suspected, made a Canadian investiga-
tion inevitable because of the very general
knowledge that the American methods had
been copied here to an extent damaging
to the interests of policy holders and men-
acing to the future of the business in Can-
ada.

Ever since the Canadian insurance com-
mission issued its report studied attempts
have been made to discredit its work and
its recommendations, and now that copies
of a proposed insurance measure have been
circulated, forecasting the legislation to be
expected a few months hence, the effort
to minimize insurance reform is being re-
doubled. At the meeting of the Under-
writers’ - Association in Toronto the other
day, Mr. George H. Allen, the retiring
president of that body, made an address
1n which he clearly demonstrated the fail-
ure of insurance men of his way of think-
ing to remember that the insuring public

| ccmes first and the companies and their

employes second. Referring to the pleas-
ing fact that 200,000 life insurance policies
were taken out by Canadians in 1906, Mr.
Allen said this showing is an answer 10
the Royal Commission. This attitude is
not merely wrong, but exceedingly foolish
as well. The Royal Commission made no
attack upon life insurance. The public
and the government desired none. Inci-
dentally the commission’s work will be
thought to have increased public respect
for insurance as a means of providing for
the future. The principle of life insurance
required no endorsement from the com-
mission. The commission’ did mot seek in
any way to lessen public confidence in in-
surance. Had it done 80 the 200,000
policies might be vegarded as the public’s
answer to the commission.

There is no answer to the commission.
It gave the public some idea of the extent
to which waste, mismanagement, rebating,
and the misuse of trust funds were preval-
ent. Tt showed how unfair these methods
were to the policy holders, and it clearly
indicated that had exposure been delayed
for another ten years Canadian life insur-
ance conditions would have duplicated
those uncovered in New York, so far as
our wealth and population would have per-
mitted.

The commission did not strike at life
insurance. It did strike, and strike hard,
at those influences which were tending to
make insurance dear to breadwinners seek-
ing the cheapest kind of protection for

! their families. It struck at the men who

were weakening insurance as a depend-
able servant of the public which pays for
it and must control its development. Mr.
Allen’s attitude is that of a man who de-
nies that the commission was necessary
or that it found any evils to remedy. The
public, -he will discover, will in no way
agree with him. The country is friendly,
not hostile, towards insurance. But it is
hostile toward extravagance and misman-
agement. It is not expecting very radical
legislation, but it is expecting that the
efforts of men who talk like Mr. Allen will
not be sufficient to prevent Parliament
from dealing courageously and intelligent-
ly with the situation which the insurance
inquiry revealed.

AT MULDOON’S

THE SQUARE DEAL IN PRACTICE|

While Canadians will hope Newfound-
land’s contentions will appeal to- The
Hague Tribunal as sound, very few of theml
know enough about the matters in dispute !
to more than guess at the outcome of the |
appeal. But Canadians have two very
powerful reasons for satisfaction over the
decision to send the case to a disinter-
ested court. One is that if simple justice!
is to be had that is the place to get it.
The other is that the precedent thus es-
tablished cannot but come to be regarded
as substantially guaranteeing Canada
against a second decision similar to that
in the Alaska case. An American re-
viewer remarks that “it is very probable
the Newfoundlandeérs will reconcile them-
selves more readily to a verdict by eo high
a tribunal as The Hague Court, than to
any disposal made of their interests by
the British Government. It is notorious
that Mr..Bond’s istanders regard the Brit-
ish Foreign Office with distrust because
of its présumed readiness to sacrifice col-
onial interests to Imperial contiderations.
It is not very likely, for instance, that
-any judgment of The . Hague Tribunal
could lead to such bitterness of feeling as
followed the outcome of the Alaskan boun-
dary ‘arbitration arrangement with Can-
ada.”

It was scarcely an arbitration arrange-
ment. =Certainly it increased in Canada
that distrust which this rewiewer now
credits to Newfoundland. Canada, or New:
foundland, might believe The Hague court
had erred, but the verdict would be quiet.
ly accepted because of the belief that the
case had been judged on its merits. There
would be no disquieting thought that
Canadian interests had been set aside be-
cause of considerations other than ‘those
of right and justice.

