Farewell, Debates Will Willis Re-
sign ?

One rvelicof the past has been de-
stroyed—one of the ‘“‘accustomed luxur-
ies of the House,” as Mr. Maher termed
the official reports, has been abolished.
There can be no chance for it to rise
again. Even though endowed with
forty Pheenix-power it could not hope to
rise from the ashes of the $1,450 of pub-
lic money from a bankrupt treasury that
has been spread over its grave. Let it
rest. It was better to give it an expen-
sive funeral than allow it to live an ex-
pensive lite. It is cheaperto die at $1,-
450 than live at $4,000 a year.

Hon. Mr. Willis is in ajworse position
than we expected to find him when we
congratulated him so heartily on his
elevation. He is at open variance with
his colleagues in the Government, and
should resign at once. Will he do so?
As Leader of the Opposition he took ad-
vantage of the power given him by his
position onthe Debates committee to se-
cure the carrying out of the pet schame
of the Opposition—costly official de-
bates. When translated, as in the twink-
ling of an eye, to the Government, he
found himself in a snarl. The policy of
the Government required that no money
should be wasted, and, as those most
inconsistent in great matters al-
ways make the most show of con-
sistency in small things, Mr. Willis
wanted to appear consistent by cling-
ing to the contracts he had made.
The Government, against his prayers
and protests to be spared the humilia-
tion, summoned their forces and voted
the contracts down, Mr. Willis figuring
himself again in the Opposition ranks.
Now, we feel for him. Was it to ex-
pose him to insults like this that he was
elevated? Had we seen into the future
we should not have rejoiced with so ex-
ceeding great joy at his elevation. We
did not know that the Government had
taken him up for the purpsse of humili-
ating him thus. The punishment he is
likely to get from Gough and Hibbard
will be severe enough. His colleagues
in the Government should not pun-
ish also. We protest against it.
Mr. Willis should not stand it. e
should resign. But will he?

Bribery as a Reform Agent.

The great Erie Railroad was taken
possession of by Jay Gould and a few
others and held for years, their direct-
ors having got themselves recognized
by the courts of lawas permanent fix-
tures. The stockholders could  not
hold a legal meeting for the election of
new directors, because the Board would
not summon them. The Courts and the
Legislature were appealed to in vain by
a powerful combination of English and
American stockholders, money being
spent freely, but nothing ceuld be done.
Suddenly, however, Jay Gould’s power
collapsed, and the road passed under
the control of its 'owners. Therc has
always been a mystery clinging to the
affair. The foremost operators against
the ring have been regarded with the
kind of awe with which boys witness
the performances of platform magicians.
How did they do it? has been the
whispered question? The secret is out
Money did it. Napoleon was beaten
when his forces adopted his own tac-
tics, and Jay Gould was dethroned
when the gainer and upholder of his
power—money used in bribery—was
turned against him. The stockholders,
as appears from a statement made by

d |one of those who participated in de- !

thtoning Gould and confirmed by
others, spent $1,200,000 in bribing a
majority of Gould’s directors to resign
and paying counsel fees. Daniel E.

Sickles got $120,000 for his services, S. ;
L. M. Barlow got $87,000, F. A. Lanc,

one of the ring, sold out for $100,000,
and the other agents and directors got
from $87,000 t» $25,000 each. Each of
the over-paid agents now claims
the credit of having been chief
engineer. One of ‘them, Mr.
Crouch, says that he has no objec-
tion to the publication of the fact that he
received $50,000 for his services in work-
ing against Gould. He claims to have
earned his money by planning the coup @
etat, and says that Barlow and Sickles
were only too glad to actas his assistants,
after having failed to effect anything them-
selves.Barlow undertook to remove Gould
by the action of the courts, and Sickles
undertook to ousthim by legislative inter-
ference. Neither the conrts nor the Legis-
lature removed Gould. He was expelled
by a revolt of his own directory, and that
revolt was organized and executed by
Crouch, who had been in England for
some time with such an object in view.
The publication of the statement occa-
sions great excitement in New York
financial circles, and gives rise to much
comment.

Ontario Reform.

