Some 5,000 Thrown Into a River—HEsti
mated That 50,000 Native Christians
Have Been Butchereod.

London, Sept. 21.—Authentic ac-

counts have been received here, says

the Moscow of the
Standard, of a horrible massacre at
Blagovestchensk, which un-
doubtedly carried out under direct or-
ders from the Russian authorities,
and which then let loose the tide of
slaughter through Amur. The entire
Chinese population of 5,000 souls was
escorted out of town to a point five
miles up the Amur, and then, being
led in batches of a few hundreds to
the river bank, was ordered to cross
over to the Chinese side. No boats
were provided and the river is a mile
wide. The Chinese were flung alive
into the stream and were stabbed or
shot at the least resistance, while
Russian  volunteers, who lined the
bank, clubbed or shot any who at-
tempted to land. Not one escaped
alive. The river bank for miles was
etrewn with corpses.

“Nowadays it is next to tmpossible
t0 get anything out of a suit at court
after the lawyers have finished with it.
Hundreds and thousands of ceses have
arisen within the past few
whilch there has been little or nothing
left for wciients when the charges for

lawyelrs’ services have been paid. This |

thing wid come 1o an end some day.
The people will rise in their might

&nd break down the system which per-, |

mits such enormous charges. All the
business now wansacted by lawyers
could be done just as well by the state.
The fees collected are outrageous. Why
can’t civil business be done as chieanly
&s the criminal business? In this court
we try 'to get alomg without making
@uy charges for costs if we can help
it, and when there are costs they are
very small. Even swhen the laswyers
have got through with a case it is by
N0 means settled.
Judges will take ome side and one will
take the other. In the court of ap-
Ppeal the judgment will, perhaps, be re-
versed and three judges will suppornt
the minority mamber of the court be-
low, while two will agree with the first
Judgment.

“Both the Emnglish delegates made ear-
nest appeals to me to bring a closer
affiliation between the two countries,
so that the workers of Great Britain,
America and Canada might become
thorouzhly united.”
