ARISTOCRACY DOWN AT THE 
HEEL.

London, Oct. 1.—The Duke of Marl­
borough’s engagement to Miss Vander­
bilt must have filled many broken- 
down aristocrats in England with en­
vy, and it will not be surprising if quite 
a number of them run over to try their 
luck in the matrimonial market. Be­
yond a doubt, scores of fine old families 
are in a very bad way, owing to the 
agricultural depression and in some 
instances to disastrous speculations 
on the Stock Exchange or race course. 
Only last week a son of the late Duke 
of Roxburghe has been before the 
Bankruptcy Court for the fourth time, 
with assets upon this occasion of £2 
sterling, which quite beats the record 
for noble penury. The Earl of An- 
caster is selling his Welsh estates in 
small lots to suit farmer purchasers, 
and is obtaining an unexpectedly good 
price for the land; but the saddest of 
all the cases brought this week before 
an unfeeling public is that of Viscount 
Hill, whose most cherished heirlooms 
have been sold at auction by order of 
the Trustee in Bankruptcy. The auc­
tion took place at Shrewsbury, and at­
tracted amateur and professional col­
lectors and dealers from all parts of 
the country. Some lots fetched sen­
sational prices. As much as $9 per 
ounce was paid for old silver plate. 
This, to be sure, was an exceptional 
lot, consisting of a beautiful dish and 
ewer. But $3 an ounce has been quite 
a common price. So low have the for­
tunes of this famous family sunk that 
even military medals and crosses won 
by hard fighting in the field, and 
knightly orders bestowed by royalty 
for distinguished service to the State, 
have been sold under the auctioneer’s 
hammer. One hundred pounds were 
given for the helmet worn by Gen. Hill 
at the battle of Aboukir. A gold cross 
with six clasps, indicating as many 
battles, fought by the same doughty 
warrior in the Peninsular War, went 
for $5,000, and his Waterloo medal sold 
for $375. Eight hundred dollars en­
abled an unknightly civilian to buy 
Gen. Hill’s insignia of the military or­
der of the Bath, and so on.

It is a curious thing, by the way, 
that while several peerages have be­
come extinct this year, through the 
failure of male heirs, the number is 
about balanced by the efforts to re- 
vive extinct or dormant peerages. One 
of the latter will come before the 
House of Lords for examination early 
next session, and the claimant fully ex­
pects to be able to establish his case. 
He is a plain citizen of modest means, 
and his name is Mathew. He asserts 
his rights to the Earldom of Llandaff, 
which has been dormant for a good 
many years, apparently because the 
successive earls were too busy fighting 
in India and other parts of "the world 
to give any thought to home affairs.

A BIG BLACK DIAMOND.
Paris, Oct. 1.—The largest black dia­

mond ever seen was shown to the 
Academy of Sciences by M. Moissan, a 
French chemist. It weighs 3.073 carats. 
This gigantic carbon was found by a 
digger in July last in the diamond field 
of Bahia. Its hardness is greater than 
that of a brilliant, and for this rea- 
son, it has great industrial value. It 
presents a surface partly smooth and 
partly corrugated, and is exactly simi­
lar to the particles of black diamond 
produced by M. Moissan in an electri- 
cal furnace. The three largest of the 
species previously found weighed 620, 
810 and 1,700 carats, and the latter was 
not free from flaws. The present speci­
men is as big as a large pear, and ap­
parently perfect.
THE ECHO ORGAN IN THE ABBEY

London, Oct. 1.—The echo organ at 
Westminster Abbey, which Mr. Clark, 
of yachting fame, some time ago un­
dertook to provide, has now been fixed 
in the trifolium above Tennyson’s 
monument. The new instrument is 
electrically connected with the main 
organ. A new keyboard has been add­
ed to the already complicated organ, 
making five manuals, and there are 
electrical contrivances in great variety, 
by means of which the couplings and 
stops are put into and out of action. 
The effect of touching the keys on the 
new manual is instantaneous, and the 
echo organ is as sensitive in respond­
ing as in the main instrument.

New York 10 Liver ooncinPEARY SPEAKS OF BLOOMERS. ♦

Esquimaux Women, He Says, Were 
Pioneers in the Costume.

Halifax, N. S., Oct. 1.—Lieut. R. E. 
Peary passed through Halifax yesterday on 
his way to Philadelphia. Mrs. Peary met 
him here.

Lieut. Peary spoke freely of life in the 
northern latitudes. He said that the 
women of civilization might learn much 
from the Esquimaux women in the way of 
amiability. “Scolding,” he said, “they 
have not yet acquired.”

“They were the pioneers in bloomer 
wearing,” the lieutenant continued. “They 
wear trousers down to their knees and a 
pair of skin boots. Between their boots 
and trousers is a bare space like that in the 
costume of the Scotch Highlander.

“We struck some days when the mercury 
was 44 degrees below zero, but the cold was 
not uncomfortable. I have suffered with 
it more in Florida. The warm spells in the 
north, however, are enervating. The most 
extreme hardship that we experienced was 
during an expedition to Cape York. For 
48 hours we were without food.”

