Sir Adam Beck’s bluff, if bluff it be, on 
the relative cost of electric power in 
Toronto and Montreal, and has made 
the stake large enough to afford sub­
stantial aid to the beneficiary charitable 
institution that will receive the money 
if the chairman of the Ontario hydro­
electric commission accepts the chal­
lenge, the wager is, however, merely a 
side issue. The principal stake is the 
public interest. If Sir Adam Beck’s 
statements are accurate, that Toronto 
obtains its electric power and lighting 
at very much lower rates than consum­
ers in Montreal, then it makes Toronto 
a strong magnet for industries using 
electric power in comparison with this 
city. But Sir Adam’s ipse-dixit cannot 
settle the controversy. Sir Herbert Holt 
is quite as dependable an authority, we 
are disposed to think, and more so. and 
he is convinced in the sum of $10,000 
that the cheaper power is supplied in 
Montreal.”

What Beck Claims.
• "The statement of the hydro-electric 
chairman is that domestic lighting 
rates in Montreal are 92 per cent higher

also that power rates are from 53% to 
200 per cent higher in Montreal than in 
Toronto, that measured by the volume 
of light Montreal is paying 40 per cent 
more for its street lighting than To­
ronto, and that Montreal’s cost of pump­
ing for its sewer, water and filtration 
plants is 150 per cent higher than it 
would be at Toronto rates. The com­
mission contends that if Montreal rates 
were charged in Toronto, the Toronto

Ottawa. Feb. 3.—The probable scope 
of the federal franchise act to be in­
troduced by the Government at the 
approaching session of Parliament is a 
matter of considerable speculation in 
parliamentary and political circles. 
The act will replace the war-times elec­
tions act, but may retain some of the 
features of the legislation under which 
the present Parliament was elected, in­
cluding the disfranchisement of certain 
citizens of alien enemy birth. In this 
respect it is understood, however, that 
the restrictions likely to be imposed will 
be much less extensive in character 
than those provided by the war-times 
election act.

Disfranchise Deserters.
Disfranchisement of deserters under 

the military service act is practically 
certain, as it is recognized that there 
would be a demand for it by a majority 
of the members of the House.

London, Feb. 3.—The strike fever, 
which has become epidemic In. the Unit­
ed Kingdom, spread to London today 
and the present week promises to be a 
critical one industrially for the me- 
tropolis.

Capt. Glen Gordon Speaks
9From Experience.

& i Capt. Glen Gordon, one of the orig- 
Inal officers of the 1st Battalion, who 
was captured by the Germans at the 
battle of Givenchy in June, 1915, 
reached his home in Stratford a few 
days ago, after having been a prisoner 
in Germany for three years. He is at 
present patient at the military con­
valescent hospital on South street, 
where he is undergoing treatment for 
an abcess which formed as a result of 

the breaking down of the wound in 
•the leg which he received just before 
being taken prisoner.

Capt. Gordon declared that the Ger- 
mans and particularly the Prussians, 
practiced systematic ill-treatment of 
British prisoners. In one camp where 
he was interned the commandant gave 
instructions that British prisoners in 
particular were never to bo trusted, 
as they were wolves in sheeps' cloth­
ing. Under his supervision the prisoners 
were subjected to all kinds of indig- 
nities, which included a search of their 
persons every day, ostensibly to ascer­
tain whether they had concealed on 
them weapons, compasses, maps, etc.

Doctors Brutal.
In the hospitals, also, Capt. Gordon 

said, the doctors, although they were 
clever, were absolutely callous to the 
sufferings of the patients. They used 
the knife very freely and more often 
than not performed even major opera­
tions without using anesthetic. Capt. 
Gordon himself was a patient in a Ger­
man hospital for three months. He 
said that the treatment, both in hos­
pitals and camps, varied considerably. 
Where Prussians were in control cruel­
ty and ill-treatment were the general 
rule to a much greater extent when 
the prison staff was composed of men 
from other parts of Germany.

Parcels Saved Them.
Since the middle of 1916, Oa.pt. Gor­

don said, the officer prisoners could not 
have existed but for the parcels of 
food received through the Red Cross. 
The rations served by their captors 
consisted of acorn coffee and a small 
piece of black bread for breakfast, and I 
thin soup usually made from mangold- 
wurzels, for the noonday meal, which 
was the last meal of the day. Occasion- 
ally, perhaps twice a week on an aver­
age, a small slice of sausage might be 
found in the soup, but there was never 
an issue of meat.

Capt. Gordon was in Holland when 
the armistice was signed. Just pre- 
,viously he had been sent there to await 
repatriation under an agreement for 
an exchange of prisoners. Even before 
the armistice was signed, however, he 
said, a change in the attitude of the 
Germans towards the prisoners could 
be noticed. It became evident that the 
Huns were losing their confidence and 
they tried to ingratiate themselves.
