In fartherance of
one of their many superstitions, the
Indisns take rattle-snakes in their teeth,
permitting the reptiles to bite them re-
peatedly. The Indians prepare them-
gelves for this ordeal by a mysterious
antidote known alone to the medicine
man of his tribe and his successor. The
coremony 1 intended to bring rain and
crops. The snakes are supposed to be
the messengers of the rain-gode, and the
Indians while holding the snakes in their
teeth believe they impart the prayer of
the tribe for good rains for the season 1o
come. About 125 white visitors, from
various parts of the courtry, viewed the
rites, among them two ladies who faint.
ed. The dance began 20 minutes before
sunset, August 21, 1897. It took place
on & sacred rock 12 by 40 feet. The chief
brought forth the snakes, s wriggling
buzzing, furious masss of 125 reptilen
mostly rattle snakes. The Indians were
divided into two patties, members of the
nake order and the sntelope order.
The antelope men headed a procession,
marching several times sround the rock,
followed by the snake men. ‘They lined
up opposite each other at Jast, and chant-
ed in good imitation of thunder end
falling rain, Then, each snake man at-
tended by an antelope man, knelt about
the writhing mass and put the snakes
ingo their mouths, If the snakes were
large one sufficed ; if small two or three
were held at the same time, They would
