LEGAL QUALIFIFICATIONS OF MEMBERS OF THE
SENATE AND OF THE HoUSE oF CoMMONS.
WHAT CONSTITUTES AN ELECTOR.

The Parliament of the Dominion consists
of the Queen, a Senate of 72, appointed by
the Crown for life, and a House of Commons
of 181 members chosen by the people. The
Members of this Parliament are locally ap-
portioned as follows :—

1 The Senators of Quebec are nomnated one for
each of 24 territorial districts in which their pro-
perty qualification must be.
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The number of Senators is fixed (except
that six additional Senators may be appointed
by, the Crown); that of Members of the
House of Commons is to vary according to
the population ascertained at each decennial
census, Quebec retaining the same number.
Thus, supposing the calculation in our article
on the census [respecting gradual increase of
ggpulation] to be correct, the House of

mmons will be thus constituted after
1871 : Ontario 98, Queb&c 65, Nova Scotia
18, New Brunswick 15, total 196. Term of
election, 5 years, unless the House be sooner
dissolved. Sessions annual. The property
qualification is : for Senators, the possession
of $4,000 real and personal estate over and
above all liabilities; for Members of the
House of Commons in Ontario and Quebec,
£500 sterling of Real Estate ; in New Bruns--
wick the possession for six months previous
to the issue of the writ of election of $1,200
of real estate; in Nova Scotia ‘““a legal or
equitable freehold estate in possession, of the
clear yearly value of eight dollars (§8),” or
the candidate must be * qualified to be an
elector.”

The following are electors : In Ontario and
Quebec, every male subject, being the owner
or occupier or tenant of real property of the
assessed value of $300, or of the yearly value
of $30, if within cities or towns, or of the as-
sessed value of $200, or the yearly value of
$20, if not so situate. In New Brunswick,
every male subject of the age of 21 years,
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not disqualified by law, assessed for the year
for which the register is made up, in respect of
real estate to the amount of $100 or of per-
sonal property or personal and real amount-
ing together to $400, or $400 annual income.
In Nova Scotia, all subjects of the age of 21
years, not disqualified by law, assessed for
the year for which the register is made up in
respect of real estate to the value of $150, or
in respect of personal estate or of real and
personal together to the value of $300.
Voting in Quebec, Ontario and Nova Scotia
is open, on enquiry by the Returning Officers,
after the person desirous of voting has by
reference to the registration list established
his right to vote. In New Brunswick votes

AvompaNcE OF A DEecisioN.—When a motion
has been made upon which the House is
unwilling to come to-a vote, there are certain
formal modes of avoiding a decision, amongst
which are ‘‘passing to the other orders of
the day,” or “‘moving the previous question.”
The former means that the House should—
casting aside and taking no notice of the
matter then before it—proceed to the other
business appointed for that day; the latter,
that a vote be previously taken as to the
expediency of coming to any decision on
the question raised. If ‘“the previous ques-
tion”” be negatived as a matter of expe-
diency, the motion to which it referred is
only gotten rid of for the time, whereas a
direct negative to the motion itself would
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be a proscription of it for the remainder of
the Session, as well as a denial of its prin:
ciple. With respect to a Bill, moving that
it ““be read this day six months,” or ‘“‘this
day three months,” is a mode of throwing it
out without coming to an express declaration
against the principle of the measure.

BiLis (PRIVATE).—Privates Bills are chiefly
introduced to enable individuals or bodies
corporate to undertake works of public
utility, at their own risk, and chiefly for
their own emolument and benefit; but
there are other private bills which frequen-
tlyicome before Parliament, such as Bills for
adjusting claims to property between indi-
vidual claimants, and Bills relating to divorce,
naturalization, &c., &c. The expenses of
legislation in such matters must be paid by
the parties seeking the relief; and certain
deposits, varying in amount, must be made
before the measure can be taken up by the
Private Bill Committee. All these Bills
have to be read a second time, and then, if
all the rules of the House have been com-
plied with, they go to the Committee, and
it is before this Committee that proper atten-
tion must be given by the parties interested.
Individuals or companies may appear by
Parliamentary Agents.

Buis (Pusuic).—A Bill is the draft or
skeleton of a Statute. Any bill which the
Senate can originate may be intraduced and
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laid on the table by any individual Senator
without the previous permission of the
House ; but in the Commons, no bill can be
brought in unless a motion for leave be
previously agreed to. Permission having
been granted, a Committee is appointed to
prepare the bill. It is then brought in and
read a first time, without amendment or
debate, and a day is appointed for the second
reading, previous to which it is printed, and
a copy furnished to each member. The Bill,
after the second reading, is referred to a
Committee of the whole House, at the
sittings of which its details are considered.
as its principles were at each of its several
readings. Members are at liberty to discuss
its principle at any of its stages, but no one
is considered to have declared decisively in
favor of its principle, unless by his vote
he supports its second reading. In Com-
mittee, the bill is debated clause by clause,
the blanks left for names, dates, nature and
amount of penalties, &c., are filled up, and
sometimes the bill is entirely new-modelled.
The blanks, as they are called, which are
usually filled up, in italics, are agreed to
without a question being put, unless a mem-
ber should propose to alter them. The next
proceeding is, that the Chairman of the Com
mittee should make a report to the House
of the changes that the bill has undergone,
which he does by presenting a copy of it to
the Speaker in its altered form. The report
of the Committee is agreed to without dis-
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cussion, the bill is ordered to be printed,
and it is then read a third time, when any
further amendments can be made. If a new
clause be added, it is called arider. The
last question but one is, that the “bill do
pass;”’ after this nothing remains except to
determine its title, which used to be a ge-
neral one for all the acts passed in the Ses-
sion, but in modern times distinct titles are
used for each statute. During the progress
of a bill the House may divide on the follow-
ing questions : 1st. on the second reading;
2nd. that it be committed: 3rd. that the
report of the committee be received; 4th.
rthat the bill be re-committed; 5th. that
1t e read a third time ; 6th. that it do pass;
Tth. the title of the bill. These are quite
exclusive of any divisions in Committee, or
any amendments, or of any clauses added to
or expunged from the measure in or out of
the Committee. Alterations are not usually
proposed in a bill until after its principle
has been disposed of on the second reading.
Immediatly after the passing of a bill, it is
taken by a member to the bar of the Senate
desiring their concurrence, where it passes
through the same forms as in the Commons.
If the Bill be rejected, no further pro-
ceedings ensue. When the ‘Senate agree
with the Commons in the principle of the
measure, but differ on matters of detail, a
conference usually follows between members
deputed from each House, who generally
succeed in adjusting the difference; but if
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both Houses remain inflexible, the bill is
dropped. The same proceedings are adopted
mutatis mutandis when the bill originates in
the Upper House. The bill having thus
passed both Houses, remains with the Senate
except in the case of a bill of supply. which
is sent back to the Commons, to be by them
presented at the bar of the Senate to the
Representative of the Sovereign. The assent
of the Crown is the final proceeding which
converts a bill into an Act of Parliament.
(See ‘“ Royal Assent.”)

