nigh mortal illness of the Prince of Walea, called forth k uniteiàal *pression of joy and
thankfulness throughout the Empire. All classes of the people~testitied their deep sense
of relief from the anxieties of a long and painful suspense, by joining their beloved
Queen in a public Thanksgiving, which proved in vastness of attendance and unanimity
of feeling the grandest and most impressive ceremony ever witnessed in the British
Capital. I invite you to follow the goe example-on the fifteenth day of this month. It
was thought advisable to defer the doletnh*ty ftntil after the meeting of Parliament, and
I feel assured that the Members of the two Houses, as well as all Her Majesty's faithful
subjecte throughout the Dominion, will be anxious to unite in celebrating the occasion
with all becoming observance and loyal alacrity.

Your meeting has itielf been postponed to a later season than usual, upon consider-
ations of Imperial as well as Colonial interest, and at the instance of Her Majesty's
Government.

The young Province of Manifoba was, last September, threatened with an invasion
of lawless persons from the United States. Prompt measures for resistance were adopted
hy the local authorities and attended with the best resulte. In order to re-assure the
people of the Province, and to prevent a recurrence of the outrage, I ordered a force of
two hundred Militiamen to be sent to Fort Garry. Notwithstanding the inolement eaisôn
of the year the troops surmounted the difficulties of the march with energy and suoces,
thus proving not only their own discipline and endurance, but also the value of the route
through our own Territory. The accounts of the expenditure oocasioned by this expedi-
tion will be laid before you, and you will be requested to pasa a Bill to indemnify the
Government.

A copy of the Teaty made at Wainigion l'ast year, between Her Majesty the
Queen and the United State8 of America, in which the Dominion lias so great an interest,
will be laid before you. So much of the papers and of the completed correspondence as
can be made public without injury to the interests of the Empire or of Canada, will ul*o
be at once submitted for your information, and your attention will be invited to thi
important subject.

A conference was held at Ottawa in September last, on the subject of Immigration,
at which the Government of the Dominion, as well as those of every Province, were
represented. A scheme for joint and several action was provisionally arranged, to which
I invite your attention. I do not doubt that you will be inclined to make ample provi-
sions for the encouragement of Immigration with the maintenance and extension of which
the development of the vast natural resources of Canada is no vitally interwoven.

Since lat Session the union of Britils Columbia with Canada has been happIly
consummated, and lier representatives now take part in your deliberations.

In order tu open up and settle the fertile Territories of the North West, ad to link
Britieh Coldmbia therewith, it will be necessary for you to make provision for the cou.
struction of a Railway te the Placic Ocean, in conformity with the terms of Her
Majesty's Order in Council, uniting British Columbia with the Dominion. An appro.

tion was made in the last Session for the preliminary Survey' f the route for ths
way.- The work.has been diligently prosecuted, and a report of the progres aohieved

will be laid before you.
You willi I trust, concnr with me in thinking that the long contemplated inprove-

ment and extension of our system of Canals ought to be vigorously proseouted The
rapid increase in tho trade of Canada, and the importance of competing fore and accom.
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modating the commerce of the great West, render it necessary that the meanes of transport
by water should be cheapened and facilitated, I have to request your serious consideration
of this subject, and in connection with it, the expediency of providing a direct vater
commuacation between the Gulf of St. Laorence and the Bay of Ftendy,

The decennial Cenous having been taken last year, the duty of re-justing the
rePreentation in Parliament, of the four Provinces otiginally constituting the Dominion,
devolves upon you now, acoording to the terms of the Union Act. A measure for the
Purpose will, aoordingly be submittod for your oonsideration.

Among other measures, Bills will be presented to you relating to the Judges of
Superie Corta-to the rgulation &nd management of the Public Iands and Mines of
the Dominion in Manito and the North West Territories, and for the amendméent of the
lW.mWaaing to the Public Mealth.

MXA IT PLAISE YoUR EXICELLENCY:

We, Her Majesty's dutiful and loyal subjects, the Senate of Canada, in Pariament
asmbled, respectfully thank Your Excellency for your gracious speech at the
openmg of this Session.

We agree with your Exoellency that the auspicious recovery which the mercy of
Providence vouchsafed from the well nigh mortal illneas of the Prince of Wale., cSlled
forth a universal expression of joy and thankfulness throughout the Empire, and that all
classes of the people testified their deep sense of relief from the anxieties of a long and
painful suspense, by joining their beloved Queen in a public Thanksgiving, whioh proved
I vustness of attendance and unanimity of feeling the grandest and mont impressive
Oeremony ever witnessed in the British Capital.

