Mgpar Pzs.—Use remnants of cold roast beef, or beefsteak, or
both. Cut out carefully all gristle or fat, or scorched parts.
Have the pieces thin and small, as the pie is thus much easier!
to serve. Cook the meat until tender, thicken the gravy, and!
geason with pepper, salt, and a very little ground cloves. Then
place the meat in a pudding dish, without a crust at the bottom, ;
pour over it some of the gravy, and cover with a good soda bis-;
cuit crust. Cut a vent hole in the top, and bake thirty to forty !
minutes. BServe at once.

Musrarp PickrLe—Take one head each of cabbage and cauli-
flowers, 3 large roots of celery, 3 good sized green peppers, one !
pint small onions and one quart green tomatoes. Cook each |
vegetable separately until somewhat tender ; then drain care-
fully and chop pretty fine. Take a gallon of best cider vinegar,
2 oz each of ground mustard and of whole mustard seed, half a
pot of French mustard, half ounce of ground cloves, and an
ounce of turmeric. Scald the vinegar and spices together, and !
pour while hot over the mixed vegetables. It is more convenient
for use to put this into wide necked bottles, sealing them all but
the one left for use.

Crow-Caow.—One peck green tomatoes, half dozen medium
sized onions and as many green peppers, all chopped fine.
Sprinkle over them a handful of salt, and let them stand over |
night. In the morning, drain well and cook an hour, or until |
all the ingredients are tender. Then drain again and pack in
jars or bottles.

sugar, 1 tablespoonful each of whole allspice, cloves, cinnamon {

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LINCOLN AS A POSTMASTER.
In the Spring of this year (1833) he was appointed Postmaster
i at New-Salem, and held the office for three years. Its emolu- |
i ments slender and its duties light, but there was in all probabil-
{ity no citizen of the village who could have made so much of it
as he. The mails were so scanty that he was said to carry them
'in his hat, and he is also reported to have read every newspaper
i that arrived ; it is altogether likely that this formed the leading
! inducement to his taking the office. His incumbency lasted
until New-Salem ceased to be populous enough for a post
i station and the mail went by to Petersburg. Dr. Holland relates
a sequel to this official experience which illustrates the quaint
honesty of the man. Several years later, when he was a prac-
 ticing lawyer, an agent of the Post Office Department called upcn
{him and asked for a balance due from the New-Salem office,
some $17. Lincoln arose, and opening a little trunk which lay
in a corner of the room, took from it a cotton rag in which was
tied up the exact sum required. “I never use any man’s money
but my own,” he quietly remarked. When we consider the
pinching poverty in which these years had been passed we may
appreciate the self-denial which had kept him from making even
a temporary use of this little sum of Government money.

Any person seeking to obtain any Private Bill giving any exclusive privilege
or profit, or private or corporate advantage, or for any amendment of any
existing Act, shall deposit with the Clerk of the House, eight <Lt}~; before the
opening of the session, a copy of such Bill in the English or French language
and shall at the same time deposit with the accountant of the House a sum
sufficient to pay for printing 350 copies in English, and 500 copies in Freuch,
and also $2 per page of printed mutter for the translation, and 50 cents per
rﬂxe for correcting and revising the printing. The translation shall be made

{ by the officers of the House, and the printing shall be done by the contractor,

The applicant shall also pay to the acecountant of the House a sum of $100
ahd furthermore the cost of printing the Bill for the Statutes, and shall lodge
the receipt for the same with the Clerk of the Committee to which such Bill

!is referred. Such payments shall be made immediately after the second
reading, and before the consideration of the Bill by such Committee.

Bills for the incorporation of town only shall contain such provisions as
may derogate from the town corporations general clauses act, specifying in
‘ each special case the clause of the general act which is sought to be departed
from. Bills which are not framed aceording to this rule, shall be re-framed
by the promoters and reprinted at their expense before lhe Private Bills Com-
mittee passes upon such clauses.

When Private Bills are introduced for the purpose of amending existing
! acts, such Bills shall enact that the clause sought to be amended be repealed,
: and replaced by the new clause, indicating the amendment between brackets.
In the event of the promoters not complying with this rule, the chief clerk
of the Private Bills Office shall be charged with the duty of having the bills
printed in that shape at the expense of the promoters, ;
