Mi. Gamble said there Was sufficient evi­
dence that there was such pi rsons in this 
Province, and lie would ask if they should 
be allowed to vote at our elections ?

Mr. Sherwood would r.ot say at ptesent 
whether lie would sii|i|ioit the hill j but lie 
was not in favour of throwing it out.

I Niagara District, and the information received 
by the government last night confirmed it.

Mr. Merritt denied that any lodge existed 
in St. Catherines. Hardy did not live there. 
The perjuries of such individuals as made 
that affidavit, should not ht listened to, and 
such persons should lie taken up and pur'sS. 
ed. The characteis of the best men in the 
province were at their mercy, if these tales 
were listened to in that way. Their object 
evidently was to set one part of the loyal po­
pulation agaiiut the oilier, and to create a 
gfneral distmst. An affidavit was made against 
one of the oldest magistrates n the Niagara 
Distort, • most loyal man, that he belonged 
to a Hunters’ Lodge. He referred to Werner 
Ne lies, father ul CapL Nelles, near St. Ca­
therines, than whom a more loyal and gallant 
man was not in Her Majesty’s Dominions. 
The Editor of the Coburg Star had put forth a 
statement in his paper, that he had on oath 
that lie (Mr. Menu* ) was among them. The 
men who would commit such perjuries, would 
not hesitate to take the oath prescribed in 
that bill, so that ii would not accomplish the 
object intended.

Mr. .Sherwood remarked that the Her. 
Member had not stated "orrectly what the 
Editor of the Star had said. It was that he 
ha-! hern applied h to take command of the 
patriot forces. Ana then ask-J what reply did 
you make, Mr. Merritt 1 And, since tbe 
Hon. Member had brought it up, he would

The 
principal political news is the complete reduc­
tion of Afghanistan by British arms, and the 
submission of Peisia—also, the decree of the 
Emperor of China against the beautiful and 
barbarian Queen of «n obscure isianJ called 
England.”

ILLNESS or TIIK DUKE OF WELLINGTON.
Dover, Nov. 19.—Last evening the Duke 

of Wellington w s laki n speechless, and by 
reports remained so until six o’clock in the 
morning ; but it is said he is something better 
to-dsy.—London Times.

It is with unfeigned and grateful rejoicing 
that we find ourselves authorised to remove 
entirely whatever alarms may nave been cau­
sed by the melancholy announcement in yes- 
lerday’e Times, of a dangerous attack of illness 
foeeaegariaited the fust manol this age and na­
tion. The Duke having lived rather full one 
day, had starved himself the next, ratio * on 
Sunday last, as we understand, nothing more 
than a crust of bread for his dinner. The next 
morning, alter au equally slight breakfast, lie 
mounted hie horse, and went out for some hours 
with the harriers. After his loin? fast and vi­
olent exercise he returned home in a state of 
much exhaustion, and in a fainting fit, cropped 
off hie ehaii ; after which he wei-t lo bed, giv­
ing positive orders that a dinner, to which he 
hsid invited several military fi'tends, should 
proceed as if nothin* had happened. His 
Grace slept comfortably all Monday night, and 
has since been rapidly getting well. The only 
really distressing fact ab.iut the case is that 
the Uuke,at the age of 70, does n»t seem lo 
have yet discovered the valus of his own pre­
cious life, and gen- rally t ikes no mere cure of 
himself than a hoy of 18 or ‘20.

Marriage or the Queer.—All the mem- 
beisof the Privy Council were summoned to 
attend Her Majesty on the ‘23d of November, 
to receive a « special message.”

Some of the Tory papers 
bad got up a foolish story that Prince Albert is 
a Catholic, and that, bv marrying him, the 
Queen will forfeit the Crown ; but whatever 
liil secret opinion* may be, there can be little 
question as to the profession the Prince will 
make, with a crowned bride, and she young 
and pretty, in prospect.

I be trials of the Chartists in Wales were 
going on before a Special Commission at New­
port. Many additional arrests had been made. 
The examination of the insurgents taken, led 
to the belief that the con«piracy was widely 
extended throughout the kingdom.

The London papers announce llie death of 
John Lander, the brother and companion of 
Richard Lander In hii African travels. He 
was only in hi» 3‘Jd year. Richard Lander 
died seme two years ago in Africa.

The Western Luminary—a paper frequently 
quoti d by the London journals as the announ­
cer nf political changes—foretells quite an ex­
tensive series of sliiftings as s| eedily to take 
place. According to this authority, Lord For- 
tesruo is to give up the Vice-Roy a ty of Ire­
land, in favour of Lord Duncarnon, who, 
vacates the Woods and Forests, in favour of 
Lord Normanby, who is to be succeeded in 
the Home Department by Lord John Bussell, 
Lord Fortescue taking the Colonial. Lord 
Clarendon, it is said, lias refused the I'riv;. 
Seal, which is to go with the Woods and Fo­
rests to Loid Normanby. The Standard says, 
more ver, that Lord Melbourne has declared his 
purpose to resign before the re-assembling i f 
Parliament.

