The Foxes have Holes.
“ The foxee have hole, sod the birds of tbo sir hsve 

nests ; hot the Son ot man hath out where to lay bis 
head."—WstL viii 20.-

True it was, that the foxes and birds were 
better accommodated than Christ Our 
Lord, fatigued with the multitude crowding 
around him, gave commandment to depart to 
tbe other side of the lake near which be had 
been preaching and healing. As he ap­
proached tbe ship a pertain scribe or doctor 
came to him and declared, “ Master, I will 
follow thee whithersoever thou goest." Hie 
views were mercenary and mean, which tbe 
Saviour knowing, said to him, •' The foxes 
have holes and the birds ol the air have 
nests ; but tbe Son of man bath not where 
to lay bis head,” therefore yon cannot ex­
pect riches and honors from me. This is 
the last we bear of this selfish man ; still 
the story is recorded for our instruction.

Our win.er has been i unusually severe, 
but spring is returning, and its delightful 
advent brings strikingly to mind tbe remark 
of our Saviour, on the kind provision made 
for the habitation of the inferior creation In 
the beautiful language of Scripture, “ Tbe 
high hills are a reluge for the wild goats, and 
the rocks fût the comes." Some birds make 
their nests on inaccessible rocks : “ Tbe 
eagle makelh her nest on high j she d welleth 
and abideth on tbe rock, upon the crag ol 
the rock and the strong place.” Others seek 
tbe habitations of men for shelter ; “ there 
the sparrow finds a house, and tbe swallow 
a nest for hersell, where she may lay her 
young." The swallows will build under the 
eaves of our dwellings, tbe little sparrows 
in the gutters, tbe blackbirds among tbe 
holiy-trees of our gardens, and the starlings 
in the holes of the eims. They are led to 
select their abbdes, by the wonderful instinct 
which their Creator plants in them. How 
admirable is this princip'e !

What besides such an unerring instinct, 
guided by an overruling Providence, can 
direct these creatures to select their different 
but suitable habnationa ? Not less remark­
able is their sagacity to discover the proper 
places for their nests, and still more so, their 
skill and dexterity in building them. These 
little untaught winged beings will collect, 
with their bills, sticks, straws, moss, and dirt, 
and form them into comfortable nests ! How 
curiously do they I me them wi.hin, winding 
and arranging every thread, feather, hair, or 
lock of wool, so a. to protect and warm the 
tender bodies of themselves and their young ! 
Msny birds thatch over and completely plas­
ter their littls dwellings, to preserve them 
from the injuries of tbe weather and the 
search of their enemies. This admirable 
art which they exert to perfection, is not 
learned from their own study or teaching, 
but is tbe gift of that adorable Being, who 
bestows wisdom upon irrational as well is 
rational creatures. He H is wonderful and 
excellent in working."

How mysterious and rapid is the flight of 
birds ! The carrier pigeon, and even the 
minu e bnmrning-bird, fly much faster than 
the cars on a railroad ; the former has been 
known to perform a journey of hundreds of 
miles at the rate of eighty miles an boar 
The distance from Lyons to Brussels is about 
600 miles, and a carrier pigeon flew over 
this immense journey in seven and a ball 
hours. With anything like such speed, the 
little humming bird will reach our region in 
a very few hours from Mexico, or the West 
India islands, where he has been hibernating 
during the cold of winter.

But tbe greatest wonder of all is that in­
finite goodness which so ampjy provides for 
the comfort and tbe support of these crea­
tures. ---All are abundantly supplied with 
homes, clothing, and food, so that not even 
the lowest or apparently the most insignifi­
cant are overlooked. " They all wait upon 
HIM, and be opeoeth his band and filleth 
them with good.” Cold must be our reflec­
tions, if we cannot exclaim with the Psalmist, 
“ O Lord, how manifold ate thy works ! In 
wisdom hast thou made them all. The earth 
is full of thy riches ; and thy tender mercies 
are over all thy works."

Our blessed Saviour represented bis own 
destitute circumstances to tbe scribe, who 
seemed so anxious to “ follow" him : “ The 
Son of man hath not where to lay bis bead.” 
He was exposed to the common infirmities 
of human nature—to hunger, to thirst, and 
weariness ; and, like other men, was liable 
to suffer from the inclemency of tbe seasons 
and weather. Hence, he needed Ibe same 
comforts, but was often destitute of them. 
Tbe circumstances of bis birib were bumble ; 
a stable being bis bedchamber, and bis cra­
dle a manger. His life was a life of poverty. 
While a preacher of righteousoése, be WM 
indebted to tbe generosity of men tor sup­

port, ss we read of those “ who ministered 
to him of their substance."

Neither did the Son of mao possess a 
splendid palace or large estate—not so much 
a. house, cottage; or but, which be could call 
hie own ; for his lodging, as well as his food, 
he was beholden to others, and particularly 
to Lazaros. Other générons friends might 
have welcomed him to their homes,''but it is 
probable that our Saviour sometimes was 
destitute even ol a lodging ; is not this in 
ferable froeffhia sleeping in a fishing-boat ? 
Tbe faithful and laborious man of God well 
knows how delightful and precious a home 
is after the ministerial toils of the day, and 
which have often been performed at a great 
expense of strength and spirits. How re­
freshing, and balmy, and thankful is sleep 
under such circumstances ! But such was 
not tbe cue with our blessed Lord : “ He 
came to his own, but his own received him 
not." While the beasts of the field and the 
birds of tbe air had their habitations of com­
fort ,/and men their own dwellings for security 
and repose at tbe close of tbe day—“ the 
Son of man bad not where to lay bi- head.*'

Such w* tbe humility of Christ, in conde­
scending to these hardships, and so wonderful 
bit grace in stooping so low ! He was 
*• Tbe Son of God—the express image of 
bis person be Igid the foundations of the 
earth—created tbe magnificent world in 
which we live—yet[he bad not where to lay 
bis bead. Then, too, be had 11 been in the 
bosom of bis Father," sharing inconceivable 
glory with him before the foundation of the 
world. We often imagine that upon his ap­
pearance the kings of the earth would have 
offered him their palaces and their thrones ; 
bat tbe princes of this world knew him not ; 
their proud and prejudiced minds did not 
discern the Son of God, the Prophet and 
Saviour, under his mean garb.

In all this suffering, the Saviour of sin­
ners teaches the vanity of worldly things, 

Hod bow foolish is tbe pride of life. Never 
let us forget, thst “ tbe disciple is not above 
hie master, nor the servant above hie Lord." 
O, bow calm that sool, where no angry or 
envious passion disturbs, and where nothing 
but sacred love dwells—the love of God and 
tbe love of men ! Such a soul bas no room 
for uneasy cares or afflicting sorrows. The 
place, however humble, where you rest, will 
be a •• Bethel, a house of God," as where 
Jacob lay, although the ground was hie bed 
and a stone his pillow.

Let ns not forget the exaltation of the 
Son of man now in glory. There 1 bas he 
gone, and *• is set down at tbe right hand of 
the throne of the Majesty in the heavens." 
He is now “ crowned with glory and honor ; 
angels, and principalities, and powers teing 
made sobject onto him." This is a pledge 
and assurance of (be exaltation of all bis 
faithful followers. Christians are said to be 
“ quickened with Christ, to be raised up to­
gether, and made to sit in heavenly nieces."

Abounding in Faith.
Faith bas won its grand*! conquests on 

straightened and sorrowful fields. If tbe 
strength and joy of believing are proportioned 
to tbe weight of the cross* for it—and socb 
a rule do* appear to have place in the spi­
ritual economy—then it is in some such post 
of perplexity as a Cc-ar’s household, some 
age of persecution, or close corner of peril, 
that we mast look for tbe bravwt witnesses 
to the truth. So keenly has this been felt 
by some sdventorous souls, tb it they have 
positively longed for fiercer onsets of trials 
(ban our common and easy fortunes bring, 
giving their religious constancy a chance to 
prove itself invincible. Sir Thom* Browne 
with his unbounded veneration, bad an ap­
petite so hungry for this stimulus to trust, 
that he says, in one of the passages of his 
Treatise on the Religion of a Physician, “ I 
bless myself and am thankful that I lived 
not in the days of miracles, and that I never 
saw Christ nor his disciples ; for then my 
faith would have been thrust upon me, and 
i could not have enjoyed that greater bless­
ing promised to all that see not and yet be­
lieve " He envi* the old Hebrews their 
title to the only bold and noble laith, since 
they lived before the Saviour’s coming, snd 
gathered their confidence oat of the mystical 
types and obscure prophecies. Modern 
sorieiy does not abound in tnstsuces ol such 
enthusiasm for believing. More persons 
seem to be asking what is the minimum of 
laith that *a be made to serve with safely 
—how much knowledge will release them 
from here, and Divine indulgence there— 
than bow affluent a measure they may be 
privileged to keep in reserve. We eulogize 
virlo* that flourish only in a favorable soil 
and climate. We palliate and excuse tbe 
deficiency when honesty is missing in tbe 
household of Caesar—in seats of power, or 
wealth, or folly, in office or at court, in 
Washington or in Paris. We forget that 
the current piety of tbe Chorcb, of society, 
and of the market, sinks and dwiodl* in­
evitably, unless it is replenished by the energy 
ot those valiant exampl* which will dare 
to bear testimony and be true tbe very pa­
laces of power and fashion and mammon.—

