It has recently been determined 
during a period when any copy at all 
received on a vertical antenna was ab­
solutely impossible, that perfect copy 
without echo could be obtained on a 
directional long, low signal wdre an­
tenna. In other words, the highly di­
rectional antenna pointed toward the 
tiansmitter is not bothered by echoes 
of the first type, which have gone 
around tbe world in the reverse direc­
tion. It is only bothered by echoes of 
tbe second type, which have gone 
around the world once plus the dis­
tance from the transmitter to receiver 
In the same sense as the direct signal.
