——London, Feb. 9—Twenty five of the
crew of the torpedoed British steamer
Vedamore perished with the sinking of
that vessel, according to the Press Asso-
ciation. The survivors have been landed.

The sinking of the Vedamore was re-
ported yesterday. She was on her way
from Baltimore to Liverpool.

The survivors number thirty-five, and
all suffered greatly from exposure, having
been for ten hours in open boats in ex-
tremely cold weather. Many of the men
were only half clad.

London, Feb. 9—The Hanna Larsen,
reported sunk, was 245 feet longs and
was built in 1903 at Flensburg. Original-
ly German, her registry was changed to
British when she was requisitioned by
the British admiralty while interned.

The Norwegian ship Sonmgely, of 2,063
tons, has been snnk. She was last re-
‘ported at Buenos Aires on Nov. 18,

——London, Feb. 9—The Norwegian
steamship Jda, of 1,172 tons, has been
sunk by a German submarine. Surviv-
ing members of the crew were landed to-
day. The captain -said that the chief
mate and the steward were killed while
on deck by gun-fire. The submarine fired
continuously without warning until the
vessel sunk. The steamer was built at
Aberdeen in 1883. She was 239 feet long
and had a beam of 33 feet.

——London, Feb. 9—Norwegian steam-
ship Hanskinck, formerly the American
steamer Satilla of 2,567 tons gross, has
been sunk. The steamer was last report-
ed in available hipping records as leaving
New York December 31 bound for Rotter-
dam. She was 300 feet long and 41 feet
wide. She-was built at Quincy, Mass,, in
1906.

——London, Feb. 9—Lloyd’s announces
that the Spanish steamer Nueva Montana,
2,039 tons, has been torpedoed. Her crew
was saved.

Reuter’s Kristiania correspondent re-
ports that the Norwegian steamer Odin of |
Bergen, a vessel of 1,045 tons, was sunk
February 2 without warning, and that
two persons on board her were killed.

——London, Feb. 10—The ' British
steamer Mantola has been sunk, so
Lloyd’s Shipping Agency announced to-
day.

The Norwegnan vessel Soldakkon is be-
leived to have been sunk, the Lloyd’s
Agency states. Two of her crew were
lost.

Lloyd’s to-day also announced the
previously reported sinking of the Nor-
wegian ship Sforskog, two members of

£ week under review furnished no
news of outstanding importance
concerning hostilities on land or at sea, if
we except the submarine attacks on
merchant vessels; and only minor changes
were effected at any point on the far-flung
battle fronts.
In the Western campaign, where much
cannonading and trench-raiding formed

constitutes the only considerable change
in this front during the seven-days’ period.

Scant news was supplied concerning the
Eastern campaign, though active hostili-
ties were maintained at several points in
spite of the severe winter weather.

DUKE OF NORFOLK
T

London, Feb. 11—The Duke of Norfolk,
ranking member of the English nobility,
and the foremost English catholic, died in
London to-day.

The death of the Duke was rather
sudden, the first annoucement of his
serious illness, having been made on
Saturday. Prayers were cffered to-day in
the leading London Catholic churches for
the repose of his soul.

The heir to the dukedom, the Earl of
Arundel and Surry, who is eight years old
comes into an estate estimated at £300,
000 annually. : :

Henry Fitzalan-Howard, fifteenth Duke
of Norfolk, was born December 27, 1847.
He was Earl Marshal, and Hereditary
Marshal and Chief Butler of England:
In virtue of his office as Marshal he was
titular manager of ceremonies upon

BRYCE ON CLASSICAL
EDUCATION
m———

The Presidential Address delivered at
the annual meeting of the Classical
Association by Lord Bryce on Friday, Jan.
5, was a reasoned defence of the Humani-
ties, all the more effective for its moder-
ation. Lord Bryce admitted frankly that
the reaction against the undue predom'n-
ance of classical studies was long overdue.
The economic changes of the last eighty
years had created in the popular mind an
association, now pretty deeply rooted, be-
tween the knowledge o{ applied science
and material prosperity. = Again, langua-
ges had too often been badly taught, and
the despotism of a purely grammatical
study of the ancient languages and authors
needed to be overthrown. The more that
could be learned in both of the two great
classes of knowledge—the world of Nature
and the world of human thought—the
better would it be. _But while no man in
our days could be deemed educated who
had not some knowledge of the relationof
the sciences to one another, for dealing
with men in all the relations of life the
knowledge of tissues and electrons did not
help. Pericles and Julius Caesar would
have been no better for the work they had

Finally, Lord Bryce dwelt on the unfailing
refreshment, solace, an inspiration to be
derived from the great classical writers,
ending with a happy guotation of the
jmmortal line in the Iliad : * The best of
omens is our country’s cause.”— The
Spectator.

TO those who passed through the hell
of it I suppose it will always be the
Devil's Wood ; but to one at Jeast it will
be a memory of grandeur and of glory.

