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IN FINE CONDITION

Report On the Properties of the N.
G. F. of B. C.

THE WORK ON THEVELVET

There Are Some 15,000 Tons of First
and Second Class Ore in Sight.—The
Workings Are of An Extensive
Character—Will Make a Mine.

The annusi report of Captain James |ally des

Morrish, engineer in charge of the New
Gold Fields of Britieh Columbia, owning
the Velvet on Sophie mountain, is at
hand, and is of unusual interest to all
operators working in that district.

“The Velvet No 1. shaft,”” says the
report, “has been sunk to a depth of 165
feet, and is securely timbered to the
bottom of the same. I may remark that

this shaft has been sunk on the dip of
the vein, which I find is about 67 degrees
west of the horizon; good ore was en-
countered for nearly the whole depth.
At a depth ot 50 feet we cut through the
vein to ascertain its width, and found it
to be fully 13 feet wide, showinggood ore
throughout. At a depth of 100 feet we
again cut through the vein and found it
to be about ten feet wide, more or less
mixed throughout with ore. At this
point, which is known as the 100-foot
level, drives have been driven both north
and south on the course of the vein. The
north drive has been driven 190 feet ; the
south drive 144 feet. Crosscuts and up-
raises have also been driven and winzes
sunk.

“In the north drive, for the wholedis-
tance driven , 190 feet, the vein and the
ore have been continuous and some good
ore bodiee have been met, while the
present face of the drift, is in good ore.
At a point some 50 feet from the shaft,
No. 1 winze has been sunk to a depth of
about 40 feet—good ore was encountered
all the way down, and the vein looks
well at the bottom. Work has been
temporarily suspended at this point on
account of the heavy influx of melting
snow. At a point about 100 feet from
the shaft an upraise has been commenced
to ventilate the mine, and it will be com-
pleted in a few days.

“At a point about 120 feet from the
ghaft, No. 2 winze has been commenced,
})ut. work hag bgeen suspended ;temporari-

very good assay returns; a picked sample
of first class ore gave $44 gold and eight
per cent. copper. :

““The south drive is in 144 feet, and for
a distance of 60 feet from the shaft good
ore was encountered. From this point
to the present end the vein and the ore
have been somewhat irregular and
patchy. At a point about 50 feet from
the shaft an upraise bhas been put
through and connected with the surface;
good ore was met for the whole distance,
95 feet. The upraise has well ventilated
the mine at this point, and as a good
ladder way has been put in the men now
use it in going to and from their work.

“At the No. 2, or 160-ioot level the
work has not been sufficient to deter-
mine the character or the course of the
vein. At a point in the shaft just above
this level a dyke or fault was met with,
and this has apparently thrown or dis-
placed the vein from its regular dip. A
crosscuit was driven 32 feet east, and the
vein was again met with, carrying good
ore and giving good results in gold and
copper. A sample of first class ore gave
$23 in gold and eight per cent copper.
From the present appearance of the vein
I am inclined to think that the dip is
almost vertical. Work had to be sgs-
pended in this point on the 19th of April
on account of the very heavy influx of
water from melting snow, but the water
has fallen off considerably and we are
again able to resume work at this point.

“The total amount of drifting, sinking
and raising done at the Velvet is 1,011
feet. Apart from this, on the Portland,
(owned by the same company) 118 feet of
sinking and eight feet of driving has
been done, making a total of 126 feet;
while on the Blue Bell 29 feet of sinking
has been accomplished. This makes a
total of 1,166 feet of work on the three
properties of the New Gold Fields of
British Columbia.

““Ag to the ore reserves in the Velvet
I find it a very -difficult matter indeed
to form any very correctidea of their ex-
tent owing to the irregularity of the ore
bodies and also of the size of the vein,
but after a very careful consideration of
this matter I have come to the conclu-
gion that placing a very careful estimate
on the same we have at least 12,000 tons
of first and second class ore above the
100-foot level, ready tu be stoped away,
while on the surface I estimate that we

have about 3,000 tons of the same class

of ore.

“I may remark that about 85 per cent
of the ore mined is second class or con-
centrating ore, while about 15 per cent
may be considered as first class ore. I
consider that by carefully selecting our
first-class ore it will give a net profit of
$15 per ton, while the second class will
produce about 20 per cent of clean con-
centrates which will, according to a
sample trial made, give a net result of
$20 per ton. [Note: By net profitl
mean after freight and treatment has
been deducted.] Besides the above
there is a large quantity of vein matter
carrying a little ore, but at the present
time I am unable to say whether this
will pay for mining and concentrating
the same.

Ore Shipments.

““The ore shipments amount to 256 tons,
which was treated the Trail and Nelson
smelters. This gave a net return of
$2,314.81, or about $9 per ton of 2,000
tons. I may remark with reference to
this ghipment that it was not selected

1 very great care, consequently a

riderable amount of second class ore
d its way into this shipment, and
net results were not as high as they
rwise would have been.

For the present I consider that our
policy will be to confine our opera-
} below the 160-foot level and to this

end we are now directing our attention !
and efforts, I estimate that our month-
ly expenditures to carry on the develop-
ment suggested need not exceed $2,500
per month.

