Philadelphia, July 16.—Out of a to­
tal of 1,478 prisoners confined in the 
Eastern Penitentiary, 1,008 have sign­
ed a petition which will be submitted 
to the next legislature, asking State­
wide prohibition.

The petition is probably the strong­
est sociological argument ever made 
against the liquor traffic. Without a 
word or even a suggestion from Ward­
en McKenty, the prisoners confined 
signed their names and in many in­
stances volunteered to go before a 
legislative committee and tell how the 
drink has wrecked their lives.

The vote was taken on Independence 
Day and has just been made public. 
On each petition was an appeal to 
make Independence Day memorable by 
signing the petition.

Unique Document,
“It is a unique and the most manly 

document ever sent from a penal in­
stitution,” was the terse comment of 
Warden McKenty last night. “It is 
an appeal to decent men serving in 
the legislature to come to the aid of 
men unfortunates confined in the in­
stitution. Seventy per cent, of the 
prisoners claim that their downfall is 
due to rum. It is certainly a wonder­
ful argument against the liquor traf­
fic.”

San Francisco, July 16.—For the 
first time in the history of the U.S., 
a charge of violating the War De­
partment rules by photographing 
government fortification has been 
filed here by U.S. District Attorney 
John A. Prestion, acting on instruc­
tions from Washington. The defend­
ants are Charles K. Field, editor of 
Sunset Magazine, Robert J. Fowler, 
an aviator, Ray S. Dunhem, a photo­
grapher and Riley S. Scott, a writer.

The arrests were caused by the 
publication in the magazine of an ar­
ticle bearing the title “Can the Pana­
ma Canal be destroyed from the 
Air” written by Scott and illustrat­
ed with photographs taken by Dun- 
hem showing the fortifications on 
the island of Naos at the Pacific end 
of the canal.

All the defendants are astonished 
at their arrest and each has declar­
ed they had no intention of violating 
any law of the States or of divulging 
any of Uncle Sam’s secrets.

The penalty is given in the sta­
tutes as ten years’ imprisonment or 
a fine of $10,000, if the disclosures in 
violation of the law are made in for­
eign countries, or $1,000 if they are 
made in the United States.

started a crusade against drink. Let­
ters began to flow in telling the per­
sonal stories of prisoners, who claim­
ed that were it not for whiskey they 
would not now be serving time in 
prison.
