An unparalleled service has been
rendered the cause of humanity by
the British Red Cross Society, not
only its efficient care of the sick
and wounded soldiers of the British
Empire, but also by the relief it has
afforded all the suffering heroes that
have come under its care, regardless
of mationality. During the progress
of the war, in the past two years,
the entire work has been maintained
by voluntary contributions, and up
to the present time these have suf-
ficed. However, with the action in
all theatres of war steadily being
magnified, and with the consequent
increase in casualties, the work of
the society has gradually increased

until the crisis has been reached
when the. absolute need of assist-
ance from every availfble quarter

ed in Paris as a motor cyclist in the
first month of the war and was sta-
tioned at Amiens.

The Rochette case was one of the
most sensational in the history of
the French courts. Rochette was ar-
rested in 1908 charged with swind-
ling on an enormous scale. His op-
erations involved a sum of more
than $20,000,000, and at his sub-
sequent trial it was stated that some
of the most prominent men in
French public life had been either
his dupes or his accomplices. A
parliamentary inquiry was made in-
to charges that Antoine Monis, for-
meér premier, and Joseph Caillaux,
former minister of finance, were ex-
erfing their influences to protect
the promoter.

Rochette disappeared
on bail, and succeeded in
Mexico, where, it was said, he was
welcomed by Francisco Madero,
then president, to whom he was re-
ported to have rendered valuable
services. The French Government
demanded his extradition, but Roch-
ette was warned in time and made
a sensational escape from the police.
Since that time his whereabouts
have been unknown.

The Rochette case was revived in
1914 when Gaston Calmette, editor
of the Figaro, was shot to death by
the wife of M. Qaillaux. The shoot-
ing was the result of violent attacks
made on Caillaux in The Figaro, and
among the charges brought. by Cal-
mefte was the old scandal of the for-
.mer minister's alleged connection
with Rochette.

In Creating Scarcity of Pap-
er—Need for More
Precautions.

Ottawa: Oct. 19.—Indenendent of

other causes operating to iner eq
the price of paper to Canadian pub-
lishers, the constant destruction of
spruce and balsam forests by pre-
ventable fires has played a serious
role. Without question, there is
abundance of woods to meet all de-
mands of paper mills, but abundance
and accessibility are frequently two
very different things. Transportation
distances between the woods and the
mills is a factor of first importance,
as not a few unsuccessful Canadian
and American paper mills have been
forced to realise. Every additional
mile a paper mill is obliged to travel
for logs, the costs of the paper pro-
duet will reflect an advance.

E. H. Backus, President of the
Minnesota and Ontario Paper Co. at
Fort Frances, Ont., stated recently
that the increasing inaccessibility of
pulp limits from the mills is making
paper dearer. Unlike small saw
mills, the permanently located pulp
mill eannot pack up its _equipment
and follow the retreating forest.
Forest engineers are agreed how-
ever, that with care in oprating lim-
its and thorough protection agza‘. -~t
fire, pulpwood forests can be per-
petuated indefinitely; accessibility
of supplies need be lessened very lit-
tle.

Up to the present stage in Canada
the lack of modern fire protection
for which the governments, as trus-
tees of the timber resources, are
chiefly responsible, has reduced the
near-at-hand bodies of pulp wood
far more than the actual cut of logs.
The Northern Ontario fires of last
summer are an illustration of this
fact. In the 1200 sauare miles de-
vastated were substantial quantities
of paper making materials. In the
same fire, an Ontario paper company
lost 400,000 cords of wood, ready
piled in the mill yard. Quebeec’s 1916
fires also cleared out large quanti-
ties of soruce and balsam as well as
white pine. The ‘forest fire record
in Ontario and Quebec during the
past ten years accounts for vastly

more forest wealth than has passedI

PRICE OF BREAD
MAY RISE AGAIN

Chicago, Oct. 19.—The public is
confronted with another increase in
the price of bread if wheat continues
to'advance, according to predictions
to-day of leading bakers.

The 10 cent jump in the price of
wheat in the last two days sent flour
up 75 cents a barrel, which caused
the bakers to announce that in addi-
tion to the recent increases in the
price of bread, they would have to
make further advances unless some-
thing unforseen lowers the price of
flour. Bakers paid $9.50 a barrel
for flour yesterday, the highest price
in Chicago in 20 years.

“Unless an embargo on the ex-
portation of flour and wheat is
placed,” said Paul Schulz, a promin-
ent banker, “there will be a wheat
famine before spring. Even as th=
situation is now, small millers are

shutting down their plants and fill-
ing their orders by buying from the
Minneapolis mills,”

BRANTFORD AND BRITISH RED
CROSS.

At the meeting yesterday after-
noon on behalf of a British Red
Cross campaign in Brantford, the ob-
jective decided upon was $20,000.
The Courier thinks that the urgent
demands of this splendid cause is
such that the amount named should
be exceeded. Last year the total res-
ponse from the city was $16,000 and
$28,000 from the City and County
combined. This year the scope of
the work has reached far larger pro-
portions and there should be a pro-
portionate advance in the giving.