Several American journals are already
assuming that the appeal to The Hague
will mean that the contentions of the
United States will be sustained. The Bos-
ton Journal is an exception, the more
conspicuous because it is published within
the region where Senator Henry Cabot
Lodge and his Gloucester friends exert
great influence,~ and because it espouses
their political creed. The Jourfial frankly
admits that the story has two sides: “We
need not be any the less good Americans
if we admit that the Newfoundlanders
have certain grievances that appear just.
They object to Sunday fishing by Ameri-
can schooners while they are barred from
it by law. They object to the shipping of
Newfoundland men from Gloucester so as
to get around the treaty regulations. In
other words, they do not like the notion
of Americans getting more from their fish-
eries than they can get themselves. We
chall be considérably surprised if The
Hague tribunal does not give to the peo-
ple of the far north several things they
ask for. Meantime it is due from every-
body to keep the peace.”

MAINE AND ITS THIRST

Maine has had a prohibitory law since
1852, yet the Baijéor Commercial says of
conditions today:

“The express companies are bringing
carloads of intoxicating liquors into Maine
every day and still the editors of certain
daily papers have been making an effort
to convince the people that the Sturgis
deputies are drying 'up the fountain that
intoxicates. This, when it is known that
liquors in any quantity legally may come
by express or freight from other states for
private use and that these Sturgis officials
cannot prevent it; consequently the more
rigid the enforcement the more will the

creased.

“Put 1,000 Sturgis deputies to work and
they would only add still more to the re-
ceipts of the express companies and liquor
dealers in other states.

“Between $1,000,000 and $2,000,000 worth
of liquor is sent annually into Maine from
other states, by express and freight, for
private use and these the enforcement
officials cannot reach, as they can only
enforce the prohibitory law against parties
bringing liquors to Maine for illegal sale.”

‘the Commercial, of course, is opposed
to the prohibitory law. It makes the old
assertion that in Mainc prohibition docs
not prohibit, and the facts warrant the
statement, although the state eeemingly
pays more attention to enforcing the anti-
liquor law than it devotes to all of the
! other laws on the statute book. A Port-
land newspaper has been urging upon Ban
gor the necessity for drying up “the foun-
tain that intoxicates.” The Commercial’s
rejoinder is that the official figures show
!a gain of 718 arrests for drunkenness in |
Portland during the past seven monthe of
this year, more than were made in the
same months in that city in 1906. In view
of this fact the Bangor journal suggests
that Portland, instead of worrying so
much about Bangor, should put forth all
its efforts in trying to dry up its own in-
toxicating fountain.

The Commercial apparently desires “an
enforcement of the prohibitory law not in!
a radical, fanatical way, but by the exer- |
cise of reason and common sense.” Pre-
sumably it wants something like the Scott
Act as it is “‘enforced” in several counties
of New Brunswick. *

There should be no
town lots left vacant in the hands of spec-
ulators.”

While the policy of free homesteads may
well be continued for some time yet, in
the Globe's opinion, “the policy of allow-
ing private speculators to make all the
profit on town sites never had a ghost of
a reason to justify it. Thirty years ago
Mr. Sandford Fleming, in his official re-
port on the route of the Canadian Pacific
Railway, recommended the appropriation
of town sites by the government. Had his
recommendation been adopted then and
acted on ever since the revenue from this
source alone' would by this time have
amounted to more than enough to pay off |
that large part of the public debt which
represents the cost of developing the West
and supplying it with railways. There will
be another batch of town sites along the
National Transcontinenta! Railway, and
there will also be many along the Caus-
dian Pacific and their branch lines; it is
surely time for the Dominion government
to make immediate provision for diverting
to the public tressury the differcnce be-
tween the values of farma lands and urbdn
lands respectively, less the cxpenso of
management. It is needless to point out
that for the towns themselves this policy
would obviously be advantageous, for they
would not have to euffer forever the in-
conveniences due to the defective plans of
obtuse or selfish private exploiters of va-
cant areas.”

CONSOLIDATED SCHOOL AT
HAMPTON OPENED MONDAY™

Hampton, Kings Co., Aug. 23—The
new Consolidated School Building at
Hampton is sufficiently advanced in the
ot the temporary Board of
Trustees, who have had charge of its con-
struction to warrant its being opened on
Monday.