John Sandfield Macdonald, while in
charge of the finances of Ontario, accn-
mulated a large surplus and placed it at
interest, greatly increasing the annual
revenues of the Province. The Reform
party, so called, defeated Macdonald,
and got charge of the finances. A ring
was _instantly formed and the bulk of
the surplus divided, and now the rest of
it has been apprepriated.  Not satisfied
with this degree of “Reform" the appro-
priations for carrying on the Provincial
Government have been increased from
81,847,956 in 1872 to $2,771,028 in 1873,
an increase of 52 per cent! This is the
simple fact as shown by the estimates
now before’ the Ontario Legislature.
The expenses of every department have
been “Reformed” up to a higher stand-.
ard than formerly. The salary of the
chief clerk in the Attorney General’s
office was jumped from $2,000 to $2,-
800, and he figures in the estimates for
8450 for extra services. We don’t men-
tion this because we have any objertion
to the Reform party spending Ontario’s
revenues, but because there are journals
in our own Province that seem anxious
to have this same Reform party put in
possession of the revenues of Canada.
and we sincerely desire that Canada’s
revenues should not be “Reformed” as
Ontario’s have been.

There seems to be a race between
different members of the Opposition for
the honor of abolishing the Legislat-
ive Council and reducing the members
of Assembly. We are glad to find
this spirit of economy existing, but
fear the bills will not be pressed to
a vote.. The Government have not de-
termined on the abolition of the Upper
House, and the bill' cannot be carried
without their consent. The wisdom of
establishing small legislative bodies is
open to qnestion. The smaller the
body the more easy it is to log-roll jobs
and securc majorities for personal in-
stead of‘public considerations One cf
our objections to the Legislative Coun-
cil is on account of its being composed
of so small a number.

ly stated.

The first choral wedding ever celebrated
in Washington, took place at St. Paul’s
Church in that city, recently. The bridal
party, preceded by a processional ctoss
and twenty-four robed choristers and the
officiating priest, marched through the
main aisle singing a wedding bymn. On
arriving at the altar, which was surround-
ed with numerous lighted candles, the
bride and groom elect knelt in silent
prayer; after which the ceremony of the
Episcopal Church was performed.

The reverence in which the memory
of Geovge Washington is held even hy
those who are of terder years: is truly

encouraging. A lad, last week, in Bos-
ton, being directed by his teacher to com-
pose an essay on Washington, went so
far as to speak of that great man as the
progenitor of the human race—the first
man. Being asked by the schoolmaster if
Adam was not supposed to stand in that
dignified relation, the lad admitted that
“perhaps he did, if you were going to
take foreigners into account.”

The Queen is represented sitting on a
chair, with a dog lying by her side.

A corespondent of the London Times
states from aetual experiment in the Do
set County Hospital, that if a quantity of
chalk is placed in grates in nearly equal
proportions with coal, it will give out
great heat, is practically inexhaustible
from combustion, and will save about 75
per cent in fuel.

Last week, in Montreal, a youth of 16

Setting down his decanter, he exclaimed,
¢-God helping me, that is the last drop I
.will ever sell to any one!” And he kept
his word.

LIFE IN NEW YORK.

NEw YORrk, March 1.
BOYS WILL BE BOYS.

At and above Poughkeepsie the Hudson
River is frozen on an average about three
or four feet. The pastimes of the neigh-
borhood are skating and sailing in ice
boats. Large parties are formed, and
the skaters, ladies and gentlemen, speed
off for miles on the glassy surface. One
bitter cold night last week, a large party
were gathered for theirfun at Poughkeepsie
when a green foreigner, who was evidently
out of sorts with this ¢blawsted” coun-
try, approached the party, carpet bag in
hand, and asked if it would be safe to
cross the fiver. Some of the young men,
who were ripe for fun, assured him it
would be safe on condition that he got
down on his hands and knees, so as to
distribute his weight properly, so he
might get dcross without danger. Secur-
ing his carpet bag to his person he com-
menced the perilous feat of walking across
the ice that would have borne up an army.
Half way he was passed by a heavy four
horse team leaded down with beer. The
stranger, thinking he was sold, came to
his feet and folowed the wagon; but he
did not make such good time as to escape
the shouts of his tormentors who hover-
ed in the rear.

SAVING A CLERK.