Here extremes exist, if they do not meet in those of selfish tenden cles thegreed to get as much as pos­
sible because there is no proportionate increase in the cost is developed and 
manifested In the frequency with 
which, on the slightest pretext, they 
are ever calling in the services of their 
doctor, and in the satisfaction with 
which they dispose of the most liberal 
supplies of medicine. Those of finer 
sensibilities, on the other hand, refrain 
from seeking as much medical council 
as they should, lest they may be sus- 
pected of taking undue advantage on 
their privilege of “free attendance. 
Again, the ramifications of the system 
are becoming so extensive that th 
confidential relations of family phy- 
sician, once so sacred and honorable, 
are fast becoming a thing of the past. 
Now it is no unusual thing for a family 
to have as many different doctors as 
there are members in the family. Not 
merely male members and heads of 
families, but afflicted societies of wo- 
men, and children even, are now found 
in some of the orders. It is no uncom­
mon experience for a physician wh 
has been called in to attend a non- 
society member of a family to find 
another member in charge of a lodge 
doctor, a daughter or sister belonging 
to a society, under the care of a sec­
ond doctor, while a child in the same 
house may be attended by a third doc­
tor, a physician for one of the juven­
ile societies! Surely, human life ought 
to be of more consequence than to as­
sign its ills and ailments in a job lot 
to the contractor who will give the 
cheapest service, or who has found 
most favor in the eyes of a majority 
of a lodge or club. He may be a capable 
man, but in the nature of things, he

To the Editor of the "Advertiser":
The sentiment of the medical pro- 

fession in this cty respecting lodge o 
club practice are as follows:

1 The practice is unbusiness- e, 
asmuch as the lodge doctor engages to 
do an indefinite amount of work for a 
definite, limited remuneration. Whether 
the demands upon his services are, as 
in the majority of cases, out of pro- 
portion to his remuneration, or 
whether, by reason of preference some 
members of a lodge employ the family 
physician regardless of their privilege 
of free medical attendance, whether, 
in fact, the lodge doctor receives more 
or less than a fair remuneration for 
his services, is a matter governed by 
circumstances, which his contract 
takes no cognizance of—a contract 
which, from its very nature, ignores 
the fundamental business principle 
that every man should pay for what 
he gets, and get what he pays for. 
The violation of this principle renders 
contract medical practice objectionable 
on the very face if it; even if it were 
tenable on other grounds while the 
observance of the principle renders 
some forms of medical service toler-

4. Free medical attendance is by no 

means essential to the successful work­
ing of beneficiary societies. As a mat­
ter of fact the system is not in vogue in 
one-half the orders. The three orders of 
Foresters, the Knights of Pythias and 
the I. O. O. F. (with whom it is op­
tional) provide medical attendance for 
its members. The Chosen Friends, the 
Ancient Order of United Workmen, 
the Canadian Order of Home Circles, 
the Select Knights, and the Royal 
Templars provide sick benefit, but no 
medical attendance. The Royal Ar- 
canum. Woodmen, National Union, 
provide insurance protection, and, of 
course, have no medical attendants. 
It is evident, therefore, that less than 
half of the beneficiary societies do not 
approve of the system of providing free 
attendance, and while they provide 
weekly sick benefits, they allow their 
members to choose and employ their 
own medical attendants.

5. Lastly, the profession in this city 
has no quarrel with beneficiary so- 
cieties. We recognize that they are 
engaged in laudable work, and that 
they are promoting provident and 
thrifty habits among their members, 
as well as relieving the sick and the 
distressed. We do not wish to an­
tagonize them. We do not propose to 
enter upon any further discussion of 
this subject, and are prepared to ren­
der them every assistance in our pow-

tory For example, medical examiners 
are paid only $1 to $2 for examina­
tions by the societies, while insurance 
companies pay from $3 to $5 for pre- 
cisely similar examinations, and yet 
the medical profession, while feeling 
the inadequacy of the former fee, have 
not raised any general complaint, inas­
much as the remuneration, whatever 
it may be, is a fixed fee paid for a 
definite, limited service, and thus dif­
fers essentially in principle from a con­
tract for free medical attendance.

2. The remuneration for contract 
medical attendance, viz., $1 to $1 50 a 
year per member, is grossly out of pro- 
portion to the services rendered.

Why 
should medical men contract their ser­
vices to societies at a mere fraction 
of the fees cheerfully paid by the gen­
eral public in private practice? Is it 
warrantable or politic for beneficiary 
societies to engraft upon their organi­
zations a relief system which is unjust 
to the medical profession on the one 
hand, and contributes to an unfair dis- 
crimination against the public on the 
other hand?

3. The medical contract feature of 
beneficiary societies cannot be de­
fended on charitable grounds. The 
well-to-do, as frequently as the less 
favorably situated, seek and obtain 
membership in these societies with a 
view to securing cheap medical atten­
dance. Business men, professional 
men and manufacturers and contrac- 
tors are found in their ranks, and shar­
ing their advantages. The absolutely 
poor do not suffer in a city like Lon­
don for lack of medical attendance. 
Not only have we our free hospitals 
and dispensary, but every medical 
man is in himself a center of charity 
in the ordinary exercise of his profes­
sional work. It may be said truth-