Bupeer (tHE) —The Minister of Finance
makes one general statement every year to
the House of Commons, the object of which
is to present a comprehensive view of the
financial condition ot the Dominion. Some-
times there are preliminary, or supplemental,
or occasional speeches : ‘but the great gene-
ral statement of the year has, for a long time
past, been quaintly called ‘the Budget,”
from the French bougette, by a eommon
figure of speech, putting the name of that
which incloses, to signify the thing contained.
The annual speech known by that appella-
tion embraces a review of the income and
expenditure of the past year, as compared
with those of preceding years ; remarksupon
the financial prospects of the country; an
exposition of the intended repeal, modifica-
tions, or imposition of taxes during the ses-
sion ; and a detail of the public expenditure
during the current period, with its grounds
of justification.
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CaBiNeT.—The government of a state or
community is understood to signify the exer-
cise of supreme authority, and includes the
executive, the legislative, and the judicial
powers ; but in popular acceptation it means
only the first of these, the higher and more
immediate functions of which are exercised
by the Cabinet, a select body through whom,
for the time being, the principal functions
of royalty are discharged.

Itis only since the adoption of the system of’
Responsible Government that any of the B.
N. A. Provinces has had a Cabinet of Ministers.
%efore this took place, those who advised the

xecutive or Her Majesty's Representative,
were called, as they were in fact, Members
of the Executive Council They are here
dignified by the same name as that by which
they are acknowledged in the Parent State
—they are called the Government, when the
fact is that this word only applies to the three
Estates which constitute the Government;
but we have come into the use of the term
usually employed in England, and as such it
will be the best to use it. When speaking
of the Supreme Government of the Domi-
nion the people understand the members of
the Queen's Privy Council for Canada. The
Queen’s Privy Council for Canada is com-
posed of thirteen members. It usually in-
cludes all those who are bound to retire
when a change of Ministry takes place. The
Privy Council being more immediately res-
ponsible for the conduct of public affairs,

their deliberations are always considered
confidential, and are kept secret. The head
of the Cabinet, who has been entrusted with
its formation, 1s called ¢ The Premier,” but
more properly ¢ the head of Her Majesty's
Canadian Government.”" The Cabinet, as it
stands at present, comprises the following
officers :—‘ The President of the Queen’s
Privy Council for Canada’; ‘‘The Minister
of Justice and Attorney General”; ¢ The
Minister of Militia;”’ *‘I'he Minister of Cus-
toms’; “The Minister of Fiance' ; “The
Minister of Public Works;’’ ¢ The Minister
of Inland Revenue;’ *“The Secretary of
State for the Provinces ;" “The Minister of
Marine and Fisheries;” ‘‘ The Postmaster
General ;7 “The Secretary of State of Ca-
nada ;”’ ‘The Minister of Agriculture;” and
“The Receiver General.”” They usually resign
when they have lost the confidence of the
House of Commons, or they may be dismissed
by Her Majesty's representative, and either
House can, by address to the Governor
General, ask for the dismissal of his Cabinet
or advisers.® The members of the Cabinet,
or Administration, are supposed to agree
upon principles of policy and legislation, and
are expected to cooperate in Parliament,
upon all matters and questions not specifi-
cally agreed upon as “ open questions.” The
office of Premier may be held in conjunction
with either of the principal departments of
state, though heretofore it has been usually
associated with the office of Attorney General.
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CLERR OF THE CrOowN IN CHaNCERY.—The
Clerk of the Crown in Chancery is by rightan
officer of both Houses of Parliament His
duties are to take charge of all the Poll
Books and ZElection documents, to issue
Writs of Election, &c. ; attend with those at
the Table when so ordered by the House; and
at the closing of each session of Parliament
to read aloud the title of each several Bill
before it receives the Royal assent by Her
Majesty’s Representative. We reproduce
from Macqueen’s Appellate Jurisdiction of the
House of Lords, that portion which refers to
the duties of this officer in England .—‘The
8uties of the Clerk of the Crown do not now,
as heretofore, require-his constant attend-
ance in the House of Lords. He assists
when the Royal assent is given to Bills; but
has no concern with the business of the
Appellate Jurisdiction. In an ancient ma-
nuscript, preserved in the office of the Clerk
of the Crown the following particulars are
given respecting this ancient officer: ‘The
Clerk of the Crown sitteth in the Upper
House of Parliament, by the Clerk of that
Court, upon the Woolsack, attending there
all the Parliament, and is sometimes senton
messages to the Lower House; and on the
last day of the Parliament he readeth the
Acts, and the Clerk of the Parliament giveth
the King’s answer; where it is to be noted
that all the time of Parliament he sitteth on
the right hand of the Clerk of Parliament,
and when he readeth the Acts, he standeth
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on his left hand, which is the higher place,
being on the ng s right hand.””