We thank Your Excellency for inviting us to follow the good example on the fifbeenth
day of this month. We are:glad that it was thought advisable to defer the solemnity
until after the meeting of Parliament; and we assure Your Excellency that the Membere
of this House will be auxious to unite with all Her Majesty's faithful subjects through-
Out the Dominion in oelebrating the occasion with all beooming observance and loyal

We thank Your Excellency for informing us that our Meeting has itself been poust.
Pmed to a later season than usual, upon considerations of Imperial as well as Colonial
interet, and at the instance of ler M#jesty's Government.

We learn with regret that the young Province of Manitoba was, last September,
thretened with an invasion of lawles persons froni the Utdied Stat. But we are

yi Yt3o be informed that prompt measures for resistance were adopted by the local
aU tres and attended with the best result. ; that in order to re-amsure t he people of

the ProvinOe, and to prevent a recurrence of the outrage Your Excellency ordered a fore
of two hundred Militiamen to be sent to Fort Garry; and that, notwithstanding the
inolement sMoon of the year, the troops surmounted the difficulties of the march with
energy and SumOois, thua proving not only their own discipline and endurance, but aso
the value of the route through our own Territory.

We thank Your Excellency for the promise that the accouats of the expenditure
oocasioned by thi xpedition will be laid before un, and we will give our most attentive
consideration to the Bill to indemnify the Government which Your Excellency bas beem
pleased to inform us we %hall be requested to pas.

We are grateful also to Your Excellency for the intimation that a copy of the
Traty made at Wac4ington last year between Her Majesty the Queen and the United
Seagse Of Amueia, in which the Dominion has no great an interet, will be laid before
us, and that so much of the papers and of the completed cortespondence as can be made
publio without injury to the intereste of the Empire or of CanAda, wil alo be at once
ubmitted for our information ; and we will respond to Your Excellency's invitation by

giving our best attutis to this imprtnt Ulit
D
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We rejoice to lcarn from Your Excellency that a conforence wa held at Okttwa in,
September lst, on the subject of Immigration, at which the Government of the Domin-
ion, as well as those of every Province, were represented; and that a scheme for joint and
several action was provisionally arranged, to which Your Excellency ie pleased to invite
our attention. We shall be well inclined to make ample provisions for the encourage-
ment of Immigration, with the maintenance and extension of which the development of
the vast natural resources of Canada is so vitally interwoven.

It gives us great pleasure to be officially informed by Your Excellency that since last
Session the union of Briti/h Columbia with Canada has been happily consummated, and
that her representatives now take part in our deliberations.

We thank Your Excel'ency for recalling our attention to the fact that in order to
open up and settle the fertile Territories of the North-West, and to link Britu/ê
Columbia therewith, it will be necessary for Parliament to make provision for the con-
struction of a Railway to the Pacific Ocean, in conformity with the terme of Her
Majesty's Order in Council, uniting Britieh Columibia with the Dominion, and for remind-
ing us that an appropriation was made in the last Session for the preliminary survey of
the route for tiis .Railway; and we are glai to learn from Your Exoellency that the work has
been diligently prosecuted, and that a report of the progress achieved will be laid before us.

We concur with Your Excellentéy in thinking that the long contemplated improve.
nent and extension of our system of Canalis ought to be vigorously prosecuted, and that the
rapid increase in the trade of Canada, and the importance of competing for and acoommo-
dating the commerce of the Great West, render it necessary that the means of transport
by water should be cheapened and facilitated. As requested by Your Excellency we will
give our serious consideration to this subject, and in oomneotion with it to the expediency
of providing a direct water communication between the Gulf of Se. Latorence and the Bay
of Fundy.

The decennial Census having been taken last year, and the duty of re.ajusting the
representation in Parliament of the four Provinces originally constituting the Dominion,
having devolved upon Pailiainent now, according to the ternis of the Union Act, we
shali not fail to give our best attention to the measure for the purpose which Your
Exoellency is pleased to inform us will be submitted for our consideration.

Our attentive consideration will also be given to the Bills relating to the Judges of
Superior Courts, to the regulation and management of the PubHc Lands and Mines of
the Dominion in Manitoba and the North West Territories, and for the amendment of the
laws relating to the Public Health, which Your Excellency ias also been pleaed to say
will be presented to us, among other measures.

We are grateful to Your Excellency for the expression of your satisfaction in reour-
ring to our counsel and assistance at this period ; and we beg leave to rciprocate Your
Excellency's congratulations on the general prosperity of the country, and the fortunate
issu. of the stlep taken to unite and consolidate the vast territories which now formn the
Dominion.

Your Excellency may res+. assured that we shall continue to devot the sme
assiduity as in the puat to the augmented labors which the exigencies of more numerous
constituencies and a wider sphere of operations demand at our hande; and we unite witht
Your Excellency in earnestly praying that our efforts in the path of duty may be no

thapily guided as to maintain peace and justice in all the borders of the land, and ensure
the hapiness and lasting welfare of all clauses of its inhabitants.

The Ledger shews the state of account for each ser
vice separately, and is satisfactory.