Portsmouth Police.— Daniel Chapel, a 
Lieut, in the 15th Regiment} Edward Fe I - 
lo \ii, Eiv ign in the 53*1 Regiment ; and John 
Richard Barry, Ensign in the 15tli Regiment, 
have hern (nought before the magistrates, at 
Plymouth, and severally fined 40s. and costs, 
for removing the wooden image of an elephant 
from the Iront of a beer shop keeper's pre­
mises, in a nocturnal frolic. It was stated,by 
the witnesses, that all the defendants were 
sober at the time.

Hake oe England.—The usual average 
return of the liabilities and assets of the Bank : 
of England, embracing the period from the 
‘20tli of Augu»t to the 12th instant, which 
appeared in last night’s Gazette, give the 
foilwing results—viz., that the average of 
the month ending the 12th inst., as compaied 
with the average of the month ending the 
20th of August, shows a decrease in the cir­
culation of 1,131,0001, a decrease in the de­
posits 1,806,0001, and an increase in the 
stork of bullion ot 60,0001. Wherefore it 
appears that the decrease in the liabilities is 
2,937,0001, and this represents the decrease 
in the total quantity of money in the month 
ending the l‘2lh Inst, as compared with the 
month ending the 20th of August in so fares 
regards the administration of the currency by 
the Bank of England.

The yeaity comparison is as follows :—the 
average of the month ending the 12th instant, 
as compared with the average of the month 
ending 11th Dec. 1838, shows a decrease in 
the circulation of 1,611,0001 , a decrease in the 
deposits of 3,420,000/, ami a decrease in the 
stock of bullion of 6,651,0001. Wherefore it

EAST INDIES.
Advices have been received from Bombay 

via Marseilles, to the 7th of October. The 
war in Afghanistan was considered at an end. 
Shah Shoojah was showering honors and or­
ders on Sir John Keane and his officers. Sir 
Alexander Bumes has been appointed Resident 
at Candahar, hut would remain for the present 
at Cahool. Sir John Keane was believed to 
have resigned the commend of the Indian 
army, for reaeone which were not publicly 
known. It is Mid that Lord Auckland con­

templated a return to England next Fehruaiy 
twelvemonth. The main ho.ly of the Anglo- 
Indian armv were preparing to march back 
into Hindoetan ; but a considerable force 
would remain in Afghanistan, under the 
the command of British ofticeis.

All hope of capturing Dost Mahomed Khan 
had been given up, and it was supposed he 
would succeed in reaching Bokhara. The 
party who were sent in pursuit were twice 
within seven miles of him, hut, owing to the 
treachery of the guide who accompanied 
them, he managed to escape. His son, Hv- 
der Khan was still a prisoner at Ghizni. The 
t5tli Hussars had arrived at Bombay, in the 
Herefordshire : they were to remain there 
tiil a reply was received fron the Govemoi- 
General as to their ultimate d -stination. The 
accounts from Karrock were not very favo­
rable. The Sepoys weie healthy, but the 
European troops were very sickly, and nu­
merous casualties had taken place. Major 
Todd, the Envoy to Herat, and officers of 
the mission, had arrived there, and were 
busy making out plans and estimates of the 
expense necessary for the repair of the works, 
which are desbribed as one mass of ruins.

The news from China brought by the over­
land mail from India is to the 18th July. The 
trade continued stopped, and a numerous fleet 
of merchant vessels were assembling at Hong 
Kong Bay, awaiting regulations about dischar­
ging their cargoes. There was not a British ship 
of war to protect them. Capt. Elliot had con­
verted the Cambridge merchant vessel into i 
guard ship, and the merchant crews had farm­
ed themselves into battalions, ready to repel 
any attack upon them by the Chinese. A 
special edict by Gov. Lin had appeared, da­
ted the ‘23rd of June, in which his Excellency 
oidered all merchant vessels, before entering 
the “ inner seas,” to be measured by proper 
officers, to ascertain theirdraught of water, and 
to be again measured at Whampoa, and if found 
to draw less water than before to be condemned 
as smugglers. The edict further directs Chi­
nese guards to be stationed on each side of 
every vessel during her clay on the coast, for 
the purpose of rendering smuggling impossible, 
But the most remarkable performance of the 
Celestial commissioner was the addressing of 
a letter to the “ Royal Barbarian Victoria 
Queen of an obscure Island called England,” 
lecturing her on her “ fully and wickedness” 
in not compelling her barbarian subjects to 
respect the “ sacred laws, and the ordinances 
of himself, the Shadow of the Mighty Empe­
ror.” The letter, however, was judged so lit­
tle respei tful to his Sovereign, that Capt. El­
liot was compelled to decline taking charge of 
it. We regr-tto state that a disgraceful out­
rage was committed by some drunken English 
sailors on the inhabitants of a Chinese village 
near Hong Kong Bay, in which one Chinaman 
lost his life. His countrymen took a curious 
mode to revenge hie death. They carried the 
dead body to the shore in view of the shipping, 
and there exposed it naked. Capt. Elliot near­
ing of the circumstance, came from Macao and 
laid $2,000 to the friends of the deceased to 
isve the matter hushed up. Some Mandarins 

however, heard of it, seized the money, and re­
ported the affair to the Imperial Commissiorer. 
It was feared that this affair would load to pe- 
rious consequences, as Lin would lay the matter 
before the Emperor.