Richard Baxter one said, " 1 seldom bear 

the bell toll lor one that is dead but coosci- 
ence asks me : • What hut thou done for 
the saving of that soul before it left the body ? 
There is one more gone into eternity : what 
didst tuou do to prepare him for it I And 
what testimony must he give to the Judge 
concerning thee ?’ ”

In tbe same spirit Swinoock says : * It 
may be -tbe last opportunity t/um mayst ever 
hate Of advantaging the tick neighbor't tout. 
His ^tick-bed may be his bealh-bed ; and 
then if will be loo late to counsel or advise 
him. Disease, both bodily and spiritual, 
must be purged away before death, or never. 
He that is filthy at death, must be filthy 
still, even to all eternity : all tbe tears in 
hell will not wash out the leut spot in tbe 
tool ; all tbe fire in bell will not purge out 
the leut druas. Therefore, Christ took the 
opportunity of dropping good counsel into 
tbe heart of the thief on the cross, knowing 
that if be omitted it a few boots long* the 
sool of tbe poor thief bad been to* for ever. 
Uadst thou a friend going to sea, and never 
to return again, waiting « a port for a wind, 
aod then to be gone, and bedst business with 
him of mt great concernment to him u hie 
life—could* thou tell him of a quicksand 
which he me* beware of,* he wiilbeee*

awey : would* thou not be quick aod speedy 
to acquaint him with it, test he should be 
under sail before then didst see him ? Would 
it not eot tbee to the heart if he should mis­
carry through tby negligence ? The appli­
cation is euy. The seul of every neighbor 
is, or ought to be, dearer to tbee than the 
body of tby nearest friend or relation. 
When thy wicked neighbor is sick, bis sool 
is launching, for ought thou knowest, into the 
ocean of eternity, when* he shall never, 
never return more. He waits only for a 
wind, a word from God, and he is gone. Tbe 
sick-bed is the passage or pathway to the 
grave. Thou badst work to do with him 
that is more worth to him than his life, that 
is of u great value u his immortal soul snd 
eternal Miration. Now, thou mayesl ac­
quaint him, while be is on the shore, with 
bis danger aod the way of his delivery ; hot 
if occe be be launched into tbe main, then 
may* call loud and long enough alter him 
in vain.—01 will it not pierce thee to the 
quick if his soul should be swallowed up in 
the boundless and bottom le* sea ol divine 
wrath through thy lazine* or unfaithful 
ness ?"

Who are the Great Preachers ?
The great preachers of the world have 

been those who were in direct sympathy with 
human life, and who bad an end to gain with 
the men before them. But with culture and 
scholastic habits, men have interpreted the 
word of God, " Follow me, and I will make 
you a preacher of sermons." Tbe end of 
preaching ta not a good sermon, but a holy 
heart. Fine sermons have nearly ruined 
good preaching. If ministers cared more 
lor their people and le* lor their on ser­
mons, they would be more useful. Preach­
ing has almost ceased to be a living business 
between a mao’s heart and the wants of bis 
congregation. Learning, rhetoric, eloquence, 
are good as collateral influences, but no man 
will win soul, who does not feel tbe throb­
bing poise of bis whole congregation—who 
do* not know their wants—who dors not 
study their liv*—who do* not understand 
how to take tbe primary truths of Chris­
tianity, and apply them to the consciences 
of men in their daily business of life. Such 
preachers, and only such, will be certainly 
efficacious ; and snch preaching is neceswry 
to the filling of the churches. Were such 
preaching universal in our time, not only 
would oar church* be filled to overflowing, 
bat thousands have to be boilt. For yoo 
may depend upon it, there is never a man 
who preach* intelligent truth, and preaches 
it with a living sympathy for men, that peo­
ple do not flock to hear him.

Religions Intelligence.
From the New York Methodist.

It appear, from the news -given under 
England, that Rationalism, in a very advan­
ced form, is spreading in the Established 
Chorcb of England, and that it has tnfluen 
liai patrons This will increase the efforts 
for a separation between Church aid State, 
which just now is strongly advocated by the 
High Cbuhchmea also. We give an inter- 
citing extract from a Romanizing paper of 
London on this que*ion. Great efforts are 
made at present to bring about a closer union 
between the Episcopal Churches of England 
and Scotland, and a new scheme has been 
set on foot to increase tbe number of Mis­
sionary Bishop# beyond the Britieh domin­
ions. Tbe Presbyterian Church of Ire­
land has held a very satisfactory General 
Assembly. Spurgeon has returned from 
the continent to England, and Finney from 
England to America.

Under Germany, we give an account of 
tbe wonderful progrew of tbe Baptista in 
that country. In Italy, Florence is more 
and more becoming the great center of all 
Pros testant operations in the Peninsula. We 
give under Italy, a full account of the pres­
ent condition of Protestantism in that city. 
Oar report on the Greek Church of Turkey 
is taken from a tractarian paper of London, 
which would like to promote a anion be­
tween tbe Greek and Anglican Churches, 
but must bear te*imooy to the sad condition 
of the former.

The Methodist Missionaries in India re­
port the conversion of a native prince. In 
Farther India the Baptist Minions continue 
to enjoy extraordinary success. In China 
tbe number of missionaries is still increas­
ing. Africa and tbe Sandwich Islands will 
soon receive a band of missionaries frjm the 
Chorcb of England, who, in the former 
country, will work in onion with other so 
cietim for the conversion of the natives, 
while it is feared that in tbe latter they will 
act tbe part of intruders.

GREAT BRITAIN.

Rationalism in the Established 
Church—Tbe last Dumber of the Chris­
tian Observer, (ot England,) has a review ol 
tbe latest volume ol Oxford Essays, in which 
it compares tbe opinions of Theodore Parker 
with those of tbe E way is ta. After drawing 
the comparison in detail, it aays

" Enough then b* been given to show 
that in all ihe characteristic features ol their 
system. Theodore Parker in 1847 and in 
1859, Francis William Newman in 1850, 
and the Seven Essayists in 1860 are all in 
harmony. In language, indeed, in freeoMs of 
tone and expression, there ie jest the differ­
ence which might be expected between men 
who, like Parker and Newman, have thrown 
off all conventional bondage, and those 
who, like the Seveff Essayists, are Profes­
sors io Oxford, or Vice-Principal, or Head 
Masters of colleges or schools, or incum­
bents ol parish* in the Etablis bed Church, 
But while there is this difference in the tone 
and freedom of expre*ion, there is none in 
actual creed. All are agreed, tbe seven as 
well as the two, in rejecting ‘supernatural- 
ism,' in placing conscience above the Bible, 
aod in throwing altogether oat of sight, the 
grand topica ot God’s word—the introduc­
tion of sio, and the gift of a Saviour—man's 
ruin and man's rédemption. Our conviction 
is, that none of them have any faith in either 
the one or tbe other of these great troths."

Mb Mauiicc and his Theology.— 
Mr. Maurice is one of toe most g it ted and 
influential champions of the Rationalistic 
school, described above. His late appoint­
ment by tbe First Commissioner of Works, 
to Ibe important metropolitan incumbency 
of St. Peter’s (which was mentioned in a 
preceding numter of the Methodist.) ia cre­
ating great and peculiar agitation throughout 
tbe English Church. The way in which tbe 
appointment com* enters largely into tbe 
difficulty. Tbe patron is Mr. W. Cowper, a 
son of Lady PsdmerMoo, by her first mar­
riage, and hence a brother-in law of Lord 
Sbaltesbury. Mr. Cowper was for years 
conn cted with tbe evangelical inteiMt, and 
but recently bad been • Modeled with latitu- 
dtoariaos. Not only, therefore, because the 
Premier has a revisory power over socb ap­
pointments, hot because Mr Cowper's posi­
tion is one of socb peculiar influence, the 
movement bas ceased to be of mere private 
significance.