PUBLIC ACCOUNTS OF CANADA
i

Ottawa, Feb. 1 —The public accounts
for the fiscal year were tabled in the
Commons this afternoon. Total receipts
on .account of consolidated fund were
$172,147,838, while the total expenditure
for the ordi expenses of administra-
tion amounted to $130,350,726. The sur-
plus was therefore  $41,707,112. Capital
account expenditure totalled $38,665,950
on public works. The railway subsidies
paid during the year totalled $1,400,000.
The war expenditure was $166,197,755.
The total expenditure under all headings
was $209,350,000. The increas in netdebt
of the Dominion was $165,780,000.

Under the heading of war expenditures
the militia and defence department was
responsible for $160,433,000, the justice
department for $1,287,000, the naval de-
partment for $3,274,000 and the Dominion
police for $201,000. Pay allowances and
sustenance of the troops cost $100,788,000,
transport $8,686,000, clothing $13, 194,000,
small arms and ammunition $7,766,000.

There was received. from the Imperal
government during the twelve months
$148,000,000 on war purchases account,
while there was expended on the Imperial

Government account $186,000,000. ' From
the French Government there was receiv-

ed $1,670,000, and itures on French

The practice of crushing or grinding

oats for horses is increasing. The best
authorities have for years contended that

pay, and if the meal is made too dusty or
fine it may often be injurious.

However, the practice of rolling or
crushing has largely replaced grinding in
many districts. Many large city compan-
jes are now using crushed grain and re-
port favourably as to its economy. Ad-
vocates of ost crushing claim great
benefifs therefrom, such as: -

1. Increasing the percentage of digest-
ibility of oats for horses on hard work
and having little time for feeding.

9. Greedy feeders are made to eat
more slowly.

3. Horses with bad teeth are assisted
to digest the grain properly.

4. That twenty-five per cent. of grain
fed whole is not digested and is lost in
the manure unless crushing is adopted.
5. Proper crushing leaves the grain
free from dust and fine meal.

6. Crushing exposes the grain more
fully to the digestive juices, thus aiding
digestion.

7. That crushing even at a consider-
able cost is profitable in that grain is
saved and that horses are healthier.

These and other arguments are used
by advocates of crushing oats for horses
Considering the high cost of grain and
also of crushing, it has been considered
advisable to conduct an experiment along
this line. The results of this trial given
herewith eppear to answer conclusively
most of the above stated claims.

RESULTS OF EXPERIMENT

Five teams of horses were selected for
this experiment and these were fed ex-
perimentlly for eight months starting /in
October, 1915. The object of this trial
was a comparison of the same quantity
by weight of whole and crushed oats.
One horse from each team was started on
crushed, and the mate on whole oats, thus
insuring a fair comparison’as to work
performed on each feed. At the end of
each month the feeds were reversed in
each team. Careful records and weight
were kept as to the feeds consumed. All
horses received their usual supply of hay,
water and salt.

As all experiments and practical trials
have proved the value of some bran in a
grain ration the following mixture : oats
5 parts, bran 1 part, was adopted for both
the whole and crushed oats. !

The first week of each month, the tran- \
sition period, was disregarded in compil-
ing results. The following observations |
were made :

1. The gains and losses in the weights
of the horses were closely related to gen-
eral health and vigor.

2. No horses became fat but all re-
mained in good condition in spite of extra
heavy work in fall, spring and early |
summer and regular work in winter. |

3. During the whole trial the gains or
losses in weight'were approximately the
same for both whole and crushed grain. |

4. The slight difference in weights was
in favor of crushed grain but amounted
to only 125 lb. gain for 10 horses fed half
the time on crushed grain during the
eight months.

This is .15 Ib. per horse per day. At
the average charge of $2.00 per ton for
crushing, such slight gains would cost
13} per pound. However no difference
was apparent in health or general con-
dition.

5. When bran was mixed with the
whole oats the horses could not eat too
rapidly owing to thé dry, flakey character
of the bran.

6. When horses were properly water-
ed and not fed too much hay, whole grain
was found in but very small quantities
when at all, in the manure. .

7.' Both from the weights and appear-
ance of the horses and the condition of
the manure, crushing did not appreciably
increase the digestibility of oats.

8. Whether fed crushed or whole
grain, horses must have sufficient rest
after meals to start digestion at least. If
time is short, feed less rather than allow
too rapid eating of the regular feed.

In conclusion, it seemed to be definite-
ly shown that, to horses fed in the proper
manner, the crushing of oats had little if
any advantage and was unprofitable. In
other words, the cost of crushing is
wasted.

temperature “favors germination. By
iting the number of plants produced,
whether they come up quickly and are
strong or week, one can determine the
suitability of the grain for seeling pur-
poses more accurately than from the

results of a test which he does not sce.
If seed that is known to be of ‘strong
vitality can be planted under exactly the
same conditions as the seed whose vitality
is being determined, the. test will be more
valuable.