“On the Portland, adjoining the Vel-
vet, while no large bodies of payable ore
have yet been met, yet 1 consider the
prospects on the whole very encourag-
ing. '
“In summing up my report on the
Velvet mine, I cannot but say that I am
well pleased with the general appearance
of this valuable mining property, though
it cannot 4s yet be regarded a greatly
developed mine, or as being beyond the
stage of uncertainty. Yet I consider that
with honest and intelligent management
and the judicious expenditure of money

“In singﬁg the shaft we went d
through a fine continuous ore body to a
depth of about 150 feet, the width of the
vein averaging over six feet, with good
values both in gold and copper. At the
100-foot level there is a continuous vein
carrying a good grade of ore for about
250 feet in length, and a good vein of ore
showing in the face of the north drift,
while in sinking below this level we
found the ore continuing down and car-
rving good values. At the deepest point
reached, although the vein has faulted a
little, we have good ore fully maintain-
ing the value ot the ore at points above.
I am of the opinion that as greater depth
is reached and we get into more settled
and firmer ground we shall find the vein
better defined and richer. This has
been demonstrated very clearly to my
mind at the point above the 100-foot
level. Wherever we found the ground
hard and firm we found the vein better
formed and the ore richer.

‘““At present our facilities for import
and export are very primitive and unde-
girable, but when we prove to the rail-
road and other authorities that we have
a valuable mine, which I think we shall
be able to do at no distant date, our
facilities in this direction will be im-
proved and we srhall be able to work the
ore reserves, already referred to, at a
good profit.”’

‘ Work on the Elise.
During the construction of the tunnel

on the Elise claim, now the property of
the Lerwick Gold Mining company, sev-
eral stringers of more or less importance
have been passed, but as the tunnel
neare completion, being now only about
15 feet from the ledge, the nature of the
rock changes very materially, From
country rock and small stfingers they
have now run into a large body of beau-
tifully mineralized rock, and every indi-
cation points to the opeming up in the
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next 15 feet of as fine a body of rich ore.
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very jubilant over the prospect. Hi
ports the shaft as being about clear of
water, as every blast put into the tunnel
evidently opens ghe seams leading to the
ledge immediately below the shaft
and causes quite a heavy flow of
water from the shaft through the tunnel
proving conclusively that the object of
running the tunnel to drain the shaft
will be a great success as well as furnish-
ing plenty of air to the miners at 125 foot
deptn. There is no doubt about the
Levwick company’s property being a
mine in the future. The company has
decided to raise the price of stock to 20
per cent. on August 1st. They feel con-
fident from the present outlook that the
money now in hand is sufficient to con-
tinue the work until the mine is self
sustaining. The present directors, al-
though saying very little, have evidently
been sawing wood. The result is only
what was to be expected from the Elise
claim when properly managed.

The Proposed Road.
Now that the election is over the
matter of a road from Rossland in a
north or northwesterly direction to the

tote road that is under construction by
the contractors on the C. & W.should be
taken up. The road if built would result
in Rossland securing a large amount of
the trade along the route of the C. & W.
extension during the period of construc-
tion. John Kirkup, recorder and gold
commissioner,  who has charge of the
expenditure of the trail, bridge and road
fund in this division,was seen in relation
to the proposed road and asked whether
in his opinion the government would be
willing to help to build it. He replied:
“T think that if the matter is properly
presented to the government it
would be willing to aid in the construc-
tion of this road. Those who will be
most benefited by the construction of
the road should put up the remainder.”

The Pend d’Oreille Country.
M. B. Bridgeiord of the O. K. barber

shop, is back from a trip up the Pend

d’Oreille and the Salmon river country
on mining business. While away he
visited the Tyee group, up the Pend
d’Oreille, 10 miles from Waneta, in
which he is interested, and also the
Silver Cloud and the Silver Tip groups
on Swift creek, near its influx into the
Salmon. Work is now proceeding in
the tunnel on the Silver Cloud, and it is
expected the ledge will soon be struck.
Mr. Bridgeford says that there is no
little placer mining going on on the bars
where the Salmon river joins the Pend
d’Oreille.

Copper Production.
The Anaconda company was the great-
est indivipual producer of copper during

1897, itsoutput being 131,471,127 pounds.
The Calumet and Hecla was second with
87,378,986 pounds ; the Boston and Mon-
tana third, with 60,000,000 pounds; the
United Verde fourth, with 31,355,025
pounds, and the Copper Queen of Ariz-
ona fifth, with 23,999,873 pounds.

Montana’s total was237,158,540 pounds,
or nearly 50 per cent. of the total
product of the United States.

The fact that the
banks of Toronto wiil accept Rossland
shares as collateral for loans as readily
as though they were bank shares, shows
how high the confidencein the standards
of the camp is. Take War Eagles, for
instance. If a man owng 5,000 shares of
the stock he can take them to any reput-
able bank and by pinning them to his
personal note, can borrow $5,000 on
them. If he wished to borrow a like
sum on a piece of real estate he would

be compelled to have a mortgage pre-

pared and go to a large amount of trouble
before he could succeed in borrowing
that sum. The. other Eastern Canadian
banks will doubtless follow the exqmplﬂ
get by the Rossland and Toronto banks,.
and this will help to give a permanent
value to holdings of mining shares and
will lead to increased investments In
them.

Deer Parks were very free movers dur-
ing the past week. They opened at 14%4
@ 15% and closed at from 1615 to 18
cents. It will be remembered that the
shares of this company went up to 16
cents and then there was a persistent
bear movement and they fell to 13 cents.
It was suspected that the insiders in the
Deer Park company in Toronto were
purchasing, and hence were-at the bot-
tom of the bear movement. It isknown
that some of those who make up the di-
rectorate were among the heavy pur-
chasers of Deer Parksduring this period.
Soon after this Deer Parks began to cljmb
up. The intention now is to putin a
compressor plant, and as soon as this is
done the management says that ship-
ments of ore will be commenced.