Toronto in the first two days of
the campaign there, has passed the
quarter of a million mark, Hamilton
proposes to raise $75,000, Stratford
Aldermen voted $10,000 for a start-
er and a like story is told of every
community.

There is no need to enlarge upon
the scope and the magnificent hu-
manity of the work. Nothing is too
good, and nothing snould be spared
on behalf of the brave men at the
front, who are daily risking wounds
and life itself, on behalf of the Em-
‘pire, and those of us who are stay-
ing at home, and the least each in-
dividual can do is to dip well down
into his or her pocket.

1t is up to the people of Brautford
in a splendid and emphatic way (o
show what they can do. There are
many other calls of course,‘ar‘xd none
should be neglected, but the British
Red Cross movement along with the
rest of war activities must be sus-
tained.

THE WASTE OF WATER

A writer in the paper published
by the Conservation Cowumittee at
Ottawa, points out that the excess-
ive water comnsumption in Canadian
cities constitutes a very serious prob-
lem. The average daily consumption
in the Dominion is 111 gallons per
capita: in individual provinces it
yeaches as high as 143 gallous per
capita, and in certain centres of
fairly large size attains a maximunt
of 292 gallons. There is no doubt
thai these figures can easily be low-
ered. The consumption in Great
Britain is below 25 gallons in sev-
cral cases, and the highest rate is
only 70 gallons per capita.

That the more extensive use of
meters would remedy conditions to
a great extent is shown by two of
our prairie provinces, Manitoba and
Saskatchewan, meters are
‘more widely used than elsewhere

where

falls to 50 gallons and 55 gallons,
respectively—less than half the av-

erage for the remaining provinces.

Nor would the introduction of met-

ers mean an increased cost to con-

sSuIers.

There are two thousand of
them and the result is seen in the
fact that for the last six months
the revenue has increased by some
$4,000, while the total consumption
has been-twenty per cent, less. To
cover the whole- field would need
about 8,000 meters and that would
settle Brantford’s water question.

Front.

IS A SPLENDID OFFICER.

Is Brother-in-law of the Late
Lieut. Cameron D. '
Brant.

Concernine Capt. Frank Montour,
the Indian officer recently recom-
mended for the Victoria Cross. Mr.
F. O. Loft writes from the front.

Anyone who kn-ws Captain Frank
Montour would nct any sooner be

made aware of an—-thing he may
have done upon the battlefield to
merit him the Viectoria Cross, be-

cause he is a splendid type of the
most unassuming and unpretentious.
He is a Deleware, in the prime of
life, a strikingly handsome man of
fully six feet in height. On his
square, broad shoulders rests a head
that is well-balanced, and behind the
gently and kindly countenance is a
mind and temper that will brook no
terror. Frank is a brother-in-law of
the late Lieut. Cameron D. Brant,
who gave up his life at the battle
of Ypres about 23rd April, 1915,
Father’'s Counsel

At the outbrerk of the war, in
August, 1914, Fiank told his father
cenlist. His
tather in giving his final econcur-
rence, tendered a gentle and kindly
admonition in the following words:
“My son, when you go to the war,
first of all fight for your God, then
for the King and lastly for your
country.”

These words were in keeping with
the everyday professions of the
father, who is a devout Christian.

Curtailing League Series.

“The major league seasons should

be contracted from 154 games to 938
games. This would be done by each
of each major league playing two se-
ries of four and three games, respec-
tively, with at home and abroad with
each rival. At present three series
(home and abroad) of four, four and
three games, respectively, are con-
tested. This gives each major league
club 11 games at home*and 11 games
abroad, with eaeh and every rival
making the 154-game schedule.
# “By eliminating one four-game
series for the two rivals in each city
the season series would be pared
down from 22 to 14 games. Four-
teen games I believe sufficient for
the purpose of establishing the ques-
tion of might among clubs of either
major field.

“The two clubs which headed the
rival procession at the end of the 98
game schedule should be declared
pennant winners of their respective
companies. Then the world series on
the broader sense should begin.

“All sixteen clubs should figure
in this world’s series. Every major
league eity should see every other
major league team lined up against
its favorite at home. The world ser-
ies in short should be a free-for-all
in which all sixteen major league
clubs would take part.

“This would easily be accomplish-
ed in a general scramble of sixty
games. Each American League club

CANADIANS PLAY
PART N

Are Doing Their S
British Offensive
A Campaign of
Precision Carried

Ottawa, Oct. 29,—The following

communique from the Canadian War
Records Office has been received:

Canadian Corps Headquarters in

France, via London, Oct. 19.—It is
impossible for those who are not ac-
tively participating in this great bat-
tle and who must still entertain
conception of warfare based on fov-
mer wars to understand the extra-
ordinary revolution which has grad-
ually taken place in our methods of
attack. And the Somme offensive is
being conducted upon new principles
drawn from the study and experience
of the last two years. It is at the
same time the most colossal and the
most meticulous form of warfare
which has ever been' evolved. 1Its
novelty, its charter of change apd in-
vention, its bold departure from mil-
itary precedents, is well exemplified
by the famous tanks. Its gigantie
seale is illustrated by the casualties
returns, which represent, however,
but a small fraction of the troops
employed.