Pursuant, therefore, to the provisions of
the School Act, the chief superintendent
of education has notified the secretaries
of the uniting school districts:—Hampton
Station, Hampton Villiage, and ‘“‘Hen-
dricks”—that these districts no longer
exist, the term of office of their trustees
is ended, and that the nmew Consolidated
School District of Hampton is now estab-
lished. It is understood that a public
meeting will be  called at once for the
election of a permanent board.of school
trustees, to whom all the existing school
property will be handed over.

Meanwhile, the chief superintendent
has notified the temporary board to pro-
ceed to open the school and carry it on
until the work, which is still uncomplet-
ed, is finished. There will be no public
demonstration on the opening day. That
will be arranged for later, after the
grounds are graded, the garden laid out,
and the equipment is complete.

The building is a handsome structure of
wood on stone foundation, two stories
high in front and three in the rear, with

a large Assembly Room in the roof. Tt:
containg two school rooms on the ground !
floor for primary pupils, each seated with |
fifty singic desks, In the rear, and open- |
ing from a cross hall, are the Domestic |
Seience Room, and the room for Manual
Training, the former supplied with a large
cooking tunge, closets, rinks, and tubs,
with hot and cold water, and tho latter
with work benches for pupils who take
the mmanual course.

The upper flat has also two school
foome on tho front, one desked for forty-
eight intetmediate pupils, and the other
for sixty pupils of advanced grades. In
the rear are two other school rooms, which
can be thrown into ome by opening fold-
ing doors. These are unfurnished and are
intended to be brought into use as the
demand for accommodation increases.

Ample cloak rooms and teachers’ rooms
are on each floor and the principal has a
separate room for business, or it can be
used as a library.

The entrance ways, vestibule, halls, and
stairways are broad and airy, the latter
being wide enough to allow of four pupils
walking abreast. I

Lavatories fitted with section flush tanks
are to be found at the head of the stairs
in the rear, on either side, which lead to
the basement. ;

In the basement are two large play
rooms with concrete floors, and level with
ground in the rear are the furnace and
fuel rooms, with necessary boiler, tanks,
pumps and gasoline engine for power.

Throughout, the building is piped for a
hot water heating apparatus, and extra
ventilation is provided by means of strips
hin, to the window sills, which when
raised will exclude a direct draught but

permit of an upward current of air be
tween the upper and lower sashes.

The equipment of thesbuilding is still
incomplete. The slate blackboards ordere
ed three months ago have only just ar
rived; maps and charts and other appar
atus are not yet supplied, nor are the fit«
tings for the cloakrooms in place. Desks
for the teachers and chairs are also at
present wanting, but all these matters wil
be supplied as their neecessity is felt, an
probably some of the old material will be
utilized. -

The new school is located on the road
leading from Hampton Station to Hamp-
ton Village, within the latter school dis-
trict, but so near to the former, as to give
it a elight advantage as to distance. It is
practically midway betwéen the two cen-
tres, and at present it is not contemplate
ed to go to the expense of providing vans
to carry pupils between their homes and
the school. Between the school building
and the road the trees and bushes have
been cleared away and a broad curved
driveway sweeps round in front of the en-
trance, the enclosed area of which will be
laid out as a flower garden. At the rear
will be the nature garden, with a wide
outlook across Ossekeag Creek and the
marshes to the hills, east of Hampton Sta-
tion. Westerly the view is shut in by the
ridge which lies between the etation ad’
village.

. The High Note of Warning.

(Canadian Courier). .

1t is no discredit to the Canadian Club
of St. John that it should have been the
medium for two recent protests agairst
excessive party zeal. That the organiza’ion
should have been addressed within a fort-
night by two leading thinkers is note-
worthy, but that each of them should have
protested against what seemed to them
to be a weakness in Canadian political life
is indeed remarkable. Has it come to this
in Canada that no independent speaker
can get up in public without making an
appeal for cleaner and better politics?
Have we fallen so low that our best men
have banded themselves together, even un-
consciously, for a crusade against political
corruption? .