An incident ‘occurred in this city that
proves that the reformation of a young
man is not impossible, even one who
starts on a dishonest course. One of our
bankers had a young man in his employ;
he was smart, intelligent, and seemed
reliable. - Night after night the cash ac-
count failed to balance. The deficiency
was small, but annoying. Suspicionrested
on the young man, for there was no one
in the business but himself and employeft.
A detective was eonsulted, the money
marked, and the young clerk detected.
Owning up when secrecy could no longer
avail, he said: ‘ Don’t send me to prison
and I will go off and trouble you no more.”
“I don’t intend,” said the banker, ¢ to
send you to prison nor to discharge you.
I am going to keep you and make a man
of you.” He took the yoeung fcllow into
his private room, showed him how he did
business; how impossible it was for any
one to abstract a penny without its being
at once known; that the slightest depar-
ture from rectitude in that business was
detected in a instant: He did more than
this. He showed himr that integrity and
unbending honesty were the corner-
stones of financial success. The young
man wept bitterly and promised amend-
ment. He remained one year, when ke
received a fine offer in a large financial
establishment. The banker had such
confidence in his integrity that he be-
came his bondsman in a heavy amount.
The young man, who at one moment was
trembling on the brink of ruin, is now
one of the most successful and honored
financiers in the city.

M. E. PREACHERS IN COUNCIL,

On Monday of each week the Methodist
ministers meet at the Book Room and
hold what they call a preachers’ meeting.
The ordinary attendance is not large.
But occasionally subjects of great inter-
est come up and much excitement is pro-
duced. Last week quite a stir was pro-
duced by a discussion on the subject of
preaching fature punishment. One or
two men were rather roughly handled.
As the discussion was to be continued,
the room on Monday was densely erowd-
ed. Mr. Bnckley arose to reply to Mr.
Corbett. He occupiced an hour and a half
and in his argument would have satisfied
the most liberal preacher in the land. He
pitched in without ' merey into professed
revivalists,ignoramuses and rough meuth-
ed men, who fling hell, danmation and
kindred words about as if' they loved to.
Portions of the address were very
sarcastic and humorous—bri :
the house repeatedly and giving the at-
tendants, on the whole, a jolly good time.

ROSENWEIG,

Rosenweig was tried for the murder of
Miss Bowlsby. Iy the teeth of tle Re-
corder's charge the jury brought in a
verdict of manslaughter in the second

degree, and the ('u]prirﬁ\u‘u\
States prison for five years, the longest
term the law allows. Finding a flaw in
the procecdings, Rosenweig’s counsel
secured him a new trial, and then raised
the- point that he was entitled to a dis-
charge, having been placed in jeopardy
! by his former trial. While the motion
was being argued the Grand Jury came
iinto court with a new indictment for
murder, and the brute, instead of going
home with his family on straw bail, who
were waiting for him, was remanded to
the Tombs to be tried for his life.

Full Text of the King’s Act of Abdica-
tion to the Spanmish Congress
The following is a translation of the
Act of Abdication of King Amadeus. The
original document is the composition of
the King himself:—

To THE CONGRESS :

Great was the honor I received from
the Spanish nation in being elected to
occipy its Throne—an honor all the more
appreciated by me as it was surrounded
by the difficulties and dangers insepar-
able from the enterprise of governing a
country so profoundly disturbed. Ani-
mated, nevertheless, by the resolution of
my lineage, which prefers rather to seek
than to shun danger, I decided to find my
inspiration solely in the good of the
country, and to place myself above and
beyond all its political parties. Iresolv-
ed to comply religiously with the oath
I had taken before the Cortes Constituy-
entes. Ready to make every kind of
saerifice to-give this valorous nation the
peace it mneeds, the liberty it de-
serves, and the grandeur- to which its
glorious history and the true virtue and
constancyofits sons entitleit,I believed my
poor experience in the art of ruling would
be supplemented by the loyalty of my
character, and that I should find power-
ful aid in ‘overcoming the dangers and
difficulties of the situation. I also be-
lieved there would not be withheld from
me the sympathies of all the Spaniards
who truly love their country and who de-
sire to put an end to the sanguinary and
sterile struggles which have for so long
been tearing her entrails. I now find how
much I have been deceived in my good
desires. Fortwo long years I have worn
the Crown of Spain, and Spain still lives
in perpetual struggle. Isee moredistant
every day the eraof peaceand prosperity
I so ardently desire. If the enemies of
her well-being were strangers or foreign-
ers, then at the head of her valiant and
suffering soldiers I would be the
first to combat them. All those, how-
ever, who by their sword, their pen and
their speech aggravate and perpetuate the
evils of the nation are Spaniards. All of
these invoke the sweet nanie of the coun-
try. All profess to fight and to agitate
for her good, and between the din of the
combat, the confused, noisy, and contra-
dictory ¢lamor of political parties, amid
so many and so opposite manifestations
of public opinion, it is impossible for me
to discover the truth, and even more im-
possible to find the remedy for such
evils. I have anxiously sought it within
the law, and have not found it. Outside of
the law he should not seek it who has
sworn to observe the law. Nobody must
attribute my new resolution to weakness
of mind. No danger exists which would
move me to put off the Crown if I be-
lieved I wore it for the good of the Span-
iards. Neither has the risk to which the
life of my august wife was exposed made
the least impfession on my mind, but, on
the contrary, in this solemn moment, she
manifests with me the lively desire that
the authors of that attack may in due
time be pardened. But I have to-day the
firm conviction that all my efforts will be
sterile and all my propositions unrealiz-
able. These are, Senores Deputies, the
reasons which impel me to return to the
nation, and, in its name, to you, the
Crown conferred upon me by the national
vote. I hereby tenounce it for myseclf,
my children.and my successors. Rest as-
sured that in laying down the Crown I
do not lay down my love for Spain, as
noble as she is unfortunate; and that I
carry with me no other sorrow than that
of having found it impossible to do all the
good for her my loyai heart desired.