CrLerk oF THE House oF CoxMoxs —¢‘The
Clerk of the Commons House of Parliament™’
holds an office of great trust and importance.
He, with two assistants, sits at the upper end
of the table. The Crown appoints him by
commission, and he appoints a deputy. Itis
his duty to make minutes, not ot the argu-
ments held in the House, but of the decisions
at which it arrives—in other words, torecord
its votes, resolutions, addresses, orders, re-
ports, divisions, and all other proceedings in
which it may be engaged; to see that they
are correctly printed and distributed to the
members; to read aloud all such documents
as the House may order to be read; to per-
form the duty (without taking the chair) of
president or moderator during the choice of
a Speaker, putting a question and directing
a division in the same manner that a chair-
man wduld do.

Comyarrars —In -common with courts of
law and equity, the Houses of Parliament
can punish all contempts of their authority
or disobedience of their mandates. Each
House 1s armed with power to repress any
aggression committed upon its rights, orany
interference with its privileges; but in the
case of the Assembly the opera.tlon of this
power islimited to the session of Parliament :
committals by that House being invalidated
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by a prorogation Either House can delegate
to a Committee the power of sending for
papers and records, and of enforcing the at-
tendance of necessary witnesses.

CoynuTTEES.—Are, first, those of the whole
House, which may be to consider certain
Resolutions, as to the nature of which con-
siderable latitude prevails; or the House
resolves itself into such Committee, to con-
sider the details of a Bill, the principle of
which may be discussed at any or all of its
other stages; or there may be Committees
for financial purposes, as those of “Supply,’”
br “Ways and Means’’ (which see). Secondly,
There are Select Committees chosen by ballot
or otherwise, for some specific purpose—
the number composing such bodies seldom
exceeds fifteen members except by permis-
sion of the House. Thirdly, Election Com-
mittees, which are judicial tribunals, ap-
pointed to try the merits of controverted
elections. They are appointed by a General
Committee on elections, who, after having
selected a certain number from the members
to constitute the chairman's panel, divide
the remainder into panels, and report the
same to the House, marked 1, 2 and 3. The
Clerk, in the presence of the House places
the whole three in a hat and draws them
forth, marking each in rotation, A, B, C.
The General Committee then selects four
members for the Committee for the first
controverted election referred to them, and
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at the same time the chairman’s panel as-
sembles and ballots for a chairman for the
particular Committee chosen. Fourthly,
Committees on Private Bills (which see).
When the whole House is in Committee, the
Speaker vacates the Chaif, the Mace is
placed under the table, and some other
Member is called on to preside, who sits in
the seat of the senior Clerk.

Co~FERENCE.—This is a species of negotia-
tion between the two Houses of Parliament.
conducted by managers appointed on both
sides, for the purpose of producing concur-
rence, in cases where mutual consent is ne-
cessary; or for the purpose of reconciling
differences which may have arisen. If the

conference be upon the subject of a bill de-
pending between the two Houses, it must be
demanded by that House which is in posses-
sion of the bill, at the time of asking the
conference. Itis the sole privilege of the
Senate to naime the time and place for
holding a conference, no matter by which
House it may have been demanded. Reasons
in writing for the course resolved to be taken,
are usually furnished to the managers on
both sides, in which case it is simply called
“a conference.”” Should this proceeding
fail, a ¢ free conference '’ must be held,
which gives an opportunity for the managers
individually, and unrestrained by any pre-
cise form of argument, to urge such reasons
a8, in their judgment, may best tend to in-
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fluence the House to which they are ad-
dressed. A free conference is usually
demanded after two conferences have been
holden without effect. After one free con-
ference, none other but free conferences can
be held touching the same subject.
CrowN.—In speaking o thé Crown, the
reader must here remember that the attri-
butes and powers are exercised in this Pro-
vince by a Representative—viz: the Go-
vernor General. Its attributes are :—

To give or refuse to Bills “The Royal
Assent; to cause the laws to be duly admi-
! nistered and executed; to act in behalf of
the whole community in its intercourse with
other countries;—(but the Representative
of the Crown can neither declare war, nor
conclude a peace; this power cannot be
delegated); to direct the Naval and Military
forces within the limit of his Administration ;
to administer the Public Revenue; to
prorogue or dissolve Parliament. The
Queen's Representative, in appearing for
the Crown, represents the source of justice
and mercy, confers office, honors, and emo-
luments; but in the same manner as the
Monarch acts by Ministers who are amenable
to the Imperial Parliament, so the Repre-
sentative in this Province acts by Mimsters
who are responsible to the Provincial Par-
liament, and the choice of those Ministers
is the only prerogative which can be consti-
tutionally exercised without responsible




advisers; but even in this, Parliament, or
rather the People’s Representatives, exercise
the controlling power : for the appointment
of such Ministers by the Crown's Represen-
tative can have no practical effect, unless it
rests upon men whose charaeters and mea-
sures prove generally acceptable to the
House.

e

Estate o¥ ParuiaMeENT.—Parliament fully
assembled, consists of the Monarch, or his
Representative, the Upper House, and the
Lower House. They are more frequently
spoken of as the three -branches of the
Legislature. Neither House deliberates in
the presence of the Queen’s Representative,
nor will either of them permit any allusion,
in debate, to the opinions or sentiments
entertained by him. The three branches
taken together exercise none but legislative
functions, and they must all consent, or no
law can be passed. But they have separate
functions as well. The Monarch, or Repre-
sentative, holds the whele executive autho-
rity, and while the Lower House alone can
originate Money or Tax Bills, the Upper
House is deprived of this power. Nor does
the Upper House possess the great function
of trying impeachments, which is held by
the Lords in Great Britain, from the simple
fact, we presume, that there is no power
invested with the right to impeach. But we
will speak of each one separately :—