Four Parliamentary Binderles having been destroyed by fire, shows the necesity of
every precaution being taken to ensure the safety of the contents ; the Committee would
beg to express their approval of the prudence which prompted the removal of the printed
sheets of the Departmental Reporta from the Bindery, and their storage in the vaults of
the Parliament Buildings ; thus, in thiq case, saving them fronm destruction, and avoiding
a heavy pecuniary los, as well as serious inoonvenience to the Public Service. They
would strongly recommend the continuance of the system.

In closing their Audit, the Sub-0ommittee would beg to express their gratiacation at
the ve actory state of every branch of the Prlntin Services of Parliament, and
would draw attention to the fact théat those services, th enI ing as the Dominion
extends, and the representation in increased, yet the expenditure -conInd ithin the
average.

Sheet, which shows the cost of the Printing Services of Parliament for, the 'iscal year
ended the 30th June, 1871, to have been *31,186.27.

I also beg to submit the several Bookl and Accounts 'whloh, with the voucÉels for
the verifica$ion of the same, numbered from 1 to 983, are ready for the Audit.

The Binding contraot ha been transferred to Mr. Aieander Mor#Mer, h. having
furnished the requisite Securities, in accordance with the recommendations contained in
the bth Report of the Comnittee of lat Session.

The Olerk of ths Legilative Asembly of the Province of Onawio transmitteK copies
of their Journals and Sessional Papers for distribution among the Eloted Members
representing that Province in the Dominion Parliament.

I have to the destruction by fire, on the night of the 2nd March lat, of the
premises ooou as a Bindery by the Parliamentary Binder,-the lois amounting to

991.82 was covered by Insuran in the Provincial and Hartford Compaies, it was
promptly paid, and the money deposited to the credit of Printi Services. Fortunately
it hadbeen deemed advisable, from time to time, as the print sheets of the Dosprt
mental Reporta were folded in the Bindery, to remove them to the Vaults for their
better security ; otherwise 'not only a heavy pecuniary loss would have been sustained,
but great inoonvenience must have ensued from the impossibility of replacing t4em for
Vhé Sssslon.

The several Contractors have, during the Recess, carried ont their respective Contracts
satisfactorly~.

The Paper hal been furnished, as required, l good order. The Bi4d' in very
creditable, and will bear favorable comparison with that of any of the precsoins 0m-
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tractors. I May Mfely Bay the Ume of the work performed by the Contractor for the
Printing. Some annoyano was experienced Iast Session from delays, but such arrange-
ments have been made for this Session as, I hope, vill obviate, as far as possible this
drawback. Often when delays do take place, though the fault is invariably attributed to
the Printer, I cm state from my own experience that ho in not always, by any means,
the only or the proper party on whom the responsibilitysbould rut.

The aocounts are rndered, and the charges made by el the Contra4ors, in eoordance
with their respective contracte.

The Printing Aeoounts covering nearly 1,004tems, is furnished nie sheet by shet,
as the work progreses, it is thus easily and safelyxamiùed and checked by the Vouchers,
composed of a fyle of the whole work performed.

I have every mtisfaction in the performance of this duty.
By comparing the Balance Sheet now submitted, with that of the year before Con.

federation, the great extension of the Printing Services will be shown ; the consumption
:f the papr, a sure test of the quantity of the work rforme.d, being now 50% larger,
while 3° will more than cover the increase in the tota E dture.

I transmitted, as required by Law, to the Minister of nance for Is approval, to be
laid before Parliament with the other Estimates' for the year, an Estinate of the suma
which would probably be required for the Printing Services of the Parliament during the
year oommencing on the lst July, 1872, amounting to $85,000, subjede to the approval
of the Committee.

CoPY OF THE EvrnvCA RÂD To RICHARD MARTIN,

Wedneaday 6th pril, 1870.
Richard Martin being sworn, said :-I am a Barrister. I am the same person who

was a witness at the Bar of the House; I am a brother of the Petitioner; I was
present at his mâarriage withSopàia Stinoi; It was performed according to the coremonie
of the Churoh of England, by the Rev. Mr. Blackman, then curate or assistant of Mr.
Gedde, att Hamilton, on the 27th Sept., 1855. The siguature to the certi&oate now shown
to me, marked A, is the signature and of the hand-writing of the Rev. Mr. G(edde, Rector
of Haaiem.-I am the Richard Martin, junior, whose signature as a witness is copied is
the certificate. The Petitioner's wife was frivolous ; she lked to go about sud amuse
herself rather than to attend to her household duties, which sh. neglected-ehe Wa very
laay ; I should say that her huaband was foolishly fond of her ; he treated her wiih
kinduess, and she had gret influence over him, and could over persuade him to do al-
most any thing ahe wished. When ahe "tayed with me at Hamhon in the pionh of
May, 1868, she was frequently absent from Saturday to Monday, on which ocsions she
would say that she wen to the house of her father or that of a aister in Hamilton.
After some time, about the middle of the month of May, I began to doubt that the had
been dece.ving me,-not having been suspicious of ber I did not take note of the time.
The firet thing that aroused my suspicion was the fact, that while on the way to her
hther's houae, and that of Mrs. SpoAn, her relative, to deliver a letter from her husband,
that camdaddressed to her at my houae during her absence, I found that she was not atihher
plae; I afterwards communioated these facts to lier huaband, the Petitioner, who gave me a
letter for lier.