GERMANT.
Extxordinabt Progress of the Bap­

tists —Among the happiest even s in tbe 
modern histoty of Germany, we regard tbe 
astonishing success of tbe newly-planted Me­
thod ist and Bspti* missions. They are the 
foremost champions of a genuine and un­
ira mmekd Evangelical Protestantism, and, 
as we expect, have a great mission to Inifil, 
even in tbe political regeneration of tbe coun­
try. Tbe Methodist missions have been re­
ferred, to in our last number. Tbe success 
of tbe Baptists is no Ie* cheering. Revd. 
Dr. Oncken, of tbe German Baptist mission, 
slat* that such has been tbe progress of the 
work of God in Germany, that 1058 persons 
have been added to the chorcb* during the 
past year, in increase of fifteen per cent, 
while many more prodigals have been con­
verted and reclaimed from their wanderings. 
At tbe close of 1859 there were 756 preach­
ing stations—an increase of 107 over the 
previous year. Eighteen new missionaries 
were sent oot by these German Christians 
to Poland and elsewhere, who have been 
cheered by great success.

ITALT.
Protestantism in Florence.—If the 

independence of I sly is established, on the 
foundation already laid, Florence must soon 
become tbe focus of tbo P rot* tant mission­
ary operations throughout tbe Peninsula, 
We are glad to learn from a correspondence 
in a New York paper, that steps are about 
to be taken to e*ablish un American Chapel 
for Protetiant worship in Florence. Oar 
lravelling countrymen, or those permanently 
residing, have been obliged to depend upon 
soch indifferent accommodation as tbe sever, 
al Protestant meetings now exuting are able 
to fornisb, or dispense for the time with pub- 
tie worship. Thanks to tbe beneficent 
ebangw which the past year has wrought, 
religious worship is now free to Itslisos as 
well as foreigners, and the privilege is be­
ginning to be token advantage of. There 
are already wtabhshed three or four Italian 
Protestant meetings, with regular worship 
on Sundays, and on week-day evening* 
They am made ep swedy of MmU#, ear­

nest people, with sma'.i means, and sre not 
furnished.with quite;* eood accommodation 
* might be desired- When the American 
Chapel is opened there will be tbe same 
number of Protestant churches belonging to 
foreigners—one Swiss, one Scotch, one Eng­
lish, and that for our countrymen, which it 
is expected will in a short time become the 
most important ol all.

. The Greek Church—Resignation 
or the Patriarch—Scarcity of Theo­
logical Books —The Greek Church is st 
present without t held,* the Patriarch Cy­
ril ba« placed his resignation in the bands of 
the Turkish Government. Such an act M 
this, although of extreme rarity in Western 
Europe, is by no means uncommon here", u 
tbe Porte and the Holy Synod hare sever­
ally the means of making the (Ecumenical 
throne anything bot an easy seat Report 
does not speak favourably of tbe ex-Patri­
arch. He is said to be a dull, narrow-mind­
ed man, and by no means adequate to the 
discharge of tbe responsibilitiea of bis high 
office. There will be some delay in the elec­
tion of his successor, as a new method of 
choice, which was adopted last year by the 
Greek National Assembly, is about to be in­
augurated. (These important new regula­
tions concerning the election of a new Patri­
arch, may be found in Schem’e Eccles. Tear 
Book. p. 315 ) The difficulty of.procurmg 
theological books of any mark in Constanti­
nople is excessive, and the few recent on* 
of any merit which I have seen are transla­
tions from Russian. At the same time, the 
jealously aod dislike of Russia, which pre­
vails among tbe Greeks, prevents the Rus­
sian Chorcb from exercising ml much influ­
ence * might be expected.

A New Preacher for the Masses 
in London.

A new preacher, by name Richard Weav­
er, formerly a prize fighter and a collier iti 
the North, h* appeared in London, aod is 
producing very deep and wide-spread im­
pressions by open air addresses, on large 
mas#* of the population. He was announc­
ed first of all by a handbill on tbe alternoona, 
to " preach1" and “ sing,” in the Cumber­
land Market. And “ sing, ' * well u 
“ preach," he can do to the melting down ol 
hundreds.

One night addressing a number of poor 
men and women on the words, " They shall 
return to Zion with songs," be said : “ I was 
always fond of singing ; I believe I was born 
singing. But the songs I used to sing are 
not the songs 1 love now.

** O my dear meu, yoo sing, ‘ Britons 
never, never shall be slaves,’ but what slaves 
you are to your own lusts, to the devil, to 
the landlord !

“ I used to sing, ' We won’t go home till 
morning the landlord loves to hear that. 
I've sung that five nights together, and spent 
£14 on one spree, and got turned out * the 
end. But I’ve learned better songs ; I’ll tell 
you some of the song# I lore now. Here’s 
one ;

“ Oh happy day that fixed ray choice,
Oo thee my Saviour and my God.”

“ And here’s another :
“ There i« a foaottio filled with blood,

Drawn from Immanoel’i veins.”

The Revival, which furnishes these partic­
ulars, go* oo with its narrative thus :

Tbe speaker quoted with wonderful rapid­
ity,but without tbe semblance of irreverence, 
at least a dozen hymns, or portion of hymns, 
some of which he sung, the meeting taking 
qp the chorus. Then be related the follow­
ing anecdote, with a pathos and tenderness 
of voice and manner which told bow affec­
tionate a heart and bow delicate a mind may 
be developed by tbe grace of God, in a man 
employe^ in tbe hard*! work and once ad- 
diced to tbe grossest vice :

“ I knew a collier in Staffordshire who had 
one dear little girl, tbe last of four or five. 
This child was the light of bis ey* ; and * 
be came from tbe pit at night she used to 
meet him at the door of bis cot to welcome 
him home. O.ie <jay|wbeti he came home to 
dinner, be missed his little darling, and go­
ing into the bouse with his heavy coei-pit 
clog#, bis wife called him up stairs. Tbe 
silliness of the place and her quiet voice 
made his heart sick, and a forbodiog of evil 
came upon him Hie wife told him they 
were going to lose their little lamb—she bad 
an appoplettc fit, and tbe doctor said she 
couldo't live. As the tears made furrows 
down bis black face, and * he leaned over 
hie dying darling, she said, Daddy, sing 

• Her» i, no rest—is oo rest!'
' No, my child, 1 can’t sing, I'm choking ; 

I can’t sing.' • Oh do, daddy sing • Here’s 
no rest.’ The poor fellow tried to slhg 
(preacher tings )

* Here on the earth as a stranger I roam.
Here is no rest—is oo rest

“ But bis voice couldn’t uake way again* 
bis trouble. Then be tried again, for be 
w.nted to please his sweet little girl (preach­
er tings. J

‘ Here ere affliction» and triale severe,
Here ia oo rent—u no reel !

Here I moat part w.tb the friend» I hold dear,
Yet 1 am bleat—I am blest !’

Again bis voice was choked with weeping ; 
but the little one whispered, ' Come, daddy, 
sing, ‘ Sweet is the promise.’ Aod the poor 
father go* on again—

‘ Sweet ia tbo promise I read in thy word,
Blessed are they who have died in the Lord ; 
Tney have been cal ed to receive their reward, 

There is reel—there ie reel!’ ■

" That's it, daddy,' cried the child, • that’s 
it;’and with her arms round tbe collier's 
neck she died happy io Ihe Lord."

We cannot describe tbe thrilling effect of 
Mr. Weaver’s singing in the midst of preach­
ing—it is so natural—so free from every­
thing like premeditation or aiming at effect 
—it is like living water flowing from a man 
filled with tbe Holy G boat.

whelming sense of sin, followed by the clear­
est witness of the Spirit to all their sin being 
put away, and cvnseqoepl joy and peace. 
On» of these cases was that of a careless 
young sailor, brought to tbe .meeting by his 
mother, and on this W earer founded the ap­
peal, “ Oh mothers, go on praying tor ever ; 
never mind what they are, or where they 
•re ; if any prayers reach hearen a mother's 
do.