AN IMPORTANT STRIKE.

It Has Been Made in the Big 4 Group
’ on Porcupine Creek.

Yuir, B. C. July 11.—Alderman Ed-
gren, of Rossland, has just returned from
the south fork of Porcupine creek, in
the Ymir district, and reports a big
strike on the Big 4, one of a grounp of
four claims in' which he is interested.
This group, consisting of the Lerwick,
Hercules, Snowflake and Big 4, were lo-

cated in 1896. Last year in doing the
assessment work a very wide -ledge of
galena boulders was discovered, which
assayed from $14.50 to $34.60 in silver
and lead. This year in prospecting the
Big 4 there was discovered a ledge over
20 feet wide in solid formation of very
rich looking rock, carrying silver; lead
and copper, on which a shaft is now
being sunk. Mr. Edgren brought down
some samples from near the surface
which may be seen in the window of
Thos. Stout, druggist, First avenue, Mr.
Stout being one of tbe lucky owners.
Mr. Edgren says they have built acabin,
and three men are at work, and they in-
tend doing considerable work on all of
the claims this summer. He is enthus-
iastic over the strike and says it is with-
out doubt the biggest showing so far in
the Porcupine district.

SOUTH BELT BONANZA.

The Deer Park Will Soon Take Promi-
nent Rank in the Shipping List.
The Deer Park directors had a meeting

Deer Park Is Be to Provided With
Machinery.

HAS A GREAT SHOWING

Le Roi Will Resume Its Shipments to
the Northport Smelter on Tuesday
Next—A Good Showing on the Blue-
Eyed Nellie—Other Notes.

The Deer Park company has prag-
tically decided to install a compressor
plant at once upon its property, and
only the final arrangements need to be
perfected. The company has carried
along the development of the property
by hand as long as could be economically
done, and the showing has been 80 uni-
formly satisfactory that the installation
of a compressor i8 not only demanded by
the stage of work, but by the showing as
well. The installation of power will be
of immense value in developing the
Deer Park at a speed commensurate with
its merits. :

The shaft is now down mnearly 245
feet, and three eight-hour shifts are con-
tinuing work as rapidly as possible.
Some drifting has been done at the 160-
foot level, besides crosscutting at various
levels, and an immense ledge of iron
sulphides has been met. In the shaft,
however, this iron has given place very
largely to a fine quartz carrying gold
values, and at times extraordinary
assays have been obtained—such for in-
stance as the recent one of some $22,000.

MINING RECORDER.

Mr. Kirkap Will Continue to Perform
the Duties of the Position.

John Kirkup has been appointed to
the office of gold commissioner for th‘e
Rossland mining division. Mr. Kirkup
has been mining recorder for the divi-
sion and chief constable of the Trail
Creek mining division for some time

past. There has been sowe/inquiry as
to who would succeed Mr. Kirkup as
chief constable and mining recorder. It
was learned vesterday that Mr. Kirkup
would continue to hold the position of
mining recorder and chief constable
along with that of gold commissioner.
The division is not a large one and it is
conceded that Mr. Kirkup can attend to
the duties of the offices quite corafort-
ably. Further on, when the division
becomes larger it may be necessary to
appoint two, or even three, men to per-
form the duties of the three positions
which Mr. Kirkup holds.

The lieutenant-governor-in-council has
the power to appoint a chief gold com-
missioner and gold commissioners,
either for the whole province or for par-
ticular districts to be created and fixed
from time B time by order-in-council.
The gold commiissioner of a district is
the offieer whose duty it is, and .who is
for that purpose invested with full
power, to do and at his discretion to per-
mit the doing of all' acts and ‘things ne-
cessary or expedient for the carrying out
of the mineral laws and the exercise and
enjoyment of the rights and privileges
thereby granted to and conferred upon
free miners. In addition to his other
powers and duties the gold commissioner
is eharged with the duty of taking poss-
ession and protecting the mining prop-
erty of a deceased free miner, and of ad-
ministering the estates and effects of
such miner until his representative ob-
tains from the courts the proper author-
ity to deal with his estate and effects.
The salary of the - gold commissioners

., varies, but generally it amounts to

nearly $2,000 per year.

SILVER QUEEN PLANT.

A Contract Let for Ffurnishing the
Water Power.

Edward C. Finch, manager of the
Silver Queen Mining company, is8 back
from the Cariboo creek region, whether
he went a few days ago since with E.

W. Cummings, the hydraulic engineer.
While there Mr. Finch let a contract to
Mr. Cummings for furnishing the water
power plant for the Silver Queen Mining
company for $2,875. For this sum Mr.
Cummings will put in a five-foot Pelton
water wheel. This will- be provided
with two nozzles of five inches each.
There will be 750 feet of 26-inch pipe
50-foot
head of water and with this the plant
will give 50-horse power. This can be
increased to 80-horse power in case
that quantity is needed. This wheel is
to be, used;to furnish the power for a
three-drill compressor that is to be put
in. Part ot the compressor-plant is on
the ground and the balance is on the
way. The complete plant including the
compressbr, drill and water power will
cost between $7,500 and $8,000. It is
expected that the drills will be in opera-
tion on the 1st of August.. Then opera-
tions on the property will be resumed
with a vigor. As soon as possible after
the compressor plant has been finished
it is the intention to commence work on
a matteing plant, the cost of which will
be in the neighborhood of $15,000. This
will concentrate the ore three or three
and a half into one and thus effect a
gaving on the transportation.

Inland Telephone Co. Threatens to
Parallel the B. C. Co.’s Lines.