In the first of = these two addresses,
President Falconer remarked that “Ex-
treme party spirit is the cause both di-
rect and indirect, of much of our corzup-
”. President Falconer assumes that
we have corruption. He does not even
argue that part of his statement. He
seems to expect no denial. He concerns
himself only with the capse of the cor-
ruption, and that he finds to be “extreme
party epirit.” He laments the ignorance
among voters and the venality of political
leaders. These are his words: “Many do
not know the meaning of a vote and will
sell it for money without a twinge of con-
science, because they see that the man
who wishes to get their vote desires it for
a selfish party victory.”

In the second of these addresses, Lord
Grey speaks of the “inrush of the poison-
ous waters of party selfishness over the
rich meadows of your national life.” Alse
of “‘a fierce party spirit bent on the un-
scrupulous attainment of its own aggran-
disement—blind and deaf to the higher in-
terests of the state.” Even more remark-
able is this sentence: “I iurther believe
that in any city wherc a good Canadian
Club exists the reign of boodle and graft,
for more than a very short time, will be
an impossibility.”” Apparently Lord Grey
feels that there is boodle and graft in our
public life. Such language can be justified
on no other ground

Stand forth then, ye politicians and
party leaders and public men and face the
charge made against you by two prom-
inent citizens and {rained observers of
mankind! Ye are charged before the jury
of public opinion with having among you
boodlers. and grafters and persons whose |
party zeal is greater than their public ;
spirit! What say you to this charge?
Shall the message go forth to all the
world. that this is your character?

Stand forth ye party workers and par-
tizans of eVvery type, and know ye that
at the bar of public opinion two great
judges have tried you and found you want-
ing! They declare that you are untrue to
the highest interests of the state. that
you cause or aid or aket the corruption
of the electorate for selfish purposes, and
that to you a party victory is of more
importance than public integrity and na-
tional honor.

If you have anything to say why sen-
tence should not be passed upon you,
speak—-and speak quickly.

Declares Again That It Has Shielded
and Rewarded Corrupt Officials—
Deals With Land Scandal Charges
—Bergeron Makes a Hit and Hon.
Mr. Foster in His Usual Form.

Middleton, N. 8., Aug. 24—This town
had been en fete today in' homor of the

visit of B. L. Borden, M. P. Liberal and
Conservatives uniting to give him a fitting
reception. Middletoa is situated in An-
napolis county near the Annapolis county
boundary. There are no industrial cen-
tres, but the surrounding country is a
scattered farming district where the Lib-
erale are in a large majority, yet the
fatmers poured into the town in hundreds
to hear Mr. Borden and his lieutenants.
Incoming trains from east, south and
west brought crowds of visitors.

When Mr. Borden arrived the town pre-
sented a gala appearance, decorations and
bunting being in evidence on all sides.
Headed by a band the speakers and many
prominent Conservatives were driven to a
big fruit house which had been seated
and decorated for the oceasion. Across
the front of the building in big letters
was “Hail to the Chief.” Inside were
such mottoes as: “Canada’s hope for a
greater and cleaner future lies in our
leader.” “In 1888 - Macdonald restored
Canada’s prosperity; in 1908 Borden will

i| restore Canada’s good name,” “Canada

owes much to her eloquent tribune, Fos-
ter,” “Greetings to Quebec’s talented son,
the Beauharnois boy,” “The grafters
would destroy Foster, but the people un-
derstand,” “Borden’s preference policy
means our apples first in the British mar-
kets and Canada’s resources:for the peo-
ple of Canada.”

Not Room Enough.

When the speakers reached the plat-
form they found about 2,000 people in-
side the building and fully as many .out-
side unable to gain admission. Mr. Bor-
den therefore put it to vote, and the aud-
jence unanimously decided to adjourn to
the athletic grounds, where  the largest
audience ever seen in Middleton as-
sembled. Dr. C. Marshall presided, and
with a few appropriate remarkiintroduced
the first speaker, F. W. Hanwright, of
Halifax. Mr. Hanwright attacked the
Laurier government which he charged
with breach of faith with the people of
Canada.