McLeod master, at New York ist inst.,
from Hamburg Nov. 25th, via Fayal Jan.
24th, reports :

Dec. 3, at 12 midnight, off Isle of Wight,
in a fresh gale from N, vessel on starboard
tack, regulation lights burning good, was
run into by an unknown steamer, and had
four planks stove on the port bow; re-
paired damage sufficiently to continue the
voyage; Dec. 8, no lat, lon 7 W., had a
severe hurricane from W.; lost mainyard
and split topsail; thence to Jan. 20 had a
succession of W. gales; Jan. 2, lat 46 20,
lon. 25, fell in with bark Bjorn (Nor.),
Captain Bentzon, from Philadelphia for
Queenstown, in a sinking condition; it
was blowing a gale at the time: after
great difficulty succeeded in rescuing the
captain and crew, 8 all told; Jan. 19, lat.
46, lon. 41, sails all split and provisions g4
and water getting short by having an ex-
tra crew on board, was compelled to run
for Fayal, where we arrived Jan. 21, and
landed the shipwrecked crew; Feb. 2, no
lat, &c., had a heavy gale fromS.W.; car-
ried away foretopsailyard and lost fore-
sail; Feb. 10, lat 36, lon. 56, while lying
to under lower topsails, was struck by a
heavy sea, which stove starboard bul-
warks, stanchions and rail; was 13 days
W. of Bermuda.

The bark Abraham Young, (of this
port,) Troop master, at New York 1st
inst., from Rotterdam Dec. 16th, and the
Lizzard the 29th, reports :

Had heavy S and SW gales in the North
Sea and English Channel ; lost and split
sails; took the southern passage, and
had moderate winds and fine weather to
Bermuda; thence 15 days, with heavy NE
and NW gales; lost and split sails.  Re-
ceived a pilot Feb. 26, Barnegat bearing
;VNW 25 miles, from boat Ezra Nye, No.

Disasters in February.—The number of
vessels belonging to or bound to or from
ports in the United States, reported to-
tally lost and missing during the past
month, is 49, of which 21 were wrecked,
13 abandoned, 2 burned, 5 foundered and
8 are missing. They are classed as fol-
lows: 3 steamers, 10 ships, 15 barks, 5
brigs and 46 schoenrers, and their total
value, exclusive of cargoes, is estimated
at $1,350,000. Amongst them ate the fol-

Schoorer Annie Bayard.—Advices re-
ceived at New York from Bilboa up to
the 13th ult., report that the schooner
Annie Bayard, of this port, remained
ashore on the bar at that port, and would
most likely prove a total loss. A hole
had been cut in her side, through which
the cargo (petroleum) was being taken
out, and it was thought nearly all of it
would be saved. The previous report
that the vessel had been got off was in-
correct.

The Schooner Lizzie Bachelder, from
Baltimore for New York, on the ways at
Graves’ shipyard, Norfolk, repairing, was ’
let down on the run by the breaking of
the ways chain on the 27th ult., and ran
into the schr J. R. Ford, Capt. Gallagher,
loaded with coal. which was hauling into
another wharf, breaking the Ilatter’s
mainboom into three pieces and staving
in her stern. The J. R. Ford was so
badly damaged that she came near sink-
ing. She will be hatiled up for repairs.
The Lizzie Batcheider was slightly dam-
aged by the collision.