Hovsg or Comitoxs.—The Speaker takes the
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chair at 3 P. M. daily. If there be a quorum
the business is proceeded with ; if not, the
House is adjourned till the next day, at 3
P. M. Early meetings take place shortly
before the termination of the Session, in
order to expedite business, and bring matters
to a close; the House does not usually meet
on Saturday. nor does it assemble on any
holiday. No one can be admitted to hear
the debates without an order from the Ser-
geant-at-Arms, which is generally obtained
through a Member. Twenty Members in-
cluding the Speaker constitute a quorum.

<I'ae SENATE —The time for the ordinary
mdeting of this House is at three o’clock in
the afternoon, unless some other time shall
have previously been ordered. If a quorum
is not present at thirty minutes after the
time of meeting, the House is adjourned
until the next sitting day. Fifteen members
including the Speaker constitute a quorun.
The Speaker of the Senate is an Officer
appointed by the Crown.

Executive.—See Cabinet.

Fixance.—See Budget.

INTERRUPTION OF THE SITTINGS OF PARLIA-
MENT.—The proceedings of the Legislature
may be interrupted or suspended either by
adjournment, prorogation or dissolution.

Adjournment, as the term iself implies, is
a postponement of the sittings or proceed-
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ings of the House, from one time to another
specified for :the re-assemblage. When the
sittings of both Houses are interrupted
by royal authority, it is called prorogation.
Dissolution puts an end to the representative
character of the individuals who, at the time,
compose the House of Commons, and Par-
liament camnot therefore assemble until
after a new election, except in cases herein-
after mentioned. The power of adjournment
is a right belonging to each House, and there
are no restraints to this power.

The House of Commons can interrupt or
postpone any debate, defer the consideration
of any measure, or altogether adjourn its
sitting, but the practice is always to adjourn
to some stated time; and we think there
can be no doubt that, by the previous per-
misgion of the House, the Speaker can leave
the Chair for a certain number of hours;
but this does not amount to an adjournment,
and could not be noted as such by the Clerk.
But it must be remarked that the adjourn-
ment of one House does not adjourn the
other. The Crown may, pending an adjourn-
ment, summon by proclamation, either
House, or both, and may direct either, or
both Houses. to adjourn to any particular
day. But while this power exists, and
although in former times it has been fre-
quently exercised in the Imperial Legislature,
it has grown into desuetude there, as well
as in the Provinces enjoying the privileges
of their own local Legislatures.
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An individual member may for a time
interrupt the progress of business by suc-
cessive motions for adjournment, which may
be repeated indefinitely, with this restric-
tion : no second motion to adjourn can be
made until after some intermediate proceed-
ing shall have been had. The motion in
committee that the chairman report pro-
gress is equivalent to a motion to adjourn
the debate.

Adjournment does not close the session ;
nor does prorogation terminate Parliament.
The former is an act which either House can
perform : the latter is a power vested in
the Crown, the duration of which may be
subsequently shortened or extended as the
Crown pleases. All unfinished business ter-

minates and dies with a prorogation, but
during an adjournment they remain in statu
%uo, to be revised on the re-assembling of

arliament. A member who moves the
adjournment of a debate, or who is in pos-
session of the floor at the time of the
adjournment, is said to be in possession of
the House, with the right to reopen the
debate which has been interrupted. This is
not the case, however, when Committees of
the whole House adjourn. Prorogation never
extends beyond forty days, but it may be
repeated from time to time by proclamation,
and continue to be renmewed until it is
intended that Parliament shall meet for the
despatch of buginess. The Crown can sum-
mon Parliament at any time by giving




fourteen day's notice. Dissolution is the
simple death of Parliament, and.may be
brought about in two ways, either by the
pleasure of the Crown, or by lapse of time
for which it was called into existence.
There was a time when the existence of a
Parliament terminated by the demise of the
Crown, but a special law removed this pro-
vision of the Constitution. But there is no
power in the Constitution by which a Par-
liament in this Province can be extended
beyond five years. If Parliament, at the
time of the Sovereign's death, be separated
by adjournment or prorogation, it must
assemble immediatly, or within a reasonable
period. If no Parliament be then in exis-
tence, the members of the last must again
meet, and may serve as a parliament for six
months, unless sooner prorogued.

Law Crerk.—It is neoczssary to mention
this officer in particular, because the Rules
of the House assign to him and the transla-
tors certain duties which must be performed,
to ensure correct legislation. He is ap-
pointed by the Crown. It is laid down as
the duty of the Law Clerk tarewise all public
Bills after their first reading, and to certify
thereon that the same ara correct; and in
every subsequent staga of such Bills, the
Law Clerk shall be responsibla for the car-
rectness of said Bills, should they be
amended. The responsibility is increased
by the fact of all Bills hawing to be printed

[
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in beth languages, English and French,
before they can be ’disposed of.

) Mmvister (PRrME).—See Cabinet.

MrvisTrY.—See Cabinet : also Executive.

MoxEey Brnr.—See Supply : also Ways and
Means.