The morning before she went to
Barrie, I wiw a letter in her satchel; it was addressed to Dr. Alexander MeLigmin,
Dunnvitte, and she told ie she was ping to carry it to Ramilton to post, as she foa red that
if she posted it at Cayuga, lier husband might hear of it. After her retum from Barrit
Mrm. artin carried on a correspondence with Mr. William Lount, of Barris ; I nover mw
him, but I have een his photograph ; Mrs. Martin shewed it to me, saying it was that
of Mr. Louti, Member of Parliament; it was the same as that now shown to me; Mr.

Martin asked whom it was fron, and Mrs. Martin sail it was fom Mr. Dr. Hameiton;•
ahe told me that she had told Mr. Martin no, but that it was frm Mr. Lount ; it va en
Stnday, the 27th October, 1867, that I mailed the letter at Mount Healy; a second letter
Was written by Mrs. Martin to Mr. Louni at Barris ; it was mailed at Indiana, two
miles from Cayuga, for the same reamon as before; Mrs. Martin told me, after her viait to
Barrie, that she had had a splendid timo there with Mr. Lount, and that she did not
know how to contrive to get back there again. She went to Barrie a second time, under the
pretenoe that she l.ad heard from Mrs. HIamilon, that there was a woman there who
oould cure cancers.

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and ucolded lier for not attending to the house ; my titer had Ieft Mrs. Martin'a service
at six o'clock in the morning of the 20th May, 1867, the day on which I entered
her service at noon. My sister frequently came there afterwards while I was
there, and was on good terms with Mrs. MIartin. The firat time Mrs. Martin
reposed confidence in me about Mr. Lount, was when she firt returned fromn
Barrie; she reposed confidence in me beforé, about Dr. kcLaughUn; it was only after
Mrs. Martin had gone away, and the letters had been found, that I firat broke the oonft-
dence reposed in me by Mrs. Martin; I then told my father and mother. I took the lettera
addresed to me out of the Pont-Office, and delivered them to Mrs. Martin unopened ; I
burned nome of the envelopea, and Mrs. Martin burned others. I never had any sexual
interoourse with Mr. Martin; I have had a child, Andreto Gorman wa the father; he in
living in hs own house in Tuacarora.

room, and she said I had not been properly drased ; I had neither shoesnor stockings ou;
Mr. Duf a olerk of Mr. Martin'. was in the house at the time ; he boarded In the hous ;
ha room was on the same fiat as Mr. Martin'#. I returned to the house on th 6th May,
1868, at Mri. Martin's request ; ahe remained there until the fourteenth, and aho told me
that during that time ahe and Mr. Martin oooupied different rooms at night; I had
ilways two beds to make up in the morning; I was no in bed with Mr. Martin on th#
mornig of the 20th of May, and did not cover my head with the bed clothed.

The generous disposition evinced under the trying cicumstances of the time has added
strength to the honorable position of Canada, both as regards the BrieA Empire and
the United Stages.

The vast project, of which you have no wisely matured the conditions for carrying a
Ralilway to the shorS of the Pacaic, will open a new pathway for Bnglandas well in peace
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as in war, to the Eat, and will, I trust, be productive of the most essential benefits
to this Dominion by giving facilities to traffic of all desetiptions, enhancingthe value of the
public lands, promoting their settlement, and drawing closer the ties whioh bind the
sister Provinces together by easier access and nultiplied intercourse.

Few who have not considered the subject have any adequate conception how large
an extent of economical advantage, the possession of great navigable Rivers like the St.
Lawrence and its tributaries compnries. The outlay you have sanctioned on their improve-
ment, and on that of the auxiliary canals, is a safe investnent. It will b. amply and
splpdi*y rejsid by the augnmented volume of trade flowing down all the channels opened
to its course, for it will be swollen by the confluence of your own accumulating produc-
tions with those of your Western neighbours.

It in highly satisfactory that the condition of the revenue is so prosperous as to enable
you to advance the interests of the. Country by commencing the construction of these
works at once, without delay or misgiving.

l Her Majesty's name I thank you for the supplies which you have so cheerfully

granted.
I heartily congratulate you on the prosperous condition of the revenue, and on your

having been enabled by the repeal of the duties on tea and ooffee to diminish the burdena of
the people.