I continued to reign in Sicily, onder the pro- 
J tretioo of England, Napoleon never being 
able to make any impression on the island — 
The English did all they could to benefit 
Sicily, and furnished it with r constitutional 

, government, which the Bourbon, overthrew 
i slier their restoration to their old kingdom, 
when Napoleon had for ever fallen. The 
revolution of 1820 was puf down by the 
Austrians ; and Sicily .bared in the evils 
that followed in tbe reaction against the re­
volutionists of 1848. Tbe island is one of 
the finest plac* in the world, naturally, but 
misgovern ment, eoperetitilion, and ignorance 
have made it an Inferno. It has been well 
described as seeming “ to lorm a stepping- 
stone from Africa to Europe—turning, like 
some ripe fruit, one sue burnt cheek to the 
south, aod one still immature toward the 
north." The population is about two mil­
lions, and is eompored of descendants from 
twenty different races. Nature furnish* 
every thing that is neceswry for subewtence. 
It is the land of the olive and tbe vine. Tbe 
fig, the mulberry, and tbe almood are abun­
dant Cotton grows there, and sugar wse 
once a staple. Sicilian production, and 
would be again under cireumttaoc* favor­
able to the requirements of methodical indus­
try. Of the coarser production, of the .oil 
and principal, are wheat, maize, barley, and 
bvmp, bat the grain crops are miserable af­
fairs in comparison with those which were 
obtained io the time of the Romans, Sicily 
being one of their granaries. Among the 
chief exports are aolphur aod barilli. The 
fi-heri* are tbe best in the world. Bref, 
Sicily is a country which, if were it Inhabit­
ed by a Protestant people, and well govern­
ed, would be as near a Paradise as could be 
made on Ibis globe, in .pile of volcanoes, 
earthquakes, and the sirocco. That govern­
ment can do everything lor a country, we 
do not assert ; but it can do much, and there 
is a wide difference between a government 
that is active for evil and one that is 
active for good. Suppose that tbe 8i- 
ci'ian government throughout the present 
century bad been a good one, instead of be­
ing tbe worst in tbe world, would not Ibe 
Siciliona have been in better condition than 
they are ? They wish to get rid of their 
government, because they know it te be tho 
cause of much of the evil they lab* onder ; 
and they dwire to resume for Sicily her «M 
position, which was that of a State, whereas 
since 1816 the island has been bet a Nea­
politan province. Thus they are fighting 
tor independence, aod against oppression end 
degradation ; and so far at depends upon 
themselves, they are shout to succeed in the 
war —Boston Traveller.

Sicily and the Sicilians.
Sicily, upon which tbe attention of Chris­

tendom ia fixed, and also of no small portion 
of the Mussulman world, ia one of those 
countries which seem to be gifted with beau­
ty and fertility only that their sufferings from 
man's lolly may be displayed all the more 
forcibly by contra*. In antiquity, it was 
tbe theatre oo which Greeks often joined 
battle with Greeks, to tbe misery of all par­
ti* ; and when the tost of the great Helle-. 
net who figured there was compelled to 
leave the island, he exclaimed,—“ See, 
what a noble field we have loll the Romans 
and Carthaginians to struggle in ! " He was 
right : those rivals did there struggle lor 
many years, until the Roman dominion was 
established. Sic ly then became one ol 
Rome's gardens, but it wm tbe ccene of tbe 
most terrible tyranny known to man—the 
tyranny ol musters over alav* ; aod servile 
wars there occurred, which were brought to 
an end only by tbe operations of great Ro­
man armies. The island wm reoognixed m 
the place where" servile insurrection could be 
mo* eMily excited, and servile ware be most 
success! uby prosecuted Spartacus, when 
at the height of bi. power, aod alter he had 
defeated several Roman generals, endeavor­
ed to get into Sicily, because be knew thaï 
it wm incomparably tbe be* field tor socb 
operations as be wm best calculi ted to carry 
oo, be being tbe Garibaldi of antiquity, and 
greater than Garibaldi lus ever proved 
himself to be. Too “ pirates," as the Ro­
mans called them, with whom be had con­
tracted for transports, were so silly m to 
break their word, so that in after days they 
were themselves eMily put down by Pom pe­
ins, who claimed to have cot op Sparta- 
coe’s party by tbe roots. Tbe Verrine ora- 
tiooa of Cicero help os to ascertain the bid» 
oos character of the provincial government 
of the Romana, which was peculiarly bad io 
Sicily. Tbe Gotha conquered tbe island 
when tbe Roman empire wm overthrown, 
bot tbe Byzantin* reconquered it in the 
reign of Justinian. Later came the Sara­
cens, and then the Normans. Tbe German* 
of the house of Swabia numbered if for a 
time among their possessions; and in tbe 
13th century it fell into Ihe bands of tbe 
Aogevioe dynasty who were French, bot 
whose rule terminated in tbe Sicilian Ve» 
pen. It wm then long ruled by Aragonese 
princes, and fita.ly became a part of that 
va* Austro-Burgundian empire that wm rat­
ed bv Chari* V and bis descendante. Ji 
remained a Spanish possession until the ear­
ly years of the last Century, when for otime 
it became Austrian. When tbe eettlemeo; 
of Europe by the pea* ol Utrecht was effect­
ed, in 1713, the to land wm made over to the 
duke of Savoy, who, however, he d it for a 
short time oolv, giving it back to Ao*ria, 
in exchange for Sardinia. ▲ few year# 
later it was conquered by the Spaniards,

Italian Heroism.
SIEGE AND DEFENCE OF VENICE IN 1848.

Italy at present commands the attention 
of the world. H«r friends—and enemies— 
look with interest upon the exploits of.Gari­
baldi. Whatever be the occmioo of this in­
terest in current events, in that peninsula, 
there need be little tear entertained or ex­
pressed that Italy shall prove unworthy of 
nersoll when delivered from misrule. To 
say nothing of the short-lived Romsn repub­
lic, the terrible struggle ol (be Venetians in 
me eventful |ear 1848. Is an earnest of 
wbal Italia* may do. Venice enacted ibe 
c.ueiog scene in that sad dr.una of Italian In­
dependence, aod tragical as was Ihe d#nou­
aient her heroic deeds furnish » refutation 
of all detractors—in the interest of tbe 
Hope, or not—who allege that Italians are 
wanting in the qualities which should cberac- 
tirtze a people aspiring to freedom. How 
Veuiw wm defended again* the Austrians 
appears in Ihe following account of the mem­
orable aiege, which is condensed from one of 
the English Reviews.

Venice was abandoned by all—tbe sola 
refuge of Italian liberty ! Yel for many 
mociba the storm, though darkly lowering, 
did not bur* on tbe devoted city. Austria 
was in no condition to direct a vigorous at­
tack against her. A new and moie terrible 
revolution bad broken out * Vienna, Hun­
gary bad raised the standard ol rebellion, 
ibe Piedmontese mon.red, though vanquish­
ed, wm oot crashed. England fiom policy, 
and France from weakness, related all active 
intervention. Both, however, felt a deep in­
terest in tbe heroic city, and offered at least' 
iheir mediation. The taiai campa go of No­
vara ebaog-d the whole a-pect ot affans. 
Cbarl* Albert was a fugitive, his army 
out only beaten, but plunged into complete 
aod irretrievable rain, the great stake for 
which be bad played lor ever lost ! Italy 
prostrate at the foot of Radetzky ! Venice 
alone stood erect io tbe midst ot rain, but a 
succeMlul resistance seemed impoaoibie ! Tbe 
terrible news arrived on the 20ib of Match. 
Manin assembled tbe representative ol ibe 
Republic “ You have heard the tiding»," 
be said ; “ wbal do you desire me io do?"
*• Tbe government," ibej replied, “ should 
lake tbe initiative." "Are you disposed to 
resist ?" “ We are, to tbe la.'1" •• Will 
you, then, grant mo onhmiitd powers ? ’
“ We will I" It was a solcmo uiimtw— 
there wm no doubt, no hesitation W lihm 
the course ol tbe next hour, u decree was 
placarded in all tbe streets ot the city " Ve­
nice will resist the Austrians, cost what it 
may !” The people ratified it with one 
voice. Their resolution was soon to be put 
to tbe trial. MMter of Lombardy, tbe A os. 
man Government was now at liberty to con* 
c- ntrate all its efforts in the subjugation of 
Venice.

Ha/nau, who bad just signalized himself 
by bis unparalleled atrocities at Brescia, wm 
•elected m commander of tbe besieging 
forces, in tbe hope that bis very name would 
suffice to strike terror into the hearts of tbe 
besieged. He commenced tbe siege by ibe 
b jmbardmentg^ tbo tort of Malgbera, situat­
ed about fit two mil* northwest of Venice, 
while the Austrian sqjsdron enforced a 
strict blockade. Venice, herself?was as yet 
secure from asseoit ; tbe immense develop­
ment of her fortifications shielded her from 
immediate danger. A triple line ot defence 
covered tbe to* asylum of Italian liberty If 
be assault wa. terrible, ihe defence was 

Heroic ; but Ihe enemy still persisted id be- 
I eving it would be short-lived, list when 
be Venetians beheld tbe whole tor* of Aus­

tria arrayed against them, they would yield 
trembling to wuatever conditions she might 
tiuok fit to impose.

security. Bet heavy trials were at band 
The 85th of Jane the greet powder maga­
sine exploded, an irreparable disaster, tor 
tie Venetians had not the materials to make 
new, not, at leant, in the quantities demand­
ed. Meanwhile, the bombardment daily in­
creased in fury, the cannons which the Ans. 
trions bod planted in the mine of the fort of 
Malgbem being raised on platforms inclined 
forty-eight degrees; the projectiles thus 
thrown attained a tremendous height, and 
described in their descent a parabole of a 
proportionate extent More than half Ve­
nice found itself under the fire of the bombs, 
more than two-thirds under that of the 
red hot ballets. The quarters of Carnareggio, 
of Santa Croee, inhabited principally by the 
middle and lower orders, were cruelly de­
vastated, bat nothing could quell their reso­
lution. In the dead of night, amid the 
shower of shot, the crash of crumbling walls, 
the light of biasing boneea, the whole popu­
lation of those quarters went forth, calm, re­
signed, without a murmor,old men end strip 
lings, women end children. “ They may 
drive ns from oar homes, but they cannot 
terrify us into submission/’ they exclaimed ; 
“ better the bombs than the Croats !"