It is now claimed that the
Inland company will parallel the system
of the Spokane & B. C.company from
Spokane to Rossland, Republi¢, Con-
conully and other points. It is alleged
that John I. Sabin, president of the
Inland Telephone & Telegraph company,
has directed Manager C. B. Hopkins at
Spokane to at once parallel the lines of
the rival company. It is claimed that
the new lines will be constructed in the
best possible manner and that when
they are finished it will be possible for
Rossland to talk to Los Angeles. Local
telephone people think the threat to
parallel the lines of the Spokane & B. C.
company is simply a bluft on the part of
the Inland Telephone & Telegraph man-
agement.

PARTY LINES.

By the result of the elections last Sat-
urday a new order of things politically
has undoubtedly arisen in Britieh Col-
ambia. From now on the struggle for
tbe control of the public affairs of this
Province will be conducted on straight
party lines, and the next general elec-
tion, whenever they may be, will, it is
safe to say. see candidates for legislative
honors appealing to the electorate as
Conservatives. or Liberals, as the case
may be, and not as Ministeralists and Op-
positionists. Tomany people of this Pro-
vince who are well versed in the politics
of the older established commonwealths
it has been a matter of no little surprise
that our elections were not conducted on
this basis long ago. The only explana-
tion we can give as to why British Col-
umbia has been so tardy in adopting the
political methods which prevail in-every
other province of the Dominion and in
all civilized countries is that no man or
body of men have ever made any real
effort to cause the abandonment of the
clumesy, town-council practice that bad
its inception during crown colony days,
when what now constitutes this great
Province was inhabited by only a handful

of men, who knew infinitely more of|

fur trading and placer mining than they
did of the modern principles of party
organization. But at last a change has
come over our body politic. In the last
four years the phenomenal natural re-
sources here have caused the addition
of thousands to our population. Shrewd,
progressive men have come to Jperman-
ently reside within the borders of this
Province,and they brought with them up-
to-date conceptions concerning politics,
and now are insisting in & no uncertain
manner that these ideas shall take the
place of the mossback methods that
have hitherto attained.

It may be argued by some that there
is nothing in common between Local
and Dominion issues, and therefore the
adoption of Dominion party lines in Pro-
vincial politics would not lead to good
results; but we fail to see any force in
the contention.

Tre MINER welcomes this new state of
affairs, believing that much good will
come of it. It will cause public interest
in the administration of the Province to
be much greater than it has -been in
recent years, for the reason that the
latest arrivals from the east and the
mot country will find it easier to
gra¥p the political situation and conse-
quently, they, as well as those already
here, will be keener than they would be
otherwise to record their votes on elec-
tion day, and so cause the true sentiment
of the country to be reflected in the
legislature. As a result of this, it is

reasonable to presume that greater effort
than ever will be exercised by future

governments to adopt policies and enact
measures that are solely in the interest
of the people.

CHEAP ELECTRIC POWER.

The advent of the electric energy of
the West Kootenay Power & Light com-
pany in this vicinity will mark anepoch
in the history of mining in the Trail
Creek division. Thisis because 1t will
cheapen the cost of mining. The forma-
tion here is hard and it is costly to sink
shafte and drive tunnels,either by steam
or hand power. The electric power will
be furnished at about one-half the cost
of steam, and hence it will lessen the
cost to that extent. There ! be less
outlay, too, for plants ~ electric
power is  used, for e first
cost of a steam plant is much
more than an electric plant.. There is a
great deal of high grade ore in the mines

here and there is considerable low grade |

ore. Every dollar that is taken from the
cost of mining and smelting brings more
and more of this low grade ore within
the range of profit. If the advent of
cheap electric power means that mining
can be done for 50, 75 cents or $1 per ton
less per ton than by steam oOr
hand power, it also means that even $11

ed | that have hitherto been languishing, or

ing, because it increases the earning ca-
pagjty just so much as it lessens the cost
of the production of ore. The same is
equally true as to the properties that are
not now producing ore, but which will in
the future.

There is another distinct henefit,which
though small by comparison with that
conferred on mining, that will aid
materially in the upbuilding of this
community. Small factories of all kinds

have not been attempted because of the
lack of cheap power can Now be success-
fully established. There are dozens
such factories, like foundries, machine
shops, printing offices and laundries that
can and will use this electric power to
advantage.

Therefore, there has been no event
that has happened in this division, ex-
cept, perhaps, the reduction in the cost

1t willdo a
great deal to make this the foremost
mining camp of the western part of the
American continent. ‘

THE VICE REGAL VISIT.

The news that the viceroy of Canada,
accompanied by his lady, the Countess
of Aberdeen, is to visit Rossland within
the next ten days will, of course, be re-
ceived with great enthusiasm by the
patriotic people of this city. Itis satis-
factory to note that guitable preparations
for the reception of these distinguished
visitors are well under way, and that by
the time they arrive here everything
will have been done to make their brief
gojourn in the camp as enjoyable as is
possible under the circumstances.
The city -council is to Dbe
heartily commended for assuming
the responsibility of entertaining
Lord and Lady Aberdeen, for by so doing
the corporation of Rossland becomes the
host of the chief representative of Her
Majesty, Queen Victoria, in British
North America. But rside from what is
being done by the city THE MINER
would suggest that some attention be
given by individuals to the decoration of
at least the principal streets of Rossland.
A liberal display of bunting would very
materially add to the festivity of the

occasion. Let us all make the coming of
the governor-general a gala event.

A HEARTY RECEPTION.