R. L. Borden.

Mr. Borden was the mext speaker, and
his rising was the oceasion” for loud and
Jong continued applauséi: “He spoke of
the gratifying significanéesaf the fact that
thié audience was twice Yvhiat the commit-
tee had’ expected. The Liberals’ present
who had suggested that he would lpan the
Liberal platform of 1893 for the speakers
to stand upon in delivering therr ad-
dresses evidently thought that as this plat-
form had never been used:it was still in
good condition. If ‘the Morning Chron-
icle, which today published a cartoon of
this meeting, would explain how that
newspaper office manufactured the wheel-
barrows and other articles it supplied the
government at a profit. of twenty-five per
cent, it would be more interesting to the
ratepayers of Canada. Critics were say-
ing he, Borden, was mot fitted for leader
of the Conservative party because he re-
sembled the late Sir J. 8.’ D. Thompson.
He felt he could receive mo higher com-
pliment. Thompson expelled from parlia-
ment and imprisoned those who were
found robbing the people.

Mr. Borden said Laurier and his fol-
lowers, in and-out.of parliament, had pro-
tected the men proven to have robbed the
public treasury. He asserted that again
and again investigation of election ras-
cality had been prevented by the govern-
ment members under the direction of
Laurier, and that election crooks had
been rewarded by increased salaries. He
charged that the fearful condition of pub-
lic life in Canada was due to the attitude
of Premier Laurier in defending and re-
warding political criminals.

Land Scandals.

After touching on the Halifax, Truro
and Moncton land scandals, Mr. Borden
took up the western land deals and
charged that millionaires were being made
at the expense of the public domain. If
the people, he said, but understood the
extent of these operations they would not
trust the present administration in power
another moment. Mr. Borden eaid he be-
lieved the present patronage system in
connection with the civil service respon-
sible for much evil and renewed his pledge
to supersede it by the competitive system
of appointment.

He believed that the administration of
the government. railways by an indepen-
dent commission would give the same sat-
isfactory results as in other countries.
When the Conservatives have proved this,
as he believed they would, he would ex-

i tend the people’s railway to the Great

Lakes, and even into the western prov-
inces. The Conservative party, he assert-
ed, had made possible the Grand Trunk
Pacific and Canadian Northern by build-
ing in spite of the Liberals the Canadian
Pacific. They had built up Canada and
the party had faith in greater things for
Canada. Under his leadership the Con-
gervative party, if placed in power, would

| continue the work as it had done under
former leaders to build up a great coun-:

every citizen might feel proud.

Mr. Bergeron.

J. G. H. Bergeron, M. P., the mext
speaker, by his unique wit kept his hear-
ers convulsed with laughter. He pre-
sented the members of the Laurier gov-
ernment in 1896 and in 1907 one by one
to the audience. Mr. Bergeron was de-
lighted with - the splendid meetings Mr.
Borden and himself had addressed in Nova
Scotia. This is a rich and beautiful prov-
ince with intelligent and prosperous peo-
ple. The only fault he had to find with
it was that it sent so few Conservatives
to Ottawa at last election. It could not
gend less next time, and he hoped to see
it send some men like those who had been
sent from Nova Scotia in former years.

I ate
my last two pieces of chocolate and con-
tinually drank water which trickled
through the rocks. Another day came and
went and yet another. I forget how
many, because I must have become de-
lirious.

“T cannot describe my hunger. Ofter 1
dreamed of bread and biscuits which some-
times seemed to be dancing in the air be-
fore my eyes. I ate grass, moss and my
leather shoes. Gradually I became: a
skeleton and my clothes fell from me.

The doctor with a guide visited the
tomb and found that up to a height of
four and a half feet every particle of the
rock and moss had disappeared. )

THOMAS WHITE DIED
ON HIS WAY HOME

Thomas F. White died yesterday on the
C. P. R. train while on his way home
after a visit to Scotland. Mr. and Mre
White who, on Jan. 1 last celebrated their
golden wedding, had gome to Scotland on
a visit some six or eight weeks ago. He
seemed to be in his usual good health up
to the time they were about to leave the
old country, when he took a bad spell.

He persisted in his intention -of continu-’
ing his journey, cabling to his son, Frank,
in thig city, to meet him on: arrival:in
Montreal. . Mr. White - arrived - on the
steamer . Lake Erie and. at that time he
was suffering greatly from heart trouble.
He was anxious to get to St. John, how-
ever, and Tefused all suggestions on the
part of his eon to remain in Montreal and
rest for a few days. Preparations were
accordingly made for the journey and be-
sides Mr. and -Mrs. White and their son,
F. S. Bonnell was on the train. It was
soon clear, however, that the invalid would
not be able to survive the journey and a
telegram was sent on ahead to Sherbrooke
for a doctor to meet them there. It was
too late then, as Mr. White had died be-
fore that point was reached.