The Schooner Charles H. Hildreth, be-
fore reported ashore on Deer Island, N.B.,
is supposed to be bilged. The C. H. H.
is owned by Mr. G. Garland, and is em-
ployed in the Grand Manan herring fish-
ery. She is a vessel of about 58 tons
burthen, 5 years old, is valued at 85,400
and insured for $4,725.

The Ship Peter Maxwell was recently
reported by a morning paper as having
been sold by Messrs. J. & R. Reed for a
large figure. The report was incorrect.
The vessel was built for them at this
port in 1855 and is still retained by them.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.
FRrREDERICTON, March 5.

The Speaker being ill yesterday after-
noon the Chairman of the Committee on
Public Accounts, Mr. Tibbets, took the
chair. This is in accordance with the
usual custom.

Bills were introduced :—By Otty, for
the relief of Christ Church, Norton; by
Butler, to exempt chattels and homesteads
from sale on execution; by Landry, to au-
thorize the Bishop to convey certain lands
to St. Joseph’s College; by Gillespie, to
abolish the Legislative Council; and by
Napier, to authorize St. Luke’s Church,
Bathurst, to sell certain lands.

Committees were appointed :—Qn Crown
Lands and the Board of Works—Gough,
Beckywith, Harrison, Robinson, Hibbard,
Lindsay, Butler, Otty and Macphe.son;
and on railways—Covert, Ryan, Lindsay,
Robinson and Butler.

Notices of motion were given by Mr.
Gough for Monday for reducing the num-
ber of Executive Councillors to not more
than five after the 1st day of May next;
and for Friday, asking for all papers re-
lating to the appointment of immigration
agents since the 1st of April last.

In Committee of the Whole Mr.Donald’s
bill to exempt persons 60 years of age
from statute labor to the amount of the

- poll tax, was amended so as to apply to
" cities and towxis. and agreed to after
considerable debate.
To-day’s Proceedangs.

Mr. Girouard inlroduced a Bill relating
to marsh lands.

On motion of Mr. Tibbets the commit-
tee on Debates was discharged.

Mzx. Hanington wished the report of his
remarks in yesterday's TRIBUNE correct-
ed. It should have said that he thought
it no waste of money to publish the De-
bates. ;

On motion of Mr. Donald the House
went into Committee of the Whole on a
bill to indemmify and protect owners of
impiroved lands in certain cases. Mr.
Ryan in the chair. He explained that the
object of the bill is to protect land-own-
ers from damages caused by drifting saw
dust and refase stuff of saw mills by giv-
ing a special remedy. It was before the
House last year as alo¢al bill, and thtown
out of the Upper House. The bill has
been made general.

Mr. Robinson thought it better to make
it local. It would not pass as a general
bill.

Mr. Crawford said the common law
makes necessary provisions.

Mr. Hanington said in most cases com-
mon law makes provisions. This bill
provides for the punishment of the Svilful
or negligent acts of wrong doers who &l-
low saw dust or drift stuff to float down
on lands. On grounds of public policy
the owners of Jands should have a distinct
remedy laid down by Act of Assembly.

Passed without amend-
ment.

WasniNgTON, March 4.

President Grant was inaugurated into
his second term of office to-day with the
usual forms; the attendance was greater
than ever before on such occasions and
the demonstrations were elaborate and
i;nposing, especially the military por-
tion.

The President’s inaugural address was
confined to domestic topics. It demands
an enlargement of the civil rights of the
freedmen; he is satisfled with his past
policy towards the Indians ; he commends
the civil service reform and believes in an
enlargement of our borders though he
will not propose any annexation measure
to the country.

Upon the subject of annexation the
President says:  In future, while I hold
my present office, the subject of the ac-
quisition of territory must have the sup-
port of the people before I will recom-
mend any proposition looking to such ac-
quisition. I say here, however, that I do
not share in the apprehension entertained
by many as to the danger of the Govern-
ment’s becoming weakened and destroyed
by reason of the extension of territory.
Commerce, education and rapid traasit of
thought and matter, by telegraph and
steam, have changed all this. Rather do
I believe that our Great Maker is prepar-
ing the World, in His own good time, to
become one nation, speaking one language
and when armies and navies will be no
longer required.”