OrDER.—By this word is meant an obe-
dience to certain rules and regulations
intended to facilitate the dispatch of busi-
ness, and preserve that necessary decorum
80 essential in all deliberative assemblies.
The Rules by which the business of Parlia-
ment is conducted are of two kinds; one
class the House possesses in common with
all deliberative assemblies—another is pe-
culiar to its own existence and powers. For
the proper application of all these rules, the
Speaker’s or Chairman’s decision is had, and
to this decision due deference is at all times
paid. The Speaker, while in the Chair, takes
no part in the debate, it being his duty to
regulate the manner in which business shall

\be transacted; to confine those members
who address the House to the subject under
consideration; to give his opinion -in all
things which relate to order; to put the
matter in dispute into the form ofa question
upon which the votes of members are taken,
and to declare the majority as soon as it is
oommunicated to him by the Clerk. It is

~
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also his duty to declare the business of the
House closed, and to see that the affairs of
the House are correctly and properly re-
corded. After routine he calls upon the
member whose motion stands first on the
paper of notices, or who is otherwise entitled
to precedence. All motions must be se-
conded, or they fall to the ground; being
seconded, the motion is handed in writing to
the Speaker, who has to read. it before de-
bate can be had upon it—having been read,
objections may be urged. There are seve-
ral ways by which a motion may be opposed ;
it may be met by a direct negative, or by an
amendment, or by a motion to postpone, or
by proceeding to the next order of the
day, or by moving the previous question, or
by the simple motion of adjournment. A
motion once read cannot be withdrawn
without the permission of the House. It
must not be forgotten that unless a speech
is made objecting to a motion, neither mover
nor seconder can speak a second time, ex-
cept in explanation. If, however, a debate
does arise, in which an opposition is given to
the mover of a motion, he has the right of
reply; but it must be understoood that this
privilege does not belong to the mover of an
amendment. All are permitted to explain.
The debate being ended, the Speaker or
Chairman puts the question, and calls upon
those in favor to say ‘“ Yea,” and those of a
contrary opinion to say ‘“Nay.” He then
declares that in his opinion the * Yeas” or

[+21
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the ‘“‘Nays’’ (as the case may be) have it. If
his decision is questioned, the House divides,
the “Yeas” rising and their names being
taken down; the ‘“Nays'” following; the
numbers are counted from the record, and
declared. When an amendment has been
moved, the vote is simply taken on the
amendment, and then on the original ques-
tion. Should the amendment be adopted,
it then becomes the substantive motion, and
may be amended in the same way that the
original motion was amended. Thus a num-
ber of successive amendments to the original
motion may be disposed of. Any memberis
atliberty to interrupt another by ‘‘rising to
order;”’ which means that he rises-in his
place, and calls the attention of the Chair
and the House, to a breach of the orders
then being committed. In the debate it is
contrary to order to mention any member by
name; the same rule prevails in Committee
of the Whole, except as regards the Chair-

who is sometimes called by his name,
and not Mr. Chairman.

OriGINATING BmLrs.—All Bills relating to
public income and expenditure, and all Bills
usually called Money Bills, must originate in
the Commons, and be introduced by the
Government. (See Bills.)

PARLIAMENTARY AGENTS.—In England all
the business transacted for private Corpora-
tions and individuals, is attended to by what
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they call Parliamentary Agents, who are
parties generally well up in the practice of
Parliameént, and who take off a great deal of
the drudgéry from Members. Parliamentary
Agents are now employed 1n €anada, and are
a very useful class of men. Being up in
their business, they do not annoy the Mem-
bers, nor neglect the interests they have in
charge.

PeTITioNs.—There are several regulations
which govern the presentation of Petitions to
Parliament, which should be attended to by
those who are interested. Petitions to the
House of Commons should be addressed to
“ The Honorable the Commons of Canada, in
Parliament assembled.”” The petition must
be respectful, the statement of grievance or
cause of complaint must there be set forth,
and the whole must conclude with a specific
prayer. Withouta prayer to the petition, it
would not be listened to, as the mere com-
plaining for the sake of complaining will
never be countenanced by Parliament, and
the correct form is, after having alleged your
complaint, to finish by connecting it with
the prayer, beginning, *‘ Wherefore your hum-
ble petitioner, &e., prays, &c.,”” setting forth
the redress and relief that is sought. Signa-
tures to petitions must be original ; no agent
should sign a petition to Parliament for any
purpose. No chairman can sign for a public
meeting, but the common seal of a corpora-
tion is received as the petition of the whole

c3
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body. All petitions must be in respectful
and temperate language; they should not
animadvert upon the conduct of Parliament,
the Courts of Justice, or constituted author-
ities. It is not proper to make reference to
any motion or subjec¢t under debate, or to a
motion in the course of preparation After
presentation, all petitions undergo a close
inspection in the Clerk's Department, and
when the time comes for receiving them, the
Speaker offers such remarks as their nature
calls for. In England there is a Committee
on Public Petitions, which takes this duty
from the Speaker, and it appears to work
well for they frequently find it their duty to
report the substance, and frequently the
exact words of a petition to the House, and
not unfrequently recommend such action to
be taken as the case suggests.

PRrEVIOUS QUESTION.—See AVOIDANCE OF A
DEcISION.

PrIVILEGES OF PARLIAMENT.— There are
three kinds. 1st. The privileges which ap-
pertain to members individually. 2nd. Those
which belong to the House in its collective
capaeity. 3rd. Those which beloug to the
two Houses jointly.

It is unnecessary that we should here dis-
cuss the points of privilege which appertain
to the two Imperial Houses conjointly on the
subject of assuming the supreme power of
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the Realm Amongst the privileges which
the Commons claims, are :—

The power of committing individuals to
prison—the power of publishing matters
which, if notissuing from such high authority,
might become the subject of proceedings in
a Court of Law,—the power of directing the
Law Officers of the Crown to prosecute per-
sons accused of offences against the laws, or
affecting the privileges of Parliament,—and
finally of doing anything not directly contra-
vening an existing Act of Parliament, which
may be necessary for the vindication and
protection of its own r ghts, in the exercise
of its own constitutional functions. Questions
of privilege take precedence of all other
proceedings, and are always in order. The
privileges claimed by individual members
are—freedom of speech and person, includ-
ing freedom from legal arrests and seizure
under process from the Courts of Law and
Equity. This does not extend to indictable
offences or to actual contempts of the Courts
of Justice. Members of Parllament are ex-
empt from all duties, the performance of
which might interfere with their prompt
attendance to their Parliamentary calls.
Privilege of Parliament, such as it is, conti-
nues for a convenient time after prorogation
an1 dissolution.