The fugitives ensconced themselves as best 
they coold beneath the open galleries of the 
ducal palace, the courts, the porticoes, the 
cloisters of the Churches. Some sought shel­
ter in the Goideca, the ancient quarter of 
the Jews, who, elevated to equal rights by 
the new Government, were warm in their 
devotion to its caose- Amid all this confu­
sion a touching scene occoired. The Caste- 
lani, who, it will be remembered, had been 
reconciled to their hereditary foae, the Nico- 
letli, on the occasion of Mania’s captivity, 
came in a body to offer them a reloge in 
their own dwellings, and took no less than 
eight hundred families with them to the 
quarter of the Ses liera de Caeiella, which 
was as yet intact. The devastation continu 
ed. A projectile striking ihe Scuola of Su 
’Roc*, carried sway one of the finest of the 
paintings of Tintoretto, “ Moses striking the 
rock” Worse than this, provisions grew 
scarcer and scarcer ; the little animal food 
yet remaining was set apart for the use of 
the hospitals. The greater portion of the 
inhabitants, rich and poor, lived on bread, 
chestnuts, and vegetables. A successful sor­
tis, indeed, the 1st of August, in which the 
troops carried off from the mainland two 
hundred head of oxen, and a quantity of 
wine and corn, afforded some temporary re­
lief, but it was only a drop in the ocean of 
misery. Famine soon brought pestilence in 
its train. The cholera appeared. The lit­
tle army was tearfully reduced, more by 
sickness than by the fire of the enemy, and 
though the ranks were speedily filled np by 
ardent Volunteers, still every day increased 
the disproportion between the forces of besie­
gers and the bsaieged. The land troops 
were incapable of victualling the town. The 
only hope lay in the fleet Could that hare 
succeeded, if bat for a single day, in driving 
back the blockading squadron, it might have 
obtained from the shores of Dalmatia and 
Romagna provisions sufficient, at ail events, 
to protract the defence for a considerable 
period. lie squadron, indeed, was still far 
inferior in force to that of the enemy, but 
the Venetian» recalled the ancient glories of 
their fleet and echoed the cryol Manin—To 
sea ! to sea ! In vain ! The descendent» 
of those dauntless mariners who hsd defied 
the united fleet of Europe, who had reigned 
over the sens as over their special dominion, 
dated not quit the shelter ot their port, 
nor make one single effort to attack the Aus­
trian vessels, though on that effort bung the 
deliverance of their country. While the 
rest of the population, even those most unus­
ed to arms, displayed, in the words of an eye­
witness—“ a courage, a resolution, an ener­
gy beyond all praise," the sailors and naval 
commanders exhibited an apathy, a cowar­
dice, which cast a stain—the only one, be it 
remembered—on the heroic defence of Ve­
nice.

Meanwhile the state of aflairs grew dark­
er and darker- The cholera decimated the 
unhappy city Hands were wanting to bury 
the dead. Lines of fast closed shutters, on 
which were written the terrible words—
“ Closed on account of the decease of the 
inmates,” marked the rapid progress of des­
truction and disease. The conflagrations, 
caused by the bombs and bullets ot the ene­
my, became so frequent as to menace the 
whole city with one fearful doom. The 
ammunition was nearly exhausted. From 
without there was no hope. The English 
consul urged no immediate surrender, and 
the consul ol France, M. de Vasseur, whose 
generous sympathy with Venice and her sons 
had hitherto led him to hope that some 
means of rescue might yet present itself, 
now acknowledged that nothing remained 
save to submit or perish. Manin had main­
tained the principle of resistance as long as 
the slightest hope was left. But to inflict 
useless sufferings on a noble and generous 
people, sufferings that coold terminate only 
in the complete destruction of the city, was 
opposed alike to his principles and his feel­
ings. Tommaseo, listening only to the 
proud sense of honour, urged defence to the 
last man, to the last ounce of powder, to the 
last mortal ot bread ; but Manin felt he had 
no right thus to sacrifice the nation which 
had confided its destinies to bis care, which 
still hung open "his words with a confidence, 
a devotion, scarcely equalled in history. On 
the 16th of August, therefore, he convoked 
the representatives of the people. The de­
bate was long, earnest, and melancholy : it 
was at length resolved to confer full powers 
on their president to capitulate with the 
enemy. Manin did not immediately make 
use of these powers. He feared lest by open­
ing negotiations precipitately he should

The Syrian Massacres.
When we last referred to the daughter of the 

Christians in Syria, the Druses had pursued un- 
cue cited their vengeful course, desolating the re­
gion ol the Lebanon and drenching soil sacred 
in memory as ibe scene of early Christian effort 
with ibe blood oi those who professed to be the 
followers of Jesus They were still msrehing 
forward from town to town on their errand of ex­
termination, hopeless terror reigning wherever 
they approached, aud tbeir tiack too clearly 
marked by the ghastly heaps ot Christians slain 
and the smoking ashes of cities consumed. Zshleh 
bad fallen before them, Damascus was threaten­
ed, the inhabitants of Beirut were fleeing for 
their lives, and Jerusalem it was feared would 
fall a prey to the demoniacal fury of the Druse. 
Damascus since then has become the sport of the 
destroyer, and thousands have been martyred in 
its streets- Exclaims one writing to America 
from Beirut : “ Damascus, the beautiful, the ter­
res! ial paradise, bow art thou fallen 1 This old 
Abrahamic city, of more than two hundred thou 
sand inhabitants, bas been most cruelly despoil­
ed. The murder of five thousand men in its 
streets is a deed cf blood calling for the direst 
vengeance of earth and heaven. Five thousand 
men killed in war would excite but little feeling 
comparatively, for warriors count the cost, and 
voluntarily expose themselves to the death-whitt­
ling ballet and the bloody sword ; but five thous­
and Christians cut down by Moslems while pur­
suing their daily avocations in the most peacelnl 
and inoflrnsive manner, is an appalling crime, 
and stirs the deepest emotions of the human 
heart.”

Jerusalem, the same writer—the correspond­
ent ot the Boston Traveller, says, is now in dan­
ger, being menaced from without by three thous­
and Bedouin Arabs, and from within by the 
fanatical Moslem. The Missionaries have fled 
to Jaffa, and Jerusalem it was thought would be 
laid low.

We hope however that the work of destruction 
is now at an end, and that the work of «tribu» 
two has already be* earnestly commented. We 
are encouraged to believe that the Salt* at

Turkey has entered energetically upon a course 
which will manifest tohsideladed infidel subjects 
that be does not sympathise with them in tbeir 
aggresriees ; or, that he cannot afford to conate- 

e tbeir horrid atrocities, bet must resist them 
with prompt aod merited punishment. The 
complicity of inferior Turkish rulers can, we fear, 
be readily established. To tbeir weak or wilful 
misconduct it is due that so feariul a sacrifice cf 
file has been endured. But Fuad Pacha, the 
minister ol Foreign Aflairs, of whose arrival and 
action in Syria the latest advices inform us, is 
evidently of a disposition far different from that 
ol the Governors into wbbse conduct be comes 
to inquire, lie has struck terror into the hearts 
alike of Turkish officials and Druse assassins. 
The strange sounding information comes from 
Damascus that the remaining Christians will be 
sent to Beirut under an escort of Druses ; an 
indication of the alarm which these must feel, and 
tbeir anxiety to ingrat-ate themselves with the 
Imperial Commissioner Slopping at Cyprus, oh 
his way to Damascus, Fuad Pacha there prompt­
ly deposed ihe Governor General, and confiscated 
bis property, and by his determined procedure 
inspired the hearts ol the oppressed with confi 
deuce and courage. Arrived at the camp of the 
Governor General of Syria, his course has been 
equally satisfactory and but little doubt is felt 
about the fate of Koorsbid (Anglicised, Cursed) 
Pec ha. About seven hundred and filly persons 
known to be guilty of participation in the mas­
sacres were arrested in two days, and in two days 
lurtber it was supposed all who bad been prin­
cipally concerned in the plot would be appre­
hended. Immediate execution awaited thei 
The following paragraphs occur in the Commis­
sioner’s despatch to Constantinople, and show 
how wholesome had been Ibe exertion oi bis 
power and the tenor ol bis name.