The large assemblage of patriotic and
public-spirited citizens at the city hall
Tuesday afternoon, hurriedly convened
at the request of Mayor Wallace, leaves
no doubt as to the desire of the people
of Rossland to extend a most cordial re-
ception to the vice-regal party. Every-
one present manifested a keen desire to
see everything done that is possible to
make the occasion a success. There is
now every reason to believe that the
visit of their excellencies, Lord and Lady

;ence for them,and when they have con-
cluded their stay here they will leave
with the knowledge and satisfaction that
Rossland does not do things by halves
when it comes to a question of hospital-

ity.

THE ELECTION RETURNS.

At lgst the result of the elections is
known, but the knowledge thus obtained
ds far from being gatisfactory from a
Government point of view. It is evident
that the days of the Turner administra-
tion are numbered.

But in the event of a change we donot
see how the Opposition can hope to
make a success, if they cannot claim
greatér strength in the legislature than
their opponents. :

We do not believe that Premier Turner
has lost the confidence of the people, in
gpite of the fact that his party has ob-
tained fewer seats than the Opposition.
Mr. Turner still enjoys the esteem and
respect of a large majority of the electors,
and we do not hesitate to say that he
could have been sustained in power by a
good working majority had he taken the
trouble to properly organize his forces
prior to the campaign. As it was, his
friends throughout the Province were
like a rudderless ship. There was no
united action worth mentioning,.and
comparatively little enthusiagsm,owing to
the absence of the directing hand of a
strong, alert leader. The returns show
that in nearly every instance the Op-
position majoritigs were slight and the
vote was small.” Enough Government
gupporters to have won at least half a
dozen constituencies refrained from vot-
ing through pure indifference. Under
the circumstances it is marvellous that
the Ministeralists did so well. .

The country now impatiently awaits
news of Mr. Turner’s intentions. Does
he purpose resigning forthwith, or will
he wait until after the Cassiar elections;
will a session of the legislature be called
without delay, or will be continue to
hold ,office until he has tested the senti-
ment of the House at the last possible
moment?

CANADIAN ASSOCIATED PRESS.

There is a great need of a Canadian
associated press to furnish news that
shall be more distinctly national in
character. There is a wide difference
between the tastes of the people of
Canada and the United States so far as
the news is concerned. In the Dominion
the people prefer plain facts, shorn as
much as possible of gsensational features.
The taste of the residents of Canada has
not been so vitiated that it cares for that

contained in the yellow journals of the
United States. It is true that some of
the sensational papers published by
our neighbors are sold here, but the

the Americans do not seem to care for
their news unless it is tinctured with
gensationalism; that is to say,a large
proportion seem to have a morbid appe-

tite for that which is trashy and highly

colored.

The Associated Press reports, which
are gathered from all over the world for
the papers of the United States, are
handed over to the Canadian Pacific Tele-
graph company, and it in turn farms it
out to the papers of Canada, that, like
Tae Mixgr, belong to the Associated
Press. In fact, the Associated Press re-
ports form the bulk of the telegraphic
news that is furniihed to the readers of
this country by its leading papers. The
cable reports that are farnished to the
Associated Press from London, Berlin,
Paris, Madrid and elsewhere are made
up solely with a view to their utility
from an American standpoint. Inas-
much as this is true, they are not suited
to Canada, where the inhabitants are
loyal British subjects and do not care to
have the news of the mother country
-‘censorized” by the Americans before
it reaches them. It isall right that it
should be done for the Americans, but it
is wrong when it comes to the Cana-
dians. '

- It is no wonder, therefore, that much
of the Associated Press American news
is distrusted because of its sensational
character, and itds not surprising that
much of the cable news is characterized
as unreliable by the people of this coun-
A partial remedy for thisevil would be:
the maintenance of a staff of correspon-
dents on the other side of the water to
the end that reliable and accurate news,
and of a character that would be of in-
terest in this country be furnished to the
papers of Canada. 1f the papers are
compelled to use the reports gathered by
the Associated Press in the United States
let only those items which are known to
be truthful and devoid of sensational
features be utilized. :

There is another criticism that we
think is just. Canadians are naturally
more interested in home news than they
are in that from other countries. The
Canadian news furnished” by the Asso-
ciated Press in this Dominion is of the
poorest possible character. It is often
poorly written and frequently badly
edited. Trivial incidents are frequently
given a great deal of space, while those
of importance are often left with a bare
mention. There is evidently need of a
reorganization of the gervice, for itseems
to be in the hands of those who are ap-
prentices at the business of newsgather-
ing and newssorting. It seems, there-
fore, that there is a great need of reform
of the news bureau of the Associated
Press in this country. This has got to
be 86 much the case that it is no wonder
that Canadian publishers of newspapers
devote considerably more than two-
thirds of their telegraphic space to the
American news furnished by the Asso-
ciated Press, for the reason that with all
its sensationalism and unreliability it is
better from a newspaper standpoint than
most of the ‘‘slush,”’ misnamed news,
furnished by the agents of the Associat-
ed Press in this Dominion.

CONSERVATIVE PARTY IN B. C.

Nicholas Flood Davin, the silver-
tongued orator of Assiniboia, in the
course of a public address, recently
delivered, eulogized Sir Charles Tupéer
and declared him the equal of Thiers,
Palmerston, Disraeli—and Moses !

The venerable baronet may be more
faithfully compared with Moses thanany
of the other distinguished men men-
tioned, for he has led the Conservatives
into a political wilderness, and if he does
not soon make a more determined effort
to arrange for party harmony and better
organization, than has been so far no-
ticeable, the chances are that, like
the famous Israelite, he will pass away,
leaving his followers still struggline on-
ward towards the Land of Promise.