D:ceased was in his seventy-sixth year.
He_ was born' in Paisley (Scot.), on May
22, 1832. His father, Leslie White, a
broker, emigrated to New Brunswick with
his family. in' 1845 but returned the fol-
lowing year.. Thomas, however, remained
and went to Fredaricton, where he worked
on a farm for' two years, and then came
to thie city, working for George E. Fenety
on the old Daily News for two years.

He then returned to Scotland, but after
a year’s abeence sailed to the United
States, settling for three years and a half
in Malden, only to come here again in
1855, when -he entered the confectionery
business as an employe of Alexander Mar-
tin, with whom he remained for ten years.
In 1865 Mr. White started business for
himself as a confectioner, opening an es-
tablishment on Chipman’s Hill and mov-
ing in 1869 to Germain street. He lost
heavily in the fire of 1877,but in 1878 open-
ed business in a temporary building at
King square, afterwards moving to Union
street, then to Charlotte street, and finally
to King strest, and in 1899 Mr. White re-
tired from the business, which is now
conducted by his sons.

In 1857 Mr. White married Miss Char-
lotte E. Armstrong, daughter of the late
John Armstrong, who came from Ireland
to St. John while she was still an infant.
There are six sons—Thomas F., manager
of the White Candy Company; Leslie,now
in the west; William, with the Flood
Company; Frank and Harry D., of the
White Company, and Frederick E., in
Montreal. Mr. White was a popular citi-
zen, liked by all who knew him because
of his kind and sterling disposition, and
his many sterling qualities. He was mod-
est, retiring, unassuming, a lover of Scot-
tish music and Scottish games. He was
one of the earliest curlers and no gather-
ing of the St. Andrew’s Society, of which
he was a vice-president, was complete
without one of his songs. He was also a

FIRST SECTION OF
ATLANTIC, QUEBEC & W.
RAILWAY OPENED

New Carlisle, Que., Aug. 26—The inaugura-
tion of the first section of twenty miles of
the new Atlantic, Quebec and Western Rail-
way between New Carlisle, county seat of
Bonaventure and Port Daniel, took place
Saturday. This means an extension of the
Atlantic and Lake Superior Railway and
brings the railway within eighty miles of
Gaspe and 120 miles from Metapedia, the
junction of the Intercolonial. The work of
construction is being pushed in three sec-
tions between Port Daniel and Gaspe Basin.
The road is a first class one.

LAID CORNER STONE
OF METHODIST CHURCH:

Ceremony at Woodstock Performed by
Rev. James Crisp, Thursday — Will
Be Handsome Brick and Stone
Building.

Woodstock, Aug. 23—The corner stone
of the new Methodist church in Wood-
stock was laid on Thursday. The cere-
mony commenced at 3 p. m. Rev. James
Crisp, of St. Jobn, the president of the
conference, conducted the service using the
“Jorm for Lying the Corner Stone of a
Church,” as contained in the discipline.

After a few words of address to the
congregation hymn 669 was sung and Rev.
E. Turner, chairman of district,led in pray-
er. Psalm 132 was read responsively.
Hymn 670 was sung and the president
made an address.

At the beginning he read a selection ;
from Rev. Dr. Wilson’s history of Method-
ism in Carleton county, which appeared
in The Telegraph some months ago and
will shortly appear in book form.

The President's Address.

He went on to say: The laying of this
stone today reminds us of progress. At
the beginning of the settlement of a new
country like ours a few houses are built
within sight of each other and religious
cervice on a Sunday is conducted in some
room in a dwelling house, then a public
hall is built, then a church and after a
while as people prosper they take down
the early church and replace it with a
more modern structure.

The laying of this stone may aldo be re-
garded as an expression of gratitude. In
return for temporal prosperity and pro-
vidential mercies God's people erect tem-
ples to His praise. The laying of this stone
is also an evidence of *‘enlightened patriot-
iem.” It is right that we should utilize all
the resources of our country, but after all
it is “righteousness that exalteth a na-
tion.” We trust that here in this house
many will learn the way of truth and re-
joice in the ways of the Lord.