ProrogatioN.—See Interruption of the
Sittings of Parliament.

QuEesTtioN.—See Order.
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Rovar AsseNt —The Act by which the
Crown agrees to a Bill is called the Royal
Assent; this assent is usually given at the
end of a Session. unless there 1s urgent ne-
cessity for the Act becoming Law without
loss of time, in which case the Governor
General, or the person administering the
Government, comes down to the Upper
House, and there, in the presence of both
Houses, give his assent. When this isdone,
eitherat the close of the Session or on aspecial
occasion, the Governor General being seated
on the throne, the House of Commons is
summoned to the bar of the Upper House;
being there, the Clerk of the Crown in Chan-
cery reads the title of the Bill, and hands it
to the Chief Clerk, who says in both English
and French: “In the name of Her Majesty
the Queen, His Excellency the Governor
General sanctions this Bill.”” His Excellency
specially manifests his assent to the Supply
Bill. Bills to which the Royal assent is not
given, are pronounced to be reserved for the
signification of Her Majesty's pleasure
thereon, and are mentioned in the ** Qgficial
Gazette'' as having been reserved for Her
Majesty's consideration. Unless a reserveis
made in the act itself, so soon as the Royal
assent is given. the Act becomes a Law, and
cwn be proceeded on before any competent
Court In England, sometimes the Royal
assent is given by commission, but in a Pro-
vince such an event has never taken place,
although there cap be no doubt that the

X
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Governor General has power to appoint a
Commission to give this Royal assent.

SErGEANT-AT-ARWs —This officer, although
in attendance on the House of Commons, 13
appointed by the Crown Tt is his duty to
obey the commands of the House, to appre-
hend and take into custody all those who are
committed for any offence by the House.
All the messengers and servants of the
House, except the Clerks, are under his
orders. He has his seat at the Bar of the
House, and directs all arrangements for the
maintenance of order in thé approaches
thereto, and in the galleries. He is of
course in immediate attendance upon the
Speaker from whom he takes all orders con-
nected with his duties

SesstoN.—The Session is the term occupied
by Parliament from its commencement to its
prorogation. An adjournment does not close
a Session. Parliament is annually assembled
for the dispatch of business. There are cer-
tain important acts which are renewed every
year, and without which the Government
could not be carried on, which compel the
Government to meet the Representatives of
the people, and render an account of the
past year’s transactions, once a year at least.
Unless this be done, there will be no supplies.
By an understanding, Parlinment meets in
the month of February, although circum-
stances sometimes arise to postpone the




time. While the Crown has a right to sum-
mon Parliament where it pleases, it is gene-
rally understood that it assembles at the Seat
of Government. The House beingassembled,
the Governor General commands the atten-
dance of the Members of the Lower House at
the Bar of the nger House, and delivers a
Speech from the Throne. This Speech is the
first subject taken into consideration: no
other business is commenced until the answer
to it is given. As is stated elsewhere, the
mere fact of one or both Houses adjourning,
does not terminate the Session; it can only
terhinate by being prorogued by the Crown.
All bills and other measures left unfinished,
when the prorogation takes place, are dead.
and parties who wish to revive them, must
recommence their labours at the next Ses-
sion, as if nothing had been done in the pre-
mises. The mere assembling of Members
does not constitute a Session,—one Bill, at
least, must pass both Houses, and receive the
Royal Assent, before it can be called a
Session.

Speaker.—Beyond all doubt this officer
was designated Speaker, from the fact of his
being the spokesman of the Commons, in
their intercourse with the Crown. He is the
presiding officer of the body. He reads all
communications which come from the
Queen’s Representative to the Commons; he
has to present and read such addresses and
petitions as are carried up to the Governor
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General by the whole House, and to deliver
the usual speeches, on the part of the Com-
mons, when presenting the Supply Bill, and
other Bills, calling for particular note and
remark. Through him, all witnesses and pri-
soners at the Bar of the House are examined,
and he directs all arrangements, when the
House is to be addressed by Counsel.
It is his duty to deliver the reprimand
of the House to any one who has incurred
the penalty of receiving it; it is also
his duty to issue warrants of committal,
or release for breach of privilege, to com-
municate with any parties, when so instruc-
ted by the House. It is his duty to closely
examine the provisions of private Bills so as
to protect the public against any surprise,
or undue encroachment or injury ; to control
and regulate the conduct of subordinate
officers of the House ; to enforce the Rules
of the House ; he cannot join in any debate
unless in Committee of the whole House.
As the presiding officer of thie House, he has
all the duties attached to such an office.
The Speaker is chosen by the members of
Parliament, subject to the approbation of
the representative of the Crown, and holds
his office until the Parliament in which he
is elected is dissolved. Should a member
persevere in disobeying the order of the
Speaker and of the House, the Speaker may
“pame him," as the term applies, a course
uniformly followed by the censure of the
House. In extreme cases, the Speaker may
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order members or others into custody until
the pleasure of the House be signified. On
divisions, when the numbers happen to be
equal, he gives the casting vote, but he never
otherwise votes.