A great part of the property, in furniture 
and objects ol value, that have been concealed, 
has been found and recovered. The well dis­
posed part of the population have given us a 
moral support by their quiet and ordeily conduct. 
Those inclined lo evil are struck with terror.

“ The greatest tranquillity prevailed in the city 
while the arrests were being made ; they weie 
effected without filing a shot.

• The Imperial troops gave a new proof of 
tbeir seal and patriotism.”

A vivid contrast of the influence of a spurious 
Christianity with that of the true might be drawn 
by simply depicting the conduct ol Englishwo­
men in the boar of peril in India and that which 
is reported by the correspondence of the Tra 
teller He says :

“ Horrible stories are afloat about the thou 
sands ol Christian women of Damascus. Our 
blood almost congeals at the thought of such a 
fate. 1 knew many of them ; they were fair and 
beautiful, and many of them gentle and to some 
extent cultivated. Hundreds ol these were doubt 
less buried beneath the ruins of their burning 
houses ; but we ire told that thousands were car 
ried off into the interior by the K orda and Arabs 
of the desert, to be destroyed at their leisure 
Horror of horrors ! We learn that many ol them 
have turned Moslems, to save their lives. ‘Se­
veral hundred ol such renegades bave been re­
ported, and doubilt-ea there are many more not 
yet beard Irom. A letter from the Greek refu 
gees from Hssbeiy a, who bad taken reloge in 
Damascus from ibe Druses, coolly relates Ibe fact 
of tbeir change of religion.

They stale that upon the news ol Ihe insur­
rection reaching I hern, they put lui bans upon 
their heads in the Moslem style, and began to 
pillage the bouse of tbeir host, as if they bad 
been Moslems. They rushed out into the streets 

ilb plunder upon tbeir backs, cuising the Chris 
lien dogs, the Christ tan religion, and uttering all 
the Moslem imprecations. Thus loaded, with 
corses and shoots, they rushed unwittingly into 

Turkish part ol Ibe city, where they were re­
cognized as Christians They were attacked by 
the Moslems, and were forced into an entire 
abandonment of tbeir religion, and have become 
Movie ms, so Isr as all the outer ordinances are 
concerned ”

The true significance of that deadly strife 
of which Syria bas now become, and India was 
lately, the scene, is to be found in Ibe spreading 
impression among anticbristian tribes that the 
religion of Christ is moving rapidly forward to 
the conquest ol the world. They have not yet 
learned ibat although i's weapons are powerful, 
to the polling down of the strongholds of im­
post are and superstition, they are not carnal ; 
anil they seem to have a constant dread of the 
hour when the sword of the Christian shall com­
pel them to yield themselves subjects of the 
cross. It cannot be denied that, though not by 
the megps which Moslem and Buddhist so much 
dread, the Christian religion is destined to ad­
vance in the East until its kingdoms shall become 
the kingdoms ol Christ. Five centuries ago the 
corrupted Christianity of that era bad little moral 
power to oppose to the progress of Mohamme­
danism, and ibe professors of the latter achieved 
over the former in the South East of Europe 
are easy and immense superiority. But the ele­
ments of decay which always existed in Moham­
medanism have been developed, while the vitali­
ty of Christianity bas been drawn forth, through 
toe succeeding ages.

Thus has a change been gradually goiug on 
whose results are partially visible in the conces­
sions already made to the Cnristian subjects of 
the Porte, but which we confidently hope will 
ere long be more fully realized in the simul­
taneous enfranchisement of the Christians of the 
East from political bondage and of tbeir perse- 
cutors from spiritual degradation. The labours 
of Protestant Missionaries and the circulation of 
the Bible are tending largely to promote and 
beneficially to direct this desirable revolution.

The Future of Methodism.
The following paragraph occurs in the 

Ordination charge lately delivered by Rev. 
S. D. Waddy, Ex-President of the British 
Conference :

Tbe distinction of a Society and a Church 
needs a little farther consideration in refer­
ence to the future of Methodism. It has 
been stated by some wbo have considered 
the subject with great anxiety that there are 
two courses before you, and that you will 
soon be driven by necessity to adopt one or 
the other. The necessity of this alternative 
we totally deny. They go on lo say how 
ever, “ Either you must relax (lie strictness 
ot your rules ol Society, and abandon tbe 
compulsory attendance on Class Meetings, 
arid bring four whole system more in ac­
cordance with the general views and prac­
tices of mankind, or you must abide rigidly 
by yonr original principles, however dis­
tasteful they may be.” If we adopt tbe 
former, which we are told is the more gen­
erous and intelligent course, these results we 
are promised shall follow. Methodism, by 
bringing under its influence those who would 
gladly embrace it in a little milder form, but 
wbo are repelled by tbe austerity of its ori­
ginal constitution, and having by these sea­
sonable concessions gained access amongst 
the wealthy and refined, you would have 
placed at your disposal for your work and 
holy enterprise of charity immense means 
and talents which you would no: otherwise 
command. On the other band, it is said, if 
you abide inflexibly byiyour original rules 
and principles, you guard against the manl­
iest suspicion of adopting a religious course, 
whose prominent if not principal recommen- 
iion is ihat it gains its followers rather by 
converting religion to man than by convert­
ing man to religion You retain the salt 
with all its savour, aod if (be world’s cor­
ruption is to be eradicated it will not be by 
a dilution of tbe seasoningagent. You keep 
to the same path in which you have been 
called by Providence,and in which you bave 
been cheered lor above a century by graci­
ous manifestations. You retain your bigb 
and distinguished position as a witnessing 
church, maintaining before the world through 
all ils changes and lancies aud fashions, an 
uncorrupted doctrine, a severe morality and 
spiritual worship, and whether they will bear 
or forbear, remaining firm and steadiast to 
tbe lari. Humbly, very humbly, strive lo 
imitate our Lord and Master, in whom there 
is no “ variableness or shadow of turning ’’ 
In setting these two courses before you, I 
deny that we are driven to the alternative of 
taking exclusively either one or tbq other. 
Mr. Wesley’s notion of a church relieves us 
entirely from this necessity.. We need no 
change, and should the question of change 
ever be seriously entertained, or agitated 
among us, it would be fraught with feariul 
danger. An attempt to relax our rules in 
order to meet particular cases might procure 
us for a time much apparent prosperity, in 
the shape of members and means, but it 
would soon utterly destroy the Class Meet- 
ngs, lower the tone of Christian experience, 

diminish the number of real conversions ; 
and lake away those peculiarities m which 
our great strength lies. Let this point ol 
our system remain unobliterated, so long as 
ihe sun and moon endure. All that we want 
is a more distinct and intelligent recognition 
of those who, though not members of Society, 
are yet constant members of your congrega­
tion, and whose moral lives, whose reverent 
fear of God, and the observance of bis ordi­
nances would make them desirable members 
of any Church, who in Mr. Wesley’s days 
would have been members of the Established 
or Dissenting churches, and wbo are now 
members ol ours. By this more distinct 
and intelligent recognition, I mean first tint 
you should exhort them to partake of the 
Lord’s Supper ; that you should give them 
the quarterly tokens to admit them to this 
ordinance, and you should take the opportu­
nity of your visits for pastoral oversight and 
admonition, especially urging any in whose 
hearts a work of grace appears to have com­
menced, to come in and avail themselves of 
ihe richer and more regular spiritual advan­
tages to be found in membership with the 
Society, inviting them to the privilege and 
duty of regular contribution towards the 
support of tbe ministry. Give them an in 
terest in the church by employing them as 
treasurers aud secretaries of your charities, 
and in such other offices as do not imply 
spiritual functions ; and, generally, do nut 
repel them as aliens who have no interest in 
common with yourselves, but tenderly care 
lor them as those from amongst whom your 
best instructed and most faithful members ot 
society will constantly arise.

Life Insurance—Is it Honest ?— 
Is it Right ?

The Eiitor of the Western Christian Advocate 
writes ibe following sensible article in answer to 
a friend who desires his opinion as to the hones­
ty and piety of Life Insurances :

The two main points of difficulty with him 
are:

1. If a man pays a certain sum annually, ray 
sixty dollars, lor an insurance of 82,000 on his 
hie, and dies wiihin * year, bow can bis family 
honestly take the 82,000 for which only sixty dol­
lars have bean paid ? Or, on tbe other band, 
bow can the company insuring honestly lake a 
man’s money Irom year to year, as is often tbe 
case, till tbe amount of money paid in >s actually 
greater lhan the amount for which he is insured 
and yet be has received nothing ?

2. Is it quite consistent with that confidence 
in God which Christians ought to feel to maze 
tbe payment of a certain rum to our families de­
pendent upon our death, and is not such money 
in some senses the price of tbe life of him who 
has been insured ?