The Conservative party is in a bad
way in Dominion politics, and in no
Province is it so poorly organized as in

peculiar form of mental pabulum that is P

Province. This is a remarkable condi-
tion of affairs, when it is remembered
that the numerical strength of the Con-
gervatives in British Columbia is greater
than that of the Liberals, and that some
of the ablest Couservative politicians of
the Dominion reside in this Province.

If British Columbia Conservatives
intend to prevent the establish-
ment of a Liberal administration
at Victoria, they should organize with-
out further delay.
clubs in every electoral district would
probably be the most advisable as an in-
itial step. This move should be followed
by a Provincial convention at which all
districts should be represented. That
assemblage would have an excellent op-

party.

PARTY ORGANIZATION.

Tae MiNer prints in this issue a
special dispatch from Toronto which
states that Alexander Smith, the organ-
izer of the Liberal party for Ontario, bas
started on an extended tour through
British Columbia, and that bhe expects
to visit all the principal points in the
west. The announcementof Mr. Smith’s
coming to this Province could scarcely
be considered as particularly interesting
news were it not for the information
contained in the closing words of the
telegram. We take the reference to
his intention to ‘“‘do good work for the
cause’”’ as an indication that his mission
is significant of the determination of the
Liberal leaders of the Dominion to forth-
with thoroughly organize their followers
in this Province, and make every possible
preparation for a strong fight in the near
future for the control of the Local ad-
ministration.

The recent elections have been closely
watched in the East by the chiefs of both
political parties, and the outcome has
aundoubtedly added largely to their in-
terest in the future politics of British
Columbia. Seeing that the attempt of
either the Government or the Opposition
to successfully conduct an administra-
“tion for any considgrable length of time
is bound to result in failure, it is not
surprising that the shrewd and far-
sighted Eastern Liberals should take
time by the forelock in British Columbia
and greatly strengthen their party in
both the Province and the Dominion.

It will be interesting to watch the
movements made by the Conservatives
to counteract this, the latest move, of
their rivals. The party cannot lay claim
to any great harmony and organi-
zation. The dissatisfaction in some
quarters concerning their present leader
and the fact that they are in opposition
at Ottawa has, for the time being, con-
siderably lessened their alertness and
activity as to organization. But it may
be that the situation'in the Province,and
the prospect of the Dominion elections
taking place within the nex tthree years,
will fully arouse them to tbe all import-
ant need of looking after their fences
here and elsewhere without further de-
lay. One thing is certain: Unless they
do bestir themselves they will see the
Liberals capture this Province at the

next elections.

THE SEWERAGE SYSTEM.

We believe that THE MINER echoes
the sentiment of every citizen when it
expresses the belief that tog much delay
has been occasioned in arranging for the
installation of an adequate sewerage
gystem for Rossland. The present mem-
bers of the city council were pledged,
before taking office, to provide this
much-needed convenience, but 8o far
nothing has been done in the matter.
It is, however, only fair to the council to
state that the fault does not lay with
the mayor and aldermen. The munici-
pal officials are anxious to do their duty
in this, as inall other respects. The delay
is caused by the stupidity and negligence
of the authorities at Victoria. Partly
owing to the assinine conduct of the
Provincial Board of Health and partly
through the failure of the legislature to
make provision for the expropriation of
land for a sewerage farm, the hands of
the council are tied. In the meantime
the sanitary condition of the city is kept
in a condition far from being satisfac-
tory. This is a matter of grave im-
portance and should receive prompt
attention.

THE OUTPUT OF COPPER.

In the world’s production of copper
for the past year the United States heads

many and Australia in succession as
named. Other contributing countries of
ess note and importance are Italy, Ja-
pan, Norway, Russia, Mexi¢o, Bolivia,
Canada, Africa, Sweden ‘and Austria-
Hungary.

Tae MiNer respectfully directs the at-
tention of the Government to the fact
that the office of inspector of metallifer-
ous mines ig still vacant. Several months
have elapsed since the late incuambent,
Mr. Macdonald, resigned. We cannot
understand why there has been so much
unnecessary delay in naming a suitable
man for this position. It cannot be that
an individual possessed of all the qualifi-
cations to perform the duties of the
office is not available.. There are dozens
of men in this district who would make
admirable inspectors. We would re-
mind the authorities, in passing, that
Kootenay has claims on this office that
in all fairness cannot be ignored. This
district leads all others in the Province
as a mining center, and thereare men
residing here who are more entitled to
the nomination than those to be found
elsewhere. It is hoped that this matter
will receive the prompt attention of the
Government.

MINING STOCKS AS COLLATERAL.

The vaiue of thestandard stocks of the
camp is continually coming in for more
and more recognition on the part of the
outside world.

The tenders for the wideming of the
gauge of the Columbia & Western rail-
way between here and Trail are all in
the hands of F. P. Gutelius, general
superintendent of the road, as the time
for receiving bids expired Tuesday.

The successful contractor is expected to
begin work inside of ten days. It is
estimated that the cost of the improve-
ments now contemplated will be in the
neighborhood of $100,000.

Winter and H. H. Boomer, of
the firm of Winters, Parsons & Boomer,
railway contractors, were in town Tues-
day. They have brought their outfit
over from the Crow’s Nest line, where
they had a contract, and will begin work
on the extension of the C. & W. between
Robson and Cascade.

THE BLUFF TO BE MOVED

Contract For the Work Let to Sol
Cameron.

For Tuesday Next.