The Ceremony.

The Rev. R. G. Fulton read a list of
things deposited in a box, he then placed
the box in a place left for the purpcse un-:
der the corner stone. The stone, which wasg
hanging by pulleys, was then lowered by
the mason and Mr. KFuiton handed the
president a small trowel and with it gave
the stone a few taps and said: “In the
iname of the Father, and of the Son, and
of the Holy Ghost, I lay this corner stone
for the foundation of a house to be build-
ed and consecrated to the service of Al-
mighty God, according to the order and
usages of the Methodist church.”

-Contributions were then placed on the
stone. The doxology was sung and bene-
diction pronmounced by the pastor, Rev.
R. G. Fulton,

The day was all that could b> desired;
boards were placed on the joists, an or-
gan and choir and quite a number of peo-
ple were on this platform and a large num-
ber from the street saw the ceremony.

The building will be of brick and stone.

o “A Liberal organ has remarked in con-
mection with my visit that I would no
doubt observe a great change in public
‘sentiment in this part of the country,
‘and I agree with the statemeft if it is
‘made a little more comprehensive.

I
remember when charges were laid at the
door of public departments under his ad-
ministration he did not stand up and vote
down an investigation and protect the
criminals. That was not the course pur:
sued by Sir John Thompson or the Con-
servative administration. IHow different a
‘course is the present government pursu-
ing! How many times have I and my
friends here seen men on the treasury
bench stand up and vote down investiga-
tion and resort to every trick to stifle it!

“T do not blame any government for

In the latter place he
said the Conservative candidate polled 105
votes against 144 for Mr. Hyman but it
was shown that 102 of the 144 votes were
brited by payment of $958 and that $10
were handed over to each man after the
election.

“Where did that money come from?”
continued the speaker. ‘“Whose money
was it? When we consider the exorbitant
prices paid to middlemen you must con-
clude the money to buy votes comes in
the end from the pockets of the people of
this country. Are we to submit that men
shall stand up in parliament who are not
representatives of the true will of the peo-
ple but of the money of the people? I
say no. The peopls of Canada will not
stand for it.” (Cheers.)

Mr. Borden proceeded to refer to the
case of Wadner, the interpreter who after
serving two terms in prison was prominant
in an election campaign in the northwest
where barrels of beer were given to voters.
He spoke of the exposure of the case by
G. W. Fowler, M. P., in parliament and
of a demand for an investigation being
voted down. The government's absolute
disregard of the public trust was outrag-
eous.

Taking up the question of civil service
reform, Mr. Borden referred to reforms
in Great Britain and the United States.
He would not say that examination was
the best system but it was better than the
system now carried out in Canada. At
present nine-tenths of the time of the
members of the party in power were taken
up with appointments which was unfair
to the people.

Immigration, he said, was another point
which required attention, and urged the
necessity of peopling the west with the
best class of settlers rather than with in-
discriminate hordes.

Touching on the subject of the public
domain, ‘Mr. Borden contended that de-
velopment should be for the interest of
(Canada and not the speculator. He re-
ferred to land deals by which the govern-
ment without forms of law or by tender
had permitted the land to pass into the
hands of speculators. . The land for the
settler was said to have been part of the
Liberal platform but no article in the old
Liberal faith had been more scandalously
violated.

Dealing with public franchises, Mr. Bor-
den said while the capitalist might be
given a reward he should not receive all
that arose from the growth of the coun-
try. He advocated that when the whole
cost of bonds as in the case of the G. T.
P. was guaranteed by the people of Can-
ada some share in the common stock
should be given in return. It would create
an interest in the enterprise and be a safe-
guard against unjust lagislation.

With regard to the control of public
utilities, Mr. Borden referred to the sup-
port given the government in establishing
a railway commission. He stood for re-
organization of the commission with a
larger personnel and jurisdiction. While
tha Conservative party wanted no alliance
with corporations, it would safeguard both
capitalist and people.

The transportation problem was never
more vital than at the present time and
the Conservative party believed the prob-
lem would have to be grappled with to
give the people the best means of trans-
portation and thoroughly equip the har-
bors. They believed that low freight rates,
a system of cold storage and the national-
ization of the harbors were the three sub-
jects which should occupy the attention
of the government.