SuppLy.—All proceedings which relate to
the public income or expenditure, must
originate with the Assembly, and must be
begun by resolution moved in Committee of
Supply, which is always a Committee of the
whole House. In the course of the Session,
est@mates are submitted to a Committee of
Supply, and resolutions moved thereon,
granting to the Crown the sums uisite
for the management of the various depart-
ments of the Government, and the support
of various public and private institutions.
Such as are confirmed by the Committee of
Supply are reported te the House, where
they are again reconsidered and adopted, or
rejected, as the case may be. Upon these, a
Bill is passed, and this Supply Bill furnishes
the authority to the Government for dis-
bursing the various sums appropriated. The
Upper House may reject this or any other
money Bill, but they cannot alter or amend
the substance of a supply or money Bill;
such a course would be regarded as an
_invasion of the privileges of the Lower
House. Before any Bill can be introduced,
authorizing the expenditure of any public
money, x;‘egzlutions mugg be moved in C:tx;x‘i
mittee o ly, agreed to there, repo:
and conﬁrmcff by thger House. o

Ways ANp MEeans.—As the Committee of
Supply relates to the expenditure of the
country, so the functions and duties of a
Committee of Ways and Means have refe-
rence to the funds by which such expendi-
ture is to be met. Loans, duties, taxes,
excise and revenue of every description, are
submitted to a Committee of Ways and
Means. The propositions of Government on
this subject are reduced to resolutions, sub-
mitted, considered and decided on, and
such as are agreed to are reported to the
House. Those which may be adopted are
embodied in a Bill or Bills, and in due

course and form become the Law of the land.
Asin Supply, the Upper House may reject
these Bills, but cannot amend them ; nor
can the Upper House insert a pecuniary
penalty in any Bill.

ADDITIONAL CANAL REGULATIONS.

—

NOTICE is hereby given, that in accor-
dance with the 28th Chap. Con. Stats.
of Canada, His Excellency the Governor
General in Council has been pleased to
approve of the following additional regula-
tions to ensure the proper using, mana-
gement and protection of the Canals of the
Dominion of Canada.

Regulations in pursuance of the 28th
Chap. Con. Stat. of Canada, for landing fire-
wood on the line of the Rideau Canal, in the
city of Ottawa, and in addition to the regu-
lations for the management and protection
of the Provincial Canals, which were autho-
rized by the Governor in Council 20th May,
1857, Sections 14 and following, and were
made applicable to the Rideau Canal, under
the Order of His Excellency in Council of
2nd of June, 1860.
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Ist. No firewood to be landed on the
easterly side of the Basilm’ from Sappers
Bridge to the liné ef Litile Sussex street.

2nd. Fire-wood may be-landed between
the line of Little Sussex street and the By-
wash or waste weir, but must be removed
within twenty-four hours after having been
placed there; a fine of three cents per cord
will be charged for every day the wood
remains on the wharf after such notice has
been given.

3rd. Fire-wood may be landed and piled
around the Basin on Government land
within forty feet of the water, leaving a
roadway of at least fifteen feet between
every four piles of fire-wood, which roadway
must be as near as practicable at right
angles to the margin of the Canal, this wood
must also be removed within twenty-four
hours after the owner or person in charge
has been notified to that effect and in
default a fine of three cents per cord will be
levied upon it for every day it remains
thereafter. .

4th. Two cents per cord will be charged
as wharfage or ground rent upon fire-wood
placed on any part of the Government Canajy
Reserve.

5th. No fire-wood may be landed without
a permit having been first obtained from the
Lock Master or Collector, and the let pass
must be given up to this Officer before the
wood is unloaded, under a penalty of forty
dollars. -

Indian Lands Office and Ouat-stations.

HE UNSOLD LANDS consist of about
300,000 acres in the Saugeen Peninsula,
the prices of which vary according to quality
and situation, from 75 cents to $3.50 per
acre. The Department has contributed libe-
rally towards opening a main line of road,
with its starting point upon the Owen Sound
and Saugeen gravelled road, and running
northward up the peninsula towards its
northmost point, opposite the southerly ex-
tremity of the Great Manitoulin Island. The
agency for these lands is at Toronto, under
the superintendence of W. R. Bartlett, Esq.,
who is provided with maps and with lists of
the disposable lands. The conditions of sale
are, one-fifth down, and the remainder pay-
able by four annual instalments, with inte1est
on each as it falls due, and actual and early
occupation.
The Great Manitoulin Island has been in
© part surveyed. Seven townships having
been laid out, containing about 160,000 acres,
and Town Plots also surveyed at Little Cur-
rent, now designated Shaftesbury, and at
Sheguendah, where are at least three good
mill sites. There are other townships ad-
.%anced in survey. The agent for the sale of
, lands upon the Island is C. T. Dupont, Esq
’ Gi-
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The price of farming is 20 cents per acre, and
actual and immediate settlement. Oil and
mineral lands are charged $1.00 per acre,
cash down, and patents issue without refe-
rence to occupation or improvement.

The Indian Department holds also for sale
in trust for the Indians, lands in the vicinity
of the Sault Ste. Marie, Batchewaung Bay,
and Garden River, consisting of about 200,000
acres. The agent is Joseph Wilson, Esq., of
Sault Ste. Marie, and the terms correspond
with those laid down for the Manitoulin 1s-
land. The most direct access to both of those
localities is by steamer from Collingwood, the
Lake Huron terminus of the Northern Rail-
way.

On Take Superior, there are Indian lands
also for sale, consisting of about 64,000 acres
in the vicinity of Fort William on the Kami-
nistagua River. The agent is Mr. McVicar,
resident at Fort William, and the terms are
the same as those for the lands around the
Sault Ste. Marie.

The unsurveyed Indian reserves in Upper
Canada, which have not been yielded up for
sale, are of considerable extent, and some of
them contain timber of value, which can only
be cut under official license from the Superin-
tendents, who attend to the local business of
the bands under their superintendence.

In Lower Canada, the Indian reserves are
of more limited extent, and there are mno
lands within them at present for sale.

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DESPATCH AND REGULATIONS RE-
SPECTING FOREIGN ORDERS.