We are awaie that conscientious scruples exi-f 
in the minds ot many on tbe subject ol file in­
surance, and yet we doubt if such scruples are 
well-founded. On the subject of tbe honesty ol 
each transactions we submit the following con­
siderations .-

1. A man with a view ot securing to ms fami­
ly something in esse of bis removal from them by 
death, consents to tbe payment of an annual 
sum which may be greater or less than the amount 
bis family will receive in case of his death, accor 
ding to circumstances, laking into account the 
whole number of persons insured, the amount ot 
moneys paid in is larger than tbe amount paid 
out. This is necessary in order to keep up the 
surreal expensed of an insursace company ct any 
kind, and to accumulate a fund which will be 
certain to indemnify all claims Tbe company, 
therefore, is not wronged in case of the death of 
any individual who may have pa d in bis money 
but recently, and paid no more than a tenth, or 
even a twentieth' of what bis family will receive 
Such contingencies are provided lot in the price

that is fixed upon tbe insurance. And every 
person who pays bis money does it with the r.n- 
ders'andir.g and sgre ment that while bis own 
life is spared, hie con-ribnuons shad go to those 
families I bat are less iavored ibsn h.s own. Be- 

; sides, there is to every such person a •• value re- 
, ceived ' in the security he teels that bis famdy 
; will be provided lor to the exvm of Lis ill-u: 
j ance in case be should be suddenly removed from 
I them. There is no wrong done, therefore, to 
others wbo I ke himself hive contributed tbeir 
funds tor such a purpose. Ihe whole transac­
tion is une oi mutual consent and agreement 
Every issu is to be bis own judge in what way 
to provide lor hu .arniiy. Some may think, and 
Ihmk correctly, that some other investment to au 
equal amount wiii be better tor tneir (amities than 
moneys paid lor life insurance. And others wnh 
equal propriety may think this the sa lest course 
lot them. Al. men are not equally wl-e in mak­
ing good investments. But w« can see nothing 
dishonest to any party in Ibis kind ol invest- 
u-ent^morc than in any other. In either case 
tbe poor man, or the man in moderate circum­
stances, chooses to sutler a little sett-denial while 
he is with bis tamily, in order to save his family 
a still greater self-denial in case he should he fa 
ken from them.

2. Tbe second objection s ated is the one, 
alter all, which makes many stand hack with a 
kind of shudder. Many people have an idea 
that somehow, they can not exactly tell bow it is, 
such a transaction is an interletence with the or 
der of Providence—that ihe matter of dying is 
so in the bands ol God, that we have no busi­
ness to seemingly take the matter into our own 
bands There seems to be a lingering tear that 
in some way it will bring about the death ol 
tbeir husbands—and many shudder at the 
thought of taking and using the money that has 
been received as in some way, they feel impress­
ed, ibe price of his life.

We believe a careful attention to the whole 
matter will dissipate these illy-defined apprehen­
sions. We call them illy-defined, because, when 
we attempt to put the objection into intelligent 
language, we find it an exceedingly hard thing 
to do. How, let us ask, is there any interference 
with the older of Providence ?, It is no part oi 
tbe contract between the parties that any ar 
rangements of Providence shall be interfered 
with. There is no stipulation to either lengthen 
or shorten human life. We think, on tbe whole, 
the tendency is to lengthen tbe life of Ibe insur­
ed parly, by relieving him from that anxiety 
about the future of bis family which is uulavoi- 
able to ihe health ol some men. Again, if the 
husband aud father had made a judicious invest 
ment in tome other way which shoo Id afford re­
lief to bis family alter the departure limn this 
world, bis wile and children would bless hit 
memory on ibis account, and never think they 
were living upon Ibe price ol h.s lile, because 
they availed themselves ol hit prudent lore 
thought. The investment mode in ibis form is 
as Italy (be result ol pi intent lore thought as any 
other, aud as atne-Uy bouts, as any other li ansae- 
lion can he, and lor souse men it u probably the 
surest method they tax lake in ease romelhing 
lor ihe it lam.lies. Awl , t can wft see bow there 
is any more inierlereee* nth the order ol Pro­
vidence in such a trias irlisa than in any other 
butinera Iransactwa whatever.

Similar leers have been «renamed, and are 
■till entertained by some persons, as to the pro­
priety cfany kind of insurance. Bn-these tears 
rest on no tuffic irnt foundation. There insur­
ances are in many instances strictly necessary lo 
ibe s'ability ol business transactions Some |ter­
rons have conscientious scruples about putting 
up a iighmiog-rod upon tbeir houses or barns, 
and particularly upon tbeir houses of worship 
This to them looks like an attempt to interfere 
wiib the ways of the Almigbiy. They say if the 
Loid chooses to smite a bouse with lightning, 
particularly his own house—the temple elected 
especially to him—we should not interfere, lesi 
we should stem lo contend against God. But 
these same p-ople when Id not reason to in rela­
tion lo a leaky roof, or to tbe want ol paint or 
repairs to keep a bouse of worship from going fo 
decay. Bat it is Ihe same God wbo sends the 
lightning and tbe rain. Both of these have tbeir 
*aws. The one may be warded off by a tight 
root, and tbe other by a rod of iron. If God in 
his providence bas enabled ns to know bow to 
protect ourselves from tbe calamities which 
would otherwise befall us, whether from the 
elements, or from pinching want, do we 
not rather show onr co-operalion with tbe order 
of Providence by availing ourselves of those mer­
ciful piovieions which have been placed within 
onr reach.

We have nothing to say ty way of advice on 
the subject of life insurances ; let every one be 
fully persuaded in bis own mind. But if any one 
feels that this is for him the most feasible way of 
providing something (ot a dependent wile and 
children when be can no longer minister to tbeir 
wants, we will rather seek to confirm bim in bis 
purpose, (ban lo disturb bis conscience with cer­
tain indefinable forebodings which we are not 
able, when we undertake to embody them in 
plain propositions, to make intelligible to any 
but those wbo already feel tbe same indefinable 
forebodings.

Tbe trouble with many is mere a matter of 
sentiment than of judgment and reason, bat it is 
i real trouble after all, and should be dealt with 
tenderly, and so we have endeavored to treat it ; 
bui we have been obliged to speak plainly in or­
der to be understood. Our main object bas 
been to induce sober reflection and examination, 
and if there can be bad, we think we can pretty 
well foresee tbe result.

The mem- 
b is cf the L’j'pt r Ili-use were all in costume, 
wearing coals similar to t luise ol the Queen’s 
Con use ., on most of which were tbe polished steel 
regulation buttons. Tbeir Speaker wore, of 
coarse, bis usual robe The Gentleman Viber 
of -be Black Rod, wiib bis three bows, first enter­
ed the reception room. and alter him ihe Serjeant- 
at Arms with his golden mace Next came the 
Hon Mr. Speaker wiib bis whole flock ol Honor­
ables, tbe best dressed and finest body ol civil­
ians who have yet greeted fbe Prince. Having 
formed themselves into a crescent, two or three 
deep, with remarkable order and regularity, the 
Speaker advanced, and first in English and then 
in French delivered ihe address

Tbe Prince received tbe beautifully engrossed 
parchments Irom Mr. Belleau’s hands and gave 
them o tfic Duke, who delivered them the reply 
— which he read first iu English then in French. 
Ills pronounciation ol tbe French is as perlect at 
Ibat ot ibe Eng isb. Tbe reply is as follows

Gentlemen,—“ From my heart 1 thank you lor 
this address, breathing a spirit ol love and devo­
tion to your Queen and of kindly interest in me 
at her representative on this occasion. At every 
step ot my progress through the British colonies, 
aud now more forcibly in Canada, 1 am utfjirea.-ed 
with the conviction that 1 owe the overpowering 
cordiality of my reception to my connection with 
her to whom under Providence 1 owe every thing, 
—my Sovereign and parent.

“ To Her 1 shall with pride convey the ex­
pressions ol your loyal sentiments, and if ai some 
lutute period, so remote, 1 trust Ibat 1 may al­
lude to it with less pain, it shall-please God to 
place me in that closer relation to you which you 
contemplate, I cannot hope for any more honor­
able distinction than to earn for myself such ex 
pressions of generous attachaient as I now owe 
to your appreciation of the virtues ol Ihe Queen.