The city council atits meeting Tuesday
night let to Sol Cameron the contract for
removing 40 feet of the bluff on the west
end of Columbia avenue. Mr. Cameron’s
tender was $11,980. Alderman Goodeve
moved that as the cost of this work was
very high, all tenders should be rejected
and new bids requested, calling for the
removal of only 25 ieet of the bluff as
well as 40 teet. The motion however

was lost.

The tenders for grading Spokane street
were all rejected, as the council consid-
ered them high and no tenders were
called for. \

The tenders from each contractor for
grading Spokane street were the same as
for removing the bluff, with the excep-
tions that Campbell & Waters did not
tender for the Spokane street job, and
that Sol Cameron offered to do the earth
excavation on Spokane street for 39
cents per cubic yard instead of 40 cents,
which was his tender for the same class
of work in removing the bluff.

THE WESTERN MINING INDUSTRY

Canada’s mineral wealth has been
brought prominently to the notice of the
British public by W. Hamilton Merritt,
F.G. S., in a paper read before the Lon-
don Society of Arts. Mr. Merritt’s
paper deals with British Columbia and
the Klondike and the possibilities of
these regions,as well as the work al-
ready accomplished. The mountain re-
gion continued through Canada irom
Rossland to the Klondike is 1,300 miles
long and is similar in all essentials toits
continuation through American terri-
tory southward to Mexico and to the
north through Alaska. In these states
and territories the yield of gold was close
on $41,000,000 in 1894, and has increased
to $52,830,000 in 1897. In the same
American territory the yield for 1896
+9%- Silver, $74,877,000; copper, $33,-
823,000; lead, $8,733,000, and mercury,
$1,070,000. This the writer advances as
a conclusive proof of the richness of the
same mineral area continued through
British Columbia. The output of that
area has already grown sufficiently large
to demsand attention. During 1897 the
value of placer gold mined was $513,520.
and of lode gold $2,122,820. In the same
year the output ot silver was $3,272,836
and of lead $1,390,517.

Mr. Merritt’s account of the develop-
ment of the mining industry of this
Province is decidedly interesting. He
seems to have made a very thorough
study of the subject, although it must
be confessed that he attaches too much
importance to the existing opportunities
for mining in the Yukon district. It is

This
will be of incalculable benefit to British
‘Columbia, and greatly hasten the coming
of the British Columbia boom in Europe.

Tuae president of the United States
yesterday signed the bill for the annex-
ation of the republic of Hawaii to the
United States, and the islands that make
up that country are now a portion of the
American republic. These islands are
12 in number, have an area of 6,977
square miles, and a population of be-
tween 90,000 and 100,000. The principal
product is sugar. The chief advantage
to the United States in the acquirement
of these islands is their convenience as a
coaling station and naval rendezvous.
While the soil is fertile the population is
chiefly made up of Hawaiians, Chinese,
Japanese and Portuguese, which al-
together make an undesirable class of
citizens. There was considerable oppo-
gition to the annexation of the country,
and it is probable that the step would
not have been taken except as a war
measure. The natives are dying out,
and in time will doubtless disappear. If
the islands were peopled by whites they
would make an ideal residence place,
for the climate is mild and the soil very
fruitful.

The Homestake Group.

The London Market.

Eprror MINER, Sir:—In your issue of

May 31st I read with much interest a

report of an interview with F, L., Mercer,

a London gentleman, who is now visit-

ing Rossland, and as the subjects which

he then discussed are of viial interest to

the people of British Columbia I hope

that my review of his vpinions may not

be uninteresiing to your readers.

In a general way, Mr. Mercer is quite

correct when he recommends the au-

thorities of B. C. to spare no expense in

the publication of reports of the wonder-

ful resources of the country in the En-

glish newspapers, and of the splendid op-

portunities there are for the sale invest-
ment of British capital in your mines.

Of late years, however, the London

gpeculator has hecome rather suspicious

of some of the financial papers over here,
which has been intensified by the state-
ments of Mr, Hooley, the great industri-
al company promoter, whose failure last
week, created such a sensation in Lond-
on. Within the past three years
Mr. Hooley has drawn £12,000,000
from the pockets of English investors in
the various schemes he has brought for-
ward, and now he tells the bankruptcy-
commissioner that he has been black-
mailed out of all kis profits by the edi-
tors of certain newspapers, and the joke
is, that he has pledged himself to name
them. This failure, following as it did
that of Mr. Bottomley, the great South
African and Westralian mining pro-
moter, has made the London speculator
very cautious; he is naturally cunning
and suspicious, and like all people of
that class, is' constantly being taken in
and done for, in his narrow-minded way,
he argues that if an investment is good,
it does not require any newspaper pufis.
As far as mining enterprises are con-
cerned, a large proportion of the capital
comes from the provinces, and
the people of .Bradford, Manchester,
Edinburgh, Glasgow, etc., are generally
better posted on the wealth of British
Columbia, than are the Londoners, at
whose ignorance on the subject, I have
often been amused. About a month
ago, 1 was assured by a director of a
British Columbia syndicate, that all
mining operations around Rossland were
suspended for about eight months in the
year, on account of the intense cold, and
the deep snows. He seemed amazed
when I told him, that for the past three
months, I had been compelled to wear
warmer clothing in London, than I had

in Rossland, all last winter; another
mining capitalist insisted that the Cana-
dian Pacific was the only railroad in the
Dominion of Canada. :

The London mining speculator or pro-
moter pursues pretty much the same
tactics today that he did 50 years ago on
the discovery of gold in California and
Australia. Each mining country in the
world has a boom in its turn which gen-
erally lasts about six months,. during
which period anything in the shape of a
mine can be sold in that particular lo-
cality. I can recollect when any quartz
boulder in California or Nevada, with a
notice of location stuck on it, would
command a big price in London directly
it was offered on the market; then
would come a reaction, and for two or
| three years the begt mine in either of
those states would not fetch sixpence
becanse Mexico, Pern or New Zeultmd

| was having its innings. After all it may

be as good a plan asany. -

Shortly after my arrival in town I was
assured by a very shrewd mining pro-
moter that just then British Columbia |
mines were not fashionable (sic), but
that if I had anything in Kalgurli to
offer he was prepared to take it up.