Cases have not unfrequently occurred in
which it has been proposed by Foreign Gov-
ernments to grant Decorations to British
Subjects residing in Her Majesty’s Colonies.

It appears to be not generally known, that
British Subjects are not entitled to wear such
Decorations without Her Majesty’s special
permission, and that such permission is

ranted only in cases in which the Foreign

rder shall have been conferred in conse-
quence of active and distinguished service
which had been performed before the enemy,
either at Sea or in the Field ; or in cases in
which the Recipient shall have been actually
and’entirely employed beyond Her Majesty’s
Dominion, in the service of the Foreign So-
vereign by whom the Order is conferred.

You will find in the Appendix to the recent
Edition of the Colonial Regulations, page 128,
the Regulations respecting the grant of For-
eign Orders and Medals to British Subjects,
which have been promulgated by Command
of Her Majesty, -and which are now in ferce.
1t would be desirable that general publicity
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should be given to these Regulations in the
Colony under your Government.

Tae QUEEN has been pleased to direct that
the following REGULATIONS respecting Fo-
REIGN ORDERS and MEpa1s shall be substi-
tuted for those now in force :—

Regulations respecting Foreign Orders.

1. No subject of Her Majesty shall accept
a Foreign Order from the Sovereign of any
foreign country, or wear the insignia thereof,
without having previously obtained Her Ma-
Jjesty’s permission to that effect, signified by
a warrant under Her Royal Sign Mannal.

2. Such permission shall not be granted to
any subject of Her Majesty unless the Foreign
Order shall have been conferred in conse-
quence of active and distinguished service
before the enemy, either at sea or in the field ;
or un}ess he shall hﬁze bgen actually and
entirely employ: yond Her Majesty's
dominions, 1’;1 t}‘ﬁ’ service of the Foreign
Sovereign by whom the Order is conferred.

3. The intention of a Forelgn Sovereign to
confer upon a British subject the insignia of
an Order must be notified to Her Majesty’s
Principal Secretary of State for Foreign Af-
fairs, either through the British Minister ac-
credited at the Court of such Foreign Sove-
reign, or through his Minister accredited at
the Court of Her Majesty.

4. If the service for which it is proposed to
confer the Order has been performed during
war, the notification required by the preced-

. ing clause must be made not later than two
years after the exchange of the Ratification
of a Treaty of Peace.

If the service has been performed in time
of peace, the notification must be made

within two years after the date of such ser-
vice.

5- After such notification shall have been
received, Her Majesty’s Principal Secretary
of State for Foreign Affairs shall, if the case
comes within the conditions prescribed by
the present Regulations, and arises from
naval or military services before the enemy,
refer it to Her Majesty’s Principal Secretary
of State for the War Department, previously
to taking Her Majesty’s pleasure thereupon,
in order to ascertain whether there may be
any objection to Her Majesty’s permissions
been granted.

A similar reference shall also be made to
the Commander-in-chief if the application
relates to ap Officer -in the army or to the

JLords of the Admiralty if it relates to an
officer in the navy.

6. When Her Majesty’s Principal Secretary
of State for Foreign Affairs shall have taken
the Queen’s pleasure on any such application,
and shall have obtained Her Majesty’s per-
mission for the person in whose favour it has
been made to accept the Foreign Order and
wear the insignia thereof, he shall signify the
same to Her Majesty’s Principal Secretary of
State for the Home Department, in order
that he may cause the warrant required by
clause 1 to be prepared for the Royal Sign
Manual.

When such warrant shall have been signed
by the Queen, a notification thereof shall be
inserted in the ¢ Gazette,” stating the service
for which the Foreign Order has been con-
ferred

7. The warrant signifying her Majesty’s
permission may, at the request and at the
expense of the person who has obtained it,
be registered in the College of Arms.

8. Every such warrant as aforesaid shall
contain a clause providing that Her Majesty’s
license and permission does not authorize the
assumption of any style, appellation, rank,
precedence, or privilege appertaining to a
Knight Bachelor of Her Majesty’s realms.

9. When a British Subject has received the
Royal permission to accept a Foreign Order,
he will at any future time be allowed to accept
the decoration of a higher class of the same
Order to which he may have become eligible




by increaseof -rank in the foreign service or
in the service of his own country; or any
other distinctive mark of honour strictly
consequent upon the aceeptance of the origi-
nal Order, and common to every person upon
whom such Order is conferred.

10. The preceding clause shall not be taken
to apply to decorations of the Guelphic Order
which were bestowed on British subjects by
Her Majesty’s predecessors King George IV.
and King William IV., on whose heads the
Crowns of Great Britain and Hanover were
united.

Deécorations so bestowed cannot properly
be considered as rewards granted by a Foreign
Sovereign for services rendered according to
the purport of clause 2 of these Regulations.
They must be rather considered as personal
favours bestowed on British subjects by Bri-
tish Sovereigns, and as having no reference
to services rendered to the Foreign Crown of
Hanover.

Regulations respecting Foreign Medals.

1. Applications for permission to accept
and wear Medals which, not being the deco-
ration of any Foreign Order, are conferred by
a Foreign Sovereign on British subjects in
the army or in the navy for military or for
naval services, should be addressed, as the
case may be, to the Commander-in-Chief, to
the Secretary of State for War, or tne Lords
of the Admiralty, who, if they see fit, may
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submit the same to Her Majesty’s Principal
Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs for Her
Majesty’s sanction ; upon obtaining which
they may grant such permission without any
other formality.

2. Permission to wear a Foreign Medal
cannot be granted to a British subject unless
such Medal is bestowed for military or naval
services performed by the command or with
the sanction of Her Majesty. But no per-
mission is necessary for accepting a Foreign
Medal, if such Medal is not to be worn.