“ Few as yet bave beeu the days wh.cb 1 have 
spent in this country, but I have seen much iu 
indicate tbe rapid progress and future greatness 
of United Canada. Tbe infancy of Ibis Province 
bat resembled in some respects that of my native 
island, and at in centuries gone by, ibe moi her 
country combined tbe several virtues ol Ibe Nor­
man and Anglo-Saxon race-, so I may venture 
to anticipate in Ibe matured character ol Canada 
ihe united excellencies of her double ancestry. 
Most heartily I respond to your dee-re that tbe 
tics wtiuib bind together ibe Soverign and Ibe 
Canadian people may be strong and enduring " 

Now followed a ceremony which il bad been 
rumoured would be performed, but of which no­
body was certain. Tbe Duke of Newcastle by 
command of bis Royal Highness, advanced lo the 
Speaker and intimated that the honor ol knight- 
hood would be conferred upon him. So Mr Bel- 
leau, soon to be Mr. no longer, advanced rever­
ently and knelt on both knees, while Ibe Prince 
taking tbe Duke's unsheathed (word laid it first 
on bis left, then on bit right shoulder, saying, at 
the same time, rise Sir Narcisse Bclieau. Sir 
Narcisse Belleau accordingly rose, and rose » 
knight

Tbe rest ol tbe proceedings of the Legislative 
Conned were alter this comparatively tame. The 
members all filed past from left lo right, and 
were presented individually. Col. Irvine and 
Earl St. Germans announced the names. Tbe 
clerks and attaches ot ibe House received a simi­
lar honor. Then wiib due dignity and deli Ocr­
ai ion they retired. In a lew minutes tbe crimson 
doors again swung open, and tbe Commons ol Ca. 
nada appeared upon tbe scene- First ibe Ser­
geant, Mr. McDonald wiib bis silver chain, hia 
handsome golden mace, knee breeches, silk stock, 
mgs, &c, bowing in due and ancient form. Next 
Mr. Speaker, in all the amplitude of bis enor­
mous robe, and tbe rest of tbe Commons in 
common dress—tail coals, white crava'S, gloves,

The Prince’s Progress.
Quebec, August 21, I860 —Tbe most inter­

esting ceremonial that baa occorted since His 
Royal Highness landed on this Continent, took 
place in tbe Parliament House this morning — 
At about 11 o'clock tbe bocm ng ol heavy guns 
from the whole of the batteries of ibe lorn ess, 
and Item all ibe ships in harbor, gave the signal 
that the Prince, leaving the Governor Generai'si 
was coming to take up hia quarters in tbe Palace 
prepared for him, and he shortly afterwards made 
his appearance coming down between the files of 
of soldiers wbo lined the street». It rained 
heavily all the time, but as Lis Royal Highness 
and suite were in covered carriages, the brillian­
cy of tbeir uniforms was by no means tarnished 
Having taken tbeir apartments, all of which are 
beautifully furnished, and having digested them 
selves ot overcoats, «to-, tbe Royal party entered 
tbe reception room, late the Legislative Council 
chamber», and arranged themselves in front of 
(be crimson drapery ol the Throne. Tbe Prince 
was ol coarse in front, the central figure in tbe 
group, attired in the regulation dress of a Colonel 
with all bis ribbons and orders upon his person. 
On tbe right was the Governor General, in bis 
blue and silver Windsor uniform ; also the Earl 
of St. Germains, Colonel Irving, Admiral Sir 
Afix Milne, Major Teasdale, Capf. Vansiltart, 
Commodore Seymour, and a host of other naval 
uffioers. On tbe left was tbe Duke of Newcastle,

The Ministers, of course, wore tbeir uniforms. 
The ceremony gone through with this body was 
just Ibe same as with the Council

The Speaker, with a sonorous voice, rolled 
out tbe address, first in English then in French . 
and, in reply, the quiet tones ol Ihe Prince's 
youtblul voice were listened to in tbe deepest 
silence.

Was Mr. Henry Smith to receive the honor of 
knighthood, was then the anxious thought of 
every one. Tbe suspense did not last long, for 
on tbe invitation ol Ilia Grace, the Speaker knelt 
and rose a knight.

Then tbe Members filed, before the Prince, 
passing the reverse way Irom that of tbe Council, 
and were presented by name, ibe whole of them| 
(excepting Mr. Mowal, being detained by illness 
in bis family,) being present. Tbe atiacbes of 
tbe House weie tbe last of ibe procession, and 
then tbe Commons were bowed out. They 
generally bad I lie bearing of gentlemen ; tome 
were, however, rather singular, to say Ibe least 
ot them, and at these the Prince could not re­
press an involuntary smile.

A dozen or so of tbe officers of tbe garrison 
came next iu order, after whom à different body 
came in, namely, tbe Synod of the Anglican 
Church, Diocese ol Quebec. Bishop Mountain 
led in hia flock ol lay delegates and clergy, the 
latter ol whom wore gowns and hoods of various 
linings. The venerable Bishop, bis voice feeble 
with age, read ibe addresa from lb is body, to 
which the Synod audibly said Amen.

At the Levee about 1000 gentlemen were pre­
sented, and a number ot addresses from the Na- 
t onal Societies and other confederate bodies 
were presented. These were delivered with­
out receiving any replies.

After tbe Levee upwards of 50 gentlemen, 
members of tbe Legislative Council, Assembly, 
and others, partook of a dejeuner with bis Royal 
Highness.

The number of those to be invited to a repast 
with the Prince is 180.

After the dejeuner Ibe weather became beau­
tifully tine, and ihe Prince and suite drove to the 
Mootmoreoci Falls. There were at least a dozen 
arches built on the road. The Houses were 
dressed with Urge, and Dorchester Bridge was 
mo-t handsomely ornamented.

Crowds of people on the way cheered lustily. 
The falls were very fine. The volume of water 
was greater than usual, owing to the excessive 
rains. His Royal Highness was enraptured with 
the scenery. He proceeded about a mile up tbe 
river. Tbe refreshments were liberally provided. 
On his return to tbe ci y be dined at the Parlia­
ment House with a select patty.

The Oil Wells or Westeem Pennsyl­
vania__The oil region, so tar as yet discovered
lies in the valley ol the Allegebenv river, near 
ha source, and chi-fly along tome of its moun­
tain tributaries Oil Creek, Irom its source to 
hs confluence with the waters of the Allebgany, 
is supposed to be one continuous bed o! oil. Ti­
tusville, on its banks, and some twenty miles from 
its mouthj continues to be the head-quarters oi 
the oil seekers ; but Irom this point they have 
spread along the waters of French Creek and 
Brukenstraw, two considerable streams emptying 
ing into the Allegheny. Lately the oil fever has 
also broken out near New Castle, in Lawrence 
Co , along the banks of the Miboong. For miles 
along the creek or river, leases are taken at con­
siderable cost, and extensive borings are com 
menced.

The oil extracted from the ear h at these va 
rioos places has been kuown for many years 
under tbe names of Petroleum, British Oil, Se­
neca Oil, &3. By a partial evaporation of its vo 
Utile elements, it may be conversed, it is said, 
into Barbadoes Tar ; and when the process ot 
evaporation is complete, Ashphaltum remains Its 
origin is as yet unknown, bat is an object ol in­
quiry. Perhaps Nature’s grand chemical ap­
parel us is manufacturing it but of the vast coa 
bids that lie buried in tbe earth’s crust.—Pitts 
burg Ckris Advocate.

Lite is often brought to 
tbe dyirg. soundness takes tbe place ot putres­
cence, beauty ryes from deformity, and order 
from chaos, when the tempest stirs up and im­
parts motion to tbe stagnant. But political ex 
citement baa ever been unfriendly to religion, 
causing her temples to be deserted, and cramping 
and chilling tbe godly aspirations and itleciion* 
ot her people. And dreading this, many Chris 
tian men have separated themselves Irom all 
political influences, and hastily thrown away their 
rights and privileges as American citizens This 
is a curt tor one evil, but by the commission of 
a greater. At the primary meeting» and at tbe 
polls Christian men are needed. Their presence 
will have a genial influence, and their perwstent 
action may at last succeed in calling ont men of 
unimpeachable moral* lor the offices ol the coun­
try—l be great desideia'um ot tbe politic* of to­
day.

It is reported that if Garibaldi lands nt Naples, 
unoiciere will cross the Roman frontier under 

promise ot support from Austria, and that Aus­
tria will abrogate tbe treaty of Villafranca, and 
attack Garibaldi.

Austria was assuming a threatening attitude, 
and there were minors of n manifesto on the 
Emperor’s birthday, declaring his release from 
the VUafranca treaty, and ottering threats against 
Piedmeoot.

Austria had already demanded explanation 
from Piedmont of Garibaldi’s letter to Victor 
Emmanuel, announcing a projected attack on 
Venice. There ie great activity in tbe Austrian 
marine.

The establishment of a complete understand­
ing between Austria and Prussia is officially 
announced.

Tbe Emperor of Austria and the King of Ba­
varia bad attended a railroad celebration at 
Salaburg, and both monarch» delivered speeches 
hvotabto to German unity.

Rumors of an approaching interview between 
Louis Napoleon nod tbe Queen of Spain were

Therefore e 
bad egg can be told by ike wey it reels in 
water—always end up, never on its side.