Mr. Mercer’s advice to ‘‘offer nothing
but the best mines for sale’” is good,
althongh in boom time, it seems a mat-
ter oi indifference to the promoter,
whetler the mine has any merit or not.
Anyone who cares to read over the long
list of South African and Westralian
mines, whose shares are quoted on the
stock exchange, and so few of which
have ever paid, or ever will pay a divi-
dend, can eagily convince himself of that
act.

Notwithstanding the extreme dullness
of the mining market here at present, it
is still possible to organize syndicates to
take hold of good prospects; they are
willing to advance the working capital,
pay all the expenses necessary for the
fAotation of a company, registration fees,
printing prospectuses, advertising, etc.,
provided that the owners are willing to
show sufficient confidence in their
mines, by ‘taking their .pay in shares,
instead of asking a round sum in cash
for a grass root prospect. They reason,
and with justice, that they take all the
risk; they pay 4all the expenses over
here, get the company ‘“‘on the tape,’”’
advance the money for sinking shaft, or
running tunnel, erection of buildings,
purchase of ’tools, etc., and then,
if there is a mine, the shares which the
owners have received are as good as
bank notes. Unfortunately, this ar-
rangement does not always suit the
prospéctor, who has made his location,
done $100 assessment work on the claim
and would like to sell his mine (?) for
$100,000 next day. The time is not far
distant, when every ‘‘going’’ mine in
British Columbia may be "sold for a fair
price, and every good prospect will be
able to secure money for development.

GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS.

They Should Not Be Allowed to Spec-
ulate 1n Mines.

ToroxnTO, Ont., July 7.—The Globe has
an editoral article on the question of the
Dominion government officials in the
Yukon speculating in mining claims.
It starts with the statement that there
can be no doubt of the soundnese of the

views that officials in the Yukon having
anything to do with mining claims ought
not to speculate or in any way endeavor
to make profit for themselves out of
these claims. The Globe refers to its|
own Ottawa dispatch a few days ago in
which it was contended-that while the
officials having to do with the adminis-
tration of mines shounld not hold or spec-
ulate in mining claims, the case of Mr.
Wade, who 18 clerk of the peace and
crown attorney for the Yukon, is an ex-
ception to the general rule. The Globe
gays:

““We see the force of the argument
that Mr. Wade’s duties have no connec-
tion with the mining claims or that his
dealing with mining claims would not
necessarily conflict with his duties, and
that it is theretore neither corrupt nor
illegal, and then, admitting all this our
judgment is still against Mr. Wade or
any other official speculating in mining
claims, for several reasons. First, it is
important not only that the administra-
tion of justice should be pure so that
people should have perfect confidence
therein. If you lay down the rule
that ne official shall deal in mines
for himself you have something
that a rough and ready miner can under-

whether he could grasp the distinction
between one sort of official and another.
Suppose the mining inspector being him-
self forbidden to speculate in mines, is
continually giving the crown attorney
suggestions as to good things in the min-
ing line; does he do this out of mere
good nature andwithout corrupt interest?
Then suppose he is tempted to speculate
a little himself, or otherwise break the
law, with which amount of vigor could
theg crown attorney carry on a prosecu-
tton against a man to whom he is bound
by every tie of gratitude?

WAS A QUIET ELECTION

Rossland Precinct Gave the Opposition
Candidate a Majority of 97, Trail
5, Grand Forks 13, and Oascade
City 6.—Two Precinct to Hear From.

[From Sunday’s Daily.]

The election in this riding yesterday
resulted in the return of James Martin,
the opposition candidate, over John
McKane, the independent government
candidate, by a majority of about 140.
Rossland precinct gave Martin a major-
ity of 97, Trail 5, Grand Forks 13, and
Cascade City 6. There are two precincts
to hear from which will give Martin a
further majority.

The election in this city yesterday

resulted in the polling of 562 votes, and
of this number James Martin received
229 votes, and John McKane, the inde-
pendent, 232. There was one spoiled
ballot which was thrown out. This gave
Mr. Martin a clear majority of 97 in the
Rossland precinct. The election was an
extremely quiet one. There was not a
very large crowd around the polling
place on Columbia avenue near St. Paul
street at any time. As soon as the polls
opened at 8 o’clock the business men be-
gan to pour in, and within an hour 100
votes had been cast. By 12 o’clock 300
votes had been cast, and these were
principally the brokers, stockbrokers,
hotelmen, merchants and their emploves
Between 12 noon and 1:30 p.m. the
workers began to arrive and by 1:30, 400
votes had been cast. Then there was a
little lull. Voting began to get brisk
and at 3 o’clock there was quite a rush
and by 3:30, 528 votes had been polled.
In the last half hour between 3:30
and 4 p. m. 66 votes were polled.
There were only three challenges. Two
of these were by J. W. Nelson on behalf
of Mr. McKane. .The third was a chall-
enge by A. H. MacNeiil, who-caught a

man whom it was alleged was trying to-
